Anaopeal should be made to
the highest Court in the Empire, the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council,
againet the constitutionality of both the
Acts of incorporation aud endowment,
He urzed that the Geand Lodge siould
ure every effurt to bring thie question vp
for such legal decision,and that it donate
$1,000 for that purpose from the funds
of the Grand Lod«ze, and that each mem-
ber of tha Order be asked to aid in some
way.

est kinds of eilk ; it is horizontally cord-
ed, the cord being bold, thick aud
closely set in rows, It.is cither used by
itself or for combining with velyets and
plushes. Large plaids are fashionable,
but require au artift to arrange them to
suit the figure ;- badly cut, they are
atrocions, Brocades with armure and
mervellleux grounds are popular, and
there is a tendency toemploy silks with
pale-colored grounds and over desigos in
black: Puongee still holds its own,

Gray, green, and tan pongee are some-
times chosen for travellitg and sun para-
sols. Everything can be used for those
for dressy occasions. Gold and siver
lace and embroidery in all their rich and
brilliaut patteruings are called in to
help out the decorations of the parasol,
A most striking example is a canopy-
topped parasol, covered with delicate,
almost transparent, lavender siik, and
trimumed with cireular rowa of wide and
filmy silver lace, inclosing spaces run
with baby ribbons of white moire, alter
nating with wavy viue patterus in silver-
floss embroidery. This parasol has a
broad, white ribbon twisted about iuside
from oue rib to auother, and when the
parasol is closed it fails 1n queer, bunchy
loops about the handle.

“‘It pot unfrequently happens that the

A green parasol
is coneidered chic if pale tinted and per-
fectly plain on the outside, while within
every rib is edved witha full fall of white
lace, oue or two lengths crossing endwise
the pretty, steamer hung pavilion. - The
esame idea is carried ont in & handsome
Directory parasol with cuver of heavy
white brocade adorned only by its very
richuess, until one pecps into the insids
and discovers the white ribbous and
knotted bows which are tacked over the
ribs to conceal the frame-work.

*‘It seems odd to talk of Directory
parasols, seeing that the article which
goes by that name borrows nit one idea
from the last century. ‘The parasol of
the Directory was not built to use and
was a most awkward and inconvenient
thing . to cany. Sull, everythiug
which is inade, even to vails, which were
not worp under the Directury, arrogates
that name this, eeason.

“There is nothing more novel in the
epring parasol collection than the oddity
with-one panel unlike the other seven
A uoctably rich and elegant parasol is of
creamn covered with flounces of
Spanmish lace, The flounces are qgnite
wide aud run about the cover withou
interruption until they reach the fatnl
panel, Here the continuity is broken
except that the bottom flounce, edging
the points, completes its allotted circle
The panel or side thus left vacant is cov-
ered with silver spengled gauze, totally
different from the lace in texture, draped
from top to bottom instead of ira hon-
zontal circle.

“Friuge and hamd painting are fea-
tures of the new parasols, One beauti
ful specimen calculated to make havoe in
the hands of a pretty girl, is covered
with a creamy white silk, and edged
with a white silk fringe, like thst on the
old silk and ceshmere shawls nov so
fashionable, many inches 1n length, so
that the pretty girl’s eyes must twinkle

having established what is perhaps the

randest school system of the world. Abou'
one thousand people were assembled to wit,
ness and take gart in the proceedings. The
Minister of Education was chairman and
there were seated near him the Lieutenant:!
(overnor, the Bishop of ‘Toronto and a host'
of prominent educationists,
