The news of the sudden death yes­

terday afternoon at Fort Saskatche­
wan, ot Major D’Arcy Strickland, com­
mander of “G” division, R.N.W.M.P., 
will j*‘ lieard with regret by- many 
friend- in nil parte of Western Canada, 
where the deceased was very gener­
ally known from his Tong connection 
with the Mounted police. The immed­
iate cause of Major Strickland’s de­
mise was dropsy, from which he had 
been suffering for some time. It was 
only two days ago, however, that he 
was compelled to forego his regular 
duties. After that the end came 
quickly and at three o’clock yesterday 
aitvrnoon he passed away. He leave's 
to mourn a wife and two children, 
a boy of thirteen and a girl of nine 
years of age. The funeral takes place 
Sunday afternoon at two o’clock and 
will be conducted with military and 
Masonic honors from his residence at 
the barracks at Fort Saskatchewan to 
the Fort Saskatchewan cemetery. Rev. 
Robert Wilkinson will conduct the 
funeral obsequies.

The late Major Strickland was about 
47 years of age. He was born in 
l’eterboro. Ont., where much of his 
early life was passed. He is one of 
the oldest officers of the Royal North- 
West Mounted Police, into which ser­
vice he entered when he came west. 
He was first stationed at Regina in 
the early days of the force and in 
1695, was allied with Major Constan­
tine in establishing stations in the 
Yukon. He came out in 1897, ami 
in the fall of that year returned to 
conduct the second detachment into 
the f Yukon over the Chilkoot pass. 
Mounted police posts were establish­
ed /by him at Chilkoot, and 'White 
passes and at Tagish. On his return 
lie was stationed at Regina, and about 
four years ago took charge of the Fort 
Saskatchewan division, which in­
cludes the district of Edmonton. In 
1l,e discharge of his duties he won the 
respect and esteem of all those with 
whom ho came in contact, and none 
of thr officers of the force were more

Ottawa, March 19.—After routine
business in the House of Commons 
this afternoon, Hon. Mr. Foster re­
sumed his criticism of the budget. 
He said it was worthy of note how 
lightly the Minister of Finance touch­
ed on trade conditions of this year, 
while m former years these had been 
an important feature, R was time for 
the people to take stock whither we 
were drifting. Reviewing the fiscal 
policy of the Liberals he quoted from 
speeches by Sir Wilfrid Laurier7 Hon. 
Wm. Patterson and Sir Richard Cart­
wright, when in opposition, on the 
necessity of reducing the tariffs.

The intermediate tariff arid French 
treaty have diminished the British 
preference to such a point as to make 
it doubtful if any principle was left 
of the government’s policy, which ell 
along was one of opportunism and 
political expediency. He d:d not 
think Canada would benefit l,y the 
French treaty. Trade would lie bene- 
fttted but slightly ; the revenue would- 
suffer to the extent of $400,000 and 
twelve other countries would enter 
products to the Canadian markets at 
lower rate of duty without any corre­
sponding advantages being received in 
return.

North Portal, fask., March 19.—Near­
ly one thousand land seekers and pros­
pective settlers came in at this point 
over the Soo line yesterday from the 
United States, and it looks as if the total 
number for the week will form a new 
record for this port of entry.

Parkhurst is in prison, but just after 
the proceedings opened she entered 
the hall dramatically. Her appearance 
created wild enthusiasm. She explain­
ed that the prison wardress entered 
her cell in' the afternoon and informed 
her that she was to go out. She asked 
why this was when her sentence did 

,not expire till tomorrow. The ward­
ress replied that orders had come for 
her release. Many other suffragette 
prisoners also were released, but no 
explanation was forthcoming from the 
governpicpt tie to why they were set 
at liberty.

About a hundred women were on 
the platform who had served terms in 
jail for agitating suffrage. Mrs. Park- 
hurst’s speech was moderate and not 
in the least sensational.

Vancouver, March 21.—Shipping in­

terests here got a fnde chock to-day 
through the interpretation of the 
coasting laws by Custom Commission­
er McDougall. The knowledge that a 
large quantity of the G.T.P. supplies, 
purchased in eastern Canada, were 
being bonded and shipped via the 
Grand Trunk to Seattle to be there 
probably transhipped to Prince Ru­
pert, started an agitation to have the 
coasting laws enforced.

This led to the discovery that the 
laws will not prevent Canadian bond­
ed goods, being shipped fn foreign 
bottoms to Canadian ports so long as 
they are shipped from an American 
port. For years American vessels 
have been -handling freight from Seat­
tle to Victoria and from Vancouvewto 
Skagway, but it was thought they 
were priviliged under order-in-couneil. 
An effort will be made to have the 
law amended to conserve the rights 
of Canadian shipping.

Sydney, Mar. 19—The decision of the 
American government to send its bat­
tleship fleet to Australia has arouseef 
the greatest enthusiasm throughout the 
Commonwealth.

Whén the announcement-was made 
public by the premier, Alfred Deakin, 
before, a huge crowd, which had! as­
sembled to hear an address on the na­
tional defenses, today, the thousands 
of persons in the audience responded 
by rising en masse and giving three 
deafening hurrahs for the United 
States.

The welcome which awaits the Am­
erican war vessels here has its origin 
in something deeper than mere friend­
ship. It is the result of the feeling 
that the United States now is the 
only bulwark between Australia and 
an Asiatic invasion.

The government officials here, long 
have seen the danger of'an attack by 
its neighbores in Asia, and they re- 
alied that in such a crisis the mother 
country, England, would be too far 
away to .give successful defense.

This exact peril has often been 
pointed out by the more radical of the 
Australian statesmen, they having as­
sumed that the southern trend of Jap­
anese authority has this as its ulti­
mate aim. It cvert-has been declared 
that the thousands of Japanese who 
arc rushing ipto Australasia are not 
moved by commercial instindts alone, 
but, when the proper time comes,would 
rise against the présent government 
in support of the land of their birth.

"Future Lies With America.”
That this tear has received at least 

some little official recognition is shown 
by the statement of the minister of 
defense, Thomas Ewing. He said:—

“We feel that our future in the .Pa­
cific id bound up with that of the Un­
ited States and the proposed visit of 
the American fleet will serve to allay 
many scares which have been in ex­
istence in recent years.”

Much oi the same feeling of friend- 
shin toward America is expressed in 
the invitation sent by Premier Dea­
kin to the American people last De­
cember to have the warships come to 
this quarter of the globe. The prc: 
mier said:—

"No other federation in the world 
possesses so many features of likeness 
to that of the United States as does 
the Commonwealth of Australia, and 
I doubt whether any two peoples could 
be found who are in nearer touch with 
each other and are likely to benefit 
more by anything that tends to knit 
their relations more closely."

Wliereas the Commonwealth lias been 
complaisant over America’s possession1 
of Pago Pago, Samoa—which the fleet 
will visit—it has never been overly 
pleased at Germany’s possesion of

Aside from the cardinal 
ouv that the Commonwealth’s whole 
scheme of government is patterned 
alter that of the United States, there 
are strong commercial and other tics. 
Australian coal is shipped in large 
quantities to the Paciiic coast and 
Australian meats goes to the Philip­
pines. Australia’s irrigation experts 
study the imiffense schemes for wat­
ering and arid tracts in the American 
western states, and Australia stu­
dents and educators go to America 
to learn American methods.

Premier Deakin himself is an en­
thusiast over the United States.

Plans for Welcome Already Begun.
Australian officials and the public 

already have begun to lay plans of 
extending to the American officers and 
men a, welcome which will surpass any 
yet made. The preparations began 
soon after the semi-official reports that 
the fleet would circle the globe began 
to circulate.

The Americans will not .have left 
their country’s !. smiling little’ land­
locked harbor of Pago Pago far behind 
before they will be greeted by British 
warships and escorted to Sydney. 
Sydney is the headquarters of Great 
Britain’s south Pacific fleet and a 
naval base of much importance, and 
the welcome the visitors from the 
United States will have there will be 
overwhelming.

In 1801, when the armored cruiser 
Brooklyn, comparatively fresh irom its 
triumphs off Santiago and yet bearing 
sears oi that tight, visited Sydney and 
Melbourne to represent the ' United 
States at the inauguration of the Aus­
tralian Commonwealth, it was visitefl 
by thousands of persons. This experi­
ence will, be many times duplicated 
when the fleet of battleships is here.

Sydney offers natural advantages 
for entertainment much beyond tlyose 
of Melbourne, but the latter will not 
nflow her constant rival to surpass 
her in warmth of greeting or feeling.

Five Girls Suicided in New York.— 
_ Sixth Makes Attempt.

New York, March 18.—A startling 
story of how five girls who came to 
New York from St., Paul a year ago 
took tneir own live.s, was told today 
by 17-year-old Helen Baxter, after she 
had made a vain effort to commit sui­
cide also. Helen said she was one of 
the party of six girls who came to 
New York to make tneir fortunes alter 
receiving a course of training in a 
business school in tlie Minnesota city. 
She turned on the gas in her furnish­
ed room in 43rd street last night, but 
was resuscitated this morning.

When asked why she had tried to 
end her life, the girl said: “Why 
should I not be allowed to die? My 
five girl friends who left St. Paul with 
me a year ago after we left school 
have all committed suicide. I want 
to die as they died and join them."

“Was it a suicide pact?" she was 
asked.

“Mv five girl friends are nil dead, 
and they died us they chose," was 
her reply.

The girl said she and her five friends 
decided while in the business school at 
St. Paul to come to New York to­
gether, thinking there was more of a 
future in the metropolis. She re­
fused to give the names of any of her 
girl friends. A short time after their 
arrival in New York, she said, one of 
the girls married. She did not live 
happily with lier husband, however, 
and killed herself a- few months later.

In the meantime another girl had 
been seeking employment without 
success. She sought death and found 
it by the same means her friend had 
used.

Man’s False Friendship.
The next to go in1 the same way, ac­

cording to Helen’s.story, was one of 
the girls who had fallen a victim to 
a man’s false friendship.

With three of their companions 
dead, the three that remained worried 
constantly, and when hard times 
came and employment was hard to 
find two voluntarily followed their 
lriends to the grave.

That left Helen alone. Then a man 
came into her life. The man was re­
presented to her as immensely wealthy 
she said, and for a time she was 
happy. Then he suddenly sailed for 
Europe. She had nothing more to 
live for afte/ that, she said, and de­
cided to join her five friends in 
death.

Helen said her fAlher is dead, but 
that her mother still lives in Si. Paul. 
She refused to giVe her mother’s ad­
dress. When it was found that Lie 
girl would recover she was taken to a 
police station and locked up, charged 
with attempted suicide.

NO ACTION TO STEM 
PROHIBITION WAVE

SEES GAIN IN JUDAISM.

Manufacturers’ Association Refuse To 
Interfere on Behalf of Manufac­
turers of Bar fixtures and Bil­
liard Tables—Want Reciprocal Ar­
rangement Cancelled.

Montreal, March 20.—The executive 
committee of the Canadian Manufac­
turers’ association at a meeting held 
to-day discussed the prohibition move­
ment in the province of Quebec, ow­
ing to requests sent them by the 
manufacturers of bar fixtures and bil­
liard tables thgt they inaugurate some 
move "to stem the growing prohibi­
tion wave that is sweeping the coun­
try.” The manufacturers,’ however, 
did not see their way clear to. inter- 
fert in the matter, and let it drop 
without taking action. After the meet­
ing, several members denied to the 
newspaper reporters that the associa­
tion would do anything to oppose the 
temperance propaganda, and that no 
such action would ever be taken.

It was also decided to memorialize 
the government for a cancellation of 
the present "reciprocal” arrangement 
regarding the Detroit tunnel, under 
which supplies for tlie international 
tunnel go into Canada or the States 
duty free. It is stated that owing 
to a curious construction of the agree­
ment, the Americans were getting all 
the advantage, and supplying the 
whole of .the material for the Cana­
dian side free of duty, while the Cana­
dians could not get to the American 
side, the duty free clause being con­
strued as only applying to that part 
of the tunnel actually under water. 
Canadian manufacturers regardedThie 
as Xinfair to them, and especially with 
so many factories and workmen lying 
idle ifi Canada. The works involved 
mean an expenditure ol^about three 
millions. The association also decid­
ed to try and induce tlie various pro­
vincial governments to allow incor­
porated companies to vote on all mon­
ey by-laws affecting municipalities in 
which they were taxed, just as mem­
bers of the business end of the firm 
did.

A CONTENTIOUS BILL.

Opposition to Fort William Railway 
Company's Renewal oi Charter.

Ottawa, March 19.—The railway 
committee this morning reported the 
bill granting to the Trans-Canada 
Railway two years more in which to 
expend 15 per cent, of its capital 
stock, and providing that work need 
not be completed for eight years.
. There was stiff opposition to the bill 
to renew the charter of the Fort Wil­
liam Terminal Railway Company. 
After Dowler had been heard on be­
half oi tlie company, Jos. Conmee, 
member for Rainy River, made a long 
speech, the point of which was that 
the: proposed railway wquld have eon-; 
trol -of all .that portion of, (He lniYhor 
front which'had not already fallen' in­
to the hands of corporations. There 
would be no liafbor frontage for an 
independent railway and other com­
panies, as- it is proposed to put the 
tracks only 400 feet front the harbor- 
line. ‘ He proposed that, construction 
should proceed only as it is required 
by new industries whose interests 
should be protected by the committee.

Colonel Thompson, on behalf of the 
City of Fort William, suggested 
several amendments, including the 
following: (1) That the location
should have the approval of the city 
council; (2) that toot and vehicular 
traffic should be provided for; (3) that 
alter the eofnpletion of the bridges the 
city should have the right to pay 
a lump sum for perpetual rights of 
foot mid vehicular traffic. No pro­
gress had been made with the bill 
when the committee rose.

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Rabbi Schanfarber Says Thinkers Are 
, Accepting Old Religion.

March 19.—I,alter day at­
tacks on Christian dogma are exalting 
and spreading the belief in Judaism.

Rabbi Tobias Schaufaib.-r advanced 
this opinion in liis sermon yesterday 
morning commemorating the seventh 
anniversary of his ministration at the 
Kehilath Austin Mayriv Temple. Scv . 
era! hundred people ,>i his own and 
neighboring congregations followed 
the rabbi’s theme with close atten­
tion .

“Tlie simplicity, sanity and ration­
ality of Judaism should be its best 
credential to win from its constituents 
their approving assent and their 
whole-hearted support,” said Rabbi 
Schanfarber. “New opportunities 
are confronting Judaism today. 
■Scarce. a day liasses, but new an­
nouncements are being mad? by men 
who are breaking with the church 
and attacking the dogmas of Chris­
tianity. The thinking world is com­
mencing to understand that with the 
Jew’s, conception of God, of man and 
the world, lies the truth. The Jew 
should .seize upon this opportunity to 
win the thinking world for liis 
thought.

“The Jew believes that the Bible is 
the most sublime piece of religious 
literature the world has ever seen or is 
likely again to see. But this does 
not prevent the Jew accepting the 
truth front whatever source it may 
come. He regards Moses and the 
prophets ns the world's greatest re­
ligious geniuses. But this does not 
cause the Jew to shut out the light 
coming Iront other religious geniuses 
(i[ the world.

“The Jew and Judaism are saturat­
ed with the modern spirit ot progress. 
The Jew hart accepted the latest un- 
earthments-in the domain of science. 
The higher Biblical criticism does not 
frighten him. He has accepted it. 
The theory of evolution dees not cause 
hini to feel apprehension because he 
is satisfied that it cannot dviturb the 
fundamental principles oi Judaism.

'‘Religion should have a vital mes­
sage for life and the living. It should 
not be wrapped up in questions, in­
volving death imd the dead. There 
arc questions of far deeper import 
than tli1? solution of dogmas and theo­
logical intricacies. God will take 
care of Himself if man will only take 
care of himself to lav the foundations 
ot the here and now good and strong:’’

Rabbi Schanfarber’s congregation is 
the oldest Jewish congregation in Chi­
cago. From it have sprung all the 
others now in existence. Last Nov­
ember its sixtietli anniversary was 
celebrated. The communicants num­
ber 300 families. There was a special 
musical programme at yesterday's 
celebration, and the pulpit was taste­
fully decorated with roses with the 
figure “7” in the centre of the altar.

The- estimated number of service 
connections to be built this year is 
in the neighborhood of 800, and the 
cost of labor and material for the 
same amounts to $45,785.79. These 
estimates cover all that can be .fore­
seen at present, but there is no doubt 
that there will be many petitions pre­
sented to have work done in various 
parts of the city which tit present the 
commissioners hove no knowledge of, 
and they cannot therefore form an es­
timate of the cost.

New Fire Hall.
The completion of the new west end 

fire hall, which it was intended to 
have finished last scasAn, at the same j 

j time ns the east end hall, will be pro- i 
ceeded with at once. It will cost 
$23,000, and will be ready for occu­
pancy next August. It will be mod­
ern in all respects, and much the 
handsomest of the three in the city. 
Besides the apparatus hall, dormi­
tories for the firemen, captain’s office, 
stables and basement, there will be 
in connection with the hall a set of 
residence apartments for Chief David­
son, who will take up his quarters 
there as soon as the building is com­
pleted. The chief will also be pro­
vided with a private office in the hall. 
It is probable that provision will be 
made for a gymnasium and workshop 
for tlie men in th6 basement. The 
apparatus which -iÿ to be installed in 
the new hall is all in storage in the 
city warehouse, atàl'-’tvi'D be ready for- 
use immediately uffih the completion 
of the station. It wilF consist of a 
hose waggon, single cylinder chemi­
cal, and also tlie steamer which is 
now at the central station, In addi­
tion to this there will be the chief's 
buggy, and the new ambulance which 
was presented some time ago to the 
city by the Beaver House Chapter of 
the Daughters of the Empire.

The Incinerator.
The completipn of the Decaric in­

cinerator is another legacy "from 1907. 
The building is now partially erected 
and the apparatus will be shipped by 
the Decarie people iu Minneapolis 
early in the spring, and will be in­
stalled immediately upon its arrival. 
Its cost will be $40,500. The company 
have put up guarantee bonds with 
a reliable guarantee company for the 
full amount of the contract price, 
which they will forfeit if the plant 
does not prove satisfactory.

Speaking of the incinerator, the re­
presentative of the company, E. D. 
Browning, of Minneapolis, told the 
Bulletin a few days ago that his firm 
was ready for installation at once.

To prove that thie was 
their design from the first he quoted 
from speeches- of Sir .Wilfrid Laurier 
and his colleagues when in Opposition 
calling for tariff reduction. Thie he 
appeared to consider a grievous of­
fence. But not so grievous in the de­
mand as in the peuormance. First 
the Government gave a preference to 
Great Britain, which lowered the tar­
iff toward that country. Then they 
introduced an intermediate tariff 
which brought the tariff down almost 
to thia level as regards products from 
other fiscally friendly countries. Thou 
they made the. French treaty, which 
epcciflcally lowered the tariff to a 
large class of commodities from that 
country. As a result of these success­
ive lowerings he declared the Cana­
dian consumer could bring in goods at 
less than the nominal tariff rates from 
Great Britain and twelve other coun­
tries. That thia would benefit trade 
he was constrained to admit, but he 
feared it would cause a loss of reve­
nue. Crediting him with the most 
tender solicitude for the welfare oi 
the revenues, it must be conceded that 
Mr. Foster’s experience does not en­
title -him to speak with any authority 
of the results of tariff reductions on 
the revenue. He never tried it.

States as a failure the double purpose 
will be gained of encouraging their 
commercial aspirations and of preju­
dicing them against tariff reductions. 
The Canadian Associated Press fell 
early into bad hands, and was speed­
ily degeherated into a donkey engine 
for the high tariff party in Canada, 
who hope to bolster up their own 
bad logic by representing the people 
of the Mother Country as similarly 
deluded. Wherefore Canadian read­
ers have spread before them daily col­
umn on column of speeches, statistics 
and comments calculated to persuade 
them that Britain is going to the 
eternal bow-wows and that the people 
are Crying for a tariff os their only 
means of rescue from spectres of pov­
erty, hunger and national decadence.

The natural conclusion from til is 
presentation of the case must be that 
the British elector is a singularly 
short-sighted man to place in power 
a Government pledged to free trade 
when he himself is shouting for a 
tariff. But there is another side to 
the case which the British elector 
knows about, and to which lie pins 
his faith, but which the Canadian 
reader is not permitted to learn from 
the despatches of the “protectionist” 
dominated news service. Here it is 
cast in a nut-shell by Mr. Lloyd- 
George, President of the Board of 
Trade:

In this clear-cut definite fashion, 
Mr. Foster took issue w-ith the Gov­
ernment, and it must be remembered 
that in speaking he speke as Uhe ac­
credited financial critic and fiscal pol­
icy manufacturer of the Opposition. 
Mr. Borden and his followers stand 
therefore as assailants of the Govern­
ment because the Government has re­
duced the tariff. More, the antagon­
ism of Mr. Foster extended tb trie 
means bv which the reduction ha ■ 
been accomplished. To the British 
preference, the intermediate tariff and 
the French treaty he made explicit 
reference. It is necessary to suppose 
therefore that in detail the Oppos 

'tion stand for; ho preference to Brit­
ain unless Britain imposes a tariff 
against all others ; the abolition of tile 
intermediate tariff and the re-instatc- 
ment of the maximum tariff against 
every item of foreign trade; the abro­
gation of the French treaty and the 
loss oi a market which last year im­
ported $100,000,000 worth of such goods 
as the Canadian farmer and workman 
are in ]>osition to supply. The tariff 
issue ts put beyond a doubt. Mr. bot­
ter denounces the Government for 
having made reductions; he stands 
therefore to reimpose reductions that 
have been made should he get the 
Chance ; and so standing he stands as 
the accredited representative and 
spokesman ol tho Opposition.

Tlie balance of trade was the sec­
ond fiscal question that worried the 
Opposition critic. He was trou­
bled because we have been getting 
more than we gave, because our in­
come has been more than our outgo, 
because our imports have exceeded 
our exports. This " pons asinorum ’ 
of the political economist led hlln into 
the familiar lolly of declaring that 
because we have imported more than 
we have exported we have been run­
ning into debt to all creation, and will 
be impoverished in trying to pay off 
the accounts. Let us see. Upwards 
of three hundred thousand people 
come to Canada every year to make 
loan es. Each is required by law to

If Mr. Foster prefers a time of In­
creasing exports and decreasing ex­
ports, he should be entirely and su­
premely happy under the conditions 
v.o have beeu experiencing during the 
late months. Last month our exports 
were $2,000,000 greater than for Feb­
ruary, 1907, and our imports $3,000,- 
000 less. If Mr. Foster’s theory is 
correct he should have been altogeth­
er satisfied with the commercial con­
ditions of last month. If eo, he was 
adly out of harmony with the gen­

eral sentiment of his own party. Per­
sonally he may have experienced 
some satisfaction in observing a tint 
of similarity between those conditions 
and the conditions which normally 
prevailed when he was shaping the 
fiscal policy ol the country. But the 
satisfaction was confined to himself. 
.Mike liis colleagues and his party 
press have manifested a wholesale 
and wholesome distaste for those con­
ditions and have expressed it in a 
very lively and not always truthful 
iashion. In fact they seized upon 
those conditions as the most hopeful 
argument they bad yet found against 
the fiscal policy of the Government 
and to make tile argument more im­
pressive painted the conditions as 
nearly similar to those of ‘ Mr. Fot- 
ttr’s day as possible, and much more 
similar than veracity allowed. Theor­
etically, of course, they agree with 
Mr. Foster that small imports and 
large exports are the be-all and end- 
all of fiscal policy. Practically neith­
er his friends, nor perhaps Mr. Foster 
himself, find any cause for jubilation 
in the conditions which in Canada 
have invariably accompanied a shrink­
age in imports and a growth of ex­
ports. Theoretically, they preach that 
we should give more than we receive; 
practically they display the unmis­
takable signs of prosperity and satis­
faction when we get more than we 
give.

THE OTHER SIDE.
Canadians generally learr, of Brit­

ish politics through tho medium of 
Associated Press despatches, and <}e- 
,-patclies of the Associated Press are 
permitted to present only one picture 
of British politics—the picture the 
British elector» have turned toward 
the wall. Steadily, persistently and 
it must be ddberately, the impres­
sion conveyed to Canadian readers by 
tliis alleged news service, is the im­
pression that Great Britain is totter­
ing on the brink of commercial chaos 
and that the nation is turning to “pro­
tection” as the only salvation from 
calamity general and terrible. To il­
lustrate. Britain is governed by a 
government elected on a free trade 
policy in a national upheaval against 
the proposal to rc-institute a tariff. 
But when have readers of tho Asso­
ciated Press, American or Canadian, 
been favored with quotation, excerpt 
or outline, of a fiscal speech delivered 
by a British Minister? On the other 
hand, Vhat day in months has the 
Associated Press failed to lay before 
its readers outlines and quotations of 
speeches delivered in Parliament and 
on the hustings -by gentlemen who 
were cast from power for making just 
such speeches?

The reason is not obscure. The Am­
erican Associated Press despatches are 
designed for consumption in a high 
tariff country and a country which 
lias aspirations to become the success­
ful commercial and industrial rival o' 
Great Britain. The blacker those de­
spatches can be made to .portray the 
industrial and commereial conditions 
of Britain the more will they flutter 
the ambitions of the people who are 
to read them, and the more powerfully 
will they influence those readers for 
the maintenance of the Dinglcy tariff.

BLOCKADING INFORMATION.
A remarkable spectacle was present­

ed to the people of Canada on Mon­
day when a group of members cf 
Parliament demanded that a witness 
before the Public Accounts Committee 
be muzzled, and declined to give i 
iellovv member against whom they had 
launched accusations of dishonesty 
an' opportunity to give evidence at all. 
Chief among the group were Mr. Ames 
of Montreal and Mr. Bristol of Toron­
to, , two gentlemen who have rath.-i 
distinguished themselves for slimness 
of knowledge of public affairs and 
breadth of insinuation against other 
men. During the session these gentle­
men have borne their customary p.1 t 
in blockading the business oi the 
House and in sniffing for seaiil.il. 
To draw attention to their olfactory 
occupation they have seen fit to re­
present tlie Government as resentng 
their inquisitiveness and denying 
them access to the sources of informa­
tion. To no member of the Gove i 
meut have they paid the compliment 
of their hostility more persisten ly 
than to the Minister oi the Infer or, 
and about no-'department of piintir 
affairs have they sniffed more steadi’j 
or howled more vigorously than tax 
timber branch of the Department I 
the Interior. The Minister they tav 
reviled as an autocrat who reiused 
legitimate information. And on the 
strength of this imputation they nave 
called upon all creation to witness 
how badly they were being tr«.Uad, 
and have invited the electorate to be 
lfeve that the alleged refusal of in­
formation could only be an i tteu'pt 
to shield rascality of unknown charac­
ter but of awful proportions.

Their opportunity to secure the 
information for which they professed 
to bo hungering and thirsting came 
on Monday. But when it came t Ut- 
gentlemen declared that they did r( t 
want information. More, they de­
manded that the public be kept from 
getting, the information. More, to 
prevent the information being made, 
public they demanded that a witness 
be muzzled and that British fair play 
be denied a fellow member. The Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands under 
whose charge is the administration oi 
the crown timber was before a Com­
mittee of the House to give evidence. 
But Mr. Bristol demanded that his 
evidence be not heard. Mr. J. G. 
Turriff, M.P., formerly Commissioner, 
was present, and had been present for 
several days expecting to be called. 
Mr. Ames declined to'call him. In 
view of language Mr. Ames and his 
friends had held towfcrd him, Mr.

and reviled wrote .them down in tlie 
chronicles oi public record as slander­
ers and cowards.

Fortunately, Mrv Ames aud his as­
sociates to not dominate tho Commit­
tee. It will be the business of the 
Liberal members* to see that Mr. 
Greenway and Mr. Turriff are given 
every opportunity,; to provide full in­
formation as to the administration of 
the timber department.

AN ENORMOUS WESTERN FOREST 
RESERVE.

The Federal Government will set 
aside the whole eastern slope of the 
Rocky Mountains from the Interna­
tional boundary as far north, as valu­
able-timber is found os a national re­
serve for all time. This was the wel­
come announcement made by the 
Minister of Agriculture at the meeting 
of the Dominion Forestry Convention 
in Montreal last week. The area of 
this immense reserve can of course 
only be conjectured, but it may rea­
sonably be calculated equivalent to"* 
belt one hundred miles broail and 
one thousand miles long, a total of 
100,000 square miles. The timber will 
be eut periodically under regulations 
protecting the immature trees, ana 
thus providing for tlie replacement of 
the timber used and the perpetuity 
oi the forested area.

Of the wisdom of the course there 
will be but one opinion. Tbe exhaus­
tion of the forests in many European 
countries and in many of the United 
States has taught severely but tnor- 
oughly the national value of timber 
resources. This teaching Canada is 
fortunately in position to apply with 
advantage. Our timber resources are 
yet comparatively untouched. But 
the demand abroad is being more and 
more supplied from our forests, and 
unless measures are taken now so con­
serve tho supply this may be easily 
exhausted in a generation. Some­
thing along this line lias already been 
done by the establishment of timber 
reserves in various parts of the West 
but the reservation announced by Mr. 
Fisher will be the longest stride yet 
made in the way of preserving and 
perpetuating this national resource

Directly, this will secure to the 
people ol the prairie country a sup­
ply of timber for all time. Accom­
panied by an efficient re-forestration 
policy .it should provide the basis for 
a very profitable export trade in 
commodity for which there is an enor­
mous demand, But another and indi­
rect benefit will accrue of perhaps not 
less importance. That forests aflec 
climate is now too generally known 
to require demonstration. They do so 
principally by conserving and indue 
ing a supply of moisture. Portions of 
Italy once famously fertile are now 
lilenched and unproductive by the

The winter should be long enough as 
a rule for the transaction of the busi­
ness of the Canadian parliament. They 
can begin a little earlier if they must'; 
Jilt they should be through by tlie 
twenty-fourth of May. Not so very 
long ago parliament could begin lab- 
in January and accomplish something 
very like that feat. If they began 
early in November, they should ac­
complish it now. The* long-winded 
debate accomplishes nothing which 
the lapjd-fire debate would not, except 
to waste the people’s ..money and the 
patience oi the press gallery.

CHOKED BY BIG BEAR.

For the nine months ending with 
March. 31st last the revenue of me 
Dominion was $7,000,009 and the total 
expenditure on both surrent and capi­
tal account $65,000,000, leaving a sur­
plus of two millions which, added to 
the sinking fund, reduced the public 
debt more than three million dollars 
in the three quarters of a year. This 
was the significant declaration of Mr. 
Fielding m beginning his budget 
speech in tlie House on Tuesday. For 
the current year the expenditure from 
consolidated revenue would probably 
be $77,000,000 aud the revenue $96,000,- 
000, leaving a surplus of revenue over 
current expenses of $19.000,000, the 
largest in tlie history of Canada. Tlie 
capital expenditure would total about 
$33.000,000, leaving $12.000,000, to be 
udded'to the public debt.

For the coming year tlie estimates 
of current expenditure amounted to 
$77,009,000, aud of capital expenditure 
$42,000,000. Of tlie probable revenue, 
Mr. Fielding said lie wished to speak 
with caution. It may be assumed, 
however, that it will not bo less loan 
fw the current year, $96,000.000. Even 
this would leave a balance over the 
current expenditure of $19,000,000 to 
apply toward the expenditure on capi 
tal account. This would reduce the 
necessary addition to the debt to $23,- 
000,000—or • seven millions less than 
will be spent on the National Trans 
continental during the year.

Summarising, the revenue for the 
three fiscal periods is calculated to 
meet the current expenses and leave 
$40,000,000 for investment in perman­
ent improvements. The significance 
of this was illustrated when Mr. Fos­
ter in reply could only complain that 
we were making capital expenditure 
out of our income, and therefore not 
running into debt for the whole 
amount. Tlie honorable gentleman 
was here treading on safe ground per­
sonally. He was never accused of 
doing that. It would have Been a 
happy occasion for that gentleman 
when his opponents could say no worse 
of one cf his budget announcements. 
Usually it was liis painful privilege 
to inform the country .that he had 
borrowed every cent he had put into 
public improvements, and frequently 
that he had had to borrow something 
for running expenses as well. The 
contrast was sufficiently great to de­
serve Mr. Fester’s attention and suf­
ficiently conspicuous to invite smiles 
at liis strained fault-finding.

Beyond tliis novel complaint Mr. 
Foster had little to say except that 
the Government were spending much 
money. That of course is entirely 
true and sufficiently understood to 
scarcely require announcement. But 
what country ever passed through a 
period of expansion without heavy in­
creases in expenditure Mr. Foster ne­
glected to say. Or how the enormous 
expanse ol central and western Canada 
could be transformed from a wilder­
ness into a populated and properly 
equipped country without increasing 
expenditures lie did not undertake to 
tell us. Probably this was advised. 
For the record o£ that gentlemen is 
that he could not 'pay running ex­
penses in a time Of national stagna­
tion without running into debt seven 
times faster than his successors have 

a found necessary to meet the wholly 
unprecedented demands of equipping 
half a continent with the public re­
quirements for civilized existence.

A “HIGH LEVEL” PROPOSAL-

The C.P.R. do not approve the 
bridge plans proposed by tlie twin 
cities- Instead they offer a traffic 
deck forty feet lower than tlie rails, 
to be used by street ear and otnei 
traffic. As the rail level will itself 
be several feet below the hill top, 
this means that the proposed traffic 
deck would lie from fifty to sixty feet 
below the level. Needless to say this 
would not be a “high level” bridge 
in any reasonable interpretation ot 
the term, and should not be accepted 
or paid for as such. Neither is the 
proposal for a single roadway to be 
used by cars, vehicles and foot pas­
sengers altogether satisfactory’, nor 
will the public accept without ques­
tion the aesthetic dictum of the 
Company’s engineer that a “nicely 
sodded embankment" shutting off me 
landscape westward, would be prefer­
able to trestle work through which 
at least glimpses could be obtained 
of one of tlie finest valley views in 
Canada, Tlie Provincial Government 
are taking up the negotiations in the 
hope of inducing the Company into 
some more reasonable frame of mind. 
If they fail it might be well to appeal 
to the Railway Commission, and see 
wlmt pressure that body would bring 
to bear.

THE H. B. ROUTE.
Senator Power doubts it the greater 

portion ol the Western crop can be 
taken out by tlie Hudson. Bay route 
before tlie close of navigation. Well, 
suppose not? It is not proposed to 
destroy tlie present routes, merely to 
supplement them by a shorter and 
cheaper line. They will still be open 
to do business, and will find more of 
it than they can do. At present these 
.routes are congested trying to take 
out one-tliird of the crop before the 
lakes freeze. Even with the new trans­
continental it will scarcely be possible 
to land half the annually increasing 
crop at the head of the lakes before 
tlie frost closes them. Suppose the 
Hudson Bay route takes out only half 
the remainder it will still be commer­
cially profitable and immeasurably 
beneficial. Because we could not send 
all the grain by the new route would 
study be. a poor reason for refusing 
to send any of it that way. And it re­
mains for Senator Power to demon­
strate that the Hudson Bay route, 
supplementing the present routes 
would not provide the means of mov­
ing practically all the crop before tlie 
close of the navigation season.

Fierce Fight of Weaponless Man Who 
Killed Large and Maddened Animal.
Grand Forks, B.C., Mar. 19—Such a 

display of physical strength as was 
witnessed the other day at Toulon 
mountain, near Orient, Wash., on the 
Great Northern railway, when Louis 
Dubois, a giant Frenchman, in a life 
and death combat completely over­
came an immense black bear, is ns 
yet without parallel1 in this district. 
According to the report that lias reach­
ed here Dubois and a young Scotch­
man named Alex. Campbell, were out 
cutting cordwood when they came 
upon a bear’s den and seeing what 
they supposed was the bear's nose 
projecting, tlu- big Frenchman after 
sam- deliberation struck a savage blow 
at the supposed bear’s nose with his 
keen axe blade. As soon as the blow 
was struck, underbrush and snow was 
Hying in all directions and the two 
woodsmen now perceived that what 
they had mistaken for the snout was 
in reality tlie bear’s feet which-the 
axe had completely cut off. By tliis 
time the bear had made a savage at­
tack on the two men. Campbell, the 
smaller of the two men, succeeded in 
getting out of reach, but the French­
man somewhat conceited over liis per­
sonal strength, preferred a personal 
encounter with the bear to running. 
Dubois raised his heavy double bitted 
axe to strike tlie bear, but in the 
twinkling of an eye tlie bear had rais­
ed his forepaw, which was uninjured 
and threw the axe to one side, and the 
next instant tlie bear had Dubois in 
his embrace. It was now a struggle 
for life between tlie man and the bear. 
The man being an adept at wrestling 
-ueeeeded in tripping his antagonist, 
the bear falling heavily Ao the ground 
with Dubois on top of him. In this 
position the Frenchman actually pin- 
lied the bear to the ground holding 
the legs apart and clutching him firmly 
by the throat. By this time both man 
and boar were literally covered with 
Mood from tlie bear’s wounded foot? 
At this juncture two other woodsmen 
came along and wanted to despatch 
the bear with their axes, but under 
the directions of the Frenchman they 
quietly opened an artery in the bear’s 
neck and let the animal slowly bleed 
to death in Dubois’ arms. When the 
men all returned to camp and Louis 
Dubois was thoroughly washed it was 
ascertained that he had not even re­
ceived a scratch. Louis Dubois, tlie 
hero of this encounter, weighs 24(1 
lbs., and is six feet three inches tall 
and 28 years of age. He hails from 
the lumber camps on the Ottawa liv­
er. Tlie boar which made this savage 
attack is claimed .to.have we iglied over- 
500 pounds.

Test of Submarine Boat.

Bridgeport, Conn., March 18. — A 
special test of tne -submarine boat 
Lake was held in Long Island Sound, 
three miles off the mouth of the 
Black Rock Harbor today under direc­
tion of a special naval beard, the 
object of the test being to demon­
strate the ability of the craft . to 
maintain an even keel. The boat 
wc . submerged and driven ahead in 
thirty feet of water for thirty minutes. 
The boat returned eprly ' tliis altar- 
noon and the naval board returned to 
Washington to report to tlie secretary 
of the navy.

Ice Goes Out From Ogdensburg.
Ogdensburg, March 15.—The ice 

went out oi the Oswagatchie river 
here yesterday, carryng everything 
movable before it. Three vessels be­
longing to tile Ogdensburg Coal and 
Towing Company were tom loosrt 
from the winter moorings and landed 
in a sand bar in tie: SI- Lawrence 
abreast ot this city. Another vessel 
broke its lines and dragged anchor in­
to the St. Lawrence. Ferry steamers 
have been trying to release tho strand­
ed boats.

THE RIGHT COURSE.
Toronto News—The Dominion gov­

ernment shows wisdom ill rushing the 
construction of the national transcon­
tinental railway. The prosecution of 
public undertakings " in times of in­
dustrial reaction provides work foi" the 
unemployed and helps to keep the fin­
ancial and commercial machinery of 
the country in motion. Nineteen tend­
ers for 375 miles oi track have been 
opened and the contracts doubtless 
will soon be awarded. As a result, 
1,223 miles of road will be under con- 
si ruction between Moncton and Win­
nipeg. Between 2Ç.000 aud 30,000 men 
will be employed, and the pay roll will 
total two or three million dollars 
month.

Advised By Convention,

Ottawa, March 20.—The annual 
meeting of the Canadian association 
for the Prevention of Tuberculosis was 
brought to a close this afternoon. 
Hamilton was chosen as the next 
place of meeting. The executive was 
authorized to appoint a medical tra­
velling secretary, who will organize 
local associations and educate public 
opinion by giving lectures, etc. On 
the motion of Judge Baron, a reso­
lution was adopted urging on the 
Federal government the importance of 
establishing a Federal Health Bureau 
under the guidance of the Minister of 
Militia. Resolutions were also adopt­
ed recommending the inspection' df 
schools and school children, urging 
Federal aid in the matter of public 
health, stronger regulations regarding 
such inspection and the requirement 
that all hospitals securing govern­
ment aid make provision for the eare 
of consumptive patients. Mr. H. H.

Rutherford, Hon. W. R. Motherwell, 
Regina; the Hon. W. T. Finlay, of Ed­
monton.

those who ‘seek honest work and wages. 
But wealth getting becomes a great crime 
when the man obtains it by the sale of 
all his finer instincts,, by the sacrifice 
of his character, by the violation of the 
nation’s laws and by trespass upon the 
rights of others to the pursuit of liber­
ty and happiness. It is this spirit, and 
not the thing, which determines the no­
bility of a career and the degree of suc­
cess. The highest victories may be what 
the world calls failures.”

Proud of Declaration.
The Governor is rather proud of this 

declaration. Moreover, he apparently 
lives up to it, for, though the opportun­
ity for making money lias often been 
open to him since he left his little coun­
try newspaper office for public life, you 
cannot got on the trail of any turning 
aside to better himself in a material 
way. Tfiis may not be bcause he de­
spises money or the things it will buy. 
but more likely because he is a man of 
surprisingly simple tastes, whose salary 
of $7,000 a year apparently gives him 
evrything he. cares for.

London, March 20.—Special from Mad­
rid says that Queen Victoria is in a de­
plorable condition from shaken nerves.

Washington, March 18. — While the 
friends *of William J. Brvan ridicule all 
idea that the action of the Democrats 
in Minnesota in indorsing Governor 
Johnson for the nomination for Presi- j 
dency at the National Democratic Con- j 
vention in Denver will have any effect 
jupon Bryan's canvass, there is no deny­
ing the fact that the enemies of Mr. 
Bryan arc encouraged greatly by John­
son’s indorsement and intend to make 
the most of it.

There are many of the eDmocratic 
leaders here who are bitterly opposed 
to Bryan’s nomination at Denver. Up 
to this time, however, Bryan’s enemies1 
have been divided and have made little 
or no progress, as no candidate was 
forthcoming on which to concentrate 
against the Bryan movement. Now 
these men have got out their lists of 
delegates and begun to figure upon the 
possibility of deadlocking the convention 
so far as Bryan was concerned and final­
ly throwing him over for a conservative 
of their own choice.

They believe that if Governor John­
son should be able to capture the dele­
gates from the two Dakotas and Wis­
consin, where he is known and under­
stood to be popular, the chances of de­
feating Bryan would be very good.

Difference in Procedure.
The procedure in Democratic conven­

tions differs from the Republican Na­
tional Convention to the- extent that 
two-thirds df the delegates are neces-

consin,

180 Delegates Eliminated.
This eliminates 180 delegates at the 

outset, and with New York's 78, Penn­
sylvania’s 68. Michigan's 8, Georgia’s 26, 
alt of which will undoubtedly be against 
the nomination of Bryan throughout the 
convention, enough votes will be with­
held to make Bryan’s r nomination at 
least on the first ballot impossible. As 
350 will be more than sufficient to pre­
vent his nomination the enemies of Bry­
an are satisfied that this program will 
be ample to force him to retire' if dele­
gations which will stick can be obtained.

Governor Johnson is an easy man to 

describe. He lacks but a fraction of an 
inch of six feet in height, and. is of 
that rangy, loose-jointed type common 
to descendants of outdoor people, who 
themselves lead sedentary lives. .

British Ambassador Dead,
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ten or twelve years ago forestry lias 
been sadly neglected, and wè can 
hardly have too much agitation on 
the subejct which is of the first im­
portance to the people of the Domin­
ion. v _

A great many of our men who aie 
interestetflhi forest, products, more or 
less, look, no deeper into the question 
than the preterit price of building ma­
terial, not giving qny consideration to 
what has happened in the past and 
what is likely to happen in the fu­
ture.

1 remember well travelling through 
the Northern Townships of Western 
Ontario thirty years ago, where farm­
ers had previously flocked into the 
bush to cut out homes for themselves 
on tlieir hundred acre'fanhs.

The one great object was'totget rid 
of that bush as fast as possible, and 
tire one general topic of conversation 
wap “How much has this man clear­
ed? and, how nutch has that man 
cleared?” Any man who had sixty 
acres cleared was supposed to be a 
pretty smart man.

The farmers would slash down as 
much a§ possible each winter and in 
tlie summer after the bush got pretty 
rvell dried they would set five and 
burn everything that would burn, 
leaving the charred logs to be skidded 
up later on. Often have I come across 
these big logging bees six or eight 
farmers each with his yoke of oxen, 
sleeves rolled up and perspiration 
rolling down their blackened faces, 
skidding these logs into large piles, 
then set five and burn everything in 
sight.

To-day these same farmers are pay­
ing four to six dollars per cord .for 
wood, and thirty-forty and fifty dol­
lars per thousand for lumber which 
is no better, and probably not so 
good, as the millions of feet they wefe 
so pager to burn only thirty years 
ago.

This is only a sample of what hhs 
been going on in all the older Pro­
vinces up till a few years ago.

Now let us go down into the States 
and see what has' happened there.

The hitter experience of the United 
States should be very valuable to us. 
When they had a population 0f 25,- 
000.000 they thought their forests were 
almost inexhaustible. The result was 
little or no forest policy and a terrible 
destruction of valuable forests, many 
million,, of acres lying to-day a bar­
ren waste, which, with proper man­
agement, would have been" valuable 
producing forests.

It is estimated hv the Forestry Bu­
reau at Washington that the annual 
consumption*is three times tin- annual 
growth, and that thirty-three years 
will see the standing timber almost 
exhausted. ,
, The manufacturing of pulp wood 
into paper, which began in the United 
States in 1867, lias developed into 
g real, proportions, and as time goes.on 
will result : in a tremendous demand 
upon our forests.

In the year about, three . and 
throe-fourths million cords of, \vo>pd 
were consumed for that purpose, and 
about three fourths of a million of 
that was taken from our Canadian 
forests into the United States.

Now we will come back into our 
Canadian forest» and see what we 
have and ho'vV Ton" the supply de like­
ly to last.

It i» estimated that- we have 800.000,- 
000 acres of forest- lands, stretching 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. Some 
of this has been burned over some 
is rough and rocky, gome swamps, 
and to be on the safe, side we will 
ctit this in two and say we have 400,- 
000,000 acres of good forest lands.

If we value these lands at the small 
price of $4 per acre, that would give 
us $1.600,000,000, a splendid asset, 
enough to pay the debt of the Domin­
ion several times over.

We are indeed extremely fortunate

Our Dominion is simply upon the I 
threshold of her existence, and in all l 
dealings with our forest. lands we 
should not consider ourselves so much 
as the generations that are yet to fol­
low. They will surely leap as we sow, 
and to do our best they are bound to 
reap very high prices, which

dreds of cities, towns and villages to 
be built up. along with tens oi thous­
ands of houses âhd bants through the' 
country.

1 notice that at a British Columbia* 
meeting of'lumbermen they suggest 
that when buying, timber limits they 
should acquire land rights along with 
it. There is no doubt the lumbermen 
would be a very capable class of men 
to protect our forests, but I think the 
governin'nt .should he quite as cap­
able, and it would be very unwise to 
entertain any such proposition. We 
have been fighting for government 
ownership for a longtime. The people 
own these forests, and we. want tel 
own them for a long time, to come. I 
intended to sky something of my 
work in the west among the farmers, 
but this paper is already too long. 
Suffice it to sav the work is progres­
sing very favorably and the demand 
is increasing fast..

In closing I would like to make the 
following, suggestions: The people own 
the iforest lands and intend to own 
them for all time to come; the gov­
ernment should not spare the neces­
sary money to protect our forests. We 
have in them an asset of sixteen hun­
dred million dollars, and every fifty 
thousand dollars spent in protection 
will likely save the country several 
millions.

A forestry school should bo estab­
lished somewhere in the Dominion, 
from which we could secure trained 
men to look after our forests,, and 
these trained men should not be book 
worms, full of theory, but first class 
men, trained and practical, young 
men, full of activity and resource.

These same young men should bo 
instructed to begin planting. There 
is no. doubt whatever that the time 
will come some day when Canada will 
find herself running short of forest 
products.

The action of the Dominion govern­
ment in establishing, the forestry sta­
tion at Indian Head is to. be highly 
commended. That is a Veil managed 
and very useful institution of which 
our country has good reason to be 
proud.

The growing and distribution of 
thçse young trees-among the farmers, 
especially in the newer settled dis­
tricts, is work which should be con­
tinued for a good many years to come. 
And last, but probably notX least, 
more attention.should be given to the 
instructing and informing of the'peb- 
vle as to the value of forestry .to our 
country, always remembering that'it 
is not so muchea question of the pres­
ent as of the future.

The 
first ysason," Scotch pine may attain 
the height of 1% inches, and if left 
in the seed bed during the scôoml 
year will probably average lour 
inches. After the second year most 
evergreens should be transplanted to 
other beds, where they are given 
more room to develop both roots and 
top-. In transplanting, the seedling- 
ore usually set three to four inches 
apart in the rows—the distance be­
tween tlie rows depending upon the 
tool to he used in -subsequent cultiva­
tion. Where day labor is. compara­
tively cheap, a hand weeder or narrow 
hoe is usually employed. On our 
nursery at Indian Head we are now 
spacing the rows about twelve inches 
apart and cultivating witli a wheel 
hoe. ' Where moisture is limited this 
metfiod seems preferable to crowding 
th.- plants together too much. After 
the ,plants have been in tf 
planting rows a couple of seasons 
fheyshould under ordinary seasons b 
large enough to move to the permnn 
ent plantation. If the object is tc

make thorough tests of all promising 
varieties, and so soon as new land 
can be prepared and the Yiecessary 
stock propagated, plantations of sev­
eral acres in size will be established 
t>f such kinds' as would appear to be 
hardy enough and suited for general 
windbreak planting and commercial 
plantations. At present we have on 
the nursery over 16 varieties of conff- 
era raised there from , seed and from 
three to five years of age;, undoubted­
ly* many other kinds can he gradually, 
collected and tested. So far no men-, 
lion has beep made of tlie . larch, 
which though a conifer is pot an ever­
green.

The method employed is .that known 
as ■ “tongur,” or “whip” grading. As' 
there is no advantage in using the 
whole root, if it is of fair,size it -is 
cut into two or tluee pieces,each about 
four inches long.

A scion eight inches long is cut off 
at one end, in an oblique direction, 
making the cut surface about an inch 
or so long, then a tongue is made by 
splitting down across the face of the 
cut about one-third oi its length, be­
ginning at a point about that far from 
tlie end of the scion.

It is a beauti­
ful tree when plant: ti singly for orna­
mental purpoes, and makes possibly 
the very best windbreak that could be 
obtained on the prairies when planted 
close together in -rows. Tlie two var­
ieties oi pine mentioned are both nu- 
tives of the west—the Murryana grow­
ing oil-the Cypress Hills in Alberta 
and along the foot lulls of the Rock­
ies, while tlie Divaricata is found west 
of 1 .ak-- Winnipeg and extending north 
and west from there to wands Prince 
Albert. Ip habit of growth and gen­
eral appearance thesê varieties cldselv 
resemble each other. They are par­
ticularly hardy and under cultivation 
should make comparatively rapid 
growth. As an ornamental tree they 
can hardly be recommended except ,

dry districts this Variety can be safely 
planted, and though not so valuable 
fojeShelter purposes aS the evergreens 
it is Still equally useful fbr this as tlie 
ordinary broad leaf kinds, and far 
more so when the value of the wood 
is taken into account. It is probably 
tlife most valuable variety we can 
raise in the east' for fence posts and 
is a particularly,good fire wood. There 
is at present a difficulty in obtaining 
the seedlings, as a crop of seed is not 
produced every year. This summer 
we were able to collect about five 
bushels of the cones from which We 
hope to be able to propagate a largo 
number of seedlings.

PROPAGATION OF THE APPLE.'
(By A. P. Stevenson, Nelson," .

Manitoba.;
T would not recommend the aver­

age farmer to propagate his own 
fruit trees for planting, but it is well 
enough for liim to underétând some­
thing of the processes and method's of 
propagation ’commonly practiced. The 
natural rhethod of propagation is by 
planting the' seçd of the fruit, but as 
a very large per cent: of the seedlings 
are-inferior in quality to thé patent 
variety, the results are too uncertàifi 
to recommend to planters generally. 
Only the experimenter, who wishes to 
originate, new varieties), will practice 
this method of propagation.

Once", having obtained a valuable 
variety, and wishing to multiply and 
perpetuate it, one of several methods 
now .in use must be resorted to for pro­
pagation. The methods more common­
ly practiced in growing the young 
apple tree for orchard planting, are 
grafting and budding. There are other 
methods for propagation, hut here in 
the North grafting is the only safe 
method.

In grafting the apple, tfye name 
“aeibn” is given to the cutting of wood 
of the variety to be propagated. The 
“stock” is the portion of the voulig 
seedling the scion is to be united with.

Here in Western Canada it has 
come to be a pretty, generally accept­
ed fact that in an apple tree a hardy 
root is quite as important as an early 
ripening tendency of wood. ‘An orch­
ard tree that may be perfectly hardy 
above ground, but that, is grafted on a 
root of inferior hardness, is a success­
ful tree only so long as its roots with­
stand the extremes of our climate. 
Such a tree will thrive until it meets 
with One of our test winters, accom­
panied by bare ground and long con­
tinued zero weather, then the variety 
is condemned, when it is the tree man 
that should be" blamed.

Stocks.
Seedlings of the Wild Siberian Crab 

(Pyrus Baecala) Transcendent and 
Whitney Crab, are" among the safest 
stocks bn which to root-graft apple 
trees iibr use in this Western coun­
try. We allow’ the crab apples from 
which we want the seed to hang on 
the trees until - alter the first heavy 
frost. The seed is then easily 
washed from the pulp. It is then 
spread out to dry; afterwards the seed 
is sown in rows thirty inches apart, 
with an average of two seeds -to an 
inch, and covered with an inch of soil. 
A light mulch of partially rotten straw 
is spread along the rows to keep the 
seed from being heaved out in the 
spring. This is more liable to occur 
U tin- soil i’s à clay loam.

The folowing spring the seeds will 
germinate readily, and a good per­
centage will likely be lost by damp­
ing off. Thiâ latter'difficulty "could be 
largely remedied by shading"the young 
séédlings fi'brri the direct rays of the 
sun, hut where seedlings are grown 
by the thousands this is not easily 
done.

It is important . to'. cultivate the 
young seedlings thoroughly the first 
season, so as to encourage as strong a 
growth as possible, that in the toll 
they may average a nice even stand 
of trees from twelve to fourteen inch­
es in height.

In the late fall all the strongest 
seedling trees are dug up, the tops 
cut off. the roots packed firmly in box­
es. with moist soil, then placed in a 
dry, cqol dellar, where they remain 
until wanted for grafting.

At Bran­
don and Indian Head t-liis variety lias 
also proved successful; at tlie latter 
place there are growing on the ex­
perimental farm trees about 20 it, high 
which xvere planted somewhere about 
six years ago. At Moose Jaw t-nu 
Scotch pine seems to do well also. 
Although the writer has not seen any 
specimens actually growing, we have 
no reason to suppose they could not 
be successfully cultivated west of thte 
point. As an ornamental tree, the 
Scotch pine is very satisfactory if 
given plenty of room, so that the 
lower branches may be developed ; 
if crowded in any way these will scon 
die off. For a windbreak, one or 
two rows with the trees set close to­
gether should give good results, 
though the growth would not he 
nearly so compact as that of the 
white spruce.

The Colorado spruce makes an ex­
tremely strong growth and will evil 
dently stand considerable exposure. 
The Balsam fir is probably not quite 
so hardy as the other varieties men­
tioned, but it has not been planted e.x-1 
tensrrety- enough on the prairies to 
allow of any definite assertions regard­
ing its general suitability.

We propose, 
however, to get over this difficulty 
by- sowing rows of sunflowers at* m- 
tcrvals through tli-e plantation. In 
the fall the head» will bo cut off and 
ihe stalks allowed to remain, standing 
all winter, so that as much snow as 
possible may be collected and held- 
This scheme w-e have found very 
successful as a shelter to our trans­
planting beds.

To -be successful in transplanting 
any evergreens, more care is required 
than in the case of ordinary broad 
leaf varieties. Provided tlie plants 
have been .dug and handled properly 
at the nursery and the planter is 
careful to keep the roots moist and 
not exposed to drying for a moment 
there should be no trouble in the 
plants diving afterwards. I am 
referring, of course, to young plants 
not more than four years old. Larger 
plants require special treatment m 
order to be absolutely sure of their 
living—the usual method being to dig 
I hem with a large ball of earth adher­
ing to the roots round which sacking 
or" burlap is tied, during the moving.

obtaining suitable young stock in 
oufficiont quantities and at price) 
which the average settler could afford 
to pay. Until the western nursery­
men undertake the propagation of 
these varieties from seed in compara­
tively large numbers, we cannot hope 
tor such reduction in the. present 
prices. Tlie cost of raising conifers 
in tlie west must necessarily be larger 
than in other parts of Canada or tire 
Eastern States as in trans-planting, a 
great deal ot hard labor is necessary 
and we all know that at current wages 
each transplanting means a large 
expense to the. nursery man. The ex­
pense of raising the seedlings up to 
two years old is, however, very small, 
it is the transplanting that adds so 
much to the cost of raising the coni­
fers. Coniferous seedlings, at least 
of the varieties above mentioned, can 
be raised with as much success In the 
wtst as elsewhere. For the past five 
years at the nursery station at In­
dian Head we have secured excellent 
stands in the seed beds. In climates 
where the air is moster than with us- 
great damage is done in the nurseries 
by what is known as damping off. In 
the west we, at least Indian Head, 
have suffered nothing from this. In 
growing any conifers, special seed 
beds are necessary, as it is essential 
to shade the young plants during the 
first and often the second season. 
For convenience the beds are usually 
made four feet wide. The shades may 
be constructed in the cheapest man­
ner possible. In places where they 
can be obtained, small branches of 
trees or shrubs laid across poles an­
swer the purpose splendidly. Per­
haps the most frequently used screen 
is one made of common lath nailed to 
pieces oi 2 ,x 2,. with the fetii about, 
an inch apart.

Western Canada.”

While Die announced policy of the 
present civic administration is one 
ui retrenchment, the programme of 
public work® this year is gigantic. 
Few new works are projected, the at­
tention of the authorities being given 
to tlie clearing off the slate of the 
undertaking commenced and under 
contemplation last year, for which the 
money has been now provided.

Few of the present inhabitants of 
Edmonton are there, except those in 
c!o„e touch with the tremendous 
growth that is continually going on, 
who realize what the demands upon 
the municipal authorities are.

Hardly a day passes but there are 
requests for more electric power from 
a system that is now taxed to its ut­
most capacity; for sewers, water and 
sidewalks which cannot be construct­
ed fast enough to meet the insistent 
demands; for police protection made 
by residents of outlying parts of the 
city which embraces in its bounds al­
most 10,000 acres of city lots.

To one who does not make monthly, 
and in some sections almost weekly, 
tours of the suburbs, a visit to Nor­
wood, Delton, the Groat Estate and 
other subdivisions will bring a great 
surprise. New houses are arising 
daily on what was a year or two ago 
ban en prairie, and in districts where 
two years ago there was practically 
not a eingle residence, the finest 
houses now stand, while dozens of 
smaller buildings arc scattered around 
in profusion.

A day or two ago the Chief of Po­
lice made a tour of the limits. “It 
is only about a month since I was. 
out before,” he remarked on his re­
turn. “but I would hardly know the 
district. New houses nave been built, 
other, are going up and foundations 
have been dug. The rapid growth is 
marvellous.”

And this is the surprise of almost 
everyone but those who are living on 
the ground.

It is little wonder then that the de­
mands at the city offices for modern 
improvements pour in much faster 
from property-holders in east, west, 
north and south, than they can be 
met. The authorities are doing their 
best, but the demand is still inces­
sant.

Last year touch of the contemplated 
work was stopped owing to tlie fin­
ancial stringency. In addition to the 
plans for 1908 those operation left 
over from 1907 have also to be com­
pleted, thus making the year’s pro­
gramme and the resulting expendi­
ture much greater than it would oth­
erwise be.

Monaco Prevented From Visiting King 
by Vatican.

Rome, Mar. 26—The king of Italy 
today received a telegram from Prince 
Monaco, saying the latter regretted his 
physicians had informed him he was 
not well enough to come to Rome to 
deliver his lecture on Oceanography, 
covering the results of his recent ex­
plorations in the north. The matter 
of tlie visit of this Catholic prince 
has been followed with deep interest 
by the Vatican because of the prohi­
bition against visiting the Qui final 
placed by the Vatican upon Catholic 
rulers. The church was opposed to 
the coming of flic prince and exerted 
bis influence to stop him. It has been 
successful for as a matter of fact the 
prince decided not to come here be­
cause of tlie opposition offered by the 
Vatican. The outcome is regarded as 
a great victory for the church and the 
course of the prince will give great 
offense to the quirm.,,.

REICHSTAG LEARNS 
POWER OF THE PRESS

Because of Insulting Remark of Herr 
Goeber Press Gallery Refuses to 
Write—Members Will Not Speak 
Until Speeches are Reported.

Berlin, Mar. 21—The newspapers of 
Berlin and the provinces have decid­
ed not to print a word or the Reich­
stag debates until retraction is offer­
ed for the insulting expression, 
“Swine,” addressed. to reporters in 
the gallery on Thursday by Herr Goe­
ber, leader of the Centre party. Official- 
news agencies are compelled accord­
ing to their agreements to take down 
the declamations of ministers steno­
graph ically but these, however, are 
merely supplied to ministers and of­
ficers.

Parliamentary reporters of news­
papers stayed away from the Reich- 
stag yesterday nnd as a 'result twelve 
deputies who intended to speak ou 
the colonial budget refused to address 
the house because their remarks 
would not be given publicity. A reso­
lution, adopted by the reporters, in 
which they demand an apology and 
retraction, will be presented to the 
leaders of every party in the Reich­
stag. Tlie president of the Associa­
tion of Foreign Newspaper Correspon­
dents made a speech in one of the 
Reichstag galleries to local reporters.

He said the foreign correspondents 
supported their German colleagues, 
and expressed indigation nt Herr 
Boeber’s insult to the press, saying 
that Goeber is protecting himself be­
hind his parliamentary immunity 
from the German courts. It- is sug­
gested by various newspaper men that 
one of their number be selected to 
challenge Herr Goeber to a duel;
