/A BIG FIRE

{Man Nearly Burned to

- Death—Consider-
able Damage.

At 450 pun. yesterday the fire
alvarm rang bringing the Central and
West End Companies, Southside Re-
serve firemen and members of the
‘crew of the surveying ship Ellinor to
the house owned and oceupied by
Mr. Glynn, on the Southside. g

The origin of the fire is rather a
foolhardy story, as learned by ' a
Telegram reporter who \was on the
scene.

Between 4.30 and a quarter to five
Frank Glynn went to light the kitchen
fire to get tea. ready. The wood and
shavings did not aét as quickly ds he
desired so he added an overdose of
kerosene oil. Pouring the oil from a
can which he held over the top of the
stove where it came in contact with
the flames from the wood and an ex-
plosion followed. Glynn’s ‘clothing
first caught and then various parts of
the kitchen. He immediately ran to
the street in his burning garb which
were taken from his charred body by
neighbours. In the meantime Glynn’s

| father, an invalid of nearly 80 years

of age, gave the alarm. Frank
Glynn was then suffering the most ex-
cruciating agony. Dr. Campbell re-
sponded and found that Glynn's arms
and legs were fearfully burnedias well
as portions of his abdomen. The’am-
bulance was then despatched prompt-
ly and conveyed the injured man to
Hospital. The wonder is that Glynn
egcaped with his life.
By the time the fire companies ar-
rived on the scene the fire was well
under way with flames gushing from
the windows and volumes of smoke
ascending the heavens. The South-
side Volunteers were the first to get
to wcrk with iheir 'hose and hand
pump. However, the next house oc-
cupied by Mr. J. Kelly had then been
caught and the fire had reached such
serious proportions that their efforts
were really of no avail towards sub-
duing the blaze; all the houses in the
neighbourhood were threatened with
destruction and had there been any
wind blowing it is questionable
whether any of that part of the city
would be left standing at all. as
Cousen’s ccoperage is close by with a
large amount of stock there.

only too well. One prominent feature
of the system is that men do not
work for the purpose of supplying the
needs of their fellow creatures, but
produce things simply for the purpose
of making money for themselves.
This competitive system is going to

the wall, giving way to the Trusts, ||

which are able to. €liminate much of
the waste but do not.make .the posi-
tion of the labourer any -brighter nor
lighten the burden -of the consumer.
The latest in the Trust line is the
movement of the Banks in Canada
which are slowly.merging into one.
Where there were forty or fifty twenty
years ago they have dwindled to less
than half that number now, and the
merger of the Traders Bank and the
Royal Bank lately is causing uneasi-
ness in Canada as to the ultimate end
of it all. But it is all paving the way
for State control!

It is shown that were the produc-
tion of the necessaries of life placed
on a proper footing that it could be
accomplished in less than half the
time that it takes now.

The enormous losses caused by
strikes and lock-outs and the erronous

wastes of getting the market add in no
small way to the present ruling of

high prices. All this unrest in Eng-
land, all the demands which = come
from the labourers everywhere spring
from the tyranny and injustice of
present day business methods.

As Lloyd-George says: While wealth
has increased so wonderfully the

worker has not got his share.
The two books that I should re-

comend the reader to procure are “The
Socialist Movement,” by J. R. McDon-
ald, M.P, and “Twentieth Century
Socialism,” by Edmond Kelly, both of
which can be bought here—the former
for twenty-five cents and the latter
for one dollar and eighty. These will
enlarge what 1 have endevavoured to
put before you and will give you a
fair and practical view of Socialism,
and for the principles which should
underlie our daily work read Ruskin’'s
“Unto the Last,” and Carlyle’s “Past
and Present.”

It has been an eye-opener I suspect
t0o many to read that Socialism comes
as a revelation of God’s power to care
for the material welfare of mankind.
The Socialist State will come through
political power. Indeed many of their
demands are being granted even now
by parties not calling themselves So-
cialits.

But, by the way, is it not heart
rending to see how apparently easy it
is to raise hundreds of thousands of
dollars for a palatial hotel for the
‘iGle rich’ tourist to spread in, and we
are blinded with dust, filled with
gzerms of all kinds, and our people
live in hovels hardly habitable? And
on what authority can the Government
guarantce the interest on any of the
money required? Wake up! indeed,
with two hundred lives murdered
every year by -indifference.

Another word of thanks to  the
Telegram for the use of its columns,
and to these who have taken the
trouble to follow the articles. W. T.
Stead says that we are all Socialists,
plus common sense ‘and the ten comi-
mendments, and if I have started
anyone in applying the ten commands
and the chief one of “loving thy
neighbour in its full meaning, to the
methods of business and our daily
work, I am content to leave the out-
come. You may not want to become
a Socialist but you will fidd in an un-
prejudiced study of the movement,
that it has opened the avenues of es-
cape from the predatory methods of
our time.
