Rules of Humanity
Prevail Not.

Judging from articles that appear
in the outside press on what is called
“open” towns, an idea seems to be
prevalent that the parties to the Hague
Conference signed a Convention that
only fortified towns were to be liable
to bombardmerit. Unfortunately this
is not so. At the Hague Conference in
1899, prohibitions bearing on this mat-
ter - ~=o ac-eed to as regards fighting
pa land, They are as follows:—

a1 4b—iue attack or bombard-
ment of towns, villages, habitations or
buildings which are not defended.

Art. 26.—The commander of an at-
tacking force, before commencing a
bombardment, except in the case of an
assault, should do all he can to warn
the authorities.

Art. 27.—In sieges and bombard-
ments all necessary steps should be
taken to spare as far as possible edi-
fices devoted to religion, art, science,
and charity, hospitals and places
where the sick and wounded are col-
lected, provided they are not used at
the same time for military purposes.
The besieged should indicate those
buildings or places by some particular
and visible signs, which should be
notified to the assailants.

Art. 28.—The pillage of a2 town or
placé, even when taken by assault, is
prohibited.

These rules as to hostilities adopt-
ed in 1899 for land warfare were ex-
tended to naval warfare at the Con-
vention- of 1907.

It will be seen from a perusal of
these quotations that not only forti-
fied towns and ports are liable to
bombardment, but also all towns which
are defended. The digging of trench-
es, the putting up of wire entangle-
ments, the presence of armed forces,
all go to make a town or port a de-
fended place, and liable to bombard-
ment.

1f, however, the idea prevails that
certain international rules, laws of
humanity or the dictates of public con-
science would direct German soldiers
or sailors to limit their fire to forti-
fi- ations or even combatants, a per-
usal of this paragraph from the Ger-
man War Code will dissipate it:—

“A war conducted with energy can-
not be confined to attacking the com-
batants of the enemy or its fortifica-
tions. It must at the same time be
directed to the destruction of the
whole of its intellectual material re-
sources.” :

Sir Thomas Barclay in the Nine-
teenth Century says he had recently a
conversation with a high personage
in Berlin, who had the means of mak-
ing his views prevail, and he said:

“Any war between the great West-
ern Powers at the present day can
now only be a life and death struggle.
No considerations of humanity, of jus-
tice, of treaty obligations, will inter-
fere with its one great object, which
will be to annihilate the enemy’s pow-
ers of resistance. All methods are fair

where war is no longer a mere duel,
but a death grapple in which, just as
teeth and nails are used between in-
dividuals, what is equivalent to them
is used between nations.”

With such notions prevailing there
can be no hope that the dictates of
humanity would prevail upon the
Kaiser to interpret a defended port or
defended town as a fortified one, and
limit his warship fire to fortifications
or to combatants outside or inside for-
tifications.

JAP DIET DISSOLVED.

Owing to the rejection of the
measure for an increase in the army,
the Emperor to-day dissolved the 1m-
perial Diet, thus upholding the pro-
gramme of the Ministry for military
development. When the decision was
announced there was a great commo-
tion in the House. Cheers from th2
Government side of the House, repre-
sentative of the rejected army ex-
pansion maesures, proposed by the
Government were given. This led to
the dissolution' of the House. A Min-
isterial declaration expresses the con-
viction that the dissolution of the
Diet was in accordance with the will
of the people and declares that the
end of the war is still distant and that
meanwhile National harmony, neces-
sary at this grave moment, has pe-
come imperiled by selfish party strife.

AIR FIGHT AT SHEERNESS.

LONDON, To-Day.
Christmas brought no rest to the
armies at battle. It found the Rus-
sians still fighting desperately in

snowy Poland against the fierce at-
tacks of Germans and Austrians, The

French are making & spasmodic thrust

against the long German line of

trenches in Northern and Eastern
France. The British and Belgians are
almost af hand to hand warfare
against the Germans. In Flanders
yesterday things were generally quiet,
says the German bulletin. The French
report intermittent artillery firing.
The French claim several successes
along the centre of the eastern line,
while the Germans declare they' have
taken British trenches in Belgium.
Both sides assert they have repulsed
attacks dt various points, which indi-
cates that a feeling process is under

way ‘all along the lines. So close are|
the trenches of the Allies and -Germans |-

at many points that almost the only
weapons used are hand grenades,
since it is impossible for men to ex-
pose themselves even to so small a
degree as would be necessary to nuse
their rifies. There have been informal
truces between the British and Ger-
mans for burial of the dead between
the lines. According to a British eye-
witness, for many weeks along- the
battle lines the dead have lain as they
fell there. Gruesome accounts are giv-
en of bodies held erect by barbed
wire and scouts crawling over them
at night. A violent revolution has
broken out in Albania against Essad
Pasha, whom Turkey established as
ruler there when the Ottoman Govern-
ment broke into the European war.
Essad Pasha’s palace at Tirana has
been pillaged and burned and mas-
sacres are reported. The Italian Gov-
ernment landed sailors from the war-
ships of the fleet at Avlona, the prin-
cipal Albanian port, to restore order
and protect Europeans and peaceful
inhabitants. Italian intervention may
embroil Italy with her recent foe,
Turkey. It holds possibilities of far-
reaching. results. German aviators
made another attempt with bombs on
a British port to-day. Like the at-
tempt made on Dover, that of to-day,
which was directed against Sheerness,
was unsuccessful. An aeroplane cross-
ed the Channel, according to an official
report, and, sailing high, it flew over
Sheerness. A British aircraft went in
pursuit, says one despatch, and en-
gaged the enemy for a quarter of an
hour before thousands of spectators.
The invaders finally disappeared in the
mist, having been hit several times.

The only obstacle to Roumania
joining the forces of the Triple En-
tente, according to the Figaro, was a
lack of guarantees from Bulgaria, re-
garding that country's neutrality.
The Figaro learns from good source,
it says to-day, that these guarantees
have now been obtained, as a result
of the joint action of the Triple En-
tente Powers at Sofia, with the fur-
ther understanding that in the event
of Bulgaria deciding to intervene in
the war, it would be against the ene-
mies of the Entente.

TALK OF GERMAN RETREAT.

LONDON, To-day.

The Daily Express despatch from
Amsterdam says: My correspondent
in Belgium states on the authority of
first’ hand information that the Ger-
mans havée now plans for their com-
ing retreat from Flanders. They are
now concentrating 200,000 Landstrum.
troops in fortified positions in and
around Antwerp, in order that they
may be enabled to make a firm stand
there, when the Allies hurl them back.
A German lieutenant in Antwerp
said, if we are repulsed in Flanders
we shall retreat at once on Antwerp
not even attempting to defend Ghent,
but our defence at Antwerp will be
desperate and it 'will take years to
drive us out, as I expect we will have
five army corps there.

EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS.

ROME, Dec. 24.

Pope Benedict, in addition. to his
efforts for peace, is trying to obtain
the consent of the belligerent Powers
to an exchange of war prisoners. The
answer to his proposals thus far re-
ceived, "and 'diﬂlculties of various
kinds that are being encountered, are
said to incline-the Pontiff to the be-
lief that his imitiative will meet with
no better success-than his request-for
a truce at Chrigtmas tide.

Foolish Regrets.

By RUTH CAMERON.

A friend of mine
once had the
choice of two posi-
‘tions. She chose
the one which of-
fered the: better
financial proposi-
tion. Unfortunate-
ly, she had not
sufficiently estima-
ted the weight
which. other influ-
ences,-such as the
personality of her
. employer, the situ-

e ation..of her of-
fice, etc., weould

have. At theend 61 the year she found
herself regretting the other position,
which a friend had,obtained and found

most satisfactory.:

“It would have been infinitely the
better place for me in the long run,”
she said. “But,” she added, with a
rare- philosophy, “if I had taken it I
should never have known just how dis-
agreeable this place was, and so I
should never have realized that I saved
myself from a mistake.”

Is it not often so, though few of us
have the philosophy to see it that way?

We choose one course and are dis-
satisfied in it. We look back longingly
at the turn of the road and feel sure
that we*would have been amply sat-
isfied if we had taken the other way.
We forget that we should not have
had the disadvantages of our present
course by- way of contrast. We forget
that we should not have surely known

that the present course was a mistake;
indeed, we might have thought that we
were missing something even better
than we had found. -

Really, no matter how pleasant, is
never perfect; while the unknown, the
untried, no matter how disagreeable
it would have.-proved to be, always has
a golden haze of . glorious possibility
about it.

The thing we choese is always our
reality and we see it in the hard, white
light of 'daily living, while the thing
we refuse is wrapped in the golden
haze of the unknown. Therefore, we
can never fairly contrast them, and
the wisest chotee still leaves room for

regret if one is foolish to permit re-
gret ta enter.
In the wide and intricate tapestry of

the simplest life there are many

threads. And while the weaving is go-
ing on, what one of us is wise enough
to judge just how this or that thread
has affected the whole, or whether
some other thread would have made a

-fairer pattern?

There may come a time when it
shall be given us to see the finished
pattern. Until then, is it not the
philosophic part to possess or soul in
patience, to weave as wisely as we
can, and not-to fret about the result
or eat our hearts out because we can-
not unravel some thread, which, af-
ter -all, may be vitally needed in the
warp and woof of our life?

The In-
dicns went bravely on, but were
raked by infantry fire and had to re-

Matters looked sericus, when ring-
ing cheers were heard and the Con-
naught Rangers came up on the dou-
ble quick. A desperate hand-to-hand
battle followed. The Irishmen, in
the face of terrible odds, were repuls-
ed and had to retreat.
