whole situation. We can afford to
disregard the imperial blasphemy and
hypocrisy and avoid the temptation to
wax sarcastic upon the Chancellor’s
humanity theme. These things do not
matter. What does matter is the in-
terpretation, after some days of re-
flection, which the enemy peoples will
put upon the attitude of the Allies. For
it is certain to have a great moral ef-
fect, and where whole nations are at
war moral effects cannot be ignored.

In the first place, with both . sides
ostensibly confident of victory, Ger-
many has been the first to offer peace.
This is not the part of a victor, save
as a gracious mark of clemency to a
a foe utterly crushed and overwhelm-
ed, and the London and Paris press
have made it plain even to Germany
that they see in her proposal a pre-
science of defeat. It will not be
pleasant to Germany to see that she
has been correctly judged. In the
second place, to pass from the Prus-
sian junkers to the real German na-
tion, the Allies’ absolute trust in viec-
tory which looks out through their in-
stantaneous rejection and ridicule of
Germany’s overtures will probably
cause them not a little mystification
and lead them to think more deeply
than they have done. In a sense this
is the first occasion in which we have
been able to get in touch with the Ger-
man people, though the medium is so
roundabout and the process an infer-
ential one. We shall have made them
ask themselves questions. They have
been told they are continuously vic-
torious: of what use are victories that
bring no peace? Why do not their
enemies admit the inevitable and make
peace? Are they really victorious?
Finally, since the Allies are in such
bad case to-day, can it be that their
confidence is based on to-morrow?

These questions seem natural
enough to us, but it is probable that
they have occurred to comparatively
few German subjects, who have wait-
ed blindly and obediently until their
leaders should offer peace and a con-
quered foe gratefully accept it. The
gratitude and alacrity of acceptance
of the conquered foe will come as
rather a shock to them. Their goal of
peace will be further than ever away,
and what is more, it' must come to
them—they can .never go to it. Ger-
many cannot well do more. There is
one way in which they can approach
it, but it has never occurred to them.
Possibly the idea may dawn upon
them in the rigours and privation. of
another winter. Some day the Ger-
man people may realise that their own
military despots, who first broke the
peace, are the real enemies of it now.
However that may be, this winter will
be a hard and stormy -one in Germany,
leading up to the greater storm from
without and within which will bring
peace at last.

The Greek Trouble.

News that promises to be

more important than

abortive discussions of

peace comes - from

Greece, a message tell-
ing of serious fighting between the
Greek regulars and French forces
near Salonika. This, following the
removal of Admiral Du Fournet and
other recent events, clearly shows
that the situation is past saving by
peaceful means. Perhaps the out-
burst, on the surface so disquieting,
may prove a blessing in disguise. If
the Allies must fight Greece, they will
be compelled to send troops in great-
er force to Salonika. This has. al-
ways been the wish and policy of
France; England now has a leader
who is known to favour firmer meas-
ures in the East. If the trouble had
to come it is as well it has come now
and not later, when Germany, having
crushed Roumania into temporary im-
potence, would be at leisure to turn
gouth with much effect. Now, as Ber-
lin seems to recognize, co-operation
between Greece and Germany may not
be possible in time to save the for-
mer. Let.us devoutly hope so. Both
Greece and Constantine need a lesson
and the trouble for which they have
been asking. The terrible peril to
Greece will soon be apparent to most
of the Greeks themselves, so that we
may expect a considerable flocking to
Venizelos’ standard. It is just possi-
ble that at the twelfth hour the ris-
‘ing storm may die down, but the pos-
sibility is very small. It would be a
pity, in any case, if those who have
provoked it are permitted to go un-
punished.

For Geese

Has been abandoned, owing to the
high cost, and beef parties take
their place.

The Charlottetown Examiner says:
Beef parties are now all the rage
and have taken the place of the old-
timéd ‘“goose parties.” There are lots

of fine beef animals awaiting sale and

no buyers, and the owners are “sett-
ing them up” for card plays, same as
for geese. The carcass is cut into 81
1b. pieces and set up at 12 cents a
corner and 6 cents on the winner,
making the price of thHe beef $1, eight
L. playing at table. In this way a whole
¢arcass of beef was disposed of at
Donald A. McDonald’s, Dockbarra, the
other night, and a half carcass at Jas.
McPhee’s- Big Pond, on another night.
There was a card party also at Jos-
eph Carrie’s during the week, and
many others to follow, if beef buyers
do not come round soon.

Goose parties are few, owing to
the active demand at high prices for
geese this Fall. At one goose party
recently the goose was set up at 20
cents a corner, and 25 on the winner,
making a price for the goose of $1.65,
which is less than Charlottetown mar-
ket prices for geese. There is a big
change in the times. Twenty years
ago the geese were set up at 6 cents
a corner and 8 cents on the winner,
making 50c: as the value set on the

9 goose, Now, the price per corner is

just double, and a young fellow going
to one of those card parties needs
just double the money in his pocket he
did twenty years _ago. Obviously
these parties cannot necessarily come
too frequently.

A beef carcass weighing 300 lbs, is
only an average one.

the 1b., is $36 for the carcass. The
hide of such an animal brings $8 now,
so that $44 is realized from the cow to
{lhe card-play, which in these times of
high prices of beef, if one buys to eat,
is but a very moderate price.

WAR REVIEW.
LONDON, To-day.

The announcement of the Teutonic
Allies of their readiness to discuss
peace with the Entente Allies con-
tinues the absorbihg feature of the
war news. As yet, however, no an-
nouncement has been made as to the
basis on which they desire to attempt
to bring an end to the war, neither
has there come from any of the En-
tente countries an official announce-
ment as to the attitude they propose
to take with regard to the proposal.
In the meantime the conquest of Rou-
mania by the Teutonic Allies con-
tinues. All along the front the Rou-
manians are retreating to the north-
eastward. The 9th German army is
nearing the important railway junc-
tion town of Buzeu. In the Carpa-
thians and along the Moldavian fron-
tier the Russians and Germans are
still at grips with the Russians ag-
gressors at several points. There is
little if any change in the situation in’
those regions, however. Heavy ar-
tillery fighting is in progress north of
Monastir, otherwise calm prevails.
On the front in France and Belgium,
and the Russian, and Austro-Italian
fronts there is little activity aside
from artillery duels.
