BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, April 2. (Official.)

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Wanton Destruction 
of Valuable Food.

The agitation tor the 
placing of seal meat on 
the market as an article 
of food has, so far as this 

concerned, fallen to the 
ground. As no united action was tak­
en to carry this through, no less could 
be expected, and the subject therefore 
must be relegated to the land of for­
gotten things. In the discussion 
which ensued on the proposal to try 
it out, no person was sanguine enough 
to express a definite opinion that the 
flesh of the seal would become popu­
lar in the same degree as that of 
other foods which appear on our 
tables. The proposition would thus 
have to be experimental. At the same 
time there are good and valuable rea­
sons for believing that, in time, some 
process might be discovered which 
would eliminate the unpalatable taste 
from seal meat. But the season is 
now over and the seal meat advocates 
will have to wait until next spring 
and in the meantime start a crusade 
In favor of a trial.

On land we have more valuable 
flesh foods, which are being wantonly 
destroyed. The word wantonly is 
used in its sense meaning without re­
straint, for the news comes from 
Bonne Bay that the inhabitants there 
have been driven to the necessity of 
petitioning the Government to pre­
vent the catching of rabbits for fox 
food. Some time ago the Game Board 
with great thoughtfulness sanctioned 
the extension of the rabbit killing sea­
son with a view to the people being 
able to supply themselves for a long­
er period with fresh game. From the 
intelligence which is at hand certain 
persons read this permission as an 
open license to snare or otherwise 
catch rabbits to feed foxes on their 
farms, and the destruction of these 
animals has doubtless proceeded 
apace, otherwisex such a petition as 
that referred to would not have been 
circulated. It is wanton destruction 
to kill rabbits to feed foxes, not only 
now when every one Is being faced 
with the necessity for food conserva­
tion, but at any time. And we shall 
be surprised if the Game Board does 
not at once proceed to penalise such 
unwarranted slaughter, and mete out 
such punishment to the offenders as 
will be commensurate with the of­
fence. We are naturally an improvi­
dent and easy going people, but it is 
too much to expect us to sit quietly 
by while fox farmers are destroying 
such valuable and much needed food 
under our very eyes, without making 
some attempt to stop it. We feel per­
fectly safe in assuring the people af­
fected that the Government will not 
hesitate a moment in granting the 
prayer of their petition, and to fur­
ther prevent a repetition elsewhere, 
it would be well for a measure to be 
enacted prohibiting the catching of 
rabbits for other than human food 
purposes.

In publishing the append­
ed article, it might be per­
tinent to ask if the New- 
foundland Government is

and could as easily arrange for sol­
diers settlement of like nature as 
those being built up in Ontario.
CANADA’S SOLDIER SETTLEMENTS

The Ontario Government, in carry­
ing out its soldier settlement plan for 
Northern Ontario, has provided for the 
building up of a big pulp and paper 
industry in the Kapuskasing District, 
right in the heart ofthe townships now 
being opened for its soldiers. A con­
tract made with a Toronto firm gives 
the right to cut pulpwood and timber 
upon the Kapuskasing pulp and paper 
limit The Company will be required 
to erect a pulp mill costing, with ma­
chinery and equipment not less than 
one million dollars, to so operate it 
that the daily output shall be not less 
than 100 tons of pulp, and to employ 
an average of 200 hands for ten months 
of the year. The Company will also 
be required to erect a paper mill with 
a daily capacity of seventy-five tons a 
day whenever directed by the Govern­
ment The purpose of the Government 
in selling the pulpwood on the Kapus­
kasing limit is to provide a market not 
only for the soldier settler's pulpwood, 
but also for his farm and garden pro­
duce. The limit comprises some 1,700 
square miles of country, and the 
township composing it surround those 
set aside for the soldiers along the 
Transcontinential Railway. The fact 
that the Company is required to em­
ploy at least 200 men a day for ten 
months in the year, and that this num­
ber is bound to increase considerably 
as the industry grows, indicates the 
extent of the market the settlers will 
have for their surplus crops right at 
their own doors.—(The Empire Re­
view.)

noughts Upon 
the Urnes.

\ (By PATRIOT.)
The attention of the whold world is 

centered on the titanic struggle now 
in progress on tho Western front be- 

| tween the British and the German 
j legions. As has been predicted, the 
! final struggle in this great' world war 
j will be between the Anglo-Saxon and 
j the Teutonic races. To all intente 
and purposes the Slav and Celtic races 
—having exhausted themselves—are 
now no longer important factors in 
the struggle. The former has been 
vanquished for the lack of organiza­
tion of its huge resources, the latter 
for the want Of man power. The 
struggle for world supremacy will, 
therefore, be continued between the 
British and the Germans, and which­
ever can bring into the straggle 
the greatest amount of man power will 
in the end succeed. The Roman Em­
pire perished for want of men, not 
from moral causes. It will be no­
ticed that since the great drive be­
gan the British Parliament is to be 
called together to reconsider the ques­
tion of man power and to alter the 
age limit. We are amazed at the 
reckless tactics of the Germans in 
attacking the British lines in massed 
formation. They appear to have 
plenty of men. In this respect we 
have, from the beginning of the war, 
underestimated their strength. We 
are apt too, to lose sight of the fact 
that the peace terms which they have 
recently concluded with Rhssia and 
Roumanie released over a million and 
a quarter prisoners. Be that as it may, 
they seem to have a preponderance of 
man power in this great driye. Wo 
are told in an official report from 
the British Army Headquarters in 
France, that in some places their in­
fantry outnumbered the British eight 
to one. Man for man the British 
soldier is more than a match for the 
German. But they must be super-men 
in order to win against such odds. We 
must win the war or the nation will 
perish. In order to do so, however, it 
will be necessary to call into service 
the whole eligible man power of the 
Empire. The longer we shut our 
eyes to this fact the worse it will be 
for us in the end. Evidently the 
leaders of thought in England are 
losing no time in bringing it before 
the nation. But what of ourselves? 
Are we going to be satisfie.d to drift 
along as we have been going the past 
six months? Will not our leaders see 
the seriousness of the situation and 
act before it is too late? His Excel­
lency the Governor is now touring the 
country over which he presides for 
the first time. Is he using his ex­
alted position and influence to bring 
before the people the dangers which 
are confronting us as a nation? If so 
in this he cannot err. There is a ten­
dency these days in certain quarters 
to allay public feeling and quiet the 
public conscience by dwelling upon 
the past glorious traditions of our 
army and navy. But these things are 
all right in their way. They should 
serve only as a stimulus to urge us to 
do greater deeds of valor for our 
name and nation. Do we realize that 
our future destiny depends upon the 
issues of this great struggle that is 
now going on in France? If so are we 
doing everything in our power to help 
our boys at the front to win? We 
know that we are not. On all sides of 
us we see men who are entrusted 
with authority doing nothing to help 
win the war but using their position to 
promote their own self interests. Sev­
eral of them have become wealthy 
since the war started and can now 
boast of their income of thirty thous­
and dollars a year. These men have 
done nothing and will continue to do 
nothing. They are merely letting mat­
ters drift. The people on the whole 
are loyal and patriotic, and take an 
intelligent interest in the war, but 
what can they do- without a leader? 
We have seen our noble lads go forth 
to war in the full flush of manhood. 
What an inspiring sight'it was! We 
have seen some of them return 
crashes and broken in health. What 
is it all for? “To make democracy 
safe for the world.” Many of them 
have given their lives for us. Are 
we worth dying for? If we continue 
to go on living the same old life of 
luxury and sport and selfishness then 
we are not worth the sacrifice. This 
is the view that democracy is taking 
of the war to-day and we would do 
well to heed it

OPERATIONS REVIEWED— GREAT 
HEROISM OF BRITISH.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 
FRANCE, April 2.—(By the A. P i- 
Some interesting facts are now avail­
able from captured documents and 
prisoners statements, regarding the 
result thus far achieved by the enemy. 
To sum up the situation briefly, the 
Germans had expected to reach the 
line of the Somme on the first days of 
the drive. On that date the weather 
greatly favored the attacking troops, 
for a heavy mist shrouded the whole 
country, and madé It impossible for 
the British machine gunners to en­
gage the enemy at long range. De­
spite this drawback for the defenders, 
they inflicted such heavy casualties on 
the enemy at close quarters, that the 
Germans progressed only one quarter 
of the distance that they had expected 
to make the first day. The heavy at­
tack by the Germans, astride the 
S carpe, on March 28th, was executed 
In all the particulars as had been the 
assault of the opening day. On the 
28th, however, there were no mists to 
assist the onrushing hordes, and they 
came under such a grilling punish­
ment from the artillery, machine guns 
and rifles, that their progress was 
checked after they had made only 
comparatively small gains., All re­
ports regarding the operations show 
that the Germans suffered most heav­
ily along the whole front of their at­
tack. The objectives, which the Ger­
man high command had set for the at­
tack on the 28th, were ambitious: 
they were the City of Arras and Vimy 
Ridge. Arras was to be taken by the 
Second Guards division, one of the 
Emperor’s units, and special assault 
divisions were to go through the front 
line divisions after the British battle 
line had been stormed. But these as­
saulting divisions never came Into ac­
tion, because the front line division 
could not push their way into the 
British defenses. The heavy prelimin­
ary bombardment blotted out all the 
British outposts, excepting one Just 
opposite Gavrelle. This single post 
with a comparatively small number of 
men turned its machine guns north­
ward and enfiladed the Germans 
heavily. The assaulting troops how­
ever got In on both sides of this post, 
and the British fell back fighting their 
way out. Fierce fighting continued all 
day, but despite their gallant defense, 
the British found It advisable to fall 
back to a lino between Bailleul and 
Willerval, which furnished particular­
ly good positions for machine guns. 
Subsequent attacks, by the Germans, 
against Bailleul and Willerval, failed 
to swing the line further back. Just 
to the south, near Fampoux, the Brit­
ish holding the line sent back word 
that they would fight to the last and 
this was virtually what happened, for 
they gallantly stdbd their ground. On 
Friday and Saturday nights the Brit­
ish pushed their lines forward here 
again somewhat. Toward the S carpe, 
the Germans were finally held up by a 
division which had been in the line for 
sixty-ono days, up to the time of the 
Arras attack, and made a most spec­
tacular fight in holding off the enemy 
from March 21st to March 28th. This 
division had originally held a sector 
of the line lying between the Arras- 
Cambrai Road and Fontaine Wood to 
the South. Because of the falling back 
of the line below them, they had grad­
ually been forced to give way but con­
tinued fighting desperately until they 
reached the line between Walcourt 
and Hnin. Here they were holding 
firmly on the morning of March 28th.

after getting all its equipment and 
rolling stock away, organized ambul­
ance trains on what trucks were left 
and carried out the wounded. A great 
fight to save a big railway howitzer 
was carried on by a company of Cana­
dian railway troops, which after haul­
ing it for a hundred and fifty yards 
towards safety, were forced to destroy 
the weapon. Cables state that In no 
place where Canadian Railway troops 
had to retire were the lines and brid­
ges left Intact All the first day, from 
Arras to Ham, the battalions was 
running back rolling stock and blow­
ing up the line In many places, they 
were working with American en­
gineers.

tate a rapid withdrawal of the Ger­
mans eastward from the Amiens sec­
tor. Although the Germans have been 
bombarding British positions In Bel­
gium, particularly at Passchendaele, 
and along the Goeberg Ridge, north­
east of Ypres, there is no indication, 
as yet, that an infantry attack is con>- 
temp-ated. In addition to a contin­
uation of their bombardment of Par­
is with a long range gun, the Ger­
mans again have endeavored to drop 
bombs on the French capital from 
aeroplanes, and their squadrons of 
aircraft, early Tuesday morning, at­
tempted to reach Paris, but the 
French barrage held them off. Bad 
weather again is hindering operations 
in the Italian theatre but neverthe­
less there has been considerable pa­
trol activity in the mountain region 
and artillery duels of some violence 
over the whole front from Lake'Gar­
da to the Adriatic. At several points 
in the mountains, Austro-German 
troops endeavored to gain advantage 
over the Italians, but were success­
fully repulsed. In Palestine, the 
British forces which penetrated Turk­
ish territory northeast of Jericho, 
have successfully carried out their 
objectives in cutting the Hedja rail­
way, and now have begun to retire to­
ward EssalL A large number of ad­
ditional prisoners and guns, machine 
guns and other war stores have been 
taken by the British. Armenian and 
Georgian inhabitants of the three 
Caucasian districts turned over to 
Turkey in accordance with the recent 
peace treaty between Russia and the 
Central Powe»s have formed an army 
to defend themselves against the 
Turks who have begun the military 
occupation of Balum, Cams and Ards- 
hun.

ON THE ITALIAN FRONT.
ROME, April 2.

Our patrols were active in the Ton- 
ale area, and In Val Arsa, capturing a 
few prisoners, says to-day’s official 
report from headquarters. In Giud- 
icaria and east of Ponte-Della-Frlula, 
enemy parties were driven back by 
rifle fire. Along the whole front there 
has been slight artillery activity. Bad 
weather has hindered aerial activity.

GENERAL SUMMARY.
With the passing of the birthday of 

the new battle of the Somme, there ; 
came Increasing evidence that the1 
great German machine, with which I 
it was intended to crush the Allied 
line, has almost utterly spent itself, 
and where previously the Germans 
had thrown men into the fray not 
counting the prodigious waste in 
killed and wounded, Tuesday saw them 
decline anywhere to give battle. On 
the contrary, in what little fighting 
occurred, the British and French 
trops took the initiative; thus it 
seems apparent with the reserve for­
ces of the Entente virtually intact, 
and with the added weight which 
General Pershing’s troops will give 
them, the turn in the tide of the bat­
tle is at hand. Admittedly both the 
French and British armies have suf­
fered rather severe casualties, as they 
stood valiantly to their task of im­
peding the Germans, and making them 
pay an unheard oi price for every 
foot of ground gained. The reserves 
have been conserved with the utmost 
care behind the lines for the fateful 
time when the withering fire of the 
Allied guns and machine guns should 
have so blighted the German hordes 
as to bring more equality to the 
strength of the fighting forces. A11 
along, the British and French com­
manders have not left outside their 
calculations that army of brawny 
Americans, exceeding one hundred 
thousand men, who are fully trained 
and equipped and anxious to lend their 
aid In the task of defeating the Ger­
mans. Dally, the German losses In 
men killed or wounded continue to 
augment as details are obtained from 
Germans made prisoners. Some di­
visions lost as high as seventy per 
cent of their effectives as they 
charged in mass formation against 
the British and French machine guns 
and riflemen, and companies with­
drew from the fighting with their 
combative strength reduced to forty. 
The last accounts of the fighting from 
the various war chancellories show 
no important new change In the bat­
tle front Only minor operatione took 
place on that portion of the front 
south of Arras, held by the British, 
and little aside from artillery actions 
occurred between the French and the 
Germans on the lower end of the 
line.

The fighting between the big guns 
was particularly heavy, betweén 
Mont Didier and Nayon, where the 
battle line bends eastwards and 
which Is a danger spot of greatlm-

THE SITUATION AT QUEBEC.
QUEBEC, April 2.

For the " first 'evening since last 
Thursday, the citizens of Quebec wit­
nessed no rioting to-nighL The dis­
trict In St. Roche, where the battle 
took place last night Is surrounded 
by soldiers, but they were not mo­
lested ; the day, however, produced a 
plentiful crop of sensational rumors, 
one of them being that the rioters 
faction was going to try and cut off 
the electric light supply of the city, 
but no such attempt was made. The 
military authorities were much grat­
ified at the suspension of hostilities 
here, hut are not completely satisfied 
that the danger of another outbreak 
is safely past. Vigilance will not be 
relaxed until that is assured.

ONE OUT OF ACTION.
PARIS, April 2.

One of the German long range guns 
bombarding Paris, has burst, accord­
ing to prisoners captured on the 
French front^ five of the gun’s crew 
being killed.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, To-day.—(By A. P.)—The 
British armies were waiting yesterday 
for the next move along the extended 
battle front. Possibly the enemy also 
was waiting for the British to show 
their hand, but the probabilities are 
that the Germans were not quite 
ready to begin the struggle anew In 
the north. In any event the Infantry 
on both sides were resting on their 
arms In most places up to noon 
Tuesday. Below the Somme where 
there had been such bitter fighting, 
there was a lull also. From the 
French sector to the south come re­
ports that the enemy was continuing 
to pound the Allied lines with all the 
strength that could be mustered. Not­
withstanding the inactivity along the 
British front, no one doubted that the 
storm would break anew with great 
violence, and further activity is ex­
pected at any hour. Meantime the de­
lay Is working to the advantage of the 
Allies who are rapidly perfecting their 
plans to meet the next onslaughL

LONDON, To-Day.
A despatch to the Exchange Tele-, 

graph Co. from Amsterdam says: 
Count Czernin, the Austro-Hungarian 
Foreign Minister, addressing the Vi­
enna Municipal Council on Tuesday, 
said that with the signing of peace 
with Roumanta an important part of 
the war has ended.. Regarding Presi­
dent Wilson’s last address, Count 
Czernin said he did not believe 
President really desired to separate 
Vienna from Berlin, that he, Czernin, 
ha# too good an opinion of President 
WHpol’s statesmanship for thaL Wil­
son knew, Count Czernin continued, 
that such a separation was Impos­
sible and he probably saw that Vi­
enna was the more favourable ground 
for sowing the seeds of International 
peace than Berlin, as Austria was 
fortunate in the possession of a ruler 
who was attached to the Ideals of. 
peace and behind him were 65,000,001/ 
persons sharing the view to which 
Wilson was also devoting his activi­
ties.

MILITARY AGE ADVANCED.
NEW YORK, To-day.

1 Our war gardeners are anxious to 
raise quantities of necessary veget­
ables to eclipse all previous years’ 
crops, and to do this, men who are 
working until 6 o’clock or later each 
evening find it strange that such an 
excellent measure should be delayed 
until the spring has well advanced.

The securing of kelp and other 
manure and fertilizers are necessary, 
and in order to secure this, men 
spend weeks of spare time previous 
to actual planting and sowing, in se­
curing manure, and in many cases in 
this -district the after-tea farmer is 
limited in his planting to the amount 
of manure he is able to secure. April 
1st to April 10th is late enough for 
the old time, if the great benefit to 
production of food is to be realized.
