The following Rules and Regu­

lations, made the 14th day of 
October, 1920, under the Saint 
John’s Municipal Act, 1902, Sec­
tion 145, Sub-Section 14, are 

j hereby published.
. Vehicles must travel on the 

left hand side of the street or 
, road. Vehicles moving slowly 
must be kept as close as pos­
sible to the curb or side drain on 
the left, allowing more swiftly 
moving vehicles passage on the 
right.

2. A vehicle turning into an­
other street to the left, shall 
turn the comer at the left hand 
curb or side drain of said street.

3. A vehicle turning into an­
other street to the right, shall 
turn around the centre of the 
intersection of the two streets, 
and keep to the left of the street 
into which it turns.

4. Police, fire and mail ve­
hicles and ambulances shall have 
the right of way over all other 
vehicles.

5. The driver of a vehicle on 
the approach of any apparatus 
of the Fire Department, shall 
bring his vehicle to a stand still 
as near the left hand curb or 
side drain as possible.

6. Vehicles going in a wester­
ly or easterly direction shall 
have the right of way over ve­
hicles going in a northerly or 
southerly direction.

7. Drivers of vehicles shall 
stop whenever required to do so 
by any member of the police 
force, either verbally or by 
a signal with the hand, and 
they shall obey his order and 
comply with any direction which 
he may give them in the inter­
est of good order of traffic or 
public security.

8. The driver of a vehicle 
meeting oj* overtaking a street 
car which is stationary, for the 
purpose of taking on or dis­
charging passengers, shall stop 
his vehicle, and shall keep such 
vehicle at a stand still until such 
car is set in motion, and any 
passenger who may have alight­
ed shall have reached a place of 
safety.

Any persons contravening any 
of the above Regulations shall 
be liable on conviction to a fine 
not exceeding Ten Dollars, and, 
in default of payment, to im­
prisonment for a period not ex­
ceeding Twenty Days.

Hidden Gold.
It la exactly tour centuries since 

Cortez and his handful of Spaniards 
destroyed the Aztec civilization In 
their mad lust for gold. To-day a col­
lection of Aztec and Inca gold valued 
at a million sterling Is on view at the 
museum of the University of Penn­
sylvania.

All this has been dug up at various 
times and in various places, from the 
caves and hiding-places In which it 
was originally buried by its Indian 
owners. Idols; amulets, oraments, 
household utensils—the collection 
covers almost the whole range of 
uses to which these two lost civiliza­
tions put what was to them their com­
monest metal. Nor can it be doubted 
that millions more of similar treasure 
lie hidden, awaiting the pick and spade 
of the enterprising explorer.

Treasure seeking is the most fasci­
nating pursuit in the world, and once 
a man is bitten with the craze he nev­
er abandons the search. There Is not 
a year In which a treasure-seeking ex­
pedition is not fitted out to search for 
some hidden hoard, and although suc­
cess does not come to one In a hun­
dred, yet the certainty that such trea­
sures do lie hidden on lonely bays or 
at the bottom of sandy bays is ever 
the bait for fresh effort

Some do achieve success. Witness 
the famous case of John Phipps, who 
began life as a ship's carpenter and 
ended it as Sir John Phipps, Governor 
of Massachusetts. His fortune was 
founded on the recovery of thirty-two 
tons of silver from a Spanish wreck 
off Hispaniola (Hayti).

La Fitte, a famous French buc­
caneer, hurled a great hoard in the 
Leeward Islands, and was killed in a 
sea fight in the Gnlf of Mexico In 
1819, without being able to recover it 
There Is every reason to believe that a 
certain little vessel of 400 tons, fitted 
out in the Thames in 1888, "carried a 
company who successfully retrieved 
this treasure.

There are heaps of treasure in 
Hayti. When, In 1790, the blacks rose 
and the French planters were forced 
to flee for their lives, they buried their 
gold in gardens and houses. In or 
about 1898 a poor man at Cape Hay- 
tien suddenly began to buy laud, 
horses, and boats. He had found £3,- 
000 in a chest under the half-ruined 
house In which he lived. A speculator 
then bought the house, pulled it all 
down, and discovered further treasure 
worth £40,000.

But the most famous of lost trea­
sures is that supposed still to exist 
among the Cocos Islands, which lie 
some 500 miles west of Panama. No 
less than twelve million pounds is the 
value spoken of, and within the past 
twenty-five years half-a-dozen costly 
expeditions have vainly sought for 
this enormous fortune.

The story is that In 1835, when Lima 
was threatened by insurgents, the 
rich citizens put all their valuables 
aboard the barque Mary Dyer and 
sent her to the Cocos for safe keeping. 
Her crew quarrelled, most were killed, 
and the secret of the hiding-place was 
lost

to An Aeroplane.

Wireless Wouders One Can Scarcely 
Believe True.

We shall have to prepare ourselves 
for a new shock—a shock which may 
come at any moment and almost any­
where.

A voice can now he projected 
through space, and may reach the per­
son for whom it Is intended as if from 
another world.

This marvel Is effected by wireless 
telephony. Recently an oral message 
was sent across the Atlantic—from 
Ballybnnlon, in the south of Ireland, 
to a station in Nova Scotia—without 
any connecting wire, and the voice of 
the speaker was easily recognized at 
the receiving end. The energy neces­
sary for this achievement was actual­
ly less than is provided on an ordinary 
motor-cycle.

Wireless telephony has also been 
applied to the fire brigade service, 
though only experimentally. By fitting 
a fire-engine with an apparatus that 
anybody can work, its crew can keep 
in tench with headquarters ever dli 
tances exceeding even these covered 
by the London Fire Brigade.

Still more remarkable, perhaps; is 
e further expansion of wireless tele­
phony. It Is possible for » business 
man, sitting st bis desk, and using the 
ordinary telephone st his elbow, to 
"call up" somebody who is in mid-air 
forty or fifty miles away.

The application of wireless tele­
phony to aeronautics began during the 
war, and since then It has been extend' 
ed to commercial aviation, many of 
the aeroplanes now carrying goods 
and passengers between London sad 
Continental cities having been equip­
ped by the Marconi Company with 
wireless telephones. These, however, 
are more powerful than those which 
were used for military purposes, their 
working range extending to between 
one hundred and one hundred and fifty 
miles.

At present the connecting links is 
a special line Which the Post Office 
authorities have installed between 
London and Croydon Aerodrome—a 
line which was first used for com­
mercial purposes a few week ago.

had fallen to '£86, and thousands of 
families were ruined. Crash went 
scores of other wild-cat schemes, 
from companies for "extracting but­
ter from beech-trees” and for supply­
ing “air-pumps for the brain," to a 
project “to carry on an undertaking 
of great advantage, but nobody to 
know what it is!”

In those excitable years thousands 
were victimized by hoaxes—as when 
a horseman rode furiously to Change 
Alley shouting “Queen Anne is dead!* 
and "striking panic by the false news.

Soon after George Stephenson hal 
completed his first locomotive all 
England was ablaze with the railway 
fever. In the first nine months of 
1845 more than a thousand compan­
ies were floated; and October added 
three hundred and sixty-three more. 
All England scrambled for shares. 
Then came the crash, followed by a 
stampede as of wild cattle before a 
prairie fire.

A Race For a Fortune.
In May, 1866. London was paralysed 

by the news that the great banking- 
house of Overénd, Gurney, and Co- 
had collapsed, with liabilities amount­
ing to £19,000,000. Within a few 
hours all stocks and shares dropped 
heavily. One gfeat financial house 
after another came crashing down. 
The City was in a state of panic, 
face to face with disaster, which was 
only averted when the Bank of Eng­
land came to the rescue with advan­
ces of twelve and a half million 
pounds.

A dramatic hoax was perpetrated 
by Nathan Rothschild who, after he 
had seen the tide turn decisively 
against Napoleon on the field of 
Waterloo, Jumped on his horse and 
raced to Ostend. He crossed the 
Channel to Dover; posted through 
the night, fast as horses could gal­
lop, to London, and appeared at the 
Stock Exchange when it opened.

At sight of his face, a picture of 
gloom and despair, the news spread 
that the Allied forces must have 
been beaten—for it was known that 
Rothschild had just returned from the 
seat of war. The Funds at once be­
gan to drop heavily; and as they fell. 
Nathan’s secret agents bought so 
largely that when, next day. news of 
Wellington's victory arrived, end 
•locks «oared again, the running !'’» 
was able to pocket a profit of s mil­
lion pounds.—Tlt-Biti.

The Imperial
German Air Force.

Absorbingly interesting as are many 
of the war books still being publish­
ed, none recently has made quite as 
strong an appeal as Major George 
Paul Neumann’s "German Air Force 
in the Great War," of which The 
Times has given British readers a 
generous foretaste. Air-raids are yet 
a vivid memory, and the intended 
victim may marvel at hie escape when 
he realizes how much skill and val­
our and infernal invention were 
brought to bear for his undoing. But 
the upshot of it all was that the Brit­
ish airman beat the German at his 
own deadly game. The Germans al­
ways thought their work was more 
thorough than in the worst cases 
it proved to be, and for this impres­
sion the photograph, which has hith­
erto enjoyed a reputation for inflex­
ible truth, was often responsible. 
Among the novelties which aircraft 
contributed to the war was the re­
peated performance of tlje "Wolf- 
schen," the seaplane which accompan­
ied the raider, "Wolf,” in holding up 
and escorting New Zealand, American, 
and Japanese boats to the raider’s 
lair. German airmen found the Brit­
ish Secret Service too much for them. 
First Lieut. Schütz tells how, after 
the Turks broke in Mesopotamia, he 
returned from Germany with a new 
type of machine with which he hoped 
to surprise the British. In order to 
confound them he flew 300 miles from 
Baghdad railhead to the front in one 
day, but in vain! Within a few hours 
a British machine appeared, and 
dropped a tin of cigarettes with a 
message welcoming him back, and 
promising a Baghdad melon when in 
season! The end of the Imperial 
German Air Force was as bitter a pill 
to Germany as the collapse of her ar­
my and the surrender of her fleet. In 
a poignant note, Colonel Siegert sees 
it as the sunken city of his dreams, 
and hears afar off the ringing of the 
bells—“Atlantis ! '—United Empire.

But Fish De Not Sell Any Better.
Along the waterfront to-day from 

one end of the city to the other, there 
are only seven schrs. handling fish. 
Three of these are landing Labrador, 
three are landing shore and one 
schooner is taking hack. This latter 
had quite a lot of West India, for 
which practically nothing could be 
obtained, so the unfortunate owner 
was storing It In his vessel again, as 
was remarked by one of the handlers, 
“for ballast." It was noticeable that 
the only firms to-day helping the 
fishermen out are those opposed to the 
regulations, the Advisory Board and 
the other lawmakers handling prac­
tically none. Labrador—no that Is 
not the correct term—"Choice, heavy 
salted, soft cured Newfoundland" fish, 
not as dry as ordinary prime, is we 
are informed, selling for 38.25 per 
quintal, when the owner can locate 
such a quality. Work is scarce too, 
and at one premises over 50 men ap­
plied for Jobs after the full comple­
ment needed had been secured. This 
gang of men split into smaller bunen- 
es and went both East and West 
without any success.

MENACE TO SHIPPING. — The 
Marine and Fisheries Department re­
ceived a message yesterday from St. 
Bride’s saying a large iceberg was S 
miles W. by S. of Cape St. Mary’s in 
the way of shipping.

Herring Fishery Notes,
The Bay of Islands herring fishery 

has commenced, about the first fish­
ing was no Saturday when catches 
ranging from three to eight tubs were 
taken along the shore from Red Rocks 
to Gillams.

On Monday there was good fishing 
at various parts of the Humber Arm. 
At Mclvers boats had from ten to 
forty tubs per fleet. At Meadows and 
McCarthy’s catches were from eight 
to fifteen tubs. One fleet off Summer- 
side had twenty four tubs on Monday 
morning. J. Furlong had three tubs 
of St. Mary’s Brook on Monday.

There was a good sign of herring at 
Middle Arm on Saturday, hut reports 
say the fish were not of the usual large 
run, but that might be due to second 
hand gear being used.

Some of the Scotch packing fac­
tories have commenced operations. 
On Saturday A. G. Brake at Meadows 
took about thirty tubs. Eugene Baggs, 
Ltd., began taking herring on Monday 
and Bagg Bros, have their factory in 
readiness. R. B. Soak’s factory at 
Middle Arm was to commence on Mon­
day, Bashas were ready to com­
mence on Monday. Maurice Boland 
commenced on Saturday, and others 
will likely commence this week.

On Saturday some herring sold at 
$2.50 a barrel and others at $3.00. On 
Monday the general price was $3.00.

Only a few of onr people yet have 
any gear in the water hut by the end 
of the present week however. It is ex­
pected the fishery will be In full swing.

We have heard of two Gloucester 
vessels coming for salt bulk. The two 
Howard schooners are also expected 
here from New York for salt bulk car­
goes and it was rumored on Monday 
that some two or three Nora Scotia 
vessels were coming for cargoes. Un­
less a number of vessels cerne seeking 
salt bulk cargoes some of our fisher­
men say that they will not engage in 
the voyage because of the factories 
Jn the past being unable to handle any 
great quantities of fish at one time, 
and when there is .big fishing it is dif­
ficult to distiose of all the catch owing 
to the limited market with t&e ab­
sence of these salt bulkers.

We understand some enquiries are 
being made for split herring and pre­
sent Indications point that there will 
likely he a demand for that class of 
cure the approaching season. There 
is also some enquiry regarding frozen 
herring, hut the season Is yet too 
early to say anything on that line. 
The great drawback regarding the 
frozen herring Industry in the past 
has been the lack of facility for get­
ting the goods to market—Western 
Star.

Others HaveA trio of distinguished Newfound­
landers arrived here on the belated 
steamer Kyle, which was upwards of 
three hours behind her regular sche­
dule. They were Hon. S. D. Bland- 
ford, High Sheriff of the New Domin­
ion, B. B. Stafford, manager of the 
wholesale drug firm of Doctor F. 
Stafford & Sons, and Dr. H. M. Hos- 
dell, editor of the St John’s Daily 
Star. It Is understood the mission of 
these gentlemen, who are on their 
way to Toronto, is in connection with 
the erection in St John’s of a modern 
hotel. They leave for the queen city 
to-night.—North Sydney Herald, Oct

Is It Graft?

Nothing that the Telegram, 
Herald or News may say can 
have the slightest effect, ac­
cording to the Advocate, in in­
fluencing the Government not to 

. lend public monies to Fish Ex­
porters to buy Labrador Fish. 
If that be so the fault of mak­
ing such an 1 advance will be 
Coaker’s only, just as the' credit 
will be Coaker’s only, if the ad­
vance be made. It is well to 
have the saddle placed on the 
right horse. The Advocate 
tells us that “the loan would 
mean the salvation of the fish­
ing interests of the country,” 
and "help the country,” and “if 
the fishermen and trade require 
assistance, why should such aid 
not be forthcoming?” It is 
peculiarly noticeable that the 
Coaker organ refers to certain 
exporters as “Tory Commerce 
Raiders,” and to certain other 
exporters as “having invested 
their every penny in purchasing 
fish,” and “as requiring assist­
ance.” Apparently, then, the 
Tory merchants are solvent and 
do not want public money, 
while Coaker’s crowd are in need 
of it. The loan, therefore, of 
public money or the guarantee 
of public credit is to be made to 
help Coaker and his associates 
alone.

* * * * * *

Now what is to be loaned ? 
Public money or public credit? 
The proposition is, that either 
certain cash in the Treasury of 
the Colony shall be loaned to 
the Coaker clique with which to 
buy fish—or that their notes of 
hand—as it were—shall be en­
dorsed by the colony and paid 
by the public when due, unless 
paid for by the proceeds of the 
fish sold. The public money has 
been or will be collected in the 
form of customs duties on goods 
consumed by all the people. 
The public credit is based upon 
the power to tax the whole 
people. Therefore whether cash 
or guarantee be given, it is the 
people at large who must pay, 
or the public property, which is 
the security. And the exporter 
friends of Mr. Coaker are to be 
the speculators and possible 
beneficiaries with this money ! 
They are to be helped to buy 
fish at the present low price, and 
sell it at a higher price later 
on, and pocket all the profit! 
But if lqss should ensue the 
public is to foot the bill. 
“Heads I win, tails you lose,” is 
the proposal that Mr. Coaker’s' 
friends are supposed to get away 
with, according to the notion of 
the Advocate.

* * * * * *
The argument is that when 

Banks will advance no more, 
when the Coaker coterie have 
no more money, it is a wise and 
prudent thing to lend public 
money or public credit to the 
latter, to enable them to buy and 
hold fish till their own fish have 
been sold, and then launch the 
guaranteed purchases on a glut­
ted market. But why not? 
The loss will fall on the public 
and the clique will rake in a fat 
profit while the game is going 
on. And how is this fish, pur­
chased with public money or 
public credit, to be cared for, 
shipped and marketed? If it 
k to be looked after by, the ex-

porters, what expenses are they 
to be allowed to charge to the 
venture! What freight in their 
own vessels may they charge 
to it, and who shall censor their 
sale of it abroad? What com­
missions are Hawes & Co., and 
the big three to collect for hand­
ling and selling? The venture 
may be so loaded down with 
graft, that not one dollar of 
public money invested in it may 
ever be recovered. And how is 
this Government Fish, when 
taken ioto the exporters’ store, 
to be kept separate from the 
other fish already there ? Will 
there be safeguards to prevent 
it from being robbed of all that 
is good in it? and its place taken 
by refuse? The Government’s 
Fish would soon, we think, be 
“rotten fish” for the whole pro­
ject is rotten to the core, and 
smells to high heaven as a 
clumsy job of grafting.

SLATE.

The first exhibition of poultry an» 

vegetables under the recently or­
ganized Bell Island Poultry Associa, 
tiqp, was formally opened yesterday. 
The Hon.. Dr. Campbell, Minister oi 
Agriculture and Mines, with repr» 
sent&tives from the Nfld. Poultrj 
Association, consisting of Judge Wal­
ter Reid, who was officially appointed 
to award the prizes, and Maesra 
John Duff, Harry McNeilly, Secretary 
Calver, Vice-President Stanley White 
and G. R. Williams. Accompanying 
Hon. Dr. Campbell was Secretary A 
J. Bayly, of the Board of Agriculture 
and Mines, F. P. LeGrow anjl Reid. 
The exhibition was held in the 
Orange Hall, Wabana, both flate 
being used. The poultry being on the 
ground ijoor and upstairs was used 
for the vegetables, artcraft work, 
photographs, school competitions, 
business men’s exhlbltis. The at­
tendance was good, over 320 adults 
visiting the show for the opening 
day. The exhibition will close on 
Friday night at 8 p.m., when the rib­
bons and prizes will be awarded. The 
exhibition Is a thorough success from 
every standpoint. The poultry are 
all in standard wire coops, loaned by 
the St. John’s Association. The 
quality of birds is good. The better 
classes are Black Minorcas, owned by 
Mr. Sam Gcdden, Rhode Island Reds, 
White Pekin Ducks, Brown Leghorns 
owned by Mr. Angus McDonald, 
Bronze Turkeys owned by Mr. J. J. 
Hookey, and Toulouse Geese, which 
we believe would win ribbons in the 
larger show In St. John's. A new fea­
ture waa the exhibition of a mina- 
ture model poultry house, feed hop- 
per, and trap nests.

whilst the artcraft work was Judged 
by Mrs. Dr. Giovanetti, Mrs. Dr. 
Lynch, Mrs. Dr. Carnachan and 
Stanley White. The display of photo­
graphs of Bell Island, scenery by 
Miss Marion Godden, G. A. Harvey, 
—the work of geometrical problems, 
typewriting, etc., by school pupils of 
the Island—the woolen rugs, etc., by 
Mrs. Aggie Whelan, Mrs. Charles 
Feaver, Mrs. Peter Murphy, Mrs. 
Dennihy and the fine lace done by 
Mrs. Dicks, a lady of 84 years, was 
as good as could be produced In any 
part of the world. Nurse Ledrew’s 
fancy work was also of the highest 
class, as well as the wadded quilt of 
Mrs. J. K. Butler. The bed spreads 
shown by Mrs. J. H. Bennett (prize­
winner), was something seldom seen. 
Miss Clara Godden and Mrs. F. F. 
Jardine’s work also was a promin­
ent feature. Cabbage prizes were 
won by Mr. Ben Searle, Will Ben­
nett and J. B. Petrie. Turnips by 
Wm. Bennett and Mrs. A. Bennett 
Potatoes, Carrots, Parsnips, Beet 
Vegetable Marrows, Housewives 
bread. Jam, Pickles, were also shown, 
and the official prize list will be for­
warded by Mr. Secretary Lawton and 
published later. The exhibition of 
Aladdin Lamps, by the New York 
Import Co., the stalls of the business 
men were also neatly arranged, In­
cluding Rexall drugs, Imperial Life 
Insurance Co. were quite an attrac­
tion. At 8 o’clock the exhibition was 
formally declared open by Hon. Dr.

In 
addition to the dally fees of $1.00.

Every applicant for admission to the 
Hospital must bring with him or for­
ward to the Superintendent of the 
Hospital certificate signed by a duly 
registered phyaldan that such appli­
cant Is a proper subject for Hospital 
treatment

Under the provisions of the General 
Hospital Act 1916, all patients who are 
unable to pay fees shall he required 
to bring with them a certificate of 
their Inability to pay, which shall he 
signed by the resident Relieving Of­
ficer, or where there Is no such offi­
cer, by a Justice of the Peace, or 
Clergyman or other responsible per­
son. The fees of such patients there­
upon become payable by the Commis­
sioner of Public Charity by virtue of 
the said Act

Recovering
Vast Treasures 

From the Deep.
Goods and specie to the value of 

many hundreds of millions of dol­
lars are awaiting recovery from the 
bottom of the sea around the coast 
of Great Britain.

Of the 6,612 ships belonging to the 
Allies which were sunk by mines and 
German submarines, over 1,000 ves­
sels of from 200 to 10,000 tons are 
lying In less than twenty fathoms 
(120 feet) of water around the Brit­
ish Isles.

The Admiralty has prepared a chart 
of these, showing the position of every 
sunken vessel between Dungeness 
and the Tyne. They are Indicated by 
little black dots, which show that the 
Germans reaped their richest har­
vests off Deal, Aldeburgh, and between 
Flambo rough Head and Whitby, while 
the mouth of the Thames Is a chain 
of wrecks.

Salving operations were conducted 
during and after the war, with the re­
sult that of the 6,612 ships sunk 600 
have been salvaged, the value of the 
recovered ships and cargoes being es­
timated at $300,000,000.

It Is believed that at least another 
$1,250,000,000 can he recovered, and 
double that amount if anyone can in­
vent a new method of deep-water sal­
vage.

At present It Is not possible for a 
diver to operate at a greater depth 
than 120 feet if he Is trying to recover 
the ship itself, although cargo can 
be recovered at greater depths.

Remarkable Salvage Feat
Perhaps the most remarkable sal­

ving feat Is that which Is being car­
ried ont in connection with the White 
Star liner Laurentlc, which lies in 
twenty fathoms of water off the North 
Coast of Ireland. The Laurentlc was 
sunk, either by mine or submarine, 
while on a voyage to the United 
States in the early part of 1917. She 
carried $45,000,000 In gold and silver.

An attempt was at once made to 
salve the specie, but enemy submar­
ines discovered the salvage vessel 
and attacked her several times. On 
one occasion the salvage boat had to 
run for safety without waiting to haul 
up the diver, who was towed through 
the water. Fortunately his life-line 
held and he was eventually saved.

In spite of these dangers, however, 
and the fact that divers could not re­
main at such a depth tor more than 
half an hour, as the water pressure 
was over fifty pounds to the square 
inch, a way was blasted to the strong 
room and specie to the value of about 
$30,000,000 was recovered.

,\n effort is now being made to re­
cover the remainder of the gold and 
silver. The Admiralty salvage ship 
Racer, which has been fitted out with 
the object of salving the remaining 
treasure, has on board a pump which 
will lift 800 tons an hour—not only 
water, but coal, mad and debris. 

Wonderful Apparatus.
Science and invention have equipped 

the salvage diver of to-day with some 
wonderful apparatus. To cut holes in 
the sides of sunken vessels he now 
uses a flame cutter. This is so de­
vised that an oxy-acetylene flame can 
be used under water. The flame is­
sues from two jets, and is projected 
by a stream of compressed air com­
ing from two other jets in the same 
cable, which blow the water away 
from the flame. The usual plan, how­
ever, is to blow a hole in the Bide of 
the vessel with explosives.

In efforts to raise sunken Teasels 
it has been found possible to ‘Tift” 
ships of 3,0000 tons. The usnal plan 
is for divers to lighten the vessel, so 
far as possible, by taking out the 
cargo. Submersible pumps then clear 
the hold of water, and hawsers are 
attached or passed beneath the ves­
sel.

It was by this means that a Govern­
ment collier weighing 3,500 tons, 
which was sunk by collision in twelve 
fathoms of water, partially blocking 
an important channel, was raised 
some time ago. She was lightened by 
various methods to 2,800 tons, and 
sixteen 9-lnch wire ropes, each with 
a breaking strain of 250 tons, were 
placed In position and attached to 
four Admiralty craft over the wreck. 
The vessel was then lifted and carried 
to a place on the beach—a wonderful 
salving feat, as np to that time it had 
been believed that no vessel of more 
than 1,500 tons could be raised by wire 
ropes.

Mesopotamia and India.
Vigorous measures are being taken 

in Mesopotamia to restore order and 
relieve beleagured garrisons prelim­
inary to the drawing up by Sir Percy 
Cox of some scheme of Arab self- 
government. More troops are being 
sent from India, and the Maharajah 
of Kapurthala has generously placed 
his infantry at the disposal of the Im­
perial Government. This action is in 
striking contrast with the spirit of 
extremists like Mr. Gandhi, who has 
induced the National Congress to pass 
a resolution refusing to co-operate in 
the working of India’s new institu­
tions. India’s idealist friends are her 
worst enemies. The resolution will 
be repudiated, but it makes for dis­
quiet and uncertainty when evyry 
nerve should be strained in the inter­
est of peace and order. An appoint­
ment carrying the dependency a step 
further towards Dominion status is 
that of Sir William Meyer as India's 
first High Commissioner, in London. 
Regarding the frontier, the Viceroy is 
able to make a reassuring report. ' 
The repercussion of Bolshevist ener­
gies will no doubt be felt for long, 
but if Lord Chelmsford is well ad­
vised the Soviet emissaries who hope 
to entangle the Amir will get short 
shrift. Afghanistan desires to restore 
former relations with the British 
Raj. The news is none the less sat­
isfactory, notwithstanding that the 
announcement of the notorious Enver 
Pasha’s appointment as Bolshevist 
Generalissimo of forces marching on 
India has probably not disturbed the

night’s rest of a single subaltern.— 
United Empire.

Finger Prints as a
Detector of Crime.

The nse ot finger prints in the de­
tection of crime, although only intro­
duced into New York from Scotland 
Yard, London, fourteen years ago, has 
now been generally adopted through­
out the United States, as well as in all 
civilized parts of the world.

In the New York police bureau at 
the present time there are filed more 
than 300,000 finger tip impressions. 
Not all of them are original with New 
York for they come from police in­
vestigations made in all parts of the 
world. Should a criminal come betora 
the authorities in Japan, China, India 
or even the islands of the Indian 
Ocean and his finger prints be taken, 
a copy is sent to be filed in New York. 
More ordinarily these prints come 
from England and the European 
countries, for there flourishes the in­
ternational rogue.

Similarly when a bad man is caught 
in Newark or some more outlying 
city of New Jersey his finger tips are 
multigraphed and added to the collei> 
tions of all cities of the United States. 
Upon receipt of an inquiry into the 
offender’s past, accompanied by this 
pictured record, Mr. Hammersley, 
chief finger print expert at New York, 
or another expert looks him up in the 
vast cabinet collection at Police Head­
quarters in that city to see if the 
criminal under investigation has a 
metropolitan record.

But out of a collection of over 
300,050 how can one little set of im­
pressions of ten (or less) digits be ac­
curately found?

"Easily and infallibly,’’ answers 
Mr. Hammersley. "If that particular 
criminal was ever known in New York 
and had his finger prints taken we 
can find them in a couple of minutes. 
In this respect the bureau in the 
thirteen years I have been with it 
never has failed.”

How the Prints Are Classified.
"For a case in point, take this noti­

fication from the Chief of Police ot 
Newark. One one side of this printed 
paper are two photographs of a thief; 
on the other are the records of his 
fingers. We pay cursory attention 
nowadays to the photographs, and our 
closest attention to the finger impres­
sions. This man’s fingers show 
whorls and loops; they count up to a 

certain number, and by counting un­
der the microscope the complex or 
broken (they may be either) from 
Greek delta to delta, that is where the 
lines converge, we obtain a common 
denominator. Thus we obtain certain 
infallible numbers which put this 
criminal in a certain class of finger 
impressions. He can be in no other. 
Whorls and loops, you understand, 
have a numerical value, and we go At 
once to the cabinet and the section 
where the records of this valuation are 
kept. There may be five or ten or 
more or less examples in this folio. 
Each one differs infallibly from the 
others in this folio, and from all 
others. It we have made a record or 
received one taken from the fingers of 
the thief In question then he is in this 
folio. If he isn't we seek no further, 
for we haven't got him.”

“But suppose the man had three 
fingers amputated from his left hand 
and one from the right hand, then he 
would be safe from your folio because 
you couldn’t reckon up the valuation, 
isn’t that so?"

This was the question put by the 
knowledge seeker, who thought it was 
a poser. It was not
loss of Fingers Makes No Difference.

"We allow for the loss of fingers," 
said the expert "and given the equse- 
tion we always are able to arrive .« 
the common denomination, ascertain 
the valuation and class the man 
where he belongs.

"To-day, even, we had such a case; 
a record was sent to us ot a pick­
pocket arrested in Boston on July 3. 
He had lost one finger from his right 
hand and two from his left Here is 
the record sent to us and (he turned 
to a cabinet, took out a portfolio and 
produced another record) here is 
ours; you see the figures, the numer­
als, are the same in both. We can 
give Boston a complete criminal hie- 
tory of this pickpocket.

"We are asked to find an escaped 
convict from Jacksonville, Fla., and 
the Chief of Police there has furnish­
ed this bureau with a set of flngor 
prints. You see they are of the com­
posite type. There are but four types 
of finger marks—the composite, the 
arch, the loop, the whorl. We call 
them our four patterns, and every«- 
hody’s fingers fall into one ot them. 
The loop may be ulnar or radial, but 
these classifications can be distin­
guished only with difficulty save 
where they are illustrated. As you 
see, we keep four charts with these 
patterns grossly magnified. The com­
posite pattern is what its name im­
plies and we do not encounter it often. 
Now this infallible record of that 
Jacksonville convict is filed here and : 
if he ever comes in on any charge we 
have only to look at his impressions 
and we have him. Then we wire the 
word to Jacksonville. Isn t it easy?

Surprise of the Criminal.
"Are the criminals surprised when 

we tell them who they are and recount 
their exploits performed in distant 
parts of the country and sometimes 
in another hemisphere? Surprised 
isn’t the proper word; they gasp and 
take us for a ouija board.

"They appear under different names 
and plausible stories. In former days 
Justice might find it hard to get the 
truth. Not so to-day. We read their 
finger prints, and these always put us 
on the right track.

"Most criminals are indifferent 
about having the impressions taken, 
while they protest, distort their faces 
and try all means to circumvent the 
camera when we seek to take their 
likeness for the Rogues’ Gallery. Once 
in a while we get a wise one who ob­
jects to having his finger tips im­
pressed. In many cases we do not 
let him know that it is being done, for 
why should we invite trouble? It is 
so easy to take them. If he will hold 
a piece ot white paper in his hands 
we have him; his finger tips are there 
but not yet visible. Would you like 
to see how it is done? Well, lay your 
hands lightly on this sheet of common 
writing paper, leave them there a frao 
tion of a second only, now place it on 
this desk. Do you see anything on the 
surface ot the paper?” 
see?

The expert then lightly sifted some 
ordinary graphite powder over the 
sheet of paper and there appeared in 
strong contrast to the white margin 
complete impressions of the finger 
tips.

A Simple Tench is Enough.
“This experiment shows how help­

less any person is who would prefer 
ter any reason not to leave a record 
of his fingers. A thief who touches a 
cash box or a polished surface like a 
piano, however lightly with his un­
gloved hand, leaves a clear record for 
the law to trace him by. Again I 
say this method is infallible.

"In another field, that of the uniden­
tified dead, the finger print has been 
a wonderful aid. Banks are every­
where using it for purposes of iden­
tification and illiterate persons, it they 
will but have a record made ot their 
finger tips, will be spared loss ot time 
and a good deal of unpleasantness 
and even humiliation, since the finger 
print serves as a signature."

The use of finger prints, as will be 
seen, far transcends the criminal field. 
They have been and are constantly 
being taken for all manner of con­
fidential, industrial, commercial, civil 
and character Investigations. The 
clerks ot both New York and Queens 
countries are in favor of accepting 
finger print signatures to deeds for­
merly signed by illiterates with their 
"mark," and banking and trust institu­
tions also approve such signatures. 
The War Department at Washington 
has a collection ot several million ot 
finger prints of men who served in the 
world war.

HORRORS OF DEVIL’S ISLAND.
We have heard ugly tales of Siberia. 

The Spanish penal settlement at Fer­
nando Po Is not a health resort, while 
Italy was obliged to close up her pris­
on colony at Massowah because war­
ders as well as convicts were dying 
by the score.

But of all prisons In existence to­
day, there is nothing to match, for 
horror, the French convict settlement 
of Devil’s Island.

Devil’s Island lies off the coast of 
French Guiana or Cayenne, the one 
colony which France owns in South 
America. This settlement is reserved 
for the worst cases, and few survive a 
term of imprisonment there.

A prisoner sentenced to Cayenne is 
usually given six months’ solitary 
confinement in a French prison before 
being sent away. G’he term varies ac­
cording to the lengh of time required 
to collect a cargo of unfortunates.

For a week or two before leaving 
the prisoners are given some meat or 
wine to prepare them for the ordeal 
of the voyage in a convict ship. The 
’tween decks of the ship are made into 
one long passage with cells on either 
side, closely barred In fron.t Near the 
boilers are two punishment cells in 
which a man can neither lie nor 
stand, and where the heat is almost 
unendurable.

Arrived at Devil’s Island, the pris­
oners are stripped and searched. 
They are then dived Into large bar­
racks, each of which holds 50 prison­
ers. These large rooms are perfect- 

; ly bare, and paved with stone, and the 
i unfortunate prisoners are obliged to

(lie on the floors all through the sweat­
ing nights, tormented by mosquitoes 
land other Insects. .

The food consists of provisions con­
demned by the military and naval au­
thorities. The only exception Is the 
flour, which is of fair quality.

Roll call sounds at live In the morn­
ing, and after breakfast the gangs go 
out to work In the sweltering sun.

They clear the land and cultivate 
It Yet If one Is caught picking up a 
cocoanut or any other fruit he Is at 
once ordered sixty dsye in the cells.

"Cells" mesne confinement In a alr- 
lessplace, sleeping on a plank bead, 
and only one meal a day, that fading 
bread and water. Punishments art 
frequent and of fearful severity, and 
If a man lays bands on a ward*r the 
penalty le death.

Devil’s Island was first used as a 
prison about seventy years ago. At 
that time there were no guards. Since 
the tepid sea teems with man-eating 
sharks, the authorities thought It 
needless to take other precautions.

Then came the escape of Henri 
Chabanne, one of the most wonderful 
instances of prison breaking on re­
cord. Under his directions his com­
panions built a large raft. They made 
oars, a mast and sail; they even con­
structed casks to hold freshwater.

Seven in all started away. They 
left at eight in the evening and next 
morning were out of sight of land 
and in a rough sea. They were up to 
their waist In water, with hordes of 
sharks around.

Escaped Three Times.
After four days and four nights of 

indescribable horror, they landed on 
the coast of Dutch Guiana, but there 
was no fresh water. Chabanne and an­
other plunged into the forest, and af­
ter five days reached a plantation 
were the owner received them kindly. 
Chabanne asked for assistance to go 
back to fetch his friends. This was 
granted, but of the five only three 
were alive.

This was the first of a long series 
of escapes. One man, Adrian Dem- 
arian, possesses the amazing record 
of having made three separate escapes 
from Devi's Island

General.
Since our last meeting, contrary to 

anticipation, trade development anil 
Irallie hae declined materially and the 
Dominion along with all parte of the 
world hae suffered from industrial de­
pression, which has been accentuated 
by a lack of any appreciable fall in 
prices of necessities, but during the 
last few weeks we note by the world 
market quotations a considerable de­
cline in many staple products which 
Newfoundland imports. The fishery is 
admittedly a small one, but of late 
shipments are moving overseas in a 
way that should be more reassuring 
to the trade.

Fortunately with the small fishery 
the Dominion has experienced an un­
usual activity in the pulp and paper 
business, the Anglo Newfoundland De­
velopment Company at Grand Falls 
extending their operations and mak­
ing preparation for further exten­
sions, and the employment they are 
able to afford far exceeds anything in 
the history of that Company. The 
Terra Nava Sulphite Company on the 
Gambo area have made a susiantiai 
start in their construction work,

ment subsidy for the year under con­
sideration only amounted to 1*1.250,- 
00 for the entire system of 960.4 
miles, as against a subsidy of $42.000.00 
for 634.9 miles operated in 1902—1$ 
years ago, and the bulk of the mail 
material handled has Increased over 
100 times In this period.

During the war the loss to the 
United States Government in operat­
ing the railroads amounted to $900,- 
476,000, and lately the Interstate Com­
merce Commission has granted fur­
ther Increases in rates which will 
aggregate annually $1,017,000,000.00. 
Canadian railroads have practically 
enjoyed similar Increase of their In­
comes, and the matter must come up 
for serious consideration and action 
to increase the rates upon the rail­
road In Newfoundland in like propor­
tion to our neighbors on the adjoin­
ing continent, as the increased cost 
of operation and supplies has always 
kept pace with them.

joint commission for railway opera­
tion.

Your directors admit that Govern­
ment aid should have been invoked 
during the war, say in 1915, when al­
most all other Governments met the 
situation by coming to the assistance

Railroad Operations.
During the year under considera­

The forty one (41) locomotives own­
ed by the Company are all in service­
able condition with the exception of 
four (4) and theee four (4) are In the 
shops undergoing repairs. The im­
provement in the locomotive power 
situation reflects considerable credit 
upon the Superintendent, Mr. J. H.
Fulmor and his staff.

Steamships.
These too arc, like the railroad, a 

serious drain upon the resources of 
the Company and some remedy will 
have to be found to meet the situa­
tion by way of a proportionate in­
crease in rates and more adequate 
subsidies from the Government to 
meet the largely increased cost of 
operation. The situation as regards 
steamboat service was admitted by all 
members of the House, as the "Susu”
Subsidy Bill passed last session with­
out opposition. Worked out on the 
same basis of time and tonnage and 
assuming that the Company's ships 
were only as good as the “Susu,’’ we 
would have been in receipt of Govern­
ment aid to the extent of $315,000 in­
stead of $151,600, which was our last 
year’s subsidy. Added to this the Com­
pany will have to face at least a 
minimum increase of cost of operation 
of $75,000 for this season and should 
take into consideration that they face 
a further loss by not charging de­
preciation on the ships or any equival­
ent money for charter. This at the low­
est computation should be $120,000 
per annum.

Electrical Department
has shown fair returns but owing to 
the increasing demands for light and 
power further extensions were Imper­
ative, This situation has been ac­
centuated during the present abnor­
mally dry season so mueh so that even 
with reduced consumption end trams 
not running on Oct, 13th there was 
only about five days' supply of water 
available, In spite of the extensive in­
crease of storage made a year ago at 
Big Pond, the Company is compelled 
to enlarge its operations ta provide 
increased power. Plane have already 
been prepared tor developing a new 
power and proposals will shortly be 
laid before you for providing capital 
for the new work. Your Directors ful­
ly anticipate that arrangements can 
be completed whereby the work can 
be undertaken next summer.

The Dry Dock
during the year yielded satisfactory 
returns but the Company have to face 
a considerable expenditure on repairs 
to the dock Itself and the Installation 
of labour saving machinery in order 
to bring the plant to a much higher 
state of efficiency and be able to cope 
with the increased cost of operations, 
both as to labor and material. Great 
credit ie due to Mr. W. C. Harvey and 
hie staff for carrying on the work un­
der considerable difficulties. Proposals 
for the Improvement of the Dock will 
be laid before yon at an early date.

Natural Resources Department
The Natural Resources Department 

during the past year has made a com­
plete examination of 336,337 acres and 
has made a partial survey of an ad­
ditional 177,728 acres. A timber sur­
vey was made over 62,921 acres. Some 
very Important work has also been 
done regarding the origin of the cop­
per ores. The Department has also 
re-opened the coal mine at South 
Branch for the Railway Commission 
and satisfactory progress is being 
made. An output of fifty tone per day 
will be obtained within a short time.

The Department has continued' to 
supervise coal boring operations for 
the Government with the idea of lo­
cating a coal supply large enough to 
supply the needs of Newfoundland.
