Codâsh—The export of codfish this 

week amounted to 41,427 quintals all 
from St. John's as follows:—

By S.S. Dlgby 7,503 quintals from 
various shippers to Liverpool, by the 
S.S. "Older” 24,048 quintals tram var­
ious exporters to Malaga for orders; 
by S.S. “Canadian Sapper" 400 quin­
tals to Halifax ; by schooner "Rosalie 
Bellavleu" from A. E. Hickman Ço„ 
1,564 qtls., to Kingston, Jamaica, and 
by schooner Ena A. Moulton, 3,429 
qtls. The consumption in the Euro­
pean markets is increasing and the 
prospects of profitable marketing are 
looking brighter for sales the com­
ing spring.

Cod OH—There is a little stir in the 
Cod Oil business In Great Britain this 
month, as well as In New England 
States, and there are grounds for be­
lieving that the long dull spell will be 
broken soon In the expected general 
revival of the industries in which this 
product is used. The exports this 
week amounted to 12,974 gallons from 
Messrs. Job Bros., and Bowring Bros., 
to Liverpool by the S.S. Dlgby, the 
first to go forward to the European 
side for a long time, and 28,773 gal­
lons by the S.S. Rosalind to New York 
from Job and Ebsary. The opening 
price for next season's Newfound­
land otl-depends on the size of the 
Norwegian catch of Cod just now be­
ginning.

CodBver OH—A small shipment of 
625 gallons of Codllver Oil was made 
this week to Liverpool in the S.S. 
Dlgby from Job Bros. The market on 
both sides of the Atlantic ie still dull 
and no enquiries are t>eing made. The 
slight advance of $1.50 to $2.00 pe* 
barrel that was made In teh United 
States market at the. beginning of the 
year is being well maintained, and in­
duces a hope amongst exporters that 
prices may be better next summer 
for the new 1922 Codliver Oil, and 
afford a sufficient Inducement for New­
foundlanders to carry on. As in the 
case of Cod Oil, much depends on the 
Norwegian Fishery now commencing.

Lobsters—The outlook for the Lob­
ster Fishery the coming season is get­
ting brighter every month. The quota­
tion for No. 1 Pack, 48 1-lb. tine to a 
case, advanced five shillings stg., In 
the London market last week, and 
the price is now on a basis of $23.50 
in Newfoundland. Enquiries have 
been made from London to exporters 
here the past few weeks but the ans­
wer has been, that there are none to 
ship. A New York dealer also cabled 
this week but the answera .taoinshrd 
this week as for “all that could be 
secured." The prospect for the com­
ing season is enhanced by the tact that 
tin is 60 per cent lower in price than 
last year.

ECCLESIASTICAL MATTERS DIS-I 
CUSSED.

K3WCS

At last maze in the R. C. Cathedral 
yesterday His Grace the Archbishop 
occupied the pulpit. Being tfie an­
niversary of the Palace fire His Grace 
announced the inauguration of a 
movement for the building of a now 
Episcopal Palace. With the following 
words, "Besides these things that are 
without, my daily Instance, the sol­
icitude for all the Churches,” taken 
from the Bpistle of the day. His Grace 
referred to the tact that the past few 
yeare had been times of exceptional 
difficulty, anxiety and responsibility 
in their local church affairs. He dwelt 
at some length on the very extensive 
repairs which were being done to the 
Cathedral, and on Jhe work that had 
been done for the past three years, In­
timating that the restoration of the 
Cathedral could be scarcely said to 
have more than begun, and that sev­
eral years' work were yet required be­
fore the Cathedral could be regarded 
as completely restored. His Grace 
then went on to refer to the heavy loss 
sustained by the Church In the de­
struction of the Palace, on that very 
day, February 19th, twelve months 
ago. The Palace was one of the old­
est and most venerable of their 
Church buildings, and its destruction 
was naturally keenly and deeply felt 
by the Catholic people of the Arch­
diocese. No steps up to the present 
had been taken towards rebuilding 
the Palace, and that for several rea­
sons : Firstly, because the matter of 
most pressing moment, after the fire 
was to provide temporary arrange­
ments for the Cathedral Staff, 
Secondly, because the question of re­
storing the Palace, and considering 
the plans incidental thereto, was one 
that called for much thought, and 
also for technical and expert advice. 
It was the intention to secure the ser­
vices of a representative of a will- 
known firm of Architects of New 
York, who would, in consultation with 
a local Committee, submit plans for 
the new building which it was pro­
posed to erect. Thirdly, no move has 
been made before this time because 
of the general depression prevailing, 
and of the unsettled conditions 
throughout the Colony. The outlook 
at the beginning of the year, 1921— 
just about the time the Palace was 
destroyed—was as gloomy and de-

Everything that Miller pos­
sessed was destroyed and his' family 
came away only in their night appar- 
rel. He had $500 insurance on his be­
longings. The Bugden family are left 
destitute as they saved very little and 
carried no insurance. Neil, who oc­
cupied the ground floor, managed to 
save some of his belongings. He had 
$1000 insurance. The weakness of 
water pressure shows clearly the 
great necessity for a motor pumper 
which could be used to great advant­
age whenever the pressure fails.

est period of the after-war reaction 
amongst us then. It was not a time 
when it could be considered prudent 
or advisable to undertake a work of 
such magnitude as the rebuilding of 
the Palace. Despite the fact that 
there were many disquieting factors 
in the present situation, such as the 
growth of unemployment, and dullness 
of trade, and the partial paralysis of 
some of the great labor-giving indus­
tries of the Colony, still, the year 1922 
had opened under somewhat more 
favorable and hopeful auspices than 
the previous year, 1921. His Grace 
said that he felt that the time had 
now come to make a beginning with 
regard to the Palace. He felt that 
the whole Archdiocese would agree 
with him that the Palace must ha re­
built, and that, huge as the task was, 
it had to be faced, and faced without 
delay. A year had now elapsed si-te 
the fire. The new building would 
take some years to erect; it was 1-o­
perative, therefore that the begin­
ning should be no longer deferred. 
This colossal work, His Grace said, 
could be only successfully undertaken 
and completed by united and gener­
ous effort on the part of the Church 
and the people. Relying on that spirit 
which had never failed the Church !n 
the past, the Archbishop said that he 
was beginning that day, the anniver­
sary of the Palace Are, the work of 
rebuilding, and that he was gentling 
forth an appeal to the people for 
their co-optation. On the flret Sun­
day of Lent there would be a collec­
tion taken up in the three city 
churches for the purpoie of creating 
a Palace Rebuilding Fund, Hla 
Grace «plained that In making thin 
appeal at this particular time, he wa* 
fully aware pf the conditions that 
existed amongst our people; he wt« 
not unmindful of the fact that there 
was a great deal of unemployment, 
and not a little destitution to conse­
quence; that many people were 
working on short time and redded 
pay, and, in general, all were feeling 
the stringency of the times; but he 
was also aware that very large 
amounts had been spent for weeks 
and months past, in entertainmei ts, 
amusements and pleasure of all kinds, 
and that the various places of amuse­
ment in the city were as largely and 
as liberally patronized ae" ever they 
had been. Under these circumstan­
ces, the Archbishop did not think 
that an appeal for such an object as 
the rebuilding of the Palace could be 
regarded ae being either unreason­
able or Inopportune.

It was hoped, said the Archbishop, 
that this initial move would have the 
active support and sympathy of every 
Catholic organization in the qlty. At 
a time like this he felt that the 
church was justlfled to appealing to 
Its lay Societies and organizatlonr, 
and he knew that they would willing­
ly recognize the justice of the ap­
peal.

Salt and Fish Enquiry.
: he-EXAMINATION OF WITNESSES.

The hearing Into the Fish and Salt 
enquiry was resumed at 4 p.m. Satur­
day. Mr. H. R Russell, Manager of the 
Union Trading Co., was the first ex­
amined, regarding some fish receipt* 

: asked for at a previous session. Being 
asked by Mr. Summers “Have you the 
fish recipts of the President Coaker's 
cargoT

Mr. Russel replied “yes, with the 
exception of two, the first and the 
last."

Copies of the receipts were here put 
in. They were signed by Mr. Brislett. 
A telegram from Mr. Coaker, ordering 
the purchase of fish was next put in 
evidence. Mr. Russell stated he wish­
ed to make a correction in his evid­
ence given at a previous session. 
When he said the telegram stated “on 
Government account” he now wished 
to have it altered as per message “In 
separate hulk.” This telegram was an 
order from Mr. Coaker dated Novem­
ber 10th to the manager at Port Union, 
telling him to purchase certain quanti­
ties of Labrador fish at $8 per qtl.

Mr. Summers.—"Was there any 
negotiation at this time regarding a 
guarantee?"

Mr. Coaker.—“Yes, we took the mat­
ter up with Mr. Anderson of the Bank 
of Nova Scotia. Before the 18th I sent 
for him and tried to make arrange­
ments tor A. H. Murray to buy.”

Mr. Summers.—“Did the arrange­
ment fall through?”

Mr. Coaker.—“Yes, their legal ad­
visers thought there should be Legis­
lative authority."

Chairman.—“Was there any ar­
rangement that the Salt Pool was to 
get half the Tnckahoe’s cargo?”

Mr. Coaker.—“Nothing in writing 
that I know of. They must have told 
us they did not want it or else we 
would not have gone to the expense 
of putting up salt sheds."

Mr. Carty.—“This salt I understand 
was considerably cheaper than the 
Liverpool salt.”

Mr. Coaker-—“Yes, some 7 or 8 shil­
lings.”

Mr. Summers.—"Do you know about 
the cheque for the ^resident Coaker s 
cargo?”

Mr. Coaker.—“All I know is that 
Mr. Sellars wired me saying he had 
placed the amount to our credit in the

Mr. Russell's ex­
amination was brief and concluded 
when he tabled a tally book of the 
Tuckahoe’s salt cargo. There were 
three tally books kept, Mr. Bryant 
said, but only one could be found. This 
one accounted for 14,084 hhds. of salt.

Mr. Coaker, recalled, a discrepancy 
in his evidence, previously taken, re­
garding the part of the Tuckahoe’s 
cargo, destined for the Salt Pool was 
explained to him by Mr. Summers.

A number of questions were then 
put by the Commission some of which 
follow:—

Mr. Summers__“Your statement
said every effort was made to send the 
cargo?”

Mr. Coaker.—“The only thing that 
I remember is that it came to a point 
where we offered them (the Salt Pool)
1000 tons and they refused to take it."

Hon. M. G. Winter (Chairman).—
“The point we want to clear up is why 
■you did not send the 2000 tons?”

Mr. Coaker.—“We loaded our ves- 
: sels to send on to St John’s, and they 

refused to take it. It seems to me that 
the explanation is in this long mes­
sage that Mr. Brookes referred to.”

Chairman.—“Who conducted your 
arrangements in connection with the 
Salt Pool?”

Mr. Coaker.—R. B. Job.
Chairman.—“Mr. Job indicated in 

his message that they were to get 
2000 tons.”

Mr. Coaker.—“My opinion is that 
there was no demand for salt after 
the steamer’s arrival.”

(Mr. Coaker's previous evidence 
was here put in.)

Mr, Summers.—“You saw a copy of 
your evidence, and you made correc­
tions. Is this your evidence?”

Mr. Coaker.—“Yes, with the cor­
rections made.”

Mr. Summers.—“In reference to the 
fish, this telegram placed in evidence 
by Mr. Russell gives instructions re­
garding the buying of fish. What did 
you mean: was it to be bought under 
the Minute of Council?”

Mr. Coaker.—“No Minute of Council 
was made at that time. It was not 
made for some 7 or 8 days after.”

Chairman.—“How did you know 
you were going to load the President 
Coaker?”

Mr. Coaker.—"We had decided on 
this action days and days before the 
Minute of Council was passed. At the 
time the merchants in St John’s were 
keeping the price down to $7 per qtl.
At least that is what it was reported 
they were offering. What we tried to 
do was to keep the craft at Port Un­
ion. I bought some cargoes at $8 pre­
vious to the 18th, that afterwards 
went in the President Coaker.”

Chairman.—“Owing to your position 
it is presumed you knew what the 
Government contemplated ?”

Mr. Coaker.—“Yes, the thing was 
decided three weeks before the Min­
ute of Council was passed.”

Chairman.—“Yes, and a lot of fish 
was bought on the 10th. Was it then 
the decision of the Government ?"

Mr. Coaker.—"Yes, that is the rea­
son why I did it.”

This palm grows wild in vast 
groves in Panama and Columbia. The 
clusters of it snuts, looking like 
coco-nuts, are cut green from the 
tree and dried in tong open sheds. 
After some weeks’ drying, the in­
side of the nut. which is milky in the 
green state, grows almost hard. Then 
the outer coating of fibre is stripped 
off. and inside there appears a glis­
tening brilliant white substance 
which dries as hard as ivory. The 
stripped nuts are then shipped to 
manufacturers.

At the factory they are cut by 
swiftly revolving saws into rough 
discs, wheih in turn are put into the 
lathes and shaped by machinery. Ma­
chinery, too, drills them, reams them, 
counter-sinks and niches them, and J 

makes them into all sorts of shapes 
and sizes.

These nuts of the Tagua palm be­
come millions and millions of little 
pieces, which are dyed, and mottled, 
and polished, and embossed, by ma­
chinery. Then human hands put them 
on cards, and pack them ready for 
use.

There are months 
when great numbers are in jail. The 
Cheka is not bothered by lack of pri­
son space. If a prison room is intend­
ed to accommodate two or three per­
sons, it often happens that in fact it 
is made to accommodate 25 or 59. 
People are just put in, in layers, and 
that’s an end to the space problem.
