made by the Royal Newfound-
land Regiment on July 1st,
1916.

By this memerable event in
France, Newfoundland aequirs
a portion of territory in Europe
which was the scene of one of
the most glorious episodes of the
war. To us it will always be
regarded as hallowed ground,
and it is for us and those whe
come after to see that it is tend-
ed with zealous care.

The action of the French Re-
public in granting Newfound-
land a site for this beautiful
memorial to her honoured dead
is a most graceful tribute on the
part of a foreign country to the
courage displayed by people of
a different race. Such a practi-
cal demonstration of their re-
gard forms a far stronger basis
of friendship than any treaties
or alliances arranged by force of
circum#tances. There are many
points of disagreement to-day
between the powers that joined
forces throughout the years of
the war, but the feeling of es-
teem and regard in which they
held each other during that
period of stress remains, and it
is unlikely that the bonds forged
at that time will ever be com-
pletely severed. I3

The great work undertaken
by the War Graves Commission;
on which Colonel Nangle has
proved such an efficient and en-
ergetic representative of New-
foundland, is deserving gf the
highest praise. Wars, it is true,
have the effect of arousing our
worst passions, and whatever
the result, must be regardéd as
disastrous, but when one con-
siders the individual sacrifices
made for the sake of humanity,
the efforts to relieve suffering,
and the loving care which has
been shown in preparing suit-
able resting places for those
who fell, can it be said that our
finer feelings have been blunted
oy intimate contact with the hor-
rors of war? No previous cam
vaign has been followed by such

The fpllowing ecablegram was re-
ceived this morning by the Colonial
Secretary’s Department from ‘“the,

Newfoundland High Commissioner: '

Beaumont Hamel park was open-
ed yesterday and the War Memorial
was unveiled with impressive cere-
mony. Hundreds of visitors with a
large number from Newfoundland
witnessed what can be regarded as
an epoch making event in the Island’s
hisotry. The proceedings opened by
an address from Honourable J. K.
Bennet from which the following is a
part:—*“I have mixed feelings in per-
forming the duty that I am charged
with to-day by my Government, the
duty of paying our respectful homage
to the Glorious Dead of Newfound-,
land,

“We are met on one of the great
battlefields of the war, and we are
here to dedicate a portion of that bat-
tlefield as the resting place of a large '
number of our fellow countrymen |
who gave their lives to the cause of '
civilization on the 1st of July, 1916.
Our young men in 1914 were unac-
quainted wth the tragedy of war, but
they offered their whole hearted ser-
vice voluntarily in the great cause of
civilizatiqn and for the preservation of
all those ideals of life for which the
British Empire stands. ,

“Our participauon consisted of

The Newfoundland Royal Naval Re-|
serve sent two thousand and thirty-
five men to the Navy.

Dr. W. T, Grenfel Says the Fisher-
men of Labrador Are 100 Per Cent,
Strong for it.

Vancouver, B.C., June 2-—Confed-
eration with the Dominion of Canada
as a meang of solving. some of Lab-
rador’s chief problems, was advoca-
ted yesterday by Dr. W. T. Grenfel,
of ‘Labrador fame, who arrived here
from the Orient, after a trip around
the world, during which he studied
conditions and the problems of the

“I have come to this conclusion,”
he said, “after talking and living
with the fishermen of the Labrador
coast, they are 100 per cent, strong
for confederation, and it js my per-
sonal opinion that Labrador would
be better off a part of the big coun-
try.

Receipts for the
duty were taken from the Treasury
the local sales can be traced through
the Day Book. In the Day Book items
are entered with the name of the pur-
chaser, the schooner that brought it,
and the price obtained for it.. When
it was duty paid, the price was mark-
ed “D.P.” A summary is made of
this, in another book called the Con-
signment Sales Book. This book
would show every shipment of fish
and every sale of the same. Mr. Kineh
exported quite a lot of fish to the Brit-
ish West Indies. N¢ duty was paid or
fish exported by himi. A Customs war-
rant would be passed, and it would be
written off Mr. Kinch’s Bond Book
with the name of the vessel. Ah entry
of it would also appear in the Govern-
ment’s Bond Book. With regard teo
the account sales rendered by Mr
Kinch to the Monroe Export Co., Ltd.,
the duty was always charged on the
whole shipment, irrespective of wheth
er they were sold in bond or out of
bond; and he took credit for paying
duty when he paid nome. Mr. Kinch
has often taken over shipments of
fish on his own account, If at the
time the fish market was advancing
‘a consignment would be taken over
by him from the plaintiff, and he
would render an account sale as fisF
sold.
