In it he is up­
braided gently and feelingly for his dis­
obedience of his father at home, and for 
other acts which wounded deeply the 
feelings of the near friends. From letters, 
papers, &c., found in deceased’s trunk, he 
was evidently connected with a highly 
respectable and wealthy family, whom no 
doubt this rash act of a thoughtless young 
man will plunge into unutterable grief. 
An inquest was held on Tuesday by Cor­
oner Walden, and a verdict in accordance 
with the facts rendered.

FROM OTTAWA.
The return to the address in reference 

to Father McMahon and the other Fenian 
prisoners confined in the Provincial Peni­
tentiary at Kingston, which was laid be­
fore the House two days ago, contains a 
copy of a numerously signed petition in 
favor of McMahon's release, fiom inhabi­
tants of Lindsay, Ontario ; and also a let­
ter from the British charge de affairs at 
Washington as to the case of R. B. Lynch, 
and a despach from Lord Monck to the 
Duke of Buckingham, asking for further 
instructions. His Grace, in reply, dated 
January 17th, states that Her Majesty’s 
government see no reason to further in­
terfere with the commutation of the sen­
tence in these cases.

In regard to the late meeting of the 
bankers, we believe it the intention of the 
government to appoint a committee of the 
House of Commons in the early part of 
next week to examine into and report on 
the whole subject connected with the re­
newal of bank charters and the banking 
interests of the country in general. The 
bankers then resolved not to move for 
a renewal of their charters, but to allow 
their applications to remain in abeyance 
until the committee of the House shall 
have reported and thé course of the gov­
ernment determined upon. This virtually 
settles the point that there will be no le­
gislation on the subject this session, altho* 
it is expected the committee will make its 
report before the House is prorogued.

The contingent committee, at a meeting 
on Thursday, resolved to recommend the 
dismissal of 21 messengers. The com 
mittee seem determined to reduce expen­
diture of this kind.

It is understood that Mr Cartier will 
bring down his Militia Bill on Tuesday.

Appeal of the Montreal Temperance 
Society to Ministers, Sabbath- 
School Superintendents,and Sab­
bath-School Teachers.

Fathers and Brethren.—The young 
are the hope ot the Church and of the 
temperance cause. It is easier to pro­
duce impressions upon young minds 
than old ones, and they are more lasting. 
It is much easier and incalculably better 
to prevent bad habits than to euro them, 
—to avert intemperance, than to grapple 
with it in a deadly struggle. Total ab­
stinence from intoxicating drinks, from 
youth up, saves from numberless tempta­
tions, dangers, and pollutions ; and ex­
perience shows that it is easy to train 
youth in the principles and practices of 
total abstinence. But if parents, pastors, 
and teachers neglect this training, the 
youth will probably'be subjected to quite 
another kind of training in saloons and 
bar-rooms.

Deeply convinced of these truths, and 
equally convinced that the Sabbath- 
School affords one of the best oppOTtun- 
itics for training the young in temperance 
principles, this Society has petitioned 
successive Sabbath-school Conventions 
to recommend the formation of Bands of 
Hope or other temperance organizations 
in connection with Sabbath-Schools; and 
at the convention of the past summer, 
held in Toronto, the following resolution, 
to which wo call special attention, was 
adopted :—

“Resolved,—1That this convention view­
ing with distress and apprehension the 
fearful ravages of intemperance in our 
land, and believing that it is both safe 
and scriptural to abstain from intoxicat­
ing drink, earnestly recommends to 
the teachers and managers of Sabbath 
schools the inculcation of the principle 
of total abstinence upon the young, as 
one of the most effectual remedies for this

The rcasonc for seeking the formation 
of temperance organizations in connec­
tion with Sabbath-schools are obvious. 
1st. Such organizations are likely to be 
more lasting and better managed in that 
connection than any other. 2nd. It is 
but reasonable that the children and 
youth attending Sabbath-schools should 
be statedly warned against the greatest 
danger that is likely to beset them in 
after life, and have their sympathies en­
listed on the right side. 3rd. Sabbath- 
school teachers arc precisely the class in 
which zealous friends of the temperance 
reformation are found in the largest por-

To parties so enlightened as those wo 
address, it is unnecessary to present fur­
ther arguments on a matter so obvious 
as the need for some efficient system of 
training the young in temperance princi­
ples ; and we think you will agree with 
us that judiciously managed temperance 
organizations, in connection with Sab­
bath-schools,, would be a most effectual 
means of promoting this object. It is 
hoped therefore, that von will use your 
influence in establishing such organiza.

The London Examiner very ably—we 
will not undertake to say how justly— 
portrays the character and principles of 
the late and present English Premier.

ENTER DISRAELI AS PREMIER.
Mr. Disraeli has made himself Prime 

Minister of England. XVe could not keep 
our countenance and repeat the hypocri­
tical cant we hear on every side about 
the Tories having acted wisely and mag­
nanimously in giving him the lead. If 
it be prudent or generous in men to make 
up their minds to admit what they can­
not deny, and to follow a particular 
course where no alternative is open, the 
Conservatives have shown sense and 
spirit in acknowledging Mr. Disraeli’s in­
contestable right, and in submitting 
peaceably to his accession. But as to 
tlieir giving or granting him such a dis­
tinction, men cannot be said to give or 
grant what it is not in tlieir power to with­
hold. In party services and political at­
tainments he stood without a rival. 
When Toryism lay prostrate and feeble, 
mauied and shattered by suicidal wounds, 
lie took it up and washed its face and 
clothed it anew, and set it on its own steed 
and brought it to an inn.

New York, March 28th—The Herald's 
London special says despatches are just 
to hand from the British military expedi­
tion in Abyssinia. They report that the 
entire force, with the exception of a moun* 
tain battery and four companies of the 
45th Regiment, had just left Zoula, and 
commenced the march for the highlands 
of the country. The army is in good 
health and the general sanitary report is 
favorable. The ascent to the highlands 
of Abyssinia is regarded here as a very 
difficult undertaking, but it is understood 
that Geo. Napier’s advance is by the saf­
est and most easily traversed route, that 
on the east, by Senafe and Doganti. The 
country is represented as being very vari­
able in appearance, fertile and extremely 
barren alternately, and some of the moun­
tain passes formidable.

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The Absorptive of Poland.
We take the following from an ar­

ticle in the N. Y. Tribune :—It ap­
pears to be the general opinion in 
Germany and France that the recent 
visit of Prince Napoleon to Germany 
was made for a political purpose. No 
official or semi-official statement on 
the subject has been published, but it 
is naturally surmised that France is 
desirous to secure the friendship and 
ço-operation of Prussia for some part 
of her foreign programme. If this 
supposition*» correct, the visit of the 
“ Bed Prince ” must have concerned 
the Eastern question, in which both 
France and Austria have for months 
been most anxious to enlist the sym­
pathy of Prussia. The article of the 
Neue Freie Presse of Vienna, one of 
the best political papers of Continent­
al Europe, which states the object ol 
the visit to have been to hold a con­
ference with the signers ot the treat­
ies of 1815, for the purpose of bring­
ing about a joint protest against the 
absorption of Poland, is in itself very 
plausible, and probably not far from 
the truth.

But whatever the motive of this 
mission of Prince Napoleon to Ger­
many may have been, we know that 
France and Austria do not hesitate 
even officially to attack the foreign 
policy of Russia, especially in the 
Eastern question, and the language 
of both Governments towards Prussia 
is invariable most friendly. One of 
the principal charges which Austria 
and France—and on this question 
they have the full support of England 
—bring against Russia is that of vio­
lating the territorial arrangements of 
1815—a ridiculous charge, if we con­
sider that the Emperor of France has 
more than once denounced these 
treaties as detestable, and that, in 
1859, his aid alone enabled Italy to 
undo an important part of these treat­
ies, and wrest a large province from

Ottawa, March 27.

Mr. McKenzie moved the adoption of 
the 5th report of the Printing Committee, 
which recommended the publication of 
an official report of the debate®—at an es­
timated cost of $12,019 for a session of 
sixty working days.

Mr. Shanly said he believed the esti­
mate of $12,000 for a session would be 
found far short of the actual cost. He 
saw no necessity for this official report, as 
he considered the newspapers faithfully 
and impartially reported the debates.

the Dominion Parliament that a 
number of the settler! at Red River 
had revolted against the government 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company, and 
had formed themselves into an inde­
pendent republic. The truth of the 
story was then doubted, but has re­
ceived the amplest verification from a 
despatch sent by the President elect to 
the Duke of Buckingham. The fol­
lowing is a copy of the document :
La Prairie, Monitoba, via Bed River ) 

Settlement, 19th Feb., 1868. f
My Lord.—As President elect by the 

people of the newly organized govern­
ment and council ot Manitoba, In British 
territory, I have the dutiful honor of lay­
ing before Yonr Lordship, for the con­
sideration of Her Most Gracious Majesty, 
our beloved Queen, the circumstances at­
tending the creation of this self support­
ing petty government in this isolated 
portion ot her Majesty’s Dominions, and 
as loyal British subjects we humbly and 
sincerely trust that Her Most Gracious 
Majesty and her advisers will be pleased 
forthwith to give this government favor­
able recognition, it being simply our aim 
to develope our resources, improve the 
condition of the people, and generally ad­
vance and preserve British interests in 
this rising far west.

An humble address from the people ot 
this settlement to Her Majesty the Queen 
was forwarded through the Governor 
General of Canada in J une last, briefly 
setting forth the superior attractions of 
this portion of the British Dominions, the 
growing population, and gradual influx 
of emigrants, and humbly praying for re­
cognition, law and protection ; to which 
no reply or acknowledgment has yet 
reached this people.

Early in January last, at a public meet­
ing of settlers, who numbe.1 over one 
hundred it was unanimously declared to 
at once proceed to the election and con­
struction of a government, which has ac­
cordingly and duly been carried out. A 
revenue imposed, public buildings com­
menced to carry out the laws, provision 
made tor Indian treaties, construction of 
roads, and other public works tending to 
promote the interests and welfare of the 
people. The boundaries of the jurisdic­
tion being for the time proclaimed as fol

Nwth,—From a point running due 
north, from the boundary line of Assini- 
boia, till it strikes lake Monitoba ; thence 
from the point struck, a straight line 
across the said Lake to Monitoba Port ; 
thence by longitudinal line 51, till it in­
tersects line of latitude 100.

Went,—By line of latitude 100, to the 
boundary line of the United States and 
British America.

JSast,—The boundary line of the juris 
diction of the Council of Assiniboia.

South,—The boundary line between 
British North America and the United 
States.
