The Reports of Live Stock There
Are Particularly
Bright

Toronto, May 30.—The crops of the
province are two weeks to ene month
in advance of last year. Field opera-
tions in spring sowing . were the earliest
iy many vears, and cven whth the set-
back. in the latter part of April spring
sowing is about a month earlier than
last season and a week ahead of the
average year. Fall wheat entered into
May wall forward and-although some
was drowned -out it looks guite vigor-
ous. Clover suffered from last season’s
draught, but now presents a good ap-
pearance. The short and mild winter-
worked wonders 'in the fedder supply.
Some, however, sold too freely, tempt-
ed by the high prices, but the early
grass came to their rescue. The re-
ports on live stock are particularly
bright, except that the unusually high
prices led to hasty marketing. Cattle
have been remarkably free from di-
sease. Sheep are doing well, and lambs
are strong and plentiful. Swine are
not so plentiful. The general outlook
regarding orchards is encouraging.
Blossoming averaged about a fortnight
earlier than usual and was very pro-
fuse. Fears are expressed that the
rains may have washed off a large
proportion of ehe pollen.  All small
fruits are well advanced.

FINANCES OF THE PROVINCE

The Calgary Herald prints an alarm-
ist article about the condition of the
finances of .the province, and says that
Alberta has a debt of something like
$6,000,000. It does not get behind its
statement, but' qualifies its by “it is
said.” z

Unfortunately, that is about as near
person can come. to the real
condition of affairs at the Present’ timeé.
When the public accounts of the pro-
vince were placed upon ‘the table ot
the house at the last day of the first
part of the session, the Albertan re-
yorter asked to see ‘the statément.” But
e premier refused to allow any perr

son to go to the table, and the state-
ment was not printed, so the reporter
was unable to get it: ‘Om!the day
folowing the reporter was ‘informed
that the statement - had ‘been . locked:
away in a safe and that the man “w:i‘th
the cOmbination’ was away, and as far
as we have been able to ascertain has
never <2ome back. The Albertan
remonstrated editorially at the time,
but of course remonstrances did not
80 very far with the treasurer of that
time in those days.

It is not so terribly alarming even
if we have some debt. If the money
was well expended and nothing ex-
travant was done the mepe fact that
the province is fn debt is nothing to
be worried about, if the debt 8 mot
excessive.

The province went into debt to the
extent of $2,000,000 or so for telephones.
That was a very wise investment, and
the Herald will find some difficulty
in making the people of the province
believe that it was not a wise invest-
ment. The cost price was consider-
ably less than in Manitoba; -and an
ageressive campaign of expansion has
been carried on ever since. It is
possible that the Bell company would
have: made more out of the telephone
than the province, but it would have
limited the service, and instead of hav-
Ing the wire all over the province, we
would have been tied ' down to the
brincipal points.

The province received a grant- of
Some §90,000 a year for public build-
ings, but the expenditure greatly ex-
teeded that amount, the public build-
ings in Calgary alone costing falmost
that much, and yet the Herald made
its campaign at the last election that
Calgary whsn’t getiing anything.

Vince was whether Alberta should Build
the public buildings out of revenue. or
borrow money and = make the next
Beneration bear its share of the bur-
den If we built them out of cur-
Tent revenue it would mean a long de-
lay ana also curtafling the annual
Srants for roads, bridges, education
ﬂ‘nd such like.

Greece owes a deep debt of gratitude
to King George, for, while his ministers
and the principal statesmen of his
kingdom have been engaged in-a'long
series of foolish spuabbles, which have
accomplished nothing beyond discredit-
ing the nation to-a still greater degree
abroad even than formerly,  he has
been successfully' using his personal
influence with the foreign. powers to
secure through them from the sublime
porte its consent .to thé construction of
the very brief connecting link between
the northernmost points of the Hellenic
railroad system, at -Larissa; and. the
point of the Ottoman railroad system
nearest . the Greek. frontier.

For several years.Greece  has been

Cut Off Their-Wives’ Noses as Punish-
ment for Infidelity

London, May 30...After having:spent
cighteen years among the wild 'trnyes
of the morthwest frontier of India, Dr.]
Theodore L. Pennell, medical mission-
ary of the Church Missionary society,
has just returned to London on a brief
visit. Below are some of his remark-
able experiences which he related in an
interview:

“On the Afghan frontier 'a husband
is very jealous of his wife's honor,” he
sald, "and 'if he has a suspicion that
anything'ds wrong he just cuts off her
Some time ago a husband who
had shown his displeasure ‘in this bar-

hospital at Banyu, and said he was very
gorry. There “was very little of ‘the
nose left and there was therefore very
little we could do.

*“I told him that if he would pay the
money we could get his wife an artifi-
cldl nose from England. He asked how!
much it would cost, and I said $10. He
began to hesitate and I asked him -the
reason. ‘Well,'  he said, I could™get
another wife for $28.00. Eventually he
agreed to buy the nose and his old wife
was patched up.”

Dr. - Pennell ve another illustra-
tion of matrimonial jealousy. -“One
day he said, “an” Afghan chief had been
across the border and saw his wife
speaking to. a man over the wall in his
compound. He at once drew his sword
cut off her head and threw it to -the

The flying machine places
the whole country at once on the fir-
ing line. We must have our aerial
navies of the latest efficiency-and up-1
to-date pattern, and we must have
trained aviators. The new conditions
will require new guns, new projectiles,
new instruments for taking snapshots,
ranges and for observation.”

Bombardment of Towns

The lecturer was of the opinion
that the bombardment of towns by
aerial battleshipgs would not be ef-
fective despite high explosives, be-
cause they would not cover enough
area. He also was of the opinion that
nothing short of dropping a projectile
down the smokestack of a battleship
would be effective.

He also said that a projective hav-
ing a flat trajectory might seriously

damage battleships, while on from the |

air would have less chance of hitting.
Rut despite these facts he was of the
opinjon that airships would be the
fighting machines of the future, be-
cause they will be so very much
cheaper than battleships.

He said very soon it would be pos-
sible to build gn airship for $1,000 or
$1,500 each, and therefore ten thou-
sand of them could be constructed for
the cost of one battleship.

THE INDIAN PAGEANT

Is it Too Costly to the Indian, the
Church and the State?

Much interest has been taken in this
subject during the past two years by
@ssociations in this province whigh
stand for the highest well-being of
the people, irrespective of color. Sev-
eral serious efforts have been put forth
to hring a realization, to the persons
and bodies who are responsible for

enticing the Indians from.their homes |

to these exhibitions, of the terrible
price the Indian is paying on behalf
of those who are entertained in this
way. It may now be well to bring
some of the facts before the eye of
the publie, who, it is fairly certain, do
not stop to consider the question deep-
ly. The most plausible reason for the
continuance of this practice is stated
as an effort to -place before the public

real history and to make clear by these |

shows the wonderful development that
has taken place in the land of our
adoption. Surely we can secure our
information from other sources if we
find that this method is costing too
dear and there is no question that the
fair-minded public will ask for a
change of methods when they have In
hand a few of the facts. The proper
authority for such information is found
in the workers among these Indian
people on the reserves where they live.
Commencing with the missionaries in
the active work, we find that with one
voice the missionaries® of all - the
churches condemn the practice because
they find so apparent the degrad}nx
influences on the moral and spiritual
life of their people. The Indian agents
are not backward in stating that for
weeks previous and for weeks suc-
ceeding these exhibitions, the Indians
are of no use in connection with their
work on the.reserves. Ope case is
known where the Indian agent had
taken on behalf of the Indians of his
reserve a $1,000 contract for hay, and
on the eve of fulfilling of: this con-

4 tract the Indians were persnaded to

go on show at an exhibition, with the
result that they lost the hay contract.
The inspector of indian agencies for
the province of Alberta sums up the
situation on page 196 of the Blue Book
for 1909 in the following words: “I
presume such backslidings here and
elsewhere should be anticipated so
long as premiums are offered fo the

{ Indians to leave their homes and their

work, by exhibitions, to'parade on the

| public streets in war paint, and in

nude attire, and to dance the dances
of their forefathers. Such exhibitions
may be symbolic history from the pre-
historic days, but they tend to revive
paganism and do not promote the yield
from the Indian’s potato patch or his
garden.”

This will give a glimpse of the cost
to the Indian, but inasmuch ak the
price he is paying can never be put
into words the public may be allowed
to work it out in their own imagina-
tion, and thus try to realize what the
worker daily sees.

The question is as to whether this
fad is costing the church and state too
much may be answered in this way:
Why this great expenditure of money
on the part of both these bodies? Is the
object to provide amusement for cur-
ious crowds of the more fortunate
dusky
race? or is it to seek to win them gway
from thelr former hahits of life’ and
to the higher standards that we are
supposed to have? A very sincere ef:
fort is being made by the workers in
these departments to use this money

| in an economical way and to get the

laizest percentage of advancement for
the expenditure, but if the results of
the labor are to be dissipated and the
people caused to'retrograde just for the
supposed educational influence on a
public which is quite capable of se®
curing this education in less costly
and less harmful ways, then it is quite
evident that as honest business peo-
ple we cannot afford to allow the
matter to proceed any further.

When the Golden Rule is applied
to this entire question it, of course,
falls prostrate in a moment. I often
wonder how we would look upen a
proposition from the board of an agri-
cultural fair asking us, as descend-
ants of the Britons to put on show the
habits and practices of our forefathers
as recorded on the page of history.
We are far enough removed from those
days so that the show would not be
likely to bear any vitiating influence
upon us and yet it is safe to say that
the average citizen would turn down
the proposition with a look of wither-
ing scorn. Why then impose wupon

these natives of our adopted land justi:
because they cannot discern the trend}

of events?
We have taken their lands, we are
their guardizxs, let us then do our part

to protect them and educate them just X

as we would our own children.

‘ Three millien dollars are to be fm-

mediately expended on ‘the develop-
ment and re-equipment with modern
machinery of the Dunsmuir collieries:
on Vancouver Island. This immense
sum is to be’ put into the properties
by the new owners, the Canadian Col-
Heries (Dunsmuir) Limited, according
to  announcement by William - Mac-
kenzie, president of the purchasing
company. Mr. Mackenzie is also presi-
dent of the ‘Canadian Northern Rail-
way and an officer and director of nu-
merous dther Canadian industrial and
financial . enterprises.

The expenditure ' planned to be
made on the YVancouver Island col-
Meries is to the end that the output
may be largely increased and the cost
of production. reduced. Experts who
have examined the properties on be-
hailf of the new company declare that
the profits per ton of coal mined can
readily be. increased 50 per cent. by
the opening of additional mines, the
installation of modern machinery in
the present workings and the adoption
of modern meéthods of management.
It is recommended by these experts
that four additional mines, each of a
‘capacity of 1000 tons daily, be opened.

Following the acquisition by
Messrs. William Mackenzi¢ and - D. D.
Mann of the option of sale of the
properties given by Mr. James Duns-
muir on Jan. 3, 1910, to Mr. R. T.
Elliott of Victoria, an examimation of
the mines and coal arcas was made
by Mr. W. L. Coulson, a mining en-
gineer and coal expert of Pittsburg,
Penn., and also by Messrs. Forster,
Brown & Rees, mining and colliery
engineers of London, England, and
Cardiff, Wales. Upon the receipt of
the report of Mr. Coulson the follow-
ing announcement was made by Mr.
Mackenzie:

“It is ithe intention of the board to
commence - imunediately +to open up
new mines and to improvg handling
facilities in accordance with the rec-
ommendations contained in Mr. Coul-
son’s letter, and $3,000,000 will be
provided for that purpose.”

Some Coal Still on. Hand.

In his report Mr. Coulsen remarks
that 600,000,000 tons is an ultra-con-
servative estimate . of -the amount of
coal contained in the Wellington Col-
liery Company's property. He refers
to the superior quality of the coal
produced in the Dunsmuir mines as
compared with that obtained at other
collieries on the Pacific Coast. He also
notes the tremendous increase in the
consumption of coal in British Col-
umbia and on the Pacific Coast gener-
ally during recent years, owing to the
great development along all lines
which has™ occurred throughout the
area known as -the Pacific Slope. He
states that in 1902 75 per cent. of the
output of the Coast collieries was ex-
ponted, while in 1909 Jess than 25 per
cent. of .the much greater tonnage
mined  during the latter year found
its way to foreign ports. Mr. Coulson
further remarks in “referring to the
Dunsmuir mines:

Qutput of 2,000,000 Tons.

“Within two and & half yeéars  the
annual output can ' readily be.in-
creased to 2,000,000 tons. This  will
necessitate the opening up of four ad-
ditional mines with a daily capacity
of 1000 tons each, the installation of
modern machinery  at - the present
mines, and railroad and dock im-
provements as the increased tonnage
demands- For all this work ;$3,000,000
is an ample allowanceé. With skilled
management and modern eguipment
coal can be mined apd marketed at
50 cents ‘per ton greater profit than
now accrues to the company; hence
on ‘an annual output of 2,000,000 tons
the profits would be approximately
$3,060,000, less coal removed, interest
charges and depreciation, or on’' the
same basis practically $1.53 per ton
on all coal sold.”

This report was made by Mr. Coul-
son on April 23, 1910,

Whers Ivory is Mined Like Coal ;

Islands of ivory hidden among the
Arctic ice lying north ot Siberia are
described in an interesting paper by
the Rev. P. D. Gath, Whitley, of Lon-
don. s

These islands were discovered by
Russian explorers at the end of the
eighteéentlh century, and have been ex-
ploited by traders in fossil ivory eveér

pounds of fossil ivory were offered for
sale &t the fair of Yakutsk. . To the
earlier explorers it seemed that one
islet, known as Liakoff's Island, was
“actually composed of the bones and
tusks of elephants, cemented together
by ey sand. The horns of buffaloes
(or rather of musk oxen) and rhino-
ceroses were also wonderfully abun-
dant. The sandy shores :and - slopes
were full of mammoths’ tusks.”

In 1886 a ‘German, Dr. Bunge, visited
Liakoff’s Island. *“The sand and gravel
was found to rest in blocks of ice, and
the alluvial beds were full of the bones
of mammoths, rhinoceros and musk
oxen”—this after a Nundred years of
visits from ivory hunters. Trawling
showed that the bottom of the sea
near the islands was strewn with
tusks and bones. :

The - extraordinary discoveries are
explained by the following theory:

In prehistoric times, as is shown by
the remains of fossil forest and vegeta-
tion, Siberia enjoyed a comparatively
mild climate, ‘and a great tract of
country, now under ice, stood at a con-
siderable level above the . sea. Vast
herds of mammoths, rhinoceroses and
buffaloes roamed over these plains.: A
great catastrophe at Jast . overtook
them: The land subsided, the sea rose,
and the animals congrégated in enor-
mous numbers on the mountain tops.
Even those were at last submerged,
and the destruction was complete.
After a timeé the watérs subsided slowly
and the islands, which had formed
mountains in the land, rose.above the
sea. ‘Why the climate changed after
these upheavals is still ‘a problem to
be solved.
