IN THB REICHSTAG. which a number of tory and liberal un­
ionist members are urging Salisbury to 
adopt and bring it forward in parliament 
at the earliest possible moment, with a 
view of conciliating Ireland and making 
her an ally in event of the opening of hos­
tilities on «the continent.

President O’Brien, of the Boyal Canadian

The Reichstag assembled at 12:30. The 
usual custom of ringing the bell as a sig­
nal for the assembling of deputies was 
abandoned. Almost absolute silence*pre­
vailed as Prince Bismarck entered the 
chamber. As he appeared m full view of 
the body the member serose to their feet. 
The scene was most impressive when 
the Chancellor, upon reaching kiS place, 
officially communicated to the imperial 
body the intelligence of the Emperor’s 
death, which he did moet eloquently and 
with an extraordinary show of feeling. 
“In consequence of the demise of the 
Emperor,” the Chancellor said, “tfie Prus­
sian throne and with this, according to 
Article 2'of the imperial constitution, the 
imperial dignity has fallen upon His Ma­
jesty Frederick III., King of Prussia. 
Telegraphic intelligence received by me 
allows of the assumption fclmt the reign­
ing Emperor and King will leave 
San Remo to-morrow and arrive in 
due course in Berlin.” Providing for 
the prorogation of the Reichstag, Prince 
Bismarck said : “I addressed to the 
Emperor a request that he should sign a 
decree with the first letters of liis name. 
He replied he believed himself able to 
write his name in full, consequently this 
historical document, bearing his last sig­
nature, lies before me. Under existing 
circumstances, assuming that the Reich­
stag might not wish to separate just now, 
but rather remain in session until the 
arrival of His Majesty, I do not make any 

of the Imperial authorization beyond 
depositing it in the archives as an histori­
cal document.” Continuing, Prince Bis­
mark alluded to the afflictions which had 
beset Emperor William, who, he said, 
was comforted by the universal sympathy 
expressed for the Crown Prince. I have 
received this very day, he added, a tele­
gram of sympathy from New York, which 
shows what confidence the dynasty of the 
imperial house obtained among all na­
tions.

TRANSFERRED INTO A FEDERAL ASSEMBLY

mfor Great Britain and the colonies. The 
Irish share of the national debt is reduced 
to forty-eight millions and the Irish 
tribution to the treasury to rather more 
than three and one-half millions. All 
these arrangements are preliminary to the 
third part of the bill which establishes, 
after certain conditions have been real­
ized, as the preliminaries on an “Irish 
federal assembly” composed of a senate 
and a house of delegates. To this fed­
eral assembly is to be given, not merely 
those local Irish powers usually attributed 
by home rulers to an Irish 
but also the control 
toms and
important military powers, 
especially authorized to deal with land and 
with the relations of landlords and ten­
ants; in a word, Seymour’s is a home rule 
bill, going in some directions further than 
that proposed by Mr. Gladstone, and em­
barking bodily, at the same time, on the 
largest schemes of imperial col­
onial confederation. The provincial 
councils are thrown in as a bait 
to Chamberlain and his friends and 
an apparent safeguard is provided, that 
the third part of the bill creating an Irish 
parliament is not to come into operation 
until after certain addresses have been 
presented to the Queen.

A number of politicians are unable to 
see that this provision constitutes any 
guarantee, but the main interest in the 
scheme arises from its conservative origin.

MGR. PBRSICO’S REPORTS.
It is learned to-day from a well-informed 
quarter that Mgr. Persico’s reports to 
Rome are of a rather ambiguous character. 
It is understood that he sympathizes with 
the nationalist movement, which he ad­
vises the Holy Father, is perfectly iust 
and laudable, but is extremely distressed 
by the failure of the Irish priesthood to 
check agrarian crime, and feels that any 
failure in this respect 
favorably affect public view of the Catho­
lic religion. Moreover, he is alarmed 
by the spectacle of certain nationalist 
leaders coquetting with communism, 
which in its development on the conti­
nent has always shown itself a deadly foe 
of Catholicism. Under the pressure of 
these rather conflicting sentiments Mgr. 
Persico reports that the movement for 
home rule may safely be encouraged, that 
it is of the utmost importance that the 
causes sheuld be kept free from all 
dation with crime and violence, and 
should be enforced by strictly constitu­
tional methods.

The Reicheangeitw announces that the 
Chancellor read in the Reichstag to-day a 
message from San Remo from Emperor 
Frederick III., thanking the Reichstag 
and the ministry for the devotion and 
loyalty with which they all eerved the 
Emperor Wilhelm. “I rely upon your as­
sistance in the arduous charge upon me. 
I leave here to-morrow.” The dispatch is 
signed simply “Frederick.” The Em­
peror has also forwarded, by telegraph, 
the following ordinance to the ministers 
ef state concerning the observance of 
public mourning : “With regard to the 
national mourning heretofore customary, 
we will not order any provision, but will 
rather leave to each German to find his 
own expression of affection at the death 
of such a monarch and to determine how 
long he will abstain from participating in 
public entertainments.

-He expended vast sums of money in estate, 
various undertakings. But large 
weresunk in paraffine works, which proved 
a financial failure, in improving peat bogs 
and draining land, with the result of 
sheer waste of money. Enormous suras 
were lavished on the castle grounds, etc.”

The writer goes on to say that the same 
sums “judiciously expended would have 
produced noble results. ” Whereas, I 
suppose, the only real benefit to the peo­
ple was whilst these works were in pro­
gress. Any person ill-naturedly inclined, 
in passing through the Lewis, could, if so 
inclined, find a great deal to say against 
the people, but circumstances make them 
what they are. A short extract from an­
other letter will serve to show how unfor­
tunately and hopelessly they are situated:
“What are the circumstances ? The popu­
lation is 26,487. The gross agricultural 
value is £12,791. There is no manufac­
ture and scarcely any employment.”

One more extract, this time from a 
petition that was presented by the crofters 
of Achmore to the proprietor for more 
land. They “stated that they had come 
to explain how they were reduced to 
beggary» although all of them were in 
good circumstances when they had crofts 
of decent size. By the ruling of the 
estate you will observe that twenty-five 
years ago the people of Garrynahire were 
removed and sent in upon Achmore, and 
furthermore were encroached upon as late 
as six years ago, when you removed 
crofters from Callemish and placed them 
upon us at Achmore, which thereby over­
stocked the place so much that we are 
now reduced to poverty.” They, there­
fore^ prayed that they should be returned 
to Garrynahire, which would support a 
number of them in comfort. It seems 
they had been removed in order that a 
large farm might be made of their crofts, 
and the first question now was, whether 
they would be willing to take over the 
stock of the present tenant at a valuation?
People reduced to poverty were naturally 
not able to do that, and so the matter 
dropped. Now, if this is the manner in 
which they are treated, remove them from 
places which are improved and which they 
a°d their forefathers before them have oc­
cupied, simply because it is suitable for a 
large farm, I, for my part, question both the 
charitableness and fee Christianity of fee 
proprietor so doing, and think that though 
there may be cause for gratefulness on 
their part, there is also cause for fee re- 
verse. In such an altogether hopeless 
state of aflairs for them, eue can easily see 
how they might be looked upon as lazy 
and thriftless.

timber licenses can be granted to lands 
forming Indian reserves, and it shall be in 
the power of the chief commissioner tq 
refuse to grant a license in respect of any 
particular land, if it shall be deemed ex­
pedient in the public interest to do so. 
All timber cut upon Crown lands, patent­
ed lands, timber leaseholds or timber 
limits, to be subject to a royalty of so 
many cents for every thousand feet, board' 
measure. Ample provision is made in the 
act for the collection of this royalty. A 
further clause provides that the Act shall 
uot be construed so as to inflict penalties 
upon free miners, travellers, persons en­
gaged in scientific pursuits or exploring, 
farmers cutting timber for farm use, coal 
mine owners cutting timber for colliery 
purposes, persons cutting cord wood for 
fuel, or for the use of steamers, or school 
purposes, any person cutting timber with­
out authority or otherwise than permitted 
by the Act, said timber may be seized and 
sold for the benefit of the crown, and any 
person attempting to evade the payment 
of money under the Act shall forfeit the 
timber in respect of which payment is 
attempted to be evaded.

Stapleton, March 14.—All communi­
cation between Stapleton Mid the interior 
of Staten Island is as yet cut off. Three 
passenger trains reported snow-bound ten 
miles from here.

The question of granting bonuses to 
manufacturers is one which must com­
mend itself to all those who are interested 
in the development of this city. It is pre­
eminently one which demands the careful 
and favorable consideration of the council 
We are glad to see that that body has 
made a move in the right direction by ask­
ing for a bonus to the pottery industry, 
and trust that the special committee to 
whom the matter was referred will see 
their way clear to granting such a bonus 
as may seem to them reasonable. Victoria 
needs manufactories very badly if she is 
to become the great city we all look for­
ward to seeing her become. One industry 
begets another, and when the start has 
been made our citizens will be astonished 
to find the readiness with which capital 
will seek investment. As was suggested 
at the meeting on Wednesday night, the 
granting of a bonus to a sugar refinery 
should soon take practical shape, while 
any aid that can be given the 
establishment of a smelting works here 
should be readily afforded. There is 
no reason why Victoria;, like other Cana­
dian cities, should not become a great 
manufacturing centre, but in order that it 
may become so its people, and especially 
the public men and bodies which repres­
ent them, must put their shoulders to the 
wheel and devise ways and means for 
bringing so desirable a state of things to 
speedy consummation. We believe the 
spirit of progress which is abroad will 
uphold our civic representatives in the 
course they propose taking—it is time 
that they woke up to the situation. In­
cidentally we might say that there are 
many fields for capital and profit lying all 
around us practically untouched. One 
enterprising gentleman has made a move 
in the right direction by proposing to es­
tablish a fish-freezing establishment at 
Beecher Bay, which cannot, in our judg­
ment, fail to reap a rich pecuniary reward. 
The lumber interest is almost ignored 
The necessity of building saw mills at 
Victoria West and Esquimalt must be 
patent to all. The advantages of doing 
so are apparent. The port is nearer the 
sea than any other in the province and 
the supply of lumber at hand compara­
tively inexhaustible. As compared with 
the mainland the Island holds out induce­
ments of so extraordinary a nature as to 
lead one to wonder why they have not 
been availed of long ere this. This is 
only one branch of. industry which.prom- 
ises large profits to those who take it up

The British bark Brussels, while riding 

at anchor in the stream off Vallejo wharf, 
California, had a narrow escape from total 
destruction by tire last Friday night. 
About 11 o’clock in the evening flames 
were seen shifting up from the after 
hatch of the vessel, and an alarm was 
raised by the ringing of bells and display 
of danger lights on the bark. The harbor 
police were notified, and in a few mo­
ments the tug Alert and the fire boat 
Governor Irwin were on the scene. The 
vessel was loaded with petroleum and 
whale oil, and when the hatch was re­
moved a tremendous column of flame and 
smoke shot up. The men made a quick 
rush and slammed the hatch down, after 
which the flames could be heard roaring 
beneath their feet, and an explosion was 
momentarily expected. The fire boat 
commenced pumping water into the hold, 
and after fifteen minutes hard work the 
fire was extinguished and the vessel tow­
ed to Mission flats, where the smoulder­
ing remains of the fire was stamped out. 
She had thirteen feet of water in the 
hold and her mizzen mast was gone. The 
Brussels is an iron bark of 991 tons, and 
she was ready to go to sea, bound for 
Havre. Being loaded with wheat, tallow, 
whale oil and petroleum it is considered 
providential there was no explosion. The 
fire is thought to have been due to spon­
taneous combustion, and the damage is 
estimated at $10,000. Vessel and cargo 
were fully insured.

SAFETY VS. DOLLARS.

Hon. Mr. Vernon’s “Cattle Ranges 
Bill” passed the House yesterday. The 
object of the measure is to permit a 
charge of fifteen to twenty-five cents per 
head on cattle feeding on land set apart 
as commons, according to its value to the 
stock-raiser. The Land Act permits of 
blocks of Crown land, not exceeding 16 
000 acres, being declared reserved. This 
is done for the purpose of affording small 
owners ample feeding ranges for théir 
stock, and also to prevent capitalists from 
acquiring large quantities of laud adjacent 
to the farms of these smfil owners, virtu­
ally compelling the latter to desist from 
stock-raising. Although the revenue de­
rived is not great, yet that gleaned' from 
numerous settlers more than makes up 
the deficiency. In spite of the wordy op­
position to the bill by the demagogic 
party, there is no question that the 
numerous owners of small bands of stock 
wiU appreciate Hon. Mr. Vernon’s efforts 
in their behalf.

ARMY REFORM DEMANDED.

The debate on the motion of Sir Walter 
B. Bartlett (Conservative) for the ap; 
pointment of a local commission to ascer­
tain and report upon thé military mea­
sures necessary for the protection of the 
empire was resumed in the Commons on 
Thursday night by Lord Churchill. He 
commenced his speech by reminding the 
House that no less than 178 members 
were connected with file army and navy 
services, and that the debate had dis­
closed their absolute unanimity on 
point—namely, that notwithstanding the 
immense increase in expenditure, the 

• military position of England was deplor­
ably bad. The remedy ef these members 
was the expenditure of more money, but 
his remedy was reform in the expenditure. 
Enough had already been paid to main­
tain both services in a state of splendid 
efficiency. But the English system was 
without parallel in any other country, 
military men who had been trained in the 
business of arms being subordinate to 
civilians, who were utterly untrained. 
It would be 
for the Premier to nominate Mr. La bou­
chère Archbishop of Canterbury, or to 
make Mr. Chaplin Lelrtl Chancellor. This 
remark caused loud laughter. Military 
training seemed to disqualify a man for 
managing the War Office. That must be 
altered. The financial control, after the 
estimates are granted, ought to be placed 
in the hands of responsible officers. Eng­
lish officers were made spending animals 
instead of like the German officers rivaling 
one another in economy. Stores for a 
German regiment could go to the front on 
twelve hours’ notice without prolonged 
letters from the War Office. That 
couldn’t be done in England, without 
piles of folios passing and repaasing for 
several days.

It is not at all unlikely that the ques­
tion as to whether the new Washington 
treaty is one that it was wise to make or 
the reverse will prove to be of little con­
sequence, as the chances of its ratification 
by the United States senate are remote. 
In answer to the question whether the 
treaty is doomed at Washington, the New 
York Journal of Commerce, which may be 
relied upon to take an unbiassed view of 
the situation, answers, if present indica­
tions are fo be trusted, “Yes.” This 
opinion is based, not upon the idea that 
the treaty is not an advantageous one for 
the United States, but the fact that while 
the treaty has few warm supporters out­
side the state department, its enemies 
are numerous and outspoken. “The 
attitude of the American people to­
wards it seems, generally, to be one 
of indifference. They do not much 
care whether the long standing fishery 
trouble is settled at last or kept open 
indefinitely. The people who are opposed 
to the treaty take advantage of this 
apathy to assail it with effect. Foremost 
comes the fishery interest, which is simply 
implacable. The Gloucester fishermen 
would be satisfied with nothing short of 
a complete surrender of all that the Domi­
nion has ever claimed, and full indemnity 
for all losses, real or constructive, sustain­
ed by them from Canadian interference in 
the past. They are equally unwilling to 
let in Canadian fish and oil free of duty, as 
conditionally provided in the treaty, and 
to pay the tonnage tax which 
would give them access for certain neces­
sary purposes to the Canadian bays and 
harbors.” . . . “They want something 
for nothing. They require that the Dom- 
nion shall yield all for which she has con­
tended without return in “kind” or in 
cash. ” This is a clear and distinct state­
ment of the intentions of the political 
section Confcroling this matter from a re­
liable source. Upon the Gloucester “fish 
pirates,” as they are called, concessions 
are thrown away. According to the 
Journal of Commerce, the Yankee fisher-

There is another subject on which Î 
would like to say a few words, viz., with 
regard to another petition signed by a 
handful of the ratepayers here, asking 
that a certain tract of land extending from 
the international boundary line to a point 
some ten or twelve miles north, be set 
apart for a winter range for * the Similka- 
meen stock. Most of those who signed 
this petition have land ranging all the 
way from one to two thousand acres, and 
do not wish to purchase any more just 
now. We think the government would 
do well to do nothing that would have a 
tendency to retard the settlement of the 
country. We want more actual settlers 
to make British Columbia as prosperous 
as it should be,—not so much land-grab­
bing, not so much hindering others from 
taking up land, as in the past.

We should also have a school in 
valley, and are entitled to one. A man 
with a family looking for a location in our 
midst will naturally enquire “Have you a 
school ?” If not, what are the probabil­
ities concerning one ? Now, sir, you see 
our wants are not a few. But we hope to 
report progress in the near future.

and Europe. No breath of scandal has 
ever tarnished his fair fame, either as 
officer, gentleman or citizen. The highest 
testimony in his favor is probably the 
fact that the French, with all their in­
tense vindictiveness against the Germans, 
have neither uttered or published a single 
unfavorable remark about him, and, al­
though one of the principal leaders of the 
invading army in 1870, his present illness 
has drawn forth great expressions of 
sympathy from France, and remedies 
have been forwarded by French people 
for his recovery. A singularly devoted, 
faithful husband» his undisguised admira­
tion for his clever, talented wife has given 
rise to the rumour that he is entirely sub­
servient to her will. Those who have had 
the opportunity of becoming acquainted 
with the strongly defined features, of his 
sterling and upright character deny the 
truth of such an allegation. Few royal par­
ents have ever devoted themselves 
completely to their children, and no chil­
dren have ever reciprocated affection more 
tenderly than his. Never was depth and 
intensity of feeling more strikingly dis­
played than at the funeral of Prince Wal- 
demar, a bright, promising, and loveable 
boy of twelve, the favorite child of “CJnser 
Fritz" and his wife. When the services 
in the Friedenskirche vf Potsdam on 
March 29, 1879, had ended, and the choir 
were singing the solemn hymn, “When 
once I shall depart, Lord, do not depart 
from me," the Crown Prince walked up 
to the coffin and threW1 himself on his 
knees at the feet of his much loved child. 
Quietly and gently the Empress and her 
daughter, the Grand Duchess of Baden, 
stole up and knelt down beside him. After 
about ten minutes he arose, pressed a long 
kiss on the velvet covered lid of the coffin, 
and, having assisted his mother to rise to 
her feet, gently led her out of the church, 
the tears meanwhile streaming down his 
face. It is a moving thing to 
weep, especially when the mourner is so 
heroic a specimen of manhood as was the 
Crown Prince, and there were few dry 
eyes in that church. Those who have 
had frequent opportunities ef seeing 
him in civilian dress have noticed 
that he always wore a little silver 
coin mounted on a scarf pin in his cravat. 
Remarking one day that the person with 
whom he was conversing observed thia pin 
with a look of curiosity, he pulled it out 
of his scarf, and said, “This little silver 
coin is one of three which were unearthed 
in an old Roman grave in the presence of my 
three boys. I had the three coins mount­
ed aa pins for them to remind them of 
the occasion, and when my little Walde- 
mar died I took possession of his and 
have worn it ever since."

Wé have to thank Rev. D. Jenni 
who writes us from Port Essington ui 
date of March 6th, for full particulars of 
the terrible accident by which four people 
lost their lives there, including a devoted 
missionary to the Indians, Rev. Mr. Shel­
don and a loveable and estimable lady, 
Mrs. Robert Cunningham. Needless is it 
to say that the whole community was 
shocked upon the intelligence being re- 
received by the arrival of the Boscowitz 
here yesterday. Mr. Jennings says the 
following are the details just as the sur­
vivor (an Indian) related them to him of 
one of the most melancholy accidents we 
have ever had to chronicle :—

On the 20th of February last Rev. 
Arthur Harold Sheldon, Mrs. Robert 
Cunningham, accompanied by three Indi­
ans, viz., Abel Wesley and Mark McKay 
of the Kit-ze-lash tribe, and George Pré­
vost of Metlakahtla, all left Port Essing­
ton on a trip to Mettakahtla per canoe. 
When they reached Point Lambert, three 
miles from Port Essington, the wind 
changed from fair to a head wind. The 
wind being now against the tide

was the result. On account of the size 
of the waves the bow of |the 
was at times raised to a considerable 
height out of the water, and would fall on 
the next wave with great force. In one 
of those falls it split from end to end. 
Being split, the canoe began to fill with 
water. Geo. Prévost wanted to reef the 
saü, but Mrs. Cunningham thought the 
sail small enough. After a time they 
tried to take down the sail, but the sail 
being entangled around Mrs. Cunning­
ham in some way, they were unable to do 
so. The canoe being almost full of water, 
a strong gust of wind capsized it. They 
all managed to get on top of the upturned 
canoe, and all remained on it nearly half 
an hour. Mrs. Cunningham and Abel 
Wesley were sitting near the stem, she 
holding on to Abel’s arm. A great 
came and washed these two off, Abel 
sinking rapidly, but Mrs. Cunningham 
floated some time and then sank.

About the terrible eruption of 
the last named volcano, the reader will 
find an account in every large manual on 
geology.

Nicaragua was discovered in 1521 by 
Gil Gonzales d’Avila and conquered in 
the next year by Pedro Avias d’Avila.

DEATH OF THE KAISER.

‘ ’ * * * ” the King!” P®i
The monagensrian Emperor of Germany In 
has been gathered te Ms fathers after a long 
and active life. His ton Prince Frederick 
William succeeds him to guard, so far as 
we can now judge but for a brief tinte, 
the destinies of his country, since Death 
would seem to have laid its ioy hands npen 
him end bade him to follow his distinguish­
ed father into the land of the Hereafter.
He in hie turn will in all likelihood be 
soon called upon to place in the hands of 
his son Prince William the sacred trust 
committed yesterday to his cars. Glory

Emperor of Gernrany at Berlin. An at­
tempt was made to assassinate the Em­
peror William, while he was driving, on 
the afternoon of May 11, 1878, in Berlin. 
The crime was committed by a young 
Socialist tinker named Emil Hoedel, who 
came from Leipzig. He tired two shots 
from a revolver, but neither of them hit 
the Emperor, who stood up in his car­
riage and asked whether they were aimed 
at him. The man was pursued; he fired 
two or three more shots at the crowd, but 
wae captured and handed over to the po­
lice, to whom he said he had no intention 
of murder, but, being unemployed and 
dissatisfied with the social conditions of 
life, he had resolved to commit suicide. 
Subsequently the prisoner wae tried "for 
the offense, found guilty, and executed. 
A second attempt upon the life of the 
Emperor was made on June 2,1878. His 
Majesty was driving in Unter den Linden 
to the Zoological Gardens, when two shots 
were fired at him from the window of a 
house, and he was wouncTed in several 
places. The Emperor returned immedi­
ately to the palace, and the physicians 
who removed the shot reported that his 
Majesty was out of danger. The wonld- 
be assassin was a Dr. Nobiling, who, after 
attempting to commit suicide, was secured 
by the crowd (who entered the house) 
and removed to the hospital, where he 
afterwards died from the effects of the 
wound he had inflicted upon himself. 
The three Emperors met again at Skier- 
nevicz, September, 1884, and at Krem. 
sier, 1885. William I married on June 
11, 1829, the Princess Augusta, daughter 
of Charles Frederick, Grand Duke of 
Weimer, whose losing hands he held to 
the last. They have two children, Prince 
Frederick William, born October 18, 
1831, who married on January 25th, 
1868, Victoria Adelaide, Princess Royal 
of Great Britain ; and the the Princeas 
Louise Mary, bom December 3, 1838, 
married on September 20, 1856, to Fred­
erick William Grand Duke of Baden. 
What effect the death of the Emperor 
William will have upon the peace of Eu­
rope who can say ? There is little doubt, 
however, that so long as the Iron Chan­
cellor is at the head of affairs the peace 
policy of the dead Kaiser will be 
maintained. Like ail his House he feared 
God only and Him he acknowledged 
as his Master and his King, and so be­
lieving he desired “Peace on earth and 
good will to men. ” That the same wise 
counsel will actuate his successor all 
who have knowledge of Prince Frederick 
William, now the Emperor Frederick III., 
agree. The Fatherland is wearing e 
robes of mourning to-day; he for whom 
they sorrow has, we may well believe, put 
-on the armor of light.

Horace never expressed a greater truth 
than when he said in one of the most 
beautiful of his Odes :

Pallida mors aequo pulsat pede 
Pauperom tabemas, regnmque tunes.
All alike are subjected to the immut­

able law of mortality. To the aged Em­
peror the summons was not an unexpected 
one; he had long outlived the allotted 
span of life, and in the nature of things 
must soon have passed away. It was, 
however, felt that his distress overthe appa­
rently unconquerable malady which afflicts 
his “Unser Fritz” had hastened him to 
the grave. That noble spirit in the history 
of the Fatherland was not even privileged 
to attend the dying bedside of his sire, lest 
absence from the genial climate of San 
Remo might aggravate the malady from 
which he patiently suffers. His son, 
instead, was able to look for the last time 
into the eyes of the Kaiser ere he stepped 
out into the Great Unknown. Into that 
palace home at Berlin, where to-day is 
gathered a sorrowing family, a ray ef light 
will penetrate when it is known that the 
great heart of the world bursts with earnest 
sympathy in this hour of gloom. Re­
viewing the life of that resolute soul 
who has for so many years ruled over 
one of the great powers of Europe, which 
he has consolidated and made to a very 
large extent the powerful „ nation it is 
to-day, we cannot but recognize in him a 
character sans peur et sans reproche, a true 
hero and a Christian gentleman. It may 
not be uninteresting at this time to briefly 
glance over the life of the distinguished 
dead. William, Emperor of Germany and 
King of Prussia, son of Frederick Wil­
liam III. and of Princess Louise of Meck- 
lenburg-Strelitz, and brother to the late 
king of Prussia, bom Mareh 22, 1797, 
was educated as a soldier, and took part 
in the campaigns of 1813 and 1816 against 
France. In 1840 he was appointed gov­
ernor of Pomerania;, which post he held 
till the revolution of 1848 broke out, 
when he took refuge in England. He 
was elected a member of the constituent 
assembly in May, 1848, returned to Ber­
lin, and took his seat in the assembly 
J une 8, 1848, and was made commander- 
in-chief of the Prussian army acting 
against the revolutionary forces of Baden, 
in J une, 1849. When the mind of his 
brother gave way, in 1858, the prince 
was created regent, and he immediately 
dismissed the Kreuz or aristocratic party, 
and adopted a liberal policy. His 
brother, Frederick William, IV. , dying 
without issue, January 2, 1861, he 
ceeded, under the title of William Ï., to 
the crown, which he placed upon his own 
head at Kônigsberg, October 18, on which 
occasion he emphatically asserted the doc­
trine of the “right divine of kings. ” The 
course of policy he pursued after he be­
came king disappointed the hopes that 
were formed regarding him. No sooner 
was he seated on the throne than he be-

SAFETY VS. DOLLARS,

To the Editor:—Having read an arti­
cle in The Colonist, of 9th iust., headed 
“The Dangers of Coal Miniilg,” and pre­
tending co show how the Chinese stand in 
relation thereto, 1 would like to show 
“Thanet” a point or two, of which he is 
probably not aware.

In the first place, I would inform him 
that, in my opinion, he places too much 
confidence in the minister of mines’ re­
ports, for I have worked in several of the 
mines in Nanaimo district, and 
versant with many of the accidents re­
ferred to, but, of course, I lobk at it from 
the coal miners’ point of view.

I also wish to inform “Thanet” that I 
also have all-the reports, so we will begin 
to dissect them in rotation, and give my 
and others opinions at the time of their 
occurrence.

In the report for 1878, where two acci­
dents are recorded, the report honestly 
states (for which I give credit) that many 
men engaged in coal mining in this prov­
ince are not experienced miners, but men 
who have been accustomed to other 
branches of labor.
