Almost absolute silenee’pre-
vailed a8 Prince’ Bismarck entered the
chamber. = As he apipeared in full view of
the body the membersirose to their feet.:
The scene was most. anpressive  ‘when
the €h tor; d#pon reaching his plhce;
officially commuiicated to the igperial
body the intelligence of the Ewmperor's
death, which he did must eloquently and
with an extraordinary’ show of feeling.
“In consequence of the demise of the
Emperor,” the Chaucellor said, ‘‘the Prus-
sian throne aud with this, according to
Article 2°of the imperial constitution, the
imperial dignity has fallen upon His Ma-
jesty Frederick I1L, King of Prussia.
Telegraphic intelligeues received by me
allows of the assumption that the reign-
ing Emperor and King will leave
San  Remo to-morrow -and arrive in
due course in Berliu.” Providing for
the prorogation of the Reichstag, Prince
Bismarck said: ‘I addiessed to the
Emperor a request that he should sign a
decree with the tirst letters of his name.
He replied he believed 'himaelf able to
write his name in full, consequeutly this
historical documnent, bearing his last sig-
nature, lies before nie. Under existing
circumstances, assuming that the Reich-
stag might not wish to separate just now,
but rather remain in session until the
arrival of His Majesty, I donot make any
use of the Imperial authorization beyond
depusiting it in the archives as an histori-
cal document.” -Continuing, Prince Bis-
mark alluded to the- afflictions which had
beset Emperor  William, who, he said,
was comforted by the universal sympathy
expressed for the Crown Prince. I have
received this very day, he added, a tele-
gram of sympathy from New York; which
shows what confidence the dynasty of the
imperial house obtained among all na-
tions.

NATIONAL MOURNING.

The Reichsangeiser anncunces that the
Chancellor read in the Reichstag to-day a
message from San Remo from Emperor
Frederick III., thanking the Reichstag
and the ministry for the'devotion and
loyalty with which they -all served the
Emperor Wilhelm. *‘Lrely upon-your as-
sistance in the arduous charge upon me.
I leaye here to-fiiorrow.”- The dispatch is
signed simply ‘‘Frederick.” The Em-
peror has also forwanded, by telegraph,
the follewing ordinance to t{e ministers
of state concefning the obsérvance of
public mourning : ““With regard to the
national mourning heretofore customary,
we will not order any provision, but will
rather leave to each German to find  his
own expression of affection at the death
of such a monarch and to determine how
long he will abstain from participating in
public entertainments.

THE FUNERAL.

It is expected that his funeral will take
place on March 16.

The Emperor left a ‘personal fortune of
300,000,000 marks in cash.

THE NEWS AT SAN REMO,

CATTLE RANGES.

Hon. Mr. Vernon in moving the Cattle
Range Bill, said that the bill referred to
what was known as commons,  The cattle
range protection act was for the purpose
of setting apart certain portions of land
for grazing purposes, payment of five
cent per head being collected from stock
raisers. This reserve was made for the
purpose of protecting the smaller owners
from large purchasers of pastuve land.
The total - amount allowed .in any one
place was 16,000 acres. - A wealthy cattle
owner might run 1,000 head of cattle on
these ranges and all the government re-
ceived in taxes was $50. He thought the
province should receive a greater amount
than this.  Cattle ranges adjacent to
markets were more valuable thau those
which were remote.

Mr. Orr thought a minimum rate
should be fixed, and the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor in council could fix a greater rate.

Mr. Semlin said ranges adjacent to the
railway were frequently of less value
thau tﬁoae which were more remote, on
account of their being eaten out by large
herds.

Mr. Beaven thought a fixed rate should
be made. It was not desirable to leave
the question of rates altogether to. the
discretion of the Lieutenant-Governor in
council. As the bill related to trade and
commerce the bill should be brought
in through the medium of a select com-
mittee.

Mr. Speaker ruled that the bill did nét
come under the head of the rule quoted
by Mr. Beaven, and was correctly intro-
duced.

Mr. Beaven thought that a definitg
rate should be fixed.

Hon. Mr. Humphreys said the Lieu-
tenant-Governor in council had no power
to impose any tax. The house only had
the power.

Hon. Mr. Robson said the matter affect-
ed the lands east of the Cascades, and it
was impossible to make any rate to apply
justly to all sections.

BEHRING’S SEA SEIZURES.

Mr. Grant moved, seconded by Mr. Sem-
lin,whereas a number of British sealing ves-
sels, used in the lawful avocation of catch-

three-mile limit, were seized by cruisers
of the United States of America; their ap-
Pliances, cargoes-and catch confiseated,
aud their officers and crew imprisoned,
thus inflicting serious personal and pecun-
iary injury  upon British subjects; and
whereas, up to the end of the first year
the officers of the government of the Do-
minion of Canada failed to notify the
owners of British vessels when clearing at
the custom house for the parpose of pro-
ceeding to Behring sea to engage in seal
catching that they did so at their own
r1sk; be it ‘therefore resolved, that a re-
spectful address be presented to his honor
the lieutenant-governor requesting him to
move the Dominion government te. com-
pensate the owners of British vessels for
the losses thus incurred and to obtain
from the United States authoritiesa reim-
bursement of the sum so expended.

The hon. moversaid he brought forward
the resolution with the 'feeling that
private owners had been very hardly dealt
with, for in inany instances the vessels
and plant represented all their capital.
Large sums in dispute between govern-
ments did not represent so much as such
sums did to individuals, and in the pre-
sent case the amount as a whole was
small, but to the owners of the seized
sealers the delay in restitution was a great
hardship, and it was their duty to recover
it for them as soon as possible. The total
sumn claimed for the seizures during  the
two years was over $300,000, and as it
was generally felt that the United States
weuld be found to have exceeded its
authority, he thought that the Dominion
government should be urged to recoup the
sealers, and they would in turn’ be re.
couped by the United States when . the
matter was decided. Lord Lansdowne, in
a dispatch to the imperial authorities,
urged that reparation should be made as
quickly as possible from the United States
to the British subjects who had lost their
property. through seizure in Behring’s
Sea. It was desirable in the interests of
the people of our province that the
Dominion government should be induced
to take the step indicated in the resolu.
tion, and if the United States were in the
wrong they  would be reimbursed -the
amount. advanced; and, if not, he con-
sidered that up to the end of 1888 the

notifying owners of the danger - from
seizure that they incurred in sealing in
Behring’s Sea.

The undersigned begs respectfully to
submit the following facts and suzgestions
for the consideration of the hon. the
minister of customs and the hon. the
minister of marine and fisheries:
1. For years many British Columbia
Indians have been in the habic of annual-
ly repairing to United States territory to
engage in.hop picking and other employ
ment. These Indisns have usually in-
vested their earnings in various kinds of
supplies including, generally, considerable
quantities of intoxicating liquors, briuging
these supplies into British Columbia with-
out payment of customs duty. -

Although in the first instance these sup-
plies were for the most part for the nse of
those bringing them in, the Indians soon
began to traffic in them; and it has be-
come a common practice for Indians to
embark in . this smuggling trade or
buysiness. -
above said, considerable quantities
of intoxicating liquor have in this way
been brought in,sand that to the great
demoralization and injury of the Indian
population and serigus injury tolegitimate
‘trade on the north-west coast of British
Columbia—not infrequently leading to
breaches of the peace and endangering
the lives and property of the white popu-
 lation:

I1. It is believed that with the removal
of the Metlakathla Indians to Alaska and
the establishment there of a large and
attractive trading post contiguous to Brit-
ish : Columbia territory, there is every
probability of the bulk of the trade- of
our Indians being attracted to that post,

THE CROFTERS.
. To Tre Epmror:—In looking over the
columns of THE CoroNist I noticed a
lester on the crofter question, signed
“Merchant.” 1 wish tosay a few words
about that letter, as *‘Merchant” has a
rather savage fling at the crofters through
the medium of a letter which appeared in
the London Zimes.

The writer says that no family-labored
more for the benelit of the people of the
Lewis, than the present owners of the
land and also (in effect) that no peopl®
bave proved more unworthy or less de-
serving of help.

I will give an extract from a letter
which: appeared in the Scotsman about
this matter:

*“1tds generally acknowledged that Sir
James Matheson meant well as a proprie-
tor. He expended vastsums of money in
various undertakings. But large sums
weresunk in parafline works, which proved
a financial failure, in improving peat bogs
and drainingland, with the result of
sheer waste of money. Enormous sums
were lavished on the castle grounds, ete.”
The writer goes on to say that the same
sums “‘judiciously expended would have
produced noble results.” Whereas, E
suppose, the only real benefit to the peo-
ple was whilst these works were in pro-
gress. Any person ill-naturedly inclined,
in passing through the Lewis, could; if so
inclined, find a great deal to say against
the people, but circumstances make them
what they are. A short extract from an-
other letter will serve to show how unfor-
tunately and hopelessly they are situated:
{‘What are the circumstances ? The popu-
lation is 25,487. The gross agricultural
value iz £12,791. - There is no manufac-
ture and scarcely any empléyment.”

One more extract, this time from a
petition that was presented by the crofters
of Achmore to the proprietor for more
land.  They ‘‘stated that they had come
to explain how they were 'reduced to
beggary, although all of them were in
good circumstances when they had crofts
of decent size. By the ruling of the
estate you will observe that twenty-five
years ago the people of Garrynahire were
removed and sent in upon Achmore, and
furthermore were encroached upon as late
as six years ago, when you removed
crofters from Callernish and placed them
upon us at Achmore, which thereby over-
stocked the place so much that we’ are
now reduced to poverty.” They, there-
fore, prayed that they should be returned
to Garrynahire, which would support a
number of them in comfort. It seems
they had been removed in order that a
large farm might be made of their crofts,
and the first question now was, whether
they would be willing to take over the
stock of the present tenantat a valuation?
People reduced to poverty were naturally
not able to’'do that, and so the matter
dropped. - Now, if this is the manner in
which they are treated, remove them from
places which are improved and which they
and their forefathers before them have oc-
cupied, simply because it is suitable for a
large farmg I, for my part, question both the
charitableness and the christianity of the
proprietor so doing, and think that though
there may be cause for gratefuluess on
their part, “there is also cause for the re-
verse. In such an altogether hopeless
state of affairs for them, ene can eamf; see
how they might be looked upon as lazy
and thriftless. ;
But fortunately this is not the first time
that crofter emigration has taken place.
The maritime provinces and Ontaric are
in portions almost entirely peopled by
them, and who will say  that they were
net desirable settlers or that they have
not done well. Their names are. familiar
household words in the Dominion of
Canada and deservedl s0—McDonalds,
McKenzies, McDe , Camerons and
many other well-known names in Canada,
whose immediate ancestors belonged to
the erofter class. It is the same in Aus-
tralia and New Zesland and in fact in all
%l’;ts of the English-speaking world.

The Legislature will only do its duty in
adjourning on Friday out of respect to the
memory of the late Emperor William of
Germany, whose funeral then takes place.

“The sons of the Fatherland, in this their
adopted home, mindful of the great ser-
vices rendered their native land by the
great Kaiser who is now lying cold in
death, have very wisely resolved to hold
memorial services in this city on that day.
These will be ot a solemn nature, in keep-
ing with the gravity of the event which is
80 deeply mourned the world over. * It is
hoped that they will be made as impres-
sive a8 possible by the presence of our
citizens en masse, and it would only be a
graceful act to close the stores during the
services. We, who live under the British
flag and ‘who are so closely allied to Ger
many by the ties of marriage and kinship,
have especial reason to hold  in
loving reverence - that strong ruler
who has ' consolidated = and . ‘made
the German Empire the great power
it is to-day. . Then, lst his deeds of valor
be extolled and his works of peace and
let sacred song lend its peaceful influence
to 8o sad an event. One thought which
all will carry. away with them frem the
gathering will be, after the loss the Ger-
man ‘people have sustained in the Emperor
Willian’s death, the fiot that Death must
sooner or later come to all.” The power-
ful sovereign, the hero of great battles,
he who held the destinies of a great
nation, aye, of Europe, in his hand, has
had at last to submit to the inevitable
like us all, and been compelled %o bid a
long adieu, however regretfully, to the
scenes of his former grandeur. Shirley;
two centuries and a half ago, expressed
the same thought as will be brought
home to-morrow afternoon to all who at-
tend the memorial services at The
Victoria:

““The glories of our blood and state

Are shadows, not substantial things
There is no armor against fate;

‘With the poor crooked seythe and spade,” ¥

ARMY REFORM DEMANDED.

The debate on the motion of Sir Walter
B. Bartlett (Qonservative) for the ap:
pointment of a local commission- to ascer-
tain and report upon the military mea-
sures mecessary for the protection of the
empire was resumed in the Commons on
Thursday night by Lord Ohurchill. He
commenced his speech by reminding the
House that no less than 178 ‘members
were connected with the army ‘and navy
services, and that the debate had dis-
closed their absolute unanimity on one
point—namely, that notwithstanding the
immense increase in~ expenditure, the

*military position of England was deplor-
ably bad. The remedy ef these members
was the expenditure of more money, but
his remedy was reform in the expenditure,
Enough had already been paid to main-
tain both services in a state of splendid
efficiency. - But the English system wag
without parallel in any other country,
military men whe had been trained in the
business of arms being subordinate to
civilians, who were utterly untrained.
It would be just ‘as reasonable
for the Premier to nominate Mr. Labou-
chere Archbishop of“Ganterbury, or to
make Mr. Chaplin Terd Ohancellor. This
remark caused loud laughter. Military
training seemed to disqualify a man for
managing the War Office. That must be
altered. - The financial control, after the
estimates are granted, ought to be placed
in the hands of responsible officers. Eng-
lish officers were made spending animals
instead of like the German officers rivaling
one another in eeoniomy. Stores for a
German regiment could go to the front on
twelve hours' notice without prolonged
letters from the War - Office. That
couldn’t be done in England, without
piles of folios passing and repassing for
several days. . Monstrous waste extended
to every branch of the service. ‘A rigid

DEVELUPE OUR RESOURCES.

The question of granting bonuses to
mauufacturers is one which' must com-
mend itself to all those who are interested
in the development of this city. Itispre-
eminently one which demands the careful
and favorable consideration of the councik
We are glad to see that that body has
made a move in the right direction by ask-
ing for a bonus to the pottery industry,
and trust that the special committee to
whom the matter was referred ‘will ‘see
their way clear to granting such a bonus
as may seem to them reasonable. Victoria
.needs manufactories very badly if sheis
to become the great city we all ‘look for-
ward to seeing her become. - One industry
begets another,”and whén the start has
been made our citizens will be astonished
to find the readiness with which capital
will seek investinent. As was suggested
at the meeting on Wednesday night, the
granting of a. bonus to a sugar refinery
should soon take practical shape, while
any aid that can be given the
establishment of a smelting works here
should be readily afforded. There is
no reason why Victoria; like other -Cana-
dian cities, should not” become. a great
manufacturing centre, but in order that it
may become so its people, and especially
the public men and bodies which repres-
ent them, must put their shoulders to the
wheel and devise ways and means for
bringing so desirable a state of things to
speedy consummation.  We" believe the
spirit of progress which is abroad will
uphold our civic representatives in the
course they propose taking—it is time
that they woke up to the situation. In-
cidentally we might say that there are
many fields for capital and profit lying all
around us practically untouched. One
enterprising gentleman has made a mave
in the right direction by proposing to es-
tablish a fish-freezing establishment at
Beecher Bay, which eannot, in our judg-
ment, fail to reap a rich pecuniary reward.
The lumber interest is almost ignored,
The necessity of building saw. mills at
Vietoria. West and  Esquimalt must be
patent to all. ' The advantages of doing
80 are apparent. The port is nearer ‘the
sea than any other in the provinee and
the supply of lumber at hand compara-
tively inexhaustible. As compared ' with
the mainland the Island holds out induce-
ments of so extraordinary a nature as to
lead one to wonder why they have not
been availed of long ere.this. Thisis
only one branch of industry which prom-
ises large profits to those who take it up
in a practical and extensive manner;
others almost equally inviting might be
mentivned. It is earnestly to be hoped
that those who  have the means to
do 80, who ‘are anxious to do
good mnot only to themselves but
to the public generally, who have a de-
sire, a8 they should, to advance the varied
interests of ' this Province, though we are
referring now more especially to this por-
tion of it, will at once rouse themselves
from the lethargy into which they seem
[ to have fallen and build up roumd about
us a great commercial and industrial mart,
which,\while reflecting credit upon them-
selves, will place the country in the proud
position it has by nature been destined to
occupy. - What one man can do, others
can. Mr  Dunsmuir, whose: enterprise
and  activity in  many fields of
action  have endeared him to his
fellow men +has done and is still doing
his ghare. Let others, who, while per-
haps not blessed with  his large means,
nevertheless have money lying idle which
might well: be judiciously expended for
the public good, follow in his footsteps,
and they will not have lived in vain nor
be continually taunted with that expres-
sive word— ‘“‘moasbacks.””

IS THE TREATY DOOMED?

1t is not at all unlikely-that. the ques-
tion as to whether the new Washington
treaty is one that it was wise to make or
the reverse will prove to be of little con-
sequence, as the chances of its ratification
by the United States senate are remote.
In answer to the question whether the
treaty is doomed at Washington, the New
York Journal of Commerce, which may be
relied upon to take an unbiassed view of
the situation, answers, if present indica-
tions are to be trusted, ““Yes.” This
opinion is based, not upon the idea that
the treaty is not an advantageous one for
the United States, but the fact that while
the treaty has few warm supporters out-
side the state department, its enemies
are numerous and outspoken. ‘‘The
attitude of the American people to-
wards it seems, generally, ‘to be one
of indifference. They do mot much
care whether the long standing fishery
trouble is settled at last or kept open
indefinitely. The people who are opposed
to the treaty take advantage of this
apathy to assail it with effect. Foremost
comes the fishery interest, which is simply
implacable. ~ The Gloucester fishermen
would be satisfied with nothing short of
a complete surrender of all that the Domi-
nion has ever claimed, and full indemnity
for ail losses, real or constructive, sustain-
ed by them from Canadian interference in
the past. They are equally nnwilling to
let in Canadian fish and oil free of duty, as
conditionally provided in the treaty, and
to pay the tonnage tax which
would give them access for certain neces-
sary purposes to the Canadian bays and
harbors.” . . ‘‘They want something
for nothing. They require that the Dom-
nion shall yield all for which she has con-
tended without return in ‘kind” or in
cash.” This is a clear and distinot state-
ment of the intentions of the political
section controling this matter from a re-
liable source. Upon the Gloucester ‘‘fish
pirates,” as they are called, concessions
are thrown away. According to the
Journal of Commerce, the Yankee fisher-
men are not the  only enemies of
the treaty. In addition to those
there are the Protectionists, ~who
whl resist any ‘such relaxation of the tariff
as is implied in the free admission of Ca-
nadian fish, Republicans who will oppose
anything that appears to be of Democratic
origin; Senators of anti-English proclivi-
ties who want no other excuse for voting
against the treaty, and lastly the Ameri-
can Irish, ‘“ which is practically united in
denunciation of any treaty which prom-
ises to heal dissensions between the
United States and England,” and which
is especially opposed to thie treaty on ac-
count of the part taken in its negotiation
by Mr. Chamberlain, an upholder of the
coercion policy and “‘one of its pet aver-
sions,”

CANADIAN BIRDS.

If, as has been said, flowers mark
the footsteps of angels, it may also be
said that many of our birds echo and re-
echo their voices. No place in the world
is more musical than a country orchard er
patch of shubbery, of an' early spring
morning, and it is semewhat curious that
the sweetest of our singing birds sing
loudest and longest in the immediate
neighborhood of the dwellings of man.
Mr. Montague Chamberlain, of St. John,
N.B., has long been known as one of . the
most enthusiastic ornithologists in Cau-
ada. He ‘was for many years one of the
associate editors of The Ark, which is the
official organ of the A: Ornithol

tively limited experience. Al possible

SIMILKAMEEN NOTES.

To 18E Epimor:—As I have not seen
auy recent communications from Similka-
meen Valley in your valuable paper, 1
thought it might be expedient under ex
isting circumstances to pen you a few
lines., We are having beautiful weather
here, and have had for the past ten or
twelve days.. The cattle in Similkameen
never looked better at this time of year
than they do mew. The most of the
ranchers have begun to feed a liftle hay,
and they expect to turn out on the hills in
a few days if this balmy weather con-
tinues.

The residents of this valley have for-
warded a petition to the local legislatare
asking for a n road from Pentictun
to Keremeos. It is earnestly hoped that
the request will be granted, as it will
prove to be an everlasting benefit to the
people here. It will be the means of
enhancing the value of property already
occupied, and will also encourage others
to come in and settle amongst us.  The
government will certainly not do justice
to the residents of this place if .a wagon
‘road is not made as soon as possible.

There is' another subject on which T
would like to say a few words, viz., with
regard to another petition signed by a
handful of the ratepayers here, asking
that a certain tract of land extending from
the international boundary line to a point
sowe ten or twelve miles north, be set
apart for a winter range for 'the Similka-
meen stock.. Most of those whou signed
this petition have land ranging all the
way from one to two thousand acres, and
do not wish to purchase any more just
now. We think the government would
do well to do nothing that would have a
tendency to retard the settlement uf the
country. We want more actual settlers
to make British: Columbia as prosperous
as it should be,—not so much land-grab-

bing, not so much hindering others from

taking up land, as in the past,

We should also have a school in our
valley, and are entitled to one. A man
‘with a family looking for a location in our
midst will naturally enquitre ‘‘Have you a
school #’  1f not, what are the probabil-
ities concerning one ?* Now, sir, you see
our wants are not a few. But we hope to
report progress in the near future.

GERMANY’S GOOD GUIDE.

There is no exaggeration in stating that
the Emperor Frederick I1IL. as Crown
Prince was the beau ideal of all that is
finest, noblest, and best in the German
race. ““A tall, handsome, noble-looking
man with aun -elegant figure, light brown
hair, and a straw-colored beard, witha
most chivalrous and yet somewhat grave
courtesy and a  dignified manner — a
Teuton, in fact, such as Tacitus descri-
bes.” This is the portrait which the Em-
press Eugenie draws of him when writing to
her friend, ' Countess Walewski. His
name, his appearance, his character are
famous throughout the world; they.are as
familar in Japan and China as in America
and Europe. - No breath of scandal has
ever tarnished his fair fame, either as
officer, gentleman or citizen. The highest
testimony in his favor is probably the
fact that the French, with all their in-
tense vindictiveness against the Germans,
have neither uttered or published a single
unfavorable remark sbout him, and, -al-
though one of the principal leaders of the
invading army in 1870, his present illaess
has drawn forth great expressions of
sympathy from France, and remedies
have been forwarded by French people
for his recovery. A singularly devoted,
faithful husband, his undisguised admira-
tion for his clever, talented wife has given
rise to the rumeur that he is entirely sub-
servient to her will,  Those who have had
the opportunity of becoming acquainted
with the strongly defined features of his
sterling and “upright character deny the
truth of ‘such an allegation. Few royal par-
ents have ever devoted themselves more
complstely to their children, and no chil-
dren have ever reciprocated affection more
tenderly than his. Never was depth and
intensity of feeling more strikingly dis-
played than at the funeral of Prince Wal-
demar, a bright, promising, and Ioveable
boy of twelve, the favorite child of *“Unser
Fritz” and his wife. When the services
in the Friedenskirche of Potsdam on
March 29, 1879, had ended, and the choir
were singing the solemn hymn, “When
once I shall depart, Lord, do not depart
from me,” the Crown Prince walked up
to the coffin and threw himself on his
knees at the feet of his much loved child.
Quietly and gently the- Empress and her
daughter, the Grand Duchess of Baden,
stole up and knelt down beside him. After
about ten minatcs he arose, pressed a long
kiss on the velvet covered lid of the coffin,
and, having assisted his mother to rise to
her feet, gently led her out of the church,
the tears meanwhile streaming down his
face. It is a moving thing to see a man
weep, especially when the mourner is so
heroic a specimen of manhood as was the
Crown Prince, and there were few dry
eyes in that church. Those who have
had frequent opportunities of seeing
him in civilian ' dress have noticed
that he always wore a little silver
coin mounted on a scarf pin in his cravat.
Remarking one day that the person with
whom he was conversing observed this pin
with a look of curiosity, he pulled it out
of his scarf, and said, **This little silver
coin is cne of three which were unearthed
in an old Romangravein the presence of my
three boys. Ihad the three coins mount-
ed as pins for them to remind them of
the occasion, and when my little Walde-
mar died 1 took possession of his and
have worn it eyer since.” The Crown
Prince’s relations with the Kaiser, his
father, were of the most affect-

ionate  nature, and nothing is
said to have been more touching

than the tender and respectful mauner in
which he raised the old gentleman’s hand
to his lips. Innumerable anecdotes, suf-
ficient indeed to fill volumes, are extant
with regard to his conduct towards his
inferiors, showing his kindness of heart
and consideration for others. The diffi-
culty is to make a selection of those at
our disposal.  Probably the prettiest one
is that of the schoolmaster at Bornstedt, a
little village on hLis own estate near Pots-
dam. The Crown Prince one day passing
the village schoolhouse stopped, made his
way into the classroom, sat down and
began to listen attentively to the lessons.
Suddenly a telegraph messenger appeared,
handing the teacher a dispatch

ing that his mother was dangerously ill
and wished to see him before her death.
The Crown Prinee, noticing the mnaster’s
blanched face, immediately inquired what
was the matter, and, on hearing the fact,
bade the poor man hasten to the dying
mother’s bedside, saying that he himself
would look after the school until arrange-

- His car-
riage wag thus caught between the two
closed ' barriers, and it was only by the
most superhuman efforts that he was able
to raise one of them and get the vehicle
off the track before the train rushed by.
One of the most marked features in  his
character ‘has always been the total
absence of fear, which was the principal
or main point during the terrible days of
the war of -1870. No  fear = would
keep him - back,  ‘and his  noble
bearing in leading his men was
the chief cause of the hearty man-
ner in which ~the Bavarians and
Southern troops under his command for-
got their hereditary aversion to Prussia,
and so thoroughly co-operated with the
Prussian soldiers. How nobly has- his
courage, based on confidence and trust in
God, shown itself during this last sore trial,
when, after insisting on being told the
truth respecting his terrible malady, the
Crown Prince retired in. solitude for an
hour, and then came forward to greet the
physicians with the words, *“I commend
myself to God;” he alone preserved cheer-
fulness in the gloomy time of this trying
decision. He is now sustained by-the
prayers of his people, that a life so valued
aud cherished by all may be yet spared to
the welfare of his country. Surely if, as
Carlyle maintained, a- “king” implies a
‘‘konming,” or ‘‘one who can,” “Unser
Fritz,” now the Kaiser, is a Sovereign not
only by birthright but by virtue. His is
a life cherished and honored by all who
glory in being German subjects, and
whose hearts are clouded, in the day of
his exaltation, by the sufferings of one s0
dear to them all. That his days may be
long prolonged mnow that he has been

the prayer not only of Germans, and Eng-
lishmen, with whom he is so closely allied
by marriage, but of people everywhere.

Into that
palace home at Berlin, where to-day is
gathered a sorrowing family, aray ef light
will penetrate when it is known that the
great heart of the world bursts with earnest
sympathy in this hour of gloom. Re-
viewing the life of that resolute soul
whe has for so many years ruled over
one of the great powers of Europe, which
he has consolidated and made to a very
large extent the powerful nation it is
to-day, we cannot but recognize in him a
character sans peur et sans reproche, a true
hero and a Christian gentleman. ' It may
not be uninteresting at this time to briefly
glance over the life ‘of the distinguished
dead. William, Emperor of Germany and
King of Prussia, son of Frederick Wil-
liam ITL and of Princess Louise of Meck-
lenburg-Strelitz, and brother to 'the late
king of Prussia, born Mareh 22, 1797,
was educated as a soldier, and ' took part
in the campaigns of 1813 and 1815 against
France. In 1840 he was appointed gov-
ernor of Pomerania, which post he held

His
brother, Frederick William, IV., dying
without issue, January 2, 1861, e suc-
ceeded, under the title of William I, to
the crown, which he placed upon his own
head at Konigsberg, October 18, on which
occasion he emphatically asserted the doc-
trine of the *‘right divine of kings.” ' The
course of policy he ‘pursued after he be-
came king disappointed the hopes that
were formed regarding him. No sooner
was he seated on the throne than he be-
gan a contest with the chamber of depu-
ties, which gradually became more criti-
cal, until, after Count Bismarck Scheen-
hausen had been appointed prime minis-
ter, in 1862, the feud threatened to end
in civil war. Fortunately for him the
aggressive. war .on Denmark waged by
Austria and Prussia diverted the atten-
tion of his people from home affairs for a
time ; and, since the close of that war of
aggression the king proved by his firm at-
titude his fitness as a sovereign. Much
against his inclination, he embarked on-#
still more ambitious ~scheme, and * 5
pared to obtain supremacy in Gj DAL
by force of ‘arms.

The meeting of the Emperors of
Germany, Russia and' Austria, took place
at Berlin in the autumm of 1872, In
October that year the Emperor William
gave a decision adverse to England on the
San Juan boundary question which had
been submitted to his arbitration by the
British and American gevernments.

DEeaviNg with the question of Commer-
cial Union, a Montreal exchange says that
‘‘Senator Macdonald, of British Columbia,
expressed himself of the opinion that even
though thé resolution now before the
House of Commons was adopted by the
same, which in his opiniox is out of the
question, when it came up for consider-
ation in the Senate it would be short
lived. If, said he, we'open our gates te
the United States we will have to do
otherwise with  England. Commercial
Union is~ just what British Columbla
wants, the Province being a non-manu-
facturing Province and obliged to import
everything, still the people are too patri-
otic to ask for it, as they believe its adop-
tion would be to the dissdvantage of the
country as a whole, and in opposition to
the policy of the Government.”

Mz. Huer CameroN, the representa-
tive of Inverness, - Nova Scotia, who
supports the Government, said in a
conyersation that in his opinion Canada
has decidedly got the advantage in the
fisheries’ treaty. - His constituency has
perhaps the largest coast line of any,
apd his constituents are almost entirely
interested vitally in the fisheries. He
states that they . are. all  satisfied
with the new provisions, whick allow
Cauadians. much _more = than the
former treaty, ‘there being now 100,000
square miles more than formerly from
which ‘American vessels are debarred.
There are many large bays, such as Che-
bucto Bay, in which the Americans can
take no fish now, ‘where formerly they
might enter outside the three-mile limit.
With regard to the modus vivendi he con-
sidered it admirably provided, iuasmuch
as the tax of $1.50 per ton levied directly
on Anierican vessels would be the most
effectual method of removing their oppos-
ition to the duty of Canadian fish. *‘So
far as the provisions of the new treaty are
known,” he concluded, *‘they give entire
satisfaction, save only—among those who

tal out of it. The fact. that all the Re-
publican papers are violently attacking
the administration on the other side for
allowing Americgn rights to be forfeited,
speaks for itself, T think.”

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- SIR JOHN AS A MAN.

Interesting Sketch of His Religious Habits.
He BSpeaks of the Beatitudes—A
Bible ‘Reader.

** Wayfarer,” who has been writing
some attractive  reminiscences of well-

life of Sir John Maedonald, which will be
read with general satisfaction.” He says:

*‘L knew that Sir John Macdonald had
religious convictions. . Several years ago,
when the United Empire club was in ex-
istence, he came there one night. T think
it was a Sunday night. “Mr. Manning
and & party of solid old tories were at one
end of the parlor.

Jack Beaty;” Col.: Arthurs
and several others I can’t now remember,
The entry of Sir John caused some little
excitement, and there were hearty: hand-
shakings and. exchange of compliments.

heard Rev. John Potts - preach.
There was & sort ‘of incredulous
little laugh went around amoug a few
when Sir John said that he had Been at
church. That is a way minds have of re-
ceiving information they would rather not
hear, for even the very presence of & man
who is trying to do well is a reproach. to
those who do ill, and there is always an
effort made to frown or laugh him down.
Rev. Mr. Potts had discoursed about the
sermon on the Mount. Sir John was
very grave, and was in no way disposed to
countenance the air of levity that some
were inclined to wear. As  he. leaned
casily on the back of a chair, he began
speaking to those seated around him of
the Beatitudes. One by one he told them
over, commenting on each; and showing
by the deep reverence of his that
he had a hich conception of the majestic
Mind that wrought them. . He spoke for
about ten minutes, perhaps more, with
attractive earnestness that had its effect
upon all who heard him. And when he
had ended he gravely wished his company
good morning and departed. There was
silence in that room for five minutes after.
he went out.  Several there had learned
a lesson—and from that day they saw
more of the man than the politician in
Sir John Macdonald.

* The geographical position of the repub-
lic of Ni a, 1ts splendid interior
Iakes, its institutions and the stable gov-
ernment, are and will always remain an
object of study for a geographer and his-
torian, and in our days, when there is a

roject of a canal from the Atlantic to the
%miﬁc, utilizing San Juan river and the
lake of Nicaragua, the small republic
assumes a great importance for every in-
habitant on the west coast of this conti-
pent. 8

The greatest importance of Nicaragua
consists in its splendid interior com-
munication. There are two great fresh
water lakes in the interior, Lake Mana-
yua and Nicaragua, the last one 110
miles long, and from thirty to fifty miles
broad, and its elevation above the Pacific
ocean ig only a little more than 100 feet.
This splendid lake is to be utilized in the
construction of the canal.

Speaking about the canal we must men-
tion that there are two projects present-
ed, the first, elabrated Ly Messrs. Nem-
coll and Lull, and the second by Mr.
Blanchet.  According fo the first project
the canal will run on the left bank of the
San Juan river, starting from Greytown;,
until San Carlos river is met; a distance
of 424 miles, where a dam is to be thrown
across the San Juan river, which flows
from the lake, distant from this point
68.38 miles. Farther the streams will
run through the lake for abeut 50 or 60
miles to the meuth of the river Medis.
Using this river and alse La Chicolula
stream, and the valley of the Rio Grande,
the canal will end near the mouth of the
last named river at the point called Brito.
The total length is 180 miles, of which 62
miles are artificial.

According to the second project,the lev-
el of the lake is tobe preserved throughout
the greatest part of the San Juan river by
the sonstruction of a dam, and tke valley
of the Rio Grande river to be transferred
in an artificial lake. The descent to
Brito is to be made by lagks. The total
length would be 182.4 miles.

The first of these two projects has
more admirers in America, the second is
looked upon with more favor in Europe.

The population of Nicaragua is about
250,000, though some of the native
geographers assert that the population is
mearly 400,000. There are only about
30,000 whites, 10,000 negros, and the
rest Mestizoes, Indians and Zambos.
The area of the republic is 48,000 square
miles. = The president is elected by uni-
versal suffrage, for four years, and can
not be re-elected. The language of the
country- is, of course, Spanish, though
there are numerous Indian dialects, and
on the Mosquito coast English is used to
& certain extent. The upper classes use
French as their conversation idiom, and a
traveler is astonished to see how many
people speak French and how few En-
glish.

In the Northwestern corner of the Re-
public  stretches the  magnificent
Gulf of Fonseca. Three Republics ad-
join this gulf, Salvador, Houduraz and
Nicaragua, and two of them have their
harbors on the shores of this interior sea.
Salvader has an old Spanish town, La
Union, Honduraz is in possession of Ama-
pala,.on the island.of Tigre, Nicaragua
has none.  Still, through the territory of
the last named country, there flows a
magnificent stream, Estero Real, broad
and deep, and many vessels of all nations
except American, run into and take a rich
cargo of precious wood, mahogany, brazil,
cedar and nispero. There are only two
sinall stations on the banks of this magni-
ficent river, Tempisque : and Puente
Real.  The country on both sides is low
and covered with mangroves, though far-
ther,where the water of the river becomes
fresh, there stretches - an Junbroken
forest of costly wood, Where parrot, ma-
caw, wati and tapir reign supreme.

The Gulf of Fonseca is one of the most
beaatiful expansesof water in the world,
and is dotted with many delightful is-
ds. The scenery here is as a dream of
a poet, as a vision from the ‘“*Arabian
Nights.”

San Juan del Sur is smaller than Corinito
and not sgimportant, though if the pro-
jected - interoceanic canal - is built,
the: town ‘will be of certain importance,
.for Brito, the terminus of the canal, is
only 15 miles above,

Besides the cities mentioned, there are
many cities 1 the interior of the republic,
for instance Manaqua, the capital with a
population of about 12,000, Massaya, an
old Indian capital, Rivas amidst planta-
tions of cocoa, Granada, the most aristo-
cratic city of Central America, and Sauce
in the mining district of the north.

The east part of Nicaragua is known
under the name of Mosquito coast. It is
a low country watered by muany streams
s Matagalpa, Bluefields: and others.
This coast is inhabited by the so-called
Zambos-Mosquitos, an ignorant and sup-
ersticious people, ‘the descendants of
Indians and Negroes. Ou all the eastern
shore there is only one place of import-
ance, San Juan del Norte or Greytown at
the mouth of the San Juan river. This
town is to be the eastern terminus of the
interoceanic canal.

The Andes of Nicaragua are not so
high as in the other republics and they
send forth two branches, the  eastern
branch Chontales, and the western branch
with the peaks of Viejo, Telica and Pilas.
There are now two voleanoes in activity,
Momotombe and Omoteps, though many
other ‘‘silent mountains” were in erup-
tion some time ago, as for instance Cose-
quino. About the terrible eruption of
the last named volcano, the reader will
find an account in every large manual on
geology.

Nicaragua was discovered in 1521 by
Gil Gonzales d’Avila and conquered in
the next year by Pedro Avias d’Avila.

But now I must take leave of the beau-
tiful republic of the tiopics, for 1 see that
this letter is already tso long, and TrE
Coronist has many other matters to
print_besides my article. I hope, how-
ever, that ina near future I will be able
to give sothe more -information about the
interesting republics of Spanish Ainerica.
I must alse mention here, that I received
many flattering letters from many ladies
of Victoria requesting me to write more
about the dark-eyed senoras and senoritas
of the south.

SAFETY VS. DOLLARS,

To TaE Eprror:—Having read an arti-
cle in TEE CoLonist, of 9th iust., headed

*‘The Dangers of Coal Mining,” and pre-
tending vo-show how the Chinese stand in
relation thereto, 1 would like to show
““Thanet” a  point or two, of which he is
probably not aware.

In the first place, I would inform him
that, in my opinion, he places too much
confidence in the minister of mines’ re-
ports, for I have worked in several of the
mines in Nanaimo district, and am con-
versant with many of the accidents re-
ferred to, but, of course, I lobk at it from
the coal miners’ point of view.

T'also wish to inform ‘“Thanet” that I
also have all the reports, so we will begin
to dissect them in rotation, and give my
and others epinions at the time of their
occurrence.

In the report for 1878, where two acci-
dents are recorded, the report honestly
states (for which I give credit) that many
men engaged in coﬁ mining in this prov-
ince are not experienced miners, but men
who have been accustomed to other
branches of labor. So this is one point
gained for the miners which I hope he
will admit.

In 1879 the report speaks for itself in
“Thanet’s” letter. ~In 1880, I find six
men burned by explosions of gas. -Now,
before I proceed any further, I wish to
draw the attention of ‘“Thanet” to a few
causes of accumulation of gas, from ex-
perience.
