British Schooner Arrives After a Perilous

St. John, Jan. 18.—The latest report 
of the Placentia Bay frozen herring fish­
eries is that the American fleet of 40 is 
likely to load this week owing to the se­
vere frost, which will practically con­
clude the fisheries this year.

The British schooner St. Clair, Captain 
Kandee, from Oporto December 4 for 
this port, arrived here to-day after a 
stormy passage. She lost her sails, rig­
gings, bulwarks and deck gear. Her 
galley boats and skylights were smash­
ed and the cabin "was flooded, almost 
sending her to the bottom.

An examination of the hull of the 
steamer Parkmore, which arrived yes­
terday after the storm with her steering 
gear disabled and with other injuries, 
shows that no damage has been done 
there and the repairs will probably be 
completed during the week.

A special meeting of the Local Coun­
cil of Women has been convened for 
Monday afternoon next, the business 
having reference to the agenda for the 
national council meeting.

A Spanish Host Falls Upon the In­
surgent Government and 

Pats It to Flight.
A Liberal Member Petitions the 

Government to Fulfil Their 
Election Pledges. ex-

Tbe Buildings Burned and Fugi­
tives Pursued Six Miles With 

Great Loss.
Five Months’ Session Looked For- 

United States Soldiers Not 
to Enter Canada.

Havana, Jan. 21.—According to in­
formation from Spanish sources, General 
-Castellano, learning that the insurgent 
government was established at Esper- 
anza in buildings constructed by the in­
surgents, 17 leagues from Puerto Prin­
cipe at the extreme west end of Cubitas 
ridge, proceeded in that direction with 
22,000 infantry, 4,000 cavalry and two 
field cannon. After a three days’ trying 
march he forced a difficult position on 
Tuesday, and overcame the obstinate 
resistance of 1,000 insurgents, pursuing 
them more than six miles ana 
burning the houses at Esperanza, 
including the insurgent government 
building. On the following day Gen. 
Castellano found re-united insurgents 
5,000 strong near Inferno woods, six 
miles from Esperanza. He routed them 
after two hours’ combat and put them to 
flight. The insurgents’ loss was numer­
ous, but owing to the density of the 
woods it was difficult, according to 
Spanish accounts, to ascertain the full 
extent of the defeat. The insurgents 
left 57 dead on the field. The Spanish 
loss was five killed and 31 wounded, 
among the latter being Lt.-Col. Moues 

The insurgents, under their leader 
Montague, engaged General Passo at the 
town of Esperanza, province of Santa 
Clara. Under cover of darkness they 
reached some houses, but the garrison 
repelled the attack and followed the 
fleeing insurgents outside the town. 
The insurgents left nine dead. A private 
despatch from Spanish sources says the 
attacking insurgents had thirty wounded 
and that the garrison’s loss was in­
significant.

POWER FROM THE SEA.
Thomas Edison the Younger Has a Plan for 

Putting the Waves to New 
Work.

New York, Jan. 17.—Thomas Edison, 
jt., has invented a machine for utilizing 
the wave power of the sea. When in 
place the machine will be 20 miles ont 
at sea and consist of a pair of gigantic 
air pumps. The air compressed by these 
will be used to run dynamos.

For $25,000,000 he can construct a plant, 
be says, that will furnish 1,000,000 
horse-power, enough to supply the en­
tire state of New York. He says that a 
powerful syndicate has the matter of 
immediate construction of the plant un­
der consideration. His plans are said 
to be practically complete.

The Edison wave machine is in effect 
a series of gigantic air pumps. The pis­
ton of the machine stands upright on a 
platform, which is pierced by a long pis­
ton rod. Upon the lower part of the 
piston rod is a big flat float which rests 
upon the water and is moveable by the 
rise and fall of the sea. A wave passing 
under the float would elevate the piston, 
powerfully compressing the air already 
contained in the cylinder. The pres­
sure would be transmitted directly to 
the storage tank for compressed air. By 
an arrangement of oscillators sufficient 
air would be admitted behind the piston 
to return it quickly to its position upon 
the water, where it would be ready to 
receive the force of the next wave.

BRADSTREET’S REVIEW.
Activity in Business and Steadiness of 

Prices Reported for the Past Week.

New York, Jan. 21.—Bradstreet’e to­
morrow will say: A large measure of 
activity in business and industrial lines 
in some instances previous records being 
surpassed, and very general steadiness 
in prices of staples, is perhaps the most 
notable feature of the trade situation 
this week. Quotations for cereals show 
aggressive strength, while those for 
some makes of pig iron betray rather 
more weakness than they did a week 
ago. The iffimense carrent produc­
tion of pig iron, amounting to 
fully 1,000,000 tons per month, 
has begun to exercise an influence 
upon the price of that staple, bnt de­
creases reported are still only fractional. 
The outlook in the steel rail trade is re­
ported a flattering one. Large orders for 
railroad account already brooked have 
been increased within the week, an ex­
ample of this being furnished by the 
sale of 15,000 tons reported from Chicago 
at fall price. At the East, boots and 
shoes reflect the strength of hides and 
leather in an advance of heavy weight 
goods. A further falling off in the 
numbar of business failures is re­
ported this week, the total being 
only 309, against 323 last week, and 409 
in this week a year ago, 314 in this week 
of 1896; 312 in 1896, and 338 in 1894. 
Bank clearings for Dominion of Canada 
were as follows : Montreal, $14,681,655, 
increase 38.7; Toronto, $8,285,165, in­
crease 26.0; Winnipeg, $1,434,008, in­
crease, 35.0; Halifax, $1.072,195, de­
crease 4.9; Hamilton, $615,906, decrease

Chicago, Jan. 18.—The western roads 
are beginning to modify their estimates 
of the number of people who will be 
bound for Yukon in the spring. The 
business has already begun to move in a 
small way, but from all the evidence 
which the roads have been able to 
gather, the total number of tickets that 
will be sold on account of the Y ukon 
business will not be over 100,000. The 
estimates of some of the general passen­
ger agents would double, this, but the 
chances are now that 100,000 will be the 
outside figure.

They May Henceforth Attend University 

Lectures as Guests and Receive 
Diplomas.

Berlin, Jan. 21.—In the reichetag to­
day Prince Schoenach Carleath raised 
the question of the higher education of 
women, whereupon Count Posadowsky, 
the minister of the interior, announced 
that the authorities had decided that 
the women henceforth should be allowed 
to attend university lectures as guests, 
with the permission of the rector and 
professors. The minister added that the 
imperial chancellor, Prince Hohenlobe, 
was arranging for the federal govern­
ment’s granting women diplomas, and 
if the arrangement was successful, fur­
ther measuies were probable.

Dearness of Food and Lack of Employment 
Causing Riots.

Rome, Jan. 21.—In the chamber of 
deputies to-day the premier, Marquis di 
Rudini, explained that the recent dis­
orders in the Italian provinces were due 
to the dearness of food and lack of em­
ployment owing to the retrenchments in 
the public expenditures.

GERMANY’S QUEER ARGUMENT.
Neither Her Treaties Nor Those of China 

Apply to Kiaochou Since 
Leased.

Berlin, Jan. 19.—A significant article 
in the Cologne Gazette asserts that, ac­
cording to international law, Kiaochou 
is German territory, and an attack upon 
it would enable Emperor William to de­
clare war without consulting the bundes- 
rath. The paper says :

“ Furthermore, being leased territory 
in a special sense, it remains as before, 
foreign territory. Therefore commercial 
and customs treaties between either 
China and European states or between 
Germany and other nations have no 
validity there, and consequently foreign 
states cannot appeal to the favored 
nations clauses nor claim the same rights 
as those granted Germany, while Ger­
many is in a position to regulate the 
customs and commercial relations quite 
unreservedly as she thinks fit.” .

“ My party is composed of six hardy 
men, accustomed to cold weather and 
hardships, and we have every reason to 
'bilieve that we will be successful in the 
North. We have, however, made one 
big and rather costly mistake already, 
and that was in the matter of outfitting.
I was informed in the East that as Vic­
toria was the jumping-off place for 
many gold-hunters, that yonr outfitters 
were asking exorbitant prices for every 
thing a miner needed.

“ Acting on this information, I pur­
chased about $2,000 worth of supplies 
in the East. Upon reaching here I , 
found, after visiting several outfitters 
for the purpose of completing my pur­
chases, that I could easily have saved 
$200 on my Eastern outlay by buying 
here, would have had a much more com­
plete outfit, and would have saved 
derable sum in freight charges.

“ Why, I was told in the East that it 
was impossible to get suitable dog 
sleighs in yonr city, and I consequently 
bought ours from the Indians at Ottawa.
I now learn that the sleighs we brought 
with us are not at all suitable for the 
trails up North, and I will probably 
leave them here, as I have bought 
of the right kind in yonr city.

“ We have bought nearly $1,000 worth 
of provisions and groceries in Victoria, 
and to my surprise I find that prices in 

-almost every instance are lower here 
than in the East. My friends in the Ot­
tawa valley will certainly know that 
Victoria is the proper place at which to 
outfit advantageously.”

THE “ CITY OF NANAIMO.”
Preparations will be made aboard the

I will short­
ly leave here for Pittsburg, where I will 
purchase a diamond drill and other ma­
chinery for developing the mines.”

Slav.n, who will return to the north 
about March, says it is his intention to 
write a book relating his experiences in 
the north. He thinks that if fifty thous­
and people attempt to get through by 
way of Dyea and Skagway not one-tenth 
will succeed if they take in their outfits.

The chief item of news by the just- 
arrived steamer has reference to the 
situation of affairs down the river, the 
haven of refuge to which threatened 
Dawson turned its eyes so recently. In­
terest in Fort Yukon has lately been 
cited in consequence of the receipt by 
Captain Healey, the resident manageruf 
the Commercial company in Dawson, of 
a noteworthy letter, the writer of which 
is Captain Kay, U.S.A., in charge of the 
post at Fort Yukon.

In this letter, which bears date in late 
October, Captain Ray states that he has 
with him at Fort Yukon about 300 per­
sona, and has been advised by arrivals 
from up the river that some 500 more 
are on their way to his post. He had 
been informed by those who bad already 
reached him of the representations made 
by Captain Hansen to the residents of 
Dawson that they should go to Fort Yu­
kon if short of supplies, and feared that 
the resources of his station might have 
been exaggerated, and that in conse­
quence Dawson might unload a greater 
number of people upon him than he 
would be in a position to take care of.

In this connection, he wrote, he had 
been informed the Dawsonians had 
been told he had 1,000 tons of provisions 
in the commercial companies’ caches 
under his charge. As a matter of fact 
the total was not more than 300 tons 
and for this reason he pointed out it 
would be extremely unwise to send any 
further applicants for relief down toe 
river. He estimated that his supplies 
were sufficient to keep 1,000 men until 
the 1st of Jane, and as there is no pos­
sibility of even this number making 
calls upon it, no uneasiness need be felt 
in that direction.

Afew days before Captain Kay’s letter 
was written, about 1(A) of the men at 
Fort Y non had organized themselves and 
informed him that they were determined 
to take possession of the stores contained 
in the A. C. Go’s caches, unless provided 
by him with outfits. This action they 
attempied 11 justify by saying that in 
Dawson the promise had been made them 
that they could obtain outfits on credit 
from him at Fort Y'ukon.

Captain Ray reported that he had met 
the declaration of the men with the in­
formation that he would see to it that no 
one suffered for want of provisions, bat 
on the other hand he would not be a 
party to those in a position to buy se­
curing supplies without compensation to 
the owners. On account of the men­
acing attitude of the party he then took 
possession of the contents of the com­
pany’s two caches, and raised the stars 
and stripes above them.

In the end the threatening party ac­
ceded to Captain Ray’s terms, which 
were in brief that he would provide for 
any destitute who would make oath 
that they were not in a position to pur­
chase necessaries, and would sell 
others $150 worth of staple goods at the 
ruling prices—or in other words enough 
to last them until Jane. He at the 
same time stipulated that those to 
whom he gave food must accept 
ployment in catting wood, which the 
government intended to dispose of 
the companies for steamer fuel at $4 a 
cord.

The 
latest news of this kind which has 
to light is to the effect that Captain 
Charles Hackett of this city is now in 
London arranging for a number of 
steamers to ply between Victoria and 
Northern ports. The Halifax Chronicle 
says concerning this new enterprise:

“This company have a well known 
shipmaster (Capt. Hackett) now in Eng­
land co-operating with a London and 
Halifax shipping house in selecting suit­
able steamers. Several steamers of 
about 1,200 tons register, having large 
passenger accommodation, will be pur­
chased and put on the berth in London 
and other English ports direct for the 
Klondike via the Straits of Magellan, 
Victoria, B. C., and Fort Wrangel,
Stickeen river and Dyea. These steamers 
will run between Victoria, B.C. (which 
will be their headquarters), and points 
named on the Sound. The trip from 
Victoria to Dyea will take about four 
days. This sail is through inland
waters open all tbe year,
steamers of the size named
sidered more practical than larger or 
faster boats on account of the route being 
through close waters. This company 
therefore prefer putting on several of 
this tonnage and speed rather than 
larger and faster steamers. Two more 
experienced Nova Scotia shipmasters 
(who are putting money into the enter­
prise) will sail for England shortly to 
take charge of two of these steamers.”

Instead of one vessel there will be two 
of the C.P.N. Co. steamers leaving for 
northern ports to-morrow. So great has 
been the demand on the company for 
tickets and freight accommodation that 
they have been obliged to press the Wil­
lapa into service, sending her off at 
about the same time as the Tees. The 
latter, after undergoing repairs on the 
E-quimalt marine ways, came around to 
the inner harbor yesterday.

“City of Seattle” Brings latest News-Gaming 
for Big Fortunes.

The steamer Willapa, of the C.P.N. 
fleet, Captain Foot master, returned at 
1:15 this morning from a regular trip to 
the West Coast, having in tbe course of 
the just completed cruise secured tbe 
richest prize that any vessel of her size 
has ever picked up in British Columbia 
waters—a prize which she has left se­
curely anchored in Sidney,Inlet.

The vessel in question is tbe fine 
6,200 ton steamship Commonwealth, of 
Liverpool, England, which under tbe 
command of Captain James and with a 
crew of thirty, was on her way from 
Kobe to Portland, when she had the ill- 
luck to lose her propeller about three 
weeks ago.

It was impossible to make good 
anchorage, and the steamer drifted help­
lessly in much the same fashion as the 
Cleveland, in the direction of the ragged 
shores of Vancouver island, dropping 
anchor finally in Nootka sound.

There she was found on Wednesday 
night last by the Willapa, having been 
abandoned by every member of her 
crew. It was then too rough to permit 
of communication being made with the 
deserted ship, and the Willapa at once 
commenced search for tbe absent crew, 
who were found at Friendly Cove, and 
taken on board the little coaster.

A return was made the following 
morning to the abandoned steamer, to 
which her own crew were returned until 
assistance can be sent them from Vic­
toria, and which was towed by the Wil- 

, lapa to Sidney inlet.
Captain James came here on the Wil­

lapa. His steamer, of which Captain 
Foot of course took possession, is not at 
all damaged—her broken shaft constitut­
ing the sum total of her disablement.

Although thus not important as a 
treasure ship, the Seattle brings an in­
teresting party of passengers, of first im­
portance among whom are the members 
of the Klondike miners’ deputation to 
Ottawa to solicit amendments in the 
mining regulations.

These gentlemen, Mr. Maxim Lander- 
ville, specially representing the French- 
Canadian element among the miners ;
Dr. A. E. Wilis, who may be described 
as the English-Candian spokesman ; and 
Mr. E. J. Livernasb, the champion of 
the American or alien interests in the 
country, disembarked at Victoria and 
will remain guests at the Hotel Driard 
until ready to proceed to the Capital.

Upon their arrival here they saw, of 
course for the first time, the revised re­
gulations as outlined in despatches from 
Ottawa a few days ago, and while none 
of the delegates considered it politic to 
give a definite expression of opinion as 
to how the revised code will meet the 
approval of the Northern miners, they 
could not but intimate satisfaction at 
the steps taken in meeting partially at 
least the contentions of the men they 
represent.

“ Speakfog for myself only,” Mr.

With the City Auditor.

The first meeting of the school board 
since the elections was held last evening, 
all tbe members being present Mr.

Later in the evening the latter were 
found at Friendly Cove, where they had 
arrived on Tuesday and from which 
point Captain James was just about to 
despatch a man to Alberni for help. The 
master and crew of the Commonwealth, 
were taken on board the Willapa and 
the next morning were placed oh board 
their floating home. The Willapa then 
towed the disabled steamer to Steamer 
cove in Sidney inlet, a short distance 
from Clayoquot, where she is now lying. 
Captain Foot afterwards proceeding «.• 
Victoria with the captain of the Com­
monwealth, and reaching here seelerdu, 
morning.

Captain John James tells in a very 
few words the story of his misfortune. 
His vessel, he says, left Kobe in ballast 
for Portland, Oregon, on December 19. 
Exceptionally rough weather was en­
countered several days ont, and it was 
no doubt partly dne to the buffeting 
thus received that on January 2 the 
shaft broke outside the hull, leaving 
the steam power helpless. When this 
accident happened the nearest land 
was Cape Disappointment, six hundred 
and fifteen miles away. The weather 
was not too bad at this time, and the 
winds favoring such a course, Captain 
James decided to make for the Straits of 
Fnca, and accordingly set what sail he 
possessed and made what under the cir­
cumstances was most satisfactory pro­
gress, until on Monday morning last he 
found himself off what he recognized as 
Estevan Point, on the west coast of Van­
couver Island.

As citizens of Canada we, the under­
signed, protest against this gold, or anv 
gold product of Canada, being incorporated 
into the money system of the United 
States, especially under the latio gold is to 
paper in that country to-day, and now 
appeal to your honorable government for 
justice.

According to the report of the National 
Bank Association of tbe United States, at 
a meeting held in Detroit on August 18 
last, there were seven (7) different curren­
cies in the United States money system, 
while really not two cents in gold is held 
for the redemption of the current dollars in 
circulaii ig money in the Union.

According to the revisers of the currency 
of the United States, the $150,000,000 pen- 

list is only another means of regularly 
watering the money system, or depreciating 
the purchasing power of every dollar of 
Canadian gold shipped to the United States. 
Such a money system must fail, and, as 
producers of gold, we object to it.

The rule that money is money only so 
far as it is supported by the gold held in 
reserve foi its redemption is one which we 
consider as much in justice to the poor 
man or producer as to tbe capitalist, and 
the on ly safe guide in establishing the vaine 
of money.

The present banking system of Canada 
being managed by chartered companies 
under supervision of the government, had 
handled our money system satisfactorily ; 
and, if the Dominion government were to 
grant a charter to a minting company or a 
refining company, under either the Com­
panies’ or the Banking Act to define the 
exact value of the gold produced in Can­
ada, we believe the result would be satisfac­
tory and beneficial to our country.

Furthermore, gold being one of the most 
valuable products, the mere possession of 
which carries with it an earning capacity ; 
and as in all other countries the exact value 
and weight of gold produced is always 
known, and sometimes used by such coun­
tries with material benefit in the adminis­
tration of its general business.

We, as citizens of Canada, again protest 
against the exportation of gold as a raw 
material.

Still more significant is the news from 
Japan. The Marquis I to is at the head 
of affaire there at present, and it was he 
who managed the war between Japan 
and China so enccessfnUy. He has or­
dered a fleet to proceed at once to 
Chinese waters, and the St. James 
Gazette says the fleet is strong enough 
to dispose of anything that Russia and 
Germany combined can bring to bear 
against it. With the aid of the British 
fleet, Japan could easily give a check­
mate to the designs of the other powers. 
Things look very much as if something 
of that kind is Ukely to occur. »

Present indications are thaf'Great 
Britain will be found acting with Japan 
and China in preventing the European 
powers from aggrandizing themselves at 
the expense of the latter. The fact that 
the order to the Japanese fleet follows so 
closely upon the speech deUvered by Sir 
Michael Hicks-Beach, as to the deter­
mination of Great Britain to prevent her 
subjects from being excluded from the 
Chinese trade, even at the coat of war, 
adds to its significance. This is a very 
different condition of things to what was 
expected only a very short time ago, and 
comes about from the fact that the Brit­
ish government does not desire to see 
the integrity of China disturbed, while 
the other European powers regard the 
Yellow Kingdom as a legitimate field 
for conquest.

“Thebe men with ordinary good 
sense could easily carry everything be­
fore them in Victoria.’’ This is the 
opinion of the Nelson Miner, which 
urges Kootenay to send three such men 
to the legislature for that purpose. The 
Colonist is in hearty sympathy with 
any effort to secure the best possible 
men in the legislature, but is hardly 
prepared to assent to the proposition 
that Kootenay can control the situation 
in the manner suggested. The sugges­
tion pre-supposes that there is to be 
some sectional disagreement and 
that the Kootenay members can in some 
way or other hold the balance of power. 
We do not think such a condition oi 
affairs at all likely to arise.

The Seattle Timee declares the report 
of the arrangement for the passage of 
goods across the strip at the head of 
Lynn canal is a Victoria fake. We con­
fess to some surprise at seeing such a 
statement in the Times. It would have 
been in its proper place in the character­
less Post-Intelligencer. The agreement 
was made between the Canadian and 
the United States government precisely 
as stated, and if the necessary instruc­
tions have not been forwarded fry the 
Secretary of-the Treasury, that is a mat­
ter which we cannot help. Oar advices 
from Ottawa are that they are to be for­
warded at once.

The Kootenaian wants the Colonist 
to tell it why the members of the oppo­
sition cannot manage the affairs of the 
province. Our reply is that they have 
never exhibited in the legislative capa­
city the slightest evidence of such abil­
ity as would be required. In entertain­
ing the opinion referred to the Colonist 
does not stand alone. Indeed, as we 
have already pointed out, the action of 
the Westminster convention was noth­
ing more nor less than a distinct declar­
ation of no confidence in the ability of 
the opposition leaders..

We are of opinion, however, that the 

opportunity ought to have been given to 
other Canadian concerns to tender for 
the work. If these were indispensable 
supplies that Abeam & Sloper alone 
could obtain that might alter the situ­
ation, but unless for some very strong 
reason we do not think that the rule of 
throwing open contracts for competition 
ought to be departed from.

ONLY RECIPROCAL.

Canadian government for allowing 
United States soldiers to enter Canadian 
territory for the purpose of relieving the 
distress of American citizens in the 
Yukon district forget that the United 
States authorities have not only allowed 
fifty tons of Canadian supplies to cross 
their territory free and "unobstructed, 
but have permitted bodies of armed men 
in the employ of Canada to land and 
move about as they pleased over terri­
tory under United States jurisdiction.— 
Montreal Herald.

made in 1825, the treaty between Russia 
and the United States for the purchase 
of Alaska, and the treaty of Washington 
between Great Britain and the United 
States securing to the people of both 
countries the right of free navigation in 
certain waters, it will find that British 
subjects have the same right to the navi­
gation of the Stickeen and Yukon rivers 
as are enjoyed by United States citizens. 
This is all the claim that has ever been 
made on the subject, but it has been as­
serted that this right of free navigation 
necessarily carries with it the right to 
carry Canadian goods np the Stickeen 
without being subject to duty at Wran- 
gel, or to any interference whatever by 
the United States customs house officers, 
except as may be necessary to proven 
smuggling. Thus if a steamer goes to 
Wrangel loaded with goods for Tele­
graph Creek, and there transfers her 
load to a river steamer, the transferring 
will be done under the supervision of a 
United States customs house officer. If 
the steamer from the South is one that 
can navigate the Stickeen, and hence 
will not require to transfer her cargo, 
she will simply report at Wrangel, if she 
wishes, or she may steam directly up 
the Stickeen without stopping any­
where. . There can hardly be the least 
room for any question upon these 
points.

The Seattle Chamber is probably 
especially anxious to know what regula­
tion will cover the carriage of goods up 
the Stickeen in the winter season. The 
understanding reached at Washington 
between Mr. Sifton and the Secretary 
of the Treasury was that no unnecessary 
restrictions would be imposed, and it 
was immediately given out officially that 
the United States government was not 
in a position to furnish bonded ware­
houses at Wrangel, but that Canadian 
goods en route up the Stickeen would be 
taken charge of by an officer of the cus­
toms at the owner’s risk. There is no­
thing at all unreasonable in this.

A CHALLENGE TO SEATTLE.

The Seattle Times says that crowds 
stand all day long around the window of 
an office in the Occidental block in that 
city, eagerly devouring the contents of 
articles in the Victoria Colonist that are 
posted for the information of the public. 
Thereupon our contemporary makes 
some observations about liars in general 
and the Victoria brand of that article in 
paiticular. All of which is extremely 
interesting, and shows bow well the 
Colonist is getting in its work. But we 
would remark, in passing, to our Seattle 
contemporary, that while it is the easiest 
thing in the world to call another paper 
harsh names, and accuse it of telling 
what is not true, it is quite another 
matter to prove such an allegation. For 
instance, the Colonist said that the 
average duties on an outfit bought out of 
Canada and taken into the Yukon is 30 
per cent. It is no use for the Times to 
say this is not true, for it is true, and if 
onr contemporary will take the trouble 
to buy a copy of the Canadian customs 
laws it will find out that it is true.

The Times brands as a “ lie,” which 
seems a needlessly coarse world to use 
in a business argument, the statement 
that Canadian goods can be taken into 
the Canadian Yukon without paying 
duty. We fear this statement' of our 
contemporary escaped the watchful eye 
of its editor-in-chief, who certainly 
would not like to go on record as sug­
gesting that there is a duty on goods 
going from one part of Canada to an­
other. The assertion of our contem­
porary is as absurd and as foreign to the 
facts as though we should say that if a 
man purchased goods in Seattle he 
would have to pay duty on them if he 
took them to Tacoma.

In regard to the prices of goo la going 
to make up an outfit, all that Victoria 
merchants ask is that purchasers com­
pare prices in the two cities. They will 
find that Victoria prices average con­
siderably less than those in Seattle, and 
if to the first cost is added the duty the 
difference in favor of a Victoria outfit is 
very great indeed. Miners will also find 
that Victoria merchants are the moat 
skillful outfitters on the Coast, having 
had a long experience in that line, an 
experience that began before Seattle was 
much more than a name.

Does the Timee mean to say that these 
statements are false? We hardly think 
it will jeopardize its reputation by so 
doing. The Colonist asks no one to 
accept its statement without testing it, 
and it stands ready the moment any one 
can demonstrate that any of the afore­
going statements are untrue, to correct 
them in as public a manner as it now 
makes them, which correction can be 
posted everywhere in Seattle for crowds 
to devour. The Colonist challenges any 
one in Seattle or elsewhere to disprove 
what it says above.

THE SITUATION IN THE ORIENT.

The latest despatches from the Orient 
are decidedly disquieting. It is an­
nounced that Russia has delivered to 
China something which amounts very 
nearly to an ultimatum. Notice has 
been given that if the new loan is ne­
gotiated by Great Britain, Russia will 
withdraw its protection from China.
Just how much that protection is worth 
may be problematical, bnt such a de­
claration indicates very strained condi­
tions.

On the heels of this comes the intelli­
gence that one of the beet of the British 
battleships has been ordered to get

season. They can supply them in part, 
bat not wholly. If a wagon road is 
pushed through from Telegraph Creek 
to Teelin Lake early next season, many 
tons of freight will be hauied through 
andsbe sent down the river before navi­
gation closes. We are not sure that next 
winter goods may not be transported 
down the Yukon on the ice. The only 
question will be that of shelter on the 
route and food for horses. The snowfall 
Is not great enough to be an obstacle, 
nor is the cold. If there were shelter 
stations along Teslin lake and the Hoot- 
alinqua river with plenty of food, it 
would be quite feasible to send goods 
through to the junction of the Hootalin- 
qua and Lewie rivers by sleigh from the 
mouth of the Stickeen; that is, teams 
could be sent through to the Lake car­
rying their own food with them and the 
balance of the load in freight; but 
further than that it would not be profit­
able to try to go at present. Our point 
is that a winter road could be as well 
kept open there as in Eastern Canada, 
if there were fodder for the horses. Next 
year it is likely that fodder will be col­
lected along the route and shelters be 
built, so that it will be possible to for­
ward food all winter from Telegraph 
Creek to the mouth of the Hootalinqua, 
and perhaps further. In this way a 
large amount of supplies can be got in ; 
but no ameunt likely to be moved this 
way will meet the necessities of those 
who now intend to winter in the coun­
try, and we therefore repeat our advice 
to everyone to take in as much food as 
he possibly can. There is not the slight­
est possibility of overstocking the market.

THE CUSTOMS REGULA­
TIONS IN THE NORTH.

On Tuesday last the Collector of Cus­
toms at Port Townsend was in receipt of 
the following despatch from the Assist­
ant Secretary of the United States 
Treasury ;

New regulations are in preparation re­
garding the entry of miners’ outfits for 
transportation to British Territory. 
They have not yet been issued.

This is in keeping with a telegram re­
ceived by the British Columbia Board 
of Trade from Hon. Mr. Sifton a few 
days ago. Since the message was sent 
from Washington to tbe Collector at 
Port Townsend and Mr. Sifton sent hie 
telegram referred to, the United States 
Treasury has notified the Dominion 
government that the promulgation of 
the new regulations has been postponed 
pending the arrival of the Collector for 
Alaska, who is expected at Washington 
in the course of a few days.

The Post-Intelligencer save that these 
regulations are made to cover certain 
points raised by queries propounded to 
the Treasury Department by the Seattle 
Chamber of Commerce, but we fancy 
this is only partly correct, because the 
new regulations are chiefly the result of 
Mr. Sifton’s visit to Washington.

The queries propounded by the Seattle 
Chamber are six in number and are as 
follows :

Will Canada collect a duty on Ameri­
can horses?

Will the United States collect a duty 
on Canadian horses?

Will Canada be allowed to send goods 
in bond through American territory, and 
vice versa.

If, in either of the last two cases, the 
answer is yes, under what regulations 
will citizens of either country be allowed 
to bond their goods?

Will Americans be allowed any ex­
emptions from duty upon American 
goods taken into the Canadian Yukon 
region? If so, how much, specifying ar­
ticles?

Will the same customs and collection 
regulations apply equally to all ports of 
entry ?

Some of these questions are already 
settled. Canada charges duty on Amer­
ican horses and the United States 
chargss duty on Canadian horses when 
they are taken from one country to the 
other to remain—that is to say, when 
they are imported ; but neither country 
charges duty upon horses from the other 
when they are used in transporting goods 
across the frontier. This rule applies to 
all points, and there is not likely to be 
any exception made in the case of the 
frontier of the Canadian Yukon.

The regulations to govern the transit 
of goods of one country through the ter­
ritory of the other are to be, so we un­
derstand, the subject of the new regula­
tions to be issued at Washington. The 
Canadian government has already pub­
lished those applying to goods in transit 
down the Yukon from one part of Alaska 
to another.

It has been officially announced by the 
Dominion government that the only 
articles exempt from duty are broken 
packages of food for immediate nee. The 
question of the Seattle Chamber of Com­
merce indicates that body to be under 
the impression that some special ex­
emption may be given or some special 
exaction be required of United States 
citizens. This is not the case, and will 
not be the case. The regulations apply 
to every one, British subjects as well as 
aliens. A citizen of the United States 
on arriving at the Yukon frontier will be 
accorded precisely the same treatment 
as a man born under tbe shadow of the 
parliament buildings at Ottawa.

The query as to the applicability of 
the new regulations to all points of en­
try is stated by the Post-Inteliigencer to 
refer especially to the Stickeen, and is 
said to have been prompted by the state­
ment that the United States cannot col­
lect duties on Canadian goods at Wran­
gel. If the Seattle Chamber of Com­
merce will take the trouble to read the 
treaty between Great Britain and Ruse a

tTbe Colonist where its session is being held 
if they do not interfere with the execution 
of its processes. With the Supreme court 
the case is different. That body has 
vested in it every power necessary to en­
able it to administer justice with fair­
ness and impartiality, without the exer­
cise of any outside influence upon either 
judge, counsel, witness or jury. But 
this power must be exercised with legal 
discretion ; that is, not according to the 
mere whim of the presiding judge. Itis 
essential, however, to its exercise at all 
that there shall be a court actually in 
session engaged in the trial or argument 
of a case.

Daring the early days of the Scott 
Act in New Brunswick comment upon 
the manner in which cases were dealt 
with by the supreme court and the in­
dividual judges were very frequent and 
very caustic. Referring on one occasion 
to some comments which had been made 
by the present editor of this paper, Sir 
John Allen, then Chief Justice, took oc­
casion to say to him after the close of 
a legal argument on another subject: 
“ I think I am right in assuming that 
you are the author of the article 
which appeared in last night’s 
Herald?” On being told that he 
was right in his assumption, the Chief 
Justice said : “ I have asked this ques­
tion because tbe comment, though se­
vere, has not been accompanied by any 
imputation of sinister motives on the 
part of the judges, as was the case in an 
article in another paper. I wish to say 
that in my opinion, as judges are unable 
to defend themselves against the impu­
tation of unworthy motives, newspapers 
ought to refrain from imputing them ; 
and to add that so far from holding it 
not to be within your right to comment 
upon the acts of judges in their judicial 
capacity, it is not only your right, but 
your bounden duty as a journalist to do 
so whenever and in whatever manner 
you may think necessary. I have re­
ferred to this matter because the con­
trast between the Herald’s article and 
the other referred to affords me an op­
portunity to point out the distinction be­
tween what I regard as proper and im­
proper criticism.” Turning to Mr. Jus­
tice Wetmore, who was sitting with him, 
heeaid: “I think that you will agree 
with me in what I have said,” to which 
Judge Wetmore assented.

Here was a case where a cause was ac­
tually before the Supreme court on argu­
ment, and yet the Chief Justice stated 
that the court was unable to punish any 
one who chose in the most pnblic man­
ner possible to question the honesty of 
the judges. In the case of the Attorney- 
General of New Brunswick versus Kerr, 
the question was whether a series of 
published letters directly charging a 
judge with corrupt conduct in the trial 
of a cause was a contempt. It was 
argued at very great length and the 
court was never able to arrive at a deci­
sion, so the matter wae allowed to drop.

In its comments upon the action of 
the defendants in the libel cases the 
Colonist has exercised a legal right and 
one which, if the press were deprived of 
it, would be a great loss indeed. But it 
wishes to point out that it has been care­
ful to eay nothing calculated to prejudice 
public opinion against the defendants, 
not because it may not legally do so, if it 
wishes, but because to do so would be 
unfair to the defendants.

A STRANGE LINE OF ACTION.

As yet we have Been nothing in the 
Beattie papers relating to the new regu­
lation imposing a license fee upon all 
miners going into the Yukon. A gentle­
man, lately from the Sound, expressed 
great surprise on learning that this new 
regulation had been made, and stated 
that not a word on the subject had ap­
peared in the papers. We, ourselves, 
hâve looked for even a paragraph on the 
eubject, but have not discovered it, so 
we think it eafq to assume that very few, 
if any, of the hundreds of people now in 
Seattle on their way North, have the 
slightest idea that they must obtain a 
license bifoie engaging in prospecting or 
mining. We do not say that a man may 
not run over the whole Northwest with­
out a license in his possession, but 
■imply that if he.does so and makes ary 
discovery it will be of no advantage to 
him whatever. He may locate a claim, 
but if he has no license, the first man 
having a license, who comes along, may 
take possession of it. Neither do they 
knew that such licensee can be obtained 
in this city and Vancouver, and no­
where else on the Coast, and that to get 
them in the Yukon it will be necessary 
to hunt up an Inspector or a Gold Com­
missioner, who may be five hundred 
miles away.

What may be in most cases a minor 
consideration, but to some may be of 
very considerable importance, is that 
this license will cost the applicant $10. 
Last year hundreds of people epent 
their last dollar in the struggle to go 
North, so that when they reached the 
jDnstoms House at Lake Tagish they had 
no money to pay duties, and the col­
lector was obliged to let them pass with­
out exacting'them. It is very probable 
that hundreds of men will go North 
without making any provision what­
ever for the taking out of the license, 
and it is a grevions wrong on the part of 
the Beattie press to permit them to do 
so. Thousands of men are looking to 
the Seattle papers for information re­
lating to mining in the Yukon, and here 
we have the most important regulation 
yet adopted carefully concealed from 
them. This is certainly à very strange 
Jipe of action on the part of our Seattle 
contemporaries, and we confess to a 
great’deal of surprise that the Times of 
that city has been a party to it. We 
would not expect anything else from the 
Poet-Intelligencer. The reason why the 
regulation has been suppressed is be­
cause if it were made known in Seattle 
there would be an instant stampede of 
intending miners to Victoria.

THE REASON WHY.

The Times asks why the Colonist is 
not punished ior its outrageous con­
tempt of court. The answer is that the 
Colonist has committed no contempt of 
court, and the Colonist wishes to add 
that it is amazed at the extraordinary 
conception of the rights of the press 
which the Timee seems to hold.

In this province there are a few news­
paper men with very limited experi­
ence of affairs, who rim away with the 
notion that in some mysterious way the 
courts have a right to control the utter­
ances of newspapers. This idea ought 
to be dispelled. The judgee of the land 
are not in the slightest degree different 
from other people in reepect to their 
powers to control the press. There ie 
only one case in which a court hae a 
right to interfere, by the exercise of ite 
summary jurisdiction, with the utter­
ances of a paper, and that is where a 
case is actually on trial and the paper 
makes each comments upon it as are 
calculated to prevent justice from being 
fairly and impartially administered. 
Thus, if while a court ie in aeesion en­
gaged in trying a case, a newspaper 
should eay to the presiding judge that 
it wae hie duty to do a certain thing, 
that might be a contempt of court. So, 
likewise, if a newspaper should, daring 
a trial, express such views as would be 
likely to influence the jury in any way 
or prevent testimony from being 
given, that would be a contempt 
of court. But it is not a con­
tempt of court to say that A. B. who 
has been charged with an offence against 
the criminal law deserves severe punish­
ment, or to comment upon the nature of 
the evidence submitted after it hae been 
passed upon by the tribunal before which 
it ie given, or to expreae views upon the 
line of defence that hae been adopted or 
the manner in which the prosecution has 
been conducted. These things are not 
contempts of court, but are simply a fair 
and legitimate commentary upon the 
newe of the day, which every paper hae 
a perfect right to make, and which right 
ie an essential part uf the liberty of the 
preee upon which all British subjects 
bo set themselves.

In order that a contempt of court may 
be committed there must be some court 
actually in session which can be treated 
with contempt. In the case of a magis­
trate holding a preliminary examina­
tion no contempt can be committed ex­
cept actually in the presence of the 
magistrate himself. An inferior juris­
diction has only such statutory powers 
to punish for contempt as have been 
given to it by the legislature in order to 
enable it to maintain order during its 
seeeions, and it has no power to take

TAKE PLENTY OF FOOL.

The Post-Intelligencer wishes the Ca­
nadian government to co-operate with 
the United States government in pre­
venting persona from ' going into the 
Yukon who have not plenty» of supplies. 
We hardly see how the governments of 
the two countries can act. The subject 
ia wholly a practical one. Does the Se­
attle paper propose that the United 
States government shall be allowed to 
say that no man shall enter a portion of 
Canada unless he has with him a certain 
amount of provisions ? We hardly think 
it can mean that. And yet, if thie ie not 
what is meant, there is no use of sug­
gesting that the United States govern­
ment should do anything in the prem­
ises. Canada cannot for a moment per­
mit the officials of another country to 
eay who shall and who shall not enter 
her territory. To do so would be to sur­
render one of the most important attri­
butes of sovereignty.

Nor can we see how the Canadian gov­
ernment can very well undertake to di­
rect that no man shall go into the Yukon 
unless he hae food enough with him to 
laet a year. Many persona will go there 
with not the least intention of remain­
ing, In cases of emergency, each as ex­
isted last autumn, it was expedient to 
turn back people who were clearly with­
out food enough to last them until 
spring, because it wae clear that they 
could not procure more food in the coun­
try ; but to eay now that people ehall 
not enter the Yukon valley unless 
equipped with a certain amount of pro­
visions would be an interference with 
the liberty of movement of individuals 
and with ordinary business affaire that 
could hardly be tolerated in a free coun­
try.

Alike Responsible for Their 
Productions.

Albany, N.Y., Jan. 20.—Senator Ells­
worth to-day introduced in the state 
senate a bill which combines hie anti­
cartoon bill ot last year with the libel 
law and providea a penalty of imprison­
ment for not less than one year nor more 
than five, with a fine of $1,000, for pub­
lishing a paper containing any licentious 
or degrading matter of any kind. It 
provides that each paper published must 
contain a statement of the names of the 
publisher and all the editors, the penal­
ty being inflicted not alone on the pub­
lisher, but any of bis agents either in the 
publishing or distribution of the papers. 
An indictment for violation of the act 
need not set forth the particular issue of 
the paper nor any part of the matter 
contained therein. Upon the trial either 
party may put in evidence a file of the 
paper or any abstract from any issue and 
such file or abstract shall be prima facie 
evidence of guilt. Whenever there shall 
have been two or more convictions the 
farther publication ot the paper pub­
lished by each persons shall be unlawful 
and the attorney-general is directed to 
begin an action for tbe forfeiture of the 
charter if it be a domestic concern.

that the community is full of people 
whom the churches do not touch, and 
who will not listen to what the clergy 
have to say upon religions subjects. 
They have not thought along the lines 
upon which the thonght of the clergy 
usually runs. To them the lan­
guage of the pulpit is a jargon 
having no special meaning. They 
will not listen with the least patience to 
ordinary preaching. Yet they desire to 
be instructed upon things relating to re­
ligion. A newspaper addresses each 
Sunday thousands of such people and 
has âh opportunity of directing their 
thoughts towards this, the greatest of 
all subjects, which opportunity it ought 
not to neglect. We may tell our critic 
that there are very few people who are 
utterly careless about religion. The in­
difference which may assume is superfi­
cial. Thousands would like to have 
lines of thought on religious subjects 
suggested to them which they can fol­
low, bat they will not follow ex-cathedra 
propositions, no matter from whom they 
emanate. They see science and discov­
ery unveiling the secrets of nature and 
they ask if these unfoldings can be 
reconciled with what religion teaches. 
It has been the object of the Colonist to 
reach this class, and it knows that it 
does so. It knows that it reaches each 
Sunday a “ congregation ” several times 
greater than that reached by any minis­
ter of the gospel in the province, and it 
thinks it appreciates its duty to the peo­
ple of whom it is composed quite as 
fully as any minister of the gospel ap­
preciates his duty to the congregation 
which he addresses. It hopes also that 
it does what it conceives to 
be its duty towards them with as 
great conscientiousness. It knows from 
many expressions of opinion from people 
in all walks of life, in the churches and 
out of them, that it has helped hundreds, 
and it haa the satisfaction of 
knowing that not a week passes but 
that some one and often many 
express their thanks for the new light 
which it has cast upon what is to all 
men a paramont subject.

So far from attacking Christianity, 
the Colonist has endeavored to show 
the extreme reasonableness of Christian­
ity, to demonstrate that, when one stops 
to think it, it involves more of a mental 
effort to reject the principles of Chris­
tianity than it does to accept them. It 
has sought to show how at all times, in 
all countries and in all races there have 
been found evidence of divine guidance, 
and how immeasurably superior to them 
all in its applicability to the present 
needs of humanity is the simple Gospel 
preached by Christ. It has endeavored 
to show how the heavens declare the 
glory of God, and how perfectly in accord 
with the laws prevailing in the physical 
uaivèrtè Are those which Christianity 
claims as existing in the moral universe. 
Is not this worth doing? When thous­
ands of men and women are asking if 
thé God whom their fathers, worshipped 
is more tnan a m-;fl 1£ it i8 not
true that science has left for Him no 
place In the universe, is it not worth 
while to endeavor to point out to them 
that so far from sci'.noe having done 
this, it has demons'^ated the necessity 
for His existence ?.. We grant that in do­
ing this the Cor .onist has not employed 
the phrases r ^ted by theologians. It 
has used ti ^ language of the laboratory, 
the work yfcop, the street and the Bible; 
but it • xtdteeses' people who understand 
each (assuage and not the other. It is 
cYavieced of nothing so much as of the 
{act that the principles of Christianity 
ace the fundamental principles of the 
spiritual universe, and in perfect har­
mony with the laws of the physical uni­
verse, and it has tried in its humble 
way to make this clear to its readers. 
Evidently it has not done so to the rev­
erend gentleman who makes the attack 
upon it above referred to. This it very 
greatly regrets, but it does not feel 
called upon to cease from what it be­
lieves to be its duty because one person 
misunderstands its object.

In a circular setting forth the attrac­
tions of this city, issued toy on enter­
prising Victoria house, the cost of the 
parliament building is pot at $3,000,000. 
This is nearly four times what it actually 
cost ; but we suppose in these Klondike 
times a • little exaggeration like that is 
only “ proper amplification,” to quote 
the language of the Central News Agency 
of London, which from a Corean des­
patch of three words built up a story 
column and a half long.

A proposal has been made in the 
United States House of Representatives 
to spend $300,000,000 in increasing the 
regular army. It did not carry, but its 
introduction is significant of a movement 
on foot in that country. The army is 
not intended for foreign service, but to 
be employed at home to keep the dis­
contented classes in check.

U this is the law of onr parliament, then 
all that a government has to do, if there 
is any public matter which it does not 
wish to see ventilated upon the floor of 
the legislature, is to have a friendly suit 
or prosecution instituted, in which the 
matter in question will arise, and keep 
the proceedings alive through the ses­
sion. We do not believe that any such 
nonsensical rule exists, and if the legis­
lature of British Columbia is absurd 
enough to vote that its mouth can be 
closed in this way, it had better proceed 
immediately thereafter to pass a resolu­
tion adjourning its sessions without day, 
and asking the lieutenant-governor to 
dissolve the house so as to permit the 
voters to elect men who have some con­
ception of the fundamental rights of a 
free people.

We say that if any member of the 
house shall offer to bring np for discus­
sion the guilt or innocence of the 
defendants in the libel suits, he 
might very properly be ruled 
out of order ; but if he should 
bring up the connection of the Hon. 
Messrs. Turner and Pooley with any 
incorporated company for discussion, he 
would be debarred from proceeding only 
by those rules of debate which prevent 
comment upon the private business 
affairs of individuals. The connection 
of the Hon. Messrs. Turner and Pooley 
with mining companies is no more a 
proper subject for loose discussion on 
the floor of the legislature than is the 
manner in which, say, Mr. Cotton 
manages his newspaper, or Mr. Williams 
conducts his law practice, or Mr. Ken­
nedy rnns a saw mill. - If any member 
desires to have others refrain from 
discussing his private business in the 
house, he need only ask the protection 
of Mr. Speaker, and it will doubtless be 
granted at once. But if any member 
think he can estanlish that any minis­
ter has used his official position cor­
ruptly or otherwise to advance his per­
sonal interests, he is at liberty to formu­
late his charge and demand a commit­
tee to investigate it. Snch a demand 
would not be answered by saying that a 
libel prosecution has been begun in 
which the same point is involved.

Such at least is the view of 
this paper, and if a contrary rule 
is allowed to prevail in British Col­
umbia, the Colonist will have the sat­
isfaction of knowing that its voice has 
been raised for the fullest freedom of 
discussion, consistent with the right of 
every man to preserve his purely private 
affairs from being made public.

MAILS TO THE KLONDIKE.

It appears that ont of six United 
States mails sent into the Yukon from 
the head of Lynn canal since July 6 last 
only two have reached their destination, 
and that no Canadian mails have got 
through at all. In view of the fact that 
people are coming and going constantly, 
this seems a very extraordinary thing. 
We are told that many persons who 
.b#ve beep sent into the Yukon by peo­
ple contemplating investment there 
find themselves completely at a stand­
still for lack of their Correspondence 
and that the persons whom they repre­
sent are equally at a loss to know what 
to do. In addition to this there is 
naturally very much disappointment 
and anxiety on the part of the families 
of people who are in the Yukon coun­
try-, due to the failure of the mail-car­
riers to get through with the letters in 
their charge,

Tnre think everyone will agree with us 
in saying that this matter needs to be 
looked into at once. Men are com1 
out from Dawson nearly every days The 
only people who do not seem ablotooome 
through are those who have a contract 
with the government to do so. The 
postal authorities ought to investigate 
this and try to discover some means of 
inducing the mail carriers to do what 
they have undertaken to do.

TO A CORRESPONDENT.

The Colonist is in receipt of a letter 
from a clergyman, complaining that this 
paper has printed daring the last few 
months “ outrageons attacks upon 
Christ and Christianity.” We shall not 
discuss the first part of the charge with 
anyone. We simply say to the reverend 
gentleman that if lie can find one word 
in the Colonist that can by the most 
ingenious perversion of language be con­
strued to be an “attack upon Christ’ ’—we 
hesitate in writing the words—we hope 
he will quote it at his earliest possible 
convenience. If he cannot do so, 
and we know he cannot, we hope 
he will realize that he owes the Colonist 
an ample apology. We feel inclined to 
think that the reverend gentleman did 
not fully weigh his extraordinary lan­
guage, otherwise we should employ very 
much stronger terms in characteriz­
ing it.

On the second point, that the Colonist 
has printed attacks upon Christianity, 
we have no objections to saying a few 
words, because we know that many peo­
ple regard as an attack upon Christian­
ity anything which does not happen to 
chime with the particular formula of 
words which they use when speaking 
about religion. Yet the man who says 
that any of the articles which have ap­
peared in the Sunday ' edition of the 
Colonist are attacks upon Christianity 
must have a perfectly unique conception 
of the meaning of words. We know that 
the articles were not written to attack 
Christianity, but expressly for a con­
trary purpose. Possibly odr critic does 
not know it, but it is true nevertheless,

COWICHAN COUNCIL.
The Newly Chosen Representatives of the 

Municipality Hold Their First 
Meeting.

Cowichan, Jan. 17.—The new council 
held its first meeting to-day—all familiar 
faces with one exception. Mr. F. S. 
Leather occupied the chair formerly 
filled by Mr, W. H. Elkington. The 
Reeve (Mr. T. A. Wood) according to 
his custom, gave a summary of the most 
important matters which would demand 
the attention of the council. After ex­
pressing his regret at being unable to at­
tend the public meeting on the 8th inst. 
on account of illness in his family, he 
said they had a serious problem before 
them in the section of last year’s act re­
quiring municipalities to provide their 
own police and prisons, maintain order 
and punish misdemeanors within their 
borders. Another effort must be made 
to secure the satisfactory working of 

"their pounds by-law. The rectification 
of the boundaries of their district had 
become a subject of great importance 
owing to the opening up of mines of 
large possibilities. It bad become evi­
dent that portions of the most frequent­
ed roads would not stand the increasing 
traffic, and it would be necessary to lay 
down a more permanent road-bed. The 
Reeve then made the following appoint­
ments:

Treasurer, Councillor F. S. Leather! 
finance committee, Conn. H. Bonsall 
and W. Herd ; health and fire committee, 
the Council, Councillor W. C. Duncan 
chairman ; licensing commissioners, H. 
Bonsall, James Evans, J.’s P. ; Council­
lors W. C. Duncan and W. Herd.

The iconncil reappointed their ‘clerk, 
collector, assessor and health officer, and 
it was decided to call for tenders for tbe 
office of road inspector on a new basis, 
salary partly fixed and partly commis­
sion on the amount expended in con­
tracts.

Councillor Duncan and the road in­
spector reported as to their survey of a 
line for a road to connect with the trail 
to Genoa Mill that they had found an 
excellent grade, but constrnctiin would 
be somewhat costly—about $1,400—on 
account of rock.

BRITISH SURPLUSSES.
Their Period Coming to an End and Higher 

Taxation in Prospect.

London, Jan. 20.—In the course of an 
interesting reference to revenue last 
evening, the chancellor of the exchequer 
said he thonght the period of surpluses 
was coming to an end. There wonid be 
a surplus for the present year, but there 
would be so many claims to be satisfied 
that it was unlikely that taxation would 
be reduced. He said no effort would be 
made to supply the deficiency of sailors 
in the navy, and confirmed Mr. Cham­
berlain’s previous announcement as to a 
West India grant. With respect to the 
financial position and prospects of India, 
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach said that both 
had improved lately so much that he be­
lieved it would be unnecessary for Eng­
land to con tribute financial assistance in 
connection with the frontier war.

The officials of the United States 
customs at Seattle are endeavoring to do 
their utmost to prevent persons from 
sending goods North in transit to the 
Canadian Yukon in British bottoms. 
This ii contrary to the treaty of Wash­
ington and the whole custom of nations 
in their commercial arrangements. The 
Washington authorities say that they 
will make matters all right, bat, so far, 
have declined to issue the necessary 
regulations. It seems as though only 
one thing remained to be done by 
Canada, and that is to declare ingress 
to the Yukon by way of Lake Tagish 
stopped until arrangements permitting 
the passage of goods from the head of 
Lynn canal are put in force by the 
United States government.

We protest in the strongest possible 
way against any such miserable concep­
tion of liberty of speech and the liberty 
of the press as is implied in the conten­
tion that any man by instituting crim­
inal proceedings against another can pre­
vent the defendant from asserting his 
innocence, or from publishing to the 
world the facts npon which he relies to 
establish his innocence. If this were 
not true, then this country would cease 
to be fit for British subjects to live in; 
and it would be high time for the peo­
ple to rise in righteous indignation and 
.sweep away, not only the men who 
happsn for the time being to be at 

__the head of affaire, but the whole sys­
tem Of government under which such 
an interference with the xîvhtè oi the 
people is permitted. It may seem 
strange that the Colonist, and not the 
defendants in the libel cases, champions 
their right to assert their innocence 
when and how they like ; but the ques­
tion at issue in those cases is infinitely 
less in importance to the greater ques­
tion involved in the right of free speech,
V?lt Is also Said that the subject ffiàtter 
out of which the libels have arisen can­
not be discussed in tbe legislature be­
cause of a rule of the house, and that Mr. 
Speaker will so hold. We have not the 
rale at hand, but understand its Sub­
stance to be that no httEtt St issue in a 
legal proceeding can be inquired into or 
discussed on the floors of the house. 
Such a rule may be salutary, but it can­
not apply to the matter under consider­
ation. At least we submit such to be 
the law. Undoubtedly the legislature, 
may by its own rules debar itself from 
discussing anything, but the right of 
any member to bring before the house 
any subject which he may consider of 
public interest cannot be taken away by 
implication. There must be some special 
rule exactly meeting the case, 
question arises under any retie framed in 
that behalf, the house has itself the 
right to say how the rule shall be inter­
preted, and from that decision there is 

■ no appeal. Therefore, even if it be true 
as has been alleged, that Mr. Speaker 
will hold that the matters dealt with in 
the libels cannot be properly discussed 
by the house under its rules of order, it 
is quite competent for the house to over­
rule hie decision and take the case np.

We do not believe it can be properly 
held, under any reasonable construction 
of the rales of the house, that the sub­
ject matter out of which the libels arose 
may not form the subject of debate. We 
concede the advisability of avoiding the 
discussion of any question that is before 
the courts, and, therefore, agree with 
those who say that the house ought not 
to endeavor to ascertain whether those 
who have been proceeded against for 
libel have actually libelled the gentle­
men attacked. In other words the libel 
proceedings as snch are not legitimate 
subjects of consideration by the house 
under its rules, which rules are the law 
of the land. Bat to admit this is one 
thing, and to claim that by 
instituting proceedings for libel, 
any member of the government 
can close the month of the legislature 
and prevent a discussion of any subject 
of public interest, is to propound what 
we respectfully submit is rank nonseme.
