THE DEAL CONSUMMATED.

HOW THE TWO TELEGRAPH COM-
PANIES ARE DOUBLING UP,
g
Closing the Dominion Offices—Taking the Wires
Over ~Where the Surplus Operators Go--The
Western Union at the Head of Affairs-A

Rival Line.

The Great Northwestern telegraph com-
pany is now busy abeorbing the Montreal
and Dominion lines, or rather the Con-
solidated Western Union is absorbing the
whole box and dice of Canadian wires, in-
cluding the Noithwestern. The oflices of
the Dominion in this city have been closcd
and the wires taken over to the Moutreal
quarters. Mr. Dwight, general manager
of the Great Northwestern, is superintend-
ing the transfer in this city. All the branch

offices in Toronto of the Dominion have
been closed ; the branch offices of the Mon-
treal in this city will nearly all be retained
by the Northwestern. In fact theieisa
pronounced disposition on the part of the
Northwestern people to wipe out the
Dominion. from the face of the earth. 'So
far only three of the Dominion offices
throughout the country are to be retained—
Listowel, Whitby, and Napanee.

THE COUNTRY AGENCIES,

Of course there is great competition
throughout the country as to which agent
will be retained. One has got to go. The
one who can control the most basiness
should, and probably will, have the pre-
ference, irrespective of the old rivalries.
Mr. W. C. Humstone of the Western
Union is now going through the country
examining the rival offices in the cities.
He will select whichever agent appears to
him the best business man. The best proof
that the

WESTERN UNION REALLY CONTROLS
the whole thing is furnished in this fact of
Mr. Humstone coming over to make the
important appointments. Mr. Wiman also
pretended to appoint Mr. Roper as secre-
tary of the Great Nerthwestern, when it
is well known in the inner circles that the
Western Union put him there to look after
the money, as they have appointed anoth er
gentleman to look after the working of the
live. It is just as well for the public not
to forget that while the Great Northwestern
is the nominal owner, the Western Union
is the ter of the situation and p d
of the sinews of war.
THE SURPLUS OPERATORS,
The ten or twelve operators that were in
the service of the Dominion in this city
have all gone over to the Montreal, or
rather the Northwestern. But it is not
likely that many of them will stay. The
Western Union is drafting the best men out
of the country for their big offices in the
United States.. Thisis another evil attend-
ant on the consolidation. The Western
Union, now that they have the monopoly.
here, look upon the C. ian wires as
*¢ provincial,” and more or less one horse,
the business on which can be handled by
inferior operators, while all our good ones
will~ be sent #ito the states. The Great
Northwestern has not that incentive which
healthy rivalry gives, to employ good opera-
tors, to handle business rapidly and cor-
rectly. The service is liable to deteriorate
while rates have already advanced.
OPERATORS' WAGES.
It appears good operators are searee and
can command $85 to $90 a month froi the
Western Union ; the Great Northwestern
operators average $30 a month. It is mot
likely.many operators will have to go idle
by reason of the amalgamation.
INSTEAD OF RAISING RATES
the Great Northwestern eould have rsm
ably reduced them, or#.least maintafifed-
the twenty cent rate, For if heretofore
that rate was unproductive owing to the
divided business, now, under the consolida-
tion, the reduction in the cost of manage-
ment, the closing of  great numbers of
offices, the reduciion in the staff of epera.
tors and the like, the working expenses
have been cut down forty per cent. And
it is the working expenses that make up
the great bulk of the costs of telegraphy.
THE RIVAL LANE, .
The. Canadisn Mutual Unsidn is going
ahead, and before the snow is on/the ground
the wires will be working betWween Buffalo
and Toronto, and by next July they will
be in most of the Canadian cities. The
American Mutual Union is already, in
Buffalo, and ig fast;.stringing its wires to
Chicago and the west. The Mutual Union
is not making much show, but it has money
and men who understand the telegraphing
business thoroughly. Mr. Hosmer is at
the head of thelconcern, ard is pughing it
for all itis werth, So we will have com-
petition . after all, and that before many
months.

A World reporter learned late last night
that the Canadian Mutual was mrepdy at
work, and that poles ‘were now being de-
livered at Montreal from western Ontario.
The information can be. relied’'on and came
from headquarters. More wires will be
strufg in Canada in the nextiwelve months
than were ever strung in two years before.
The American Mutual and Canadian Mutual
are working together, and t}ley.have the
necessary capital to push their line ahead.
Within sixty days the American Mutual
will be able to send messages from Buffalo
into New York, and in nearly the same
time 'Toronto will be connected with Buffalo.

Jonathan Howland in 1803, and was the
mother of ten children—four sons and six
daughters. Of the latter three are dead
the former are all living, and are well-
known eitizens of Toronto, being in order of
seniority, Peleg, William, %Ienry and
Fred. In 1841 Mrs. ¥ )wland lost her
husband by death, and immediately there-
after came to Toronto, whither most of her
sons had come and established
themselves in busimess.

The break in the weather last night was
gladly welcomed. We have been so long

There is, in
lict, no quarter of the city wholly free from
it, for everywhere the dried-up ‘sewers are
breeding and exhaling the germs,

There was.a remedy for this evil, and The

The sewers ought to have been flushed,
and the corporation officials were criminally
careless because they did not order the
work done. Toronto is not like many other
cities ; it was not threatened with a water
famine, for it has the great lake at its
feet.

We say it advisedly that the corporation
oflicials have been guilty of a shamefu)
meglect of duty in this matter, Families
have been afflicted and lives have been lost

- —and in a moral sense there is blood on

somebody’s hands,

A LESSON FOR SMALL TOWNS.
To the Editor of The Toronto World.

Sir,—It is a conundrum to some people
to account for the rapidity with ‘which
some of our country hamlets and villages
arise to a prominent position while others
in the same vicinity remain in the diteh,
as it were, without any prospect of becom-
ing better. But when we look into the
matter more carefully it is easily explained.
The success of a town depends. not alto-
gether on its surroundings and privileges,
but partly on the men who are at the head
of :its affairs. This case has been illustrated
by two small villages on the N. & N. W.
railway, south of Hamilton. One of them,
about five years ago, was a céntral place of
the Grand river navigation, as well as a
central mart for grain coming from a dis-
tance and going to Hamilton. At present
it is one of the most backward villages in
the country, for the council were too
stingy to pay wages to get  the
water facilities repaired when it was neces-
sary, and lannched themselves into debt by
giving large bonuses tothdé N. &N. W.
railway. Instead of giving a bonus to help
the railway through, they should have ex.
erted all their power to prevent it. For
when this railway passed through the vil-
lage—then greatly reduced through the loss
of its water facilities—all the grain which
was carted to the town to be sold and man-
ufactured into flour, etc., was thereafter
shipped to Hamilton.

Two Women on Trial and both Acquitted—True
Bills—Civil Suits.

Judge Mackenzie Kresid?d over both the
general sessions and county court yester-
day. = He heard two criminal cases and dis-
posed of several civil suits.

THE CRIMINAL BUSINESS.

The first case taken up was that of ‘Mary
Reid, charged yith administeriog a noxious

One
night Mrs, Cooley’s baby took sick just after
drinking some milk. On the milk being ex-
amined it was found to contain copperas. The

uestion was how did the copperas get
there, and in the absence of accounting for
its presence in any other way, it was thought
that the girl must have placed the copperas
in the milk, and that it had been done by
design and not by accident. Several wit-
nesses were examined, but there was no
evidence that the girl had put copperas into
the milk. His honor thought there was no
evidence on which to ask for a conviction,
and he instructed the jury to acqnit the
accused, which was done accordingly. The
girl has always borne a good character, and
there were witnesses in court ready to
testify to her respectability. Tl

James McCabe was called but did not ap-
pear, and a_bench warrant was issued for
his arrest. Bench warrants were also issued
for George Gardiner, Wm.

Downgs,
Wm. Hargraves, Joseph Duggan, Patrick
McMahon, and Denis Connors, none of
whom answered to their names when call-
ed upon for arraignment Orders to bring
up Frank Rooney and Thomas Jones were
also made by the court.

Margaret McCabe, alias Della Sayn_wpr,
was arraigned on a charge of receiving
stolen property. She was defended by Mr.
Marphy. This case, it will be remembered,
arose out of the theft of goods from Simp-

An order for
the entry of judgment, execution to issue
within thirty days, was granted.
