The mother of the
misérable family had ‘died veveral’ years age
insane, her reason having givem way under
She serrible atrain to which she {bad been
subjected. The poor woman had given
birth (of 11 ohildren between 1860 and
1874, and not one of her numerous offspring
was possessed’ of & sound mind. Nine
children are still living, one daughter,
possessed of a limited amount of intelli~
genoe, having been married. The remaining
elght are cared for by their. father in his
home, which was in & mosas_deplorable cone
dition when Secretary Ogrt and zmeuhc
of the Committes visited the place;* Five of
the children are driveling idiots, past all
bope of improvement, while the other three
are somewhat brighter., The oldest child
is the worss of ' all, . soarcely. -pes-
sessing the 'instinots of wn animal.
He sits a8 & window all day long, and
from the constant swaying of his body ‘hz
worn a hole in ‘the window-sill where hi
head toughes the woodwork. Mr, Miller
expressed a deep affection for his unfortun-
ate children, He said they were fed well
and seemed happy, though he was not abie
keep them well clothed on agcouns of

and Mres, Miller were blood cousins of the
first degree, and to this fact alone the mem-
bers of the Committee attributed the imbe~
cility of their offspring. The fathep, how-
ever, had mo explanation for the matter,
and he looked upon the affliction as a stroke
of Providence,

A singular phase of the affair is that the
Committee can find no legal way of reaching
the case. .

Dr. Oart said yesterday :+ “This is the
most deplorable case that has ever come
under my notice, The father does not seem
to comprehend his responsibility, Three of
the boys are able to work on the farm,
as long as the physical wants of the chil=
dren are satisfled Mr. Miller is contented,
When I asked what would become of these
children when he died he answered Sbat he
had mot thought of such a contingency.
