The Premier Explains Why Mr.

The Minister of Justice Urged That an Ap:

‘ the Manitoba Question—His Views on

General Ottawa News. :
Ottawa, Ont., March 26.—The Cabi-
get changés which I announced
last week took place to-day, but they
are completely overshadowed by the-an-
pouncement that Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper has resigned his portfolios. The
Minister of Justice has not attended the
meetings of the Cabinet for the past'two
or three days. Yesterday this fact be-
gan to be commented upon and to-day
sulminated in a report that he had ten-

jered bis resignation. Your correspond-
mt set to work to verify the rumors
eurrent, and there seems not the slight-
st doubt of their accuracy. Sir Charles,
it appears, has no difference of opinion
with his colleagues on questions of policy
He shaped the decision of the Govern-
ment on the Manitoba school question
and it was his report in favor of a Re-
medial Order that was adopted by the
Cabinet. Where the Minister of Justice
differs from his colleagues is with refer-
ence to the subsequent action reached,
viz.: to meet Parliament before dis-
solving. A gentleman thoroughly well
posted in political affairs told me to-
night that he understood Sir Charles took
the ground that the action the Govern-
ment should bhave taken was to im-
mediately appeal to the country on. the
great issue now before the people, that
this was the correct constitutional
course to follow. On the other hand it
is urged that one of the prerogatives of
the Premier is that he shall decide when
dissolution shall take place. In political
sirclés the hope is expressed that Sir
Charles may be induced to withdraw his
resignation. !

Dr. Montague Sworn In.

Hon. Dr. Montague was sworn in Sec-
retary of State this afternoon succeeding
Mr. Dickey, who goes to the Militia De-
partment.
< Mr. Dickey is now in Nova Scotia, call-
»d there by illness of his mother. He

Why Mr. Patterson Retired.

The Premier said to your correspon-
Jent that it was not true that Mr. Pa-
lerson was taken into the present Min-
lstry temporarily when the Ministry was
lormed. Previous to the departure of Sir
John Thompson for England last autumn,
Mr. Patterson had expressed a desire to
be relieved from the cares of office,owing
to ill-health, but the Premier had then
Jrefused to accept his resignation, urging
that possibly his health might be recu-

rated before a session. When he (Sir

ckengie) formed his Cabinet, Mr. Pat-
ferson again remewed his request to be
allowed to retire, but the Premier had
Insisted upon his remaining. The change
jn portfalios to-day was the outcome of

r. Patterson’s renewed request to be
relieved from the strain of departmental
work, his physician having peremptorily
prdered him to resign his office.  The
ytatement in cértain newspapers that
there is any iriction between the Premier
and Mr. Patterson is utterly untrue.

Subsequent
issues must be sold by tender to  the
highest bidders, with suitable provision
for keeping out parties hostile to the
undertaking.

All contracts for construction, for
leasing rolling stock, or electric power,
must be at reasonable prices and subject
to the vote of two-thirds in value of the
shareholders.

Dividends are limited to’eight per cent.
ou the money actually invested in capi-
tal stock.

Powers of expropriation are limited to
such cases as may be approved by reso-
lution of the municipal council, certified
to by County Judge.

On all electric roads extending more

than one mile beyond the limits of any
city, town or incorporated village, Sun-
day service is forbidden.
: Municipal councils, at the instance of
interested parties, may bring action to
compel the observance of the provisions
of the act,

FREIGHT FERRIES ACROSS THE LAKE

A Company Formed to Operate Ferries Be-
tween Oak Orchard, N.Y, and Port
Hope, Ont

Buffalo, March 26.—As a result of a
favorable report by the Board of Rail-
road Commissioners, engineers to-day
began staking out the line for a new
railroad between Batavia and
Oak Orchard Harbor, on Lake Ontario.
Coincident ‘with the beginning of work
ou this railroad, the American and Canas
dian Navigation Company has been in-
corporated at Trenton, N.J., for the pur-
pose of operating two freight and pas-
senger ferries between Oak Orchard Har-
bor and Port Hope .and Cobourg, Canada.
The Navigation Company will at once
| begin the comstruction of twe steam
ferries, each 255 feet in length, with
45 feet beam, 10 1-2 feet draught. Each
will carry 26 loaded cars, and will be
equipped with ice-breakers so that they
can run all the year round. It is said
that the company has made large con:
tracts for carrying coal to Canada. The
cars will put aboard the ferries
rigl:lt from the track of the new rail-
road.

Ex-Warden Laviolette Dead.
Montreal, March 26.—Godfroi Lavio-
lette, warden of the " penitentiary of
St. Vincent de Paul from 1881 to 1887,
died this morning from paralysis of the
brain at the residence of his son, Dr.
Camille Laviolette. Hé¢ was in his 68th
year. He retired on his pension in 1887,
after the terrible ordeal he went through
at the time of the revolt of the con-
victs on April 24, 1886. After he had
been overpowered by the mutineers they
sought to use him as a shield against
the fire of the guards, but he ordered
the latter to do their duty. The revolt
was quelled, but the warden had received
three bullet wounds; one convict had
been killed and several wounded. He was
complimented at the time for his heroic
action by Lieut.-Governor Masson,
Hector Langevin ;and the late Sir John
Thompson. :

‘In his youth he learned tin and copper
smelting in Toronto, worked at his trade
a short time in Hamilton and after a
brief residence in St. Catharines drifted
ta Detroit in 1848. His death was
caused by his leaving a sick bed to as-
sume command at a fire which threat-
ened to do extensive damage. He re-
tired from active service on Feb. 9 last,
He has relatives in Canada residing in
the neighborhood of Thorold.

MOST FIGHT THE COUNCIL

P

THE LEGISLATURE REFUSES X0
HELP THE AQUEDUCTERS.

Hard Contest at Parliament Buildings As
to Compelling a Submission of the
Agreement to the People—Both Sides
Have to Give Way—Toronte May Issue
Four Per Cent. Bonds.

The bill of the Aqueduct Co. greatly,
enlivened the proceedings of the Private
Bills Committee yesterday morning. The
promoters were out bright and early,
but those opposing the bill did not allow
themselves to be outdone. City Counsel
Fullerton fought the measure on beball
of the City Council, and he was backed up
by Ald. Shaw, Hallam, Lamb and Crane.
J.'D: Edgar, M.P., and Ald. Leslie argued
for the compauny. The result was that
the: two parties, after a long discussion,
agreed upon B compromise—the City
Council agreeing to the striking out of
the first clause of their bill empowering
them to expropriate Jand within 60
miles instead of 30, sfas to enable them,
if mecessary, to go T Lake Simcoe for
water, and the company withdrawing
the sectioms of their bill compelling the
City Council to refer the Aqueduct agree-
ment to the people on receipt of a peti-
tion signed by, 1000 electors.

The Aqueduct Company objected to the
elause in the city bill on the ground that
it interfered with their rights.

When the objection was raised by Mr.
Edgar, Hon. J. M. Gibson, the chairman,
remarked that last year the company ob-
tained a bill which seemed to satisfy
them very well.
again asking the Legislature to enforce
certain things on Toronto on certain
terms, and requesting that bylaws should
be submitted to the ratepayers whether
they wanted them or not. It was a most
unusual thing, and for his part he was
inj favor of leaving both parties severely,
where the committee left them last year.

Mr. Edgar then got in a speech in
which he gave a general history of the
company, one of his main points being
that the company had complied with the
charges in the matter of obtaining stock
subscribed to the extent of $1,000,000,
Sg(t)b a cash deposit on the same of $100,-

With regard to the referendum clause
Mr. Fullerton raised a techmical objec-
tion that no neotice had been given to
cover legislation of this kind. The bill
was not enlarging powers but giving
something absolutely new.

Not Unreasonable, Says Mr. Edgar.

Mr. Edgar contended that they were
not asking for any unreasonable thing.
They simply proposed a distinct vote
yea or may on an agreement printed in
black and white, and he argued that the
submission of railway bonus bylaws in
the past formed ample precedent for
such a proceeding. :

Mr. Gibson: I can- understand thédt
as applying to railroads, but this is a
case of a bylaw affecting the whole
municipal government of the city of
Toronto. The whole 'point is that your
company think they can get from the
ratepayers something better than they
can gef from the council. .

Mr. Edgar: We believe we can. When
it is remembered that we propose to sup-
ply at one cent per horse-power that
which the present companies charge
seven and five cents for, you can quite
understand why the council oppose it,
you can understand that there aré many
vested interests in the city that want
to keep their monopoly. The council are
almost evenly dlvi.(fed on this subject.

Mr. Gibson: Then you will have to
work away gt the coumcil. We cannot
give you special legislation to ' compel
the council to enter into an agree-
ment with you.

Badly Defeated at the Polls.

Mr. Crawford pointed out that the
company made this question an issue at
the last munieipal elections, with the
result that they were badly defeated.

Mr. Gibson: I do not think, Mr.edgar,
if you hammer away until ‘doomsday
that you will get this House to grant
what you ask.

Mr. Whitney asked on what principle
the company wished to withdraw the
control of -contracts from the City Coun-
cil, in reply to which Mr. Edgar re-
peated his arguments anent vested in-
terests. Several of the aldermen called
out, “Name, name.” ‘Mr. Edgar answer-
ed: ““Ald. Lamb is a large holder of
gas stock,” ““Who else?”’ shouted the
querists. ‘““Ald. Oliver,” answered E. A.
Macdonald.

Mr. Whitney; Why don’t the company
break up the monopoly? I do not see
why the A_»eople's representatives cannot
be trusted in this matter; you trust
them {n other matters where there may
be vested interests at stake.

Aldermen Not Monopolists.

Ald. Hallam: It ill-becomes Mr. Edgar
to come here and say the aldermen are
monopolists.

Ald. Leslie asserted that, as a . result
of the last election, 17 pledged suppor-
ters of an agreement with the company
were returned through some influence
which he was not in a position to ex-
pose definitely; a certain number of
these had gone back on their pledges.
He believed that if they were to place
themselves before the electorate
to-morrow fthey would be defeated.
He had given notice that at the next
meeting of council he would make & mo-
tion in favor of submitting the question
to the people, and ke was confident it
would carry. He asked the committee
to defer action on the clause until after
that vote. ;

Ald. Saunders : -Will you name the 17th?
I think Ald. Leslie is making a misstate-
ment. g

Ald. Leslie: I am making no mistake.

Mr. Haycock got in a very pertinent
question here. “ Do I understand,” said
he, “that a large majority of the City
Council are in favor of submitting this
agreement o the people?”

* Yes,” answered Ald. Leslie.

“ Well, then, why do you come to us
to ask us to compel the council to sub-
mit the question to the electorate 7"
asked Mr. Haycock.

Cries of “ Hear, hear!” followed.

Ald. Leslie said there was no machin-
ery to allow them to do this. ‘‘ If there
is no machinery,”” said Mr. Whitney,
““let the 17 aldermen resign.” —(Laugh-
ter.)

Mr. Gibson: I think the eity should
strike out the first clause of their bill
and the company do the same with this
referepdum section.

St John on Referendums.

Mr. 8t. John: I submit that the prin-
ciple of referendum is not a vicious but
a salutary principle.

Mr. Gibson: Yes, but the referendum is
generally done at the instance of some
outside rty. .

Hamilton Herald: There is some talk
in Toronto of giving Toronto
people the benefit of Thomas L. Willson's
discovery of -cheap gas for illuminating
purposes. Hamilton requires cheap gas
too. Mr. Willson recently stated that
the new gas could be produced at a cost
of five cents a thousand feet, and it
is so easily manufactured that the con-
sumer can make it in his own back yard
or avy other place that happens to be
haudy. One of Mr. Willson's claims -is
that there is less danger in using
acetylene than in using ordinary coal
gas. It is to be hoped that this claim
is well founded. Water gas is no new
thing. Some years ago when B. B,
Osler, ‘Q.C., lived in Dundas his house
lit with water zgas mafufactured
on the premises. One night the gas
exploded and Mr. Osler's house was
burned down and water Zas at ouce be-
unpopular. An incident of that
was that Mr. Osler’s servant girl,
who was sleeping at the top of the
housg, was heroically rescued by Mr.
Osler, who nearly-lost his own life in
saving hers. He carries the scars of
his heroism on his face and his hands
to this day.

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EXPORTS OF FARM PRODUCE

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE DOMINION
MINIST R OF AGRIOULTURE,

Returns Showing the Imports and Exports
of Farm Stock-Canada's Ouiput of

' Cheese Reaches High Water Mark-En-
couraging Increase in the Egg and
Poultry Exports.

Ottawa, March 26.—The annual report
ol the Minister of Agriculture was issued
to-day. . Summarizing last year's har-
vest, it says the season of 1894 was
characterized in many parts of the Do-
minion by unusual drought. In the cen-
tral and western districts of Ontario the
dry weather begam shortly before the
fall wheat harvest, but did not affect
that important crop, the yield of which
waa good, and above the average of past
years. The continued dry weather re-
sulted in & shortening of the straw of
spring sown grain, but did not material-
ly lessen the crop. The yield of spring
wheat all through Ontario, as reported,
was above the average; but barley and
oats, although both have given larger
returns than in 1893, have fallen some-
what below the average é] past records.
The hay crop was a littl¢ less than the
average, and during the/latter part of
the summer the pasture fields were parch-
ed to such an extent as to lessen for a
time the output of dairy products, butr
later and copious rains restored them to
their usual freshmess. The eastern por-
tion of the province had sufficient rainfall
throughout the season, and crops of all
sorts gave encouraging yYyields. The fruit
crop was not heavy, but the quality gen-
eally good.

There were jmported into Canada
last year 4182 cattle, 86,771 sheep,
197 pigs and 1663 horses and mules.

It will be noticed that the number of
sheép exported has been very largely
increased, evidencing the fact that Cana-
dian mutton is finding a largely grow-
ing favor in the markets of the United
Kingdom.

Prof. McEachran reports that not a
single animal exported showed ~any
sign in the least degree suspicious 6l con-
tagious disease. The inspec 8 before
shipment were rigidly carried out; 80
cattle and 17 sheep were either detain-
ed or rejected by the inspectors, 16 of
which were lame or injured in the land
transport, 2 were in poor condition from
age, 2 were found affected with tuber-
culosis, 1 with mange and 59 with
lumpjaw. The sheep rejected were
lame or injured. The animals collected
for shipment came from all parts of the
Dominion, with the exception of British
Columbia, and the fact of their freedom
from lung disease is an evidence of the
healthy state of Canadian cattle. The
inspection was in every case made by
daylight.

Eggs and Poultry.
The egg and poultry export trade
shows an encouraging increase.

In 1888 our exports to Great Britain
amouunted to 2379 dorzen of eggs, valued
at $262; the following year it had drop-
ped to 98 dozen, valued at $18. The
effect of the McKinley law is seen in
the three years 1891, 1892 and 1893.

France
aeaded the list last year with 85,121,740
doren, Germany came next with 27,618,-
400 dogen, Belgium next with 19,857,-
680 dogen. The United States sent only
421,260 dogen, the total import amount-
ing to 111,394,190 doeen, valued at
one-third of the whole quantity im-
p ported, and Germany came next with
about a fourth of the value. Belgium
followed with nearly a fifth, It will be
seen from this that there is a great
market for eggs in the United Kingdom
at good prices, which should be an in-
centive to egg dealers in this country
to bestir themselves to secure a greater
share of the trade,

The Flax Industry.

Hon. Mr. Angers calls attention to a
branch of agriculture assuming propor-
tions that bid fair to bring it promin-
:ntly into notice, viz., the cultivation of
flax, both from the value: of the seed
ag well as of the fibre, and to call the
attention of farmers to the advisability
of growing this crop for seed in Mani-
tob&, and for both seed and fibre in
Ontario. The price realized by the
flax eeed this year, the yield of which
in Ontario is estimated at ten bushels
per acre, the fibre being ‘also valuable,
whilst nearly double the amount of seed
is raised in Manitoba, the fibre, how-
ever, in that province being without
value, ranges at one dollar and upwards
per bushel. The Mennonite eettlers in
Manitoba grow flax in large quantities.
Manitoba seed finds a ready market in
Ontario; the flax mills of Baden in
Waterloo County paid out $150,000 to
the Pembina ‘Mennonite settlers for this
seed this year. These mills extract lin-

-was- very rapid

seed oil from the seed; and the residue,
known as flaxseed cake, finds a ready/
market in Europe. The mills abov

mentioned export 100 tons of this calkfe
per week to the United Kingdom. Verjy
little of this is consumed in Canada, only
an occasional carload being sent to Qué.
bee for feeding purposes, which realizég

1b,” Out of one bushel of flax seed abouit

for flax should not be too rich, whejre

the richness of the soil in Mauitgba ac-
counts for the fibre mnot posdgessing the
strength of that grown in Ontario. The
manager of the Baden mills expresses
the opinion, based on large experience,
that flax could not bes considered an
exhaustive crop as respects the goil,
but the land requires to be kept perfect-
ly clean. Owing to  the drought of
last summer in Manitoba, flax sown. in
May by the Mennonites did not come up
until Junpe, and after that its growth
and the sced ripened
well, . This rapidity of growth should
make it a v:mluabf:a crop_for the short
seasons of the Canadian Northwest, and
if the seed grown there affords the pro-
perties of the Baltic seed = grown in
similar conditions as respects lqnd and
climate, it may have a very cons:deravble
value for export to meet the growing
demand for the products of this indus-
try. /

EXORCISING A WITCH.

Diabolical Murder in Ereland of a Wife
Supposed to Be Possessed—Ten
reople lmplicated.
Waterford, Ireland, Mareh 27.~A most
extraordinary case of murder arising
from superstition was enquired into to-
day by the ppecial court of Clonmel, 26
miles from here. Ten persons were ar-
rained before the court, charged with
murdering & woman named Cleary be -
cause they supposed her to be a witch.
The prisoners included the murdered wo-
man’s husband and father. The evidence
showed that Cleary, believing his wife
bewitched, obtained a concoction from
an herbalist of the neighborhood. Then,
while th eother prisoners held the unfor-
tunate woman in bed, her husband forced

the concoction down her throat.

After this the suffering woman was
held over a fire and dreadfully seared
until she declared in the name of God
that she was not Cleary’s wife.

This torture was repeated on the fol-
lowing day, and in addition her hus-
band knocked her down, stripped of her
clothing, poured oil over ;her body, then
lighted it and the woman burned to
death in the presence of six male and
two female relatives. The prisoners,
were remanded, narrowly escaped lynch-
ing.

Runaway Husband Ran Down.

Hamitlon, March 26.—Mrs. Joseph Mit-
tenthal of Rochester, with the aid of
the police,  to-day located her husband,
Joseph Mijttenthal, who deserted his
wife and five children seven years ago.
The woman will take legal steps to
compel her recreant spouse to support
her, but it is doubted whether such an
action can lie in the Canadian courts.

Charles Olson, at Grand Rapids, Minn.,
Survives a Perilous Accident

Grand Rapids, Minn,, March 27.—The
case of the man living with the whole
toax of his head cut off and the brains
partly gome ' is agitating the surgeons
of Grand Rapids and vicinity. It has
been claimed by medical men that a man
could not Jive & minute with his brain
ruptured, but Charles Olson is disprov-
ing this statement, and the indications
are that he will recover his usual health.
A week ago Olson attempted to board

missed his footing and fell under the
wheels: His body was not mangled, but
his head was crushed so that the brains
ooged out upon the track. When the in-
jured man was picked up it was supposed
that he was dead. All arrangements
were ‘made for his funeral, but when sur-
geons were called they declared that
Olson was not dead, but simply in a
state of coma, resulting from his injuries.
The surgeons began to work on the man,
and by the use of electricity managed
partly to arousy Lim. It was supposed
that he could 1ast but a short time, as
much of the brain was gone; but, instead
of collapsing, the patient began to im-
prove, and in two d#ys was able to
take mild nourishment. He could not
speak, but seemed to comprehend what
was going on around him. His recovery
was rapid, and to-day he can sit up in
bed and sayi a few words, Olson remem-
bers nothing in regard to himself prior
to the accident, nothing of his past
life, and at first did not know his own
pame, The surgeons pronounce it one of
the strangest cases that have ever come
to their notice, and will have Olson,who
ig a solidly built young fellow of 23, ex-
amined by eastern specialists. A silver
plate has been put on Olson’s head, and
he is now doing well. He complains fre-
quently that he can feel nothing, and
that nothing he eats has any taste. He
has lost nearly 50 pounds since he was
hurt, but this does not seem to bother
him in the least.

The Grapd National on Friday.

On Friday, over the Aintree course, Liv-
erpool, wiil be rum the Grand National
Hunt Steeplechase of England. Every
thing’ connectad with this great race should
be of interest to American lovers of
steeplechasing, for it is possible that, now
as the National Cross Country Association
le formed, Americans may be treated to
a Grand National in the near future. Al-
ready we have an American Derby, next
October we are to have the first Ameri-
can Waterloo cup, and why not an Ameri-
can Grand National Steeplechasae ?

To mention the Grand National is at
omce te suggest the names of Lottery and
Jem Mason, who head the list of winners,
More tham half a century has passed since
Lottery wom the race. Ic,v?- recorded of
him that when others cGuld hardly rise
ap their fences, he seemed to jump as it
from a springboard. Tom Oliiver won
three Grand Nationals, and other races all
over the country; but as a horseman he
was much inferior to Mason. As a. boy,
Olliver had a hard life in the service ¢f
a 'horse-coper, in whose establishment sad-
dles werme scarce, and the lad did most of
his riding on barebacked animals; but as
a chiid he displayed a passion for rid-
ing, had mever been so happy as when
on 'a donkey, and is spokén of as going
wonderfuily well to ‘hounds on & broken-
kneed grey mare,

A very famous amateur was Captain Lit-
tle, the rider of Chandler in 1848. Chand-
ler was bred by a . farmer, and was by no
means & good looking inorse, but he early
showed promise, and when a noble pa-
tron of the sport asked his.owner, on going
—through the stables one day, whether he
had anything likely to wif the Grand Na-
tional, Chandler was shown. *‘I wouldn’t
have such a fiddle-headed brute in my
stable !”” was the answer. When the horse
won, carrying the owner’s colors, the pa-
tron aforesa:d ran down from the stand
and eagerly asked what horse was it that
won in such excellent ‘style. “ That’s the
fiddle-headed brute your lordship wouldn’t
have in your stable,” the owner replied.

Peter Simple, an impetuous horse with
wonderful action through dirt, took two
Liverpools. Abd-el-Kader, who took the
race in 1850 and in 1851, was the som of
a mare that worked the Shrewsbury coach,
Emigrant, winner in 1857, was certuinly a
race ‘horse, As a flat racer he was &
decided failure, but was ridden with the
Aticerstome houndd for two or three sea-
scns, where he showed such form that he
was put in training, and Boyce steered
bim home in front of 27 rivals.

Littie Charley, in 18568, was ridden to
victory by W. Archer, father of She cele-
braged jockey, Fred. Archer, and Anatis,
a Jyear later, gave Mr. ‘ Thomas’ the
first of his three winning mounts. A very
extraordinary thing about the victory of
Anatis was that the horse had not jumped
a fence a year before he won the Liver-
pool. Emblem, in 1863, and her sister
Emblematic, in 1864, won the race for Lord
Coventry in the hands of George Stevens.
Captain Coventry won the race in 1865,
a remark made advisedly, for it was sheer
horsemanship that got Alcibiades home a
bead in front of Hail Court.

The race was won in 1868 by The Lamb,
one.of the gamest and best little horses
tnat ever started for the Grand National.
The Lamb was again to the front in 1871,
and: was this time in the hands of Mr.
Tiomas, He carried 153 pounds,

By far the must remarkable horse that
ever raced for the Liverpool was Seaman,
wio won in 1882, He was bred by Mr.
Stamar Gubbins, and was a son-of Xeno-
phion. He won the first Liverpool Hunt
Steeplechase in 1881, and fairly spread-
eagied Mmis field, The evening of the
race.a party of turfites, among whom was
Lord Manners, gatiered at a Liverpool
hiotel, They twitted his lordship on the
fact that he had not the courage to ride
for the Grand Natignal., He was 80 net-
tled by their chaifing that he instantly
ctfered Mr. Gubbins £4000 for Seaman.
The oifer was accepted, and Lord Manners
then and there oifered to bet £5000 that
e wow.d ride and win the Grand Natiomal
on Sewmah thé next year, and he kept
his word.

The success of Voluptuary in 1884 up-
set a deeply rooted tuieory with regard
to Grand Nationals. It was an article
of faith that no horse except an experi-
enced dhoaser could win over the Liverpool
course. Voluptuary thad been looked upon
as a promising horse when owned by the
present Lord Kosebery, but he became
uncertain and was soid, coming into tae
charge of Mr. E. P. Wilson, who soon per-
celved we had found a prize. Mr. E. P.
Wiison, the rider of Voluptuary, next took
charge of Rogquefort, and in due course
also landed dim a winner, :

The German Emperor’s Birthday Greetings
to Prince Bismarck.

Friedrichsrube, March 26.—The Em-

peror and the Crown Prince started from

Berlin for Friedrichsruhe at 8.20 o'clock
this morning. The Emperor alighted
from his special train at Aumuehle, met
a &quadron of the Halberstadt Bismarck
Ouirassiers and other troops. Placing
himself at the head of the troops the
Emperor led the way to Friederichsruh,
where he met Prince Bismarck. The ex-
Chancellor drove in an open carriage to
the ground where the troops were sta-
tioned. He wore the helmet and uniform
of the Halberstadt Cuirassiers. The Em-
‘ peror led the troops to the front of the
Friedrichsruhe Manor House, along the

roadway leading to the Forest House.

No honors were paid to the Emperor,
| but only to Prince Bismarck.

When the Emperor, at the head of the
troops, arrived at the castle, the sol-
diers formed a half moon into Penfield.
The rain fell heavily, but the Kaiser sat
upon his horse, and Prince Bismarck
stood by the side of his carriage within
the curve of the military crescent. The
Emperor saluted Prince Bismarck, and
addressed him as follows: “Your Serene
Highness, our entire fatherland is pre-
paring to celebrate your birthday, in
which celebration I have the honor to
take"a prominent part to-day, at the
head of the army to which Your Grace
belongs. The troops bere assembled are
\a symbol of the army. A field sign is
requested, and I recognize that bebipd
these oops is the militia, compris-
ing alli the German people united?
This is @he field sign of the Elector of
the Brandenburg's field of success.
could not find a better present for you
than a sword, a/wymbol of the instru-
ment which you helped my grandfather
to forge, sharpen and wield. It is the
symbol of tLe historic time of blood and
iron. It is that means which never
fails in the hands of kings and princes—
also against home foes—and has been
tested against foreign enemies. In
memory of that memorable time you
will recognize the arms, Alsace-Lor-
raine, which form the end of a chapter
of history of two and five years. With
that remembrance I call upon the sol-
diers to present arms. Prince Bismarck,
hurrah!” : .

As the troops presented arms the bands
played, the soldiers shouted and Prince
Bismarck cried. Recovering his com -
posure, the Hx-Chancellor said: “I am
unable to thank Your Majesty for this
unparalleled honor.” He then kissed the
Kaiser's hands, and His Majesty urged
bhim to mount his earriage, whith Prince
Bismarck only did when the Crown Prince
had first entered the vehicle and taken
& seat to the right.

Then the Ex-Chancellor, escorted by
the Emperor, drove in front of the troops,
and after the rounds had been made the
troops filed past Prince Bismarck, the
Emperor personally leading Bismarck's
Cuirassiers. The Emperor left for Berlin
by special train at 3 o'clock.

The Fly in the Honey.

The Vossische Zeitung, while regretting
the decision of the Reichstag in regard
to Prince Bismarck, reminds its readers
that the majority of that House only
meted out his own measure to the ex-
Chaacellor. The paper recalls. Bis-
marck’s wrathful refusal to allow the
vote of condolence passed by the United
States Congress om the death of Herr
Lasker to be laid on the table of the
teichstag, although there was no conm-
stitutional objection to such action, and
says: “A man who carried personal
animosity beycnd the grave would not
have consented to comgratulate an op-
ponent on the oceasion of that oppon-
ent’s 80th birthday.” The Vossische Zei-
tung also recalls how Bismarck persecut-
ed boycotted and slandered his oppon-
ents, expelled officers from the army on
account of their political views, with-
held rewards and removed judges and
professors merely because of their pro-
gressive politics,
