The bill of the Aqueduct Co. greatly, 
enlivened the proceedings of the Private 
Bills Committee yesterday morning. The 
promoters were out bright and early, 
but those opposing the bill did not allow 
themselves to be outdone. City Counsel 
Fullerton fought the measure on behalf 
of the City Council, and he was backed up 
by Aid. Shaw, Hallam, Lamb and Crane. 
J. t>, Edgar, M.P., and Aid. Leslie argued 
for the company. The result was that 
the, two parties, after a long discussion, 
agreed upon. p. compromise—the City 
Council agreeing to the striking out of 
the first clause of their bill empow-ering 
them to expropriate Jand within 60 
miles instead of 30, sdtas to enable them, 
if necessary, to go to Lake Simcoe for 
water, and the company withdrawing 
the sections of their bill compelling the 
City Council to refer the Aqueduct agree­
ment to the people on receipt of a peti­
tion; signed by, 1000 electors.

The Aqueduct Company objected to the 
clause in the city bill on the ground that 
it interfered with their rights.

When the objection was raised by Mr. 
Edgar, Hon. J. M. Gibson, the chairman, 
remarked that last year the company ob­
tained a bill which seemed to satisfy 
them very well. Now they were back 
again asking the Legislature to enforce 
certain things on Toronto on certain 
terms, and requesting that bylaws should 
be submitted to the ratepayers whether 
they wanted them or not. It was a most 
unusual thing, and for his part he 
ini favor of leaving both parties severely 
where the committee left them last year.

Mr. Edgar then got in a speech in 
which he gave* a general history of the 
company, one of his main points being 
that the company, had complied with the 
charges hi the matter of obtaining stock 
subscribed to the extent of $1,000,000, 
and! a cash deposit on the same of $100,- 
000. 51 

With regard to the referendum! clause 
Mr. Fullerton raised a technical objec­
tion that no notice had been given to 
cover legislation of this kind, 
was not enlarging powers but giving 
something absolutely new.

Not I'nrcnsouable. Says Mr. AVznr.
Mr. Edgar contended that they were 

not asking for any unreasonable thing. 
They simply proposed a distinct vote 
yea or nay on an! agreement printed in 
black and white, and he argued that the 
submission of railway bonus bylaws in 
the past formed ample precedent for 
such a proceeding.

Mr. Gibson : X can understand thât 
as applying to railroads, but this is a 
case of a bylaw affecting the whole 
municipal government of the city of 
Toronto. The whole point is that your 
company think they can get from the 
ratepayers something better than they 
can get from the counciL 

Mr. Edgar : We believe we can. When 
it is remembered that we propose to sup­
ply at one cent per horse-power 
Which the present companies charge 
seven and five cents for, you can quite 
understand why the council oppose it, 
you can understand that there arfe many 
vested interests in the city that want 
to keep their monopoly. The council are 
almost evenly divided on this subject.

Mr. Gibson : Then you will have to 
work away the council. We cannot 
give yon special legislation to compel 
the council to enter into an agree­
ment with you.

Badly Defeated at the Folia 
Mr. Crawford pointed out that the 

company made this question an issue at 
the last municipal elections, with the 
result that they were badly defeated.

Mr. Gibson: I do* not think, Mr*£dgar, 
if you hammer away until ' doomsday 
that you will get this House to grant 
what you ask.

Mr. Whitney asked on what principle 
the company wished to withdraw the 
control of -contracts from the City Coun­
cil, in reply to which Mr. Edgar re­
peated his arguments anent vested in­
terests. Several of the aldermen called 
out, “Name, name.” Mr. Edgar answer­
ed: ‘“Aid. Lamb is a large holder of 
gas stock.” ‘“Who else?” shouted the 
querists. “‘Aid.

FIRE PRICESTrusts Corporation Ottawa, March 26.—The annual report 
of the Minister of Agriculture was issued 
to-day. Summarizing last year's har­
vest; it says the season of 1894 was 
characterised in many parts of the Do­
minion by unusual drought. In the cen­
tral and western districts ol Ontario the 
dry weather began shortly before the 
fall wheat ha it est, but did not affect 
that important crop, the yield of which 
was good, and above the average oi past 
years. The continued dry weather re­
sulted i.n k shortening of the straw of 
spring sown grain, but did not material­
ly lessen the crop. The yield of spring 
wheat all through Ontario, as reported, 
was above the average; but barley and 
oats, although both have given larger 
returns than iu 1893, have fallen some­
what below the average 
The. hay crop was a.littlé less than the 
average, and during the/latter part of 
the summer the pasture fiHda were parch­
ed, to such a-n. extent as to lessen for a 
time the output of dairy products, but 
later and copious rains restored them to 
their usual freshness. The eastern por­
tion of the province had sufficient rainfall 
throughout the season, and crops of all 
sorts gave encouraging yields. The fruit 
crop was not heavy, but the quality gen- 
eally good.

There were imported into Canada 
last year 4182 cattle, 38,771 sheep, 
197 pigs and 1663 horses and mules.

The animals collected 
for shipment came from all parts of the 
Dominion, with the exception of British 
Columbia, and the fact of their freedom 
from lung disease is an evidence of the 
healthy state of Canadian cattle. The 
inspection was in every case mode by 
daylight.

Charles Olson, at Grand Rapids, Minn.,
Survives a Perilous Accident

Grand Rapids, Minn., March 27.—The 
case of the man living with the whole 
tots of his head cut off and the brains 
partly gone is agitating the surgeons 
of Grand Rapids and vicinity. It has 
been claimed by medical men that a man 
could not live a minute with his brain 
ruptured, but Charles Olson is disprov­
ing this statement, and the indications 
are that he will recover his usual health.
A week ago Olsou attempted to board 
a moving train at Grand Rapids, but .

dozen, Germany came next with 27,518,- 
400 dozen, Belgium next with 19,857,- 
680 dozen. The United States sent only 
421,260 dozen, the total import amount­
ing to 111,394,190 dozen, valued at 
one-third of the whole quantity im­
ported, and Germany came next with 
about a fourth of the value. Belgium 
followed with nearly a fifth. It will be 
seen from this that there is a great 
market for eggs in the United Kingdom 
at good prices, which should be an in­
centive to egg dealers in this country 
to bestir themselves to secure a greater 
share of the trade.

185The Flax Industry.
Hon. Mr. Angers calls attention to a 

branch of agriculture assuming propor­
tions that bid fair to briug it promin­
ently into notice, viz., the cultivation of 
flax, both from the value of the seed 
ne well as of the fibre, aud to call the 
attention of farmers to the advisability 
of growing this crop for seed in Mani­
toba, aud for both seed and fibre in 
Ontario. The price realized by the 
flax seed this year, the yield of which 
iu Ontario is estimated at ten bushels 
per acre, the fibre being also valuable, 
whilst nearly double the amount of seed 
is raised in Manitoba, the fibre, how­
ever, in that province being without 
value, ranges at one dollar aud upwards 
per bushel. The Meunonite 
Manitoba grow flax in large quantities. 
Manitoba seed finds a ready market in 
Ontario; the flax mills of Baden in 
Waterloo County paid out $150,000 to 
the Pembina ‘Mennonite settlers for this 
seed this year. These mills extract lin­
seed oil from the seed,- and the residue, 
known as flaxseed cake, finds a 
market in Europe. . The mills 
mentioned export 10Ô tone of this 
lier week to the United Kingdom.

The Three Deported Exiles Suing the
Steamship Company for Damages.

Vancouver, March 26.—Some days ago 
a man named Houck, claiming to be a 
lawyer from Honolulu,- arrived here and 
proceeded to interest himself in the cases 
of the three deported exiles, Mueller, 
Cranston and Joihnstoue. Saturday 
night Mr. Kinney, judge advocate, who 
presided at the recent court-martial in 
Honolulu, arrived here. When interview­
ed Mr. Kinney -was very guarded in his 
statements, but it was ascertained that 
he had come here in connection with the 
suit instituted by the exiles against the 
Canadian-Australian Steamsiliip Co., the 
exiles claiming $50,000 damages each. 
The Hawaiian Government had to give 
the steamship company a bond to in­
demnify them against any action that 
might be brought, and the Government 
lias accordingly decided to light the 
suit. Mr. Kinney engaged E. P. Davis, 
Q.C., of this city, to fight the case, and 
brought with him numerous documents 
relative to the expelled men. The Ha­
waiian Government claim that in the 
deportation they were acting within in­
ternational Jaw. Mr. Kinney left on 
Sunday, and it is understood that he has 
gone to San Francisco.

Shoppers Panic-Stricken by Fire,
Chicago, March 26,-Tbe-stock of the 

Bell Clothing Company, which occupied 
a building at State and Quiney-streets, 
in the centre of the retail district, was 
destroyed by firo this afternoon. The 
blaze started when State-street was 
crowded with shoppers and the store was 
filled with people. So rapidly did the 
flames spread that the frightened oc­
cupants of the building scarcely knew 
what was the matter before they were 
tumbling over each 
haste to get downstairs. Some tried the 
windows and a half-dozen were hang­
ing to the big sign, when the firemen 
arrived and rescued them with ladders 
amid the cheers of a tremendous crowd.
