Mr. Taylor^the United 
States Consul, who has lived in Winnipeg 
for six years, confirmed to tnc all that I 
have heard from the native* in favor of the 
winter climate.

THE LARGEST CASH VAULT IN THE 
WORLD.

The new bullion vault for the Sub-trea­
sury, corner of Nassau Street And Wall 
street. New York, is said to be the largest 
of its kind in the world. It is situated in 
the west basement, immediately under the 
coin room, with which it is connected by 
an iron stairway and au Lrcu elevator, 
worked by hydraulic pressure.

Thc vault is s«n»utided by n wall seven 
feet thick, with an inner wall, roof and 
floor of iron and steel, between two and 
three inches thick. It is entered by two 
stout iron doors, each .of which ha» two 
combination locks ; the outer door being 
also guarded by a chronometer lock. The 
unlocking of eitliar of the combination 
locks opens thealoor, two being used to 
prevent the trouble liable to occur through 
the derangement of a single lock.

GHANISTAN.

It is not generally known that there 
is an existing treaty with the Ameer 
of Cabul, which binds him to eternal 
friendship with England, and that in 
any declaration of war which may be 
made it will have to be considered to 
what extent the Ameer has violated 
the terms of that treaty. It was exe­
cuted at Peshawur on the 80th of March, 
1855, and signed on behalf of the 
Ameer, Dost Mahomed, by the eldest 
surviving son, Hydr* Khan, and on be­
half of the Indian vernment by Sir 
John Lawrence. N'Tien Hyder Khan 
died Shere Ali was declared heir to the 
throne of Cabul by bis father : so that 
it is clear that the terms of the treaty 
of 1855 are still binding upon the pre­
sent ruler of Cabul. It consists of 
three articles, and reads thus; —

1. Between the Honorable East India 
Company and Ibis Highness Mahomed 
Khan, Wales of Cabul, and those coun­
tries of Afghanistan now in his posses­
sion, and the heirs of the said Ameer 
there shall he perpetual peace and 
friendship.

2. The Honorable East India Com­
pany engages on their part to respect 
those territories of Afghanistan now 
in His Highness’ possession, and never 
to interfere therein.

3. His Highness Dost Mahomed 
Khan, Wales of Cabul, and of those 
countries of Afghanistan now in his 
possession, engages on his part, and on 
the part of his heirs, to respect the ter­
ritories of the Honorable East India 
Company, and never to interfere there­
in. and to bo the friend of the friends 
and the enemy of the enemies of the 
Honorable East India Company.

CRANBERRY CULTIVATION.
The Gothic nations were famous of 

old, in Europe, for the quantités of 
food and drink they consumed. The 
ancient Germans, and their Saxon 
descendants in England, were remark­
able for their hearty meals, 
tony and drunkenness were so very 
common, that those vices were not 
through disgraceful ; and Tacitus re­
presents the former as capable of be­
ing as easily overcome by strong 
drink as by arms. Intemperance was 
so general and habitual, that no one 
was thought to be fit for serious busi­
ness after dinner: and under this 
persuasion it was enacted in the laws, 
that judges should hear and determine 
causes ‘fasting, and not after dinner.’ 
An Italian author, in his “ Antiquities,” 
plainly affirms that this regulation 
was framed for the purpose of* avoiding 
the unsound decrees consequent upon 
intoxication; and Dr. Gilbert Stuart 
very patiently *nd ingeniously observes, 
in his “ Historical Dissertation con­
cerning the Antiquity of the British 
Constitution,” that from this propen 
sity of the older Britons to indulge 
excessively in eating and drinking has 
proceeded the restriction upon jurors 
and jurymen, to refrain from meat and 
drink, and to be even held in custody, 
until they had agreed upon their 
verdict.

‘Times’ says that what cranberries 
need is swamp muck, or vegetable 
mould. The roots of* cranberries are 
very tine and short. They also want 
an acid or sour soil to bear fruit. 
Hence you must not manure the land, 
as that makes the vines grow too rank 
and they will not bear. Manure also 

the weeds to grow. Taking off 
the turf and ditching it gradually 
sweetens the surface, especially if ex­
posed to frost. Sometimes the vines 
grow too rank ; the only remedy in 
that case is to spread one inch of dry 
sand every year immediately after 
picking the berries, and keep up doing 
so until they bear satisfactorily. I 
know of no possible way to make a 
cranberry patch a success on a wild 
grass meadow except by flooding it 
one or more years to kill the grass 
lively ; then sand with clean white sand, 
lightly, not over four inches, the deep­
er the muck the more sand you will 
have to put on in time, to prevent the

A Freeh Supply of
The Largest Plant jn tub World.— 

We are accustomed to regard the great 
; trees of California as the most gigantic 
I specimens of vegetable growths known 
I to man, but such is not the case. There 
is a submarine plant growing in the 
North Pacific Ocean which, according 
to Professor Reinsch, dwarfs all others 
in its vast proportions. The Macrocys- 
tispyrifera one of the Melonosspenna, 
has been known to grow to such an ex­
tent as to cover vast areas of the ocean 
bed. One specimen, by measurement, 
was found to cover three square miles, 
and the stem from which the growth 
proceeded was eight feet in diameter. 
It is almost impossible to conceive of 
such a plant, or how a system of nour­
ishment can be maintained through 
such extended channels in the living 
organism. Nature performs strange 
freaks,and certainly none can be strang­
er than the fact that of this gigantic 
species there are some specimens so 
small as to be microscopic, or only to 
be seen by the aid of powerful objec­
tives.— Journal of Chemistry,
