A SUNDAY IN PARIS.

A Sonday in Paris is as thoroughly wn-
like & Sunday ip this country as it is. pos-
sible to be. Work goes on here the same
as on & weck day ; the shops are almost 1l
open ; the wagons, Iaden -with ‘goods, ge
about the streets ; peopic attend to nearly
all their avocations,and. until noon they
work just the same as if it were a week day.
After midday, however, everything closes
except the cafes and the newspaper offices
for the evening papers all come out on
Sunday with their racicst editions—and the
city takes a holiday. 7 suppose that some
of the Parisians ge to church on- Sunday,
lbut it really seems as if church going was
| the least matter thought of by most pec-
{ple. They lave their herse races and
| their elections on Sunday; their theatres
| and operas give the best performances in
!the evening ; and the Exposition on Sun-
| day draws its largest crowds. In fact, the
lday is treated as a day fer extraordinary
?mcrr_v making, and as & boliday,which is
|to be made the most of for the public
{amusement. Thisis the French idea of
| Sunday, and assuredly it is as entirely un-
like our idea as two dissimilar things can
possibly, be, All the great French festivals
are celebrated on Sunday ; and itis the day
when the largest crowds can be attracted,
and when the public, by tarning outin the
largest numbers, make those great -dis-
plays for which Paris is famous.

All the shops being open -on Sunday
morning in Paris, this peculiar people, who
ouly live from hand to moath, first bought
their breakfasts, and _then staried out o
buy their dinners. They first invested in
a little bunch of kindling wood to start the
fire with, and then in a little bag of 'char-
coal to keep it going. The person who
bought more than a day or two's supply of
fuel, would be looked upon as a foe to the
State, so fixed is the public habit of buying
{only enough for one day. The kindling
|wood and charcoal shopsare as prominent
and numerous along the strects as any
| others, and they display their goods in the
{windows as attractively as possible, the
| kindling wood neatiy tied in small bundles
{sold at 2} cents apiece, the coal in square
| blocks, and the charcoal in bags, varying
{ from 10 to 50 cents apiece. If firewood is
Iwanted by some aristocrat who is bold
!enough to establish a fireplace, he pays
*for it at abont two cents a stick, and he
| buys just enough to last till the dinneris
! over and the company bids farewell in the
evening. In food the rage is somewhat
restricted, the Parisian buying almost
everything by weight, at so much for the
kilogramme, which corresponds to nearly
2} pounds. Reducing the prices paid to
| American money, and the purchases ‘{e
pounds it is found that Parisians pay about
42 cents per pound for veal, 38 ceats “for
ordinary rump steak, and 40 to 60 cents for
beef steak ; 35 . to 40 cents for mution
chops, 38 cents for leg of mutton, 84 cents
for coffce, $1 to $1.20 for ordinary tea, 4§
ceunts for bread, 50 cents for butter, 48
cents for ordinary ham, and 70 cents for
boiled ham sold in slices at the shops (the
usual way in which it is bought) : 15 cents
for loaf sugar, broken into the accurately
square lumps universally used here ; about .
8 cents a quart for milk, 4 cents each for
tomatoes, and 12 centsa half peck for pota-
toes. These are the usual prices paid for
these articles, and though the list does not
include all, it shows the high prices at
which most articles of food are sold in Pa-
ris. This is due not only to the increased
charges consequent upon the Exposition,
but also in the  octorol,” or city customs,
Paris levying a heavy duty upon almost
everything brought into the city, in order
toraise revenue. But, with thesec very
high prices, the Parisians can still live
more cheaply than in most other places,
owing to the small value of the articles of
food they subsist upon, and the absence of
wastefulness. T do not suppose there was
a dinner, outside of a hotel, served in Paris
yesterday (Sunday), of which the food that
composed it was not bought at the shops
and markets on Sunday morning. The
important ‘business over, the populace
started for the day's amusement—to the
Exposition, te the theatres and cafes, to
| theiBoulevards or to ‘Versailles. It bLeing
the great fete day at Vessailles, the first
Sunday in the month, at least two thous-
and people directed their steps 4o «that fa-
mous city and palace, but Paris could-read-
ily spare them, for including the strangers
there are probably 3,000,000 population
there .now.—Chicago Review.

The exhaust steam from hundreds of
engines waves its white banner in
sunlight and starlight alike; the res-
piration of a giant by day, the flutter-
ing ghost of toil by night. These
cities, with every appliance of modern
science—with hotels, theatres, water-
works, schools, gas mains, and every
luxury—have not sprung up here be-
cause of the beauty or convenience of
the situation. There is no river, no
sen, to bring commerce and the arts;
no springs of health nor even farms.
These towns live and grow on the most
illusive and unstable of foundations,
They were built on a hope, and live on
an expectation. Their hopes, have
been realized in a measure past dream
ing or expression. Their expectations
may collapse in a night. The very
foundation beneath the houses is shifty
and unstable. The gas mains in the
street bend and snap undergraund, for
the very mountains groan and travail
because of the greed of men. Some
day the town will sink into the grave
that lies so deep beneath its streets, or
the people will flee away to more rea-
sonable lands, leaving hotels, and dwell-
ings empty in the wilderness.

All this—these cities, this science
and engineering, this gigantic capital
spent in constructions more singular
more effective than any machinery of
a like nature in the world— has but one
excuse ; the metal hid in the heart of
the mountains. These men live out
their works and days for a metal at
once the most universal, the most sin-
gular in its manifestations, and the
most useful. These great engines and
vast works are for the winning of a
metal that swims in every gallon
of sea water: that may hang invisible
and dissolved in a glass of acid; that
becomes black at the merest glance of
the sun ; that is now black now white, |
now a mirror, and then a picture—a fit|
charm to wind aboutfless stable charms, |
and then wedded to base metals in
menial duties.

Every where silver is found associat-
ed with the most common things—iron
copper, sulphur, antimony, and lead.
It is scattered widely over the world.
and ismined in Saxony, Bohemia, in
Hungary and Transylvania, at Konsberg
in Norway, in Spain, in Mexico, along
the Cordilleras in South America, and
in parts of this country. notably in
Nevada, California, Utah, Montana, and
Colorado.—CHARLES DARNARD, in Harp-
er's Magazine for December.

THE ORIGIN OF CONFINING JURORS
FROM MEAT AND DRINK.

The Gothic nations were famous of
old, in Europe, for the quanlites of
food and drink they consumed. The
ancient Germans, and their Baxon
descendants in England, were remark-
able for their hearty meals. Glut-
tony and drunkenness were so very
common, that those vices were not
through disgraceful ; and Tacitus re-
presents the former as capable of be-
ing as easily “evercome by strong
drink as by arms. Intemperance was
so general and habitual, that no one
was thought to be fit for serious busi-
ness aflter dinner: and under this
persuasion it was enacted in the laws,
that judges should hearand determine
causes ‘fasting, and not after dinner.’
An Italian author, in his  Antiquities,”
plainly atlirms that this regulation
was framed for the purpose of aveiding
the unsound decrees consequent upon
intoxication; and Dr. Gilbert Stuart
very patiently and ingeniously observes,
in his “ Historical Dissertation con-
cerning the Antiquity of the British
Constitution,” that from this propen
sity of the older Britons to indulge
excessively in eating and drinking has|
proceeded the restriction upon jurors
and jurymen, to refrain from meat and
drink, and to be even held in custody,
until they had agreed upon their
verdict.

FREEN WOOD CLEARLY
WASTEFUL.

BURNING

Water in passing into vapor absorbs
and hides nearly 1,000 degrees of heat.
A cord of green wood produces just as
much heat as a cord of the same wood
dry. In burning the dry wood we get
nearly all the heat, but in burning the
same wood green, from one-half to
three-fourths of the heat produced
goes off latent and useless in the eva-
porating” sap or water. Chemsitry
shows this, and - why, very plainly.
Therefore get the winter's wood for
fuel or kindlings,and let it be seasoning,
as scon @s possible, and put it under
cover in time to be dry when used. It
will of eourse seison or dry much faster
when split fine.........A solid foot of
green e!m wood weighs 60 to 65 lbs.,
of which 30 to 35 lbs is sap or
water. As ordinarily piled up
if we allow half of a cord to be lost in
the spaces between the sticks, we still
have a weight of about two tons to the
cord, of which nearly one ton is water
or sap. Such wood affords very little
useful heat ; it goes off in the ton of
sap. The great saving of hauling it
home dry is evident—as we get the
same amount of real fuel for half the
team work. Beech wood loses one-
eighth to one fifth its weight in drying;
oak, one quarter 1o two-ifths.—Ameri-
can Agriculturist for December.

IMPORTANT CHANGES REPORTED
ABOUT TO BE MADE IN THE SU-
GAR TARIFF OF THE U. 8.

The report that Secretary Sherman
intends to recommend in his forthcom-
ing annual report certain changes in
the tariff on sugars, has excited some
interest in the sugar trade in New York.
It is stated, on apparently good author-
ity,that the Secretary will propose that
the present system of testing the qual-
ity of sugar be abolished, and that both
a color and polariscope test be adopted,
and also that there shall be but two
classes of dutiable sugars. The indicat-
ions are that both these proposals, if
submitted to Congress, will meet with
considerable epposition. Merchants in
the trade say that what is wanted first
of all is a simplified tariff, and not a
more complicated one than at present.
If to the color test already in use there
is added the polariscope, it will serve
to open the door to more frauds upon
the reverus, which is the very object
to be avoided. The proposition to
have only two classes of sngar meets
with more favor, but the difliculty will
be to decide at what point to have the
dividing line. Some of the importers
advocate that all grades of sugar up to
No. 15, Dutch standard, pay the same
duty, with an advance rate for all
above that grade, while others think
the line should be drawn at No. 10 or
12. The question will no doubt give
rise to. considerable discussion when
the matter is broached in Congress,
and merchants say that until the line
of official policy is more clearly indicat-
ed there can be nothing but mere
speculation as to the result. — Mont.
Star.

'ENG

LAND'S TREATY WITH AF-
GHANISTAN.

is an existing treaty with the Ameer
of Cabul, which binds him to eternal
friendship with England, and that in
any declaration of war which may be
'made it will have to be considered to
what extent the Ameer has violated
the terms of that treaty. It was exe-
cuted at Peshawur on the 20th of March,
1855, and signed on behalf of the
Ameer, Dost Mahomed, by the eldest
surviving son, Hydr~ Khan, and on be-
half of the Indian vernment by Sir
John Lawrence. V/Tien Hyder Khan
died Shere Ali was declared heir to the
throne of Cabul by bis father : so that
it is clear that the terms of the treaty
of 1855 are still binding upon the pre-
sent ruler of Cabul. It consists of
three articles, and reads thus;—

1. Between the Honorable East India
Company and Ilis Highness Mahomed
Khan, Wales of Cabul, and those coun-
| tries of Afghanistan now in his posses-
sion, and the heirs of the said Ameer
there shall be perpetual peace and
friendship.

2. The Honorable East India Com-
pany engages on their part to respect

in His Highness’ possession, and never
to interfere therein. :

3. His Highness Dost Mahomed
Khan, Wales of Cabul, and of those

possession, engages on his part, and on
the part of his heirs, to respect the ter-
ritories of the Honorable East India
Company, and never to interfere there-
in. and to be the friend of the friends
and the enemy of the enemies of the
[Honorable East India Company.
