Don’t Kill the Birds.

We feel that the importance of this mat-
1| ter is not fully realized by the people. - The
simple reason why we are overrun with
worms and destructive insects of late years,
why orchards, other trees and shrubs have
been stripped of foliage, so to look as

though the fire had beemsurough them, i8
that the birds had been driven “Sws,. from

| for themselves, where they can bring up
their young without being killed or their
nests despoiled, while their parental ser-
vices are required by their helpless broods.
Birds live upon worms and insects, and
some of them are domestic'in their habits
and prefer to build théir nests in the vicin-
ity of human habitations. Some birds are
social in their nafure, and seem to appreci-
ate kindness like the domestic animals, as
the dog, cat, horse, ete. The robin, a fine
bird, the native sparrow, oriole, swallows,
if properly treated will become very tame,

We have often seen the robin and sparrow
come daily to the kitchen door to pick up
the crumbs swept out, and like Boaz in his
gleaning of the wheat fields to Ruth, were
quite abundant. If a little house is pro-

vided.for them, they often like it and wil-

lingly become tenants. They pay their

way, working all day long through the sca-

son, and destroying through the summer

myriads of caterpillars, canker worms, bugs,

mosquitees, etc., all of which are injurious to

vegetation, or otherwise the enemy toman.

Intelligent and observing farmers and gar-

deners have become satisfied that every

bird’s services during the season have a dis-

tinctly appreciable value, estimated accord-

ing to circumstances and situation. This

being the case, what an error to kill or ill-

treat them as though they were game to

tempt the skill of the amateur sportsman.

Those who complain of depredations of

birds in their fields and gardens do not ap-

preciate the valuable services they render.

The most stringent laws for the protection of

birds should be passed and enforced, and,

besides the people should learn to attract

the birds to the neighborhoods of their

houses. Birds will willingly come to gar-

dens and the suburbs if they are encouraged

and kindly treated and places provided in

season to build their nests. The little

creatures are on the lookout for such con-

veniences and are glad to accept them when

prepared: Itis a great mistake besides

wanton cruelty to neglect the birds or kill

them. They are messengers of great good

to man in various ways, protecting his fruits

and crops and rendering delightful music to

satisfy and electrify the soul.

Canadian Lamb in England.

An Ontario paper says: The live stock-
men in this part of the country are making
arrangements for the shipment of lambs to
the English market, since the recent quar-
antine restrictions imposed by the United
States renders exportation to Buffalo and
other American markets impossible. The
quarantine of 15 days added to the tariff of
75 cents per head imposed by the McKiuley
Bill simply imposes prohibition. The first
counsignment of Canadian lambs was landed
at Birkenhead on Saturday last. The
lambs were taken from the Ontario Experi-
mental farm, and a Liverpool paper says,
seldom has a better selection been seen,
their condition and quality being all that
could be desired. :

There are now 19,373 newspapers of dif-
ferent classes in the United States and
(Canada, a net gain of 1,613 over last year's
record.

Last year it was only 653. New York
state still holds the lead, having 1,958 pa-
pers as against 1,778 for last year. 1li-
nois, Pennsylvania and Ohio follow in the
order named. The fifth and sixth places
are hetd by Iowa and Missouri, whose gain
in new newspapers has been large enough
to put them ahead of the Dominion of Can-
ada and Kansas, who held these positions
last year. The end of the list is brought
up by Alaska, with only three publications.

THIRD CELEBRATION OF JULY 1ist.

A Brilliant Suecess in Each and all Respects,

IMMENSE GATHERING OF PEOPLE FROM THE

SURROUNDING COUNTRY, THE SOUTH,
THE EAST, AND THE WEST,

On no preceding anniversary has Bridge-
town exceeded the display so successfully
made on Wednesday last. The almost con-
tinuous rains of the preceding week did not
augur well for the approaching holiday
festivities, but when the eventful morning
dawned, its coolness, cloudiness, and west
wind, gave indications of an enjoyable day
free from the usual annoyance of dust and
undue heat. As early as eight o'clock
teams began to arrive in town from the sur-
rounding country districts, discharging into
the streets an ever increasing host of well-
dressed men and women, young men and
maidens, and old men and children, which,
before ten o’clock arrived were to be com-
puted by the thousands.

Shortly before the last named hour the

was provisionallys formed on the school-
house grounds under the direction of Mr.

Chignecto Ship Railway.

THE WORK TO,BE FINISHED IN 1892—
READY FOR “YHE TRANSPORT OF VESSELS
FROM THE GULF TO THE BAY OF FUNDY.

As many very erroneous reports have been
flying about this locality und sent abroad re-
garding the progress of the work on the ship
railway, your correspondent has taken some
pains to obtain the following reliable infor-
mation as tothe present state of operations
there and the time at which the great
undertaking will be an established fact.

The work on certain proportions of the
line is being vigorously pushed, especially
at the lower end (Fort Lawrence,) where
all-the masonry, inclading the lifting dock,
will be finished in September this year.
the unfinished proportions of the railway,
of which less than two miles remain to be
completed, are now being pushed with
large forces, and in a short time the entire
grading will be completed and the track
laid from end to end. The thirteen miles of
track now laid, out of the total of seven-
teen, is, in great part, ballasted, and the
ballast trains are gradually getting that
part of the track in final condition. At the
Tidnish end operations are so far forward
that it will be found a very easy matter to
finish the work there by 1892. The lacking
places are now being brought up, and the
best part of the season will be thus spent,
so that next year the whole railway will be
completed and made ready for the transport
of vessels between the Gulf and the Bay of
Fundy. This very wonderful work—the
first of its kind in the werld—will thus be
ready to show very soon the feasibility of
navigating vessels on railroad, a great prob-
lem which has for many years been discuss-
ed, and which all civilized nations are now
watching with the most absorbing interest.

The general reader may not be aware of
the distances which will be saved to vessels
engaged in interprovincial trade, and trade
between certain Canadian ports, and St.
John, Boston, New York and other Amer-
ican ports by the use of the ship railway.
The railway will also play an important
part of the enormous trade soon to be devel-
oped between the West Indies and South
American republics and the Canadian ports,
as it will greatly shorten distances, as will
be seen by the following. The saving in
voyage in knots to ships by this railway
against the route via Gulf of Canso, taking
St. John as thegoint of destination will be:
From Tidnish, Baie Verte, 500 ; Montreal,
Quebec and Gas) Basin, 385; Chatham,

town, 320; Pictou, 265; between these
points®and Portland, Boston, New York,
and other. American points will be corres-
pondingly shorter, as will be seen by a
glance at the map, ~ The saving against the
Gut of Canso route by this railway in knots
between Tidnish, Bay Verte and {’ntrsbom
and Truro will be 560; Windsor, 540 ;

Propagate Your Own Roses.

.

I know of no surer way for the amageur
to propagate roses of all kinds that will
root from ecuttings than the following :
Mke a box like a hot-bed frame with one
side six or eight inches higher than the
other and without top.or bottom, and make
a sash frame of the same size as the top of
your box. On this sash frame tack cotton
cloth. The situation for your box should
be on the south side of a building or tight
board fence. Level the soil and place the
box two or three feet from the building or
fence with the highest side to the north.
The box should be 10 to 12 inches high on
the lowest side. Five or six inches of
rather eoarse sand should be spread evenly
over the soil within the box and drenched
with water from a rose sprinkler, when it
is ready for the cuttings. The best time
to make cuttings is in July and August.
None but strong, healthy wood should be
used, and this should be sufficiently ripe
for the purpose. Wood that has bloom
buds is right for cuttings when the budsare
are about two-thirds grown. Other wood
that has no bloom buds is just as good, and
is ripe enough as soon as the terminal bud
is formed.

Make the cuttings of two jomts or three
if the joints are short. Cut off all the
leaves except the one at the top, and break
off the thorns. Thrust a table knife two
“or three inches deep into the sand in your
box, and draw it along to make an opening
for your cuttings, which should be about an
inch apart, leaving only the leaf with its
