Mr. and Mrs. Morse went to Polepilly and
stayed there seventeen days, devoting much of their
time to the converts. Somalingam's wife had become
deeply interested, and appeared to be set on becoming a
Christian, The eldest brother and his wife seemed to
be moved as never before, amd Mr. and Mrs. Morse
came to the comolusion that the latter is s believer.
The closing paragraph of Mr. Morse's letter is as follows :
¢ Last Saturday, SBomalingam and Booryunarayana came
to Bimli with shining faces and stayed over Sunday.

GIRLS' BOARDING SCHOOLS—DO THEY PAY?

Miss Hatch has six regular workers who are * a suc-
cess,’ and some of them *‘a great success” in their
wark—all school girls. 13 :

Miss Simpson's workers are all Loarding sohool girls,
except Miriam, and of course the Eurasian helpers.

Miss Prieat has five workers, of which to are school
girls, and these two the best.

Miss McLaurin has four Bible-womon, of whom two

-are-echoal-girls;-and-one of-these-her very best-worker—

her *‘ right hand.”

Miss Stovel has three workeru, full gmduut.es of girld’
schools.

Dr. Smith has two girls, from the old Tuni school, at
work on his field.

And what about their usefulness as wives and mothers
—~their influence in the villages where they live? A
missionary wrote : *‘ You cannot tell, because you have
never experienced it, how refreshing it is to- come-to a
village where lives a woman who is an old *school girl,’
after seeing other villages that cannot bnast of such an
ornsment. The lone school girl in the village always
has her bair combed and her hands snd face, at least,
clean, and wears decent—if not new or fine—clothing.
She has some manners. Her house is clean, 8o are her
children. She does not use foul language, and is known
as the ‘singer of hymns.' It is quite likely she has
taught the ignorant Christian. women around here some
hymns and told them all they know of Biblo stories.

‘‘ When you come to her village, she greets you. with
a radiant face, takes you to her house, seats you on her
little verands, gathers your audience—Christian or hea-
then for you, helps yo# sing, keeps the women in order,
supplements your lesson to the women by helpful ex-
planations or comments, gives you a helping hand when
you get atranded in Toelugu (if you are new), and in a
thousand little ways helps you immeasurably.”

We say, God bless our school girls, God bless Miss
Baskerville in her work of training theni. The mission-
ary counts every girl who goes to her from the achool as
*“another hand " in the work—a veritable treasure,

But how much cold is required to make you shiver
properly 7 When I got up this morning, the mercury
registered 67 in the room, and we had slept with doors
sud windows open. Kthel dressed herself and went out
to attend to the fowls, a part of her morning's work, and
took the thermometer along, and there, the coldest place
on the compound, and out doors, it registered 58°

This cold snap (isn't that the proper expression 1) be-
gan last Saturday night, and we wish it would last three
months instead of the three weeks it may possibly but
not probably countinue. I do not think it will go on at
this rate ten days looger, and when the days begin to
leagthen the cold does not streangthen, but the heat does,
and how much good this does us all! Why, I have just
heard this morning of a certain baby in the mission who
is taking as much again milk ns usual. It is no wonder
the babies oft look like our wilted white lilies, but it is
o wonder that they grow as well as they do. Somgtimes
I think the children, little and big, of the Great Al}
Father, who live in these unfriendly climates require and
receive a larger share of Hia attention than those who are
in safer surroundings.

Have you forgotten about those 8. 8. pictures you sent
me some time ago, or have you been praying that they
might be used for the good of many ?

We have s lady apothecary here, who has a sunny but
baro room in the hespital, where she ministers to the
wants of women and children. Bhe is very kind and
attentive, and is winning her way into the hearts of both
sexes, and all classes. 8he allowed us to decorate her
hospital walls with some of those beautiful pictures, and
let the face of Christ be put anywhere, and it has an at-
traotive power. o

Oune of the first women who saw a picture of the resur-
reotion, stood before it with the tears literally streamiog
from her eyes, as Miss D'Lilva told her about it. An-
other sick one came for wedicive, and sat down at her
feet, in tho usual manner, to wait her turn, but her eye
fell ou oue of these pictures, snd she ran to it with claaped
hands and begged to be told who it was. Many people
have already heard the Guspel from these piotures, as
scarcely o day passes but some one asks asbout them.
Frequently one of our Ohristian women is in the hospital,
and Mins D’Lilva asks her to talk to thoss who are ever
roady ta listen, asshe has not the time. A dancing woman
was there the other day, and the woman at the well at-
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tracted her, at least that picture did, and Mies D'Lilva
told her about it, and she wna determiuned to have the
picture, 8o I told Miss D’Lilva she could give away any,
where there was a hope of doing good, and 1 would see
that the blank did not remain ou the wall. A few of the
pictures have gone tv a home. in Vizagapatam, and we
heard that they are helpixg to diffuse the_light which
atreams from the Cross of guiat T

8Sume time ago a policeman was baptized here. He
wasd not & convert from heathenism, as his parents pro-
fesa to be Christians, spmewhers to the north. But
through him and the Police Inspector I am going to try
to get a few put up in the police station, where he can
tell the stories to his comrades.

In this wilderness these are besutiful things, and I am
very glad ta hesr that more pictures are on the way with
our coming reinforcements.

Many yeara ago, when I was in this big houso alone, a
man named Reuga Appanah, was converted and baptized
in Akalateompara. Here was the first of a large family.
His wife left him, taking their little boy and girl. Years
passed, and finally two other brothers were converted.
Appanah's wife died, and 1 have written you about how
we got the boy and girl, and they are both now doing
well, and both true Christians.

A year or 80 ago the mother of these men was baptized ;
aud when we wére in Kimidi the other day, attending
a quarterly meeting, we saw and talked with one of the
two remaining brothers. They buth are evincing an in-
terest ; and, as [ looked at them, my mind weat back
over the years, and the ovents that have led them up to
the present ; ‘and though sixteon years have passed siuce
the first brother came out, I feel to praise God that He
makes His word to triumph. They are s family possess-
ing character, and have an influence wherever they live.
Appanah is markedly growing in the fear of the Lord,
apd we hope that the Palcondah field, where he now is,
will yet produce & harvest from his faithful sowing.

The improvement was very manifest in him when he
was here to a quarterly weetiug several months ago : but
Gud may have been getting him ready for the bereave-
ment that was in store for him. For two months later,
his wife and little boy died of fever, within a few days of
each other, and there was not a Christian brother near by
to whom he could turn, Lill Mr. Archibald got there at
Appanah'scall. The Cross of Christ separates the Telugu
Christian from his countrymen, and when he is miles
away from anothor Christian man, I do not wonder that
a great cry of loneliness goes out from his heart.

Even Christ in His extremity said, *‘Could ye not
watch with Me one hour?” And He mekes Himself
precious to His tried and suffering children.

Before you read this you will have heard from other
sources, of a wonder that God has wrought, not among
us, but on one of the Southern fields, we think. But

you want to look first at the Kelli Street in Tokkali where
some of our Christians live : Filth, rags, and vermin
are some of the principal characteristics. Nearly 10 years
ago we brought away from thero, as we believed, the
brightest boy among the. Christisns, and his namo was
Zerriecadu. Woell, ho was smart, and took easily to clean-
linces and learning, and by-and-by was converted, wo
hoped. His ability for publio speaking was really won-
derful, considering all things. Woell, ho grew and waxed
strong, and eo did our hopes for Zerricadu, but many of
our Telugu boys distinguish themsolves in some un-
pleasant way, before they get safely launched on the ses
of manhood. A sudden temptation caught Zerricadu;
ond he stole one or mare of the lamps from our chapel
and made off with them. He proceeded on his way four-
teon wiles, was caught by a puliceman, who took him in
charge, as ho did not think that such a boy should have
such property. He received a shock, and we allowed
him to receive the full punishment that the law afforded,
which, if T remember correctly, was three months in jail.
He came out a wisor boy, was truly repeutant, and was
restored to the ohuroh. During our absence on furlough
he was dismissed to join the Kimidi Church, and when
we roturned in '02, not much good did we hear of him,
and I will not tell all the bad. He at last disappesred,
und we all supposed he had gone to Rangoon, that refuge
for Telugus in disgrace. But, lo, he lately appears in
Bobbili bringing six converts for baptism, and writes,
that others are ready to profess their faith. Further
than this 1 will not go, but let those who know more tell
the story.

As Mr. Archibald knew Zorricadu so wett, Mr. Church-
ill has strongly urged him to join in a trip to that part
of the country, and though we are crowded with work,
he has gone. Other brethren were asked but begged to
be excused, ns they could not seo their way clear. Mr.
A. would not havo seen hias way clear either, had Zerri-
cadu not besn assnciated with us in the psst.

We have educated young men who think they aro
protty nice, and we have Brahmin converts, but not one
of them is willing to go and live amoug their own peopls,
and endure the trial, and receive the honor that such a
course would bring. Zerricadu has turned one of the
main keys that opena the problem of self-support, that
sume of us talk about so much, and by which the Gospel
will take living root among this penple. We havo talked
and prayed, snd God has been at work, where, perhaps,
none of our missionaries have ever been. But **God
chose the foolish things of the world that He might put
to shame them that are wise, and God chose the weak
things of tho world that He might put to shame the
things that are strong ; and the things uf the world, and
the things that are despised, did God choose ; yes, and

the things that are not, that He might bring to nought
the things that are, that no flesh should glory before
God.”
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Wo aretuttof Tejuiving that our God does such things

8 this, and whon we learn that the lack of civilizatiun
nod eduegtion are no obstacles to Him, and rely only on
the word of the Spirit, and the Spirit Himeelf, He may
work such mighty work smong us more frequosntly.

Dear Readers of the Link,—Two yesrs ngo to-day I
left behind iy Canadian home and turned my face Enst-

ward. Kre you read this I will have been two years in
{udis. 1 make no apolugies for uot having written to
you boefore. Mine has been the loss, *‘How1" Do

you ask 7 8ince I began to write this the Bible woman,
Sarah, of whom you have heard through Mius Hatch,
came in and asked me to whom I was writing. 1 replicd,
** To wany people.” Bhe said, *' Give them my salaams.”
As I henitated, not knowing whether to do so or not, ste
said, ** Do, then many will pray for me.” Your prayers!
How much they mean to us! And I have lest by not
reminding you of my need, for I was unknown to many
of You, and it is hard fur uvs to pray with our whole
hearts for thase of whom we only know their names.
The Conference held on the 29th and 30th'f Septem.
ber, appointed meo to work with Mr. and Mrs. Walker
on the Peddapuram field, but decided that 1 should
remain with Miss Hatch in Ksmachandrapuram until a
resident missionary cumes to this work.  Perhaps a few
incidenta of 8 tour we took recently will be of iutereat to
you. Wo—Dliss Hatoh, the two Bible wumen. Sarah and
Miriam and I—all went togothor, as 1 required ta bo
introduced to the work. Oue Suuday was a apecially
memorable day to meo, § I will try to tell you shout it
That day we went to Kurmapuram, and held s scrvico
with the Christinns there. It is three miles from the
cansl, 80 our Sunday began with a long walk thriugh the
fielda of grain, over paths beaten hard by the pasrage of
wany feet. A ditch in the way, too wide for me to
jump, was the cause of the first to be remembered iuci-
dent of that day. I was ahead with the two Bible
womow, sud Miss Hatch was some distance behind in her
chair borne by her boatmen. Not wishing to wait till
the men came to lift me across, 1 trusted myself to
Miriam, who, descending into the ditch, which was no
vbstacle to her bare feet and skirts easily tucked up, held
out her nrms to lift me across. 8he lifted me, but nut
acraes, ] slid out of her arms and atocd in tho ditch
Fortunately I kept my equilibrium, and as I had my
skirts held up toe, only a very wet pair of shoes and
stockings reminded me of my folly when 1 scrambled up
on- the other side. They wero almost dry when we
reached tho end of our journey, A foolish little incident
to tell, perbaps you are thinking. It may be, but it

illustrates how the Father takes care of us in spite uf our
mistukes, When they are mistakes and not wilful wrong-
doing. The women said, when 1 suggested thata cold
might result from my involuntary foot-bath, *It will
not come. You are going to the Lord's work, He will
not let it gpmo.” Their faith ia o simple in some thinga,
It is vory encouraging. He did not let it come. After
service with the Christians, Missa Hatch organized a
** Helpmate Cummittee " of the Christisn women there,
ahd then wo had a sort of picnic lunch and a few minutes
rest in the house of the teacher. In the afternoon we
went firat to perform the service of naniing a baby. That
done, we had prayer in the houses of the Christians, and
thon we went to tho village where we visited three
houses. At each place a great many gathered to see and
hear. At the second place 1 wade wy first attempt to
spenk to o heathtin audience. It was unly a few wards
about our Baviour and His work for us, but the joy aud
rest it brought to my own soul can only be understood
by those who have been cowardly in testifying for the
Master, and have at last found speech. At the setting
of the sun wo came back again over the three miles of
narrow pathway, but a light heart makes light heels, and
the road did not svem long. !

One day Misa Hatch wan detained in the boat by busi-
ness in counection with the building of her new boat, so
the women and 1 went without her. The village we
visited that day was one which has not been visited many
times, so we had no definite place to steer for when we
started out. Houw important it is when we go thus, that
we be ‘‘led by the Spirit.” We soon came to a shady
spot with & wide yard in front of us, and a quiet street at
one side. It was early aud there were a good many men
around yet, so [ feared the women would not come, and
after we bad been there a few minutes and only a few
women had come, 1 expressed my fear so that ane of the
women heard. A han who appeared to be a devotee
came amongst them, but instead of putting a hindrance
in our way, he was & great hélp; told them that they
were to listen well, that we would speak good words to
them, and when the womaun told him my fenr about the
wumen not coniing because the men were there, he said,
1 will go away.” He did not go at once, but after-
wards went and sent one whom 1 judged by her appear-
unce was his mother, to hear us. By this time there
wore about twenty-five men and women standing nbout:
at first at a distance, afterwards when the Bible pictures
we had brought with us were displayed, losing all fear
and coming up close. For nearly two hours they listoned
very attentively while S8arah told them the story of how
Paradise was lost. and no less attentively while sho told
how Paradise mny be regained. Then we went on to
another place. Thia time we were not treated so politely.
We were given a seat on the bare mud versndah at the
front of a bouse, und the women of the house seemed to
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wish to hear, but others were coming and going, not
appearing to have time or interest enough to listen to
our mesaage, 80 88 some one said they were calling us to a
house at the top of a elight elevatinn just in front of us,
wo went there only to be told in no very polite terms to
“Go." Coming back again to our veraudsh seat, we
found the woman of the house who had folluwed us up
the hill and back again, and several other women ready
to hear us. So we sang a hymn, and Mirism began to
" tell shem its menning. We could see the ** king of the
castle,” who had ordered us off so summarily, from where
we sat, and he could see us, but he ocould not hear. A
feoling came to me that he would come nearer before we
were through, and pretty soon he came swaggering along
with a cigar in his mouth, and 8 * you can’t tesoh—-me
anything "’ air about bim, and halted in front of us. One
of the women was asking Miriam some guestions and
showing considerable interest, and he walked around by
Miriam and began to oppose her. Then gathering cour-
age to apeak on account of his opposition, I asked him
why, after telling us to go, he had come there, and as he
kept quiet then, through surprise at my attack or for
some vther reason, I went on to tell them why we had
come, that it was not to do them harm, to, take their
money, eto., but to tell them God's message concerning
salvation. While I was telling them scmotbing of the
measage, somebody came and told him that his cow-house
was on fire, and he left in great haste.

After he bad gone the woman of the house said his
manners were like those of a buffalo, and that his house
was being burned because he opposed and would not
listen to the words of truth. As thoy are ever ready to
see God’s hand in any trouble that comes upon them, it
miay be that that man and others will listen to the next
witneases for Jesus Christ who comse that way, more
patiently.

Have I said enough to show yeu how much I need that
you should ** hold the rope " of prayer for me? Then I
bave accomplished my purpose in writing this. A selfish
purpose ! Do you think? Not altogether so. It is
‘‘In His Name " and *' For His Name ” that 1 ask you
to pray for me.

Dear Miss Buchan,—1 can’t just teil how it is that I
have been so long in writing to you, but it is veither be-
cause I have forgotten you, nor because there hasn’t been
plenty to keep me busy.

Perhapa you would like to hear about medical work in
- Akidu. My office is a little room abeut cight by fifteen
at one ond of the veranda ; originally it wus intended for
s bath-room. An Indian bath-room is quite different

from oue at home. One part of tho floor ix cemented
aud divided from the rest by a littlo ridge ; this takes
the place of a tub, and here we atand splashing or pour-
ing water to our heart's content. The reat of the floor is
covered by bamboo matting. This room is light and
airy, and makes a very nice little disponsary : at one side
stands o large ¢ipboard filled with medicine for daily use,
near the window is the table, in one cormer a large
earthen water-pot, a very great necessity ; in another
corner & washstand and basin, then s big ehelf, much
more usoful than ornsmenta%. Office hours are supposed
to be from 9.30 to 1t-v'clock, but hardly a day passes but
some one comes begging you to ‘‘ make kinduess,” leave
your other work and attend to them. If it is a serious
case, or somo one who has travelled a long distance, I do
*‘grant faver,” othorwise they have to learn to come at
the proper time.

My pati On fiest ing to Akidu I resolved to
harden my heart and do aa little medical work as possi-
ble, as I needed at least four or five hours a day to ut,ud,y
Telugu.

We arrived here on 8aturday afternoon, and before
daylight 8abbath morning, Miss Btovel awakened me to
tell me of my first patient. Some high caste men had
come from a village five miles away to have us go and
soe one of their women. From what they told us, we
thought she would be dead before we could get to her,
sud, even if we went. probably they would not let us
work as we wished for fear of breaking their caste ; and il
the woman died aftor we had entered the house, we would
have been the ones who had surely killed her. As I had
had no chance to gain contidence, it didn't seem wise to
risk such a chance of losing it, so we sent the men away,
and told them if they wished they might bring the woman
to us. To our surprise they®hme back about nine o’clock,
bringing the woman on a cot. She was just alive and
that was about all ; it proved to be a very difficult ob-
stetrical cage. The treatment she had received from the
native midwivea forbids deacription. It was the hour for
morning eervice, and as we worked the poople in our
little churoh prayud ; for hours our efforts were useless ;
we grew 6o tired that it seomed we would have to give
up hope, but the conaciousness of God’s presence re-
newed our strength, and at last the work was accom-
plished, our God had given us the victory. We kept our
little patient here in one of the teachers’ houses until she
grew stronger, and within ten days they carried her to
ber own home. It would be such a help if we only had
a small house which could be always kopt as amick room,
a very serviceable one could be built for twenty-five or
thirty dollars, if we had the money. Her people wero
very grateful, and, as a result, Miss Stovel bad a new
work opened to hor among the caste people of that vil-
lage, and my fame epread abroad faster than I wished it
had. I was besieged with all kinds of aches and silments,
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and some went a0 far as to say that my presence would
oven keop them from getting sick. I tried to restriot my
sttention to Obristian women and children, and whenever
poasible sent people away to the village dispensary ; but
it was quite impossible to make hard and fast rules, so
now every ono that comes at the proper time isattended
to. A great many children and babies are brought to us,
and it is 8 rare exception to see one who doesn’t have the
scars of the red hot iron, overy baby in every caste, even
smong most of our Christians, has its little stomach
burned sll over adozen places with a red hot needle when
it is only one day old, to keep it from having fits when
it gots older ; when babies have stomach-ache they are
often given a fresh burn. A little girl came to me with
a hole burnt almoat_through her cheek ; she had tooth-
ache ; another child had been horribly burned around her
nack and shoulders with rags dipped in boiling oil: when
1 went to wash the sores her friends rofused tv lot me,
it would break her caste, and they would rather she would
die than lose her casto, so they took her away. Bome
castesare very particular about taking water from another
caste, and especially from a foreigner. Occasionally I
add a little coloring matter to the water, then it is medi-
cine you know, but that's where1fool them. You never
aaw such a country for boila. I have seen more boils,
and bigger ones the laat six months than I ever saw in
my lifé bofore. A little baby came the other day with
five large boils ; its little limba were swollen all out of
shape. Many babies are practically starved to death ;
either their parents don’t know how to care for them, or
ther are too poor to buy milk for thom. These people
have very strange ideas about milk. One mother solemnly
declared that the big sore on the baby's back was caused
by milk burning a hole through from the inside. An-
other little starved baby used to come every day for milk,
finally they stopped bringiug it ; one night when [ en-
uired about it, they eaid that the milk burnt it inside :
the noxt day the baby died ; it was just rolled in a rag
and carelessly buried in a shallow hole ; the jackals and
the vultures came and dug it up; and ss a valture was
flying across the compound it dropped the little baby’s
foot right at the door of one of the thachers' houses.
Such things are not uncommon in India.

Among the women who come are quite a number from
the high castes. The women in this distriot are not kept
as secluded 8a in some parts of Indig, Tha, lower-caste
women come and go quite as fragly as the men, but the
Razt and Brahfnin women generally come in a covered
ox bandy or on a native cot turned upside down, and
covered over with a cloth to malke a palanquin.

As & rule it is easy to win their confidence, but occa-
sionally there are doubting ones. A weak, poorly-nour-
ished womsn was given a tonio, the next day ahé sent
haok the medicine und said she didn’t want any more,
sho had taken one dose, and it hadn't oured her. This

week a woman came with neuralgia, she needed s gen-
eral building up, so I gave a nerve-tonic, and told her to
take so much every day ; when she' heard that ghe was
to swallow it she said I didn’t know much or I wouldn't
tell her to drink it, and she guessed she would rub it on
the outaide : it took a long time to make her understand,
and finally she went away only half convinced. Such
poople are almost habituslly starved ; a new mother isn’t
allowed anything to eat or drink for three days, then she
is given one meal a day for a manth, if at the end of that
time she is in fair condition, she resumes her regular diet,
but if she is weak she is kept on the one meal a day allow-
ance. A sick person is never allowed to sleep after eat-
ing, and if she can’t be kept awake any other way, her
friends will put red pepper into her eyes. It would make
your heart ache to see the numbers who have lost either
one or both eyes through ignorance, neglect, and native
doctors.

Last night a carte man came to see if anything could
be done for hie-Wife. Bome days ago she caught a severe
cold, for three days they starved her, then gave ber
baths, but strange to say she wasn't any better, so they
kept her three days more without a morsel, gave another
bath, but still she was no better, evidently she badn't
starved long enough, so they gave her another aixteen
days' fast ; now her eyes are getting wild, she talks non-
sense and rolls from side to side, and they would like a
little medicine for her. A Razu woman came over 20
miles to see e, several days bofore she had dislocated
her jaw so severely that she could neither aat nor swallow,
While T waa examining it, to see what was to be done,
the jaw suddenly slipped back into place, much to my
surprise a8 well as hers. Her friends said she would
have starved to death because they couldn’t fix it.

One of the most Pitiful cases was 8 young woman who
was brought to me one aight in great agony. Evidently
she had been poisoned, her husband disliked her and
had gone off with another woman. I saw she would die
before they could get her home, so we kept her hore ;
little could be done for her, so little is known of the
native concoctions that it is hard to find antidotes for
them ; towards morning she died.

Until I reached India I had no idea that I would have
any work among the men. I tried to get rid of them by
sending them all to the government dispensary, but they
were 8o persistent that I couldn’t refuse them. They
prefer to corae here and pay for medicine rather than go
to the haspital and get it for nothing. There is a very
good dispensary here in Akidu, but the Government
dressers have not gained the confidence of the people ; in
many cases they pay little or no attention to the poor
peoplo, and carry on a regular system of bribery.

Most of my patients among the men are minor surgical
cases ; a bad cut, a crushed finger, a thorn in the foot, a
dinloca%d joint, and lots of everyday aches and pains.
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Ocensionally T come across the 1wost mysterious com-
plaints. The palient begins in a wmost agonizing voice,
and with an almost woe-begone expression to tell of a
pam, an awful pain whioh starts in his right sido, turns
around two or three times in his abdomen, passes up his
cheat, ovér his shoulder, around his neck, down the front
of his bedy again until it finally terminates sumewhore
in his lefv leg. This graphic description is accompanied
by the most elaborate gesticulations, and the assemblid
audience is aupposed to say, aboo ! !

A great many times medicine has to be given when I
have no idea of what ia really the matter. And our
Fathor has given 8 more abundant blessing than I had
asked or thought. There have been failures too, some
of them most amusing. About two weeks agn a man was
brought in a very low condition—intestinal obstruction.
I consulted with the Honpital Aesistant, but our efforts
weore useless. The man had little chance for recovery
unless the intestine righted itself. Apparently he was
dying, bis frienda hud commenced the death wail, and
were beating their hgads and their breasts. Just at that
moment snme vne brought in a popular native quack ; he
gave the man s pill and trailed a piece of string a few
times around the umbilicus—almost immediately the siok
man began to improve, and now is well and strong again.
The native doctor knows it al), snd Dr. Chute doesn't
knaw anything, neither does the Hospital Assistant.

A far as possible I am trying to make my medical work
pay its own way ; no medicine is given away except to
the very needy ; others have to pay in accordance with
their means.

Mrs. Smith, the matron of our schoul, is a great help
to me in the work. I enjoy the work and have been so0
strong and well ; so far Indin agrees with me. Since
January 1,492 paticuts in all, bave been treated. Telugu
is coming gradually ; how glad 1 will be when I ean tell
thers of the one Great Physician.

RETARY FOR YARMOUTH CO., N.8,

Our first pablic meeting- was held September 21st at
Port Maitland, Mra. D. H. McQuarrie, President of
the local Aid Bociety, presiding. After the oponing
exercises an interesting paper was read by Mrs. Me-
Quarrie, on ‘'‘Our duty to give the Gospel to~the
world,” and a helpful paper by Mrs. Blacksdar,
whose subject waa, '* There is work for thee.”

Mrs. Corning then read a selectiun from the Link,
aftor which the County Secretary addressed the meet-
ing, giving a short account of the Convention at Ber-
wick, and urging the sisters to greater offort in carry-
ing out our Savionr’s last command. :

On Sunday, October 4th, Rev. B. H. Thomas
kindly ga.. up his preaching services, and after open-
ing the meeting in the morning at Cheyoggin and
introducing my work, gave me an opportunity to ad-
dress his congregation on ‘* Woman's work for heathen
women and children.”

A Mission Band was then organized with twenty-one
members ; President, Rov. B. H. Thomas ; Seoretary,
Miss Lennie Carey.

In the afternvon, at Overton—annther asection of the
West Yarmouth church—a meeting similar to the morn-
ing service was held, but with still more eucourag-
ing results, A Band was orgapized here with thirty-
four membera ; Superintendent, Rev. B. H. Thomas ;
President, Miss Nellie Rose; Vice-President, Miss
Viola Harris ; Secretary, Miss H. Carey ; Treasurer,
Miss Blanche Foote.

We aleo organized an Aid Society at the same time,
with twelve members ; President, Mrs. Isaac Killam ;
Vice-President, Mrs. Wm. Bethuae ; Secrotary, Mrs.
Allison Cole ; Treasurer, Mrs. James Rose.

On Xovember 3rd I met with the Aid Society of the
Temple church, and with the Socioty at Zion church
on the 4th. These sooieties are steadily moving on.

On November 9th o meeting was held in the North
Templo ohurch, Ohio. As thero was no Society, the

unty Secretary presided. The meeting opened with
inging, reading of Scripture, and prayer by Rev. D. H.
MoQuarrie.

Mrs. P. 8. MacGregor read the traot, '‘A Hindu
Widow's True History.” Mrs. McQuarrie read an
instructive paper on ‘‘Life in the Zenanas™; and the
County Secretary addressed the sisters on the duty of
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womeon in Christian lands to give the Gospel to the
destitute, showing the advantages of an Aid Society
to this end.

A Sooiety was then organized with seventven mem-
bers. This Society is to be called ** The North Tomple
and Ohio Aid Society,” as it is & union of both churches
in woman's work.

The officers chosen wero :—Preaident, Mrs. P. §.
MacGregor ; Vice-Presidents, Mrs. Albert Clements and
Miss Maria Scovill ; Secretary, Miss Judith Crosby ;
Treasurer for North Temple, Miss F. Blackadur ; Ohio,
Miss B. Churchill. A hopeful feature of this Socisty
is that so many young people are entering into the work.

The Mission Band at Chebogue gave n very inter-
esting Harvest Hume concert on October 25th, which
was a 8uccess in every way. There is n marked increasc
in the interest in missions, both at Arcadia and Che-
bogue, aince the organization of o Band in the former
place in March, and in the latter in April.

We have here an evidence of the importance of
Mission Bands. Interest the children and you intereat
the fathers and mothers, besidea tramning the coming
generation for efticient work in the future.

FROM THE WORLD FIELD.

The wide pmmmu of the English language is shown
from the fact that, at a meeting of natives in Calcutta
lately, out of a thousand representatives of the various
familiea of the human race there present, nany tongues
were represented, such as Hindi, Rindustani, Punjabi,
Tamil, etc. ; but the one and only tongue which was
the common vehicle of communication, and in which
they could make themselves intejligible, was the Ewg-
lish tomgue, the language inscparably connected with
the English Bible, the language of the world's predomi-
nant missions.

Sierra Leone affords a vast field of unoccupied labor -
thirty-nine fortieths of the protectorate have not as yet
been touched by any missionary society, and every
district in now easy of access and open to missionary
work.

Over 400 converts have been added to the church
in the English Baptist Mission at Ching Chou Fu
during the last year.

A large band of devoted men and women is needed
for Korea.

A band of very resoluto and self-sacrilicing men and
women nare now on the borders of Tibet, mastering
the native language snd preparing to push towards
the very capital itself, as soon as it can be done with
any mensure of safety.

One Tibetan has been converted and proposes to
devote himself to the proclpmation of the Gouspel nmong
his own poople.

SIGHTS AND SOUNDS IN INDIA.
Fon Boys anp Giurs 1N CaNana,

Dear Girls and Boys,—One evening, & year agu last
February, & young man came into my tent, with his face
besming, and his eyes sparkling liko tho stars. 1 wns
startled by his sudden appearance and the weird joy of
his countenance. DBefore a word was spoken, my heart
began to burn within me.

%lo was 6 Telugu of the Goldemith caste, anth® cousin
of P. Somalingam's. Through Somnalingam's life and
preaching, he had been led to believe in Jesus. But his
father had been determined not to lot him become a
Christian, They kept watch over him as if he were
msane. The Hindu never becorues independent. He is
expected to obey his father snd elder brothers as long as
they live. Even thAt father and those elder brothers
themselves dare not make any important change without
the consent of all their uncﬁas and sunts and cousins.
Therefory as svon as this young man started out to follow
Christ, he was caught in the savage embrace of a hun-
dred pagan arms. He camg to my camp that night,
Huttering like a bird just cicaped from oruel captors.
Under the cover of that friendly darkness which once
protocted the timid ** ruler of the Jews,” he sat down on
the palm leaf mat, and wo talked of that aweet forbidden
name, After & precious hour of fellowship at the feet
»f Jeaus he glided out of the tent dour, and stolo slong
an unfrequented path to his dark home,

.. whom we are talking.

1t was & long time before wo could masfuge to meet
again ; for the next day his father hired a cart and sent
him away to a distany village, far beyond the reach of
the missionary. Nor was he allowed to come back uatil
that dangerous chnraoter bhad departed with his tent,
helpers aud bagzage to another region.

Howuver, ns Sumalingam lived in the same village he
was ablo to meet the new convert often. Many a time
thia dotermined youth stule away frum his father's house,
to sit at Somalingam's feet and learn of Jesus, and
through his tescher he kept sonding messages to we,

. declaring his faith in the Saviour and his intention to be

baptized at the earliest possible date. But eighteen
months went by and yet he was held fast in the clutches
of caste, under tho thumb of Beelzebub., To the mis-
sionary, ‘‘casTL "’ becomes one of the worst words in
any language. Caste is Satau's chain and its clanking
fotters are ou the feot and hands and neck of every
Hipdu, when he rises to follow Christ. To his horror
he finds himself in irons, locked-to the gates of hell !
And sv well does the infernal machinery work, that the
more he strains to get free, the hotter grow the links to
gall and burn his eoul! But thank (God, there are no
shackiea that were ever forged in gehenna, but there is
One who can smite them with His aword, and breaks
them in pieces like a potter's vessel !

Enrly in September we wont on tour and took up our
abode in a Traveller's Bupgalow on the banks of the
Chittavalasa river. A weok ago last Thursday, 10th
inat., Sumalingamn and Sooryunurayana came there to see
us. Thia long word is the name of the young man of
Weo made a plan for him to run
away to Bimlipatam, by night, to be baptized. He said
his wife was only thirteen years old, but she was willing
to come with him. If she did not come with him, her
relatives would come and carry her away to her old home
where she would be treated as a Hindu widow all the
days of her life. But by coming to Bimli with her hus-
band and dining with the Christians, she would break
her caste, and her relatives would not be so anxious to
get her back.

The next dny one of the native preachers went to
Polepilly to help eompleéte the plan. He brought back
word that they would arrive at Bimlipatam the next
Sunday morning before daylight. But early Saturday
morning, a conlie came with a letter. It was read and
torn up at once, but as I remember, it read in subatance
as follows :

Polepilly, Sept. 12, 94,

*T. Sooryunarayana with many sslaams to Mr. L. D.
Morse.

Last uight I sent you word by Mr. Appalaswamy, that
I would arrive at Bimliptam befors daylight on Sunda
to be baptized. I have discovered snms business whici
must be settled first, and have been compelled to post-
pone my baptisin one wesk. Meanwhile, I plan to go to
villago, attend to the business, and arrive at Bimli
with my wife before sunrise on Sunday, Sept. 20th, one
week from to-morrow. Pray that God may spare my
life and enable mo to overcome all obstacles in carrying
out this plan.”

There was no signature at the end, for like James,
Peter, Paul and oriental writers generally, he put his
name at the beginning of the letter. -

Then wo moved on to another place, and while preach-
ing to the people of the surrounding villages, we were
also praying night and day for this man. Our unceasing
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prayers for him brought us nearer to God. While we
were interceding for this convert eight miles away, we
were witnessing with more than usual power to the
heathon at our door. T havo séldom seen the unruly
Telugus hushed into more breathless attountion, than
they were on this tour. The only explanation we could
find, was that we were 80 driven to the Throne of Grace
as our only hope for this young man, that waking or
sleeping, we lived our days and nights beneath the
mercy seat, and it was thence that we went out to
preach. We learned aghin to explaim, ‘“ How foolish
and wicked we are when we try to work for Jesus, with- |
out His inspiring presence ! :
On Friday, Sept. 18th, we came home. Tt is our
custom to baptize at the seashore in the mouth of the
Obittavalass river. But the river is nearly dry now and
the waves have filled ita mouth with a long bank of sand,
although there ia still o large sheet of water, it in stag-
nant and impure, hardly a fit element in whioh to
symbolize *‘ the washiug of regeneration and the renew-
ing of the Holy Ghost.” The Bay of Bengal indeed is
blue and pure, but its billows are ever rolling high and
thundering on the beach. Therefore we conciude to
perform the ordinance in the garden baptistery. -
Wo walked the top versudah in the cool of the day,
looked at Polepilly hill and prayed for two hearts that
were beating benesth it. When the night fell on the sea
and the fields, and » haze in the atmosphere made the
hill invisible by moonlight, we knew that the darkness
and the light were both salike to God, snd that He had
not yet forgotten how to bring His children out of
Egypt. We committed their case into the never failing
hands of Jehovah, and tbe last thing I remember that
night, I was humming over and over again :
** The sorvants of the Lord go forth

To seek o foreign shoro,

And whoresa'cr thelr footateps move,

‘That bopo makes swo & tho air;

And-aii-the path is paved with love
Apd canopled with prayer.”™

Tiren the hymn seemed condensed to two lines :

* And wheresoo'er their fuotsteps move,
That bupe makesy sweet tho air.©

At length it was only one line :
' That hopo makes swoot the alr,
twakes sweet tho alr.”

And T thought I was falling to sleep with my hes
upon the Saviour’s breast. Such ia the missionary's‘joy
** over one sinner that repenteth ! ”

Before daylight Sunday moruiaﬁ, I was awankened by
somebody rattling at the door, hen I got out there
was the wan with his wife and K. Appalaswamy. The
moon was just peering over the top of the hill, before
going down, There beueath his setting silvery beams,
we knelt and one after another returned thanks to God.

Svoryunaraysns took off his sacred string and per-
mitted me to take the scissora and shear off his ** jutta,”
and was thus stripped of the last outward sign of Hindu-
ism. As the sun was rising out of the Bay of Bengal,
he was baptized in the garden, beneath the margosa tree,
‘‘into the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy
8pirit,” and at nine o'clock sat down with us at the
Lord's supper. The plant which our heavenly Father
planted in Polepilly, has become o tree and is bearing
fruit. This fruit is the first, but not tho last.
