The following Report from the G. W. P. was read by
the Grand Scribe:

Officers and Representatives -

I cannot very well express how reluctantly I have abandon-
ed the hope of attending the session of Grand Division at
Liverpool, but trust the occasion may be productive of much
good and enjoyment to all whd may participate in the pro-
ceedings. The material afforded me by the deputies through-
out the Province have not been of such a nature as to supply
material for a full report upon the state and progress of the
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cause, but I doubt not the report of the Grand Seribe will
supply all necessary particulars.

It will be gratifying to those interested in the ‘“Agency
Eaterprise,” to learn that very encouraging success has
attended the efforts of our Agents. Through their in-
strumentality the cause in numerous loecalities has been re-
vived, Divisicns resuscitated, and new ones established. It
is to be hoped that this arm of vur power will not be allowed
to grow weak, but that throughan abundant supply of the
«¢ sinews of war,” the contest m.y be waged with new vigor
until our foe is driven from the field.

Both Brothers Reattie and Mec.\Arthur are well spoken of,
and seem to have given general satisfaction. X have had the
pleasure of personal intercourse with the former, on several
occasions, since he took the fiecld, and have marked with
gratification his high toned morulity and devotion to the
cause Letters received from different parts of the Province,
in regard to the latter, express the high satisfaction bis
addresses have afforded. Bat the “ Agency Committee,”
under whose direction these brothers have been labouring,
will give full detail of proceedings.

I am glad to be able to report, at last, the success of the
¢ Amendment of the License L iw,” and hope it may be pro-
ductive of good.  The operation of this measure may be
most salutary, as it gives to the people the power of excluding
the traffic from every place in the Province, with the
exception of the city of I{alifax, to which it was impossible
to make itapply. Perhaps we may congratulate ourselves
even upon this measure of success ; for the painful conviction
is forced upon any one who undertakes to advocate the tem-
perance cause in the Assembly, tit little regard is paid to
one of the most important questions that can engage the
attentiop of the Reprc,acnmnvc» of the people. It s to be
hoped that, cre long, the people will come to feel the necessity
of demanding from t tlu.u‘ Representatives a livelier interest in
this absorbirsg question, or ad-pt the aliernative of taking
greater care in their selections.

The approaching Session of the National Division, in the

city of Halifax, is looked forward to with no little interest,
not unmingled with anxiety, in regard to appropriateness of
reception and successful carrying out of the entire programme
prescribed for the occasion. 1t is believed we may consider
otlirselves pretty certain of sccuring the Assembly Room, for
use on that occasion, —a Comumittee pppointed for that
purpose having obtained the pledge of the Ilous. Provincial
Seeretary and Attorney General to that effect.

The unusually large amount of revenue derived from duties
ou Intoxicating Liquors, during the past year, Is indicative
of immense consumption, and one cannot but deplore the
fact that over forty-two thousand Pounds, or about one-fifth of
sur ordinary revenue, was derived from this source.

1 have to regret that circumstances have preclnded me
from bestowing on the cause the time audlabor which I could
have desired, during the past quarter ; but hope it may be
in my power to give more atteution in the future.

A few of the Deputies have reported with great prompt-
uess, and in 2 manner highly interesting; Lut I have not
time to give particulars at any lepgth. Brother Donald
Jobnston and Brother Bryden have been particularly atten-
tive, and I am happy to learn that the Divisions under the
charge of both these Brothers are prospering.

The Grand Scribe read his Report as follows:

To THE GRAND D1visioN OF THE SONS 0F TEMPERANCE OF
TIE ProvINCE oF Nova ScoTia.
Worthy Brothers :

It is with pleasure I greet you on assembling in Quarterly
Session in the town of Liverpool. It is now about eight years
since the Grand Division held a sessica in this place. At that
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time a number of Divisions were in existence in- the County
of Queen’s, but during a portion of the period that has since
elapsed the Order was entirely extinct—three years or up-
wards. Tt is gratifying on the present occasion, however, to
know that there are now four Divisions in the county, and
that the working of the Order was never better—although
the wembership may be less in numbers than at the former
period. The prospects of additions to the number of Divi-
sions in the county are encouraging. .

NEW DIVISIONS.

Since the last Quarterly Meeting, Five new Divisions have
been organized, viz.:—

As you will learn from Report of the Committee “on
Charters and institution of new Divisions,” a Charter has
been granted for a sixth Division, to be located at St. Marga-
ret’s Bay, Halifax County. It is expected this Division will
be organised on Thursday evening next, 30th inst.

The two Divisions organised in King’s County are among
the fraits of Rev. Bro. McArthur’s agency, and the establish-
ment of those in Halifax County has resulted from the labors
of Bro. Francis Beattie, Other Divisions, no doubt, will be
formed in places visited by both of the hrothers employed by
the Agency Committee.
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.

DIVISIONS RESUMED WORKING, &C.

It is very difficult to report at each session the exact num-
ber of Divisions in working order, or that are inoperative,
owing to neglect on the part of those whose duty it is to fur-
nish me with such information.

Of those reported at last meeting under the head * inope-
Tative,” one—Roseway, No. 25—has resumed working, with
fair prospects of continuance. '

Port George, 87, Rechab, 119, and Cunningham, 134,
supposed to be then in working order, were inoperative, but
the two last mentioned have resumed work.

INOPERATIVE DIVISIONS.

The following named Divisions are not working: ZTruro,
41 ; Lunenbury, 60; Aurora, 68; Lake, 71 ; Margaretville,
80; Kellogg, 92; Evening Star, 97; Flowing Fountain,
118; Emblem, 126 : Waterloo, 143 ; Enterprise, 149; Ohio,
150 ; 156 ; Stloam, 162; Oliver, 165; Glace Bay,
184 ; Monztor 188 ; Golden Wreath, 189 ; and to the number
1 fear must be added Zemple, 181, which Division will have
to suspend operations for some months at least.

Since my last report I have not received any positive infor-
wation respecting the prospects of resuscitating those Divi-
sions, except Okio, Oliver, Glace DBay, and Monitor, all of
which it is expected will soon get into working order.

The names of Tremont, 102, and Hebert, 188, have been
struck from the roll, they being considered as dead. It may
be well for the Grand Division to decide at this session what
should be done respecting the ‘Charters of the others. The
failure, to a great extent, of the Oveps gold diggings, has
caused the Golden Wreath to ceasé working. The prospects
of reviving it are not very promising at present.

The foregoing summary shows an increase of 813 members, or
a clear gain of 180, by deducting the number of suspended

members
STATE OF THE ORDER.

1 bave not reccived as much information as would be de-
sirable to give a detailed report of the condition of the Order
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in each county. So far as I can ascertain however, and
judging by the returns received, the Order upon the whole is
in as favorable a condition as at any time for several years
past. In some portions of the jurisdiction a few Diwisions
have ceased working, while in others sickly ones have been
restored to health or new ones established—this ¢ failure in
one part is compensated for by increased activity in another.”

Some of the Divisions have had large additions to. their
membership, among which may be mentioned. Miiton, No. 4,
forty-four new members being added to its books.

The Order appears to be growing.in favorin the Bermuda
Islands, The two Divisions recently established there are
working well, and pow number in all seventy-four members.
"Tis.probable other Divisions may soon be organized in that
portion of the jurisdiction. My correspondence with the
Deputy, which is maintained regularly once a month, s of
the most pleasing character, The Brethren are thinking of
establishing an Agency Fund for the purpose of spreading the
principles of Total Abstinence, and with the view of extending
the Order. I would suggest thai the two Divisions be .pre-
sented gratuitously with a number of the Temperance ‘Tracts
now on hand, in order to assist them in their work.

AGENCY DEPARTMENT.

It is with much satisfaction I have to report that since the
last Quarterly Session, the Agency Committee -succeeded in
engaging the services of P. G. W. P. MecArthur, and Bro.
Francis Beattie, as Lecturers, or Agents. These Brothers
commenced their labors about the 10th of February. Bro.
MecArthur has lectured through Hants and King’s Counties,
and a portion of Annapolis, and a few distriets in Lunenburg
and Queen’s Counties. Bro. Beattic has labored throughout
Halifax County, a portion of Lunenburg, Hants, and Col-
chester Counties, and will commence in Cumberland County
this week. Bro. Beattie’s services were secured for three
months, and it was hoped Brother MecArthur would be em-
ployed for the same léngth of time. Itis with regret, how-
ever, 1 have to report that Bro. McArthur was forced to dis-

continue his labors, owing to ill health, which no doubt was
accelerated by constant travelling in stormy weather, and
over heavy roads, at the end of two months.

With the exception of two or three localities, the labors of
both Brothers were highly successful, they having pledged
many persons to total abstincnce, organized quite a number
of societies, awakened an interest in the cause of temperance,
and made favorable impressions in favor of the Order, the
establishment of several new Divisions being the result.

Letters received speak in the highest terms of the efforts
of both brothers, and a general “desire has been expressed
that they. be continued in the field. It would not be advis-
able, however, to keep them at work after the end of the pre-
sent, or first part of the next month, as meetings throughout
the country would be but poorly attended during the summer
season, a few of the larger towns excepted. I would advise
that the Agency be rencwed about the beginning of October
next, and continued till the month of May followmg. Io
order to carry out this suggestion, it will be necessary that
the Divisions, and temperance socicties also, exhibit their in-
terest in the matter by forwarding contributions to the Agency
Fund, as it is on the liberality of 1 temperance men and women
will the contiunance of the work depend. Divisions, through
Committees and D. G. W. P.s, should exert themselves to
collect monies in aid of the fund, in order that the cause may
be kept in a healthy aud growing condition. Independent of
the collections taken by the Agents, but very little money has
been paid into the fund since last quarterly meeting, ($9.85%
in all.) This is not as it should be. A little effort by eich
Division would accomplish much in this respect. As stated
in my last report, New Era, of Liverpool, has decided to pay
into the fund a cent and @ kalf each quarter, on every mem-
ber on the F. S, Books. I have opened a list for such per-
song as may be desirous of contributing four dollars, or
upwards, per annum, to the fund. As yet but three names
have been received, viz. :

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T hope that in my next report a large subscription list will
be reported, of from $1 to $4 each.

The Agency Committee will present their Report and Fin-
ancial statement at the next Quargerly Session.

LIOENSE LAW -AMENDED.

The G. W. P. has succeeded in getting his bill to amend the
license law passed through the Legislature. Although even
with the amendments just made the law is capable of much fuwr-
ther improvement, yet in its present state much good can he
effected by it if the friends of Temperance will only avail them-
selves of the privileges now concbded them. To reap benefis
from the law in its amended state it is necessary that all should
be alive to the interests of the cause of temperance, and take
every opportunity of striking a blow against the traffic. They
should also sec that the magistrates and other officers diseharge
their duties under the law faithfully. ‘

The wmendment to the law gives the rate-payers in each poll-
ing district the privilege of petitioning against the granting of
licenses in said district ; and when a majority of rate-payers in a
district shall so petition, licenses eannot be granted.  The traffic,
with or without license, is prohibited at stations and other places
along the Lines of Railway in the Province, and in proclaimed
Gold Districts.  Justices of the Peace eannot hold a shop or
%\'em license. Penaltics are laid down fur violations of the

aw.

I beg to suggest that the amendment to the License Law be
printed as an Appendix to the Journal of Proceedings of this
Session, for the information of the Order. .
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COUNTIES REFUSING T0 GRANT LICENSES.

APPENDIX.

AMENDMENT TO LICENSE LAW.

The following Act in amendment to the License Law, passed
the House of Assembly on March 30, and was agreed to by the
Legislative Council on April & 1883, It is here published by
order of the Grand Division for the information of the Order.

AN ACT TC AMEND THE LICENSE LAW.

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council, and Assembly as
follows :

1st.—The penalties for the sale of Intoxicating Liquors shall
be as follows. For the first offence ten dollars, or imprisonment
for twenty days in the County Jail in the event of non payment
of fine; for the secord offence twenty Dollars or thirty days
imprisonment ; for the third offence forty Dollars or sixty days
iwprisonment ; and for every subsequent offence eighty dollars or
three months imprisonment.

2nd.—In any County in which a majority of the Sessions may
be disposed to grant Licenses to sell intoxicating liquors for beve
rege purposes they shall nevertheless withhold such Licenses in
any Polling District where a majority of the Rate payers petition
the Sessions against the granting such Licenses, and such decision’
shall remain in full force and effect until reversed by a majoaity
of the Rate payers in any Polling district where said action shall
have been taken.

3rd.—On information being given to the Clerk of License in
writing, and, on his having the costs guranteed by two or more
responsible parties, he shall be compelled to prosecute the person
mformed against under the penalty of the ssme amount of fine as
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would be imposed on the party informed against, if convicted, to
be recovered as an ordinary debt in the name of the person
making such request and information; to be appropriated m the
same way as other penalties for breach of the License Law, and
the Clerk of the License on applying for a summons shall file
the written information with the Justices.

4th.—Tn any County or Township in which Licenses for the
sale of intoxicating liquors are not granted, it shall be the duty
of the General Sessions for such County or Township or Special
Sessions convened by the Custos, on application of five Justices
for such purpose to appoint one suitable person for each Town-
ship or so many for each County as may be required, not exceed-
ing five in number, to be called Agents for the sale of Aleoholie
Liguors, provided that they shall reside not less than ten miles
apart, to import and sell such Alcoholic Liguors, as may be re-
quired for medicinal, mechanical manufacturing and other pur-
poses not inconsistent with the provisions of this Aet; and such
Agents shall keep a list of the names of persons purchasing
liquor, the guantity and deseription purchased by each person,
and the purpose to which such liquor is intended to be_applied,
and shall receive such compensation for his services, and shall
conform to such other regulations for the importation and sale of -
such liquors, and shall also be liable to such penalty for neglect
or violation of duty as the Court of Sessions appointing shall
preseribe.  Nowsuch agents shall have any interest i such liquor
nor in the profits of the sale thereof.

5th.—No Justice of the Peace shall hold a Shop or Tavern
License. -

6th.—Bottled liquors shall in no case be sold without license,
acontained in the original package unless such package contains
at least ten gailons.

Tth.—Accounts stated shall be included among securities made
vid by the 16th clause of chap. 22 of the Revised Statutes.

8th.—T¢t shall not be necessary for any persen wishing to take
dvantage of the Sixteenth clause of Chapter 22 of the Revised
Statutes to plead the same specially, but advantage may be taken
thereof at any stage of the trial on motion for non-suit.

9th.—Any person holding a License who shall sell intox-
iating liquors to any Indian shall on proof thereof before a Jus-
uee of the Peace forfeit his license and also shall be liable to a

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perialty of Twenty dollars for each offence, and in default of
payment shall be imprisoned for a term of not less than ten days
nor more than twenty days.

10th.—Tt shall be lawful for the chief commissioner of Rail-
ways, or any person authorized by him, to seize and destroy all
Intoxicating Liquors found exposed or intended for sale within
the limits of the Railway, and for that purpose if necessary upon
reasonable ground of suspicion foreibly to enter into any house or
building within said limits and to seize and take away all such
Intoxicating Liquors.

11th—No License shall be granted to any person who shall
reside or have his place of business within the limits of the Rail-
way, nor to any person who shall reside or have his occupation
within any proclaimed Gold distriet ; and all sales of Intosicating
liquors within such limits, or within such proclaimed Gold dis-
trict, shall be deemed as made without license, notwithstanding
the seller may hold a License, and he shall be liable to all penal-
ties and ferfeitures incurred by those who sell without license.

19th—All Penalties under this Act shall be appropriated in
the same manner as those under the Acts hereby amended.

13th—No person shall be entitled to receive a Tavern License
unless Fifteen days notice after the confirmation by the Court of
Sessions of the Grand Jury, he shall have paid the fees for such
License and entered into the Bonds required by Law.,

14th—Section Three of Chapter 30 of the Acts of 1859 and
the schedule to such Chapter, and so much of Chapter 22 of the
Revised Statutes. as is inconsistent with this act is repealed.

15th—DNo part of this Act, exeept the 11th and 12th sections
thereof, shall apply to the City of Halifax.

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I regret to state that the fatigue of travelling long distances
over muddy roads, at the end of my tour exposed me to a severe
cold, which in consequence of constant speaking brought on inflam-
mation of the throat so that T was relunctantly compelled to give
up several appointments in Lunenburg County.

It is my pleasing duty to bear testimony to the uniform

welecome which T received from Temperance friends generally,
and particularly to the many instances of hospitality and atten-
tion I met with from those kind friends with whom it was my
good fortune nightly to lodge.
o I regard the condition of the counties through which I passed
hopéful in relation to the cause of Temperance, particularly the
country districts. Shire towns are always exceptions. There
bas heen a decline of Temperance to some extent in Pleasant
Valley. Several once flourishing Divisions there are at present
lying like so many skeletons on an old battle ground.  There is
a partial revival of the old custom of social drinking, side hoards,
&e., &c.  On the other hand it is pleasing to note in Corn-
wallis an extensive revival of Temperance effort. Good men
and true, alarmed at the fact of this reaction are seeing the need
of organized effort to maintain the ground which they bave con-
quered from the ** perfidious destroyer.”

In some parts of the country the state of public feeling on the
Temperance question is not always indicated by the existence of
organizations. Tor instance, along the north shore of Minas
Basin I found a very fine Temperance sentiment without an
organization to represent it. There can be no doubt however
that such a condition of things can be distinetly traced to the
efforts of the carly Temperance friends and former Societies.

There is, I am happy to state, a growing fecling everywhero
as to the importance and need of J.egislative enactments for the
suppression of the Liquor traffic. It is being more and more
perceived and acknowledged that this traffic is a crime against
society and consequently ought to meet with entire prohibition
by the Legislature. In many polling districts the people will
hail Longley’s amendments to the License Law as a great boon.
They feel prepared to carry the law as amended into effect.
Now that it has become law I feel sure that it will pave the way
for total prohibition. ’

T had frequent occasion to treat the question on moral and
religious grounds, and never failed to receive the approbation of
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christian people and ministers of religion. Experience confirms
me in the belief that this cause cannot succeed with the clergy
ir a hostile or even neutral position in relation thereto. When
the church seriously regards and treats intemperance as a sin,
and the state the Liguor traffic as a crime, this reform will be
carried forward to a glorious consummation.

The want of one or more Temperance lecturers, who can de-
vote their whole time to the cause, is imperatively felt. There
is sufficient Temperanee strength in the Provinee were it pro-
perly combined to effeet this cnd.  Touching this point T would
respectfully call the attention of the committce to Pictou county
as an example of what can be done in raising the means requisite
to carry on such a work. Picton county Temperance League is
constituted of the various Temperance organizations of the county:
Sons of Temperance, Temperance watebmen, and Total Absti-
uneace Socicties.—These organizations thus arranged under one
head have been able to sustain a lecturer in the county, for a
considerable length of time. I see nothing to hinder other
counties having a similar institution and uniting their efforts and
means to support a Provineial Temperance lecturer, who might
divide his time among the counties rendering pecuniary aid.

The public are willing to listen to men of even ordinary talent
on this subject. Large assemblies can be collected anywhere.
Much remains to be done. The work of agitation and enlighten-
ment must be carried on without abatement until victory perch
upon our standard.
