EDITORIAL NOTES.

An agitation for the repeal cf tho Septennial Act is again on foot in
reat Britain,  An impression abroad that the Conservatives are backing
he duration of parliament against Mr. Gladstone's life lends force to the
iberal view of the question, which is not, however, a new one. Practically
e duration of Parliaments has avcraged much less than seven years. In
he 33 years between 13826 and 1859 thero were ten Parliaments, and only
wo up to the present date have run over six years. There has been a
isposition of late years to take advantage of the whole term, which will

robably strengthen the desire to shorten it. No doubt the seven year term
s too long.

Halifax can no longer complain of any lack of educational facilities. For
igher education it has a liberally-endowed university. Its County Acad-
my, ow open to both sexes, has just secured one of the most successful
eachers in the Dominion.  For art and design thero is tie new Victoria
chool.  The Ladies’ College, too, has taken root and blossomed vigor-
usly, and proposes adding to its staff an accomplished instructor in drawing
ud psinting. Then there is Cambridge House for those who consider a
0od tone as well as a good education essential for their sons.  With a staff
f En lish university honormen, to be reinforced, it is understood, by a new
rench instructor, and with a most successful teacher of music and drawing,

here seems no reason why such a school should not compete with Lennox-
lle or Port Hope,

We extract the following calm and moderate estimates of the bencfits of
onfederation from the Victoria, B. C, Colonist. * We believe that Confed-
ration has been beneficial to British North America.  We beliove that
nion has advantages which the different provinces have already profited by,
od which will be productivo of greater bencfits still in the future. Confed-
ration has certainly added nothing to the natural resources of the country,
cither has it made any very pereeptible change in the character and habits
f the people, but it bas enabled them to work to greater advantage, and it
as brought resources within their reach of whosc existence, had they
maied isolated, they would have hardly yet known. Without Confeder-
tion very little would have been known of the great Northwest.  That
onderful region would, in all probability, have still been the possession of

c lti,}ldson Bay Company, aud would not have been opened up for settle-
ent,

The recent marriage of the Hon. Mr. Foster to a lady who had obtained
a divorce in a Chicago Court exdites much comment.  Mrs, Foster is a lady
of cxemplary character, but it is regretted that any action of persons of
high social standing should involve complication with the loose and objec-
tionable divorce laws of the United States. An American divorce is no
doubt unrecognizable by the law of Canada, by the Episcopal, and we believe
by every other Canadian Church. .

Says the Eastern Chronicle, endeavouring to persuade itself that the
disloyalty of Nova Scotia to the Dominion is far greater thanitis. * We are
loyal to England, but, as to Canada, for God’s sate let three or four gener-
ations of Nova Scotians die before you begin to talk about it.” Wo venture
to think our contemporary is slightly mistaken.  There is an ample pro-
portion of Nova Scotian citizens who believe in the Dominion and are loyal
to Canada, and the loyalty will be sufficiently marked throughout the Pro-
vince before one generation shall have passed away. .

Some fishermen having recently obtained bait by lowering baskets into
which a quantity of winkles and other shell-fish find their way, and which,
when the shells are cracked, proved highly attractive, many poople have
concluded that a revoiution in fishery has been accomplished, Success cer-
tainly seems so far to have aitended the accidental discovery, but there are
other persons who consider that the depletion of shell fish by these means
may result in economic disturbances of the normal conditions unéar water,
which may result in neutralizing the immediate benefit,  Time and obser-
vation will no doubt determine the mattor.

‘We are entirely in accord with the followiig opinion which we clip
from the Clronicle. The display of the photograph of any respectable lady
on cigar, tobacco and cizarette packages is indeed a gross impertinence and
violation of all rules of propricty. * A handsome young lady in New Yotk
has entered an action against a firm of cigarette manufacturers for miking
use of her picture as an advertising medium. Public sympathy will be with
her, of course, for the use of her picture without her consent i3 a gross
outrage.  Most people will agree with the Now York Tribune that this
‘ cheap and nasty picture advertisement business is getting to be a depres-
sing nuisance—has, in fact already ¢ got there’ ” while all cigarelte smokers
think : “ If the cost of the inducement were put into the goods, tho result
would be more satisfactory to the consumers, and not less so, we should
hope, to producers,”

The enormous size of the country which has been hitherto known as
West Australia has become the source of considerable discussion, not only
as to the disposal of that section itself but as to the inevitable ultimate fed-
cration of the Australian Colonies.  The handful of people (some 45,000)
occupying the old Swan River Colony cannot obviously undertake the task
of the settlement of the whole great expanse of country still known as West-
crn Australia. Morcover the mother country is scarcely disposed to relin-
quish control of the last wide field of Imperial territory available for emi-
gration, and not subject to the management of local governments. It is
clear that in this malter lies another proof of the advisability of an Australa-
sian Confederation on the lines of our Dominion, in which the unoccupied
and thinly settled regions might perhaps become Territories like those of
our own Northwest. West Australia is about to receive self-governing
powers, an event which will constitute another step in the progress of the
Empire, and for Canada, about to become the great highway between Great
Britain and its Eastern and Australasian domintons, it is one which will have
a special interest.

As we have once or twice remarked, we have always entertained doubts
as to the soundness of the astute and perfectly irresponsible Mr. Booth.
Mr. Commissioner Coombs of the Toronto branch of the Salvation Army
scoms to be open to the same sort of suspicions which attach to the great
Commander-in Chief. One Arthur Sumner, formerly editor of the War Cry,

We are not quite &o sure «f the
immediate good effect of Confederation, but it might porsib’y tend in the
dircction Dr, Howley belisves,

We are a little surprised that so respectable a journal as the St. Jobn
JFrening Gazetle should condescend to ge off such an anticle as the follow
ing :—** Halifax harbor is maintaining its old reputation as the most dan-
gerous port to enter on the coast of North America. The steamer Ulunda,
which anived there last week, struck on Egg Island in the Eastern Passage
Thursday night, while entering Talifax. Between fog and sunken rocks
Halifax 1s in a bad way.” Considering the number of vesscls of all classes
which cnter the Port of Halifax, the number of casualties which occur is
singularly small, but such paragraphs are probably duc more to a spirit of
chaff than to the inter-civic rivalry,

The enactment of a statute of New York for the execution of criminals
by electricity seemed at first sight to be an eminently humane conception.
Considerable doubt has, however, been since thrown on the expediency of
the measure by a number of persons more or less expert in the operations
of electric currents. Instances are cited of the most intense suffering from
powerful electric shocks which yet failed to induce instantaneous death, and
it is affirmed that much depends on the subject’s normal constitutional
powers of resistance, which can scarcely be gauged. It might seem that
science ought, in time, to be able to arrive at a certainty of the shock that
will kill instantaneously, and with the least pain, but it would appear that it
is at present quite an open question.

Much surprise has been freely expressed at what is called the * extraor-
dinary decision” of the Montreal Harbor Commissioners on the recent col-
lision between the Polynesian and the Cyntkia. It is poin ed out that it
was caused by a deparware from the rules of the road. If those rules are
observed collision is supposed to be impossible. The violation of them is
duc to either one pilot or the other. The Board declined to decide which,
and was very reluctant to publish its finding, which re-instated both. If
the rules of the road are defective the Board should have specified in what
particular. The proceedings in cases of wreck or collision are often dis-
creditable. Ve are reminded by this instance of laxity of the wreck of the
Canadian, which vessel, in 1857, was run on a rock a quarter of a mile
from the Pillars Light House, on a calm, bright moonlight aight, with two
miles of clear channel along the southern shore of the t. Lawrence where
the pilot ought to have been, This worthy, for whose act there was not a
shadow of excuse, had his certificate suspended for a year, when stringing
up to a yard-arm would have b:en no more than an appropriate punish-
ment.

There is
certainly no cause for alarm in these figures.

A novel phase in the Irish aspirations for nationality is reported from

Chicago, where 2 number of prominent Irish Americans held a meeting to]

discuss the advisability of establishing an Irish American republic to fur-
ther the interests of the Irish race. An organization was perfected to be
known as the * Irish American Republic Association.” It is hoped to
secure Lower California for the purpose of establishing a rcpublic.  Efforts
will be made to securo this land or a large tract of Canadian land. Should
Canadian land be secured, an effort will be made 10 colonizo it with
1,000,000 Irish and Irish American farmers. This number of Irishmen,
with the addition of the Irish already in Canada, and the assistance of the
French Canadian clement, would, it is thought, be able to capture the Cana-
dian Government and convert it into a powerful Franeo-Irish Republic.
Now if there be any depth of purpose in this movement, we do not regard
it as at all an extravagant idea. When the English Puritans found intolera-
ble the persecution of th:ir day they bravely abandoned their then intolerant
country, and boldly committed themselves to a far ¢ff and singularly inhos-
pitable land, We have wondered, while yet there were large Islandsin the
Pacific op:n to the world, that the idea never occurred to Irisbmen of
making for themselves a grand new country whercin they could order all
things to their own liking. It would not, perhaps, be a bad thing if the
Lower California idea, which may possibly be advanced by the ciream-
stance of the Cronin murder, should take tangible shape.

three men, and while enduring the agony it caused him wrote down an’

account of his sensations for the benefit of medical science. Finding he

did not die soon enough, he put an end to his pain with two shots from a
rovolver.

Following ¢l e on this
and creating a great sensa.ion is the suicide of Count Waldnan Von
Blumenthal, Prussian Military attache at Munich, who shot himseif. He
was believed to bo engaged to Lady Acton.

The English Kennel Club has decided that in future no dogs shall be
elegible for admission to any dog show held under the club’s rules, if their
ears have been cut. This is a humane decision. The opinion of the dogs
was not asked for, but as they usually put in a protest whon the operation
is performed, it is understood that they are in favor of the new rule.

. Boulanger, Rochefort, and Count Dillon have been summoned to appear
within ten days. Ifthey do not appear within z0 days they will be dec ared
outlaws angd their property confiscated until they surrender.  The trial is
fixed for August 10th, the judgement will be final, no appeal being allowed.

. Queen Victoria’s private accounts from her accession to the present
time are to be examined by a committee appointed for the purpose.

The Dervish prisoners rescued at Assouan are terribly smaciated, having
suffered greatly from hunger and thirst. Among them are many women and
boys. An Itslian woman says there were five nuns and two priests still
alive at Khartoum. The Dorvishes left Dongola with 8,000 men and six
guos. On the march many died and deserted, while maty others were

killed. Col. Wodchouse estimates the Dervishes killed and wounded at
2,500,

I am 80 sorry for Helen’s fall and the dear little burned hand ! Whether
one is far or near, as regards distance, to a physician, it is always humane, to
put it mildly, to bave a littlo chest or closet stocked with simple, effective
remedics for the common “ ills that flash is heir to.” The important treat.
ment for burns is to exclude the air. The best application is a mixture in
equal parts of linseed oil and lime water. Any druggist will sell you this
already prepared, or you can buy the oil snd add the lime water for yoursoif,
The latter is made by putting s piece of unslacked lime, the size of a big
walnut, into a common-sized wine bottle of cold water. Shake the bottle s
few times, let the contents sottle, and pour off the water. This mixture
you really ought to keep in the house. To dress a burn, wet a soft cloth in
the lime water and linseed oil preparation, and lay over the injureﬁ-ggiface.
Puta dry cloth or flannel over this, and secure it in place with § amooth
light bandage. Wot the inner cloth from timoe to time, but do not expose
the inner surface to the air. When the inflamstion subsides—that {s When,
as we say, ‘ the fire is out,”—and the time depende upon the extent o7 the
burn, apply a simp'e ointment. One of the very best is made of common
whiting and lard that is freo from salt. This does not keep vory long, but
the ingredients should be in the house so that the salve can be made up
quickly when needed. If you are unfortunately out of linsced oil and hime
water when Helen burns her hand again, make a dressing of a pint of hot
walor and milk, one half of each, and a small teaspoonful of common
baking soda. Make this bot, then cool sufficiently to apply, keeping the
cloth next the skin wet with it. Pastes of flour, starch and the like are
cruol things. Thero is no way of cooling the skin beneath, aud they cake
and are harsh and irritating.

Dearmo! There is no need to hemoan your inability to got any nico
candy short of tbe capital, Mako it, cousin mive! No, you do not need to
serve any apprenticeship, and it does not nocessitate stewing ovor a fire—
you seo how pat I have all tho objections. Butit's not st all intuition on
my part, they aro simply the obstacles that rose in my own mind whon I
first heard the mntter of making Yrench candies ~uggested. Of courss
there are delicious cooked candies, but of those moro anon—whon the
weathor is coolor, for example. The one thing that you must have now 1s
confectionor’s sugar, nothing olse snswers, This is white and amooth,
somothing liko curnstarch, Of course, you will not buy it of a confoctioner,
because he will charge 60 or 75 per cent, profit. Get it of any wholossle
grocer, and it will cost but a trifle more than tho cotimon articlo. To mske
a small quantity of candy, take tho white of ono fresh egg, and an equal
quentity of water ; stir them (not beating the egg first, notice,) slightly,
and add tho desired flavor. The amount of this depends upon the strength
of the extract used, and upon ond's taste, A half teaspoonful of extrct
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vanills, a fow drops of peppermint, two teaspoonfuls of orange juico, ono of
Jemon juico, and so ou, ropresents the average amount of each of theso
flavors that is nsed with one egg. Next, stir in tho sugar, a littlo at a time,
gtirring and beating the compound smooth, until it is atiff enough to bo
moulded with tho fingers without sticking, aftor they have beon dusted with
sugar.  So much for the foundation. Will you like somo cream walnuts?
Very woll, crack the nuts carefully to romove the meat in unbroken halves ;
roll s morsel of your candy deftly into a tiny ball, flatten it with a litile - at
ss you lay & half walnut on ono side, put anothor half on the opposite side,
pross thom togothor slightly, and thero is a bit of candy for which ouo pays
tho highest price in tho shops. Morcuver this we are cortain is cloan and
pure.  Or \vil[ you havo some croam dates? Buy fresh, firm dates, remove
pits with a knifo Jeaving the fruit open on one side. Roll a bit of candy
into a rope-shape about an-inch and a hulf long, Insert this in tho cavity of
the dato, press the edges of tho fruit togother, and round off tho ends of the
sugar filling to mako it smooth and tempting looking. Sliced figs, candiod
cherries, any dried or preserved fruit, may be used in a variety of ways with
this candy foundation. To make tho famed Noapolitan cream put the whites
of threo eggs in as many mixing bowls. Add orange juice instead of the
usual quantity of wator to one ogg; to tho second an equal quantity of
melted ohocolste, to the third tho same amount of raspberry or any red fruit
syrup, checkerborry, or whatever suils one's palate best. Stir in the sugar
as bofore, adding more chocolate, if necessary, to give that portion a real
chocolate color. \When stilf enough to roll casily make n half-inch layer of
the red candy, over this lap the orango mixture, and lastly the chocolato,
rolling each ono smoothly and evenly, Scar the top with a broad~bladed
kpife, wet in cold wator, with inch and a half squares, and sot away to cool.
In o few hours they are ready to be cut into tri colored cubes of delicious
candy. 'When one has not a marble slab upon which to roll the layors, the
bottom of a square dinner plattor of big sizo answers vory well. Ono must
uso marble or crockery. Uncooked candies aro nicest when a day old, and
they have not the keeping quality of cooked candies, hardoning in twe or
threo days enough to lose the creamy tasto ; but they aro just the thing for
imwediate consumption, and are, as you seo, simplicity itself to make.

I am moved to send word through you 10 the good husbandman of your
estato that a recent authoritative work upon poultry-raising says poultry
yards should hava some kind of shado provided for tho hens. Ducks also
suffer greatly if oxposed to tho heat of the sun the whole Jay., A pieco of
muslin stretched over a cornor of the yard, or a screen of brush, answers
very purpose.

1t is tho fashion, and a most agrecable one, if one has not both a coun-
try house and a town residence, to at least recognise the two broad divisions
of the year in the disposition of furnishings in her all-tho-year-round
dwollivg. That is, at this scason the living room is divested of its woollen
carpets, heavy drapories, upholstered cheirs, and the like, and in their stead
ono sees gratefully stained or matting-covered floors, muslin or soft silk
draperics, rattan snd wicker furniture, and so on. If one's houso is big
enough this cool summer living room with its northern exposure may be
closed in winter, and kept intact for the following ceason. But if not, the
changes indicated aro really not dearly provided wben one reckons the gra
tified senses throughout the year.

We have received from Messrs. A. W. Morris & Bros, Proprietors of
“The J. A. Converse Manufacturing Company,” of Mostreal, a splendid
view of the Comwercial Metropolis of Canada. The Messrs. Morris manu-
facturo cordage, jute, twine, bags, plaster, otc.

—

The great improvements continually being made in labor saving machin-
ety are well exemplified in the ingenious mechanism of modern lsundry
plant and fittings  Halifax now has a laundry estiblistiu nt fitted up with
the latest improved mnchinery, and a visit to it will prove most interusting.
Wo refer to the Lone Star Laundry, M. & D. Mackenzie, Proprictors, which
is situated at 62 and 64 Granville Street, near tho Ierald office.  The powor
is furnished by an upright boilec and horizontal engine from tho well-
known establishment of ffowell & Co. These are lucated on the main floor
of tho building, snd on the same floor ero the washing machire sud centri
fugal wringer. The former is the celebrated Cembridge Washor, from the
works of the Empire Luundry Machivery Company, and has s capacity of
200 shirts at each charge This machine is cylindrical in forw, and cin be
run at a speed of 140 revolutions, forcing the water through aud through
the clothes, and thoroughly cleansing them without any wear and tear.
From time to timo cloan water is admitted, the dirty water, which is heavier,
being dra'vn off below. Tho washed clothes are placed io the centrifugal
wringer, the basket of which is copper and pierced with holes. This rovolves
at tho rato of 400 revolutions per minute, the water in the clothes being
forced through the holes in tho basket, soon leaving them dry without wear-
ing them in the least. A patent starcher works near tho washing machine,
and is about tho sizp of a half barrel. Tt is tightly closed, and is moved by
machinery backwards and for—ards through an arc of a circie, thoroughly
ssturating tho goods with starch, and doing away with sll ponnding snd con
sequent wear of the material, Tho dry room is in tho third story, and is
kept at a high temperature, the hot, dry air being supplied fiom a Mosher's
laundry stove in tho story below. This stove heats 42 sad and 20 polishing
ons. Tho ivoning wachines aro in the front room of the second story, sng
are of tho latest pattern. Tho shirt ironing machine has a capacity of two
shirts por minute, and a new attachmont at the end irons the neck, yokos
and cuffs. A special woman oporator is now on thoe way from Boston to run

this machine. Thero is also o Cambridgo parallel izoner for collars, otc.,
which doos its work to perfoction, and is so nicoly adjusted that any roquired
pressuro can bo epplied.  As a rosult thore is no tesring of tho material, and
on ironing oloth that has boon in use since the machine has boon in opora-
tion shows no signs of woar, In both the ironing machines tho ironer is a
rovolving hollow cylinder, hoated with gas, the fumes of which and all
smolls are noutralizad by an air blast supplied by s smll blower workoed by the
engino. No chomicals or other injurious substances are used in the laundry,
tho superior work turned out boing duo entirely to the puro starch and sosp
used, nnd tho perfoction of the washing and ironing machinery. Wo advise
a visit to tho laundry, as the obliging proprictors are always willing to show
visitors through and oxplain tho various operations, Tho Mackonzio Bros.,
who aro natives of Cow Bay, Capo Broton, have worked for yoars in tho lead-
ing laundries in Doston, Troy aud New York, and are thoroughly postoed in
overy detail of their business. Thoy oponed hero in & small way only a
short timo ago, but their rapidly increasing trado has encouraged them to fit
up their promises with tho latest improved machinery. Thoir entorprise wo
may add is being duly rowarded.

The Domivion Government, under the advice ¢f the Minister of Marine
and Iisheries, it is said are nbout to appoint oxperts to visit Scotland, Nor-
way, sud other fish contres to gain o knowledge of the Liest modes of curing
fish for foroign markets. Such a stop may result in good of a substantial
character to our fishory intorosts.

New ConrectioNary axp Biscutr Masuracrory ox Warkr axo Lock-
MAN STREETS.—A now firm uuder the style of O'Brion, Adums & Co., has
just boon formod ia the north end for tho purpose of manufacturing all kinds
of pustry and confectionary. ‘T'ho machinory used for the purpose is of the
most improved and latest style. The firm have purchased the commodious
O'Briea property, which fronts on Upper Water Streot and extends back to
Barriugton St., and have erccted a larze building in the rear of the Barring-
ton Street proporty, making the building one of the largest of its kind in
the Dominion. The basement, in which is situated the engine room, made
of brick and iron, furnaces, otc., is very clean, Tho engine, a very fine one
of its kind, is of tho expansion cut off make, built in Montresl. It is of
thirty horso power. Tho first floor of the building, facing on Barrington
8St,, i confined mostly to biseut baking.  Biscuits of overy possible kind
and mako are turned out here, from the fancy jelly bigs to tho scaman’s
hardtac. ‘The machiues used on this floor are of the most improved kinds,
incluling machine for fancy work, mixer and cutter, tho panner and scrap-
per, &c.  The last named 18 a novel machine. It is run on tho plan of a
lacomotive with all the necessary appliances. On the socond floor wo find
the lorenge department, in which aro seen thosteam power machives which
roll, cut, print and then deposit the losanges into trays. 1ero are also found
the English polishing kelt]es, for polishing goods such as Scotch mixtures,
the steam gum kettles, and revolving pars for making all kinds of fancy
mixtures. On this floor is alsa situated the sugar crusher for crushing loaf
sugar, and the pulverizing macline which pulverizes granulated sugar at the
rate of a barrol in fifteon minutes. A room fur drying drops is aleo on this
floor. The third floor is used exclusively for packing biscuits and confec-
tionery. The fourth floor i3 uod for drying boxes, and also used as a kiln
for drying hard breads, such as pilot biscuit, ete. Tho store rooms sare sis-
uated in another part of the buildivg. In tho rear of the Barrington Street
proporty is situated the confectionary establishment, which has four flats
containing a great number of rooms, includiog the following : Pure candy
room, in which is placed the Japancse cutting machine and s new invention;
and the cocoanut grinder, recently imported from New York, the hot room
for making fine goods bheated by steam, the mould rooms where chocolate
drops, ete., aro made, the boiling rooms (2) wheto all kinds of pure candies
aro manufactured, the cutting room, fitted with the latest drop mills and
modern candy cutting machinery, and cold room for dryiug chocolate drops.

Thero is also 3 machiso shop in connection with the csiablishmont, where
all kinds of patont tools are manufactused for use vn tho premizes, including
drills, boring machines, dies, etc. A set of carpenter’s tool: aro also to be
found. A room seldom fuund in any other establishment is the inspection
too, in which ail the hands aro instructed to t.ko packings for inspection
with names placed in each box, thus insuring to the custower full weight
aud good goods. A large room is also sot apart as a dressing and washing
roum for tho emyployes. ~ The firm have spared no eapense in waking this
ostablishmont a first-class onoe in every respect. The whole building is con-
pected throughout with the Starr telephone connection—besides having tho
Bell telephone connection. Tho entire establishient is fitted in tho latest
Amorican and ngiish systems, Tho offico aud sales roows are located in
the shop No. 174 Upper Water strect, while the stores Nos. 170 and 172
Water straet are sot apart for retail sales. The main packing room and
goods entranco are to Lo found at N .+ 317, 319 aod 321 Barrington street.
The business 1s under ths supervision of Messts. W. A, Adams, James A.
O'Brien, and J. Dwyor, who compase the ficm.—Herald, *

A new industry has been established at Milton by the Messrs. Kemp-
ton Brothors, who have imported soda water plant and a turnover bottling
machine from Eogland which will bottle 40 dozen bottles an hour, fLhe
wachinery cost eomething liho $1,000 and is the latest and moust improved
machinery for the business.

1t is tho intention of the manufacturers to put up sods, Tonic and Min-
oral waters, Lomonado and Standard Nervine, the latter being a wonderful
uerve restorative propared from roots, bark and herbs.

Some cereals do not look so well, and the
future of potatoes, turnips and other root edibles scoms doubtful at prosent,
Farmers sro chiefly occupied in looking after their srowing and rapidly ma.
turing crops, and in suppressing * postilont weeds,” In staplo goods most
principals and their clerks are cither enjoying thoir rogular sunimor vacations
or proparing to do eo. Asscon as the “Summer Carnival ” is over, the
crops ato harvestod and marketed, and the heat of our short summor gives
place to tho moro temporato weather that will succoed it, businoss will rovive
and wo anticipato a largoly increased volumo of trade.

Dry Goops.—Orders for fall goods soem to be rather increasing in
volume, and supplying sorting-up requirements keops thoe course of frado in
this line in healthy movoment. Cotton, woolien, and other textile fabrics
sre firmly held, much confidence boing evidently felt in their future. The
Manchester, Eng., Guardian says :—"Tho market is inanimate. Spinners
strongly maintain prices for tho bost spinnings because of their engagements,
but aro casy for common sorts of wefts, owing to a full supply and a scarcity
of buyers. Cloth is slow of sale, There is a good enquiry, but tho offers
are not acceptable, Tho Eastorn demand is fair, but the offers are too poor.
Sellers aro doing little.”

IroN, HARDWARE AND MEeTaLS,—Tho demand for articles in this line in
the local market has been regular, but not in any sense ective. The quar-
terly meoting of iron manufacturers in Great Britain was held a fow days
sinco, when an advance of 10s. on manufactured iron was agreed upon.
Warrants in Glasgow are cabled 2d. dearer, and No. 3 foundry trou in Mid-
dlesborovgh 3d. up. In London ingot tin issteady, Chili copper bars quiet,
and soft Spanish load unchanged. The ontiro Pennsylvania market is
stronger ip iron and steel. Dealings are larger, and deliverios are arranged
for more distant dates. Prices for standard brands aro steady, and buyers
aro placing orders liberally, Good reports are received from all parts of the
state, and makers are not as desirous as they were sixty days ago of securing
orders for delivery in ninety days, All the mills are in good working condi-
tion. Pig iron production is slowly increasing. Southern pig has advanced
to new customers. The over-sold conditions of 8o many Southorn furnaces
is being roflected in stronger prices in the North, but unless northorn forge
and foundry consumersshould decide to buy more largely no further improve-
ment is probable. Genoral prospects are favorable.

Breapsturrs.—The genoral tone of the flour market has exhibited an
improvemont-—especially vespecting some of the higher grades. Domand,
howover, has not been so good. Buyers appear to ho holding off to some
extent on account of stiffer prices, and the volume of business actually trans
acted has pot been large. Beerbohm’s cable reports wheat quiet but firm;
corn nil. Weather in England fair, In United States markets prices have
fluctuated rapidly, and transactions have been very active at lower average
fizures. New wheat coming in in largo quantities-has discouraged the bull
intercst, and the boars are having it all their own way of late. Chicsgo,
Toledo, Now York, Dotroit snd Milwvaukeo all roport whoat weaker &}nd
figures dropping. Washington reports of tho prospocts for this year’s spring
and winter crops show a probability of an aggrogate yield of not Jess than
515,000,000 bushels of wheat us against 393,028,500 in 1888. Nothing
short of somo dire calamity to European crops would appear to justify pre
sent prices—not to mention any advanco, and the sad exporience of last ses
son in bulling a short crop ought to be a sufficiont warning against a ropeti-
tion of those tactics with a full crop. The reported damage to Russia's crop,
which has beon so freely used as a reason for an increased demand upon our
production from European consumers, has not effected much in that direc-
tion, if wo can judge by oxperts from tho seaboard, while, if those accounts
aro true, Russia’s continuing to sell as froely as she has must be considered
a case of slow suicide. : ..

Provisions.—No imporlant change hss transpired in the local provision
market, priccs being firm all round, Tho matcket was fairly active, and a
good local business was transacted with a good domand for both pork and
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lard. Tho amount of business accomplished in hams and hacon was moder-
ato, but pricos have beon steady. In tho Liverpool provision market the
only ohange was in lard, which has baon weaker and declined 3d. Pork,
bacon and tallow ronfained unaltered as to quotations, though with a woeaker
tono. In Chicago the provision market wes quiol with inactive trading.
The first option moved up be., whilo others eased off 24¢. Lard fell off 24c.
Riba wero quiot and steady. The hog market was weak and declined Ge. to
16c. Tho cattlo market was fairly active,

Burrer —Tho supply of butter has been quito suflicient to meet all local
domanda and as there is no export enquiry stock~ aro bogining to accumu-
lsto. On tho wholo tho market for buttor has a rather sieady tone, though
prices cannot advance matorially unless somo marked change from existing
conditions occurs,

Cuerse is unchanged, The factories are turning out large quantities,
but they aro obliged to wail for a market which is willing to tako their offor-
ings at tho exalted figures that they placo upun them. Really good cheese
will improve in value, of course, with ago and should comwmand on that
account onhanced pricos later in tho sessom, But, in tho mesnwhile, it
sooms wise for holders to ask themsolves whothor any probable advance will
bo sufficiont to cover tho loss in shrinksge, handling, insurance, interost and
othur incidontals, Wo doubt whether it will—especially in view of the fact
that Great Britain doos not secem as yot to hanker after Canadian and United
States chocso to tho extont that they did last year. Thoy, as well a3 our
eolves, aro promised un cnormous yield during the cutrent season, and
appear in consequence comparatively indifferont to what we offer and are,
evidently, much disinclined to pay favey prices therefor

Driep Fruits,—This market has beon entirely cleared of Valoncis
raisins from first hands, but jobbors aro closing a fuir though vory raoderate
business. Privato intelligence from what is alleged to bo high authority re-
garding tho spproaching currant crop is unfavorable, and the information
gathered indicates a shortage of 25 to 30 por cent., owing to cold winds
that have prevailed., Of course theso advanced roports coming so ecarly 1o
the season are not to be implicitly relied upon, but must bo accopted with
a considerablo cautionary margin—in other words with the proverbial
«grain of salt.”” The yiald may yet turn out to he a fairly average one.

Greexy Fruir.—Under good demand the market has been fairly active
and a largo volumo of business has been accomplished. Oranges, lemons,
bananas, pineapples, and other semi-tropical ITuits have vied against berrie:
of various sorts, groen apples, ote., and all have met with a ready call
The tasto for freeh fruils ovidently grows among people as the oppoitunities
for gratifying it aro moro liborally afforded.

Svear,—Owing to the continued quict advices from abroad on raw sugar
tho market for rofined has been quict but firm and prices have been well main-
tained. The demand has been rather slow and the volame of busin.ss
transacted small, owing greatly, no doubt, to tho fact that j bbers are well
filled up, and until presont stocks are worked off refiners do not anticipate
much activity.

Movasses.—Our mnporters do not evince any desire to sell, owing to com-
paratively small stocks on hand end on the way. In Montreal the market
has been more active under s bettor domand, and some large ssles are ro-
ported to have been offected. The feeling there is strong and prices have
an upward tendeney, owing to the fsct that tho stock is now concontrated in
a fow hands, who ore very strong and helding for 50 cents A salo of 1,500
puncheons of Barbados was made last week and we understand the prico
was 481c. A bid of 49¢. was made for 250 puncheons and upwards. A
lot of 125 puncheons of Porto Rico was pilaced at 45¢. and some small lots
of 8t. Kitts at 423c. Theso parcels were about all that were in the market
and were bought by wholesale grocers. This season so far about 5,000
puncbeons have passed through leading Montresl brokers’ hands and each
sale was an advance in price

Tea,—The tea market has a decidedly quiet lone with no business of
importance, being confined to small parcols.
of account in either blacks, greenms, or Japans, Cables from Yokohama
report the market weak and declining, choicest 24¢, cboice 20¢., finest 18c.,
fine 17c., medium 14c., and good common 12ic.— all {. 0. b. .

Corree~The market is very quiet, it being difficult to inspire confi-
dence in buyers since the late severe break in Rio. Consequently business
continues to drag. It is thought, however, that for some time prices have
scon bottom, although buyers refuse to order beyond the bare necessitics of
presont wants,

Fisu —The fishing scason has thus far been disappoiniing. ‘The
catch of all kinds of fish continues to bo much smaller than usual and at the
samo time tho demand—oxcept for mackotol—practically does not exist.
Recaipts are oply in small lots that come along scatteringly. Thore is said
to bo but little old dry snd pickled cod and scelo fish now held in first
hands, whilo new catch comes forward vory slowly. It isroported that large
quantitios of mackerel have been scen at different points to the northward but
they do not “school” and are very shy and wild vory rarely rising to the sur-
faco, so that nets cannot be effectively used. Some have boon taken with jig
and line but not in paying numbers. Our outside advices are as follows :—

‘That it should be vepenled or
amended goos without saying. Au .pplicant for leases writos out his apphi.
cation, pays the necessary foes and receives tho usual recoipt thorefor. Until
the leaso has boen made vut by the Departmont of Mines ho can do nothing
further. Ho porhaps culls sovacal times and is informeod that his loaso is not
1oady for execution, Like most men ongagad in mining his timoe is procious
ond tho dolay is decidedly exisporiting.  Finally in the rush of other busi.
noss ho forgots about his loase and the yoar oxpiros often without its having
been mado out by the dopartment. When he finally calls ho is cooly informed
that as he has not complied with the law in executing the lease within the
year his right to the property has expirod and more than likely he finds that
some ono olse has takon out a leasoe uver the samo ground. Iun practice this
scction of the act is almo.t Judriciously unjust, and might bo quoted as an
example of tho hoight of absurdity. > It should bo amended say in sucha
wmanuer thatif the applicant for a lesse did not cill and oxecute it within
thireo mouths ufter being notitied by the Commissioner of Mines that it was
ready for oxecution that then his right should bo forfeited. .As things aro
¢ present the Department of Mines is cmpowered to deprive any one of a
valuable property, by simply neglecting to mako out the lease during the
year. ‘T'his wasnover intonded by the section, butasit has proved in practice
to act most prejudicially wo have little doubt that the Commissioner of
Mineg, who has shown a most commmendable disposition to remedy defective
legislation, will have the cliuse amonded at tho noxt session of the legislature.
In the mesntime ho should instruct his clerks to mako out loases as rapidly
as possible and notify applicants by letter when they are ready to be execu-
ted. Thissimple act of courtesy would be duly appreciated by the miniug
community and would prevent acts of apparont or real injustice, which 10
the past have caused iudividuals to boliove that the devartment was not
showing them fair play.

HOME AND FARM.

Apour TURKEYS— Continued.—Foop Mints,.—Restrain your desire to
count young turkoys, and let thon alone for twonty-four hours after they get
into tho world, Removo them to a clean, niry, roomy coop, and give them
boiled eggs, stalo wheat-bread crumbs just moistoned with milk or water,
“ Dutch” cheose, or a mixture of atl theso.

For the first two weeks feed ontirely with the eggs, bread, curds, cooked
rice and cooked oatmeal. About the third week commenco feeding cooked
cornmeal ; and from that on they may be given any cooked food that would be
suitable for chickons of the same age. Scason all food slightly with salt and
popper, and twico a week add a level tablespoonful of boue meal to a pint
of feed. Nover feed any sour food or sloppy fuod of any kind excopt sour
milk, and never foed any uncooked f od of any kind until after thoy have
thrown out the red on their heads, Feed often, five or six times a day,
until after they aro threo months old ; then, if insects are numerous, you
may graduslly reduce the number of meals per day to three or oven two.

After they are three months vld they may be given wheat, cracked corn
ofc,, but no whole corn until they are five months old. Keop the coops dry
and clean, and the turkoys out of the dew and rain until they are fully feath-
ered, and liave thrown out the rad. Darapness and filth will kill young
turkeys as surely as a doso of poison. For the first foew days confine the
poults to the limits of the coop and safety run ; then, if all sppear strong
and well, give the mother hen and her brood liberty on pleasant days after
the dew is off.

If they got caught out in a shawer, get them to shelter as soon as
possible ; and if they are chilled take them to the house and thoroughly dry
and warm them. See that tho little turkoys come homo every night,
The turkey mother must, for the first fow nights, bo hunted up and driven
home. After thoy are three months old turkeys are quite hardy, and may
be allowed range at all times. If the turkeys that are well cared for, and
bave always scemed all right, show signe of drooping whon about six weoks
or Lwo months old, give Douglas’ mixture in tho drink or food, and add a
little cooked meat to the food once a day.—The Practical Farmer.

Friexps oF THE FArMER.—It may be an advantage to poiat out eome
of the friends of the farmer, which, consequently, no farmer should destroy
or allow to be destroycd. Among these are toads, which are, undor all
circumstances, tho farmer's friend ; moles and field mice, probably, do a vast
deal more good than harm; all birds, especially robins, wrens, thrushes,
orioles, cuckoos, plebes, blue birds, woodpockers, swallows and ¢at birds.
Tho deatruction of these and many others, excopt for sciontific purposes,
should bo made, under very heavy penalties, illegal everywhero, The
bouse sparrow, better known as the Eoglish sparrow, is to be rated sn
exception. This bird i8 now universlly regarded as a nuisance, first, because
of its grain and vegetsble destroying propensities; secondly, becavse it
drives away inscct-destroying birds.

Aniong insccts, many wasps are friends, especially those with more or
less protruding horn or sting at the end of the abjomen. Ladybugs and
lace-wing flies live ontirely upon destructive insects, especially plant lice
and scale insects, and should never be destroyed. Dragon flies, or devil's
derning-necdles, are also useful as well as harmless.

A good wash for tho trunks of trees to prevent injury from borers and
the bark louse is made from a strong solution of soft soap in hot water and
afterwards adding a little crudo carbolic acid ; tho wash to be applicd with a
brush in the late spring and early summer to prevent the laying of insect
eggs. Sifted coal ashes will be found useful against cucumber and melon
bugs. Many other remedies como well recommonded, but those named are
the ones in most common use. Spraying with a solution of Paris green,
the only known effective remedy for the codling moth, is, at the same time,
equally so against all leaf cating insocts, and is gaining a good reputation as
againet the plum curculio. Appliances for using insocticides can now
bo obtained from leading dealers in agricultural implementa,

The ravages of the insect pest which is attacking the wheat sbout Paris,
Ont,, are exciting alsrm in the farming community. o sample heads of
wheat taken at random from a fine looking field in Brantford Township, the
heads wero litorally swarming with small greon flies, whose operations on the
grain could be oasily discovered by the noked eye. The ownerof the field
ssid ho had noticed after an east wind a short time ago, tho presence of black
flics among the wheat. Ho concluded that they wero midge flies and his
diagnosis has nuw been verified. No littlo excitemont has been croated by

tho diecovery of this pest in tho crop, which for luxuriance and qualty hss
not beon equalled in many yoars,

The beauty of many a naturally attractive farm home is marzed by the
sight of the family washing conspicuously hanging upon the front verand:

Jorlawn. Tho flappiog garments of varied shapos and sizas becomo the mesh

conspicuous objects upon tho scene. It is also botter to arrange tho clothes
lino so your neighbors need not run tho gauntlot of fluttering sleeves and
petticoats when they como to tho door. Koop the wood-pilo, tho clothe
line, the chicken coop and other unsightly or cluttoring things at tho back
sido of tho houso, and loave the grounds in front and thae front entranes u

neat and ss unobstructed as if your houso was upon a villago street. Don't
got slipshod.—New England Farmer.

Mrs. G. W. P. says sho has tried a rulo for preventing table salt frea
gotting demp and lumpy, and finds it a success. Whon filling tho shiks
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add one toaspoonful of cornstarch to every six teaspoonfuls of salti—New
Englund Farmar.

Farm laberera are in great demand just now in Ontario, it being impossible
1o procure men at any prico. Thoe immigration oftices are daily bLesieged
with farmers looking out for men and offering high wages for the next threo
months  Lxcollent reposts are given of the crops from all parts.

A correspondent writing to the New York Zribune from Ithaca, New
York, gives tho following recipo as the best for poisening Enghish sparrows :
“ Dissolve vrseniate of soda in warm water st the rate of an ounce to a pint ;
pour this upon as much wheat as it will cover (in a vessel which can bo
closed so as to prevent evaporation), azd allow it to 50k for at least tweunty-
four hours. Dry the wheat so prepared, and it is ready for use.” It
should bo distributed in winter in places whete the sparrows congiegate,
but where domestic fowls will not be endangered, and a quick drcreaso iu
their numbers is certain to follow.

Capt. Garston, late Royal artillery, who last fall purchused the Lawrenco
farm ot Wallbrook, Anuapolis Co., has this spring planted 16 acres of
orchard, The trees look finely ; scarcely one has failed to live.
