“ Rvery one who washes his hands must attead
to four things :—~1st, To the water, that it be not
unlawful for the washing of hands; 2nd to the
measure, that there be a quartern for the two
hands ; 3rd. to the vessel that the water where-
with the washing is performed, be in a vessel.
4th. to the washer, that the water come with force
from him who pours.” Hilchoth Berachoth, vi. 6,

** We have explained long ago, that the wash-
ing and bathing of the hands, are derived, [rom
the words of the scribes.” Hilchoth Mikvaoth xi. 1.

““ Though he should only have enough water to
drink, he is to wash his hands with 2 part of it,
and then to cat, and to drink the remainder.”
Hilchoth Berachotl, vi. 19.

‘Tt is necessary to be very careful in washing
of hands, for every one who despises the washing
of hands, is guilty of excommunication.” Orach
Chaiim, § 158.

“Whom did they excommunicate? Eleazar
hen Chatazar, who despised the washing of hands ;
