OUR NATIONAL SYSTEM OF EDUCATION.

For some time past little or nothing has appeared in the Kecord on the sub-
ject of Education. This, however, has not arisen from any change of opinion
on the subject, or want of interest in it, but we have thought it better to allow
controversy to be carried on through other periodicals, watehing meanwhile
with decp interest the turn which things are taking. The time, however, is
fast approaching when we may expect action—the time, when, in accordance
with the recommendation of Synod, petitions should be prepared for the legis-
lature, and in view of this we wish to state the matter to our readers, in what
appear to us its important and practical bearings.  When Parliament meets,
we may expect the Report of the University Commission to be submitted—
perhaps disposed of.  Dr. Ryerson has alse intimated the probabiiity of another
bill being submitted in conneetion with the common schools, and it will in no
way surprise us, should the friends of non-sectarian education, if not on their
guard, sce another siep taken towards the overthrow of our present system
"The Canada Presbyterian Church may be regarded as decidedly favourable to
our present common school system.  Both the Churches, now happily joined
together, were quite decided on this point. The Free Church Synod always
supported the common school system. In the agitation against Kina's College,
the Free Church took no second place. The minutes of each surcessive Synod
at the tume bear witness to the carnestness with which the chureh sought
treform.  The Kingly endowment was at first held exclusively by the Church
jof England, and King’s College was thoroughly Episcopalian; hut after much
labour 1t was placed on a cathulic basis, and when further amended, King's
' College, with the endowment belonging to it, became University College and
+the University of Toronto. All denominational tests were abolished, both as
+to profissors and students, and still a decidedly religivus character was main-
taincd.  The college has since progressed favourably, and is now thoroughly
cfficicnt, embracing a very extensive course of instruction.  And, need we say,
it is as safe for the purity and morals of the students as any college which is
open to all classes in Britain or America. The United Presbyterian Church has
ever been equally, if not even more cordial in the support of non-sectarian eduea-
tion Luth in school and college. Thus, then, we assume that to-day our united
Synod will be found, with few exceptions, supporting nan-seetarian institutions,
whicls are based on the fundamental priuciples of Protestantisin, in which the
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Bible is recognized, and provision is made for religious instruct.on when
desired.

Now a fresh agitation is begun, and a hot contest may be expected.  The
assailants come fiom many quarters, and though bitterly opposed to cach other
in many things and acting on widely different principles, they are united in this,
to overthrow nen-seetarian, national education.  Some avow this de<ign, others
dissemble, and others <till appear so blinded tnat they see not the consequences
of what they ask for, and care not what may be the issue.

1. We have Popery.  The old exelusive claim of * Edueation by the Puiest”
is put forth. At one time insidiously, and again boldly, at all times trying to
influence the government the Roman Catholie clergy work away.  They have
separate sehanls, and wherever these exist, the taxes of Roman Catholies go to
support priestly education, and an cqual sum i< given by government. But
more is demanded.  They ask now for an cqual share of the whole tures
according to the number of scholars.  Thus would they appropriate the taxes
of Protestants to support schools taught by nuns and friars, where the children
are taucht to destroy heretics, and overthirow Protestantism, and receive to
boot an cqual amount from the government. The present system is had
enough, but move of it would simply be intolerable.  Then for colteges, hittle
as yet has heen said by the Roman Clergy, but quictly they have been waiting,
and building colleges,  Ottawa, Kingston, Toronto, Windsor, and perhaps
Guelph, are all expecting government aid, when sects are recognised.  Herens
the prospect of five Maynooths, where Den<and Liguori are taught, and Ultra-
montansm fostered, and those who propagate these principles are to be paid
by government from Protestant taxes.

2. There is the Anglican Church.  I’arish schools are already built in many
places, thoroughly sectarian, with prayer-book aud colleets.  We have no fault
to thece <o long as they are supported by voluntary effort; but Mr. J- 1. Cam-
eron and others ave demanding for them the same privilege which Roman
Catholies have, viz, the taxes levied on persons belonging to the Church of
England, and an equal amount from government ; and this to teach undiluted
Anglicanism.  Ifthis be granted, Prestiyterians, Wesleyang, Congregationalists,
Baptiste, will make a ke demand, our common schools wall be all but emptied,
and unable to compete with sectarian schools in numbers or respectability, if
they continue to exist at all, they must Lecome paltry institutions, unable to
employ an eflicient teacher.

Trinity College has not yet taken part in the spoliation scheme,  The Bishop
of Toronto has no objection to take money fir it from government, despitc the
understanding when the charter was given, that it was to be endowed srom
private sourees alone, but it must be without condations.  Neithee he nor
Trinity will he hound to abate ane iota fiom its present exclasive Episcopalian
character, or to mect other institutions on common ground.

3. Then comes the Wesleyan Conference. We do not believe that the
people generally sympathise in the agitation ; they are led they know not
whither.  The as<ault of the Wesleyans has not yet been directed against our
schools, tae College is the oljeet of their earnest attack,  The petition of the
Conference, if granted, would reduce the professorial staff’ of Luiversity Col-
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lege ; lessen seriously, if not wholly abolish the scholarships ; interfere with
the muscum, philosophical apparatus, and library ; and, having thus reduced
and dismantled our national institution till it stands on a level with adventure
colleges, would divide the funds accruing among all scctarian colleges.
Certain conditions would be attached, viz., onc central Beard to examine
students of «{l such colleges, which would receive from the funds in propor-
tion to tho number of students who passed examinations.  The amount
reccived would thus be according to the number educated at each institution.
This proposal would of course apply to all colleges—Roman Cathohie, Awzlhican,
Presbyterian, Wesleyan, Baptist, E. Methodist, Unitarian, or anything, provi-
ded only the secular work was done—such is the plan proposed in the name of
Religion.  Let this plan stand on its own merits, and if the country chovses to
raise funds for this purpose, good and well ; but why attack our non-scctacian
college, and squander its funds ?

4. We have the Church of Scotland. This, it seems, is the name they
prefer.  Until lately we scarcely knew what position this denomination would
assume.  We had indeed learncd that the scheme referred to as advocated by
the Wesleyang, and over which they were jubilant about a year ago, had Leen
proposcd by Dr. Leitch, It was said that the heads of all colleges had agreed
to it, that i, to everything but the distribution of the funds. But in Good
Words for December last, we have an interesting article from the pen of the
Principal of Qucen’s College, in which we see pretty fully developed his pro-
posal so far as its principle is concerned.  Dr. Leitchis a zealous Fducationist,
and probably thought far less about the money part of the question, than
about the best mode of advancing generally higher education.  Believing, as
he seems to do, that everything English or Scotch is the best, we are not sur-
prised to see him trying to mould Young Canada after the Britishmodel.  But
the wayward child, if we mistake not, will not be bound with the sectarian
bonds of the Old World ; she has cast them away, we hope, never to take
them up again,

On reading carefully the Doctor's views, we are led to ask, does he speak for
himself only, or does the whele denomination think as he does?  If the latter,
truly the article is full of omen, and danger is to be apprehended from the
spread of such views. We shall not make extracts, as most of’ our readers can
probably have access to the original; but se may shortly state the views
cnunciated. The Doctor assumes as his starting point, that in & normal state of
society, the Church should cducate, not the State. Bnt when the Chuich, or
Churches are too weak, the State steps in ard provides & common system
which all sccts can use.  This, however, is only temporary. As soon as the
churches gather strength, they will begin to educate, and gradually but surely
the common or non-denominational system will give place to the sectarian.
The duty of the State is then to aid each sect according to the amount of secu-
lar education imparted in the sectartan schools and colleges.

This, the Doctor says, is the English system, and in confirmation of his views
he quotes an official of New York S:ate, who believes that in ten years the
common system of that State will be thus broken up. e also refers to
Canada, telling us that Roman Catholic separate graats (we presume he means
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school~) is the first step towards disintegration among us; that Dr. Ryerson
saw the tendency, and in view of it took that first step, and that Ur. Ryerson's
bill of 1n~t session was a second step, and the virtual renunciation by Canada of
the common non-sectarian system, and the adoption of the English sactarian.

Now we have light both on the common school and non-sectarian college
question.  Dr. Leitch believes they are both temporary, and must naturally
in course of time give place to sectarianism. Ile may be righi, but we read
history differently in this New-World light. Right or wrong, however we
understand the Doctor—he will not be satixfied nor those who think with him,
until our non-sectarian institutions are destroyed and the youth of Canada are
cducated by seets.  Our Cemmon, Grammar, Model, and Normal schoals, our
Upper Canada Collego and University College are ail doomed ; and in their
ruins we shall sce arise, when the churches are strong enough, sectarian schools
and colleges.

5. We might refer further, as an opposing influence, te the Superintendent
of Fducation, who scems for the sake of something—(we are net sure what,
and do not like to say what we think) ready to sacrifice our noble educational
system.  We have read his disclaimer, but we cannot trust it, in view of the
revelations made of conferences with Roman Catholic and Anglican clergymen,
and their understanding of the Superintendent’s bill.  And now Dr. Leitch's
views point in the same direction, viz., that the common school system is to
be given up for at least a modified sectarianism.

But, notwithstanding this manifold opposition, we do not despair. A few
Roman Catholics now will be found nct supporting the priests. The Church
of England is certainly divided on the question ; the majority of the Wesleyans
will still support non-sectarian education, when the issuesare fairly put before
than, We believe that few, comparatively, of the Church of Scotland, think
with Dr. Leitch. But the friends of non-sectarian education must speak out
snd be raady o act. Another contest is before us, and, we believe, another
victory. Perhaps this will have to be repeated pericdically ; but as liberties
and privileges have often to be bought with blood, so the price of continuing
to enjoy them is sleepless vigilance and carnest cflort.

Since the above was in type, we have scen the Report of the University
Commis~ivn. It is, on many accounts, a very remarkable document. The
Conumt~sivners were appointed to enquire **into the expenditure of the funds
of Toruntu University, and into the state of its financial affairs.”  They have,
however, travclled far beyond these limits, and, in their report of 200 pages,
present us with a scheme completely vpsetting existing arrangements, largely
reducing the cfliciency of Umiversity College, and building up four sectarian
institutions, viz.,—Victoria, Regiopolis, Queen's and Trinity. The scheme is
so absurd as to lead, we believe, to its almost universal condemnation. Our
present ~pace will not allow of our entering fully into the various features of
this faus wus report ; nor is this so necessary, as already the leading newspapers
are discussing the report, and, so far as we have observed, have aknost univer-
sally condumned it.  'We may observe that the report recommends that the
University of Toronto be separated from University College, and that the
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CUniversity embrace Trinity, Queen's, Victoria and Regiopolis  Colleges;
University College (to be henceforth designated King’s College) to have a
specific endowment of $28000, and cach of the other colleges §10,000 per
annum,  These four colleges, it is recommended, should cach receive 219,000,
to enable them to enlarge their buildings, Onc of the most obnoxious recommen.
dations is that the Bursar's offive shaii be under the charge of the Scuate, which
is to consist—(1st) Of the heads of all afliiliated colleges ; (2nd) O€ a member
of each aftiliated college, chosen by the college itself; (3rd) The remaining
third to be appointed by Government. Thus, two-thirds of the Senate would
be parties interested in the sectarian colleges, and, as might be naturally sup.
poscd, enemies of the national institution. It is easy te sce that these parties,
opposed to the present unsectarian system of cducation, would have everything
their own way. There are several other most objectionable features in the
scheme recommended by the Conunissioners.  We do not think there is the
likehhood of any party in the Legislature recommending the adoption of such
ascheme.  But it is well to be prepared, and we trust that every congregation
will be ready with its petition on this most important national question.

We should harve said, in regard to alleged extravagant expenditure, that the
Commissioners have not been able to find any fault, except with reference to che
to the buildings.  For these, however, the government of the day were more
responsible than any other ) arties.

On the other hand,
the proper support of the means of grace and of christian institutions ~hould
engage the attention of alt who Jove the truth,  The following is the wain part
of a paper on this subject contained in a late number of the Free (hurch
Record. Tt is from the pen of the Rev. John Rosg, one of the agents of the
Association for the Promotion of Systematic Benevolence

+Thi= obligation (to support go=<pel ordinances) springs from the Chy 1~tnn s
relations to God and to man, heing at once the proof and expression of his
dcwut allegiance to God, and of his cordial identity and sympathy with man.

. This obligation is dus to God as the first and paramount claim ; before
m'm s own needs and enjoyments, and in his own personal rcsponSIbnllt\'. un-
biased by the cxample of others, or by the prevalent standards of local custom
or genceral habit.
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(1.) Ax un act of solemn worship and fealty tv Gud.  Approach to a sove-
reign wasdortierly made by an oftering proportioned to his ranh, and to the
means of the offerer.

Thankful adoration to God is an unavoidable obligation,
which st 1= a~ personally injurious as st is base and ungratcful for man to with-
hold.  Uught not love to God to secure substantial offerings, seeing that they
advance lus glory 2 How much more, secing that they are exjpressly enjoined 2
¢ Honour the Lord with thy substance, and with the first fruits of all thine in-
crease,” (Prov. aii. 4y * Even so hath the Lord ordained, that they who preach
the gospel should live of the gospel,” (1 Cor. ix. 14).

2, Tlu~ ubligation also arises out of the Christian's relations to his fullowmen.

1) 1t is a duty of justice to the ministry of his choice. The relation of
minister and ock is of the most clevated character, referring not to estate, or
health, or fanuly, or reputation, but to the very man himself and his cternal
interests. Munsterial services are the most valuable performed by man—em-
bracing continual research mto truth, a yearning solicitude of heart, prayerful
viglance and exhausting labours for the spiritual edification, consistency, and
salvation of men.  The benefits derived from a gospel ministry immensely
excel those of all other ministries. Instruction and rencwed impression in
divine truth ; consolation, and refreshment of heart under guilt and sorrow,
and cordial sympathy and friendskip in all the interests of life.  Sheuld not
the UChrictian’s offerings for a minister’s services bear some proportion to the
benetits derved from them?  Can these offerings be justly depressed to
a sunted mmimum 2 Was it for his own sake, or from sympathy with his im-
poverished ministers, that God said, ** Ye have robbed me, even this whole
nation " (Mal. iii. 9).

The apostle Paul puts the subject of ministerial support in the light of jus-
tice, when he asks, *“If we have sown unto you spiritual thiags, is it a great
thing if we shall reap your carnal things " (1 Cor. ix. 11). Ie further argues
the subject in the instance of his own right, even as of Peter and other apostles 5
procecding thence ¢o establish the sacred obligation of maintenance of ministry
beyond dispute ; as a fundamental institution of the kingdom of Christ; in
analogy with the soldier’s right to subsistence from his sovereign; the servant’s
claim on lus employer the husbandman on the produce which he cultivates ;
the toiling oxen for needful food, and the Jewish priesthood to support from
the offerings of the nation. (1 Cor. ix. 7-14.)

The Pauline epistles contrast parsimenious with generous churches. The
Corinthian churches were large, well-conditioned, and emulous of showy gifts,

pet deficient of liberality.  The Macedonian churches were poor but bountiful
To the former he wrote, ‘T robbed other churches to do you service,” (2 Cor.
xi. 8). 'l'o the latter he wrote, ** Now ye Philippians know also, that in the
beginning of the gospel, when I departed fi .m Macedonia, no church communi-
catud with me as concerning giving and receiving, but ye only. For even in
Thescalonica ye sent once and agian unto my necessity,” (Phil. iv. 15-16).
Which of these cases 13 the more honouradble?  Which does the reader commend
and admire?  Which will he kencgrorth imitate ?

(2.} 7t is an obligation of honour which the Christian owes to his feilow-
worshijprers.
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Man is not an isolated being, but one of a community. He cannot bear the
cost of wurship alone, ¢ven as he cannot engage in the highest fotm of woralap
alune.

@) 1t is the Christini's obligation of Uenerolence towards wondkind,
Humanity is a sacred brotherhood.  Man is his brother's keeper, so far as he
can do him goold.  The instructed are the heepers of the ignotant, the rich of
the destitute, the saved of the perishing.  No means so extensively anid richly
bencfit man as Christian ordinances. They inspire the degraded with ~fres-
pect, prompt the aflluent to beneficence, send forth streams of temporal relief
and soul-healing to Lless near and distant sufferers, combine their attendants
in every form of labour and sacrifice, and they recover myriads of w.nderers
to God and happiness. Their name is legion, to counteract the legion forms of
evil originated Ly sin.  The provision thus made for the destitute portions of
mankind is at once the highest duty performed by the Christian, anid the rick-
est boon conferred by him on his fellow men,  Who that admits the overeign
cfficicy of the gospel as God's instrument to regenerate men, can withhold
his aid from the yct uncvangelized nations 2 Obligations to aid arisc from
Enowledge of each other's need, from ability to assist them, and from the
urgency of the interests involved.  Of the spiritual need of mankind the true
Christian is but too cognizant. The uncertainty of time, the probationary
character of the present life, and the influence of passing moments and material
gifts on cternal ages and infinite interests, proce the depth of this i.ecd, and
the urgeney of its claim on the Chrestian's largest beneficence.

() Tt is « solemn obligation due to the Christian’s own consisteney. This
is not simply or chiefly a question of benefit due to others; it exerees avital
influence on the spiritual tone and harmony of the giver’s heart and character.
Man nceds training i benevolence and sympathy. If through rooted =cltish-
ness man slip out of every contribution, er cramp his gifts to the smallest pos-
sible «um, souls may perish through his avarice, the just claim of God's
majesty and grace is withheld, and also the man dwarfs his own ~pintual
stature, withers his own affections, and denies himself one of the swectest joys
of life; yes, and he blights his own reputa‘ »n in that decision, which shall
stanp every man's true character eternally as on his forehead, revenhing thou-
sands of axsumed believers as incurably selfish ereatures, whome necther the
woes of' man nor the love of Christ had cured of their miseadle pussemony,
gfter ull thelr urgent appeals.

Conld man implore a heavier curse, in relation to moral and spiritual culture
and fitness for cternal compamonship of angels and ey ment of God, than
that soliciting objects should never more cross his path « Huw many arc there
who, by their harshness and parsimony, tempt God never to allord thuo
another opportunity to give ?

The support of the ordinances of the gospel must manifestly devolye on thase
whose spiritual havpiness they continually promote.  If they will nut support

ThLe old bell, which had been silent fur some years, was re-cast at the foundry
of J. Davidson, Esq., and, on the day of the opening of the church, gave out its
full, rich tones. 'The basement of the church contains a lecture room, vestry,
session room, and large class room, with an additional side room, besides
closets, thus affurding every convenience for the Sabbath school

A cunsiderable debt still remains on the building, but arrangemicuts have
Leen made whereby it may be reasonably expected to be liguidated in a few
years.  On Christmas-day a mecting was Leld for allocating the puws, when
all the pews, except about a dozen in the gallery, found vecupants. "The church
will contain with case 820 sitters.

The law swit with reference to the old Luilding has just Leen decidad against
Nr. Laing's congregation.  The bulding is not now required by them, and we
do not think it will be of much use to those to whom the law has now given
it, as we arc not aware that there is any congregation to fill it.

The cungregation of Cobouryg is one of the oldest in the country.  Scieral of
the gentlemen who have successfully aided in the erection of this building, bore
their part as young men in the building of the former. The present pastor is the
fourth who has been over the cungregation ; first, the Rev. Matthew Millar, who
was drowned in the Bay of Quinte; then Rev. T. Alexander, now of Perey and
Seymour; then the Rev. 1. McLeod, now in Scotland. The congregation has
occupied in times past a prominent position in connection with the history of
Presbyterianism in Canada. It is now enjoying a good measure of prosperity
under the present pastor ; and the fine Christian spirit, activity and liberality
which have so far prevailed, give promise, under the blessing of the great Head
of the Chureh, of continued comfort and prosperity for the future,

If it is otherwise, how-
ever, it would be difficult to see on what grounds the children could be
admittud to Laptism, in acccrdance with the principles and practice of the
Presbyterian Churdh,

Foreiex Missiox Cousirres.—The Foreign Mission Committee met at Ham-
ilton on Tuesday 13 ult.  The committee were in favour of establishing the
mis<ion at Beren'’s River so urgently pressed by Messrs. Nishet and Black.
In the wmeantime they will be prepared to receive applications fiom any minister
of the church, who feels favorably disposed towards the work.  In the uvent
of the Synod approving, a selection will then be made. It would Lie well how-
ever that names of applicants be in the hands of the Convener before that time,
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so that, should the Synod's consent be given, thexe may be no unnceessary
delay.

The mines of the Saskatchewan will in the meantime, if possitle, be looked
after by Mr. Nisbet.

Two communications from Rev. Dr. Bonar were laid before the Committee,
intimating the cordial assent of the Free Church Committee to the proposal
agreed on by our Comumittee in October, to send jointly a missionary to Britich
Columbia. A special effort i> being made to raise the requisite funds, we
paying an equal amount, and to have the missionary under our supervision.
This latter point has been cheerfully agreed to by the Free Church conimittee,

The committee expressed in carnest hope that the Foreign Mission eollection
may he a liberal one, so as to enable the Synod atits next meetin z, confidently
and cheerfully to assume the new responsibilities that will he pressed upon
them.

OUR IIOME MISSIONS.
EXTENSION OF THE WORK IN THE NORTH WEST.

On Wednesday, Slst December, the Presbytery of (uey met in Knox's
Church, St Vincent, for the ordination of the Rev. James MacDowail to the
pastoral charge of the umnited congregations of St. Vincent, 3vdenham, unid
Euphrasia.  The day was one of the finest of the sea~en.  The church with
difticalty accomnodated the andience.  The Rev, James Camerou preached
and presided ; the Rev. Mr, Gauld addressed the newly ordained minister, and
the Rev. Mr. Grant the people.  The district in which thie services took place
lies about nine miles Lack of the shore of the Georgian Bay  The elevation
above the lahe is such. that from somie favourahle spots a delightful prospect
of wood and water is obtained  To the west the view is linited, but to the
north the eye takes in the forest onward till it terminates in the bold headland
of Cap Rich, while to the east it sweeps Lake Huron till it rests on the Chris-
tian Islands. It is also a fertile district, and farmed by hardy and industrious
settlers, many of whom are of Scoteh descent.  For many years—the most of
the tune without ordinances—I1id they stand faithful to Presbyterian princi-
ples  They never ceased, however, to hope and pray and work, that they
might see a pastar placed over them, Their desire has Tieen at length gratified.

Tins 1 the sixth mister that has been settled within the bounds of the
Presbytury of Grey since the union of the two Syneds in 1861, which is at the
rate of a minister every three months, The Presbytery, within whose bounds
Preshyterianism seems to flourish so well, comprehends the whole of the
county of Grey and a portion of the county of Bruce, comprising in all 22
townships.  About ~iv years ago, when the writer first visitad the district,
there were only three settled ministers belonging to any Presbyterian Chureh
in the whole extent of country reaching from Fergus to Owen Sound and
Southampton.  Shortly afterwards two of the three left; <o that, of the 13
ministers now in the Presbytery of Girey, 14 have been scttled since the begin-
ning of 1857,

In a coantry where the people have so much power in their own hands as
to the sites of churches and bounds of congregations, it is extremely difficult
to “map out™ a new country, so that some’ congregations and churches may
not be tuo near and others toe far apart.  That the available force in this
Pre-batery is on the whole well disposed over the wide ficld, may be sean by
a reference to the map. Within the distriet there are four leading reads. Two
of these ~tarting from the north—the Elora road fraem Southampton and the
Garafrana road from Southampton—running seuthward, converge towards
Fergus.  The other two.starting on the west—the one from Southampton and
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the otlier fiom Kincardine—running castward, one through Owen Sound and
Meafind, the other thrgugh W d“\cll(m Dwlam and Priceville — et in
Lo]]m--\\uml un the (iunnnn Bay. Starting from Owen Svund, where there
are two churdhes, amd nt”ll-" along the Garafiana ruad, which sesen years
azo had not a single churdh lunlnlm;r, We pass seven \uh»t.mtl U chuarches
1 his mves to the 36 miles of the Garafrana road that lies within the bounds of
the I 1esbyvtery of Grey, mine chuiches or, on an average, one for every four
miles. We start twice from Southampton, where thae are two churches,
Following fivst the Elura road, we pass Port Elgin, Dunblane, Paisley, Walker-
ton, and Carrick congregations: some of th(\c are not yet, however, in pos-
sesston of buildings, \t wting again from Southampten, “and tahing the road
to the cast, we pass the (‘nnt'u"':ntunn of West Arran and Tara, m “the latter
of which places there is a brick “ehurch ne: uly fimshed  Passing through Owen

The first ohject of this I resby tery was nuainly directed to occupying with
churches and ministers the ]c.u]m" roads,  This haing now well nigh accom-yg
plished, attention falls to be dirceted to the distriets lying oft’ these roade.
.\ir. MacDowall’s settiement is about the first movement in this direction. H
porish, <ituated amid seenery the loveliest in Upper Canada, is to the south
of the Owen Sound and Meaford roads. It is to be hoped that other inlying
congregations, such as North Brant and West Beotinek and Proton, will at no
distant d: v pursue the same course

There is honwever a thud stage in the progress of Presly terianism in this
Presbytery, which i< not far distant. Many of the already oxisting pastoral
charges consist of what will soon furm two, and in ~ume cases three strong
congregations,  Should the counties of Grey and Bruce continue to inercase
in wealth and popniation as in the past, seven at least of the present pastoral
charges will issuc in a fow years in wore than double that numbcr of congre-
sations

When it is nutal that where six yeurs ago there were only three ministers,
and one or two loz chmiches, thare ate now in all 15 ministers and some 27
churches, most of which are handsone frame or hi: 'k buildings, and three
manse~, there is no hazard in predictisg that, in other six years, with the
goud and of God Liddping, the nmubors above may i each case be at least
douhlei It i further worthy of notice, that in the matter of debt on build-
mgs the Presbytery of Grey stands among the Preshy taies fourth fiom the

Should tius be vouchsafed, the next generation will see in the counties of Grey
and Bruce the stronghold of Presbyteriams=m in Canada,

W Beecher of Brookhlyn—
at the age of ST, D Beediar was anative of New Haven, Sinee hieleft Lane
Seminary in 1502, e has been living in comparative retirement.  Dr. Beecher
has fitled a large amd important place m Ameriean eeclesiastical and religious
history.

Aupwicay Prenssvrrensy Couwen.—The Home and Forcign Record for
January announces an increase in the missionary contributions.  Amidst the
general disorganization of allairs, it is encouraging to find signs of incrcased
life and liberality.

Areames iy e Usiven States.—No very great change in the rel~tive po-
sition of North and South has taken placeof late.  The Federals were repulsed
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at Vicksburgh, Lut have been more successful at Arkansa<.  The emancipa-
tion pro.lamativn of the President of the United States seems to have stirred
up President Davis to threaten severo treatment to Federal Officers, should they
fall into the hands of the Confudcrates. The proclamation of the Ist January,
declaring freedom to the slaves in the Confederate States, does not appear to
have as yet produced any marked effect among the coloured population in those
States. ‘The emancipation has been warmly welcomed in many of the cities of
the Northern States.

LETTER FROM REV. MR. JAMIESON.

New Westuinster, B. C., Nov. 17, 1862,

I have nothing very strange or new to communicate sinre I wrote you
on the 9th of September. On the 25th of September I Jeft this place for
two Sabbaths, expecting to visit most of the up-river town- Sefore 1
could gt a steamer starting, one of the weehs was almost gone. I went
to Yale first, and spent a Saturday and Sabbath; preached twice in the
Methodist church to very g.od congregations, made up of all denominations,
except Episcopalians, who have a church of their own and a resident minister,
There were some Romar Catholivs present at hoth survices—French Canadian
and Irish. We have some few belonging to our church there.  On Monday I
started on horscback to make my way to Lytton, thence to Lilloet.  (You will
sce the places marked on the map I sent you some time ago by a young man
named Merlatte, from Grimsby.) The weather, which had been very fine for
many wechs, suddenly changed, however, and the rain poured down all day,
and 1t became very cold.  In fact, at the same time it was raining upon me, it
was covering the mountains around me with snow.  In these circumstances,
and with a probability that T might sometimes be out all night without a tent
or sufficient covering, and also that T would not be able to get back m the tiwe
appointed, I retraced my steps, after going twelve miles, and recolved to go
down the I'raser again, and up the Herrison river and lake, and spend a few
days, including a Sabbaih, at Port Douglas. 1 accordingly did so, and arrived
at Port Douglas on Thursday morning. T did what good T could in speaking
with the people, and distributing tracts, &c., and on Sabbath preached twice
to very good congregations in the dining roo. of the tavern where ¥ hoarded;
with but a thin partition between us and the bar-room, where I saw the liquors
drunk and paid for before and after service. In this town, al<e, I met with
some Scotch and Canadian Presbyterians.  There is but one place of worship
here—the Episcopalian. - They have a very neat gnd comfortable chureh, and
a resident minister.  His congregation on that day was eiy/it in the forenoon,
and siz in the afternoon, including his wife both times. This, 1 understand,
is about lus average — some days a few more, but very few, and some days a
few lese.  One reason given for the non-attendance of some influential people,
is the numbcer of crosses on the outside of the building, 1 was offered by one
man 3100 a-year towards the support of a Preshy terian minister if he would
come there, so long as those crosses weie kept ug !
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1 was very much disappointed that T did not get to Lilloct and Lytton.  But
to zo on to Lilloet from Douglas T would have had three day« hard travelling
hy stage and steamboat, and (hc came returning, with an expense of 60, In
fact, trying to combine the establishment of a congrezation in New Westminster
and the system of itinerancy, ix almost sn impossibality.  This is owing to the
distances — the expenses — the entire absence of system or I‘(‘"\l'd!‘lt\’ in the
modes of conveyance — and the necessity of being always on the spot where
you are endeavoring to accompli=h the up-hill work of forming a cangregation,
No much i< tius the case, that Mr. White, the Methodist minister, who has
heen here three years, has never been favther up the eountry than once to
Douglas on a tlying visit.  With the minister of their church at Hope and
].llc howeser, the\ can accomplish this much needed work of visits oecasion-
ally to the other towns. T nay state that 1 gave away a very great number
of tracts, both in taverns and pinate house~ and on hoard the steamboats, and
also some copies of the Shorter Catechism wherever T met with Preshyterans.
I took a good supply of these tracts and eatechizms with me from Canada, and
T also bmwht a good many more in San Francisco on my way here [ will
soon need a fresh s _supply.

Matters are going on in a pretty smooth and regular way with onrcelves.
The solliers have just come howe, after heing up the country, working at
roads, &e., since spring; and miners are tahing up their winter quarters here,
so that all our congregations are considerably enlarged, and will he during the
wmter.  Most of the miners, however, go to Vietoria and San Franeiseo The
congregations in Vietoria are very much improved since spring last, owing to
the large number of emigrants from Canada and England, 1 should not be
kurpnwd to hear soon of a second Methodist church, and a third E prscopahan
charchi.  There are a few Presbyterians exerting themselves nobly, and they
hope to have a very neat, respectable church ready to \\()l‘qll[‘ inin a few
months,  They had to give cleven hundred dollars for a site!  This s one of
the penaltics we have to pay for our want of zeal and liberality when new
fields of christian enterprise are opened up to ux, and are white for “the harvest.
But T am sorry to say it is one of the Zoest of the penaltic-. Just looh at it
seriously, and ask why or wherefore is it so, that history should be compelled
to record two such items as the following :—

CWesteyax Meraopst Caenen—Youreh, 1859.—The Hudson's Bay Com-
pany have given an excellent site for a church, parsonage and aarden, in
Victoria, to the missionaries of this church.”

“ Preswvreriax Cuvren—September, 1862.—This chareh has, with a great
deal of dufficulty, at last succeeded in securing a site for o churcl, at an outlay
of %1,100."

We are much obliged to the Comumittee for the grant of $300 to our church
here. 1t s <ndl <o much; bat it will go a very short way here in church
buildinz. T wish it had been a thousand.  We have not near a~ much money
to draw upon this sinter as we expected to hase, owing to the want of success
of so many at the mines.  Iad 1 known what 1 know zow, I would have been
very sorry to see o much laid out on the manse. 1 am not surc whether we
will be able to begin a church this winter or not. T widl do all 1 can to get it
done, but § am afraid the wmeans ave vot to be had,  If we eould even borrow
a thonsand dollars av -ensonable interest, 1 think we would be justified in
going that much into debt.  Of one thing T am sute that if we had a good,
decent, comfortable church, there would not be half the up-Inll work there is
and must be, in gatheriug our people tozether, and advancing generally the
catse of our Lord Jesus Christ for whicl he gave Hivwserre

I ~till preach forenoon and afternoon on [ablath, and teach thie Sabbath and
day ~chools. Last week T made application tu Colonel Muody for the usc of a
room in the camp, where eould hold & short afternoon service during the
winter months, which was at once granted. 1 intend making a commencement
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next Sabbath when [ will (D.V.) bave three children to baptize,  The soldiers’
wives can very rarely get out, having their fuwilies to attend to without any
help, and 1 could not expect the clildven to come regularly to church or to
Sabbath schion] so far on a bad road. T will therefore preach there every Sab-
bath diring the winter, and meet with the children after the sermvice  Mrs, J.
will teach those in the town at the manse, while Tam at the camp.  The Epis-
copalians have their service at the camp every Sabbath evening  They have
now an archdeacon residing there, who has been sent out, T belicie, as nulitary
chaplaun. T must give you some informiation shortly about the Tudians in this
colony. At present I have only time and space to ~ay that I do 1 ot hnow of
any one domng anything for them except the Roman Catholics, who are laboring
among them m the most self-denying and zealous manner possibe,

You will see accounts of secular matters in the newspapers; so T need not
take up time dwelling on them.  In fact I know no more about the miues than
the people m Canada who read the newspapers.  Some extol the country
and the mines—some curse them: some few have succeeded this year—-a great
many have been sadly disappointed. A great many people here are strongly
condemning the Canadians in particular as not being the right kind of men for
this country.  But T consider the whole thing exceedingly unjust to Canadians.
It may be true of some, but it is just as true of people from cvery other country,
and why single them out as if they were particularly effeminate, or lazy, or
useless 2 The fact is, the want of suceess at the mines was not a question of
nationality, or pluck, or endurance. It was a mere question of mo.ee y, humanly
speakmg—of the capital you bad to rick in the venture.

LETTER FROM REV. JOHN BLACK.
Reo River, November 11, 1862,

My Dear Mr. Burssg,~Mail commuunication has again been opened, and we
can hear from and wnite to our fricnids.  This morning brought us several let-
ters, and, among others, yours to Mr. Nisbet, of August 14 Mr. Nisbet had
already wnitten and posted a letter for you, and you will please aceept in the
meantime this notice as an acknowledgment of the receipt of yours.

I have scarcely anything to add to what Mr. Nesbit has written, further than
that 1 most heartily concur in the application to your committee for an Indian
mis<ionary : not that to any mu~sionary among the Indians one can hold out
the prospect of great suceess ; but that duty ealls us to do something for the
childyen of the soil we inhabit, rather than any other heathen race And who
knows but though suecess has not been great among them as yet, the <ct time
to favor them may soon come.

1 think it would also do good to our people here to he ahle to contribute
something to the mission cause, which, as money is much scarcer with us than
produce, we cannot do when missions are at a great distance: ¢, g .--in the
South Seas, or India.

We are very desirous also to have a missionary for the Saskatehewan mines,
and I trast that you will be able to do something in time, and not lose hy delay,
as we have v often done. T had a letter this morning fram My, Gearge Flett,
Mrs. Blael's vrother-in-law, dated from Fdmeonton in September e mentions
that some ot the young men from here who have taken mining claims epposite
the Company's Fort there, are making $4 to 35 a day with the rocher, and that
au okd American miner, who is among them, says that when he gets a sluice
made, to make £10. Now, when we consider how easy the Saskitchewan is
of accesz, and how cheaply provisions can be conveyed thither ar raised there,
compared with the Cariboo, we may expeet a rush to it before long.  And,
therefore. T pray you be first on the ficld for once.  Mr. Nishet is willing to
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go cither there or to Beren's River, if you say so; but we do not wish to part
with him.  If you should send any, designate the ficids, and do not leave that
to us, asz we shall not likely know them.

Mr Nisbet is making himself acceptable among the people, and is laboring
diligently as usual.  He lives with us at the centre of operations, sosthat we
can coneert and exceute our plans conveniently.,

INTELLIGENCE FROM REV. J. NISBET.

A lefter has been received from the Rev. James Nisbet, dated 27th Qctober,
1862, In the begimning of the letter Mr. Nishet refers at some length to the
troubles occastoned by the Indians in Minnesota.

Mr. Nishet vefers to his letter of 18th Augzust, and repeats the substance of
it, fearing that it might not have arrived. s we published the letter in the
November number of the Kecord, we omit this portion of Mr. Nisbet's letter,
referring to the expediency of establishing a mission to the Indians at Beren’s
River. We may remark that Mr. Nisbet states the original outlay connected
with such a mission at $1,730 (not $2,731), while the annual expenses would
be not less than $1L,000.  After pomnting out the duty of the Church to the
aborigines of the country, and the advantages of Beren’s River as a mission
station, Mr Nisbet says:—

* We should like to know the mind of the Committee on this subject as soon
as possible.  You will see from: the foregoing statement that if such a mission
is to ..o established, there must be a missionary set apart exclusivey for it.
We would require to know if the Committee is prepared to sand us another
missionary, aml also to appropriate funds suflicient to begin the wak, I
another missionary cannot be seat, we wish the Committee to say whether I
should leave the work here to fall back to its former position, and proceed to
establish such a mission —of course on the understanding that the necessary
funds are voted.  If another missionary is to be sent, it will be proper to deter-
mine whether heis to have charge of the mission, or to take wmy place here
while I take charge of it.  For my own part I am willing to do as the Com-
mittee shall direct.  If a young man should be sent, he might have the pros-
pect of a lung period of usefulness among the Indians, by applying himself to
their language at once,

Botl Mr. Black and my<elf are very anxious that our church would embark
fully and hearuly in the Indian work; but we are also hoth agreed that there
are strong reasuns why the work here should be prosccuted with vigor.
Although the families at the out-statious are not very numerous as yet, they
are too numerous to be neglected; and since this letter was commenced we
have had an application from Governor Dallas to give some supply of preach-
ing at Fort Garry.  We had oursclves frequently talked of a movement in that
direction, inasmuch as eight of our fumlics reside near the Fort (which is
about five miles south of thix), and a number of young men employed in the
Fort are Presbyterians, and the (hief salesman there is a member of our con-
gregation.  Besides, in the event of an increase of population by the opening
up of the territory, around Fort Garry will unquestionably be the town, and
there will be the place to meet with passengers en route to the west.  For
these rewsons we were anxious to have preaching there provided that the parties
immediately interested had a wish for our services. We have accordingly
resolved to give fortnightly service at the Fort, without withdrasing the
services lom any of the other places.  Besides all thiy, a scttlement 35 rapidly
illing up on the Asamboiue, ~xty miles above our station on that tiver. A
few of our prople have already gone thither, aud ought to Le looked after. Two
Presbyterian fanulies from Canada have already settled there, and it is possible
that others may follow.
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Still anather fact must be looked to by your Committee. Some of our peo-
ple went to the Saskatchewan with the Canadian party who passed this way
in July last, and we know there are Presbyterians amang the Canadians like-
wise.  That party has been so far encouraged as to take up eleims for gold
teashing, and to put up winter guarters. 1f these friends vemain at Ldmonton,
they should be looked after by us without delay ; and if their present expecta-
tions should be realised, they will no doubt be soon joined by many other
Presbyterians from this settlement and also from Canada.

We wish the Comunittee and the Church to consider these things, and to
recognize in them the work that their Divine Master is preparing for them.

While things are in a transition stat —as they are at present — the aid of
older churches is indispensable.  Some of us may, however, live to see a strong
Presbyterian interest in Rupert’s Land.

I have troubled you with much too long a letter, but it must necessarily
stand for twwo, which may be some excuse.

It is the earnest prayer of both Mr Black and myself that wisdom from on
high may guide all your counsels, and that you may “devise, and that the
Church may give you the means to execute liberal things for this great land,
with its thousands of degraded natives, and with the prospect of thousands
more of our own people to be added to the population.

If at all possible, there should be no delay in sending us two missionaries,
one for the Indians, and one for the West, to labor among the gold-miners, 1f
a young man with an aptitude for languages can be sent for the Indian work,
it will be a great matter.  If a mission should be established at Beren’s River,
the minister laboring here could pay an occasional visit to assist in the work.

Since T came here My, Black and 1 have been giving as full supply as possi-
ble at all our stations. The congregation here has two services every Sabbath,
except one afternoon out of cight.  The Little Britain congregation hus two
services and one service on alternate Sabbaths, with one Sabbath vacart out of
eight. The Assiniboine congregation has fortnightly supply, one and two
services alternately. .

By these arrangements always one, and often both of us, must travel 14, 20,
or 28 miles on the Lord’s day.

There are Sabbath-schools and Bible-classes connected with each of the
congregations.  ‘The attendance on the public services and the classes is
encouraging at all the places.

The little chusch at the Assiniboine is progressing.  The pulpit and pews
have been put up, and I expect that the poreh will be completed in a few days.
The people at Little Britain have also set about improving their place of meeting,
Hitherto it bas been furnished only with benches.  They are now preparing to
fit it up with pews, and are erecting a substantial and roomy porch in front,
Ther have almost no money at their command just now, but they wme preparing
material and giving their labor cheerfully. If the donations of our young
friends shall prove more than sufficient for Assiniboine, the surplus may be
profitably expended at Little Britain.  To finish them properly hoth places
will yet require to be rough-cast or boarded outside: that done, they wili not
only be comfortable, but also have a somewhat respectable appearance. T find
the little knowledge 1 possess of carpentry, &c, of considerable service in con-
nection with these matters.

MISSIONS OF FREE CHURCIIL
Jrwisit Missiox.—Pestit.~—The accounts of the Mission of Pesth, asreferred
to in the January Record, are cxtremely interesting and pleasing.  Mr. Van
Andel writes 1 1 have to report to you that the work of the Lord with us is
prospering in every respect in such a degree as even to astonish us.  With
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regard to the school, there is marked progress since the reopening of it.  The
present numbier of teachers and the extension of our premises have enabled ug
to organize five classes, and all of them are perfectly crowded.” In another
letter, Mr. Van Andel says: “It is truly marvellous to see how well every
thing goes on.  The schoot is again as much filled with children as we can
well do with.  And still parents ore continually coming to beg and entreat us
to take more children in.  And then as to the state of our chuweh, it is really
cause of great thankfulness to see how the Lord owns that work. The attend-
ance in our new and large place of worship increases, and there i> among them
a large proportion of persons of the higher classes than even before. On
almost every occasion we have a number of Jewish hearers present, and also
in my own house I receive frequent visits of Jews.

Ixprs.—Nacrore.—The Rev. Mr. Hislop, at Nagpore, reports increased pro-
gress in cvery 'lop'xrtment and carnestly solicits aid for the mission, especially
for the appointinent of a pious young man accustomed to *2aching.

Carrrarin.—.A new church has recently been opened at Gaga, or Renfrew
Gaga, in Caffraria. The proceedings were most interesting, not the Jeast inte-
resting fact connected with the occasion being the collection in money and
kind of £1u9 for the expenses of the erection. This came from peeple who
were but lately degraded savages.  Should not this put to the blush many,
who have for a longer time enjoyed christian privileges ?

MISSIONS OF UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CIHURCH.

Orp Carapar.—The danuary number of the United Preshyterian Record
contains an earncst &ppeal in behalf of the Old Calabar Mission. The Mission
has been beset with many difficulties, and the progress has been slow, but
with the encouragement to be drawn from the word of God, there is no room
for despair.  The mis<ionaries have now the whole of the New Testament in
the Efik tran<lation, and the first book of Moses, so that even here there is
ground for encouragement.

There is now at Old Calabar a girl's school of industry, which is attended
by from ten to twenty.  There is also a prayer meeting for females, and meet-
ings for reading the word of God. No doubt the seed thus sown will yef,
sooner or later, spring up.

Carrraniv,—JN lctter from the Rev. J. A. Chalmers gives an interesting
account of the illness; death and hurial; of Namba, one of the greatest of the
Caffre chiefs. Though not a christian, he was a fiiend to the missionarics, and
on one occasivn saved the misaion station of Kuapshope from being hurned,
and delivered Mr, Harper from the hands of those who were about to murder
him.  For this he received a pension of £20 from government.

Howe OprLearioss o tur Usitep Pressyteriay Covren. — The Record
contains much mmportant and interesting information with reference to Alder-
shdt, and the means adopted for the moral and spiritual improvement hoth of
the camp and town. Those in authority bear most deeided testimony to the
efficiency and success of the Jabours of the ministers of the U. I Church.
The camp contains in general from six to ten or twelve thousand soldiers,

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while in the immediate neighbourhood of the camp a town is growing up con-
taining several thousands, ‘There is thus ample room and necessity for all the
cfforts that can be made for the moral and spiritual guad of the loeality.,

MISSIONS OF THE IRISH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCIL

Inpiv—Gono.—We learn from the Misionary Horald, which, we may
observe, appears in & new and improved form,that Mr. Wallace is purcuing his
work at Gogo with diligence and succes<. He is assisted by two native agents,
who fabour as circumstances allow in the neighbouring villages.  He reports
some adult candidates for baptism, while the schools are pursuing their course
of efficicney and uscfulness.  The labours of Mr. Wallace and his native assis-
tants, in the country and towns around, have not been without good results.
Several familics have been thus led to Gogo, for the sake of religious instrue-
tion. Mr. Wallace carnestly calls for additional missionaries.

Borsn. — At Borsud, there has been a religious movement which has
extended until 200 families have expressed a desire for christian instruction.
These cannot be regarded yet as converts, but only as inquirers. But it is
most interesting to find so many secking the knowledge of the truth.

Iowe Missioxs or Trist Crivreir.—We have received and read with interest
an ‘“ occasional paper” giving many encouraging particulars with refrence to
the missions to Roman Catholics.  These missionary operavions are carried on
in Dublin, as well as in the provinees of Munster and Connaught.  Themissions
have been most successful.  Special reference is made to one locality, where ten
to fifteen years ago there was only one solitary Presbyterian, but where now
there is a beautiful gothic church and a vigorous congregation.  Much of the
success of these missions was owing to the labours of the late Dr. Dill  In
Dublin, there are conneccted with the mission congregation upwards of 80
familics, with about 50 communicants, and an average attendance at the
schools of 143, the greater number of these being the children of Roman
Catholic parents, Colporteurs and bible readers are also encrgetically and
successfully employed.

MADAGASCAR.

The intelligence from Madagasear is of the most pleasing and cncouraging
character.  The Wission.ory Mayazine for January is filled with intelligence
from this interesting island, now so happily opened up for missionary cffort.
The coronation of the King and Queen took place on 23rd Sept.  The mis-
sionaries were specially invited to be present at the eelebration and at the ban-
quet which followed. A large body of native christians were present. We
subjoin several extracts which will, we doubt not, be read with interest.

ENCOURAGING STATE AND PROSPECTS OF THE MISSION

“T can only state that everything connccted with the progress of religion
among the people, is, considering all the circumstances, most encouraging I
hear of scarcely any defections among them from the integrity and purity of
the Gospel, or any abatement in their zeal and earnestness in bringing others
to Christ. Thewr numbers continue to increase, and the most marvellous and
gratifymng accounts are received from distant provinees,
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“ T am informed that there are hundreds of helievers in the Betsileo country,
two hundred miles from the capital, and in the regions to which some of the
earlier Christians were banished.  They carried and seattered the precious
seed of the Word, and a wide and glorious harvest invites the reapers to the
field. T hope you will be able soon to send a missionary from England to this
important province.

* I have also reccived visits from Chiristians who had come from Vonezongo
to the coronation. They were anxious to obtain copies of the Scriptures.
Received a lester from the Christians at Fuanarautsoa, stating their wish to sce
me, and and their urgent want of Bibles.  There are several communicants at
this remote military post, which is in the Betsileo country, seven or eight days
Journey from the capital, and I have often been told that there are some hun-
dreds of professed Christians. T hope to be able to go and sce them.

T received a visit yesterday (Oct 5) from another party of Christians far
to the south on the east coast.  The Hova officers at the mmlitary post have
been the evangelists.

“ I went with the missionaries to the morning serviece at Amparibe, where a
vast number partook of the ordinance of the Lord’s Supper.  When the usual
congrezation haa dispersed, others flocked in and nearly filled the chapel,
silently scating themselves on the matted floor.  There appeared to be about
cight hundred.  Great part of them were neatly, some of them tastefuliy
dressed in clean European or native dresses, and their calm, quict, cheerful
aspeet, was deeply affecting.  More than once during the service I wax almost
overcome by my feelings. especially when I reflected that little more than thirty
years hefore there was not a single believer in Christ—scarcely a single hearer
of the Gospel. T could not help exclaiming more than once to the missionaries
*What hath God wrought ¥ They were all much affected, and said they never
expected to see such a sight in Madagascar, and that they had never =een so
many communicants together in England.  An address was given at the close
by one of the pastors of Analekely, and one of the pastors of Ambotonokanga
closed with prayer.  We had cntered the chapel at nine, and it was twelve
before we came out. T was tired amd faint, for I had net had time for more
than a cup of coffee before T went. '

*In the afternoon I went to the service in the King's house as usual.  1lis
Majesty had sent a message to say that he wished the service to be as usual,
though he could not attend, as a meeting had been appointed with the French
Commodore. The generzl and other officers, together with the missionaries,
had ascembled, when the King came in, and after shaking cach one by the
hanu, apolegized for being ohlized to leave us.  We then procecded with the
service in the usnal way, and after a short address in Malagasy, 1 preached
from, * T will be as the dew unto Isracl,” elosing with an address in Malagasy.
The missionaries then took refreshment at my house, and we spent this, ow
first Nabbath evening passed together in Madagasear, in devotion and reading
tho Scriptures.”

INPRESSIONS OF THE BISMOP OF MAURITICS.

* Arriving on the heghts of Tananarivo, T never saw scenery more beautiful
than was there spread out before me.  In the dwelling oceupied by the general
and mysclf; we overlooked the whole of the city.  Mr. Ellis, who was present
at one of the meetings held there, said there must have been at least 1500 per-
sons present. 1 never saw anything like the fervour 1 there witnessed. I
shortly afterwards again addressed the people, when from 1000 to 1400 per<ons
were present—a nighty crowd pressing us in upon all sides,  Whilst [
addressed thew, a kind of clectric fecling scemed te possess and pervade the
whole assembly. I spoke to them of the fulness of the blessing of the Gospel
of Chinst.  The Rev, Mr. Ellis interrupted my obeervations, and their cffect so
gratified we that T recalled those lines of Dr. Waits—

 In holy duties let tho day
In Loly pleasures pass away 1?
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¢ Mr. Fllis commences his services early, and concludes them at 11 a.m.
To sece the people swarm along the strects, produces much the effect of a
swarm of bees around a beeehuve, My firm impression is, that it is not of tho
jeast use to attempt to spread the Roman Catholic religion in Madagascar.
One of the Roman Catholic priesthood whom I met there, obsersed to me that
one might just as well attempt to cut @ rock with « razor, as'attempt to make
Roman atholics of the Malagasy !”

We rcjoice to observe that the appeal of Mr. Ellis for the erection of memorial
churches is meeting with a hearty response.

There is the prospect of perfeet harmony between the London Missionary
Society, and the Church Missionary Society, in the carrying on of wmissionary
operations in Madagascar.

PRESBYTERY OF LONDON.

The Presbytery of London held their quarterly mecting at London on the 6th and
7th Janmary.

Mr. Waddell was chosen moderator for the next six months, but as he was not
present the ex-moderator occupied the chair,

It wns reported that the call from Moore in favour of the Rev Mr. Tolmie had
been fullen from, owing to his translation to Southampton,

A report wasrecetved from the coimmittee appointed to visit Sandwich in reference
to the opening of a mission school there.  They were re-appuinted, with the addition
of Mr, Proudfoot, with mstructions to look out fur a suitable person to take charge
of the mi<xon, and to report at next meeting of Presbytery.

A comuiittee was appointed to prepare a petition for presentation to the Legisla-
ture against the attempt made by the Church of England to secure legal powers for
her ccelesinstical courts.

The Presbytery received Mr, dedfillan’s report of the financial state of the con.
gregations during the last three months,  As many of the congregations had failed
to make returns, the Preshytery again call the attention of these congregations and
especially of their treasurera to the importance of regularity in this ntter,

Mr, Sentt, in behall of the Home Mission committee, submitted a lengthened and
interesiing report, the coneideration of which occupied considerable time. It ap-
peared that several of the mission stations were in a very unsatisfactory state, from
the want of eflicient missionary Iabour of suitable counsel anu guidance respeeting
arrangements for preacting and means of mecting expenses, It was agreed that in
future the members of Presbytery in the mission appointments given them, should
be sent generally, not to stated congregations, W])iCS] are in roglﬁnr working order;
and which are quite able to support the means of grace for themselves: but rather
to stations whick require fostering, and where the advice and assistance of brethren
are specially needed, The Home Mission committee were instructed to prepare
directions to be put into the hands of missionaries as to the duties they will be
espected to perform, in supplying the stations with missionary service.

"The postion of Mr. McPherson, of the congregation of Williams, having been
under the consideration of Presbytery, the matter was referred tu a committee to
mnake inquiries and to report.

This is 2 book which we can recommend without hesitation, as a work ad-
mirably fitted to encourage and stir up Christians to works of faith and labours
of love. Tt presents to us several individuals who, by their energy and devo-
tedness, have accomplished great results.  Jobn Falk, a leader in the estab-
lishment of reformatories for the young—Dhinmanuel Wichern, whose name is
well known in connection with the Rough House and the German Inner
Mission—Theodore Fliedner, the trainer of deaconesses at Haiserwerth—John
Evangelist Go sner, the *good father” of Berlin, who faithfully priachied the
gospel in the Church of Rome, and built up various benevolent institutions—
and Louis Harms, the earnest promoter of African missions, are here presented
to our view, strugeling with their various difficulties; and aceomplishing, by
God's blessing, noble results in their respective spheres.  These narratives
may be of use in leading some to devote themselves with energy and faith to
some one department of Christian usefulness.  The present is, no doubt, an
age of carnestness and activity.,  But the activities of many are not well
directed.  They are dissipated amidst a multiplicity of objects, instead of being
carnestly directed to one objeet.  Some may learn too, that despite disudvan-
tages and ditficulties of various kinds, real, believing, energetic souls will, by
the blessing of God, do good.
