'ai sorts and conditions cf mien" which make up a ]?arish inay be

brougbt together. Church machinery la eut of gear when members of
Christ and children cf God, cenfessing a common :Master, "partacca of
the one bread," can meet an]y nt the Helyfleard, while in theintercourse

oflf hypass each other by as strangers, unlcnowing and unlcnown.
3.A te Devetional Ranading. The Bible and Prayer Boeok are t7e two

bocks universally rcceivcd by Churchnxcn. But how zxeldom and how

littie are they studied ! Thc Prayer .Book is xxncbapedl for Sunday use,
and tbe Bible is read and ]istened te in Churcb. Soinetirnes it is read
at homne, but seldomn ponulered or studied-by thousanda never opened at
ail. The anc book which is cf use for cternity as wcll as fine is ncg]cctcd
for thxe multiplicity cf bonkis whose use cnds abselutely nith this life.
Let Christian Churcbipcopie incet tegether te rcad and help ecd Cther in
the s9tudy cf the Bible and Prayer Book, and tixe influence wiil be felt not
ia their eu-n seuls ,done but far bcycnd.

-L Devotion. 7le Chureh neyer intended that the 1.rayer i3ek should
be the beginning and enid cf the pooples devetion. Admirably as it is
adapted fer public 'worship it does not meet ail aur needs, individual ana
nsciàal. Special praycr is nccded in many ways-pa-irticnlar intercession

Sj for max.:y cases. The devotional life cf xnest cf us may bc helped very
xnuch by p.atherings for îxrayier ana intercession of a lema formaI, nature

r tixan that cf the "great, congregation."
