Before and at the time of bis
separation from bis brother, it is stated he'
drew some $20,000 as bis share, $10,000 of which
he invested in bis own business. His wife
claims to rank as a creditor for $6,000, it being
shown that site put that saim into the concern.
The balance of tie $20,000 is said tO. have gone
to satisfy a judgment given againsthim by Vice
Chancellor Proudfoot as execustor of the trouble-
som Murphy estiate. The principal creditors
apart from Mrs. Cherrier and two local houses,
are in Toronto, The trouble ls attributed nt
sO much ta lsck of capital as to the keen com-
petition for some years past on the Market
Square.

THE British Empire Mutual Elfe Assurance
Co. ofLondon, England, is preparing to begin
operations in Canada, with Mr. F. Stancliffe, one
of our most active life insurance mon, as general
manager. The company was established in
1847. A notice of the last annual statement is
unavoidably crowded out, but it may be stated
that in 1881 over S230,000 was added to the
Accumulated Fîund, which then amounted to
nenrly 41 million dollars, and whichir'e held in
first-class securities yielding an average interest
of £4.5s per cent. The total income for the year
was three-fourths of a million dollars.

CASEY & Co., 0ongisting of Thomns Casey,
Quebec, in the, auction and commission busi-
ness in hlat cily are compelled to consul t their
creditors. The case is somewhat peculiar being
one of those wihere the assets are in a'sense
nominilly largely in excess of the liabilities.
The latter are about $4,500, while the assets
are about $6,000, of wbich 51,000 is in stock;
about $L,900 in book acconuls, of which Mr.
Casey says only some $200 worth are good,
and the balance in real estate bringing an
annual rental of $1,500,. but which two years
ago brought in about $2,000 a ,year.

$9,000 with the usual proviso as to redemption
in five years by the payment ofS12,000. The
holders of tie claim on the property assert their
right to it thirough exiry Of the term allowed
for redemption.

TUE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

We are not surprised ta .find that the
address in answer ta the speech delivered
from the Throne at the opening of the
Seesion, was adopted without much dis-
cussion and atone sitting. The announce-
ment that the various industries of the
country, agricultural, manufacturing and
commercial, are in an" iniproving " con-
dition, is perhaps hardly juetiflable, though
it may be hoped that they are " heaithy."
The reference to the friendly feeling ta
the British Empire in the United States
vas appropriate under the circumstansces,
and there will be. a geieral concurrence
of opinion as ta that feeling being cor..
dially reciprocated tlhroughout the
Dominion. It is satisfactory to find
that the visit of His Excellency and Her
Royal Highness to British Columbia has
procluceed ' favomble impression, ça hia
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inind as to the resources of' that distant
Province. 'The progress made in the con-
struction of the Pacifie Railway must go
far to reconcile even those who opposed
the Goverunient scheme, ta its adoption.
We were glad to notice that Sir John
Macdonalrd had the courage to avow his
hope that those who took upon themselves
such immense responsibility might be
Temunerated. It is rather too soon for Mr.
Bllake to predict that the road can be
luilt and equipped out of the subsidies,
leaving many millions of profit. The
recent sales of stock at 60'afford ample
proof that such anticipations are not
believed by:those who contral the money
market. As Sir Jolin observed, it miglt
be well ta distribute in England copies of
Mr. Blake's speech as an answer ta the
attacks niade on the enterprise by its
London detractors.

The ineasures promised in the speech
must be dealt with when submitted. We
hardly understand the meaning of same
of the demi-olficial announcements as to
the alterations in the banking law,
especially that intimating an intention
ta prohibit private banking, which bas
not been attempted, sa far as we know,
in any civilized country. Of course pri-
vate bankers cannot issue notes, but
ive can hárdly imagine that l'arliament
will interfere with the right of individuals
to deposit their money with any one thnat
they choose ta trust with it. However,
we shall not discuss the sulject until we
see the Bill. The proposed regulation of
theliquor trafiic is likely ta lead to much
controversial discussion,but it is a question
that must be dealt vith by the lawyers,
as it is professedly based on the recent
judgment of the Privy -Council. The
statenents as ta the revenue are satisfac-
tory, but there is somae reason ta fear
that too 1 much reliance will be placed on
the continuance ofi the prosperity which
Canada has recently enjoyed.

The address in reply to the speech was
moved by Mr.Charles Tupper and seconded
by Mr. Woods, the gentleman who defeated
Sir Albert Smith in the county of West.
moreland,N.B. Both gentlemen acquitted
themselves with ability, and gave a pro-
mise of rising to distinction. Mr. Cas-
grain's remarks on the louse being sent
for and requested to choose a speaker,
which he thought inconsistent vith the
progress of the age, remind us of the
complaints made in 1841 because the
House was left ta choose its speaker
without being summoned. The mode
adopted is in conformity with English
practice. lr. Blake dwelt chiefly on what
has been termed by the opposition the
Gerrymandering bill of last session, le

claimed thathis party receivedvery nearly
as nany votes in Ontario as the Conserva-
tives. lie has no love4 for the Pacifie
Company, but we doubt whether he could
serve it more than by giving the assurance
to the English monied interest that they
have got an enoimous .and most dispro-
portionate subsidy.

SALVAGE. (.)
As, in the opinion of adjusters of fire

losses, the amount of damage by neglect
is much more than would be the case if
the insured and the insurance agents
were first properly informed, and then
held strictly to account, we purpose, in a
short series of articles, ta lay before our
readers a synopsis of measures vhich
should be taken whenever moveable
property is liable to loss and damage by
an existing fire, in order that a handy-
book may be prepared for gencral use in
such cases, sa that the people may, with
full knowledge of their duties and rights,
act promptly, intelligently and effectively
for the prevention of property from loss
or damage by fire.

It is the duty of the insured to protece
his property from fire during the occur-
rence of a fire and after a fire ; the rights
and duties of the'assured are just such as
common-sense would inspire him to
Aserve if Le were not insured at all. The
-only instances in which peculiir action
may be required are where it is necessary
ta preserve evidences as ta the causes of
the fire, for the purposes of justice, or
where the damage is of such a nature as
to0 make it necessary to preserve -the
debris in its then present state, pending
sane investigation. In either of these
cases it may be advisable ta cali in
competent witnesses,.- in order that

they may compile such statements
as the circuistances demand, but
neither in these nor in any other cases is
it necessary that the-actual damage
shall be increased by undue delay or
neglect on the part of the owner of the
property.

"Energy with discretion " should be
the watchword in ail emergencies, unless,
indeed, discretion be the more valuable
quality of the two, as we are inclined ta
think it is i therefore when, by reason of a
fire raging in neighboring premises, your
moveables are likely ta be in daniger of
destruction or serious damage, your first
duty is ta find a suitable place for their
storage, then ta procure :the means of
safe transporation, and finally ta place
the vhîole operation in charge of a cool-
headed, sensible; man,-to see that lie
chooses for bis assistants people of like
temperament with himself, so that, if the -

émergency does arise, there may be no
throwing of mirrors from upper windows
while men are carrying off singly the
straws from the mattresses I Neither
may the goods be dumped in the street
ta be at the mercy of the mob or the
elements, nor carried ta leeward of the
fire ta be again in danger, nor thrown into
dirty waggons without proper protection,
nor pitched helter-skelter into some
building covered with the dust of months
of non-occupancy but that the goods
nay be removed and placed in such order
as will promote their use or sale without
delay or detriment.

In case the progress of the fire is too
ra'pid or its discovery tao late to enable
the making of proper arrangements for
the removal of the property en'dangered
thereby, still discretion or common-sense,
with energy, will enable effective measires
for the protection of the property from
all avoidable harm.

If a fire be in a neighboring building, and
not likely ta reach the one li which
your property is situate, yet the heat or
the snoke or the water may cause much
damage unless you use energy and dis.
cretion in the energency. If the leat
alone is ta be feared, a careful removal of
part of the goods from one portion of the
building to another may be ail that is
necessary. If the building be of wood
perhaps this is all that cau be done, but
if of brick or stone then the nailing
of' several thicknesses a' boards over every
opening fire-ward will make the entrance
of the fire or undue heat almost impos.
sible. It is lamentable ta notice how few,
people have such presence of mind as
enables then ta utilize their resources.
Weremember one fire which, commencing
in a wooden building, threatened the
destruction of a larger and higher stone
building with stone parapet and gravel
roof: the roof was so high and so protected
that there was no danger in that direction,
but.the windows and doors were saoplaced
as ta admit the heat, srhoke and flames
very near ta these buildings were some
piles of inch bàards, and not very far disa
tant was a hardware store where hammers
and nails could have been procured in any
quantity. If the people had conimenced
ta nail, inside of the' openings (windows
and doors), thickness after thickness o
the inch boards they would have success-
fully resisted the entrance of the heat,
the smake and the fiame, withotit being
il any danger vhaterer as to their own
lives or limbs) but, without head, or
thought, or sense, they attempted the
impossible by means inadequate and, in
consequence, effe'eted nothing:

If the emoke from a neighboring fire i
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the source 6f danage, then the closing/
and protecting of openings fire-ward and
the opening of doors and windows on the
other side vill lessen, if it doeL not entirely
obviate, the danger. Placing numerous
shallow vessels filled with vvat"r throughb
out the building will materially decrease
the damage by absorbing the smoke-smell;
changing the water occasionally, will
increase its effectiveness, and its prosence
mnay be useful in case a stray spark or a
sudden increase of heat threatena the
destruction of the property..

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

The Star has been able ta procure
additional evidence in favor of legislation
in regard ta the disposal of insolvent
estates. Six lawyers, ail of vhom are
well entitled ta be heard on this important
subject, have consented ta be interviewed
by a Star reporter. Tey are Messrs.
W. 11. Kerr, Q.C.i Laflamme, Q.C.i Church,
Q.C.; Lacoste, Q.C.; Geoffrion, Q.C., and,
loutre, Q.C. All these gentlemen held
that legislation of saine kind was neces-
sary, although Mr. Church, for reasons
which lie did nat state, nvas of opinion.
that it would be expedient ta pass Acts
periodically for periods o~f say two years.
The gentlemen who seen ta have given
the subject the groatest considcration
were favorable ta placing the contrai in
the Courts of Justice, and ollicers respon-
sible ta them. Messrs. McIntosh, John
McDonald, Seath and Edward Evans gave
their opinion as accountants, ail being fav.
orable ta legislation of some kind, and
woreover being ii; favoi of discharges,
although some objected ta their being
granted by creditors, The iveighit ofopinion
seenis ta be strongly in favor of legislation
of saine kind, and the apprehension which
prevails that the tinie is approaching
when fallures vili be more frequent is
calculated ta intensify the feeling of

ogret at the upathy af the Governmcnt
on ane of the most important questions
that could engage the attention of Parlia-
ment. It is generally. understood that
the subject has engaged a large share of
the attention of onc of our rising Montreal
mniebers, and the opinions wich have
been given so fully. and impartially by
gentlemen vho are competent ta deal
with the question cannot but ho useful
ta him. As there is no hope of the intro-
duction of a measure by the Governmnt
oi its ovn responsibility, it niay perhaps
be possible ta have a bill brouglt in and.
referred ta an unbiased select Com-
mittee, which mighît at all events frame
a scheime that would be free from the
cknowledged defects of the last Act and,

if not perfect be at least an immense
improvement on the present state of
things. It must he constantly borne il
mind that it is impossible to provide by
legislation for the evils whicl result from
inisolvency, and that ail that can be hoped
is ta mitigate them. Mr. Thomas Walls,
the well-known aurtion and commission
merchant, Toronto and Montreal, is rather
against any -insolvency logislation. He
says that, Bince the repeal of the late Act,
merchants have been more discriminating
in granting credits.

THE SUGAR QUESTION.

Since the adoption of the present tariff,
and the virtual exclusion of foreign
sugar from the Canadian markets, it has
been repeatedly pointed out by the Min-
terial organs that the home manufac-
ture is a much better article than that
vhich was formerly imported. We have
never had any doubt of the correctness ai
such statements, but we fear very much
that if the bounty systein should be estab-
lished it will lead ta the same results as
in the United States. It is notorious that
the consequences of allowing a drawback
according ta weight on the sugar exported
was that glucose and other native pro-
ducts were largely used as well in the
sugar manufactured for-exportatio. as in
that intended for the home market. Le
the bounty system be once established in
Canada and it nay hbe feared that we shall
no longer be able ta congratulate our-
selves on the good quality of our Canadian
sugar. The sugar refiners ouglit really ta
be contented with laving obtained the

"onopal> ai the Canada market ithout
seeking ta enter on a foieign trale, for
whicl tLhere is io legitiniate opening, and
whiclh they can only hope ta secure by
receiving a large bounty on the ing'edients
which they vill use ta adulterate the
sugar intended both for the home and
foreign markets.

THE 'IMES AND SIR, ALEXANDER
GALT.

The London Timies of the LIth1 ult. bas
mnade some extraordinary conmenta on
an address ta tie new Secretary of State
foithe Colonies, w7hich was presented by
Sir Alexander Calt on his own belialf, and
on thutaof the Agents General for the
Australian Colonies, New Zealand and the
Cape of Good ope. he address was
strictly compliu entary, and the Times
admrits that I it is easy ta say that in all
"this there is a great deal of conventional
"courtesy, proper enough in itselfbut nt
"calling for any particular remarks."
Still after this admission it proceeds, it

" vould however be a great mistake not
"ta recognize t(ba there is sonething
"m ore sought on one side and admitted
Cion the otler." Wei on the other hand,
venture ta assert that the 1 great. mis-
take '"is on the part of the Times, which
chooses ta attribute ta the self-governing
colonies an object, which lias never even
been suggested on their behalf. The
Times is wholly mistaken in his opinion
tirat "the loss of' the.Viceroy's executive
"power rendered him unlit ta repre oent
4 the colony at homo or to transact its
"growing business.' Responsible Gov:
ernment lias been in fuît operation in
Canada for nearly forty years, and yet
not the slightest difficulty of the kind
suggested by the Tinies bas occurred. On
the contrary, it lias been found of the
greatest importance ta Canada, on more
than one occasion, that Governors General
have exerted their influence-an influence
infinitely greater than that of any Agent
General or High Cormissioner, in sup-
port of the views of the Canadian Min-
isters. "The real abject of the inter-
view," according ta the Times, was te
obtain a new status for the gentlemen,
wha presented the address, so that they
should be " the only channel through
"which the Imperial Government can

o obtain authîeitic knowledge o the aima
ic and wislies of the Colonial one."

It must be obvious that the gentlemen

who pr'esented the address would have
acte'd most culpably had they ventured
withiot express auithority, ta suggest ta
the Secretary oE State the expediency .of
making an important change in his rela'
tions witi the Governors General, the
recognized represetitatives of the Crown
in the various coloies. I t must he equal-
ly obvious that it is absurd ta suppose
that any such authority cbuld have been

given. No less than s.'even impo'tant
colonies were represented on the occasion
of the address, and these colonies are not
in direct communication witlh each other,
and are at great distances. It is simply.

.,impossible that' authority could have
been given, but, it is imagined by some
thiat the gentleien , who have beer
appointed ta discharge fcertain duties in
London are anxious ta magnify the mi-
portance of their offices, and that , they
will not be so:ry that a jounal of the
standing of the Timres should countenanrce
the assumed demand of tIhe Agents Ger-
oral, althongli ackiowedging thaI

it is true that ta accord the recognition
" the desire is ta admit a relationshiP
"between ourselves and the colonies
" laterialy different frmin that contem-
a plated when their constitutions ivere
"framod." Tie Timens bas been somehow
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led ta believe that the Governor General
"is no longer capable of conveying what
"lthe colony bas ta say ta us." A "more
pointed insult ta the distinguished indi-
viduals who represent the Crown could
hardly be offered, and it is one wholly
without foundation.

Let us now examine the grounds of the
very extraordinary article in the Tines.
The complimentary address ta the Earl of,
Derby contains the following passage:
" We trust that our personal usefulness
"i in serving our respective Gavernments
"will be promoted by a more formal
"recognition than has hitherto been found
4 advisable of the deep interest which is
" felt*by the colonies in all that concerns
' the welfare of the nation of which they
ci regard themselves an integral part."1
In bis reply Lord Derby assured the gen-
tlemen who had addressed him on behalf
of the Colonies that " we fully recog'nize
"and we duly value the attachment of
i our colonial kinsmen ta the constitution
" under which we live, ta the Mother
" Country from which they have sprung,
land to the Empire of which, though
" divided by distance, they continue ta
" form an integral part." Not a word in
either address or reply cen fairly be con-
strued into "l a claim of the Agents Gen-
eral for more formal recognition " of them-
selves, nor is there any suggestion of
change. On the contrary, the new Minis-
ter is assured of the conviction of the
Agents General that dé we shall personally
"continue ta find the same courtesy and
" attention which we have ever experi-
" enced from the colonial department."

lie Tines has chosen ta assume, without
the least authority, that " the Agents Gen.
"eral of the colonies are the channels of
"communication developed by a natural
" process ta take the place which the
"representatives of the Crown can no
"longer fil." We, on the other baud,
contend that it is wholly impossible that,
any Agent General or Colonial represen-
tative can fill the place in regard to com-
munications with the Imperial Ministers
that the Governors General at present
occupy. To f1Il snch a position satisfactorily
there must be confidence on the part
of the Secretary of State that the Gov-
ernor will not fail ta consider the bearing
of? every question that iay arise on
Imperial interests, and such confidence lie
could not be expected to have in a mere
colonial representative. in truth the
Agents General, as a rule, have been
appointed chiefly as financial agents to
perform duties which the Colonial depart-
ment could not undertake, and; wiich, in
the case of the Crown Colonies, and those
which have not yet beeni recognized as

self-governing, are performed by the gen-
tlemen known as Crown agents. A few
years ago these gentlemen were agents
for no less than thirty four British
Colonies, but since that time Victoria,
Queensland,New Zealand and the Cape of
Good Hope have each appointed Agents
General; while New Brunswick and
British Columbia have been absorbed by
Canada. There are still many impor-
tant colonies whose fiscal business is
attended ta by the Crown agents, includ
ing Ceylon, Jamaica Mauritius, \ew-
foundland, Barbadoes, Trinidad, British
Guiana, Antigua, Hong Kong, Malta,
Natal, etc., etc. It is well known that
the Agent for Canada was originally
appointed chiefly ta promote emigration
by superintending the local agents and
distributing reliable information. He has
no duties ta perfori in regard to fiscal
matters like the Agents General,'as Can.
ada bas long had fiscal agents in Lo-
don. In one or two instances it bas been
deemed advisable ta cause representa-
tions ta be made ta foreign Governments,
but these occasions are, rare. Meantime
there has been an effort ta raise the
dignity of the office of Canadian Higli
Conmissioner, which bas neccessarily in-
volved a largely increased expenditure.
Entrance can only be obtained inta the
diplomatic circles by means of reciproca-
ting expensive social entertainments and
the salary attached to the office lias been
found insufficient to meet demands never
contemplated when it was established.
It is generally believed that the inade-.
quacy of the salary to meet the expenses
of the position,on the Secale on which, in the
opinion of its present occupant, it ought
ta be maintained, is the real cause of his
retirement. The Tines' article is certainly
calculated ta produce a false impression,
bath in the United Kingdom and in
Canada.

GIFFEN ON POPULATION STATIS-
TICS.

The last number of the Il Journal of the
Statistical Society" contains the in-
augural address of the President, Robert
Giffen, Esq., whose recent visit to, Mon-
treal must be fresh in therecollection
of those who had the pleasure-of meeting
hiii. He was then making a tour of the
United States and Canada, and during bis
visit to Montreal he was, entertained at
dinner by ours much-respeoted fellow-
citizen, Andrew Robertson, Esq., who was
good enough to afford a considerable
number of his friends an opportunity of
meeting his distinguished guest. It
would be wholly impracticable for us ta
give more than a faint idea of Mr. Giffen's

elaborate address to the Fellows of the
Statistical Society, which was opened by a
tribute to the memory of two distinguished
members, ífrWilliam Newmarch and
Professor W. Stanley Jevons, who had
been removed by death during the year.
Having done honor ta his departed
friends, Mr. Giffln, after a brief reference
to the uses ta society of the common.
figures of statistics, proceeded to lecture
on " the most common figures of all, viz.,
those of population." The subject was
exhaustively treated, but ie shall only
be able to notice one or two subjects of
special interest ta ourselves as inhabitants
of the North American continent and as
subjects of The British Empire.

In illustration of the balance of power,
in Europe the relative population of the
five principal nations is given at the close
of the great wars in 1815 and in 1880. The
increase of the population of Russia,
Germany, Austria-Hungary, France and
the United Xingdom was in that period
ninety-two millions. The two nations
that have increased in the greatest ratio
are Germany and Great Britain, while
Austria-Hungary and France have pro:
portionately decreased, Russia being-
about the sanie. Germany was much
divided in 1815, and both Austria and
France have lost territory during the
period. The percentage of the. entire
population of the five nations was : in 1815,
Russia 33, Germany 14ý, Austria-Hungary
20, France 20m, Great Britain 12. In 1880
it was: Russia 34, Germany 19, Austria-.
Hungary 16, France 10 and Great Britain
15. After treating the subject of: the
changes in the ratio of population in the
European countries, Mr. Giffen proceeded
to consider themi nearer home, and of
course lie drew attention to the remark-
able change inIreland. At the beginning
of the present century Ireland held about
one-third of the population of the United
Kingdom and as late as 1840 nearly one-
third; while at present its population is
only one-seventh. Mr. Giffen, who en-
tirely disclains any discussion as to the
possibility or expediency of political
changes points out that, on the principle
of adopting representation by populatior,
it is probable that, after the next census,
the representatives of Ireland in Parlia--
ment should be reduced fronm '105 to 83,
and that of those 83 only 55 would be
sent from the, disaffected parts of Ireland.
Mr. Giffen ascribes the comparative calm-
ness of the country in presence of the .
recent Irish agitation ta the decrease of
the Irish disaffected population. While
in old times, 80, 50 and 40 years ago, the
agitation in Ireland was deemed mos t
menacing, the arrest of Mr. Parnell and
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othier Irish niembers caused hardly a
fractional fal in consols. It is not un-
worthy of notice, in connection with Mr.
Giffen's reference to the proportionate
decrease in Irish population, as bearing
on the question of representation, that
the Scotch bave been urging their claims
to increased î'epresentation, contending
that they are most unjustly treated in
comparison with the Irish.

To Canadians the most interesting por-
tion of Mr. Giffen's paper is that which
relates to the area and population of tlhe
United States, which he divides into three

groups, viz., group 1, the original states,
the area of vhich is 393,000 square miles,
of vhich 362,000 bave been taken, for
settlement. Group 2, Tvelve Western
and Southern States, viz., Kentucky,
Tennessee, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michi-
gan, Missouri, Arkansas, Louisiana,
Mississippi, Alabama and Florida, the
area of which is 605,000 sqluare miles, of
vhich 5600,000 have been taken for settle-
ment. Group 3, the remaining States
and territories, which are 18 in number,
and which are sub-divided into six far
West States, viz., Iowa, Wisconsia, Minne-
sota, Kansas, Nebraska and Texas, the
area of vhicli is 620,000 square miles, of
whih 370,000 have been taken for settle-
menti and twelve other States and terri-
tories with au area of of 1,407,000 square
miles of which 277,000 have been taken
for settlement. It appears, Lheriefore, that
ònt of ite total aiea of three million odd
square miles, rather moie than one-lialf
the area is taken for settlement, and the
area not for settlement is almost exclu-
sively in the let group of all. The
question of importance is, Hoiv much of
the unsettled portion is available for
settlement " ? To this the answver must,
in Mr. Giffen's opinion, be, " little ; but
this opinion is based on an estimate made
by Mr. Porter, the well-knovn American
statistician and a niember of the Tariff
Comission, who in his book on "lThe
West " estimates that-there are 1,400,000
square miles of territory in the West, of
which only a tithe will ever be available
foi- cultivation. Froui this it vill be seen
that the wholly unoccupied portion of
the ivailable territory must be reduced

Svery small dimensions. Mr. Giffen
iakes another interesting calculatioi:
In thel tiî-teen original states rural popu-
lation is 35 to the square mile, while in

Group 2, consisting of twelve states, gener-
ally spokcn of as " not occupied," it i5
261. An addition of only five millions in
all to those States would make them as

populous as the original States. The
lesult of Mr. Giffen's enquiries is that an
addition of about 20 to 25 millions to the

rural population of the United States

would seem ail that is required to occupy
the available area in tlhe same vay that

the oldest and most settled part is now

occupied. When that point is reached
the present conditions of expansion must

begin to change. Mr. Giffen then enters

into a calculation of the time that it will
take ta bring about this increase. The
population of the United States lias

doubled every twenty-five years since.
1800, and there seems na reasonable
ground for doubt that by the end of the

present centu-y the whole available area
will be peopled agriculturally as the
Eastern States are nov peopled.

The inference which Mr. Giffen draws

fron the statistical facts, vhili lie has
adduced in great deti, is that C there
i will probably be a diversion of a larger
"part of the stream of emigration from
"Europe and the Eastern States of the
"American Union ta the NKorth-West
I Provinces.,of Canada. Hlere there are
Cppròbably about 400,000.square miles of

territory available for settlement equal
in quality ta the best land in the United

"States West. As there is no such field
"in the United States itself the stream
fi must apparently be ta the new land."
This conclusion is very important as bear-
ing on the future of the Canadian North
West, and ive shall only add a brief notice
o? the remarks made by Sir Rawson W.
Rawsan and Professor Leone Levi, the
niover and seconder of the vote o? thanks
accorded to Mr. Giffen for his valuable
address.

Sir Rlawson W. Riaveon said that the
importance and interest of the paper
could scarcely be exaggerated. "It

"ould be impossible to spaak too highly
of the importance of the facts brought

" before tlem, either as regards the
"tUnited States, as the greatest food pro-
CI ducing part of the world, or India as

part of oui ovn Empire, which was.
shown to be advancing into a condition

lwhicli must\excite Our greatest interest
"i and attention in order ta guard it against

a recurrence of famines." Professor
Lone Levi Icould scarcely say which lie

admired the mast, the extensiveness or
views, the. deptli of reas oning, or thxe
vista into tle future which the Presi-

rdent had laid before them. The problems
suggested wire numerous and.exceed-
ingly important. . They were of politi
cul, economical and social charcetr. ,

After some.more complimentaiy rema-ks
hie refered to the paper as hîaving " raised

their estimate of the value of statistios
and shown how much miglit be done by
a few facts 'easoned upon and vell con-.
sidered in their present and future'

" bearings on the world at large." We
have quoted the foregoing remarks from
two eminent members of the Society,
chiefly because Vie have been unable to
give any satisfactory report of the various
arguments adduced by Mr. Giffen in his
paper. Those who are unable to read the
paper at length may be assured that its
author has based his conclusions on facts.
We shall be much mistaken if it does not
produce a favorable opinion in England
as ta the value of the North Western
territories of Canada.

SIR ALEXANDER GALT"S SPEECH.

Since we noticed the telegraphic report
of the remarkable speech recently deliv-
ered by Sir Alexander Galt at Edinburgh,
it has been published at length by more
than one of the ministerial payers. We
do not find that any sanction whatever
has been given to the Imperial Federation
Scheme, which originated in the brain of
an English nierchant wvho victin ized Mr.
Blake by writing to him in its favor, where-
upon Mx-. Blake took it up and made it his
own until lie found that his folloivers were
convincedof its absurdity,since which time
lie lias wisely allowed it to drop. Thie
Gazette and la Minérve have not failed ta
call attention ta Sir A. Galt's disclaimer
at theopeningof his rcmarks, of his being
understood ta speak in bis officiai
character. We lold most distiinctly
that Sir Alexander Galt while hold-
ing his present office vas wholly un-
warranted in discussing such a subject
as the future relations oË the Empire and
the Canadian dependency, and more
especially without being assured that bis
views liad the sanction of the Govcrn
ment which lie represents. let us sup-
pose for a moment the British Minister at
Washington going to a public assembly,
and, after declaring that lie must not be
understood as expressing the opinions of
bis Gbvernment, launching out intoa dis-
cussion of the future of the Empire, includ-
ing Home Rule for Ireland and Soctiand,
There cati beno doubt thxat the recallof the
Minister would follo with the utmost
despatcli the publication of his opinions,
IL was bad enough and wholly indefensible
in Sir A. Galt to discuss the futurrela-
tions ofCanadauvith theEmpire but it was
even more inexcusablè for hit to treat
of the relations of Ireland i th the other
divisions of the United KingdoV. We
are not surprisèd Ltat the 31hner-vÉ
should have noticed sir AlexanerGalts
recent advocacy of indenp.ence,. which
lie actually obtruded on the attention of
the Imperial Government on the occasion
of his being offered the K C.M G-. ist k
however, well known that lie wvas not only
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an annexationist in 1849, but that hoa Ias
generally creditedwith the authorship iof
the celebrated annexatiori manifest6.
Now lie is only apprehesive that his
children may not be able to remain sub-
jects of H-er Majesty. We should be
tnuch sturprised if the speech which has.
called for these rernarks does not engage
the attention of the Parliament now siL-
ting.

The latest statement of
liabilities fiies the amount at $12, 500,-or about
?75,000, including the capital stock,--of whichs
seme $8,000 ls secured by stock. The nominal
assets are estimated at about $54,000,-$30,-
000 lu machinaery, $18,000 in goods, andi $10,-
000 in book.debts; tue value of the machinery,
fiowever, is variously estimated. The Plant
and machinery were entered in the books of
Chas. Alexander, the former ownr, at $39,000,
buît whlîlfe there is little doubt that it had beun
acquired at a bargain by the company, there
appears to be sone question among the credi-
tors as te the entry of it in the bocks of the new
concern at $20,000. Although there can he nOù
suspicion as t any desire ta maislead on the
part of the former directors, Mn. Job S. Me-
La.hlan, the ons among tem best -able te
endure same loss, has signified bis intention r
paying off every dollar of what le may appear
te be liable for. lIt the absence of the vily
Richard himaself; the losers must falsten a soue
persons lreact, anti Mesars. Claton,. Cridi-
ford and Mchachlan (themselves losers alse)
are consequently passing througlh au ordeal
that should last them for some time.

TnAmoi wE N CANADA AtN ATsrRATt..-In
an appendix to the report of the Canadian
Minister of Agriculture for 1881 bave been
1tblisied various suggestive reports of the

ominion Commission to tlie International Etc-
bibitions of Melbourne and Sydney Speaking
for that Commission, Mr. Cameron says lie re-
grets I the Dominion did not c6ntribute tothe
Melbourne Exhibition, as it gave an even finer
opportunity than thiat of Sydney 'for lettiDg
Australians knou what Canada could do in the
production and manufacture of Larticles which
they might advantageously buy from us. It is
vorthy of note tlat thte impulse given to trade

between North America and Aistralia by the
two exhibitions at Sydney was not without its
ii.uence on latiadian commerce. On bloth oc-
casions Caiadian maiifactiires attracted mchiil
atteition; and dum'ing the lest five yeai' te
exports from Canada t Atstralie have been
considerable. As, lowever', e large portion of
them 'tvas shippe from Boston and New York,
many imports to Australia were credited to
those ports, thouglh they really were fron
Canada. The total merelndise wlich formed
te exports from New; York and Boston for th

year 1881 iwas carried lu 87 vessels, representing
an aggregate capacity of 106,536 tons.r
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ItPORTAT TFtapioNm DEcisioN.-A decision
rendered in Boston tuie 24thî inst. by Judge
Gray iu the Circuit Court aigainst the Dolbear
Telephone, and the consequent injuniction
grantei against il, as asked for by the Bell
Telephone Company, is the'culmination of a.
long litigation, and is considered an essential
victory by the Bell Telephone Company. Judge
Gray takes tha following grouînds:-" That
Mr. Bell was the first iiventor who suecessfilly
used the electric cur-renit for the traîlsmission of
articulate sound. The difference of Dolbear's
and Bell's plans aire no.t such.as to warrant th bformer te claim an jinvention of the entire
system. The essence of Bell's inveition con-
sists not merely in the form of apparatis whicli
lie uses, but in the general process, or niethod,
of which tit apîlaratus is the .cUbodinent.
Notwitlstanding the distinct difference claimed
by the Dulbear receiver, they avail themselves
of Mr. Bell's discovery that undulatory vibra-
tions of electricity can iitelligently and acdur-
ately transmit articulate speech, as well as of
the process which Bell invented and by which
he reduced bis discovery to practical use. They
also copy the mode and apparatus by which lie
croates and traesmits tlî unIilatory electrical
vibrations correspondinRy te tbose of the air.
And in the plate charged with electricity which
they have suîbstituted for the magnetic coll in
the receiver the charge constantly varies in
accordance irith the principle vlich Mr. Bell
discovered, and by means of the undilihing
current cauised by the process and in the Mode
which he 'invented and patented. The defen-
dants bave, therefore, infringed on Bell's patent
by using his general process, or rnethod, and
should be resirained by injunction from con-
tiuing to do so." The Bell Téléphlone stock
advanced forty pur cent. ou tUicdecision becon-
lng public.

INSOLVE' CY LEGISLATIO N.
To the Edilor o/ the JounR'4e oF Co !deRcE.

DEAR Siii-In regrd to the circular of the
Montreal Board of Trde in the aboye miatter,
and in orderthat the Governmenit umay be as-
sisted in framing e Bill forthe wlhole Dominion,
and onet most likely te meet all requirements,
I woIld suggest tiat the varions Boards of
Tradeunitedly offer a substantial money pre-

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

To thel'Elditor of/he JoURNAi 0F Co EHcE.

DLA.SiP- -Thte recent venilation of this
subject ici l'te press lias brought ont a very
genîeral èxression of public opinion, and on
sone points it is uaiiinious-primarily that
it is necessary to legislate for the creditors
being placed in prompt possession of a debtor's
assets ; furtier that there should be a rateable
distribution-ilnd not a word lias been said by
any one on behalf of the 'unforttînatec debior
against these propositions. Il. isý o be hoped
therefore that an Act ill be passed et this
Session to give affect te tiis very general desire.
But if opinion is unaniimoîîs thus far, it herm
begi s to scatter ; soime are for compositions,

others fre dead against theim. The discharge
of the debtor under cert'ain conditions.with the
consent of two-tbirds or three-fourths of bis
creditors in number and amount appears to be
favored by a large proportion of the more,

,moderate and rieasonable thinkers, althougli
there are some who would not control ever se
small a minlority on this point. It is safe to
conclude that any, who talk that way "don't
know how it is themselves." It seems only
reasonable to give tlils power to a large and
overwhelming majority, and tliat the groeeatest
good to the greatest number would be the
general result. A cast-iron rule as to the
amount a debtor's estate pays in the dollar
seems unnecessary, a majority of: three-fourtlhs
of the creditors is a pretty sale tribunal to pro-
nounce judgment in eaci individual rasa with-
ont tying the hands of the creditors on the
matter of the percentage.

A debtor whose failure resulit in his creditors
getting seventy-five cents in the dollar may be
more culpable personally, and be lessentitled to
a discharge in some cases than a debtor whose
failure resulted in say a twenty cent dividend.

Thore are mny concerne to.day in existence
showig 125 cents te the dollarwhviil if stoîîped
and woduId up would not pay thirty cents in
the dollar.

The death or injury of a working partner, a
fire, an explosion, a rin of bad debts, a change
in tariff, a new process in manufheturing,
several bankrupt stocks for sale in a nar's
vicinity, might cause a failiure in a rcse whdse
record was in every way most satisfactory anddeserving o f every consideration of the credi-
tors.

Lastly, a liquidation act simply, without eny
provision for a diseharge, is not likely te go
through both.HBouses without some amendment
being added into il for discharge, whici might
be crude, and mischievons in ils effect, and bring
the remainder of thè Act into simular uinpnpu-
larity to its predecessor. Would it not be wiser
therefore to introduce into the body of the bill
a careftîlly considered provision for the debtor's
diclifarge, and so anticipate U.gislative inter-
ference ut the last moment.

Now
the roads arc blocked viith snow, and it is net
unlikely that no opportunity vill occur to
bring it te tarket before hlie breaking up te
roads in Spring. Financing will be trouble-
some under tie cird'umstanuces. Moncy is in
sutflicient quantity at 7 and 7 per cent. for
commercial paper. Bank stocks anrd otlier
securities have been ratier inactive during the
past veek, and values steady at nearly the
highest ligures reached recently. There have
been within the past few days more activity
among luan companies titan for soume time
previously, snd et sIightly improved rates.
