A deputation of pulp manufacturers waited on the Government
in support of such action. They gave as a reason the keen com-
petition of American firms with Canadian factories, and aiso as
retaliation for the duty against the Canadian manufacture. If
our nel ghbors are permitted,to strip our forests, encouraged by
the free expart of pulp, the price cannot fail ta appreciate
against our own manufacturers who, it is notorious, are llly pre-
pared ta withstand increased competition or aven any falling off
in the carloads of blue-books for which they supply the raw
material.

The above comparisons are far from re-assuring.
The-anticipation of $100,000 being cleared by notes
being lost or destroyed turns out a delusive hópe. The
deposits on demand have-been withdrawn to the last
cent, being, presumably, transferred elsewhere. The
deposits payable after notice have actually increased
since November by $241,087. This sum is over 7 per
cent, so that it is munch too large to have arisen from
crediting the depositors with half, or even a vhole
year's interest. It may have arisen from transferring
a portion of the demand deposits to those payable atter
notice, or from some irregularity in the books; the
iatter will bear explanation. Why the balances due
to foreign batiks should i'ncrease by $1,U53 in Decem-
ber and January last is also not clear. The total - net
decrease of liabilities front November to end of Janu-
ary by only $153,272, when the assets are stated to lbe
over five millions, is indicative we fear of either a la-
mentable lack of skill and energy in realising those
assets, or of there being such grave diffinlties i the
way as bode no good for the creditors and stockholders.
The stock of Specie and Dominion notes lias gone
down to a nerely nominal figure. The amount of
notes and cheques on other baiks ought to haye been
paid og long ago. If these notes are genuine they
could have been redeemed for specie any hour. Why
the bank should iold "cheques on other batiks"
month after month we are unable to guess. It is now
haU a year since thle banksuspended, and yet it stili

holds $14,967 in "notes and cheques on other bankso,
which in the ordinary course ought to have been re-
deemed without a day's delay The systeni must have
been sbandalously loose which caused $8,049 of such
assets to remain in the till until November, and to 7
have allowed nearly $15,OO to remain unpaid so long
after they ought to have been realized.

What is meant by the bank holding $266,072 on de-

posit in other banks ? Why too should foreign banks
be keeping $1,862 in their hands belonging to the
People's Bank ? If those assets are genuine tb1ey
should he collected, and used to reduce liabilities.
What is the difliculty about the collection of $17,000
out for "eall loans" ? In those four assets there is a
total of $300,524, whici ought to be promptly secired,
as the delay.in collecting them suggests doubts as to
their being valid claims. The worst feature in the
January statement is the increase in discounts, or "our-
rent loans" by $44,975. Every one of the promissory
notes, or bills represented by the item $2,331,675 must
have matored seyeral montlis ago, they are no longer.
"ourrent loans" but " overdue debts," and ought to be
so classified: What wretched assets the overdue debts
must be is shown by only $26,562 having been colleot-
ed on them since November last. At sucb a rate it
would take over eleven years to collect them, and if
the discounts for $2,331,675 are, -as appears to be -the
case, irredeemable, the date of ultiate liquidation is
far-on in the next century. The bank holds $580,898
in real estate and mortgages. A strong hand is needed to
turn these-into cash.- As to the item for $109,504 "other
assets," they also seero incapable of reduction. The
net.result of the operations of the directors and a- staff
of clerks since-November 1ast lias been to actually de-
crease the liabilities by $23,519 less than the amount
by which the assets were decreased. What policy is
being pursued, or what course has been determined
upon by those in charge of the Banque du Peuplei is
somewhat uncertain, this lowever is only too clear the,;
affairs of the bank will have to be handled ,ith very
much more vigor if its ultimate liquidation is to be ac-
complished in a reasonable period. We beg to bhank
our correspondent for pointing out the need of a more
active settlement being made of this bank's affairs.

sulYin a fiasco, Montreal was, iL no sense at présent,
responsible for it. The scheme did not originate here,
the charter was not obtained here, and there were no
Canadian directors. In the opinion of the committee
itýwould be a mistake for the city and the citizens to
assume at this stage the responsibility of this doubtful
enterprise ; but it appeared to the committee that the
good faith of Montreal miglit be put beyond question-
if a report ýwere made by the City Council in favor of
general preparations being made for the holding of an
exposition during the summerof 1897."

Mr. George Hague, general manager of the Mer-
chant's Bank wrote to the committee to the effect that
if $150,000 could not be provided immediately, the
sooner the projeet was dropped the better. He wished
-it to be borne in mind that Montreal could not be he Id
responsible for statements regarding the exhibition
which had appeared in England and other count-ies.

A number of persons, on the other hand, were
strongly in favor of going on with the work and be-
lieved that with the facilities for rapid building now
conimon throughout the civilized vorld, especially
since the Chicago World's Fair, there was yet plenty
time to prepare an exhibition on a grand international
scale. A number of proposed exhibitors were en-
gaged to send to other cities next year, and Toronto
was mentioned as one of these.

It is to be hoped that if anythiag is done there will
be no turning back on the part of those interested or
others of our citizens to whom the promoters must
look for countenance in and assistance for the enterprise.
Mr. Stiles, who lias been absent in England for the last
few weeks, is expected daily, and it is hoped that lis
presence will infuse new life into the matter. It is to
be f eared that even as good an ûpportunity may not be
forthcoming another-year in the early future.

The output of the Governument cheese factories in
Prince Edward Island, was recently sold to 'Messrs.
H{odgson Bros. & Co,. of this city ou " private terms."

spired to show that the results could hardly be con-
sidered satisfactory to the government, or to Prof.
Robertson whô bad charge of the transaction. The
purchaàsers of the cheese have resold aboulthalf, orsome
11,000 boxes for jc to 'c per lb. less than the prices
for vhich, Prnf. R{obertson offeredr the~ wholn quanfitv

per box. A further loss h resulted from the rejec-
tion of about 1,8CO boxes which w'ere spoiled by over-
keeping. This has naturally caused unfavorable coin-
ment in the trade, and also dissatisfaction among some
who claim that they had not -an opportunity of pur-
chasing. A loss of sonie $23,000 on.one season's opera-
tions is serious enough tocall for explanation.

The government's experience contains a lesson on
hoarding that may have its value. Dairymen and but-
ter exporters have been repeatedly urged to ship only
the best butter to the English market and to ship it
fresh. This was with a view to- the, cultivation of a
taste for Canadian butter; and by scrupulous attention
to details on the part of shippers, the èndeavor has not
been altogether in vain. Last sumi ner's butter from
the dairies in Manitoba was brought to Montreal, and
offered to an exporter. After examination lie rejected
it on account of quality. It ias placed iri cold stor-
age, and a short time ago, shipped on consignment to
London and Glasgow. If the butter was of too poor a
quality to be exported last summer; it was hardly likely
to have improved much after several nionths keeping.
These complaints indicate that " somebody blundered."
One can scarcely give a thought to the hints given in
the opposition press. But ininisters or commissioners
cannot be everywhere at once.

In view of the complaints made we deemed it our
duty to place the matter before the Commissioner.
His reply is as follows

Dear Sir,-I have your favour of the l5th inst. I
have no knowledge of "a transaction in cheese from
Prince Edward Island in -which some loss bas been
sustained." I sold the ock of Prince Evdward Island
cheese to Messrs. Hodgson 'Bros. I understand that
Messrs. Hodgson Bros. sold part of these cheese to
Messrs. J. O. & G. D. Warrington. Messrs. Warring-
ton may have objected to a few of the lots in the block
which was tendered to then. I heard that a few lots
had been objected to, and that Messrs. Hodgson Bros.,
had either resold or shipped those lots. I have seen a
few articles in the newspapers lately, inplying that
there is something which I desire to conceal in the
transaction of selling the Prince Edward Island cheese.
Everything connected with the whole transaction will
be made public in the usual course. In the meantime,
if you submit to me any question or statement, which
yon desire to publish, I shall be very glad to give you
information on it, if consistent with the agreement
which 1 made with Messrs. lodgson Bros. when I sold
the cheese to them, namely,.that the terms were to- be
kept private until such times as they liad opportunity
to dispose of those cheesein Montreal or Great Brit-
din. The Prince Edward Island cheese have never been
used as a depressing factor in the market; and, so far
as I know, there-is nothing in the sale of . these cheese
by me to Messrs. Hodgson Bros. which calls for par-
tieular comment or explanation.-I am yours very
truly, .

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A FACTOR IN THE VENEZUELAN QUESTION.
Whlen future historians undertake to write concern-

ing the events of the present age they will probably
have more difficulty in sifting the wheat from the
chaff-the true from the false-than had those of the
middle half of .the century with the generations and
years of which thôy wrote. The incidents of the day
are so colored by press despatches, especially when we
are beholden to co-operative wirings f rom associations
across the border, that it is only after the lapse of
weeks or months and the real facts have come to hand,
that we find how egregiously we have been deceived,
and must begin to learn much of it over again.

An instance of this is found in the case of the
Venezuela difficulty on which new light has been
thrown by a gentleman from this city who lias just re-
turned from a visit to that country. Mr. George Caver-
bill, of the wholesale hardware house of Caverhill, Lear-
mont & Co., the visiter referred to, says the trouble at
bottom is largely due to le influence of Germais
manufacturers whose goods are to be founad in almost
every shop in Caraccas and other Venezuelan towns,
and which under the evolution going on in British
nanufacturing centres for some time past, bid fair to

be driven out of the market. Imitations of English
cutlery and kindred goods, better known to our own
hardware dealers a few years ago, are te be found
masquerading in the cities and towns of the newly
awakened South American republic, and it was not
likely the makers could witness unmoved any effort to
replace thern, or neglect an opportunity for dealing a
blow at their rivals.. Of course this is only one cause ;
the gold mining operations in the disputed territory

îniies-reputed, as usual, to be richer than they really
are-are the chiot cause of the new public feeling
lately aroused, fanned as it has been by speculators whio
deserve little better than the name of fihllibusterers.

Mr. Caverhill is not laudatory of Caraccas with its
so-called "indern improvements." Its blinding clouds
of dust are worse than those cf San Francisco. The
landscape is enchanting at some distance ; and the
foliage of the trocs, especially the spiral palms and the
more remarkable variety with trunks of forty feet
supporting leaves of equal length, is charming to eyes
that have come fron the bare wintry branches of
Canadian groves and forests. Caraccas, the capital is
sene ten miles inland from the Carribean Sea and is
connected by rail witi the seaport of La Gulara. The
sumumit plains of a spur of the Andes, 300 x 60 miles,
reach an elevation of 12,000 feet, the two lof tiest peaks
of which attain an elevation of over 15,300 feet and
are covered with perpetual snow. The coast spur is only
about 8,000 feet at the highest point, and it is aloig
the table lands, slopes and valleys of this tract that
the country is mostly cultivated and settled, but near
the town of Merida, south of Lake Maracaibo is a spur
towering over 15,000 feet.

THE HAMILTON PROVIDENT AND LOAN
SOCIETY.

It is gratifying'tô note the report presented by this
company for the 24th year of its existence. A feeling
prevails that nany loan companies in Ontario suffered
heavy losses by the. collapse of speculation in rea

estate, but the Hamilton Provident, after providing for
ail losses, charges, interest on debentures and shrink-
ages in value, shows a net gain of over 7.30 per cent on
its capital of $1,100,000 and after paying two dividendsl
of 3j per'cent for the year, carries $2,827.95 to the
credit of its contingent fund, which now stands at $39,-
395.15 leaving, with $300,000 at the credit of the re-
serve fund, $339,395.15 or 30.85 per cent as a reserve
backing to the capital against all unforeseen eventu-
alities. There is in the statement unmistakable evi-
dence of that publie confidence which is the life-blood
of all financial institutions, the Hamilton Provident
having in the form of savings bank deposits $894,509.-
54, while the British public show their appreciation b y
loans on debentures of the company as investments to
the amount of $691,893.74, and locally the Canadian
public are investors similarly to the extent of $207,-
454-.87. There is made apparent a symptom of im-
provement inasmuch as against new loans to the amount
of $556,684.56, borrowers have paid $775,696.60. It is
evident that the new chief officer, Mr. C. Ferrie, is
proving his fitness for the position vacated by the death
of the Society's long tine manager, the late Mr. H. D.
Cameron. The old Board *as re-elected with Mr. Geo.
H. Gillespie as president.

i. THE HOME SAJVINGS & LOAN COMPANY.
The above company reports having had a fairly successful

year in 1895. After paying two half-yearly dividends at
rate of seven per cent. per annum, and paying all expenses,
there was a balance left of $14,405, out of which $5,000 was
added te the Reserve Fand, and $9,000 to the Contingent
account. The company now bas a Rest in those two funds
amounting to $207,000, which exceeds the amount of the
paid up capital. Complaint is imade in the report of the dif-
ficulty of finding satisfactory mortgage loans. This is the
condition all over the country, and we venture te predict is
likely to be se permanently, for the days of high interest on
farm mortgages, and of farmers universally being mort-
gagors are over. The company last year reduced its interest
rate on deposits from 4 te 3ý per cent., without causing any
material reduetion of them. Their mortgage loans decreased
$86,496, as the redemption of these securities is going on
steadily in spite of the agricultural depression. The fact is
that hard tiines amongst the farmers made economies neces-
sary which enabled them te reduce their mnortgage debts
more than they chose te.do under more prosperous conditions.

While writing above we have heard of the death of Lady
Smith, wife of the President of the Home Savings & Loan
Company. No public man in Canada is more personally re-
spected than Sir Frank Smith; he as no enemies, and his
political opponents are all his friends. In this bereavement
he as universal sympathy, in whvichi we beg to share.

THE FISHERIES.

In a recent lecture, Prof. Prince, Canadian Fishery Com-
missioner, said that over 70,000 môn are engaged in our
fisheries, and the total annual value of the whole industry
is about $20,000,000. Such a valuable asset as Canada ap-
parently possesses in this industry, cannot be too carefully
conserved. The United States affgods us warning, by their
almost exhausted fisheries, which at one time were net less
valuable than those of Canada, that reckless and unlirmitea
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fishing inevitably leads to depletion.. Considering this, tho
recent action of the government, in prohibiting seine fishing
in Lake St. Louis for a poriod, cannot but, be regarded as a
wise one, and the sooner a similar prohibition, is applied to
Lake St. Peter, the better it will be for the fisheries. The
most prolific fisheries must succumb unless judicious and
common-sanse restrictions are enforced. Canada employa
over 600 officers, two-thirds of tham permanently, at a cost
of about $150,000, in addition tà , a feet of cruisers,
involving au expenditure of $100,000 par annum.
The fourteen hatcherias also confer great good on the indus-
try, turning out every year over 150,000,000 fry of white
fisb, salmon, salmon trout, and lobsters, thus holping to keep
it well to the front, and our Waters well stocked. The Gov-
ernment report on Canadian fisheriesjust issied supplements
the information given» above by references to the Behring
Bea question. Thetotal amount of claims to be arbitrated
on under the Paris award is given as $542,169. A mass of
material bas been forwarded to St. Petersburg by the Cana-
dian Government to be used in the assessment of damages,
and the report concludes by saying that there is reason to
hope that before long some definite official intimation of the
settlement of thse claims, may reach Canada.

TRADE RETURNS.

The report of the Department of Trade and Commerce for
the quarter ending Dec. 31st, 1895, will go a long wa to-
wards indicating that a .'turn" for the botter is in sight,
inasmuch as it shows a decided expansion in the volume of
our trade. During the three months which the report covers,
there was an increase of $3,037,723 in exports and imports.
The figures for each of the threo months, totals, and com-
p arisons follows

From these figures it will be seen that trade was much.
more encouragîng during the second quarter of the present
fiscal year than during the first, during which there was a
slight shriniage in trade as compared with the correspond-
ing quarter of the previous year. The increase 'noted above
was chiefly in imports, while soma sharp fluctuations wera
noted. In October imports increased $2,028,576 and exports
fell off $1,830,410 ; in November imports increased $1,717,-
338 while exports"deolined $1,229,839, and'in December im-
ports increased $292,354, and exports incroased $1,559,702 as
compared with 1894. Taking the figures of the six months
ending Dec. 31st, the difference in favor of imports is even
more marked. Exports were $72,416,844, as against $72,-
599,132 for the corresponding six months, a decrease of
$182,288, while the imports *ere $57,098,026 against $54,-
572,395 an increase of $2,525,631. This increase in imports
was pretty evenly divided. The changes during the six
months ended Dec. 31st, in the imports of the articles named
are shiwn below -

The decline.in sugar imports under the heading of free
goods was due chiefly to its removal to the dutiable list.
Comparing this vith the increase in the amount of sugar
that paid duty, there is still a decline of about one and a,
half millions, as compared with the previous vear. The im-
ports for the latter part of 1894 and early in 1895, were it
will be remembered, abnormally large, doubtless in anticipa-
tion of 'a duty being placed on the product. The other prin-
cipal iùcreéases were, as will be sean, in bides and skins,
woollen goods, iron and steel. Settlers effécts show a disap-
pointing deérease, reflecting a decline in immigration, to ac-
count for whioh many reasons have been adduced. The de-
dline in bituminous coal imports is almost counterbalanced
by an increase in anthracite, although the lâtter paid ·no
duty. Altogether, from a government standpoint, 'the re-
turns are fairly satisfactory, inasmuch as the amount'of
duty received was $9,9 76,827.40 as against $8,701,087.97 for
the corresponding six months of 1894. Turning to the ex-
ports, the chan ges are as follow

-The most disappointing feature of these figures is ,the de-
cline in ag-icultural products. The butter and cheese Mar-
kets on the other side have been far from encouraging, and
the low prices]prevalent, have prevented many shipments
that would otherwise have been made. The low prices have
also affocted the roturns to soma extent, but considering the
prevailing conditions, the showing generallyis not at ail bad.
Symptoms of reviving trade are becoming ihore marked,
although we are not as yet out of 'the woods. These :is ap-
parently no reason when the returns for the whole fiscal
year are published, that a still greater measure of improve-
ment should not be looked for.

IN VANCOUVER.
A Vancouver, B.C., correspondent says :-Smith & Pree-

land, general marchants, have assigned. This is the first
assignmont noted here for soma time, and it looks as if the
long expected revival of business had arived. Mining op-
erations are attracting universal attenton hare. Hardly a
week passes, but a new compaùiy is organised for these pur-
poses. The LeRoi mine at Rossland will declare another
dividend of.$50,000 on March 1st, and several of the mines
in its immediate neighborhood, with just as good ore appar-
ently, will likely do as well so soon as they , are' developed.
Lumbering is quite active this season. The large luniber
companmes have formed a combine, so as to regulate prices."
There are at present about 13 ships*in one harbor, loading
lumber and prospects of many more during this summer.
The local wholesaie mon are endeavoring- to get in touch
with the Kootenay trade which is at presént larglj in the
bands of American and some Winnipeg housos -To this end'
the Victoria and Vancouver Boaids of Trade sent deiegatious
'to that district last àummer which were fairly successful.
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TEE LATE HONORABLE HENRY STARNES,

The many friends of the Hon. Henry Starnes, M.L.A., have
been prepared for days past to Lear that he bad breathed bis
last. In the ordinary course the deceased gentlemen had long
exceeded the linit of the Psalmist, having passed bis 80th year.
An accident which befell him some time ago had the effect of
confIning im to bis house, and in hie advanced age it was net
surprising that it hastened bis end. Mr. Starnes was an excel-
lent example of what may result from a fusion of the two great
races of our Dominion population. His grandfather was a U. E.
Loyalist of English descent, who married a Frencli-Canadian
lady. le wiras for sone years engaged ln wholesale business lu
Montreal. Is native courtesy and gentlemanly demeanor t o-
wards all with whom lie came in contact soon led him te be
chosei to f11 many inportant positions in civic and business
olices. le fllued fornorly the poqition of director of La Banque
du Peuple, was a warden of Trinity House president of the
Board of Trade, manager for sone years ln this city of the
branch of the Ontario Bank in the elegant chambers over which
lie resided and whiere lie entertained ln a princely fashion at a
time wlien Montreal could boast of princely visitors from acroses
theocean and of mon of rank commanding the troops stationed
in Canada durlng that period. Hon. Mr. Starnes also filled the
position of Mayor of Montreal ; and no one who ever occupied
the chair was mnore popular. Ho lias filled other positions lu
the various legislatures of the Province, always rather a balance-
wheel, a man of broad vlows, than a follower of any particular
party. le also occupied the position of president of the old
Metropolitan Bank, one of the few defunct banks which returned
more than a modicum of their property to the shareholders.
The deccased gentleman was one of the largest of these. He
bas for somo years past been on the local board of the Canadian
directorate of the Liverpool, London & Globe Insurance Co, as
chairman. Mr. Starnes married Eleanor Stuart of Quebec, who
survivs himn, and by whoin lie lad six children. One of bis
daugliters recently died a mnu in the Sacred Heart Convent at
the Sault. O! the other daughters one married Maj.-Gen.
Ienderson, comnmanding at Alexandria, Egypt; the other la the

widow of Major Mitceliol-Innes, of the 60th Rifles ; the third is
the Hon. Mrs. Talleimaclhe His only surviving son, Mr. Henry
Leslie Starnes, occupies a position on the Civic A.ssessors' staff.
The funeral to.day is being attended by one of the largest cou-
courses ever witnessed in Muntroal.

THE FEDERAL LTFE.

It le often said that people generally get what they deserve in
this world also, and no doubt the truti of the saying will apply
te corporations'as well as to indivIduals. Its application 'to the
report of the Federal Lite, which will be found elsewhere in
theso colmns, will not he denied, and this more especially lu a
period like that througi which the country has been passing lu
common with the entire commercial world during the last year
or two. It will bue scen that nearly 1,550 applications for iueur-
ance, iouting to about $2,130,000 were received by the com-
pany during the year uînder review. That soine 285 of these
vere declined or postponed for further consideration, shows that

the company is not working for the present, but has due regard
for the permannence of their security te their policyhoiders.
The assets of the company, it will be seen, were increased dur-
ing. the year by $67,9066.12 and are now very close on lialf a inil-
lion dollars. This la all the more gratifylng in view of the large
amount paid to policyholders for claims and profits. Exchiding
th e guarantec capital the security'to policyholders at the close
of the year was $1,119,576.80 aud the liabilities for reserves and
n'l outstanding :claims $415,021,88, showing a grand surplus of
$703,950.02. The surplus to policy holders, exclusive of uncalled
guarantec capital is $84,151.02. The company lias experienced

a re duction lu the aimount of lusurance paid for death claims as
compared with 1894; the total payments to polînyliolders during
the year amounted te $123,224.55. The figures of the statement
speak for themselves, and in such times as we have been passing
througl-or at any time-are highly creditable te the manage-
ment. Mr. Dexter lias cortainly been working up a solid, sub-
stantial business and bringing lis company forward to a highly
respectable position In the ranks of Canadien lite insurance.
The old board was re-elected vith Mr. James Beatty as
president.

THE CHISHOLM CASE.
One of the most important insurances cases before the courts

for years is that of Chisholni vs. the Citizens Insurance Co.,
which bas been argued ln the Court of Reviews the last fort-
night, before Hon. Judge Davidson,.based upon a fire which
occurred in the premises of Mr. Alexander Chisholm'in this city
some 4 years ago, at a time ere the Citizens Insurance Co. had
been absorbed by the Guardian. Owing to the crowded state
of our columns this week we arc unable to review the whol e
case on Its merits. Suffice it to say here that the action under-
taken at the instance of the Merchants Bank, as having ad-
vanced on a large quantity of butter stored in the Chisholm
warehouse, action was taken on policy to recover the anount of
the Insurance from the sevaral' companies interested, the Citi-
zens Ins. Co. being chosen to defend. Notwithstanding the able
presentment of the case by Mr. J. N. Greenshields, Q.C., acting
for the Merchants Bank, the case has been decided in favor of
the companies. The principal point at issue was the denial on
the part of the companies that the portion of the warelouse ln
which the butter was said te be stored was not large enough to
hold 1,400 packages as claimed, and also that there was no evi-
dence of any butter whatever having been destroyed by the fire;
but this and other matters relating to the case will have atten-
tion later on. Mr. Greenshields intends applying for a new
trial, but it is as yet doubtf nl whether this will be granted by the
courts.

~ -D. V. McPHAIL, grocer, Abei-arder,'Ont., who .bas been re-
ported te be in trouble for some time past bas flnally been oh-
liged to assign, which he bas done to R. Kerr; does not owe
much, but assets are also small-A. Kaufman, lumber, Baden,
Ont., has assigned to F. Halwell, who is preparing a statement.
There is a chattel mortgage for $8,400 against the estate in
favor of J. M. Irwin, and it is not tliought that thene will be
much outside-M. Quinn, tallor, Cobourg, Ont., bas assigned to
Henry Barber, who is taking stock, and will convene creditors
te consider an offer. Has beeu there for years; principally eus-
tom work. At one time. was credited with some meanus, but
bad debts and keen competition are to blame here as in many
other cases.

The average new risk assumed on each life, and the premium
obtainied tierefor, prove the satisfactory nature of the business
writtenî.

Thouglh the aggregate amount assured by the company was
not greatly increased, more than four bundred lives were added
ta those insured.

The aFsets of the company were increased during the year
$67,966.12, and are now within a fraction of half a million
dollars. A very satisfactory result, in view of the considerable
imount paid to policy iolders for chims and profits.

The security to policy holders, including guarantee capital,
was at the close of the year $1,119,576.80, ahd the liabilities for
reserves and all outstanding claims, $415,621.88, showing a sur-
plus of $708,950.02. Exclusive of uncalled guarantec capital, the
surplus to policy-holders was $84,151.02.

The death claims amounted to $92,500 (re-insurance deducted),
under 48 policies-a reduction in the amount of insurance paid
by reason of death as compared with last year. Including cash
dividends and dividends applied to premium reductions ($30,-
141.59), our total payments to policy holders amounted to $123,-
224.55 during the year.

Thedepression in nearly all branches of business falt through-
out the country in the previous year iras increased rather than
diminished during the past year. On the whole, however, the
results of the company's business have given your directors
reasonable satisfaction. It is loped that the conditions of busi-
ness in general will be' improved during the current year, in
whiclh avent we may expect additional prosperity. Our agents
are active and intelligent workers, earnest in their efforts ta ad-
vance.the interests of the company asnd the insured, and can .be
relied upon for such results as may fairly be expected from their
respective fields.

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All the advantages and expenence gaed from the working of the Paris, Chicago, California and recent Expos-
tions, will enable Canada's Exposition to have the best results at the minimum cost.

SHOOL SAVINGS BANKB.
The cultivation of the habit of thrift

should lu some way be made a part of the
training ln every public school., School
savings banks are net a novelty, but the
wonder le that their use has 'not become
more general. Ait the vagabondage li
the world, says Victor Hugo, begins in
neglected children-that is, with children
whose instruction und training and habit-
making have been, in certain essential re-
spects, left uncared poor. The moneys
wasted, often worse than wasted, by child-
ren in getting what they do not need
would sum up into a surprisingly large
amount. But the present waste .of that
which later is so sure to be needed lsaot
the only thing to be considered, There is
the character back of the habit. When,
eight years ago, Mme. Carnot, wife of the
Frencli President, gave a Christmnas enter-
tainment to 400 of the poorer children of
Paris and presented each child with a sav-
ings-bank book, with a nest-egg credit' of
10 francs. her action was not only charac-
teristicallybeautiful,butwas full of the true
economie visdom. The United States
Commissioner of Education, earnestly in-
dorses and urges the school banking sys-
tom. The rapidity with which extreme
poverty adds to its victims is, ho says, one
of the startling facts in social science; and
the public schools, acting upon every
child, must be the great public agency
for the arrest of the evil ; for if every
child can be trained to save, as well as be
given the knowledge and habits which as-
sure his earning, much will be doue to-

¯Ward saving the poor from temptations
and sufferings. of poverty. The school
savings bank, he adds, tends to prevent
pauperlsm,"' crime, sickness, prodigality,
and various vices, and to make children
thrifty, orderly, frugal, economical in the
use of money. Why shoulinot our board
of oducation take the matter up and have
these school savings banks established in
every school in the city,? The -plan and
methods are simple. The incidental ex-
pense for equipment would be but slight.
The cigarette, gum, and candy peddlers
might object, but parents generally would
be glad to co-operate. The school banking
system will be in itself a fine object lesson
in public education.-Ulcago Intor-Ocean.

L'Original is a County Town,.hav-
ing the Court House and Jail of the
United Counties of Prescott and·
Russell, LlOriginal being in the
County of Prescott. Its population
is 1,000. It is 60 miles from Mont-
real and 60 from Ottawa.

The whole Point is one solid body
of -lay, forming a perfectly level
plateau, with a slight incline to the
Eastern shore and with a height of
25 to 35 feet above the water. The
banks are perpendicular and the
clayis clearly exposed. The shore is
river sand in never failing quantities.

This saud is used -in very largely
for building purposes . and is
always replaced during the high
water in the spring by a f resh de-
posit from the river.

The Point has a splendid site for
a wharf, which is the only possible
place of shipment, by water, for any
of the clay which extends some
acres above the Point.

The Montreal & Ottawa R. R. is
built to within 15 miles from L'Ori-
ginal and in a year o two at most,
will be completed to L'Original and
would pass within lialf a mile of
the property.

Labor is of the eheapest.. Fire-
wood costs from $1.25 per cord to
$2.00 for the best hardwood.

The Point is completely cleared
and at present is all under hay. It
is considered the most beautiful
Point on the Ottawa River.

Extensive tests have been made at
McGill University by Professor
Bovey, vith samples of vitrified
brick made from this clay. It has
stood a higher pressure test than
auy brick on record, and the build-
ing brick (facing) is said by experts
to surpass anything known on this
continent. It will also. make the
finest Terra Cotta and Pottery.. The
vitrified brick takes a polish. Super-
ior to granite and is harder than
that stone.

RAPID BUILDING.
An example of rapid erection of strue-

tural iron and steelwork for skeloton fire-
proof buildings is the Siegel-Cooper
Building, at Eiglhteenth and Nineteenth
streets and Sixth avenue, New York City,
the-setting of the framework of which
was completed January 29. The founda-
tions for the building were delivered com-
plote to Milliken Bros., New York, con.-
tractors for the Ironwork, on November
1. During November the owners offered
the contractors a bonus ln consideration
of anticipating.the contract time require-
ments for the erection of the frame-work,
including the roof tier complote. Not-
withstanding the strike on the building,
from November 18 to December 18, the
contractors were Onabled to complote the
setting of the last beain, column, bolts and
tie-rods on the roof tier on January 28, the
time in which they were to complote the
work in order to win the bonus being-Feb-
ruary 1. Excepting a portion of the
columns and beamns in the first hier, which
were put up byý hand owing to the pre-
vious incompleteness of the foundations,
the work lias been entirely erected by
machinery, the actual working time being
exactly nine weeks since the foundations
were flnally conpleted, deducting the
strike period. In this time seven complete
tiers of work, ainounting to between ',000
and 8,000 tons of material, have been
orected,
