It is a màtief of rècord tIrât the Hause
of Burgesses, in Virginia, before the r~evolution
passed.e vote thanks to four clergynien, of
thst colony fo '"the wisé'and well.timed oppoi-
tion 'they had nade 'to the new pernicious pro-
jeot of a .fw miitbken 'clergymen for introdue-
ing an ÂmericauBfi'hîoP." In the Provine' or
MaMsachüùetts Bay still more decided action was,
taken. The House of Representatives charged
their agent 'in London, strenuously tao'ppose
the acherne for 'ho astablishbïeut of a Protes-
1m Epicopate in mnic," as very alarmin'

t 'a peope'iwhose fathers.ùffered uudor sxce
an eatàblishiout. It le doubtiese ixrie., that
Eúgland 'hid lèse car'e on 'account of the reli-
gious destittion of the Coloniesthanshe should
have bai, i isi ne ino thë'less truï tIit there
was strong opposition in Ameriea to the estab-
lhiment of the Episcopate in this oountry.

When we remember that the -Episcopate, ex-
cepting as 'it has put on schismatic forme, bas
never ehown à disposition to impart its gifts
until after much consideration, it is indeed a
noteworthy 'circumstance that in 1787, so short
'a time after the war of the'revolution, the dig-
nitaries of the Churoh of Englaùd raised up to
a spirituai equaiity witii themeelves clergyman
froin the American States, and parfected the.
organisation of the Church in the sane coun-
try, that it might hlneforth gòvern itself as
an autonomons body, and apply itself to'the
great work which awaited it. The world 'does1
not furnish a 'nobler field for the Church of
Christ than' America presents to-day. iMay we
enter upon the scond ceùtury of ourProtestant
Episcopate withi purposes correspondent to the
needs of our land d people.

The Church Record (Conn.), is strongly
opposed to the " Leaflet" system for the Sunday-
sohool; it Baye:

It seeme to us that thore was more positive
knowledge gained of the Scripturesi and a more
definite and permanent affection, for the Cbrch
developed ;when the Bible aud Prayer Book
were the only tait books, than has been or cen
be gained by all the' leaflets that were ever
issued.

The tendency 'to day is to "crappines" in
thought and knowledga, possession of a series
of items rather than broad knowledge, and this
tendency is; we are convimced, 'morased by the
leaflet systerm. Insted of a broad knowledge
of the Bible as a whole, a partial acquaintance
with a few' incidenits 'taken ont of 'théir con-
neotion' ie obtainad The children do not rés-
pect the leflaet' aa ther wQ'x'd tha tet book.
And comparison-'i' a in the
éhild' -mmd "betre'ei to ra theSn;-
day-school to the disadvantage of the latter by

tii &~mpsoi th a bodkasrried to seho1
and the scrap carried to ohuroh. Schopi is
reooonizad sa aplace for 'work, and-the$nnday-
sohool sa place to. "go to," of whichthe result
-is pic-icic; Christmas trees, et hoc gàaus omns.

We« »yer will command for Christian i-
atruction in the minds of either children or
parents, the respect that acùlar education
posseeses untillwe treat the question with more
dignity, and by set instruction books with re-
ferences which'require the scholars to cultivate
a knowledge öf the whole book, and "Searolh
the Soriptures" fromui end to' end. This can
never be done by the leafet system. Thorough
knowledge of the Bible and Prayer Bookwhieh
the need -of the age demande, and the intelli-
gence of our people makes possible, can never
be so ýobtained. On the dontrary, the dignity
of ChristiAn education is being lessened.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMAI

To the )ditor of TEE CUncx GUARMAN
Sm,-I seo a latter in your issue of January

26th the signature of "Philecolesia," which I
veîy much'regretto see. I do hope the writer
is not a clergyman. At the outset "Philec-
cl«sia" is altogether wrong. All the clergy
'in Algota do not recaive $700 a year., I now
receive $400 from the Diocese and this is sup-
plemented by a. Government grant of $200 for
an Indian Sohool, and to alone teaeh the lattei
is worth te, any man $500 lu labar, etc. 'My
next neighbor et Bruce MinM geta the same as
I dofrom'the diocese ($400) and tries to get
what ha can where ha cen. Within the paet
twoyaes I have iiad one inarrzage fee,.ud this
amonnted to three dollars, and I had to walk
over one hundred miles to perform the cere-
mony. Of course, we are al rich in Algoma
and as in some places we psy for goods twice or
thrice as much as people do at the front there
is a lot of "'sentiment" about us. Has the "lover
of the Church " ever been to Algoma that ha
knows so much about the missionary hardships
of this end the aider dioceses. I am not writin
for rnyseWf nar should 1 have written, bat asI
have spent five years in Algoma, and all that
time could not as much as keep a wife, and as
I have to liva alone in a parsonage among In-
dians with not as much as a cat,.I think I am
as hard put to it as' any one, I do not complain,
nor should'the Church hear from me were it not
thát I thinkPhilecclesia'is going to injure God's
work. There is no man in Canada sympathises
more with the poor clergy lu all the dioceses
than I do, but I cannot stand to sea .my own
diocese run down. If" Philecolesia" thinks
ha is going to benéfit Toronto or Montreal at
the ex panse of Algoma he is mistaken. In the
face of all that is humnfl, about us it is only just
that the men in the lider dioceses should be
supported, and we in Algoma pray that they
may ba; but 1, sir, protest in the name of my
fellows against auch a latter as that of " Philec-
elosia."' If he is a clergyman let him not try

again to promote the cause at our expense.
