DIOCESE OF ALGOMA,
To the Editor of Tax CHURCHE GUARDIAN :
'Bir,~I see a letter in your issue of Janusry
26th” the signature of “Philecclesia,” which I
very much tegret to see. "I do hope the writer
is. not a clergyman. At the outset “Philec-
clesia” is 'altogether - wrong. - All the clergy
in Algoma ‘do not receive $700 a year.” I now
receive $400 from the Diocese and this is sup-
plemented by a, Government grant of $200 for-
an Indian School, and to alone teach the latter
is worth to any man $5600 in labor, ete, My
next neighbor at Bruce Mines gets the same as
I dofrom-the diocese ($400) and tries to get
what he can where he can, Within the. past
twoyeaxs I have had one farriage fee, and this
amounted to three doilars, and I had to walk
over one hundred miles to perform the cere-
mony. Of course, we are all rich in Algoma
and as in some places we pay tor goods twice or
thrice as much as people do at the front there
is a lot of “sentiment” about us, Has the “lover
of the Church ” ever been to Algoma that he
knows so much aboutthe missionary hardships
of this and the older dioceses. I am not writin
for myself, nor should I have written, but as I
have spent five years in Algoma, and all that
time could not as much as keep & wife, and as -
1 have to live alone in a parsonage among In-
dians with not as much as a cat, I think I am
as hard put to it-as any one, I do not complain,
wor shonld the Church hear from me were it not
that I think*Philecclesia’ is going to injure God's
work, Thereis.no man in Canada sympathises
raore with the poor clergy in all the dioceses
than I do, but I cannot stand to see.my own
diocese run down.
