Tug Bishop of Honduras arrived in England
last month.

Biswor Hawr, of Vermont, is to preach the
annmal sermon before tho Vermont Bible So-
ciety in November next,

Tue New York training school for Deuacon-
esses enlera this October upon its fifth year of
life and graduates its recond class,

A clergy man has presented to the General
Theological Seminary a sum of $2,000 to be
invesicd and the proceeds given cach year lo
the hest extempore preacher in the senior class.

O Sunday, October Gth, the Bishop of Iowa
advanced to the Priesthood the Rev, William

7. Juckson, of Emmetsburg, who formerly was
a distinguished minister in tho Presbyterian
body.

Sv. James', Lancaster, Pa,, is one of the old-
est congregalions of the Diodese and commem-
orated the 150th anniversary of its formation
on Qctober Tth, It hus contributed no less
than five Bishops to the Church in America.

Liast month the corner-stone of a new mis-
sion room was laid in the parish of St. Saviour's,
Routh, Eng. The estimated cost of the build-
ng is £1,200, The site, which is of sufficient
extent to contain a permanent church and
¢clergy-house in addition to the mission room
now in course of erection, is the gift of Lord
Tredegar,

Tue new Church of All Saints’, Ynyspeio,
was consecrated hy the Bishop of Llandaff
lsst month, The church is for the sole use of
the Welsh-speaking sectivn of the population of
the new parish of Treherbert, and has been
built at an outlay of £1,500, and provides ac-
commodation for 390 worshippers. The whole
service was in the Welsh language.

Tue Dean of Ripon, Dr. Fremantle, who re-
cenily delivered such a vigorous reply to Cur-
dinal Vaughan's attack on tho foreign mission
work of the Church of England, has entered
upon his 88th year, and is stillin tho full eujoy-
ment of all his faculties. The Dean made a
strong point of the fact that, although the Ro-
man Catholics could point to 240 millions of ad-
herents of all nationalities, yet among the Eng-
lish-speaking raca, with their cighty-five mil-
lions of Christians, only fifteen millions were
Roman Catholica. '

Tue Churchman, of New Yorlk, speaks enthu-
sinstically of the Convention of the Brother-
hood of St. Andrew, lately held io Washington,
It says: * Tho Brotherhood stands as a mani-
festation of the loyal religious enterprise of the
younger Inity of the Church. , . . The rending
of the roport of its proceedings will surely in-
ereuse the confidence of the whole Church in
the great usefulnes+ of the Brotherhood as an
agency for the spreading of the Gospel of the
Kingdom,”

Tok list of missionaries who are to he sent
out by the Church Missionary Society during
the next few months numbers 95, or, if the 21
wives be added, 116, Of these 49, or, including
the wives, 53, are going out for the first time.
Twenty-three of the new recruits are women,
11 are luymen, and 15 are clergymen, The
number of thoxe now roturning lo work is 46,
or, including the wives, 63. Of those 13 are
women, 3 are laymen, and 30 are clergymeon,

O~ September 19th (Ember day) the Bishop
of Weastern Now York admitted to the diacon-
ate Mr. Arthur Duavies, M.A., formerly a Pros-
byterian minister in the place in which he was
ordained and later a Lay Reader in St. Paul's
Church, Havanna, Ou the following Sunday,
Sept. 23rd, in St. Paul’s Chuarch, Clyde, the
Bishop ordained as deacon Mr. John Hoctor
Cuughn, formerly o Baptist minister in the
place of his Ordination aud for the last year a
Lay Reader at South Phelps. He also orduined
the Rev. Mr. Gulloupe to the Priesthood, who
wus formerly & Presbytorian,

It appears that tho Upper House of the Cua-
terbury Convocation passed the following reso-
lution on July 6th last, and that unanimously :

*‘That ithis House does not consider it within
its province to pronounce any judgmont on or
to interfere with the action of a Bishop of
anotrer branch of the Chureh, but they think
it their duty to say that this House cannot hold
itself rospounsible for any such steps as appears
to bo contemplated by the Lord Arzhbishop of
Dublin until after the meeting of the Lambeth
Conference in 1897.” T'his refers to tbe conse-
cration of Senor Cabrera.

A memoriul Chalice valued at $6,000 has been
presented to St. James’, church,Lancaster, Pa.,
in memory of Mrs. Annioc Louis Wiley, daugh-
ter of the late Chief Justice Ellis, of the Supreme
Court of Pennsylvania, The bowl is of solid 18
carat gold. Clustered between the leaves of the

bowl ara four diamonds, and on the knop four
more with two pearls of tho finest kind, At

“the junction of the base and stem are clusters

of diamonds, pearls, sapphires and garnets,
whilst the base is encircled with a set of tur-
quoise. On the front panel is a cross of garnets
surrounded with pearls, and on the reverse aide
an emblem of the Trinity with three large
poarls each a quarter of an inch in diameter
and surrounded by finely cut diamonds, Inthe

base there are six large cut garnets each sur-
rounded by small pearls, All the jewels used
were left by Mrs. Wiley for the above purpose.

TrE restoration of the Collegiate Church of
St. Saviour, Southwarl, which is to become the
pro-cathedral of South ILondon, approaches
completion. The noble nave has been rebuilt,

but much of the old work has been preserved.
The builders are now engaged upon the tran-
septs. [t is understood that the Lady chapel
will be reserved for treatmont hereafter, A
large sum has been expended, but the amount
sc fur subscribed (£33,000) will be quite inade-
quate for the thorough restoration of this
ancient church, Architecturally it is considered
to be, after Westmindter Abbey, the finest
specimen in London of pure early linglish style.
Historically it is also of great interest. Amongst
those buried within its walls are Gower and
Edmund Shakespeure (brother of the poet).
John Harvard, the founder of the famous Uni-
versity in America which bears his nume, was
baptized there,

Tue Duchess of Dovonshire, on 26th Septom-
ber last, laid the foundation stone of St. Peter's
Church, Eastbourne, for which the sito and
£5,000 had been given by the Duke of Devon-
shire.
mony, the Archdeacon of Lewes, on behalf of

the Bishop of Jhe diocese, expressed thanks to
the Duke and Duchess. The Duke of Dovon-
shire. in reply, suid he was sure it must be sa!-
istactory to ull members and friends of the
Church of England to observe that whatover
might be the tuture fate in store for that great
institution, her connection with the State and
her ancient endowments had not in any degree
hindered her power of expansion and of accom-
modaling herself Lo the inereasing needs and
requiroments of the people, which wers sup-
posed by some Lo belong in some special degree
to voluntary Churches, It mught be true that
in some parts of the country, where there had
beon an abnormally rapid increase of popula-
tion, the Church of England might not always
have been able to keep pace with the require-
ments of the people, but, speaking generally, it
might be said the Church of England had up to
now shown great and remarkable power of ex-
paosion in adapting itself to the perpetually
changing and increasing wants of the country.
It was not for him to speuk of the higher or
greater influences exercised by religious teach-
ing and worship, but it was open to every one
layman or priost, 1o take note that the Church
of lingland was one of the most powerful agen-
cies, if not the most powerful agency, for rais-
ing the intellectual and moral standard of the
people,
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THE CONVENTION OF THE BROTHER-
HOOD OF ST. ANDREW AT
WASHINGTOUN.

. [Byg Special Correspondent.]
Tho growth of the Brothsrhood of St. Androw
bas been a phenomenal one, Inaugurated in the
city of Chicago in 1883, and recognized by the

General Convention of the Church in
the TUnited States, in 1886, has already
become a prominent agency for the

extension of Christ's Kingdom among young
men, the Brotherhood is now established in the
United States, Canada, Scotland, Australia and
New Zealand, and there are chapters in Eng-
land, British Honduras, Brazil, and at Dresden,
in Germany.

At Washington, their eapital cily, the mem-
bers of the Brotherhood in the United Statos
held their ninth annual Convention in October,
1894. The preliminary arrangements were of
the most compiete character, and were so well
carried out that there was a noticeable absence
of the confusion which sometimes seems almost
inseparable from tho gathering together of a
large body of men from different sections of the
country.

Visiting dolegates were met at the railway
stations by Brotherhood men and escorted to
the Motzeroll Hall, the place of mecting of the
Convention, Here they registered and were
supplied with a programme of the Convention,
a hymnal for the Convention, and a plan of
Washington (bound with the hymnal), and
directed to the hotel at which they were to
stay. The hotels were indicated on the plan,
making it easy to tind them. *‘The Kbbitt,”
corner of F and 14th streets, was the head-
quarters of Brotherhood men, and near by itis
the Church of the Epiphany, in which most of
the religious services were held.

On cach day of the Convention there was a
celebration of the Holy Communion at 7 a m,,
that on Friday being tho corporute celebration,

At 10 on Thursday morning the inaugural
service was held and the Charge to the Brother-
hood men delivered by the Right Reverend
William Paret, D.D., Bishop of Marylund. This
adcress was decidedly of' a cautionary charac-
ter, the Bishop evidently entertaining some fear
that the Brotherhood men havo been going, or
may go, beyond the purpose for which they are

banded together. Ie iuvited a comparison of
the beginning and of the present condition,
He emphasized the fact that St. Andrew, hav.
ing found the Christ, went and found and
brought his brother Simop, not asking others
to come with him, It was notSt, Andrew, one
of the twelve, not St. Andrew the Apostle, not
St. Andrew tho martyr, but Andrew, the
fisherman, who brought his own brother Simon,
Doubtless then he might have aslked others, but
bo was not then commissioned to preach, and,
passing all whom he met, ho woent with love to
him whom he was seeking and brought him to
Christ. The Rrotherhood work as announced
was not that the mon should be lay preachers,
visitors of hospitals, teachers, ote, ‘I'hese are
all grand, but the Brotherhood is not for these.
His elorgy toli him that they use tho moen as
lay readers, to conduct Missions, to visit hos-
pitals, etc, and that in short they are their
right arm in their parishes. All very well, but
is that the work of the Brothorhood of St. An-
drew? God loves and watches for single souls,

The Lord Jesus would leave tho ninety und nine -

and go after one. Ho gathored Mis disciples
ore by one, His absolutions were not to crowds
but to individuals, “ Son bo of good cheer.” The
Church seems to be losing the power of pas-
toral work,—ot' dealing with singlo souls, and
now deals with groups and mullitudes, as a
farmer scatters seed and irusts to nature. Our
Lord generally used similes, such as the sow-
ing of the seed, to illustrate failures. He spoko

of the single vine, etc, The first Apostles fol-
lowed His example, Peter was sent to Corne-
lus, Ananias to St. Paul, Philip to the eunuch,
St. Paul to Lydia and to the gaoler, and in his
Epistles ho names individuals. May not the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew emphuasize this
almost lost principle of the Church and deal
with singls souls. Again, there is the single-
ness of the secker. It is not designed to send
ten men after one, not to work by addresses,
meotings, ete., but by personal symputhy,—a
man to feel that one loving heart is Jooking for
him. One Andrew sought one Simon. Never
Jet corporate action take the place of individual
action, In the early days of the Church every
Christian wus a missionary worker; now there
must be Boards to send out appeals, ete., and
individuals lose a blessing in their lives by dele-
gating to others their work, Such forms of or-
ganized work are not wrong, and mav some-
times be helptu'. The good Samaritan first did
hig own part, and then he had to leave the suf-
ferer at theinn and pay another to do bis work ;
0 now thero must be hospitals, etc., and it is
well when these things are used as helpers to
individual work, and not as substitutes for it.
But the Brotherhood of St. Andrew must keep
in its pluce,—a servant, not & master, Any or-
ganization which counts its thousands becomes
a power, and becomes conscious that it is a
power, and that consciousness may become 2
danger. The Bishop wurned the Brotherhoud
to be faithful to the Church, Nowadays younsg
men have so little to do with the Church, and
leave it to old men and women. What results
have followod the etforts of the Brotherhood of
St. Andrew? If it now has 13,000 members,
might not 40,000 a your be brought to the
Church ? Numbers will not make suceess, and
if all are not tired with holy zeal the rosults
will not be good. The Lord said to Gideon *the
people are o muny, and who so is feartul lot
him return.’ Ten thousand remained, and the
Lord said still thore wero too muny, and in the
end he kepubut the three bundred. We are now
in the shallow water of first efforts,—launch
out into tho deep und let down the nets.

After the conclusion of the servico the dele
gates weni to tho Hall and the Convontion wus
organized, with G. Harry Davis presiding.
Attor the singing of #'hymn and prayer by the
Rev, Dr, Dix, of Trinity Church, New York,
welcoming addresses were delivered, and then,
after another bymn, the roll call of those who
have diod since the last Convention was read by
the General Soeretary, Mr. John W. Wood, of
New York,

It was announced that 875 delegates and visi-
tors had registered and that over 400 chapters
wore represented. The seals wero so arranged
that the men from ench Stute sat togother, and
in the front row wero Mr, Arthur Griles, of Scot-
land, and the Rov. Canon Dumoulin and the
Rev. J. H. Roper, of Toronto; the Very Rev.
Dean Buxton Smith, of Kingston; and Judge
MeDonald, of Brockville.

Mr. James Houghteling was clected Presi-
dent, Heis essentially a strong man,~—strong
physically and mentally,—und makes an excel-
lent presiding officer.

At the afternoon session there was a Confer-
ence on Prayer and Service. Mr. W. C. Stur-
gos, of New Haven, Conn., spoke on * The Mo-
tive of Prayer,’ delivering a most powerful,
thoughtful and eolomn address. He was fol-
lowed by the Right Reverend Dr. Hall, Bishop
of Vermont, on * How to Pray,” who also de-
livered a practical address of much power and
solomnity. What is prayer? It is tho lifting
up of the Aeart 10 God; you may say prayers
and never pray. Prayer need not be voeal ; as
you walk about the streols you may pray, litt-
ing up the heart to Gud, laying all our fears,
our doubts, ete., before the Father, Pray with
a loving fear; God is in Heaven, thou upon
earth; let thy words be tew und reverent. We

must have times of prayer, We pass through
Judaism into Christianity,—pray always, but
begin with times of prayer,—morning and
night prayers on your knees. Daniel prayed
on his knees three times a day looking towards
the Holy Place. Our Lord had times and places
of prayer. Isit wise to use a book of devo-
tion? Yes, begin with it, but get through with
it as soon as possible; do not get into a rut,
praying only for yourself, ete. And use a book
of devotions and do not let it use you. I liken
book of devotions with much scraped out, and
much interlined and written in the margin,
There is an absolute necessity of private pray er.
No amount of increased services or Commu-
nions, or corporate prayors, does away with the
nced ol private prayer when wo may
make our needs, etc., - known to God,
Lot a good background of private prayer
pave the way; thon family prayer; then
you can join in the public services with a cer-
tain amount of individual appropriation, The
first word in onr Lord's Prayer—* Qur Father’
—zchows brotherhood, Martin Luther said not
meus and tuus, but Pater Noster. All you de-
sire for yourself seok for others; all you ask
for yourself to be warded from ask for others to
be wurded from, Pray in a spirit of filial con-
fidence and flial reverence ; pray regularly and
with helps to prayer, but making then: all real
and in a spirit of fraternal sympatly.

A. W, White, of Trinity, Boston, spoke of
¢The Cull 1o Secvice,’ and Silas tcBee, of Sew-
anee, Tonnessee, dealt with the topic, * A Life
ot Work and Worship.”

At this session it was announced that up to
four p.m. 965 had registered.

Oun Thursday evening at the Church of the
Epiphany the Rev, Dr. Morgun Dix, of New
York, delivered an address to the Brotherhood
men preparatory to the Corporate Communion.
Heo suid that although the Communion was a
corporate ono, yot euch must come for himselt.
Let each feel the comfort of fellowship and the
responsibility of the individual, Company is
belpful and sustaining. Hven io the errors of a
groat company responsibility scems lessencd,
Dr. Dix proceeded to ask what is tho Brother-
hood, and have the ideus of the founders buen
continued ¥ In all efforts there is' a human elo-
ment in which is lodged the sceds of failure.
The spiriv of self and of the world breathes into
our counsels weakening us.

Dr. Dix divided his address into three parts
and in the intervals betweon oach there was a
space for private prayer. The necessity for
selfexumination was dwelt upon.  Also that we
must come Lo the Holy Communion in charity,
—in love for our fellow men.

At the Church of the Epipbany on Iriday
morning, at 7 a,m,, the Corporate Communion
was celebrated, It was said thore wore over
900 communicants,

At the morning sitting of the Convention
work among and with boys was dealt with,

In the ufternoon the Right Rov. Dr, Potter,
Bishop of New York, spoke on * The City and
the Nution,” He said that the life of the na-
tion is 23 the life of the city, the city being the
unit, and that from it theroe streams out all over
the land a manifold variely of influences for
good or evil.

WaaT po tHE CLERGY EXPECT FROM THE
BroTHERHOOD.

Rev. Samuel Upjohn, D.D.,, Rector, of St.
Luke’s, Germantown, Philadelphia, said :

The Clergy must not expect too much—I feur
they do. Brotherhood men must not expect to
go out at once and accomplish much. S+, Paul
weut to Arabia for thres yeurs before he on-
tered on his work. The quéstion for a
Brotherhood man is mnot what do I want
to do, but what do I want to be. If the
Clergy and the men . recognize their great
responsibilities great results may be oxpected;
Tho ‘*‘fellowship” idea must be cultivated.
Pro’essor Fairbairn suys, * followship is the
most potent of human agencies,”

The Rev. John Henry Hopkins, of Trinity
Cliurch, Atchison, Kansas, said: We expect &
groat deal. 1. We expect you to teach us—the
younger clergy—as men, **We alko are men
of like passions with you.” We wish you to
be the bridgs by which wo can go to the men
of the world. 2, We wish you to Lelp us in
diffusing a knowledge of the Church. Andrew
guid, ** wo bave found tho Messinh,” and there
flushed into the minds of himself and his brother
Simon 4000 years of ecclesiastical history.
Whut is the Bible without the Church and the
Book of Common Prayer? What is the Book
of Common Prayer without the Bible? What
iod hath joined togother lot no man put
asunder, Woe expect you to study the Life of
the Lord, We expect of you & devotional life.
We expect €0 much, because you bave received
80 much, '

Afier Bichop Dudley’s address, on * What
do the Clergy expect from the Brotherbood,”
there were voluntary speakers :

Rev. Dr. McKim, of Warhington: That you
follow what the Duke of Wellington laid down
as a soldier’s principal duty, *‘ obey your march-
ing orders.” Observe your tworules of prayer
and work. Bishop Jeremy Taylor says, “When
God would rave a sou! be makes use of somo
other soul.”

-Bishop Gilbert, of Minnesota: The Clergy
ask the Brotherhood men to b« loyal to thom.
Be ready to carry out any plan of missionary
work which your Reetor wishes to have dune.
Let the warmth felt at this Convention burn
something else when you go home.

Rev. Mr. Carstairs, of Indianapolis, Indiana :
What may I do to s..ve others ? Brotherhood
work means war, War is not the flashing of
bayonets, ete., but work in the rifie pits, ctc.
There should be a place in the fold for a weuk
and wounded sheep, but the Brotherhood is not
an hospital,

Rev. Thomas H. Cole, Trinity Church, Port-
land, Oregon: The Brotherhood must reach
after the man, and that around and in connec-
tion with the Rector, In large cures thore are
80 muny to Jook after that itis hard to overtake
them, Charles Kingsley said, God's proverb
15, ** Open thy mouth bountifully, and I will fill
it,” The Devil's proverb is, ** Blessed is the
man who expecteth nothing, for he will not be
disappointed.”

Bishop Penick, formerly of Africa, now en-
gaged in the work among colored people: We
are not only Brotherhood of Andrew men, but
Brotherhood of St. Andrew men. I expect, (I
represent the needs of millions of colored men,
and this is my only opportunity to speak for
them), I ask, your heart, your prayers, and
whatever the Master says do for Him and His
Church,

Rev. Dr, Elliott, of Washington: Wo expect

you to do tho work done by men who wore sént
aut when the invited guests would not como.
(Gospel of the day). Nuathaniel said, “Can
there be any good thing come out of Nuzareth,”
Philip did nol enter into an ungry discussion
with him, 1lle said, ** Como and seo.” Ho per-
suaded him. Tt there be persoverance, per-
suasion, prayor.

Rev. Dr. Graam, of Buliimore: We expect
you to pray for us, Be as Auron and Hur were
o Moses.  We wish yon 1o be intelligent in the
Bible,  Apollos was 2 scholar, but Aquile and
Priscilla  expounded with him the way of God
more perfectly.”” We wish for, ©*if 2 man be
overtaken in a fuult, to restore such an one in
the spirit of meekness, considering thysclf lest
thou also bo tompted.” We want like men to
go to like mon, Andrew was a fisherman and
he went {o fishermen.  So iet the mechanic go
to the mechanic, the lawyer to the lawyer, ete.

Bishop Parey, I expect the Brotherhood men
to do their own work and to do it rhoroughly,
Iwish to have them attend to their own busi-
ness. If u Brotherhood man attempts to do
other than his own recognized work he weakons
the Brotherhood, As an individual member of
the parish a man may do different things, but
a8 a member ol the Brotherhood of St. Andrew
his duty is to seek for young moen, Itis not
for the Brotherhood mon to think that they cun
tuke the place of tho clergy.

After Bishop Potter had concluded a Confer-
ence was held, with Bishop Paret in the chair,
The topic was * What de the Clergy expect
from the Brotherhood ? and addresses were
delivered by Rev. Samuel Upjohn, D.D,, of St
Luke's, Germantown, Phifadolphia; Rev. John
Heury Hopkins, of Atchison, Kansas, and the
Right Rev, T. N, Dudley, Bishop of Kentucky.
Bishop Dudley, who is known in Canada, is a
large man of commanding presence and most
geniul mauner.  He commenced his address by
referring to Admiral Nelson's battle signal on
the morning of Trafalgar’s famous naval battle,
“This day Lngland expecls every man to do
his duty.”  Thut is what the Clergy expect of
the men of the Brotherhvod of St. Andrew. Its
prime purpose is not to create & new duty, but
to emphasize duties which exist becuuse the
man is a member of the Budy of Christ—the
Church., The first duty of the baptized luyman
as consecruted by Buptism and the Laying on
of Hands, is to strive to bring men to the
knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Chnist.  That is no new thing. St, Andrew
went straightway and lold Peter.

The woman of Sumuriu cannol farry; she
goes and tells her countrymen,  As so then,—
so now. 1t cannot ve otherwise. Even with-
out the express command of our Lord, the
Apostles could not have helped preaching the
Gospel it thoy believed it. 1f I believe in our
Lord Jesus Christ how can I help bringing
men 1o Hira. Do not let us doubt whother the
Son of God 18 the Son of God or not.  What do
we expoct of tho Brotherhood of St. Andrew ?
Wo expect first that Brotherhood men shall
believe tho Creeds of the Cutholic Church, thay
which has always, and oeverywhere, aud by all
men been believed. Weo expect them to wor-
shipt The man who has learnod to pray and
work individually will do it in fellowship in the
Brotherhood. And if he speaks with one, why
not go with two or three and speak to twenty
to bring men to Christ, I iook to sce come
from the Brotherhood & multitude who will say
“Lord here am I; send me,” [ hope the Boys
Department will be a nursery for the Christian
Priesthood.”

Volunteer addresses followed, It was an-
nounced that up to 4 p.m. 1,215 bad registered,

On Friday evening there was a service held
at the Church of the Epiphany, and afterward
addresses were delivered by . Hurry Duvis
on “The Past and Its Lessons ™; by Jumes L,
Houghtoling on *The Present und its Oppor-

tunities,” and by the Right Rev. Leighton Cole-
man, Bishop of Delaware, on “ The Future and
its Possibilities.” Bishop Coloman, in the course
of his addross said that in 1844 there were
44,000 communicants in the Church in the
Unitod States, while in 1894 there were over
600,000, During the same period the popula
tion of the country had grown 3% times, and
the number of communicants sevon times,

An intoresting foature of Saturday morning's
sitting was the introduction to the Convention,
by Bishop Gilbert, of Minnesota, of four Sioux
Indians.  Of ttese two were from Minnesota,
and two from South Dakota. Ouoe of these
Indians spoke in his own tongue, and one of his
brethren interproted for him. Afterward, Mr,
Goorge C. Thomas, of Philadelphia, said it has
boen decided that tho Manual shall be printed
in tho Dakota language,

Thoere wore somo colorod members of the
Brotherhood in attendance at the Convontion,
Also somo colored clergymen.

At timos scctional conferences wore held, in-
cluding those for workingmen among and with
hoys parothial missions, travelling men, ete.

At this Convention business was carried on
with dispateh. There was o decided and sue-
cossful effort on tho part of those in authority
not to allow time to be wasted.

Tho Canadians availed themselves of the op-
portunity oftered them, and invited Bishop
Dudley, of Kentucky, to ationd the Cozvention
of the Canadian Brotherhood to be held in
Woodstock in February next, He consented to
come if hacan. Bishop Dudloy is a strong man.

Asits members we have a common foo to
combal namely shelfishness and self interest,
Bveryono cun see this foe in himself, und in
ordor that the household should be what it is
shown to bo in the iext—a happy one—it
becomes tho members to banish petiy personal
interests for the good of the whole, In order to
dothis we must have threo things : First—* The
realization of what sort of spirit our relation-
shipis, We find in the epistle for last Sunday.
* That your love may abound.” To the extont
of our love then will we be true members of the
household.

Second There must be on our part ® a willing-
ness to sufter,” o heroism “ built upon indivi-
dual personal responsibility.,” Hero the
preacher gave a graphic illustration of what a
true hero should be,

Lustly—* We inust realise the wants of
others in the same beusehold.”

Thero must be a spirit of brotherly love per-
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vading all our actions. We must know each
other ar Churchmon and Churchwomen, and
realize how much of mutual interest there is
between us,

Party strife should be obliterated, and there
should be a common ground Lo worlk upon in
unison, Weshould rejoice in the possession of
an Institute which provides such a rallying
ground where prejudices can be rubbed oft, con-
gregationalism forgotten,

The sermon occupied about half an hour in
delivery, and wus listenced to with deep atten-
tion and profit,

A collection was taken in aid of the funds
of the Institute, and on Sunday noxt friends of
the Institute must subseribe through the enve-
lopes placed in the churches for that purpose,

Uuving prouoanced
the oponing sentences, which were appropriste
to the occasion, the Viear read four short
prayers, and Psilms 15 and 145 were chanted.
The lesson, which was tuken from Ephesians
iv., was followed by the singing of the hymn.
“ Brief life is hore our portion.” The Arch-
bishop of Ovtario, the Most Rev, J. Travers
Lewis, L.L. D, thon guve an address, His
Grace said that be deomed it a great privi-
logoto take part in that ceremonial, They
wore met to perpetuate the memory of one of
the greatest modern bishops, Bishop Medley
was one of tho most lovable of men,  Ileserved
God and the Church in Canudu with all his heart
and soul for a great number of years, The
Cathedral that he built would always be a lust-
ing memorial to him. He had immoense difli-
culties to cortend with, but his perseverance
together with his charity and farsightedness,
accomplished a great deal.  Ho might hold up
Bishop Medley as asample of & man full of the
Holy Ghost and of fuith, who did his work in
a gonuino, straightforwird, honest way, who
nover guve necdless oflence, but still persevered
in trying 1o impress upon others the churchman-
ship that was his guide through life, My, T, M.
Snow unveiled tho tablet und window and
uttored an oulogium of the late Metropolitan,
stating thut from the moment when Mr., Mediey
accepted the living of St. Thumas o new era
dawned in the parish,

The tablot is in the north aisle, the window
being near tho font. The tablet is of gray dove
marblo, buldly moulded and polished. Upon it
is an ornamontal “brass " of latten, upon
which, in legible churacters, is the tollowing :
“To thss memory of the Most Rev. John Medlev,
D.D,, tirst Bishop of Fredericton, 1845-1802,
Moetropolitan of Cunada, 1874-1802,  Born 1805,
Died at Irederictun, New Brunswick, Sept.

In Mexorray WiLriax Gobrrey WURTELE.
—By the deeeaso of tho late William Godfrey
Wartele, the Church in the city and Diocese of
Quebec Jost one of the most dovoted ard hon-
ored laymen; and it is due to this faithful ser-
vant of God and to the dincese he loved 50 well
that his earnest labours in its behalf, extending
over more than half a century, should receive

some more extended notice than the brief para-
graphs which huveappeured in the public press,

Some of Mr, Wurtele's eurlier years wera
spent in Montreal, where he received from his
friend, the Rev. W. Dawes, und others, religi-
ous impressions which were deep and Jasting.
He removed to Quebee in 1842, and became a
membev of” the cathedral congregution,  Iere
his excellent business qualities were =oon ro-
cognized, as he beeame 1 member of the select
vestry. A low years later, Bishop Mountuin,
as Rector of the cathedral, appointed Mr. Wur-
tele, rector’s warden, and ho remained o down
to the Bishop's death in 1863, and many years
after, In 1853 he becume a member of the
Church Society, and the next year wus placed
upon the Central Board. The Central Bourd of
the Quebec Church Society was indeed in those
eurly days a remarkable body of men, luymen,
moat of tiiem, great merchants and aole busi-
ness men of the city of Quebee, who at the call
of the Bishop and the clerpy gave up much of
their valuable time and their great abilities to
the management of the Church finances, The
success of their management is abundantly
proved by the fuet that, of all the funds cn-
trusted to the Church Society during the last
fifty yeurs, not one dollar has been lost by bud
investment, The economy of the management
has also formed a consp.cuous feature in its
history ; the cost from the first has not ex-
ceeded two per cent, of the revenue. Very
touching ovidencs wis borne to the value o the
Church of the sorvires of these gontlemen, Ly
the tact that the late saintly Bishop Mountain
ou his death-hed desired his son “to convey to
the treasurers and members of the Central
Bouard hiy best thanks for the manner in which
they had-supported him in the conduct of its
operations.” The great work of William Wur-
telo’s lite, us o Churchman, was the manage-
ment as (reasurer cf the large and important
Trust funds of the divcese.

In 1857, the secularization of the Clergy Re-
serves wus completed, and the sum paid by the
Government as commutition handed over Lo
the several church societies. Quebee received
$55,000 ax its share, and this sum was pluced
under the management of a special committee,
with Mr. Wurtele for its treasurer, That fund
hus, lurgely due to his splendid managemont,
grown Lo the sum of $160,000. In the same
year, the Bishopric Endowment wus received
from the &.P.Gr,, and entrusted to the same
committee, Luter on, the great mmovement wus
begun which resulwed in the ecastablishment of,
the Local kindowments which form so remurk-
able u toature in the finaucial euccoss of this
diocose, and now amount to $120,000, To the
caro and development of these great tunds, Mr.

Wurtele devoted himself with untiring zeal.
For twenty vears the management continued in
his bands, The result is thus gratofully ac.
knowledged in the Jubilee Memoir of the Church
Society: * The wise prudence, sound business
ability and loving care with which Mr, W, (;,
Wurtele watched over these important funds
during the twenty yoars he held the office of
treasurer of tho Clergy Trust Committee ought
never to be foxgotten by the Diocese of Quebec.”
But with every offort to increase the effoctive.
ness of the Church’s organization and promote
her extension, Mr. Wurtele gladly identified
bimself. He was from the first a member of
the Diocesan Board, to which the diocese owes
so much. Hc was also from the first one of the
Cathedral delegates to the Diocesan Synod, and
for many years a delegate to the Provincial
Synod.

With two cvents in the history of Lhe diocese
it was always a pride and a pleasuro to him that
he was most intimately associated ; indeed, they
both originated with him,—tho celebration of
Bishop George Mountain's Jubilee in 1862, and
the joint celebration of the Centenary of the
Diocese and the Jubilee of its Church Society in
15303, Into these celebrations Mr. Wurtele
tbrew himself with all bis heart, and noone had
50 | rgo a share us he in working out the details
of the first of them,

Oue important feature in the centonury cele.
bration, certainly the feature most to tho honor
of the divceso, wus the veluntary surrender of
the 5. P. G. gruntof §4,500 a yeur. The pro-
posal originated with Mr. Wurtele, and that it
was carried—in the end unanimously—may be
fairly said to be duo to him, to tho enthusiasm,
persistency and deep religious spirit in which
he pressed the surrender as a sacred dutly wpon
the diocese.

Mr, Wurtele was a devout Christian, a loyal
and warm-hoarted churchman, always in his
place in the house of God and at the Table of
the Lord.

Wheu who end drew near, ho calmly prepared
himselt for it. He wus conscious to the very lust,
and his end wus peace. Happy i8 the church
and diocese that numbers among its leading
laity men of such true devotion, of such firm
faith, and of =xuch a deeply religious spirit us
wax WILLIAM GonrrEY WURTELE. H. R

INTERCESSION DAY—OTTAWA.

Pollard’s sermon in the morning, The reverend
ventleman spoke of the childhood of Samuel con-
trasted with that of the sons of Eli, and from
the comparison drew lessons ospecially appli-
cable for paronts and teachers of children.  As
the Public school education is practically with-
out religion, the necessity for the Sunday school
hecomes apparent.  Both individually and as o
nation all were interested in the proper training
ot the young,tor the children of to-duy would be
the mon and women of the future. All Christicen
people should be interested becauso of the in-
fiuence to be exerted even now und later on by
thexe children ; all churchmen should be interest-
ed becauso as they ave trained and instructed
now ko will they apply the evangelical Catholic
doctrives of the Churceh of Kngland, Appealing
to parents by the love they bore their children
and grief at their loss, the preacher reminded
them of the greater value of the soul as com-
pated to the body and since the Sunday School
was the chief means of conveying religi-
ous instruction he besought for the work a
hearty sympathy and co-operation.

Avthe carly morning service Mr. Pollurd
guve u short address especially to teuchers. IHe
urged that the children cutrusied to their cure
he remembered as those for whom Christ died.
Teachers should strive to obtain that love of
Giod in their own souls that they might impart
t others the knowledge and aiso guin the
wisdom of knowing how to properly proportion
their teaching to ench child. e exhorted
them to pray for each member of their ¢lass and
while they might not attain to the highest ideal,
still by striving for it God’s will wouid be fulfill-
cd and their work made acceptable to Him.

Union Service.—In St. Geobrge’s church
there was a short, brizht an! happy service in
the afternoon. Tho children from the various

RABSHAKEH SPEAKS I'OR ROME.

Roma locuta est — by the mouth of the
Cardinal Archbishop of Westminister, and upou
the occasion of delivering the inaugural address

at the opening df the Roman Catholic Confer-
ence at Preston. The Reunion of Christendom,
a subject most dear to the hearts uf all Chris-
tiang, was the main purport of the Curdinals
speech. e issued an invitation to Rnglish
people to onter the Roman fold ; he took oc-
caston also to thrust the Roman claws through
the velvet paw of soft spoech, aul held up
Anglicanism to reproach and to scorn, * Who

ventures,” ho asked,  to point to the Anglican
establishmont as exhibiting a visible mark of
Divino unity ?  Who would direct the inquirer
to Canterbury as the city of-the living God,
built upon the hill?" 8>, Rabshukeh i once
more atthe gates of Jorasalem. e 13 doliver-
ing the words of the great king, who sits en-
throned in his ¢ity of the seven hills: ¢ Come out
tome . . until Icome and take you away to
a land like your own land, a land of corn and wine,
a lund of bread and vineyards, a land of oil olive,
and of honey, that yemay live, and not die. . . .

Primarity, it i hardly the practico of a skill-
ed advocate to endeavour to win over the other
side to his view by vilifying their camp.  Car-
dinal Vanghan says (—

*No question of reunion can be seriously en-
tertained without a recognition of the principle
and the fuct of unity, the visible unity of the
Catholic Church, continued to this day, unlim-
inished in its perfection, Contrast this with
Anglicanism, with the royal, and legislative,
and the executive powers arrayed on her side,
confined to one race and to a small territory
walled round by sea. The Church of England
has failed to maintain unity, in spite of’ the
enormous influence of wealth, the prostigo of
social station, and inspite of most generons ro-
course to fines, imprisonments, tortures or ox-
ecutions ; and now, as one of their owa bishops
has declared, Anglicans are more widely
sopararated in doctrine from one another, with-
in their own Church, than they are separated
from the Noncontormists who are withouat.’

What is meant by the Anglicanism confined
to a small territory walled round by the sea we
do not know. It was our beliof that English
Churchmen, by thousands, were to be found in
every quarter of the globe ; thut men of every
race, from thoe Maori of tho Southern Seas to
the Red [ndian ot {rozen Canada, have embraced
that fuith, and held it as their acarest posses-
sion.  Cardinal Vuughan knows this, but he
deliberately suppresses it. Yet he is bonstful
e¢nouzh of the numbers ot his own com-
munion :—

¢ A glance at the map of the Christian worll
will suffice to show that any proposal for the
reanion of Christendom which does not include
tha  Apostolic See and tho 240,000,000 of
Christians in eommunion with it, would be self
refuted and meaningless. There could be no
reunion of Christendom with 1nore than halt
the Christian world left out.

This, then, i3 Cardinal Vaurhan’s first di-in-
genuousness, [t is,it ho will forgive us from suy-
ing w0, sheor blatant impertiience. T speak
of our Cburch’s generons recourse to “imprison-
menls, tortures, or executions,” is to put upon
our shoulders precisely what every honest his-
torian lays al the door of the Cuardinal's own
communion, Bnglishmen cannot fuorget that it
was Rome whichsimply excelled bhevself in pec-
secutions, Whoinvented the Hondish tortures
of the Inquisition? Rome, Who made ling-
land ablaze with burning martyrs?  Who em-
ployed tho rack, the thumb screw, and cvery
specios of devilish cruelty 7 Who nwle m:n
and women cringe and qu:il for very fear of
the Holy Romun Church and her rulers 7 We
know, and we cannot forgoet, that it was Bwms
which did these things, though it now saits
the kinglish Cardinal’s purpose to forger thom,
and to misrepresent them. Very grievous, wo
know and lament, are our failings as a nation
and as u Chureh, but, thank God, cruel per-

secution is not one of them. If it were, Cardinal

Vaughan would not have been allowed to spenk

to his Preston meeting at all. He would have

boen silenced just as his own Church silenced the

noblest preacher. of his day—Savonarola of

Florence—by burning him in the market-place.

SUNDAY TEACHINGS.

[ By the Rev. Henry W. Little, Rector of Trinity
Church, Sussex, N.B.]

TWENTY-FOURTH SUNDAY AFTER TRINITY.

The prayer for the day, as exprossed in the
appointed Collect, is: i, For deliverance from
the guilt of sin, ii. For freedom from the bond-
ago of sin, 7.e., absolution in the true seuse of
the word. *Being made free from sin,’ Rom.
vi, 18, implies this, *Their offences,” the sins
of Christian people. We must not ¢ continue in
sin,’ Rom. vi, 1. Faults in the holiest saints,
Rom. vi, 12, 13 ; Is. vi, 5, 7; Daniel ix, 5. *Wo,’
St. Paal; 1 Tim, i, 15. *In many things we
oftend all’ St. James iii, 2, God is ¢faithful
und just to forgive and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness,’ i.e., imparts power to resist
fin, Pardon through the Precious Blood, Is.
liii, 6. The atonement of Christ complete, 1.
i, 18. The Pardon complete. The sins * blotted
out,’” Acts iii, 10. To beliove in ‘the forgive-
ness of sing’ i3 to accept the atonement of Jesus
Christ as a fact, aund to live in the daily con-
sciousness of it, to remember that we are * par-
doned.” The ‘forgiveness' we are taught to
pray for here is secured if the request is accom-
panied by the requisite conditions of faith and
repentance. But the ‘debt of sin' which we ask
to be remitted is not to be cancelloc morely, but
wo ask to bo treated as though we had never
transgressed, and this in its fulness is the mean-
ing of the word * absolve’ in the Collect.

Tho Epistle suggests the source of that

strength by which we may combat our own
frailtieos. Mark the strength of the Apastle's
Prayor, ver. 9, 13: * We do not cease tu pray
for you, that yo might bo filled with all wistom,
unto all pleasing, inevery good work, strength-
ened with all might, with all patience.’ In
propartion as this prayeris fulfilled in us, there
will be less oceasion to seek deliverance ¢ from
the bonds of tho-e sins which by our frailty we
have committed.,” In the face of the bountoous
provision which has been mado in the means of
arace for our spiritunl support, our ¢ frailty’ is
nv excuse for disclaiming responsibiliry for our
sts,

'The Gospel offers illustrations of - tho faith of
man co-oporating with the will and power of

Almighty God, e.g., the ruler whose young
dwghtor way doad, and the woman whose issue
of blood wus stayed through her faith in toach -
ing tho hew of our Lord's garmont. The latter
miraclo illustrates in a romurkable way the
soarce aud condition of healing to body and
mind. Tha source is independent of a'l fwth or
unveliof, viz., the virtue (t.e., the power) which
is in Carist a3 the [ucarnate Son of God. The
wom+n's fuith was timid and perhaps supersti-
tious; but {t was real, and therefore accepted
by Christ. ¢ Twelve years' aflicted ani no
romedy to be found—:* the bands of sins,’ ‘band’
ot - bond’ rivetted on us; habits of wrong-doing
day by day broken and removed; the besetting
sin, & ‘band’ to bo burst through and cast
away. Canst sull ¢ walles in the midst of the
churchies,” attentive to every supplication for
help; and whiloe attending to one case of spiri-
tual ur temporal sorrow, is as able and willing
to uttond to ovhers a3 He was of old to heal the
woman on His way to the house of the ruler.
¢They lauughed Him to scorn.’ Divine sayings
have mysteries in them which flesh and blood
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know not how to receive. The pride of human
reason refuses to accept the fucts of the super-
natural world—unbelief isits character. Its
own perceptions are its only rule in testing all
questions of fact or morals,

The First Morning Lesson, Amos 111, a call to

‘hear the Word of the Lord' concerning the
‘offences’ of His people, Isracl. The special
privileges of the people of Goil; ¢ you culy have
I known of all the families of the earth,’ v. 2,
in a peculiar senso therefore *the people’ of
Jehovah, His munifestations of Himself to
them by His own Name, ‘I Am," His provi-
dences and mercies, rendered their sins
especially grevious. God’s judgments a neces-
sity in strict justice.  The dealings of Jchovah
with Iis disobedient children revealed to and
through His servants, tho prophets, v. 7. The
solemn publication of the just judgments of God
for ‘ the offences’ of His people, v. 9. Idolutry
aud schism, ss represented ULy the altars of
Bethel, the causes of these judgments : leading
to luxury and carelussness of life-—¢ the summer
house,’ ¢ the houses of ivory’ and ‘the great
houses.” A decline of faith and duty leads to
Jooseness of morals and selfindulgent habits—
*bands.

The Second Morning Lesson, Titus I, supplies
fllustrations of the *oftences’ of Christians as
exhibited in the conduct of some over whom
Titus was placed as the supreme spiritual au-
thority,  "The qualifications of a Christian of
any degree, ‘a lover of hospitality, a lover of
good men, sober, just, holy, sclfrestrained,
steadfast in doctrine,’ v, 8, 9.

The First Evening Lesson, Amos V, a promise
given of ‘ubsolution’ to the Houso of Isracl.
‘Seek yo Me'and yeo shall live! v. 4. The ‘of-
fences” of Bethel and Gilgul to be avoided hence-
forth. Note the beautiful description of
Jehovah in v. 8, whose Nume i3 *The Lovd.
The manifold transgressions and ‘mighty' sins
of [sracl known to God,—the ¢ bands’ of sin, of
habit and coatinuance : see v, 12.  The * boun
tital goodnesy’ of God exhibited in the appoul
repeated, v. 4, 6, 8, 14, 15,——the offer of gra-
clousness, But the confession of ~in must be
s)ilnc;)re, with no roserves or withlioldings,
21, 2.

The Second Fvening Lesson, St. Luke xx, v.
34.—The * frailty’ of man shown in the sad full
of St. Peter,  Old babits ro-assert themsolves
nmless watched and checked : see v. G0, Need
of watchfulness especially in the moments of
excitement or sudden danger or loss or joy.
Fear and ridicule combined to disarm tho
Apostle. Christ knows * whereof we are made.’
He remembers that after all < we are but dust,’
Ps, 193, 14, ‘o turncd and looked upon
Peter’ out of the depths of i.is great love and
sorrow. The coward heart and the faltering
longue of one who had been an ‘eye-witnoss’ of
His Lord’s powers and a disciple for years in
the schoul of Christ. How feeble arc the
strongest; how frail the stoutest, in the faco of
Satan” and  the powers of the world, How
slrong the power of past habits, ¢ the bands of
sins.” By the grace of God only can we be really
absolved and {roed from : i. The guilt. ii. Tho
power of evil, Our appeal then should ever bo
1 ‘the bountiful goodness of God’ for this grace
of spiritual renewal and restitution to the
D;vmg Favour. Bless the Lovd, O my soul,
Who forgiveth all thine iniquities.

Tl PRIMATE ON THE LIFE OF A
SAINT.

The following is the fuller text of the sermon
of His (irace the Archbishop of Canterbury at
the recent, opeuing of the ancient parish church
of S, Germans, once the seat of the bishopric of
Cornwall,

The Archbishop preached from St. John iv
38. '

Our account is tuken from the TWestern Mo
ing News. ‘

His Grace said Lhat it was a happiness indoed
to him to be once more in Cornwall, 1le could
not stand botween those walls and under vhose
arches without his heart being full of the
kindness of Cornwall ; and he thought of very
golemn moments in that church orin many
others—solemn confirmations, Communions,
Conferences held inthat place together, and of
which he could truly say,* We took sweet
counsel together, and walked in the house of
God as friends,” aod that day the renewal of
that venerable church brought all these thoughts
rushing back upon one's mind, especially us one
looked upon the restoration itself, and the rov-
erence with which they had looked upon the
works of other men, All the memorials were
religionsly preserved, and the work of the old
builders had been tespected. It would be shamo
to them if they forgot the labours of other men,
and as the Bishop had in the morning set vivid-
ly before them the lessons of the building, he
proposed now to say something about that
German, after whom they wore called. Tho
great need of the Church in our uge was vigour
and even vehemence in Christian work ; not
merely i iove oftruth, but a real zeal for the
truth as delivered to the saints and handed down
by them to us; wo needed large-hoarted gou-
erosily and deep love of the poor, and we want-
ed confidence and pride in our Church,

Now it happened that the life of German was
singularly rich in that very teaching. It was
at the close of the fourth century, nesrly fifteen
handred years ago, there was a Bishop of
Auxerre, in France, who was not on good terms
with tho now duke of his province. The Bishop,
novertheless, admired the force of his character
very much, the forco of the spirit and enegy
in the young duke, and he went to the principal
ruler of all France, Julius the Profect, and re-
presented to him that the young duke was thy
very pereon to be made Bishop, to sucesed him,
Ho asked the prefect’s permission to ordain the
young duke priest ; the prefoct approved, and
the Bishop actually ordained the young duke
almost by force, for he was reluctant evon up
1o the last moment. Then the old Bishop took
him and drew from him the strongest picture
of the great reasons that bad led him to such
an act, and of the life that ought to be Jed by
one deslined (o be u Bishop ; he pointed out to
him the intense nced there was of encrgy, of
solf-sucrifice.  The young duke at once recog-
nized tho duty laid upon him, he entered into a
very ascotic, though a very hospitable life. In
a short time tho Bishop died, the young duke
was made Bishop in his stead, and was in that
terrible time the most assiduous Bishop ; and
that young duke who became Bishop was
Gorman, . )

Onc observation in passing: Some peoplo
imagined, and said very treely, that the Church
of Iingland was not like the Church of the earlicr
agos, becausoe in it so much influence was ussign-
¢l to the civil power, as in appointment of
Bishops. Woell, it was very unlike the Church
of Rome, that was true, but the Church of Kng-
gland was in this matter very like the Church
of the ocarlier ages. In those ages the luity were
always consultod, sometimes by vote and some-
{imes by representatives, a8 to who of tho ciergy
already ordained should be mude Bishops; and
hero we saw a very striking instanco indeed—a
man while stll & layman, being fixed upon ; but
the leave of the eivil prefect, the Rowan
governor, was asked before that step was tukon,

Another inicresting scene in the lite of Ger-
mun was this :—[{e was sorry for the exiremo
oppression of tho taxtation which was put by
the Romun empire upon the people of Brittany,
thoir own cousins across the waler, then called

Armorica. And at the age of seventy German
went an ambassador acrass the Alps to got a
mitigation of this taxation, and on his way he
met the the king of acruel tribe, to whom the
Emporor had given permission to ravage Brit-
tany, because the people did not pay their taxes.
But the Bishop withstood him even to the ox-
tent of scizing the bridlo of the king's horse,and
tho king thought there must be some power
bohind tho old man who stood before him,

He would take a third scene in tho lifs of
(rerman : Ho made two visits to England. One
of them, at any rate, was at the ago of sixty-
nine, and he came to convincs our forefathers
that the doetrine which had sprung up in these
irlands—the doctrine of Pelagius, o learncd
Welshman—was a sad error ; and German had
come on purpose to argue Wwith our people and
convinge them of the danger thoy were in of
being led away from the free sulvation of Jesus
Carist and made to trast in the relics of good-
ness in their own nature to too great an oxtent;
and their fore fathers listenod to reason, and
German succeeded. 1t was in Wales and and in
Cornwall that this error scemed to have special
importance. It could not be said positivdly
whether German came to that spot, but tho
fact remuined that he, by his life und teaching,
had such a relation to Cornwall that theresome
six conturies afterwards that church was dedi-
cated to his remembranca. Now just anotber
passing, but very important, observation:
Gorman came twice, and both timos brought
with him a distinguished Fathor und theologian
of France. The Church here sent to tho Church
in Guul to sond them a competont tencher, Why
did they send to Gaul? Becuuse Gaul was their
Mother Church, They did not send to Rome
—though the Bishop of Romo was glad enongh
to approve of thoir going—but to the Mother
Church. Itdid notoccur to them that it was
necessury to sent to Italy for teachers ; they
sent home, as it were,

So, looking back upon thia life and remom-
bering it was filteen hundred yoars ago, they
suw this man dedicuting himself to tho service
of God and His peoplein His Church,—dedicat-
ing bimself 80 that there seomed nothing day or
night he would not do for the honor of God and
the welfare of His peoplo,—und thay found him
rocoiving gfts from good men on all hands to
tound aud endow churches, and counsulting the
secular power before placing Bishops in their
sees, and they found him even going as umbas-
sador on tie subject of undue taxation, Now,
did not these things show that the Church was
established in ways suitable to that time as it
wis now—in the same spirit and tone as now ; at
least there had never been any step taken from
that time to this to establish it more? The
word establish was perhaps misleading. Tho
Church was established in the degree in which it
was established in the hourt ot the people,and the
people grew into it ; and the only way to make
tho Church an irrepressible political power
would be o make it stand by itsclf. Itshowed
us also how Rome was never recognised as the
sole fountain of doctrine, or as the sole power
which could correct error ; for thut old Church
in thisland did not apply to Romo as mother
and mistress ; they went (o their own mother,
And 10 this wo bad now to add the consider-
ation that Rome in those dags was s0 much
purer than now ; there was no tale to tell every-
where of oppression ; she did not stand then a8
the great factory of now doctrine,

Charity wnd faith wore illustrated in thelife
of St. Germau, and there was also in his ¢har-
acter a tender trait ot hope; for it was told
that on his death-bed he droamed that Jesus
Clrist came to him and gave him provision for &
long journoy. Wheu he told the dream the
people about hiin thou gnt it indicate d soms now
worlk that hud been provided for him ; but Gor-
man simply said, * Well, L know the country
for which 1o hus given me provision,” and so
he died.—Fawily Churchman.

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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tue Lxoter Church Congress, which com-
menced at BExeter on the 9th of Octlober inst.,
appears to have boen one of the most successful
Congresses hitherto held. A large space was
devoted to its proceedings in the sceular as well
as in the roligious papers, and our English ex-
changes are full of the reports thereof. The
proceedings in connectivn with the opening of
the Congress were cxccedingly imposing, At
10 a.m. on the opening day tho Mayor of Ex-
oter, supported by halfa-dozen Provincial
Mayors, atiended at the quaint old Guildhall,
attended by the usual Civic officials bearing the
Cap of maintenance, Sword of State, and the
Maces, and proceeded to the dais accompanied
by the Bishop of the Diocese in Convocation
robes and bearing his pastoral stafl, and the
Bishop of Lond n. A tormal address of wel-
come 10 the Congress was then delivered by the
Mayor and responded to by the Rishap of Bx-
eter for the Divee~¢ and the Bishop or London
for the visitors, The procession tv the cathe-
dral was then formed and proved & most im-
posing one, occupying iwenty-five minutes in
passing into the building, It was headed by the
civic officials, the heads of the militury depart-
ments, and before the clergy, who, with the
Bishops, numbered some 1,208, was borne the
Congress banner, und later on in the procession
the banner of St. Poter. Tho service was full
Matins grandly rendered. The Lord Bishop of
Lotdon preached & magnificent sermon on
“ Charity,” from 1st Corinthians, 13th chapter
and 5th verse, occupying some forty minutes in
delivery. The opening of the business sessions
took place in Victoriu Hall on the afternoon of
the 9th, when the Lord Bizhop of Exeter, as
President, delivered his opeuning address, ocou-
pying an hour He expressed welcome Lo those

viciting the Congross, spoko of the nced of

Church reform aud the eloments of it, Cathodral
reform, Missions, Temperance, and tho mobili-
sation of forces in conneciion with mission work,
The pupers which were read at the Congress
appear 10 have been ublo and wide-reaching in
their scope.

The Church Review says, referring to the pro-
ceedings: * It would be difficult to say which
was the most interesting of the many interest-
ing discussions which have taken placo, but
perhaps the subject which excites the most gen-
eral atlontion jusv now is tho one discussed at
yesterday morning’s meoting (Oct, 10), the sub-
ject, viz,, of Elementary BEducation. The quos-
tion cannot be ventilated too much, and this
makes it all the more graufying that the
speeches with regard to it were so goed, It
almost goes without saying that Mr, Athelstan

Riley was to the foro. On rising to speak he
was received with an ovation, many members
rising and cheering. This is significant both of
the estimation in which the subject is viewed
and the estimation in which the champion of
Christian education is held.

OxE of the subjects treated of at the Exeler
Church Congress was “ Tug Carmoric Cuorci,”
upon which a paver by Prebendary Sadler on
¢ Tho Cutholic Church, its nature and sxtent,”
was read by Archdeacon Bmery. Canon Mey-
rick dealt with “National Churches” in this con-
neetion, and Canon Overton addressed himself
particularly to the Church of England and
Non-Conformity, Canon Hammond referred
to the replacing of the old belief in the One
Catholic and Apostolic Church by a belief in
hundreds of Separatistand Sectarian Churches;
this he spoke of as a heresy against which he
laid down five lines of defence: 1. That the
Church was God’s and was a Divine Instito-
tion. 2. That the visible Church, whoether it
be a Divine or human Institution, was at first
but one, 3. That the very Constitution of the
Church, its rights and institutions, imply its
oneness. 4. That the Church was one because it
was distinetly declared in Holy Writ to be one
Body; and 5. Even if revelation were silent,
Reason would teach us that the Church should
be one. .

Canox Overton in his paper raid that the
very term “ Nonconformily " applied to Dissent
in England suggested not the advantage but the
disadvanlago of separation, He said the ori-
ginal Non-conformists wero just the reverse of
Separatists, They clung tenaciously to ‘the
theory of the unity of the Church; though they
enuld not conform to the existing body. o
said, in referring to the relationship of the
Church to Nonconformity that two points which
impressed themselves on his mind were the
necessity of definiteness and the necessity of
kindliness and forbearance ; definitencss in main-
taining without sny compromise whatever,
Church principies, and in presenting without
any disguise whatever the Church systom in
all its tulness; kindliness and forbeurance in
dealing with those who from their education,
their surroundingx, and the traditions handed
down to them for many generations wero un-
able to accopt those priuciples and (o sppreciate
the beauty of thut system.

WE are indebted to some kind but nukuown
friend for a copy of tho Dublin 7rish Times, con-
taining a report of the Church Conterence hell
at Cork in Septomber last, This too, must
have been a notable und highly profitable gath-
ering. 1t cominenced with a celebration ot
Holy Communion 1n St, Finbar's cathedral, the
servico being fully choral and opening with a
proceszional hymn as the procession of clergy
and prelatos passed to their appointed pluces.
The number of Bishops in attendance was lurge,
including the Bishop of Meath, of Down, of
Killaloe, of Limerick, of Clogher, of Brisbano,
of Glasgow, of Salisbury, of Cork, besides the
Archbishop of Ontario, and the Archbizhops of
Dublin and Armagh. The Lord Archbishop of
Dublin was the preacher. and took as his text
Ephesians iii. 15, The Bishop of Cork, as Pre-
sident of the Conrerenco, presided a4t the busi-
ness meolings held in the Assembly rooms, the
spacious hall of which was thronged 10 its ut-
most capacity ; the plattorm being nrowded
with notables, Kpiscopal, Clerical and Lay,

A»oxast other noteworthy references in the
opening address of the Bishop of Curk we find
tho following in regard both te the Church in

"o the fifth century;

Ireland and the noblo work which the Church
of England is doing :

*“ Bven in this the Conference has had its use;
it has shown the respect and reverence in which
the ancient and apostolic Church of Ireluand iy
held. I have always folt, when I visited Eng.
land, how good and useful a thing it is that the
members of our Church should see with their
own eyes the work of The Church of Eugland,
how earnestly she is contending against the
powors of darleness, how faithfully and nobly
she is fighting for her dear Lord aml Master,
When weo sce the fervor and the zzal which she
is showing on every side, the novercnding
warfure which sho is carrying on aguinst sin,
it stirs the dopths of our hearts within us, it
takes from us that narrownoss and insularity to
which we are too prone, and we return Lo our
work in Ireland with broader and more charit
able views, and with fresh strength and cour-
age. So I trust that our visitors on the pre-ent
oceasion may carry back with thom to Englud
and to Scotland, and above all, to “ gallant little
Wales," some lessons of comfort and of hope
from our disestablished and disendowed Chureh,
They will find that wo have been * cast down,
but notdestroyed.” They will see in renovatel
churches, in devout and reverent congresations,
and in more frequent celebrations of Holy Com-
munion, some signs and tokens that, altheugh
cust off by the State, our Church is pursuing
her way in faithfulnoss and in love. It isx but
just a quarter of a century since the Irish
Church Act was passed. 1t was an Act, as we
still believe, which did a great injustice und
wrong to our Church and country. Iv tonk
from The Church and devoted to sccalar por-
poses property which had been for ages dedi.
cated to thoe service of Almighty God. It has
caused us many a trial and has madeit difticult
to maintain the ministratrations of the Church
in poor and outlying districts; but it did not
affect, it conld not affect, the life of the Church,
and we can this day look backwurds with
thankfulness to Him who has guided and
guarded us inthe hour of danger, and we can
look forward with hope and with confidence—
we are sure that He who has been with us in
the past will not forsake us in tho future.”

THE DAILY PRAYERS OF THE CHURJIL

[4 Paper read at the meeting of Clerqy of the

Deanery of Clarendon, by the Ven. Arch-
deacon Naylor, Shawville, P.Q ]

At this point the question rises: Is the
Church of England justified in making this de-
mand of her elergy ? And if so, upon what
grounds can she establish her claim ?

My answer is, that sho is justified; that she
e 10y do less than require a daily sacritice of
prayer and prai<e, and reading of God’s Word;
that to be content with a lower standard would
be to fail in ber duty, to lose sight of her true
character and mission, and to endanger her
spiritual life,

[ base my answer npon :

1. The unbroken practice of tho Church of
Christ from vhe beginning.

2, The teaching of Holy Seriptlure.

3 The character of the Church as the Body
of Christ, the Household of God, the General
Assonbly and Church of the Lirat born.

1. Archdeacon Freeman, whosc work on the
Principles of Divine Service is of greal value,
traces tho practice of Daily Publi¢ or Irivale
I'rayor from the days of Ignatius, 116, onward
and he shows thut these
Prayers or Services were regularly attended by
the people, (vol. I, pp. 56, 57.) He rhows, it
scems to me conclusively, that the rulo of tbf"
Drimitive Christisn Church was: The Lord®
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Supper upon every Lord’s Day, and ordinary
Church or Public Prayers upon all other days.
As the Church became planted in different
Jands and nations, she enrried with her her rule
of Daily Prayer. The Use of Sarum, drawn up
in 1805, countained offices for Daily Prayer
known as the Breviary, which, like the rest of
the Use or service, was not new, but cither a
continuation or remodeling of the Daily Pray-
ers in use from the time of Augustine, 596, and
these not originated by Augustine, but derived
from older offices, British, ete., not Roman, but
Fustern or Ephesine (Freeman, vol. [, pp. 41,
215). And the Eastern practice of Daily Prayer
dates from the beginning, (Ficeman, p. 218, vol. I,

If the Church in ber youth needed a daily ap-
proach to God, can the Church in her old age
afford to dispense with it ?

If the Chuarch in her youthful fervor spon-
tancously oxpressed her love toward Gud in
daily prayer, can the Church, after all her con-
flicts and expericnce of the power and loving-
kindness of her God,—cuan she in reason, in af-
fection, or in duty, 6o less ?

2. The principles of Divino Rovelation, as
contained in Holy Seripture, require an offer-
inge of Daily Prayer on the purt of the Christiun
Church.

After tho outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon
the Day of Pentecost to weld together tho
Apostles and Disciples of Christ, and 1o make
them his living Body, it is suid, ¢They con-
tinued steadfastly in the Apostle’s doctrine,

. and in the prayers, . . . . daily with one
accord in the temple, . . . praising God,” Acts
i, 41, 16, 47,

‘ Potor and John went into the temple at the
hour of prayer,” Acts iii, 1. When Poter was
imprisonced ‘prayer was made without ceasing
of the Church unto God for him," Acts xii, 5.
St. John had revealed to him. one distinct fea-
ture of the life of the Church. The four living
beings exhibiting the saerificial patience of the
0Ox, the royal strength and kingly courage of
the Lion, the heavenward soaring of the Bagle,
and the intelligenco of Man, are the heuvenly
types or emblems of the Church; and ‘they
rest not day or night, saying Holy, Holy, Holy,
Lord God Almighty.’ Rev. iv, 8.

The principle exhibited is that of continual
warship. It was anticipated in the Mosaic
Economy, in the continual Burnt Oftering, Turn
tr lxodus xxix, 38, 30..., and you will read,
“This is that which thou shalt offer upon the
allar, two Lambs of the first year day by day
rontinually. The one Lamb thou shalt offer in
ihe morning, and the other Lamb thoun shalt
offer ut even, . . . This shall be a continual
burnt oftering . . . at the door of the Taber-
nacle of the congregation, and [ will dwell
among the children of Isracl.’

This was the type. The antitype is the Daily
Prayor of the Church. The hour of tho daily
sucrifice is called in Acts iil, 1, *The hour of
Prayer. St Paul mukes it a Christian prin-
ciple to ‘offer the sacrifice of praise to God
continually . . the fruit of our lips, giving
thavks to Bis Name,” Heb. xiii, 15. Is there
not a plain reference to the continual burnt of-
fering—the daily sacrifice? All and moro than
all that the daily sacritice bhad been to the
Jewish Charch, Daily Prayer became and is to
the Christian Church; the continual pleading
ot Christ's sacrifice ; the continual oftering of
the Church’s hfe and love, endurance and
strength, intelligence and contemplation, as a
spiritual sacrifice unto God; the condition of
the Church's life in God, and of God’s ubiding
in His Cburch.

3, The character of the Church as the Body
corporate of Christ's pouple, indwelt by the

Holy Spirit, and constituting the household of

ttod, requires a daily sacrifice of Prayer and
Prase, It is a recognized principle thut every
Christian family should sunctify each duy with
amily prayer.” Why should not the household

of God sanclify each day with the Church
Prayers?

There are two great principles upen which
life in the household of God proceeds; one is
that of having been cleansed from Adam's sin;
ft‘hedot,her that of boing nourished with heavenly
ood.

Christ loved the Church and gave Himself
for it that He might ‘sanctify and cleanse it
with the washing of water by the Word,” Eph.
v, 25, 26. Once for all are we baptized by ono
Spirit into one Body; but daily ought the
Church, in the porsons of her officorsor clorgy,
and of as many as possible of her people, to
take her position as an assembly or Body
which has renounced the devil and his works,
and set its face towards Christ and the light of
God’s truth and rightoousness ; and daily ought
sho to come before the Lord for the cleansing
of defilements contructed by contact with the
ovil world about hor, He that has been washed
needs yot the washing of the feet, that he may
be clean evory whit, (cf. St. John xiii, 10, and
Hammond's Paraphrase.)

*The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not
the communion of the Blood of Christ? The
Bread which we break is it not the communion
of the Body of Christ 7" 1 Cor. x, 16,

Week by week is the Table of the Lord pre-
pared, and we eat and drink for remembrance,
for plesding, for spiritual nourishing, and for
the offering of the Divinely rencwed soul and
body, a reasonable sacrifice unto God. But
daily ought the Church, as the houschold of
God, to plead in prayoer the death of Chriat, and
to feed the sonls of both priest and people with
God’s Word and promises. Daily ought the
Church, as the Body ot Christ,—the new man
in Christ,—to offer its faith, its lubors, its time,
its affections, as a sacrifice aceeptanle to God
through Jesus Christ.

Such, it seems to me, arc some of the prin-
ciples of Daily Prayer. It is the daily renewal

of the Baptismal covenant and pledge. [t is
the daily return unto God for cleansing. It is

the daily waiting upon God for His Message
and instruction. It is the continmation of
Itucharistic ploading and thanksgiving., It is
the daily hallowing of time and kubor.

1v,

I am by no means unmindful of the existenco
of certain difficulties ; the distance of many of
our clergy from their churches; the pressure of
other duties ; the certainty of frequent interrup-
tion; the impossibility of daily prayer in the
winter months,

What I plead for now is that we recognize
the principle and the duty. When wo do that
we shall, 88 honest men and servants of God,
set ourselves to overcome the difficulties and to
perform the duty so far as our circumstancos
will allow.

I anticipate that some difficulty lies in the
suspicion with which such efforts may perhaps
be looked upon by the very people whom wo
wish to benefit. We may find that our fears
are groundless ; but, if not, loving and patient
explanation, aud prayer and earncst ministry
will, 1 believe, dispel suspicion,

v,

The advantages are groat, The Church’s
Duily Prayer will supply thut which the ‘chil-
dren of Gud's household have every right to de-
mand, and perhaps it will arrest their demand
for that for which they ought not to ask; it
will, I believe, prove to be a joy and a rest to
our own souls, and it will arm us with the
weapons and endue us with strongth and wis-
dom for the spiritual combut; it will enable the
Church to muintain that boly woaship which
ought never to cease day nor night, and which
never will cease if only the wholv Chureh, from

Rast to West, be faithful to her Lord, to her-

self and to her children,

THE CHURCH REVIEW ON CARDINAL
VAUGHAN.

Cardinul Vaughan seems to take much de-
light in the boyish game of * keoping tho pot
boiling,” He hopes by his recont speech beforo
the (Roman) Catholic Truth Society to bring
members of the Church of England into ihe
Roman fold, and, having once gained the popu-
lar ear, he feols it incumbent on him to repent
his argument again and again in the hope that
some of them will stick, Iis letter, whick was
published last Thursday on Anglican orders is
doubtless cleverly constructed, but from the
beginning to the end it labours under one fatal
disndvantage—the assumption thut Rome is the
supremo arbiter m alf matters of roliwion. Our
Catholic ancestors taught gonerations of Popos
that they would not submit to their dictation,
but the unblushing claims of the Papacy havo
been raised time aftor time, and tho cry is the
samo to-day. Rome thus proves that, although
she has lost the right to the title - Semper
Eadem * as regards the faith, she retains it in
her Bourbon-like fatuity of never learning and
never forgetting. The Cardinal’s letter exposed
three attacks on our Orders: 1. The doubt
about Barlow’s consecration. 2. The ‘intention’
of the Orninal, 3. The non-recognition of our
Bishops and Priests by the Tope. Now (1),
Barlow’s non-consecration i3 to the modorn
Roman what the Nug’s Head IFable was to a
former gencration. Buat if we arc only to ac-
cept those Bishops as validly conscerated all of
whose deeds are preservod. then farewoll toall
valid consecrations in Chrislendom. With
Lingard we say that if we cannot {ind tho re-
gister of Barlow’s conseeration, neither can wo
of Gardiner and Cardinal Pole. It would beus
reasonable to deny their consecration as his.
2, Our ordinal is more complete than the pres-
ent Roman form, for it says: * Roceive tho
Holy Ghost for the office and work of a Bishop
ic the Church of God,” while the Roman ordinal
only says, “ Accipe Spiritum Sanctum.” So far,
as the Cardinal affirms, from the Chureh of
England denying for 300 years, ie, until the
Tractariun movement, the Bucharistic Sacrifico
and the powor of Absolution, the Prayer Book
has all through spoken of ““ this our sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving,” and the ordinal has
contained the words, “ Whose sing thon dost
forgive, ote.” The catena of Anglican authori-
tios on these two doctrines i3 well known to
Bnglish Churchmen, but too long for reprodue-
tion in this column, The Cardinalspeaks of an
Anglican Bishop as having said to o candidate
for Holy Orders, “ Now mind this, sir, Lamnot
going to o dain you to be a sacrificing priest.”
But apart from the fact that the Church is not
bound by the obiter dicte of individuals, we can
reply with a story of a Bishop, one who has
been 2 bitter opponent of The Catholic revival,
who said on a similar occagion, “1 believe the
words * whose sins thou dost forgive’ to be lit-
erally true, but whother the Church is right in
conforring such & tremondous power on young
men is another matter,” 3. The recognition
or non-recognition of our Orders by the Pope
does not affect their validity. We have heard
of the Pope who denounced the Copernican
system, but that did mnot prove Copernicus
wrong. We should of course infinitely prefer
that ithe Pope acknowledged our Orders, but
we are quite content to wait another 300 yoars,
if noed Lo, and trust that by that time a Pope
will have arisen who will take the ono step
needful for reunion by descending from the
podestal of arrogance on which the Forged
Decrotals placed tho Papacy.—Lhe Church Re-
view, London, Fng.

ing of the call to Missionary Service,
said : There is very much to encour-
ago us as Churchmer and truc Chris-
tians in the gathering together Of
guch an aseembly ns this, the Mis.
Conference. But the wvery fact
that it has been called i3 in iteolf a
matter for painful humiliation. What
mean we by this servico but the sad
confession before Grod that, in the
past, we have altogether failed as the
Church of the Living God to realize
that wo were constituted by our Mas-
ter to carry out missionary work ?
The question before us is the call to
missinary service. The very fact
that we are mot to-day as Christians,
after cighteen centuries of blessing
upon the Chureh of God to enquire
in what way men and women should
be called out for missionary ctfort, is
initself a matter for grave considera
tion on the part of all who name the
name of Christ. We are constitut-
ed as a Church for one simple pur-
pose, wo exist to one ond; and thero
is not a member of the Church of
Christ who is not called out Lo mis-
sionary labour. It scems to me this
morning that the speaker is called to
consider whether the Church does in
any way realize that that is why it
exists, The Apostle Paul says to the
Ephesian Church:—" I beseech you
that ye wallk worthy of the vocation
wherewith ye ave ealled,” Heo then
proceeds o ingist that unity should
pervade the Church of Christ on every
point, and he declaves that grace is
given unio s according to the mea-
gure of the gift of Christ. He then
proceeds to deal with those gifts, and
at last he comes to the special por-
pose for which they were granted:
" IFor the perfecting of the saints, for
the work of the ministry, for the
edifying of the Lo ly of Christ.” The
Church as a body is endeavouring to
complete itself by the indwelling
power of (od the Holy Gihost, until
it be givon to ilx Lord—u perfcet
Church, without spol or blemish,
There huvo been divers orders ol
minisiry in the Church, even as we
know, in the early days, and always
have been sinco Christ Jesus left us
His Leritage of thetruth, In those
days overy single member of the
Church secomed tosco thut the Church
existed ns o Christianizing body, to
bring glory to God.

THE CATECHISM,.

Mr. Williim Samuel Lilly, the
somotimes opinionaled, frequently
loquacious, but alwaysreadable Eng
lish Roman Catholic essayist, in a
recent book, ¢ The Great Inigma,”
says: * If you want to know what
a religion teaches, you exmine its
catechism.”

“ If wo would discover the secerot
of the wholesomo influonce exercised
by Anglicanism upon the general
mind of this couniry for genersations,
wo shall find it in those pages of the
Book of Common Prayer which put
beforo us ¢ a catechism, that is to
say, an instruction, to bo learnt by
every person betore hois brought to
be confirmed by tho bishop;’ &

beautiful document, in which prim-
ary vorities of Christian faith and
morals are impressed upon the ten-
der mind in langnage at once sim-
ply and stately as that of the English
Bible.”

This is as valuable, in its way, as
Cardinal Nowman’s testimony to the
value of the King James version of
the Bible, which he never could cease
quoting, even with a red hat on to
remind him of the Douay version;
or Henry Ward Beecher's witness to
tho Prayer-Book, in his much-
neglected but only novol, ‘Nurwood'
“Tho attempt to create a modern
liturgy is evidenco how little men
understand the faw of growth, Lit.
urgies of power are those which have
in them the voice of ages. 1t is the
breath of the whoie Church that
breathes through them, To forsake
them and muke modern liturgies, is
as if o man should cut down from
about bis mansion the oaks and elms
that had grown majestic through
hundreds of years, and then attempt
to imitate their shade and grandeur
by selting out starveling Lombardy
poplars,”—TIowa Churchman,
