There las been more advance made during
the last two venr than during the laut two
hunidred. The breakiug of the treaty of
Limerick helped te embitter the feeling
between England and Ireland, and every ast
of t>ranny perpetrated since by the more
powerful country made the chusm wider
and more inpassable. Doesn't it seound
strange that the English should never
have given airy attention te a study of the
Irish question until the great Gladstone
spoke2le told them that the tegisative
union was a National wrong brought about
by vile meaus, but they would not ielieve us.

Stite departmuent and sent ti the Snate.
The amendments which have bein suggested
are not designod to atpply especially to dynln-
miter and absconding di-f.iulters and em-
bezzere. But the ameniments, as % whale,

are proposed becaue the extradition treaty
bletween the United States and Great Britan
is vaTy imperfect in many particulare, and
because justice te both countries requires
additions to the old treaty of 1842.

The amendments now proposed are the
resît cf a continuation of the correspon-
dece which, in recent years, was begua hy
the Arthur administration. The President of
the United States, in a message te Congresa
on Dacember 23, 1876, announced that the
cuspended extradition under the treaty of
1842 had been resumed. From that date
there has been no contention between the
two government respeoting the interpre-
tation or effoct of the tenth article of the
treatya 1842. At that time the point
in dispute--aM taowhether urrender should
be conditional on a uarantee of the Govern.
