St. Tiacre was born of an 1llustrious family
in Jreland.  He withdrew to France with some
diseiples, and erected a monastery at Breuil, ta
bonor of the Blessed Virgin Mary, His reputa-
tion for sanctity was such, that infirm persons
frem all parts were brought to Iim, who recewved
health by his laying hands on them. My native
place, m catholic Belgium, glories in invoking
daily the memory of thix dear patror, St. Fiacre,
and his feast 15 celebrated there with pomp and
solemnity every year, on the 28th of August,

St. Livinus, bishop of Dublin, was a native of
Ireland 5 urged by zeal for the conversion of
souls, he lefi Ireland and went to Belgmum,
where he was recerved with great kindness by
Floribert, abbui ot two inonasteries at Ghent.—
e celebrated Mass every day for thisty days,
on the tomb of Si, Bavo. Alterwards, Le pro-
ceeded oa his wission through Flanders and Bra-
bant. The memory of Livinus is siill greatly

- revered in B lgivm. . ‘

Si. Viro, a native of Jreland, is said Lo have
Been of an anvient fanily in the county of Clare.
He repaired o Gaul, where he was graciously
received by Depn Henstal, who regarded him
with venerztion, and mode bis confession 1o him
barefgot.  Pepin assgned him a dwelling at
Mons-Petri, in the diocese of Lieges. He was
buried in the oratory wiich be had erected.

How sublime, how glorious, dear eluld, to sce
tins Jong procession of Cliristian heroes pass be-
fore you, and yet those 1 lhave named are but a
few compared 1o the rutire number. "Fo close
tbe long het ot B’ worthy children, we s.hall

St. Bridget was borr &1 Focliard in Leinster,
soon alter Ireland had been blessed with the
light of faith, she received the religious veil in
ber youth from the bunds of St Mel, nephew
and disciple of St. Patrek; she built herself a
cell under a large ouk, isence called Kill-dara,
or cell of the oak; living. as her name implies,
the hright shining hight ¢i that country by her
victues., She flounshed in the beginning of the
sixth century ; several churches in England, in
Reoland, in Germany, and sue m France, are
dedicated to Gad under ber nawe.  The Liead of
Si. Bridget is now keptiu the Church of the
Jesuits, at Lisbon.

St Grimonia or  Germanis  oves an Irish
maiden of iilustrious birth, who left ber country
to comucrate herselfl to God. A Chapel was
bulf, on the place where she dised, to kuep her
relics ; it grew famous, &ml siuce a town has
been bolt thers, and is calied {from iis original
name, Capelle.

S1. Osmaupa was dJescended also fram an
illustrious family in Irelaad, and retired to I'rance
to live in a state of virginty. She fixed ber re-
sidence in Tesser Brittany, where she served
God in solitude with great feivor, and died near
S'. Biien, in the seventh century.  For several
cenluries hee relics were kept m a shrine in 2
chapel dedicated 1o God under her patromage,
in the abbatial chureh of St. Denys, uear Paris;
but a part of them were dispersed by the Calvin-
ists, in 1567,

S1. Maxentia was an Jrish lady, who, to pre-
serve her virginity, went to Fraoce, and lived as
a recluse, near the river Ouse, two eagues from
Seglis. One of the continustors of Tredegavus
tnentions in the seventh ceotury her veperation
al 1pe passage of  the Oise, which towe 1s from
ber precious relies whicl are, honored there,
culled Pont Si. Maxence. A

St1, Modwena, baving led a religious life
several vears in her own couutry, she came into
Euglaud iu the rerzn of Kiog Ethelworcy, about
the year 840. That jous King being acquainted
with ber sanchiy, committed to ber care the
education of s daughter Editha, and founded
for ber the monastery of Pollesworth, = St.
Plodwens uad before established two famous
munnerivs in Scotland ; one at Stirling, and the
other at Edinburgh. ' ) .

The holy virgin St Cetamia, who 1s said to
have bees the first Irish virgin who took the
veil, was placed as superior of the, punnery,’ at

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THE INTERCOLONIAL RAILROADS.
(From the London Times.)

We have recently enjosed « full opportunity of up-
preciating the prospects which reilway euterprises
in our North American Colonies bold ont to British
capital, The Grand Trunk Reilwny of Ganuda is an
experiment on 50 lnrge a seale and so decisive in its
results that it leaves no room for doubt or uncertninly
xperience canuot teach those whom guch a lesson
fails to jnstruct. The: Grapd Trunk Railway was
ushered into the world upder auspices muro thun or-
dinarily favourable. It passed through s country
thorouglily scttled by an active aud industrious popu-
atian, No scheme was ever begun with higher expec-
tations. It Las absorbed and swallowed up we knoww
not how many millions of English capial, 11 yiclds
1o the share holders, wo believe, no return and fails
even to pay it working expenses, On 2pother sub-
ject we bave algo lately had somo experience. We
were' told that the position of Osnada taken in con-
pexicn with il severe climate quite cut it off from in-
tercoursp with the motber couutry during the winter.
Wo were taught to belicve thet duriug six montbs of
the year this fine colony wns absolutely at the mercy
of American invasion. At Inst ibe affair of the Tren®
calied apon us to make the experiment, aad we found
much to out surprise and relief, that it wag perfectly
possible to convey many thousnnds of English sol-
diers from [alifax into 1be interior of Canada wilh-
out lusing © single life or impairingin any degree the
efficiency of the force.

With two snch tacts as these stariog os in the face
we must confess to no little surprise at the revivalin
a distinet and wogible shape of a rumour which we
had sincerely hoped had died away never to revive.,

The report is that our Governmen!t is about to con-
tract & debt of some £3,000,00¢ sterling in order to
construct & rnilway which is to unite Capada and
Nova Scotio. Five-tselfths of the capital, it ia gaid,
nre to be found by Cannda, snd seven-twelfths sre to
be taken by the other two provinces. Ag the loan,
according to the inforination we have received, is to
be raised on the credit of Eungland, there mnat, we
suppose, be sowme arrangement not mentioned, by
whick the property is 1o be transferred from the
Home Government to tke colonies. In fact the Trea-
sury have determiged to raise the mosey by Imperial
debentures, and to form o sinking fund which shall
pry off the principal in nboul toriy years, We know
not whetber there is exnct trath in the details to
which we have ailuded ; but we are inclined to sup-
pose that they are not very wide of the mark, and
that is the intention of the Chancellar of the Exche-
quer to make to Parlisment & propusition somewhat
to the ¢ffect we have mentioned. We should not do
justice to the opinion which we bold ou thia subject
were we to expresa any desire for the suecess of such
an undertaking, and we corteinly do not anticipate
for it on easy and undisputed passage through the
Honse of Commons. We are about to increase our
debt, if we are correctly informmed, by the very con-
siderable sum of £3,000,000 sterling, to be repnid, in-
dsed, at the end of forty years by a sinkiog fund, but
a deot for whica we are Lo be primarily liable, acting
in the capacity not of guarantors, but of privcipals,
and receiving our interest whenever we can get it
from the Colomeal Legislature. \What besefitis Eng-
land to receive in exchange for this beavy linbility ?
Wh:t increase of her capital, her havpipess, or ber
power iz she to derive in exchange for taking on ber-
self so vast an enterprise in ancther hemisphere 7 Wo
bave nio reason to suppose that the railwny will open
to us any pew svenne for commerce. Hnlifax and
Quebec nre both accessible by sen, tho latter for tho
six summer months, the former for the whole
year tound ; the country betweea them is  wild
and desolate for & considernble part of the way. The
climate i3 in winter 50 severe that in all probability
the running of trains will be discoatinued for a con-
giderable time duriog that season. We do not be-
lieve that any practieal man entertains the siightest
bope that the line can pay its working expenses. In
nll this there is nothing peculiarly attractive to this
couniry. The uses of the line, if any, will be purely
military, and the enly Power the invasion of which
we heve to dread is the great American Iiepublic.
Butis the great American Republic going to endure
in {18 integrity 7 Is it probable thut it will remain
oue, or wil divide iteelf even into two great Coofe-
daracies, apd nomore? Yetif the American’ Re-
public be broken up all fear invasion for Caoada is
nt an end. Would it not, then, be wiser to wait and
see what becomes of the enemy ngainst whom we
nre invited to set np so coatly & defence? Snppose,
howover contrary 1o appareut probability, that the
United States emerge whole and undivided out of the
present crisis, what means do we possees of prevent-
ing that which we see happening every day io the
present war—the occupation and destruction of the
rsilway by wandering banda of hostile cavalry 7 Let
any one look on the map at the pogition occupied by
the State of Maine, and he will see at once how im-
possible it will bo to maintain 30 long & line agaiost
au epemy placed ia s situaiion sv advantageons.” The
great probubility is thaet the line, expensive in time
of prace, would be found useless in time of war, and
that after having spent we tnow not bow many mil-
lions in its construction we ghould be forced to bave
recourse after all 1o the rond which we decided to
replace. Waiving this objection, we would next ask
what is the object which wo bope to attain by this
railwny ? It is the reinforeing of Canads in time of
nced, the pouring iroops from these islands into nn
invnded colony, We are to spend onr millions in
time of peace in order 1 succour a couniry whichin
time of neace will do nothing whatever to defend it-
seif. 1f Canada wishes to be sile from invasion she
should provide herself anring peace with a force well
disciplined, organised, nnd commanded, able to act
immediately and elfectnally in case of war, The ex-
pericnce of 1wo Aipericne cnanpaigns bag showu how
efficient u protlection such o furce will aff rg ag.iust

any number of those Velunteers in whom the Norib
Las so often trusted only to be deceived ; but Canuda
will not raise such n foree. Sbe reliea vn war 104dis.
cipline her levies, and lesves the duty of providing
the nucleus of a regular army entirely to England.
We are invited to burden our credit in order to con-
struct thiz great work un behalf of communitivs which
contribute nothing to our revenue, notliing 10 our na-
val and military strengih, and one of which levies an
import duty of 20 per cent. on our maoufaciures.
Why should we duthis? Are there no otber terms
on which twe commucites ¢sn be united together
thnn that all the burden shonld be borne by one side
and all the beoefits be received by o other? The
people of Eugland are far more heavily taxed than
the people of Canada, azd.ont of that heavy taxation
they make large contributions toward the service of
the colony.

tbe objects of A sober ambition, ify atthe very 1ime
when we are giviog all tbese proofs of moderation
and good semse, wo are flinging away millions
into the gulf of a colonial expenditure which neither
yields ag a rétarn in money nor in 1hoss good offices
which dne ally may reasonably bélieve he has a fir
right to ciaim from nnother? We suffet our colo-
vists to nbuse the name of the Sovereign by incurring
in her name a ruinous amount of debt, and we then
stimulate them 10 further unproductive outiny by
supplying with our owa credit that power of borrow-
ing on the security of their cwn revenue which our
culpable connivanes bas assisted them to exhaust.

The address, which was adopted, gave credit
to the ! missioners’ for having *rescuod many from
the abyss of sin and placed thom on the road to
Heaven ; for having planted the love of God and
man in their hearts, and thereby reconciled them to
the Omnipetent.” Ou the departure of tha ! mission-
ers' the whole popujation seemed to turn ont to bid
them farewell; many were in tears, and some
were 50 wild in their enthnsiasm that they iusisted
on drawing the omnibus to the railway station.—
Some sdventurous youths clung to the. carringes
when the train moved olff. The Redemptorist Fa-
thers have visiied most of the towns ia Ireland.-
Their chief, the Rev. Mr. Harbison, remarked that
they had more of what are called * the better classes’
among their hearers and penitents in Clonmel than
in any otber place.—Cor. Times.

THE O'CONNELIL LINEAGE.

Happening 1he otker day to cast our eyes over
Burke's * History of the Commmouners of Great Britain
and Irelsed, we found in the seventh pert of that
work the following imeresticg acconnt of the O'Con-
nel] family, under the svggesiive title—* 0'Connell,
of Darrspane Abbey.! W are quite certain that it
will be perused with pleasure, especially ot the pre-
sent moment when the Irish nation ia about to honour
the memory of one of ber truess patriots by a colos-
sal, and, 1t i3 to be hoped, surpassingly beautifal
statue. The accovnt itself, if given in s enureiy,
would, from its wnuauel copicusuess, cceupy too
much space. We arg, tharefore, necessiteted to be
somewhat brief, end must contunt ourselves with
subtracting the most salient detsils :—* The surname
of 0’Congell, according to the authority of lrish
wrilors, emannied from Oonal Gabhrs, an ancient
prioce of the royel line of lieber, son of Milesius,
from whom, likewise, the diatricts of Upper and
Lower Oonnelloe, in the county of Limerick, ac-
quired their denomination, disiricts originally the
lacd and abode of the family before us, as chief -of
the sept of O'Counell, Thenee they removed to
Iveragh, 1n the western extremity of Kerry; and
there, for o considerable time, enjoyed the runk of
Toparcha. The rebellion of 1641, however, trans-
lnted the O'Connells, with mapy other victims of
that disastrous event, to the county of Clare. Aodb;
or Hugh O'Cennetll, lord and chiet of the clan, who
appeara joined with hia two sous, Hugh and Jeltrey,
in a commission jzsued by Edward LI, anuno 1337,
empowering them to reduce some refractory tribes iu
the county of Limeriek, which had refused submis-
siou to the terws to which Hugh aod his soss had
acknowledged the royal autbority. Ille was sue-
ceeded by the eider son, Hugh O'Connel), second of
the name, snd chief, ol the sept, who wus long ut
hestility waith Lis neighbours, the Geruldines, in de-
fence of his possessivns, From hLis union with Mar-
guerita, danghter of Makon Menery O'Brien, Prince
of Thomond, and his wife, Und, daughter of Feidlim
O'Conneil, Prince of Coraunruadb, in Clare, sprang
Jeffrey ('Conuell, successor to his father, and cbhief
of bis nution, us he iz speeially designated in an
order on the irish Excheguer from Edward 11, anno

772, in bis favor for thirty mares. Richard 1L re-
inined 1hi3 Jeffrey near his person, and | renomerated
kis fuithful services by various donations, fHis wile
wes Cuatberive, daughbter of ’Connor, dynasty of
Traght y-0'Connor, by whom he had,with other issue,
a goqn, Daniel (PConnpell, similarly d¢istinguished as
chief of hig sep?, in a treaty cutered into by bimseif
nnd his son, in 1421, with James Pitzgerald, seventh
Earl of Desmound, koown for his pious foundaiions.
Dauiel esponzed Honora, daughter of ('Sullivan
Beare, Liord of Dunboy, Beare, and Bantry, in the
county of Cork, nnd had a son, Hugh O’Connell,
third of that nume,; who hs@ been & parly to tie above
treaty of 1421, and succeeded a3 captain of bhis sept.
The bonour of knighthood was conferred upon him
by Sir Richard Nugent, seventh Buron of Delvin,
then invested with a high military command, and
afterwards Lord Deputy of Irelund. In 1490 ho ob-
tained (rom Henry VIL an ovder on the Irish Exche-
qaer for twenty pounds sterling, in conzideration of
the eminent services rendered by him in the province
of Muuster, By his wife, Mary, daughter of M‘Carthy
More, Prince of Deamond, he Jeft Maurice 0’Coonell,
Yord of the sept, who with his two brothers, espoused
the pretensions of Perking Warbeck, 1n opposition to
tienry VII, but promptly reealled to his allegiance,
he received the royal purdon ou the 24th Auguat,
1402, with Maurice, tenth Earl of Desmond, «lo had
been enpaged in the same 1ehellion, . .
Morgnn O’Connel, of Dallgesrberry, made his sub-
missioa to Henry VIL, engoging for himeelf and his
beirs male o poy & crowa rent of twenty pence Irish,
a8 a pominnl tridule and recognition of that monarch’s
govereignty. By Edward VI he was nppointed, ua-
der a royal writ of 20th Dec., 1550, bigh sheciff of the
county of Kerry. . . . . .
Hia son apd suvecessor, Richard Q'Connell, made o
submission’of hia territory of Ballycarberry, in the
barony of Iveragh, to Queen Iilizabeth, and obtnined
from that savereign re-grant thereof, with all its
scigucural dependencies aud appurtenances, in re-
compensn of his signal success against the rebels of
Desmond. . . . . . .

Distuess 15 rHe  Couxry CrAnrg—Exnrs.—1 re-
gret very mucl to say‘thnf poverty nnd distress oo
lamentable extent exist in the county Clure, not
alone in the'rural districis, but in all the small towns
and viliages within tbe limits of the county. Indeed,
1 shouid nou confine my observation to * smail towns,’
for iL is unfortunately o notorious fact that, in the
largest sud most important town in the cuuntry —
the orough of Eunis itself ~deep distress prevails
among the bumbler clnsses at the present time. To
meet thig distress in Boais, o numbder of humane gen-
tlemen bave furmed themselves into a ceramittee, and
this committee is now actively cogaged in miaister-
fng 1o the relief of the poor within the parish. Upon
the gommitiee are the Very Rev. Desn Keony, and
the other respected Catholic clergymen of the town,
and C. . Motony, Ezq., Chairman of the Towu Com-
snigsiotiers, together with several brother town com-
missioners nnd sbop-keepers, who are lhourly eye-
witnesses of the deep-rooted distress acound them.
The relief at present dispensed by tbe committee
during three days in ihe week cuusists of flour, which
is suld 1o the puor at the rate of fourpence per slone.
The funds of the committee are limited, and will not
admit of wore substantial relief being aiforded until
a gecond collection shall have been mnde over the
town. lutwo days a thousand tickets were distri-
buted umong the poor, and the production ot the
ticket catitles the holder to instant relicf.  The popu-
lation of Enuls iz caly about 8,000 persons, but
small ag it is, thero are more poverly sod real dis-
tress existing in their midst than- could be easily
msgined, There is no employment hers whatever
for 1he working classes whose trades and callings
are prosezuted out of doors.  The trade of the town
is very umeh depressed just now, but at apy time
itis of very limited extent; rnd in vain will you
search the town for public works, manufactures, or
buiidings in course of crectiou, Duriag the past
year two banks were erected, vne by the Directors
of the Natona! Bank, and the other by the Dirce-
tors uf the Provineial Baok of Ireland; and thess are
the puly new buildings of suy kind that have been
erecied for many years past.  You wmight search the
town io vain to sec & new dweliing-bouse. The peo-
ple here who bave made money treasare it up or ia-
vest it in smali pieces of innd, which they can gel
ready enongh =t moderats prices ; but you might as
weil luok for a swallow in December as cxpect 10 see
& maa building w new house, either for his own sac-
tommation or fur lelling purposes. It may be asked,
what becumes of the surplus population under these
cireumstances 7 My munawer iy, that it either ewmi-
grates 1o some of the colonies or to Americs, or it
migrates into other parts of the country. Nuarly a¢
every deor, in every street in town, pass up or down
when you plense, you are sure to see sne or two or
oven wore poor men or womer standing hungry and
cald, nwaiting the smaliest pittance in the wuy of
charity. Many of them are healiby and ptrong, and
would thankfully aceept of any employment it they
could gei it, As a matter of course, they m'c-bu.dly
clothed, badly (ed, nnd hadly boused, There i3 nlso
& large proportion of the youth, both male and fe-
male, begging frow door (o door. They appear baif
famished with enid und hunger ; and their doleful
complaints, whon dsking for alms, are pitinble in the
extreme,  Beaides the bucden of supporting the poor
of the town, the charitably disposed inhabitaats are
alge called upon to contribute their nid to the strange
poor who are driven into the town from the rural
distnicts, This is a heavy tax upon the inhabitants,
but I am bound to sry that they pay it cheerfully,
giviag always less or moie, in the cosfident hope
that whet i3 given lo the pooris ouly leat 1o the
Lord. In sceing the streets swarmiaf with poor, one
i3 paturally led to ask the question —what is the rea-
gou theee creatures will not enter the workhouse ?— |
The invarinble onswer 13, that they would rather
starve than become inmates of that establishment.
Ask the master of the workhouse the same guestion,
and you got tho same mnswer. This arises from a
prejudice which the poor entertain townrds the work-
bouse.— Cor, Munster News,

Here he rallied under the medien) treat-
ment, nod acqnired sufficient sireagth to teli his
name, which be stated a8 Patrick Toovrmey. Ile was,
however, unable to give any informatioc a3 w his
untive place, or how he reached the lane in which he
was found. The poor fellow, in about an hour after
Le was received inlo hospital, gradually relupsed into
bis former state of insensibility nud lifeless exhaus.

No due has come 1o
identify him or cluim his body, and it way therefore
be wferred that be died fur from beme., He i3 but
one of the many whoare starving. An inquest has
not us yet been held on the body, which still lies at
Burrington's Hospital.— Munster News.

Warkrroap.—~There i3 more poverty and deslitu-
tior. atnongst the humbler classes in Waterford at
this moment than ot any time since the year 48,
Every day tho evidences of it are accumulating pain-
fully, but onty to'those who are in & position to be-
come acquainted with the renl condition of the people
for it mnst be remembered that our high-spirited and
seasitive pocr do nottrade oo their poverty, The
fainily of the tradesmunn or laboring mun thrown out
of employment do not beg; they do not apply to the
poor law guardians, for they would be told to enter
the workhouse, and it ia ooly to the Sisters of Char-
ity aud the members of the St. Vincent de Paul So-
viety, that they will ever condescend to make their
wauts knowa, and they must be pushed 1o the very
extremity of destitution and have o hard struggle
with shame, before they will consent to do vo. Bear-
ing this in mindg, it will be seen what a fearful proof
of the extent of the misery that prevails in our eity
is this single fact, that the fands of the Socicly of
St. Vincent de Paul bave heen exhausted by the fre-
quency and urgency of the applicatious, nad that
now those truly benevolent Christinn gentlemea find
themselves nuder the hard necessity of refusing every
day, aod almost every hour, numerous appeals for
tewporaty velief from deserving persona. - This is
truly o pitiable case, and what adds bitterness to the
fate of these miserable but honest people, is the
knowledge of the immense sum sent out of Waler-
ford o fee 1veeks ago to Lanceshbire, lest the cotion-
spinoers should be forced to withdraw the money
they had nceumuluted in the Savings Banks. It oc-
curred S0 us, and to numbers of others, as we are
fuily aware, that thoze persons who got up the meet-
ing tor Laceashire, were nnder the obligation, if they
vished to free themaselves from the charges which
were flung in their teeth, of doing twice as much for
their owo poor, ns they had so osteniniiousiy done
for the people of another country; for very shame
sake they ought to have doae ir, but we fear they
never will.

JusTIFIOATORY GENERALISATIONS.—PitUs rapid ns-
cent to power wasg attributed, by n contemporary, to
his facility ot rapid generalisation. This faculty
had been acquired by Pitt through his early practice
in a debating society of youths; and he appeared on
the political scene at the moment when the changn
took place in Parliament from f‘deliberations’ to

Thege generaiisation commenced uuder an aggrea-
give form; that is 10 sny, as striking at the fallacies
of opponents. Inourtime they asaume a new char-
acter, that of justifying the performances of Lhe ac-
tors. From a weapon of logic they have changed
into a justification of seif-love; and consequently de-
gerve a new name. Thus it is that the process of
misgovernment now cousists in the diseovery of for-
mulas, But while the genéralisations of Pitt had
their effect frum their coberenoce with the subject
matter, the new process of formulas derives its power,
from the total disseverance of the terms from the
idens. For instance, the Eoglish nation supposed
thot it hnad taken' Sebastopol, saved Turkey, and
bnmbled Russia. All at once “it discovered :that the
only fruit of the war was the abandonment of Eng-

|pod’s meritime power. Then the formula was in-
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vented: —
‘ Providence has dictated the nbandonment of the
Right of Search.’

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

When fiest 1t was rumored that Lord Russell
had, througis s agent Mr. Odo Russell, made |
to the Sovereign Ponull the coal proposal that
he should abdicate his suvereygnty i favor of the
King of Sardinia, and that the DBritish Govern-
ment would, m thal case, kindly undertake to
furnish the Pope with quarters in the isfand of
Malta, and dry lodgings in Valetta, the news ex-
cited no little commotion. 1By those who best
knew Lord Russell, the unbounded and unflinch-
ing arrogance of -the little man, and that he is
equa'ly ready as a momeat’s notice (o undertake
the command of the Channel Ileet, or to super-
wmtend a -delicate aad most dangerous surgical
operation, the rumor was logked upan as exceed-
ingly probable : by more it was greeted with |
blank surprice; whilst the majority perhaps
treated it as foo monstrovs for the pages of the
modern historical romance. 1t turns out how-
ever, 1hiat it was pe fectly correct : and from the
correspondence just laid before the Impenal Par- |
liamen, we learn the full particulars of this most
extraordinary diplomatic transaction.

& was born 2 Christian”—and not, of course, as
1s the case with less favored mortals, a child of
the deril. Neo-Christianity is evidently going
a-head in ltaly, and great s the satisfaction of
the Protestant world, as one by one the funda-
wental doctrines of the old religion are cast fo
the winds by the apostles of the new Evangel.
Men who were * born Christians will no doubt
approve themselves the spiritual as well as the
political and social regenerators of a revolation”
dsed Ttaly.

The designs of the Emperor of France with
regard to this Continent are still wrapt m yn-
pesetrable obscurity. The Doles continue therr
gallant, but, it 15 10 be supposed, hopeless strug-
ole with the colossal power of TLussia ; but uniess
;lxe_s' are aided by some of the European Powers,
the result will, we fear, be but an increase of the
sufferivgs of the unhappy peeple of Poland.

Trom the theatre of war on tlis Continent we
have nothing important to relate. Vicksburg is
not yet taken, and tle military operations of the
week base Leen limited 1o eccasional and inde-
cisive skirmishes.

This hberal offer was by Mr. Odo Russell

both no doubt, must have enjoyed a quiet but
hearty laugh over the impertinence of the eutire
proceeding. Iis Holiness however with all due
grasity caused Mr. Odo Russell 1o be intormed
that for-the present, he bad no design of giving up
housekeeping, aad of going into furmshed lodg-
ings—~!hough il ever the whim ta that effect
should take him, His Holiness would give Johnny
Russell’s kind offer all the attention that it de-
served.

Il the first serses of correspondence betwixt
Lord Russell and bis man Jack, puts them both
in merely a ridiculous light before the world, the
second places the latter in a very uneaviable po-
sition. HHe—that 18 to say Dr. Odo Russell—
wrole a rigmarole letter to bis employer at Lon-
don, setting forth hosw the Bouwrbon Commiltee
at Bome had sent a detachment of 260 armed
men o jorn Trstany, dressed as [rench soldiers
«0 aslo ¢ deceive the Tralian outposts and pa-
trols.” Upoa the receipt of ths intelligence
Lord Russell wrote a faming despatch to Ear]
Cowley, to be communicated to M. Drouyn de
Lhuys, remonstrating with the French Govern-
ment for senctionng what his little Lordship was
pleased 1o term * lhuse barbarous outrages.¥—
The French Government having writlen for in-
formeation to their General at Rome—the Count
de Montebello—Ilearnt that Mr. Odo Russell’s
statement was a tissue of falsehoods, and the issue
of the affair mint bave heen very unpleasant, per-
sonally, to therr author. e, it seems, having had
tbe impudence to call vpon General Montebello,
was by the latter very coolly recerved, and bowed,
not 1o say kicked, om of the room, as a bearer
of false reports. Such has been the ignominious
termination of British ¢ non-interference” in the
affairs of the Italian Peninsula.

In disenssing this cage, it i3 of much importunce
to bave the opinion of tho Catholics of Belleville, as
given at this meeting fully known; for it will tend
much to assure the public that there existed no oo-
due biss against the prisoners on the part of the
Jury who tried them ; and the publication of the do-
cuments 10 the nonproduction of which at the trial
so much importance is given, must prove esceed-
ingly gratifying to the friends of the Administration
83 it shows that no evidence hag been discovered
sinee the trinl bearing upon the case, and that that
which the Catholics at that meeting supposed to be
evidence is nothing of the kind, and conld not be re-
ceived a3 evideoce at the trial.

We bave no hesitation in-saying that we lully
agree with the respected writer of the aborve,
with respect to the legal worthlessness of the
affidavits therein contained. As evidence which
could, or should have been adduced on the trial,
they were not worth a straw ; and we think that
the Counsel for the prisoners exercised a wise
discretion in not altempting even to lay them
before the Court. The case for the defence
was a good one without them, and would not
have been improved by the production of the
silly and irrefevant documents in question.

Tor, as on the 20th of May, the day on which
Aylward made bhis afidavit, Munro was lying
wounded on Ius death bed, it s clear that the
deponent had no cause to apprehend violence
from him whom he sought to bind over to keep
the peace ; and that, therefore, iie had some ob-
ject in view in making the smd deposition, other
than that of protecting lumsell against the vio-
lence of Munro. That object was to put on re-

cord s version of the transaction of ihe 16th; i

but, legally, tins could not have been adimtted
as evidence ; whilst morally il was as wartiiless
as the ex parte version of the smne Transaction
given by the younger Muare—than which we
Ayhsard
and Muoro were both interested parties, and
hoth thevefore, seorally, most incompetent wil-
pesses. One statement however could, legally,
be received ; whilst the other, as the stalement
of the accused person oa his ftrial, could pot be
admitted as evidence.

The pecultanity of the Ayiward case 1s this:
that only four persons, and all four interested
parties, had, or could have, any the shghtest
knowledge of the circumstances under which the
elder Munro met his death. These four persons
were the two Ayiwards, and the Lwo Muoroes ;
and the sole questions at issue are these: In
the struggle which terminated fatally tor the
elder of the latter, dul Aylward attack the two
Munroes ? or did the two Munroes attack Ayl-
ward 7 Upon these points the elder Munro pre-
served, during the ten or eleven day of his lust
iliness, a strict silence : the younger Munvo, on
the other hand, asserted that Aylward attacked
him and his fathef, thus commencing the fray ;
whilst, on the contrary, bolh the Aylwards as-
serted wilh thew dying breath, that the two
Munrces attacked Aylward, by attempting to
wrest from him the gun winch the latter had in

bis hands, Of these two contradiciory state-

pidbable and |as the, extrinsic evidence, v in
both cases, morally ‘wortbless, ‘we have only
the intrinsic, to help us to a correct appreciation
of the respective credibility of the two conflict-

That given by Aylward may be false, but it is
coberent and consistent throughout, and har-
momises with all the other known facts of the
case. That of the younger Muorois per se
‘highly incredible,” very incoberent and inconsist-
ent, and perfectly . irreconcilable  with other
statements by him made on the trial, It is not
probable that one man would attack two, of
whown one alone was much more than a mateh
for lum ; 1t is not probable, or consistent with
the bypotlesis of * malice prepense™ on the part
of the Ayiwards, (bat the man should have left
| his house in -company with two powerful foes
upon whom he meditated an attack, when, if so
disposed, he might have assaulted them at the
housze, and conjomntly with his wife and with
equality of numbers on his side ; and the Lypo-
thesis of Agylward ‘having been the assallant, is
irrecoyctlable with the admittad fact that it was
the Munroes who came over.to the Aylwards
for no other conceivable purpose than that of
baving a row with the lalter, or n other words

ing short their—the Munroes’—fowls.

On the other hand, it is very probable that 2o
strong men should attack, and attempt to wrest
a gun from the bands of o2¢ weak ove ; and that
they shonld do so, 15 perfectly consistent with the
reason assigned by Agylward for rushing ocut to-
wards his young wheat—viz., the design of
again shooting any fowls that might be trespass-
ing therein—a design which of course the Mua-
roes wounld be interested in {rustrating ; whilst
it is not easy to understand why Aylward, hav-
ing gone a considerable distance from his house
i company with the two Munroes, should sud-
denly, and withoul provocalion have turned
round upon them for the purpose of attacking
them. The account of the transaction given by
the Aylwards, though legally worthless, and frem
the peculiar circumstances of the case—suclh as
the absence of all disinterested witnesses— mcap-
able of legal proof, is certumly far tore proba-
ble and truth-like than that given by the younger
Munro.

The latter also tells us that Aylward suddenty
turned round, and without provoeation presented
bis gun at hum and his father with his lelt hand
—(not a very formidable mode of attack, as any
one familiar with the use of firearms will recog-
pise)— and pulled out a pistol with his right.~—
From this it is clear that Aylward, belore the
row commenced, must have been walking n
front of the Munroes, or be would not have nad
to tura round ta bring his gun to bear upon Lhe
latter. DBut no one who weditates evil against
another, 1s such a fool as to walk n frout of him
against whom he entertains a malicious ntent.—
Just as a policeman always makes bis prisoner
walk befuze, and not behiid, him—so he who
meditates violence agamst another always takes
good care to walk behind the object of his lios-
tile designs ; and the fact that the two Munroes
were bebind Aylward when the row commenced,

more than counterbalanced zny advantage which
" the possession of firearms gave to the latter.—
''We have had some little bush experiences in the
l matter ourselves ; and from these we know that
no man, meditating hostilities, would be such a
fool as to allow him, against whem lhe meditated
those hostilities, to walk befizad hun ; for by so
doing he would be giving to his intended foe alf
the advantages of posttion that the latter could
require.  This though apparently, and to per-
sons nol acquainted with the usages of bush life,
a small matter, is of importance enabling us to
test the respective credibility of the two con-
tradiclory  versions of the Aylward-Munro
tragedy. It does not of course prove the truth
of that made by the former: but it raises rea-
sonable doubts as to the truth of that of the lat-
ter ; and accordmg to the principles of British
‘_]urisprudeuc:e, the aceused on a charge of felony
{ shauld bave lhe benelit of every doubt, We
jare not calfed upon to show that the Aylwards
Pwere ionocent of deliberate and premeditaled
anurder 3 all that can be expected of usisto
show that the evidence adduced against them did
wot conclusively establish their guilt.

And this 1s the only point that we have -
tended 10 make, or have endeavored to establish.

salury. If the Teacher sbould urge ‘that his salary
is nirendy so emall that it is scarcely suflicient to
pracure for him the common necessucies of life, he is
rpswered, ‘ very well, if you don’t take it at that,
here is Mr.so and so, probably o relative of this
Commissioner or of his better half, who is ready and
willing L0 take the school al a less gnlury than what
hng been offered to you.! So tl}u poor Tencher, thus
pressed, is forced to acceplt tbe reduced .sulnry, or
pull cp his stnkes, no matier a what sacrifice, and
wander up and dowu in search of some other school.
It mny be that thiz poor Teacher is the ﬁnhgr «t“ n
fawmily, and that he has s garden o the cultivation
of which he bad gdevoted his leisure hours, aud had
guthered aronund him some of these necessaries which
make a home desirable,  Thege, all these, he wmust
part with for half their value, At a time oo shen
perhaps he thought of establishing himaclf perran-
pently in that lecality. Uunder these circumstnnces
it is useless 10 expect 1hat men of quh will devote
themselves to the profession of teaching us a means
of obtsining an hounorable and independent liveli-
head. The effect of this stale of things is, thet the
country is filling up with itinerant Teachers, buth
male and female, who are ¢ ere to duy and awny to-
morrow,’ to obtnin o few dollars to enable_ them to
proceed farther, or to nasist them in obraining some
office or situntion more luerative, and consequentiy
more desirable, than that of teaching. Tt i3 evident
to apy man tbat this cinss of Teachers cnnnot.t?ke
that interest in the intellectunl and moral traioing
of the children cunmitted to their care thata resi-
dent Teacher would. This downward tendency in
our Comman Schoole will coutinue every year, gning
on from bed to worse, unless the Legisiatvre inter-
fore, and mike the Teacher's lenure of his school d.e-
pendent ooly on good behaviour-and the faithful dis-
obarge of hig duty. This is the case in the Purochial
scbools of Seotlund and England, wheres Teacher
when occe eatablished in # school i9 seldom, or never
removed during his life 1ime

In other countries the removal of Teachers is left

school s lang ns he honestly aud feithfully dis-
charges his duties, and the powers of School Ju-
spectors extended, it will be useless for the friends of
Edueation to expeet the results which they antici-
pated from the working oF our present School Sys-

sagsins.. In die Piedmontwss «fficial countenance
the character of debased tyraunny is strikiogly ob-
gervable. Garibaldi's paper the Zenzero and ike
Popole d'ltuiia state, *De Chrisien and comprnions
have been sent 1o Nigida., Many will blame tbis most
vhuman punisbment.' .

From I parts of Jtaly there nre endless proofs of
the inoreasing borror of Piedinontese rule. In Parmna
they are calling out for * Duke Robert, and in Flo-
reace Lhe very name ia Cetested, except by the meére
hirelings, who rtegard the [Firenze, a daily journal
supported by high interoats and opposed to their
views with exceeding wrath. .

The cry of despair from the Neapolitan districts is
Lieartrending ; and the address of devotion to Francis
I1., expressive also of the repentauce ot those who
ackoowledge they had been for & moment led astray,
receives & singularly valuable confirmation in the
following declaration of the Nuova Europs, oue of
the foremost of the Revolutionary press :—* Amongst
