<hen 4 very yoang judge ; and who, with his father,

sided each moraing, and askiog his !
he took bis own place on the judgment scat in the
other court - The young man was arc-inged for mur-
der. No sooner did he present himzelf in front of the
dock than the judge, who in subscquent years wasao
pre-emirently remarkable for sll those tender and
mereiful quahties which elevated bim to the highest
place in the estimation of the bur and of the public,
conceived a Strong prejudice against the priscaer—a
prejudice for which he could not acesunt, but which
bad its bad effect in overpowering and bissing his
judgment during the trial. The witnesses tor the
defence were treated with a supercilious disregard as
t0 what they sware to. The judge cbarged home
against the prisoner ; o verdiet of guilty was return.
ed by the conveaient jury withou delay, The Olerk
of the Crowa read the verdict, exclaimed io the usua}
parlance of the day, ‘Look to bim, gaoler ;' and
then, without the loss of a moment, baving asked the
usual set routine questions a3 1o bis having been
beretofore indicted, pleaded, put himself on Ged and
his conntry, which country found bim guilty, be de-
manded what now ke had to say why sentence of
death should wot be passed upon him, and why ex

ecution should not follow ? *[ am not guilty.' ex-
claimed the young man, with a Aush of indiganadMon
burning his cheek, and a strong sense of his owa im

lonocence, 'I am pot guilty, I declare in the pre.
gence of this court, of the judge who hns tried me, of
the jury wko kas condemned wme, of the great God
who is to weigh in the seales of justice and trulh my
innocence I'—* Pat up your right hand,' said tke Clerk
of the Orown. The prigoner did so, as was the cas.
tom of the time &ané to & period within my own me-
mery, while the terrible sentenca of death was being
pronounced against & convict. Tre judge ihen, after
expiating on the' crime,’ and throwing aside the
¢ defance,’ after again and agnin siating his concur-
rence in the verdict, pasgsed the awful doom on the
young man, who again reiterated the expression of
his innocence, but who was led out to execution on
Gallows-hill within forty-eight hours after the final
words of the judge had been pronounced, He was
attended to the * fatal tree’ by the Rev, Thomas Flan.
nery. Ualm, resigned, troating in God for a moro
righteous judgment than f{rail end feeble man had
given, he ascended the ladder, spoke s few words
to the crowds that gathered about the apparatus of
death, again and again declared his innocence, pa-
tiently submitted himself z0 the creeping menipula.
tions of the executioner, and ceased to live, after a
few struggles in a short tlime afterwards! 'Heis
innocens,’ exclaimed the crowd, as they knelt in front
of the gallows and prayed heartils, The yeung priest
appearad to think so, too; aod inafew yeers sfter
Judge Smith going again tbe rounds of the then
Munster circait, begged to zee the young curate,
Father Fiannery, who at oace came to bis call. The
judge said that he entertained serions misgivings a3
to the case of the young man who bal been conviet

ed before him of murder ; he could mot ask bim as a
clorgvman what be konew of ihe case; but he would
ask simply, outside his position as a priest, what was

his opinion? * My lord’ answered Father Thomns
Flacuoery, ' a8 you have asked me the guestion, that

young man was 88 innucent of the crima for which

be suffered as your lordship ; T know it.” The judge

shuddered, grew pale, trembled, buried his face in

his bands, sobbed and cried ; and ever afterwards, as

CatTLE PLacUEs 1§ IRELAND.—Much obscurity has
existed in reference to the anciexnt cattle diseases or
Ireland which an attempt bas been made to remove
in a treatise on the rinderpest by Dr, T. M. Madden,
M.RI.A. Dr. Madden’s object is to establish the
close coumpection which he holds to exist between
epizootic and epidemic diseases. He believes that if
this law bad been recognised and suitable sanitary
precantions and Some efficient system of quarantine
adopted immedijately on the recent appeardice of
cattle plague in England, the mortslity from subae-
quent cholera would have been Qiminished, if not
whollp prevented. Respecting Irish murraing, an in
vestigation of ancient documents and of the news
papers of the iagt century shows the first recorded
epizootic to have occurred between the years 240 and
280. Ina MS.in the Irich Academy thisis describ-
ed astihe preat'cow destruciion'of the reign of
King Cormac Mac Art. I 351 a murrain ravaged
Meath, »nd was attributed to the sudden appearance,
per hialum ferre, of a poisorous pool in the loeaiity.
Ia 580 o mortality among ail animals broke out in
Ireland, which lasted three years. The frost was 8o
intense in that year that, according to the annalists,
¢ the sea between Ireland and Scotiand was frozen.’
In the ¢ Anoals of Clonmacuoize’ the plague of 895 i3
declared to have been imported trom England, and i
also raged three years. In €31 au epizootic ot grest
violence, principally confinec :0 the county of Loag-
ford, lasted for some months. In 707 & general plague
prevailed, and the symptoms given then for the firat
time, were lameness with diarckeea, In 775 cattie
dysentery, whkich deserved the ancient Irish title of
such maladies—Bo ar, a ‘caw-siaughter’— destroyed
the flocks. In 986 a great murrain, commeuncing in
the west of the counntry, was considered preternatu-
ral and ascribed to the influence of demons. The
entry in the Four Masters for 1083 i3 remarkable:
‘In this year there was destruc::on of men and catile
in the country to such an' estest that certsin rich
people were made husbandmeu in it.” [o 1133 a third
three years murrain, whick bad previously ravaged
parts of England, began. It left, according to the
Four Maaters, but a small remnanc of cajtle in the
jsland. The same anthoriiies atate that in 1224 ‘a
strange and awful'shower fell in Coanaught, follow
ed by terrible digeases and distempers among the
cattie which grazed on the lauds where 1t descended;
their milk produced in tha persons who drank jtextra-
aordinary internal diseases.’. A variety of digtempers
more or* Jess fatal occurred during the nest thrée or
four centuries, which are not specifially referred to
in sny Gocument thatsurvives. Laat century epi-
zootics were fatally frequent in Ireland- The news~
papers of the time record a murrain in 1747 which,
though very fatal, was uolike the present plague. Io

The tact that coro-
ners are now paid a fixed salary takes somewhat
from their vigilance; and so the cases to which [
refer rarely come before the public.

“driven’ from their Sees ; and Joseph Mazzmi has
‘addressed ths revolutionists of Rome, exciting
them to action. These are the two most note-
worthy events of the last few days iz Europe.

Inbis letter, the Piedmontese Prime Minister
professes bimself an admirer of religious hberty
such as it exwsts i the Uhited States, whose ec-
clesiastical -policy he proposes to the admiration,
and recommends to the acceptance of the exiled
Bishops whom he addresses. He does not pei-
ceive, however, or perceiving ‘fu:ls to mention,
that in the. United States, if e Governmest
gives no aid to the Catholie Church, it has hi-
thecto, at least, abstained from confiscating Ca-
tholic ecclesiastical property ; and has not yet
ventured upon- the step of driving out from
their homes, those of the Church’s children who
.have adopted the veligious and celibate hfe.—
It will be quite time enough for the Bishops,
whom Slguor Ricasoli lectures, to accept the U.
States’ system of Churchb Gosernment when the
former ‘'shall also on his part have frackly ac-
cepted it; in s integrity. The representative of
a State, however, which deals with the Church
as does the Piedmontese Government, only ex-
poses himseff to nidicule when he has the wmper-
tinence, to appeal to the policy of the U. States,

notoricusly condemned by every statesman of any
eminence, whetber Legitimiat, Orleanist, or even
Imperlaliatin France. In or out of the Imperial Le-
_gislature there is not a man of eminence who has
_ raised his voice in favor of the policy which hag sub-
" jected Ltaly to the rule of Victor Emmanuel, or who
does not censure the treatment experienced by the
Head of Church. The September Coaventi*n was
not well received in France, and its bitterness was
subdued;only by the gilding which, was put cpoa the
pill by the de patches and explanatory stalements
of Drouyn de Lbuys. What made it endurable was
the distinet'and positive declaration of the Miniater
for Foreigu Affairs, publiched in the Monifeur with
the direct sauciion of the Emperor, that ihe two
Governments were beund by it to upbold the Pope
in Rome ug & free and independent Sovereiga, and
" to wmaintain his sovervigaty 1n Rome, end the por-
tion of the Pontifical States zemsining under the
Pope's domirion on the 15ih September, 1864,
agatast ail ad.ecsaries; and that France reserves to
herself perfect freedom of acilion— that is, the right
to re-occupy Rowe and the Patrimony io the event
of the revolutionista rendering such a course neces-
sary for the security of the Holy Father. We have
10 reason to suppose that Fraoce bas become colder
towards the Holy See, or more friendly to the Ital
jan Revolutico, since September 1864, Our in.
formsation leads, indeed, to the opposite conclusion :
and if we wasnted confirmatory evidence of this, it is
to be found in the late mission of General Fleury to
Florence, and in the letters of the Romen correspon.
deut of the Times, whosc Btatements upon many
points connecied with the Roman question it would
have been prudent for the conductors of that paper
to read with attention before publishing leading ar-
ticles abounding with sssertions which the better in.
formed Gallenga Lknew to be false, and with predic.
tions which tho events of the Iagt fortnight have
proved to be bz absurd.

In proportion as the pature ot the plan spproved
by the Emperor for the reorganieasion of the Freach
army bhecomes understood isthe antipathy of the
schere increasing. At an election the other day in
the Pag de Calais of 3 member of the Qorps Legisla-
tif, the Government candidate was opposed by a
gentleman who rested his claim to the support of
tbe electors chiefly upon his declaration that if re-
tnroed he would vigorously oppose the project of
law necegsary to give effect to the plan; and so
deeply did that deciuration eway the constituency
that the Government candidate rfelt it necessary to
declate that he too would urge the modification of
the plan. In Beclin. on the otber band, they pooh-
pooh the scheme as bad in itself, sud as inefficient,
even if cordially adopled, for the purpoee which the
Emperor they say contemplates. Even should it
give him upwards of 1,200,000 soldiers of all eorts,
Pruassia, now representing all Germany north of the
Maia, will kave st her command a larger army, snd
her troops—so the Prussians contend —will be better
disciplined, ard better fitted for action at any wmo-
ment. Of the Empresa's journey to Rome the report
ijs dying out. There is, we believe, no doubt that
at one moment it had been a thing settled, but other
counsels appear to have prevailed, and the visit is et
all events deferred, sorely against the wishes of the
admirable Empress.

The Frecch army costs- about 420,000,000f, while
the military Budget of Prussia is 170,000,000f, and,
it is asked, why should not the Ministers of War and
Finance explain how it comes to pass that an ermy
costs France more than double of what it costs in

¢ The financisl situation of the ecountry is such as
should inapire security and confidence, excepting
those unforeseen expenses which ordinarily digap-
poiat all our hopea.  The country, the revenue of
which increaees at the rate o fifty millicns s year,
is the eame which has passed unburt through a
period 2o critics! for neighhoring nations—the same
which bas in its bank a metallic reserve of more
than 700 millions, and which accumulates deposits
in the coffers of credit companies,’ ’

Accarding to all appearance,conriderable modifica-
tions will be made in the army organiaation project
which is now before the Council of State, Tbe ar-
ticle in the Constitutionnel the other day, admitting
that there was room for improvement in it, aud that
it was never meant to remain ae it now stends, is
said to have come from the Emperor’s Cabinet ; in-
deed, to have been wrnitten by the Emperor himsels,
Moreover, the Minister of State has been personally
told by certain deputies, whose devotedness to the
Government i3 absolute, and on behalf of the ma-
jority, that it will be impozsible for them to vote fer
it should it come in i1s present shape befors the Le.
gislative Qorps. Seldom has the condemuoation of
sny measure bgea more general among friends and
adversaries than this.— Zunes Cor,

PiepaoNT.~The Italian Budget for 1866- 7 has been
1aid before the Chamber of Deputies. Tt is divided
into two special balance-sheets, ona for Venetia and
the other for the remaining provinces of the Italian
kingdom. For the Venetisn provinces the ordinary
receipts are 76,462,091, end the extrtaordinary
receipts, 39,347 lire, against an ordinary expenditure
of 42,887,654, and an extraordinary expenditure of
11,414,781 lire. The total receipts are, thorefore,
76,502,338, and the total outlay 54 302,328, showioy
a surplus of receipts to the amount of 32,203,000
lire, The ordinary revenus of the other Italisn
provinces is esiimated at 756 198,8i8, and the
axtraordioary revenue at 32, 701,260 lire, whilst th-
ordinary expenditure 93,149,515 lire. The total
rezeipta are, therefore, 788,909,078 against an outlay
of 997 566,612 lire, showing & deficit of 208,666,534
lire. The two balsnce-sheets together ‘show the
total revenue to be 865,402,416, and the total expen-
diture 1,051,868,950, There thus remaing a general
deficit, a8 anticipated, of 186,465,334 .

RUSSIA.

An imperial ukase, issued on Saturday, states that
the relations of Russis with Rome having been bro-
ken off, and the Convention of 1847 with the Holy
See and all other arrangements in reference to the
Roman Catholic’ Ohurch having consequeatly lost
sheir value, the affairs relating to the Catholics in
Russia are again 10 be placed under the direction
of the authorities who, in accordance with the exist-
ing laws, ara intrusted with the control of public
worship ia Russia and Poland. The 4fon le 2aya they
from the day on which this treaty wags signed, Russia
has not ceaged to violate it :~=* The entire press of
Earope, without distinction of party, was Slled with
details of the dark persecution rigoreusly directed in
Ruasia againgt the Oburck; of mechinations em®
ployed to hinder its development; to diminish the
anumber of sacred edifices: 1o corrupt education at
its source ; 1o prevent the flling up of the clergy’s
ranks; to obtain abjcrations by violence and frand ;
and to stop conversions. The Sovereign Pontiff
was bound to raise his voice against sach practices.
It i3 known with what moderation he did so0, and
how well he knew how to unite firmness a3 to prin-
ciple with respoct for persons, to that degree, that
hizs moderation has been made a reprosch to him,
and termed weaknisa, It is this act which nas Jed,
under the name of reprisals, to the declaration of the
aullity of the Coavention. This atep will eurprise no
one; and, whatever may be the new res me to which
the Carholics in the Russian provinces shall be sub-
jected it will be impoasible for them to suffer more
severely uader it than they are doiny at present.

TURKEY.

CoxsTaNTINOPLE, Jan. 15th,—The question which
arcse betwaen the Porte and the U, S, Legation here,
in regard to the complaint made by ¢he U. S8 Consul
at Oyprus, against the local authoritiea of tha! island
bad been settled to the mutusl satisfaction of both
parties,

There are rumors of great discontent and threal~
ening insurrections among the Ohristians in Turkey,
and it is certain that the Turks are displaying con-
siderable activity ia preparing tor an emergency.—
They have fortified the Dug Pass, and have concen-
trated troopa in the south of the Herzegovina towards
the froatier of the Moatenegro. Besides regular
troops they have gome Christian militia, on which
they cannot place much relianca in case of need, and
they bave lately got together about 600 men of Mus-
sulman militis from among the population about
Niksich. The commander of the battalion i3 at the
ssme time a mAagisirate, somewhat oa the principle
which obtains on the Austrian military frontier. —
Besides regular soldiers and militia, the peace is
kept in the Herzegovioa by gendarmes and pandours.
The gendarmes or Zapiie wear uniform, and are
armed and eqaipped st the ezpense of the province.
They do duty at Mostar and in the larger towns, and
their officers are, at the same time, volice magis~
trates.

The Pandoura dress and arm themselves e\ their
own expense ap they pleage; they live in huts that
have been built for them in districts that have a bad
reputation, and along the Dalmatian frontier, which
they patrol. Their pay is about 203 a month, but
they are suspected of making a good deal more by
their connivance with smugglers, and ~ven robbers.
Thbe gendarmes are all Mahomedauos, but of the pan-
dours many are Christians, especially in the lately
insurgent districts along the frontier of Montenegro.
In order to gain the support of the poor but warlike
population here, the Turks give the heads of tte vil-
lages permission 10 keep u large number of pan-
dours, for whom they pay. Tke chiefs choose young
men from their own village to perf:.rm the daties of
the pandours, which they do admirably, and mauage’
to keep a large surplus of the money allowed chem
by the Turks for their own use.

The sudden deposition of the Greek Patriarch at
Constantinople has been occasioned by tbe under-
hand dealings of that ecclesiastical dignitary, ai-
luded o in one of my last, with the representatives
of the French and Russian religious interests in the
Bast. From what I learn, be seems to heve de-
clared for abiding by the Russian religion while his
chapter were favorable to reunion with Rome. Ex.
