CHILDREN’S CLOTHES

In simple play-dresses or rompers
that |buton in the back, a nice closing,
and one that is not likely to tear out,
is made in placket fashion. Sew a
straight strip of .material about an
inch and a quarter wide, and the length
of the opening, to the wrong side of
the dress at the line of closing, turn
over on itself, turn in the edge, and
stitch. Now this strip is folded back
and a buttonhole made thru the strip
and the material of the dress at the
neck. One may be placed at about
yoke depth as well, if it is desired.

A nice flat finigsh for joining a
plaited portion to a yoke is to turn
under the edges of the yoke, pin the
lower portion (which has been pre-
viously laid in plaits, etc.) to it on the
wrong side without turning the edge.
Take a piece of tape or seam-binding
and place over this joining on the
wrong side, and baste all three—yoke,
lower portion and tape—in place. Turn
over on the right side and place two
rows of stitching across the yoke so
that they will catch the edges of the
tape. This finish is especially good
for summer clothes, as it avoids lin-
ing the yoke, which would otherwise
conceal this joining. Many of ese
little dresses are cut with an inv d
plait at the under-arm seam to give
greater fulness in the skirt. Thif is
a very good arrangement, but it(must
be handled well or it will sag. There-
fore it is necessary to bind the seam
across the top of the plait as well as
the one which joins the front and back
of the garment.

Since the revival ‘of old-fashioned
flowers has brought so many old time
favorites to the front once more it be-
hooves one to be on the watch to wel-
come the arrivals as they come out of
their long seclusion.

Canadian Press Despatch.
BERLIN, Aug. 4—Emperor William

made an important speech at the
opening of the reichstag today. Be-

fore the kaiser deliverea his address,
the correspondence between ‘Germany
and Russia was read to the members.

“The present ;situation arose not
from temporary conﬂxcts of interest
or diplomatic combinations, but is the
result of ill-will existing for years
against the strength and prosperity of
the ‘German Empire,” said the kaiser.

“We are rot pushed on by the de-

sire of conquest. We are moved by the
unbending desire to secure for our-
selves and those coming after us the
place on which God has put us.
“My government, and, above. all, my
chancellor, tried until the last moment
to prevent the worst happening. In
enforced self-defence, with clear. con-
science and clean hands we grasp the
sword.

“To the peoples and races of the
German Empire my appeal goes forth
to stand together fraternally with our
allies In defence of that which we have
created in peaceful werk.

Humble, He Says.

“Following the example of our fore-
fathers, -firm and faithful, earnest and
chivalrous, humble before God and
ready to fight when in face of the en-
emy, let us confide ourselves to  the
everlasting Almighty, who will
strengthen our defence and conduct it
to a good end.”

At the conclusion of his speech from
the throne the emperor addressed the
deputies directly, saying:

Very Dramatic.

“Gentlemen: You have read what T
said to my people the other day from
the balcony of my castle; I repeat now
that I no longer know any parties. 1
know only Germans, and in order to
testify that you are firmly resolved
without distinction of party to stand
by my side thru danger and death, I
call upon the leaders of the different
parties in this house to come forward
and lay their hands in mine as a
pledge.”

RUSSIA IS TO BLAME
GERMANY REITERATES

————

Government Declares Russians
Invaded Frontier While Ne-
gotiations Were On.

BERLIN, Aug. 4—Responsibility for
the war in which Germany, Russia
and France are now engaged, is placed
squarely upon the_shoulders of Em-
peror Nicholas in the white book is-
sued by the German Government and
given prominence in the press today.
While negotiations looking to a peace-
ful way out of the difficulties—were
pending, Russia, it i8 claimed. invaded
Germany and a few hours later France
opened hostilities.

The German emperor, it is claimed,
in response to the suggestion from
London and the appeal of the Russian
monarch, was using his influence at
Vienna to satisfy Russia regardng the
intentlons of Austria in Servia, but
every hour Russia was mobilizing her
army.

The purpose of this confer-
ence is tc bring before the teachers of
the country at large the plans of the
department of agriculture for agricul-
tural training in the high and public
achools of the province. At the present
time agricultural training is not com-
pulsory. but optional, but it is slowly
coming into favor, especially in the
rural schools, where the value of agri-
cultural education is becoming more
apparent. g

Opens With Service.

The conference opened by a religious
gervice in Massey Hall, conducted by
Rev. John' McDougall, which was
largely attended. The following morn-
ing was devoted to an address of wel-
come, By Prof. C. A. Zavitz, acting
president of the college, followed by an
inspection of the college grounds and
buifldings under the directfon of Prof.
H. L. Hutt. In the afternoon the pro-
gram proper was proceeded with.
Prof. McCready gave an address on
“Purposes and Plans of Teaching Ag-
riculture in Ontario. Rural Schools,”
which dealt fully with the reasons for
holding the conference. :

Ontario Rural Problems.

Rev. John McDougall, author of
‘“Rural Lie-in Canada,” gave an-ad-
dress on “Ontario’s Rural Problems,”
followed by a discussion ‘led by Miss

The local division was only 20 in
number prior to last night's meeting.
They hope to aggregute 100 before they
have finished enlisting. Of the appli-
cants only the men best fitted for
frontier service are being accepted, in
order that their organization may be
at the highest state of efficlency pos-
sible.. An executive meeting will ba
held at the home of the secretary, J. S.
Warren, 128 Howland avenue, on ¥ri-
day evening. Several officers are in
view who will be considered as com-
manders of the Toronto division, and
the man will probably be chosen at
Friday's meeting of the executive,

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Is the German army the fighting
force it is represented to be—well
drilled, thoroly disciplined and ready
to meet all comers and crush them;
or is #t a great ponderous war ma-
chine living on a reputation earmed
in ‘a campaign forty-four years;ago
when active service conditions were
enlirely different from what they are
today? That is the 'question which
thousands of officers have been ask-
ing themselves for the pest few years
since the German menace first made
itself manifest in BEurope. Time will
give the answer to the question; but
there are many qualified experts who
maintain that the- German fighting
force is overrated in a hundred ways,
and when opposed to another fighting
machine, trained on modern lines, will
collapse as did the Russians in their
struggle against the Japanese,

In the South African war i1t was
demonstrated time and time again
that frontal advances against an en-
trenched, &kilfully concealed, sharp-
shooting defence force could not pre-
vail. So great is the effectiveness of
the modern small arm that troops, no
matter how courageous, will not ad-
vance beyond a ocertain point., Gen-
erally that point was not less than
from 800 to 1200 yards from the de-
fenders. Admitting that no army in
Europe, or in the world for that mat-
ter, can approach the PBoere in the
matter. of marksmanship, none the
less the fire from a conscript force,
numbering anywhere from 10,000 to
50,000, on an advance en masse would
undoubtedly so wreck its morale that
nothing but defeat would resuilt,

Magersfontein Recalled.
Extended formation is the system
pursued by British troops “etther in
attack or defence. They have learnt
that lesson by bitter experience. Také
an example. At Magénsfontein the
Highland brigade were in quarter
column advancing on the Boer divi-
sion shortly befsre dawn. When the
first deadly ‘fusillade came from the
Boer trenches it was still dark, yet
the kilted regiments, at least six or
seven hundred yards away from the
first Boer trench, were mown down a#
tho by a scythe. In a8 few minutes
they last, roughly speaking, §0 per

cent. of their numbers. But eo
was their sense of discipline that in
a few moments they had extended
after retiring a shcrt distence and had
Jain dova tr Te'v he €re.

GERMAN ARMY TRAIN .
ASSERTS HIGH MILITARY EXPERT
- SOLDIERS ARE MERE AUTOMATONS

Writer Points Out That Discipline Counts for Everything In Teutonic
System, While Individualism Is Discouraged—Mass Forma-

Still Taught ‘at Manoeuvres.

loss. Surely here is a proof of the
value of extended formation for in-
fantry attack. The Germans, howevers
say not. They declare numbers must
prevalil.

Forcible Criticism.

A writer in The London Magazine
who conceals his high military rank
under the pseudonym of “En Avant,”
has some forcible things to say about
the German army and its system of
training. He declares that during the
past ten years, while witnessing their
grand manoceuvres, he has seen the
Germans trained and ordered to do
things which would be utterly impos-
sible against an enemy.

“I admit,” he says, “that on paper
the German army is not only the
greatest but the most perfectly organ-
ized army in the world, but battles are
not won by flourishing sheaves of
statistics in the enemy's face, nor fe
there any sound criterion by which
the worth of an army for war can be
Judged in time of peace.

Individualism Counts.

“There are a hundred and one quali-
ties which are supposed theoretically
to make for efficiency in an army,
Such as numbers, material, disciplire.
leading, physique, training, organiza-
tion, and so forth, but the grea’ decid-
ing factor and those who have had as
much modern battlefield expariencs
as myseif will doubtless agree with me
—is the capacity of the individual
soldier to endure hardships, and his
individual determinations to win thru,
The’ German army {is obedieat to a
rule of thumb. To the Germun tacti-
clan the science of warfare is cut and
dried. Officers and men allke know
what they ought to do unde: a hun-
dred different conditions; they learn
it all by heart, and when these condi-
tions arise they act correctly, because
they know their work by heact., But
supposing, as will invariably happen,
other conditions arise, what will hap-
pen?

Not in the Book.

“Untaught to think or act for them-
selves, they will ransack their memo-
ries for the correct reply. Under mod-
ern conditions of warfare the best sol-
dier is he who knows how to “mud-
dle thru” and how to “carry on” when
in a tight place, without waliting for
instructions. The whole training of
the German soldier is designed to
cradicate individualism, and to réduce
s ITe o bhaitial
gades Lo a state of iron“bound auto-
matism, If the enemy’'s actions could
be equally reduced, then such training
would be per{ect, but as things ere, 1

maintain that it is fatal, for it entire-
ly destroys the personal factor and it
is only the personal factor of each in-
di¥idual in an army which will carry
that army to victory under modern
conditions of warfare.”

When Under Fire.

The writer then goes on to point
out that on the modern battlefleld it is
impossible for an officer adequately
to supervise his men and to enforce
discipline. All he can do is to lead his
mer’ and encourage them. The Ger-
man officer, however, relies only upon
discipline, and against a British or a
French force he is likely to soon learn
his mistake, t

“Courage, determination and indi-
vidual enterprise are all stronger than

3, regiments and bri- |

the fear of death, but it is yet to be
proven that the modern educated man
will risk death rather than contravene
‘discipline. Wherefore I maintain that
in our present state of civilization the
German system of organization and
‘training is fundamentally wrong.”
Different in War.
Examples are given of how, at man-
oeuvres the German cavalry are en-
couraged to charge against unbroken
infantry in a strongly defensible posi-
tion. Whole brigades sweep down in
most gallant fashion and are encour-
aged to do so, whereas against an in-
fantry force armed with the modern
death-dealing magazine rifles such
charges will be utterly impossible,
The writer declares that when iIn
close formation the work of the Ger-
‘man infantry i{s good and its drill ex
cellent, but once the men get into ex-
tended formiation, or anything Rp-
proaching it, all initiative ceases.

Lacks Dash.

The German infantryman, he says,
lacks the dash of the French, the dog-
gedness of the Russians, the fatalism
of the Turk, or the practical adapta-
bility of the British. Nor, apparently,
does the critic place any higher value
on the Prussian artillery. while he
thinks that their engineers are better
at, theory than at practice. The iron
test of war will show whether the
critic is right.

LONDON, Aug 4—Germany’s reply

to Sir Edward Grey’s speech indicat-
ing the British attitude in regard to
the violation of Belgla.g territory by
Germany was a second ultimatum

The British government was offic-
ially inforrffed by Belgium today that
German troops had invaded Belgium
and that the violation of that coun-
try’s neutrality which the British for-
eign secretary yestérday intimated
must be followed by action on the part
of the British had become an accomp-
lished fact. ]

In the meantime John Burns has
resigned from the British cabinet and
Viscount Morley’s absence from its
meeting © today indicated that the
other strong peace advocate had also
determined 'to leave his colleagues.

Diplomatic relations had already
been severed last night between Ger-
many and France, and the German
ambassador. in leaving Paris informed
France that Germany regarded her-
self In a state of war with France
which required Germany to hand the
French ambassador in Berlin his pasa-
ports,

Aeroplanes Hurl Bombs.

The open breach between France
and Germany was rapidly followed by
the appearance of German troops on
French territory and by an incursion
of bomb hurling German aeroplanes
which attacked the fortified town of
Lunenburg without doing anything
more than damaging a roadway.

French airmen and outposts were
also reported to have made raids on
German territory.

Naval Station Bombarded

A more. tangible occurrence was the
bombardment of a French naval sta-
tion at Bona, Algeria, by a German
cruiser, which took to its heels be-
fore doing much damage and is cruls—
ing around the Mediterranean Sea,
where a considerable npumber of
French war vessels are looking for
such marauders.

What the British admiralty inteni-
ed to do was not ascertainable, and the
news was made public as to the move-
ents of British war vessels. Pre-
cautionary measures in view of the
possible later developments were be-
ing taken, however.

Austrians Defeated.

Austrian troops are reported to
have been defeated with ‘heavy loss
by the Serbs. A German aviator drop-
ped bombs in the French fortress of
Launeviile, causing little damage, and
no loss of life. Japan officially de-
clares she may join the war if Eng-
land be involved in the far east. The
nodth German liner Kronptincezzin
Cecelie returned to American ‘waters
at Bar Harbor, allaying anxiety as to
the fate of the large amount of gold
on board.

PROVISIONS SOARING.

LIVERPOOL, Aug. 4.—Retall prices of
provisions advan fifty per cent. to-
day. The stores were besieged, and in
some cases to close, as thelr stocks
were running so low. The local sugar
refineries have closed and the grocers
are unable to obtain further supplies.

FOOD FAMINE IN GLASGOW,

GLASGOW, Aug. 4—A food famine
threatens Glasgow, and some of the stores
had to close their doors at noon today, so
pressing were the buyers. Prices jump-
ed Immediately in sugar from five cents
tohtiwol\;e cents a pound, and many shops
sold out.

OCEANIC’S TRIP CANCELLED.

LONDON, Aug. 4—The sailing of the
White Star steamship Oceanic from
Southampton, Aug. 12, has been cancelled.

Advices received here say that twenty-
three steamers which have arrived at
Gibraltar will remain thefe, and that the
Cu steamer Ivernia, which is now
due there, will also remain in port.

On
the other hand, a large number of gar-
d'onen are making shift with manure-
heated hotbeds when they should have
greenhouses to start their crops in. It

Losses ‘of Over-a Million Dollars
Have Been Caused by Pests in
Michigan.

Losses totaling md;e than 2{1.000.000’
have been sustained by Michigan
farmers -as the résult of the army

worm pest, said Professor R. H. Pet-
titt, head of the Entomological De-
ent of the Michigan Agricultural
Cecllege. He explained that he had
based his estimates on letters received
from farmers in the affected districts.
‘Altho preventive methods are checking
the deadly work of this pest, the crop
lost is bound to bhe much greater be-
fore the worms are all killed off.

In Ontario the pest is generally well
under control at the preeent time,
but in some of the affected districts
the losses have bheen very severe.

A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least 80 acres, on certain condi-
tions.
