Blunders —Council to Ap-
prove Experts Named—
Choose Roadway Plan at
Sunnyside. v

What City Council Did.

By a vote of 12 to 7 decided that
hereafter council meetings commence
at 2 p.m. instead of 3 p.m.

By 16 to 7 decided in favor of an
80-foot northern roadway at Sunny-
side with a subway at Keele-street.

The board of control was instruct-
ed to nominate three experts on the
water question for appointment by
council. .

A motion by Ald. McMurrich fav-
oring placing $500,000 of the city's
street railway revenue annually to
the credit of a sinking fund for the
purchase of the street railway at the
expiration of the franchise was re-
ferred to the board of control.

A motion by Ald. McMurrich to

have the city engineer investigate the
securing of an additional supply of
water by an artesian well system or
by drawing it from Lake Simcoe was
referred to the board of control to be
dealt with by the experts it is propos-
ed to secure. :

A motion from the board of edu-
cation to have the city council bring
the matter of the charges made
against Chairman L. S. Levee before
the county judge was referred to the
board of control.

That portion of the report of the
city engineer referring to the laying
of a duplicate intake was struck out.

The report of the special commit-
tee on tubes was sent back for fur-
ther consideration.

The foregoing was in substance the
business transacted by the c¢ity coun-
cil at yesterday’s session, which was
prolonged until shortly after 10 o’clock
with ‘a short intermission for lunch.

The water situation came in for con-
giderable discussion and the works de-
partment was subjected to some sharp
eriticism. The subject was introduced
by the motion from the board of con-
trol for power to engage a board of
three experts to make a report on the’
present and future supply.

Ald. McCarthy -declared the history
of the waterworks system from its in-
ception to he a history of unfortunate
blunders which had called for grea
expend‘;ruum‘s and a toll of lives. He
criticized the action of the government
in making the new western cut, which
he held responsible for the drifting of
sand and sewage to the entrance of the
intake. What was needed was not so
much a board of experts as some hon-
est work and careful thought by the
counc!l. He was opposed to the pro-
position of Ald. McMurrich to take the
water of Lake Simicoe to the city, as
the there had been found by
experts to be less pure than that com-
fng from the present source.

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OUR WATER SYSTEM.

Citizens who can afford it will prob-
aply follow the example of a down-
town firm and sink an artesian well
on their own premises. To mely on
the waterworks seems scarcely pru-
dent, and yet .that is what must be
done. At least there is no danger of a
water famine. The supply from the
lagoon is ample, and with chlorination
and boiling there need be no danger
to the health of prudent citizens.

‘We do not look for a remedy in the
same direction as our amiable con-
temporary which has made the water
situation its own_by force of asser-
tion if not by authority of fact. We
have no fault to find with The Tele-
gram for its earnestness, and if it does
assume infallibility the differences
among the doctors almost warrant
such a bid for popular pecognition.
Probably if the only plan be to stick
to the present method of obtaining
water from the lake The Telegram has
much to justify its eonfidence.

In an interesting Jittle sketch of the
history of the water system The Tele-
gram recalls the time in 1843 when
private enterprise established a plant
at the foot of Peter-street. The water
was then drawn from the sparkling
waters of Toronto Bay. When the
bay ceased to sparkle the pipe was
extended to Blockhouse Bay amd fin-
ally to the lake. It was almost an
eccident thereforé that the intake rests
where it does. We are not concerned
to defend the accident.

In 1843 there was a good deal of
opinion in favor of drawing the watér
supply from Scarboro Helghts. Had
that plan been adopted we would not
now be troubled with impure water,
extended intake and (iltration prob-
lems, nor any of the other water diffi-
cultles we are now facing.

If there be anything about the lake
more certain: than another it is the
existence of an east to west current in
the lake in Toromto waters and vicin-
ity. A lake tragedy of twenty years
ago at Port Unlon proved this when
one of the bodies was found at Balmy
Beach and another in Humber Bay.
The efflux of our new sewage plant
will be carried down to the present
intake. The flow from Dufferin-street
and Garmrison Creek sewer goes west-
ward, and the waters of the Humber
and Credit in flood are found flowing
west.
~If any more intake Dbuilding is to be
done we believe that the present site
should be omitted from the calcula-
tions. Experts can be had who will
recommend-anything the local authori-
ties wamt to have recommended. But
this will not help matters.

If we followed old country practice
we would adopt a gravitation system,

for pure  water,

- BREAK IN INTAKE PIPE

Mouth Clear But Sand Keeps the
Pumps/Busy— Engineer Ksat-
ing’s Preposal. -

That there has been a serious break
in the intake pipe as intimated in The)
Weorld yesterday, is now pretty gen-
erally belteved by the city waterworks
department, the mayor and others who
have had the weight of the recent wat-
er trouble resting on their shoulders.
There is. too much ice around where
t to make &

right. As soon as the ice clears away,
a diver will be sent ovc;u the w‘ho}e
lemgth of the pipe, and in all b
ity the rea] causs of tie trouble Wwill
not be known until then. 2

From the fact thet the mouth of the
intake 1s clear and that an 8-foot
lemgth of log has been taken from the
pipe it is pointed out that there must
be a break somewhere between the el-
trance and the point where it reaches
the shore. The theory of Engineer
Randaill is that the huge hummocks
of ice which have been forced down
upon the pipe by the storms have eith-
er crushed it or that there has been
& stone or some other sharp hard sub-
stance imbedded in the ice which has
caused the damage. The fact that the
sand is still pouring out of the centri-
fugal pumps while the entrance to
the intake is clear is takem to justify
this explanation of the cause of the
trouble.

Suggests Water Tower.

Deputy Engineer Fellowes and En-
gineer Randall have been warmly com-
mended for their untiring efforts to
relieve the situation by E. H. Kéat-
ing, former city engincer. He also
suggests the erection of a water tower
possibly at a point nearer the shord
than-the end of the intake so that
water ocould e turmed in there in
cage of emergency. The point at wihich
it would have to be erected would have
to be determined by a survey. He
considers the crisis due to the ele-
ments and to conditions which have
never existéd before, and deprecates
the aection of some members of  the
council in trying to heold the depart-
ment  responsible for contingencies
which could not be foraseen.

Lagoon water O. K'd, 2

In answer to a query as to turning
in the lagoon water, the mayor said
that the engineer had not done so with-
out getting a report froom the medical
health orfice that the water wads all
right. Fe thought the engineer was a
brave man to take a chance on it in
the face of the strenuous opposition
of the board of control. It was only|
by turning in this water that another
famine in the ‘north of the c¢ity had
been averted.

Several members of the council ex-
pressed the view that the final choice
of the experts should remain with the
council. Ald. Chisholm and Ald. Phe-
lan were among these. .

The motion was finally amended to
provide for this and carried unmnj-
mously. >

Not Keen on Investigation.

The request of the board of education
that the council send the matter of
charges against Chairman L. 8. Levee
to be investigated by the county judge,
was introduced by Controller Ward,
who; after becoming acquainted with
the true nature of the motion, with-
drew his name as sponsor. s

Controller Hocken saw in the mo-
tion an attempt to use the council by
the enemies of Mr. Levee and Ald.
Dunn took the view that it was more
like saddling the city with the costs
of something that was a private mat-
ter.- Others were of thé opinion that
the council had né jurisdictiéen in the
matter. The resolution was finally re-
ferred to the board of control.

There was considerable discussion
over Ald. May's fnotion for changing
the hour of opening up the council
meetings, several contending that it
would simply be an incentive to talka-
tive aldermen to further air their elo-
quence. Others were of the opinion
that it would ensure a more careful
consideration of many important mat-
ters coming up at a late hour and
hurried  thru. The majority held the
last mentioned view and next meeting
will. open at 2 o'clock:

Roadway at Sunnyside.

Controller Hocken asjed permission
to reintroduce Ahe question of the wes-
tern entrance to the city, and the per-
mission was granted. Ile then moved
that the council reconsider its pre-
vious decision favoring a subway at
the site of the present Grand Trunk
crossing at Sunnyside and substitute
for the subway a roadway north of
the tracks to Keele-street, 80 feet in
width, with a subway out to. the lake
ghore at this point of the same width
as the road.

Then the arguments for the four
propositions submitted were again
gone 'over, with practically no new
arguments advanced. Some of the
council had been over the ground since
the other proposition was decided on
and were convinced that the roadway
was the most feasible scheme. Con-
trollér Spence was heard for the first
time on the question, and the result
was that when the vete was taken
there were 16 in favor of the roadway
and 7 opposed. As a result it will be
a roadway north of the tracks, and
Ald. McBride, who has put up a stren-
uous battle for it, is happy.

Referred Back Tubes Report.

The mayor took the stand that he
maintained in the board of control He
did mot think there was a definite
enough plan to call for tenders on.

Controller Hocken put up the same
defence of his scheme which he made
in the committee, and the board of
control. He thought it was possible
to get a satisfactory plan by encour-
aging competition the same as had
been dome in getting plans for the city
hall building.

Smith has offéred to sell the city the
ground for a site at this point -with
a frontage of 40 feet on Bloor-st. with
a depth of 100 feet for the sum of $1000
per foot.

AAILWAYS IMPROVING
SAYS HON. GED. GRAAM

Not Inclined To Favor Giving In-
spectors the Right To
Prosecute.

OTTAWA, Feb. 20.—(Special)«On a
resolution which recited that one train-
man in 199 was killed on Canadian rail-
ways, and one in every 33 injured in

a year, and that the government should
cause an investigation to be made,
with the view of devising some means
to provide better protection, with the
object of preventing o great a loss of
life and so frequent .accidental injury,
H. H. Miller (8. Grey) pointed out in
the house of commons to-day that on
Canadian rallways there was not a
sufficient sectional staff maintained to
safeguard the lives of trainmen and
traveling public. The hours were too
long, and he thought the cause was
partly due to lack of enforcement of
regulations and lack of protective
equipment.

Hon. George Graham thought that
Canada was moving rapidly towards
better railways and better manage-
ment. He mentioned recent improve-
ments in the way of more mongy
spent for protection, heavier rails, few-
er level crossings, more double tracks,
interlocking switches and safety de-
vices of all kinds. As to the proposed
regulation guarding cattle and pro-
tecting farmers from loss, the minister
pointed out that the original framers
of railway law approached the prob-
lem from the point of view that the
right of way belonged to the railway,
and caftle on it might cause 10ss of
life to passenger or employes. The
railway commission had more plenary
power "than the interstaté commerce
commissiof. Its Inspectors reported on
every accident.

Inspectors Cannot Prosecute.

“Have Inspectors the right to pro-
secute? if not, why not give it to
them,” asked Mr. Miller, bringing up
the old question of enforcing federal
law.

Mr. Graham: Results s what '‘we are
after, and we get better reseults than
in the United States, where they have
power to prosecute.

The  minister of railways went omn
to show that the climatic difficulty
was gradually being overcome. Rail-
way employment of its nature involved
danger, but owing to the standardiza-
tion of equipment and the regulation
of the hours of employment by the
railway brotherhoods, the elements of
danger ‘were being eliminated. The
regulations of the railway board were
stringent ,and rolling stock had to be
built to comply with those orders. He
thought that legislation would be in-
troduesd this session to give the board
absolute power to employ all the ex-
perts mneceszary to maintain a thoro
inspection of rallway eauipment.
Canada Better Than United States,

Hon. Mackenzie King, minister of
labor, quoted statistics of Britain,
Canada and the United States to show
that Canada was more saving of pas-

deep seats,
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sengers and employes’ life and injury
than the republic, altho much less than
England. But Canada had great moufi-
tains and much territory, in which the
physical conditions caused greater risk
than in comparatively level England.
He showed that Camada’s laws for the
protection of life must be good, as
the statistics showed much lower pro-
portion of. loss than in the United
States, where conditions were simfilar.

Mr. Miller offered to withdraw his
resolution, but Dr. Sproule objected,
and Sir Wilfrid moved the adjourn-
ment.

Just before the house rose the Uil
of Mederech Martin (Montreal), pro-
viding for the fortnightly payment of
railway employes, was given a second
reading, passed thru the committee
stage, and stands for third reading.

Geo. Perley, chief Conservative whip,
expressed dissent, but Slr  Wiltrid
Laurier =aid that if the rallways had'
any objections to offer they would be
given an opportunity before. e third
reading.
