Montreal and points west. Competi-
tion at those points with'both American
and English coal had been keenly felt.
It was therefore absolutely necessary
that the present duty- of sixty cents
per gross ton on bituminous coal be
maintdained. -Without . this the produc-
tion would ‘be reduced one half. Ex-

To the forestry convention yesterday
Dr. Judson ¥F. Clark contributed a
_ waluable paper on “A Canadian Forest
Policy.” 1In it he outlined what in *his
opinion was necessary to secure the
Production of wood crops in perpetuity
and summarized hfs reasons under
Athree heads. In the forefront he plac-
ed as a justification of a national for-
est policy, the permanence of the lumb-
ering interests. In the matter of wood
supply the advantages of producers and
‘consumers’ are identical. Wood - is a
necessity, and the regulations required
to ensure its appearance on the mar-
ket are in the existing cfrcumstances
only the act of ‘a prudent and prescient
8eneration. The wood reserve is not
inexhaustible. On the contrary expert
opinfon agrees that it is. rapidly be-
ing exhausted and that the perfod of
its failure is within a measurable dis-

tance, % :

Again ‘a forest policy is justified for
the conservation of streams and the
regulation' of the water flow, Here
again the interests of the users of watsr
power and of the general public are
identical. The existence of numerous
streams suitable for the purposes of
the riparian inhabitants is as advant-
ageous in its own way for the indi-
vidual as.the main waterways are for
the transportation of goods and the
benefit of great communities. Intimate-
ly associated with both these reasons is
the consideration due to the wisdom of
ensuring in perpetuity a large contri-
bution to the public revenues. On this
point it.is needless to enlarge—it speaks
for itself.

Nobody suggests that the high

benches of the republic are occupied
by men inferior in capacity and integ-
rity to those who adorn British courts,
but all the goodwill in the world can-
not alter a fact.

To say
that American politics are corrupt is
not to say that the president and his
.cabinet are corrupt,
Canadian criticism of United States
law and the administration thereof as
it affects Canadians s healthy, and
healthy Americans will welcome it as
contributing to the elevation of their
legal business, which they keenly de-
sire. The only people who ecan bring
the administration of justice into con-
tempt are che judges. No just, fear-
less tribunal was ever held in light es-
teem,

that the scientific’ forestry designed to
obtain permanent -results cannot he
safely left in private hands. Only gov-
ernment supervision and management
can do this and ensure the proper pro-
tection of the forest from fire and in-
sect ravages and from the other injur-
fous influences which affect its wood-
producing efficiency.

In the latter part of his contribu-
tion Dr. Clark dealt at some length
with various cognate subjects inci-
dental to the success of a national for-
est policy. As a preliminary step there
is the duty incumbent on the govern-
ment, federal and provincial, to under-
take a systematic stock taking of their
timber reserves. This means the de-
termination of “the kind, quality, guan-
tity, state of maturity, rate of growth
and location of the standing -timber,
the character of the sofl, and its adapta-
bility for growing pérticular ‘kinds of
timber; and a more or less complate
topographic survey having special re-
ference to the drainage, character of
the surface and such other features as
would be of importance in planning
logging operations.” Such a preparatory
investigation is essential for the estab-
lishment of a well considered plan of
operation, and would be no less valu-
able in enlightening public npinimIQR
to the potential wealth of the forest
resources of Ontario. No mere fruit-
ful and weighty task can be undertaken
than this, .
