The American victory Is complete, and, 
according to the best Information obtain­
able at this time, the American vessels 
were practically untouched, and only one 
man was killed, though the ships were sub­
jected to the heavy Are of the Spaniards 
all the time the battle lasted.

Cervera’s Gallant Da»h.
Admiral Cervera made as gallant a dash 

for liberty and for the preservation of h!a 
ships this morning as has ever occurred In 
the history of naval warfare. In the face 
of overwhelming odds, with nothing before 
him but Inevitable destruction or surrender 
if he remained any longer in the trap in 
which the American fleet held him, he 
made a bold dash from the harbor at the 
time the Americans least expected him to 
do so, and, fighting‘every inch of his way, 
even when his ship was aflame and sir kr 
ing, he tried to escape the doom which 
was written on the muzzle of every Ameri­
can gun trained upon his vessels.

The Americans saw him the moment he 
left the harbor and commenced their work 
of destruction immediately. For an hour 
or two they followed the flying Spaniards 
to the westward along the shore line, send­
ing shot after shot into their black hulls, 
tearing great holes into their steel sides and 
severing their decks with the blood of the 
killed and wotmded.

They shewed 
no signals of surrender, even when their 
ships commenced to sink, and the greet

The eb»wed that they were on fire. But they 
tnrped their heads toward the shore less 
than a mile away, end ran them on the 
beach and rocks, where their destruction 
was soon completed. The officers and 
men on board them escaped to the shore 
as well as they could, with the assistance 
of boats sent from tbe American men-of- 
war, and then threw themselves upon the 
mercy of their captors, who not only 
tended to them the gracious hand of Am­
erican chivalry but sent them a guard to 
protect them from the murderous bands 
of Cuban soldiers hiding In the bush on 
the hillside, eager to rush down and at­
tack the unarmed, defeated, but valorous 
foe.

One or another of the Spanish ships be­
came the victim of the awful rain of shells 
which the American battleships, cruisers 
and gunboats poured upon them, and two 
hours after the first of the fleet had start­
ed out of Santiago harbor three crnisei’s 
and two torpedo boat destroyers were lying 
on the shore, 10 to 15 miles west of Morro 
Castle, pounding to pieces, smoke and flame 
pouting from every part of them and 
erlng the entire coast with a mist which 
could be seen for miles.

ed himself and his command to Lieut. 
Morton, and asked to be taken on board 
the Gloucester, which was the only Ameri­
can vessel near him at tbe time, with sev­
eral of his officers, Including the captain of 
the flagship. The Spanish Admiral, who 
was also wounded in the arm, was taken to 
the Gloucester, and was received at b-.r 
gangway by her commander, Lieut. Com­
mander Richard Walnwrlght, who grasped 
the hand of the grey-bearded Admiral and 
said to him:
“I congratulate you, sir, upon having 

made as gallant a fight as was ever wit­
nessed on the sea.”

Lieut. Commander Walnwrlght then placed 
bis cabin at the disposal of the Spaulsa 
officers.

ter Yesterday—Comparison With 
Messenger Systenis.

A citizen of Toronto yesterday wished to 
send a message as quickly as possible to a 
residence on Amelia-street. Incidentally, he 
wished to test the efficacy of Hon. Mr. 
Mnlock’s new 10-cent stamp, which he had 
heard possessed extreme ^elements of speed 
In getting a letter to it* destination. This 
stamp is the hallmark of the special deliv­
ery inaugurated on Dominion Day by the 
Fostofflce Department.* Most citizens are 
aware of the modus operand! of the tran­
saction. The man wrote a letter to a 
friend, explaining that on receipt of the 
epistle the friend should Immediately note 
the hour at which It was received and ring 
him up at his office.

The man describes the transaction as fol­
lows: You take your letter and creep up 
to the Postoffice, glancing at every clock 
on the way, because you are human, ascend 
the Postoffice steps, and range yourself In 
the scrimmage at the stamp counteroffer 
the other nine customers have been served 
you smile at the young lady and pince 
your letter, with 12 cents on It, In the Im­
mediate range of her vision, asking plainly 
for $yz*bpeclal delivery stamp. The young 
lady* takes the change and hands you a 
two-cent stamp back, together with a miirt 
finer affair, a large green ten-cent stamp 
with “Special Delivery” wreathed around 
the portrait of Her Majesty.

She also hands you your letter, and you. 
place the two stamps on and drop the let­
ter Into the delivery box, aud then look 
out of the window for a pair of wings or a 
revelation of some -mechanism whereby 
your letter will be hustled to Its destina­
tion.

The man did this and ftnmediately wheel­
ed and found It was Vi of a second to 3 
o’clock. Also glancing down the slide of 
the wicket, he observed the lower part of 
a pair of human legs.

After thaFtfce matter was taken entirely 
out of his hçnds. He. returned to Ills of­
fice, and time passed till the telephone 
bell clanged, and a boy brought him a slip 
with “3.19” written on it

Allowing Sir. Mulock the quarter of a 
second, the letter was delivered in 19 
minutes by the blfcycte messenger to a dis­
tance of two miles, with an up grade.

So that the man was satisfied, and when­
ever he finds time hanging heavy on lis 
hands he Is going to send some special 
delivery messages.

A comparison of this system with those 
operated by local concerns In the shape 
of a staff of blcÿcle messengers brings cut 
a variety of points.

The Palmer House bicycle livery, the 
Great Northwestern Telegraph Company 
and the Despatch Messenger Office would 
have charged 25c to do the same service in 
practically the same time, bringing an.an­
swer If required.

But these companies will also send a par­
cel that can be handled by a bicyclist at 
the same rate, or will call at a patron’s 
office, saving the necessity of a busy man 
leaving his office.

They will also take charge of money to 
be delivered, if specified to one person 
only, receiving a receipt.

If a gentleman is about to leave on a 
train he can ring up these companies and 
have several parcels called for and deliv­
ered to him before his train starts.

If a letter or parcel Is assigned to a

Hamilton Board of Health Blundered 
in Excluding the Press.

Niagara rails, Canada, Task a Bay Off 
and Crossed Over to Niagara Falls, New 
T.rk Lai.a Jock and Man and 
Stripes Fleeted Together and Ceased 
Enthusiasm,

Niagara Falls, Out., July 4.—The Fourth 
of July was perhaps celebrated to-day at 
Niagara Fails, N.Y., as It bas never been 
before in the history of tne United States. 
The day’s doings were largely advertised 
by large bills pointing out the fact it 
was to be an international celebration, 
the bills bearing the Stars and Stripes 
*nd Union Jack, which had the effect ot 
bringing visitor» from far and near to 
see the British and Americans Join hands 
and celebrate the glorious Fourth of July. 
The day'e doings consisted of a monster 
parade of the Fire Department and socie­
ties, in which the Fïre Brigade from this 
town participated. The Mayor, Council 
and civic officials of both Niagara Falls, 
N.Y., and this place were also In the per- 
*ade. The Union Jack and Stars and Stripes 
both waved together in the breeze, and 
were cheered to the echo by thousands of 
spectators that lined, the streets all along 
the line. .Mayor Hill of this town declared 
the day half holiday, and thousands of 
Canadians crossed the bridge and showed 
by their presence and lusty cheers their full 
sympathy with the people of the United 
States in their struggle for Cuba’s freedom. 
The stores, business places and private 
residences of Niagara Foils, N.Y., were 
profusely decorated as they have never 
been before with Union Jacks and Stars 
and Stripes, and no one within the gates 
of the Cataract City knew any other na­
tionality but British and American national­
ity to-day, and the cheers of the multitude 
that thronged the streets rent the aJr for 
the welfare of these two greet peoples. 
After the parade patriotic and appropriate 
speeches were made In Prospect Park by 
prominent Americans and Canadians. After 
the speeches a greet program of bicycle 
and local horse races eventuated on the 
driving park. During the evening numbers 
of fireworks were set off over the rapids 
above the American Falla from Goat Island, 
which were witnessed by 15,000 persons.

THE DOOM OF HISTORY.
Great movements in history make their 

own gait, and they may move so slowly 
that we are unable to see -the connection 
between events that are in truth related. 
One hundred and forty years ago the 
dominion of France in North America 
came to an end after a long and fierce 
struggle with England and her cotonios 
on this continent: the French colonizing 
movement: failed and went down before 
the English colonial spirit. Today It 
would seem es if the last trace of the 
power of Spain on this continent were 
about to disappear in a similar struggle 
with England or the children of England. 
Spanish colonial empire, too, has failed 
in America, while the English movement 
dominates everything,and what appeared 
to be a split between England and her first 
cvlonies promises to be a reunion against 
the world. Why did France go down in 
America, why is Spain disappearing be­
fore the Anglo-Saxon? The reason in 
e’ther case was much the same to those 
who can read the signs of history, but 
Spain refused to learn where France 
had left a frightful finger-post, and has 
steadily bundled forward to a similar 
doom. Every doom has n cause and 
many dooms anrilar causes, but nations 
like individuals delight in not seeing.

And what was the cause of the down­
fall of France and of Spain In America? 
Political corruption for one thing. Not 
that English and American political 
institutions are not tainted. Bnt they 
are certainly leas tainted. The one 
thing our neighbors and ourselves have 
to fear is political corruption in any of 
Its forms. We, no more than Spain or 
France, have any heaven-born daim to 
immunity. Our turn may come, and for 
our neighbors we sometimes think their 
day of trial is near at hand. It they 
wonld save themselves, if we would 
save ourselves^ we must learn the 
lesson.

Corridor» of the White House Rang 

With Cheers When Sampson*» 
Despatch Arrived.

Washington, July 4.—In the Senate to­
day resolutions calling upon the Secretary 
of War for Information as to experiments 
with explosives and Invention» were pass­
ed, and consideration of the Hawlian reso­
lution» were resumed. Mr. Alien (Neb.) op­
posed the resolution. He laid down the 
proposition that annexation Involved the 
abandonment of the Monroe doctrine and 
the traditional foreign policy of thi» coun­
try. He declared that Porto Rico, Cuba and 
the Philippines should be made independent. 
Spain should pay the entire cost of the war 
and the war should not end with any in­
crease of this Government’s territorial pos­
sessions.

The wildest and most Indescribable 
thuslasm greeted Admiral Sampson’s de­
spatch announcing the complete annihila­
tion of Admiral Cervera’s fleet and the sur­
render of the admiral himself with 1300 
Spanish prisoners. Cheer after cheer rang 
through the corridors of the State, War 
and Navy Buildings. A surging mass of 
newspaper correspondents struggled about 
the bulletin boards, and hundreds of of­
ficials and clerks crowded up to hear the 
stirring news. First the hurrahs started in 
the Navy Department, but, as word passed 
along, the cry was taken up until every hall 
and corridor echoed with cheers of vic­
tory. Soon the news spread outside, and 
ran to the 4th of July ‘crowds ujitU the 
whole national Capital was sharing in the 
cheers. To say that the glad tidings were 
welcome to the President and his advisers 
but faintly tells the sentiment lt inspired. 
Among them and In all official quarters 
It was accepted not only as a glorious vic­
tory on the natal day of the Republic, 
but one which dealt such a deadly blow 
to Spain that she could not rise again.

The Associated Press despatch conveying 
Admiral Sampson’s cablegram, telling of the 
capture of the Spanish, fleet was read in 
the Senate. At the conclusion of the good 
news all the Senators and occupants of the 
galleries joined in the applause, which was 
prolonged.

The chair refrained for once from any ef­
fort to check a demonstration ' of approval 
In the Senate Chamber.
Two More Spanish Ships Destroyed.

Off Santiago de Cuba, July 2, via King­
ston, Jamaica, July 3.—On the morning of 
July 1, the Hirst, Hornet and Wampatuck 
destroyed a Spanish gunboat near Cape 
Cruz. On the afternoon of the same day 
these members of the Mosquito Fleet de­
stroyed another Spanish war vessel at Ma- 
zanilla. At the latter place a hot engage­
ment ensued between the three small Am­
erican craft and nine Spanish vessels, sup­
ported by land batteries and troops ashore.

One large Spanish torpedo boat was dis­
abled, three Spanish gunboats were seri­
ously injured, and a pontoon full of Span­
ish troops was sunk, the enemy escaping 
in boats.

The Hornet was temporarily disabled, 
but the only casualties on the American 
side were three men slightly scalded by 
escaping steam. The Spanish loss in troops 
and sailors is believed to be heavy.

The Hirst,Hornet and Wampatuck return­
ed to Santiago de Cuba to-day and were 
sent to Guantanamo for repairs.

As far as the United States and Spiin 
are concerned the war Is practically over. 
The annihilation of Cervera’s fleet leaves 
the Spaniards on this side of the At­
lantic almost completely at the mercy cf 
the Americans. Whether Spain will 
have the good sense to yield at once to 
the inevitable or will invite further des­
truction and slaughter remains to be 
seen, but the end, In any event, can­
not be tong delayed. The United States 
flag will soon be flying over every 
Spanish possession in America. But while 
the end of the struggle between Spain 
and the United States is within sight, 
other complications of a serious turn are 
not only possible but quite probable. The 
powers of Europe will demand a voice 
in the settlement of the terms of peace 
ard in the division of the spoils. The 
German Emperor has already Interfered 
with Admiral Dewey’s tactics at Manila. 
The gunboats of the two nations have 
been pointed against each other, and 
Russia stands by in threatening attitude. 
It will require no little diplomacy to 
prevent a serious complication between 
the United States and continental 
Europe in the winding-up of the war. 
The war itself can furnish few more 
surprises, but no one can foretell how the 
powers will finally adjust the bankruptcy 
proceedings. Confined to its present 
narrow limits, the Spanish-American war 
could never become a really great 
struggle, but it may easily become the 
spark that will kindle a mighty confla­
gration. „ t

-MENA movement Is now under way among 
certain members of the medical profession 
to establish u consumptive sanatorium In 
the Immediate vicinity of the city. The 
scheme is outllped In the July) number of 
The Canada Lancet.
' It is the intention to have It near one of 
the trolley lines, which run out of the city, 
on either of which there are very good ele­
vated sites, and to make it a first-class In­
stitution lu every respect as relates to gen­
eral equipment, providing all welbrecog- 
mzed modern menus for the most scientific 
treatment of patients, yet on an economi­
cal plan.

It is the purpose of the promoters to pro­
vide for the poorer classes of patients, and 
In all stages of the disease, with the hope 
of checking its progress lu cases even con­
siderably advanced 
sometimes Tias been done, and also to pro­
vide a home wherein the last days of home­
less sufferers may be relieved of their most 
distressing symptoms, and 
fcrtable as the resources, of 
cine, including, of course,, the best of nurs­
ing and general care, can make them, and 
avoiding in this way danger to their rela­
tives and others.

It Is purposed to obtain ,lf possible, ft 
small farm in nn elevated, sunny locality, 
as free from fogs and dampness as pos­

The total number of United States fall- 

ues reported in the first six months of the 
present year was 6429—8 per cent, fewer 
than a year ago, 15 per cent, less than In 
1896, 2.5 per cent, less than In 1895 and 
1.5 per cent, below those of 1894, while as 
compared with 1893 the Increase in num­
ber Is only 3 per cent. It Is, however, in 
the reduced volume of liabilities that the 
real measure of improvement is to be 
found. The total liabilities of those 6429 
traders failing in the first half of this year 
aggregated $72.120,341—23 per cent, smaller 
than in the first half of last year,' 31.6 per 
cent, smaller than in 1896. 9.5 per cent, 
smaller than in 1895. 12 per cent, smaller 
than in 1894 and 57 per cent, below those 
of 1893. The Increase In liabilities as com­
pared with 1892—a year of very large busi­
ness—4s found to be 27 per cent., but as 
compared with 1891—a year also of large 
business, but likewise of large and numer­
ous failures—a decrease in liabilities Is 
shown of 22 per cent.
