British Reply to United States on
Request to Have Embargo on
Cattle Raised.

SOME LANDING UNDER RESTRICTIONS

Opening of British Poris to Cana-
dian Live Cattle is Considered
Most Improbable,

Léndon, Dec. 5.—The Board of Agri-
culture has intimated its willingness to
remove the embargo on cattle arriving
from New England ports whenever the
American Department of Agriculture
considers the outbréak is suppressed.
The board issued to-night an order en-
abling the landing of. cattle under cer-
tain restrictions from the steamer Irish-
man, which has arrived at Liverpool
from Boston, the steamers Kansas and
Victoria, due to-day at Liverpool from
Boston, and the steamer Cambrian, due
at London from Boston.

Meantime, the importers here say
that the quarantine has little effect on
the American meat supply, since the
bulk comes from the west, and it is
merely a question of shipping the cattle
by way of Newi York, Instead of
Boston.

Regarding the general question of
opening English ports to Canadian and
Argentine live cattle there is not the
slightest likelihood of the admittance of
Argentine cattle until the Boardg of
Agriculture is satisfled that the foot
and mouth disease has been not only
stamped out in the Argentine Republic
but until the latter establishés an ef-
fectual quarantine against the sur-
rounding infected territory, of which
there is no immediate prospect.

On the other hand the importers

say that the opening of British
ports to Canadian live cattle is not
only improbable, but #f done would
not favornbly affect the English
meat supply, because it is cheaper
to sell Canadian range steers in the
United States and ship them dressed
io England than to import them
alive here to be fattened for the
market.

FISH IN GREAT LAKES.

They Are Steadily Diminishing, in

Spite of Precautions,
S ST

New York., Dec. 5.—The fish in the
Great Lakes are steadily diminishing
in numbers, many persons think, de-
spite the strenuous efforts of the gov-
ernment at re-stocking, and the -pre-
cautions against poaching. M. G.
Lloyd of the Fisheries Department had
a few ‘'words to say about it yesterday.
“Wasteful fishermen and scoundrels
who use dynamite in fishing,”” he as-
serted, ‘‘are doing their best to undo
the  work of the government in re-
stocking the lakes. When it is con-
sidered that hundreds of millions of
pounds of fish are yearly taken from
the lakes by legitimate means, it can
be easily understood how great a
drain on the stotk that is, without
resorting to dynamite in the catch.
The fish are taken so constantly that
the danger of extinction is great. The
government collects . the eggs and
hatches them artificlally, and white-
fish and trout are the principal fish

caught.”

ENTHUSIASTIC ABOUT THE NEW LAND

The Kind of Young Man Nceded for

; Development of the Grain-
Growing Belt,

The stories of some of the people
from the States now passing thru To-
ronto for new homes in Northwest
Canada show the ease with which
gettlers are induced to leave the bes
farming sections of the middle States
for that section. In the city yesterday
were George Abbott wife and mother,
en rohte from Bowling Green, Ohio.
They were going, probably, to some
point in Alberta, but their exact lo-
cation would be determined later. The
head of the family is just 21 years
old, strong and vigorous and with a
practical knowledge of farming.
#«Yes, P have joined the army of m-

vasion, if that is what you call it,”
Mr. Abbott observed with a smile 1o
a World reporter. ‘““We are going to
the Northwest to settle. How did E
happen to conclude to :nakg the mov~?
Well, it was this way : We owned a
pundred acre farm near Bowling Green.
That's in Northern Ohio, just one
county removed from the lake. I was
born and raised there, and there ain't
no better farming land in the world
than right down there. When I tell
you that we got $7000 cash for our
hundred acres you will understand
that.
Interested in Canadian Paper.

“Adjoining our farm is a family
which came from near Moontreal years
ago, but they still take a Canadian
paper. Two years ago I borrowed
their paper. It is a weekly and had
gome mighty good stories in it—family
stories you know. Some time after-
wards there was a story printed in
it about the free homes in the North-
west part of Canada and we talked
a good deal about it, but I can tell
gou frankly we never thought we
would leave the States for that coun-
try. Several farmers we knew made
trips out there last sumamer, and four
or five of them never came back. But
they sent for their families. They wrote
jetters telling us what a fine counftry
4t was and some more of the feilows
sround there went out. Each one
wrote that he had swore to something
or other, an oath I believe one fellow
paid it was, and that he was now a
Britisher. I don’t understand exactly
gbout that, but I was told that it meant
you had to serve in Canada’s army if
they wanted you. Anyway they wrote
that they were mighty well pleased.

“Then I read another long report in
that ‘Canadian story paper and ma and
1 talked together about selling out
gnd going there. I wrote a Canadian
rallroad company, and they sent me a
jot of books and papers. 1 found that
you could get a farm for nothing, or
you could buy a better one for ten
gollars an acre.

but the fact that is undisputed is that
the law is constantly violated. Per-
haps, if nothing else should come of
yesterday’s vote, the warning which
the liquor dealers have received will
not have been given in vain.

sent returns, but if the vofe for the
act should be as large as now seems
probable, the temperance organizations
will be strongly armed if they ap-
proach.the government to ask for fur-
ther restrictions in the, license sys-
tem. The cooler heads myst now ad-
mit that the referendum has fully
justified itself, and that tho the Liquor
Act has failed to carry, the temperance
cause has been advanced by this cam-
paign of education, which developed a

The Engineer’s recommendation in
s pegard to sewage disposal east of

Woodbine-avenue,was yesterday after- ‘

noon sent back to Council by the
Works Committee. When the matter
was siscussed in Council last Mon-
day, it was opposed by East End al-
dermen, and there were different opin-
jons as to whether the city at large
should not pay for the pbacteria beds
and septic tanks, instead of having
the whole assessed as a local improve-
ment. When it was further broached
§n ithe 'Works Committee yesterday
atternoon, Engineer Rust reported
that, if there is any probability of the
sewage disposal scheme for the entire
section of the city being proceeded
with in the near future, it would be
advisable to allow this matter to stand
in abeyance, as by so doing, the sum
of $7600 would be saved. The total
cost -of the proposed work is $£45,000;
the cost of the bacteria peds and sep-
tic tanks necessary for the proper
treatment of the sewage, $7600; pump-
ing plant, etc., $8000, the balance be
ing for sewers. In any event, even if
the system of disposal for the ‘entire
city is proceeded with, these scwers
and pumping plant would be required.

Robert Mgoon appeared before the
committee on behalf of residents of
Leuty-avenue and viginitv. He said
the people wanted the system estab-
lished, as a local improvement, and
they were willing to pay for it.

DR. MORAES DIES IN BRAZIL.

Former President Succumbs After
Being I11 for Years,

Rio de Janeio, Brazil, Dec. 5—Dr.
Prudente Jose de Moraes, former Presi-
dent of Brazil, died yesterday in Pinda-
monhangaha, State of Sao Paulo.

Dr. Prudente Jose de Moraes was the
first President of Brazil chosen from
civil life by the will of the people.
There had been two Presidents before
1im, but they had gained their power
thru military prowess. -

Dr. Moraes was elected President in
1804, and served thru the full term of
four years. He was a distinguished
lawyer. One of the principal features
of his character was “inflexible moder-
ation.”

While essentially a man of peace, his
administration was filled with turmoil,
which developed into numerous plots
to assassinate him. Some of the plot-
t%rs were detected and severely punish-
e

Dr. Moraes had been in poor heaith
for several years. It was announced

in 1895 that he suffered from cancer of |
the liver, He was about 60 years old |

at the time of his death
Dr. Moraes had a long training in
political life. He was a member of

the Chamber of Deputies during the

empire. He eventually became the lead-
er of the Republican party. When he
was elected President of the republdc
h: resigned the Presidency of the Sen-
ate,

T0 SOLVE LABOR PROBLEMS.

Chicago Merchants Perfecet Organi-
zation for a Clearing House,

Chicago, Dec. 5.—Under the airange-
ments which have just peen pepfected by
the associated tcaming Iinteresis, an or-
gauization of Chicago merzhants who are
icterested in tramsportatir>a by wagons,
there has been tormed a clearing house for
labor tioubles which is expected to have
a far reaching influence.

Not only is puace assured for many

months to come between team drivers and
their employers, but a mediim of settle-
ment is established for nearly every otheér
line of induastry.
_ The orgauization of the associated teain-
ing interests was completad yestepday by
the selection of an advisory board, which
eventually will become a settling place for
disputes between employer an:d embploye.

Ever since the teamsters formed into
unions their co-operation has been rought
by mearly every other lahor organization
in time of trouble. The most serious case
was when the freight handlers were out
last summer, and the cowandssion drivers
and truck {eamsters struck in sympathy
with them.

The joint arbitration board formed Ly
the teamsters and their employess was a
petent factor in the settlement of this trou-
ble, but since that time the teamsters
have heen constantly hesought to engage in
strikes, many of which enlisted their sym-
pathy, but in which, owing to their agree-
ments, they hesitated to take an active
part.

The employers have realized for some
time that thelr interests demanded protec-
tion, and they have adopted rhe advisory
board as the best method.

In the future when the teamsters are re-
| quested to take up the grievances of other
unjons they will refer the troubled union
to the advisory board of employers. Here
the matter in dispate will be taken up and
the employer requested to appear to state
hig side of the case. An effort will be
nade to settle the matter in this hearing,
buf if this i= not sucessfal both parties
iwill be requested to subimit the case to
the teamstors’ arhitration board and agree
to ablde by its. decision. -

Any union. which:refuses to take such a
! course wiil be deprivad of the support of
the teamsters,while, if the employer proves
rnwilling, he may be boycotted by the
 tenmsters.

United States Railroads Alarmed at
~ the Emigration to Canada's
Golden West.

ST. LOUIS CENTRE OF ORGANIZATION

¥und Subscribed to Divert Flow
From Garden Spot of All
the States,

The movement from the States to-
ward Canada’s productive Northwest

during the past summer has caused
more alarm apparently in the south-"
western part of the States than in|
pther sections of the Republic. At|
any rate the drain has proven so r,er-'
jous on, Texas, Arkansas, Missouri,
XKansas and ‘Oklahoma that the great
railroads covering those States have
just formed a powerful syndicate for

the purpose of preventing a similar
movement toward Canada from that
part of the boundless west next year.

This is the strongest confession the
{American corporations have yet made
that Canada is proving a serious rival
§n their work of settling up the WestL-
ern States. In the Republic the large
corporations controlling the railroads
radiating all over the States west of
the Mississippi River are the real
pioneer agencies. It has proven SO
in the past, and they will be no less
factors in the deveiopment of ‘the
western territories in the future.

But not in the history of western
development in the States has such a
gigantic combination been formed for
the purpose of diverting immigration
as that which was given birth to in St.
Louis a few weeks ago. There is
every reason to beleve that the stream
pouring into ‘Canada from that part
of the world is responsible for this
combination.

To Stem the Tide, 4

The managing spirits - of half a
dozen of the strongest railroads in the
States met. They were E. M. Le-
baume of the Cotton Belt, George T.
Nicholson of the Santa Fe, John Se-
pastian of the Chicago, Rock - Island
and ‘Pacific,c, W. M. Fenwick of the
Missouri, Kansas and Texas, H.: G
Townsend of the Missouri Pacific, and
George Lee of the Choctaw. The com-
bined mileage of these roads will ag-
gregate 75,000, some of them reaching
thruout the southwest from Chicago
go San Francisco-

After discussing the marvelous rush
of farmers toward Canada, and possible
remedies to turn the tide in the direc-
tion of the territory their lines ftra-
wersed,the committee appropriated $50,-
000 as a starter, and selected an offi-
dent corps of men to handle the
bureau. The ‘headquarters will be at
St. Louis, but branches will be. estab-
lished in Texas, Arkansas, Indian
Merritory, Oklahoma, New Mexico and
Southern Missouri to contribute to the
Buccess of the whole.

Clearly these representatives are go-
ing into the movement to head off tne
current that has been moving during
the past year with such irresistible
force into the Britjsh domain to the
north of the Republic.

When
people leave that. part of the States
to find homes in Canada they are be-
ing diverted from the garden spot ¢f
all the States.

enthusiasm that has been create

among the farming element of ihé
States in favor of free farms in Can-
ada can scarcely be overestimated.
The St. Louis Globe, Democrat, of Nov.
80 prints half a page on the subject,
and the pictures of many of the fa-
mous passenger men interested in the
movement for' the regeneration of the
southwest. It declares that the rail-
road managers of the southwest have
observed the extraordinary movement
toward Canada among a most desir-
able population in their territory, as
well as other parts of the States, and
they have determined to handle the
immigration bureaus with more skill
than in the past. For this purpose they
are combining. In the past they
have spent thousands of dollars for
literature explaining the richness of
the lands in their territory, the ease
with which they could be secured and
the desirability of the country for
homesteaders, but in spite of this at-
tractive literature the tide has turned
in a most unexpected direction.

In view of the fact that people ue-
giring homes in the southwest can se-
cure locations on railroad lands at
very moderate cost, and with every
encouragement, it is really extraordin-
ary that the territory covered by these
roads should be losing their settlars,
whom they have frequently acquired
at great cost, to even Canada's fertile
fields. It is the finest commentary in
favor of Canada's unsurpassed re-
sources, and the best tribute the Do-
minion can receive.

Popular With Newspaper Men,

One great strength of these very
railroads involved is the efforts made
by their passenger departments to in-
terest outside newspaper men in their
‘gection of the country. Two names in
this gathering stand out in the galaxy
of able general passenger agents dear
to the hearts of thousands of news-
paper writers all over the United
Btates, Canada and elsewhere. They
are H. C. Townsend, general passeng
agent of the Missouri Pacific Railroad,
and E. M. Lebaume, general passenger
agent of the Cotton Belt Railroa:d,
Primarily, the object of passenger
agents is to popularize their lines i.nd
secure as much advertising at as
small an outlay as is necessary. Their
methods differ, but the skill of these
two men in making friends of news-
paper people is phenomenal. In. the
first place they make it their business

what transportation they require, and
they are not a bit stingy about it,
either. As a result, wherever railroais
are known the names of Lebaume and
Townsend and roads they represent
are best known. They are hustlers,
alert to all good things and thoroiy
genial gentlemen. 5

Among the many fraternal and sick
benefit societies in the Dominion of
Canada, the Canadian Order of For-
esters stands at the head as regards
finances, having the largest surplus
per $1000 of risk of any soclety doing
business in this country. The mem-
bership now numbers 48,000, and the
surplus in the insurance fund at the
1st of November, 1902, was $1,264,000,
and it is increasing at an average of
about $£12,600 per month.

Gurd gusher, as it has been named
after one of its owners. For some
time past Raleigh Township farmers,
in boring for water, have at compara-
tively little depth come acros traces
of oil and oil gas, and it was this that

Jed Mr. A. T. Gurd, ex-M.L.A., for West |

Lambton, and his associates to try for
oil -in this locality. A Dboring
rig was brought down from Petrolea
and operations were started early in
September last. Some delays Oucurredt
but finally on Nov. 12, at a depth of
320 feet, an enormous flow of oil was
encountered in the lower limestornes.
The well was capped to keep it under
control, tanks were set up and the
gusher began to show what it could do.
And it is said that in one run of 19
hours anywhere from 700 to 900 barrels
of oil were secured. At this rate the
gusher has a capacity of forty barrels
an hour, or say a thousand banreis
day. An idea of what this means com-
mercially may be gotten by the read-
er when .it is stated that the oil at
present brings $1.96 per barrel on the
track, and that the cost of production is
insignificant. At $2 a barrel the well
could produce $£2000 worth of oil per
24 hours. It is to be remembered, how-
ever, as will be shown herealter, that
such a rate of production is not expect-
ed to keep up for very long. The gush-
er's capacity is likely within a few
weeks to materially diminish, but it
could do that and still be a highly re-
spectable and admirably behaved well
it may be added that the sinking and
equipping of the well cost about $600,
and, as already indicated, the cost of
operation is only nominal.

The present owners of the Gurd well
are Messrs. A. T. Gurd, J. H. Kitter-
master, Dr. Fairbank and M. J. Wood-
ward, all of Petrolea, Canada’s oldest
and greatest oil field, and it is rumor-
ed that they have been offered $75,000
for the gusher,

Quite n Stampede,

As a result of the strike there has
been, as before stated, quite a stampede
of oil men into the neighborhcod, lands
have been leased for miles in all di-
rections from the farmers of the dis-
trict, and from the Canada L.and Com-
pany, which still holds the mineral
rights on some properties. The con-
sideration which the lessor gets in re-
turn for the lease runs from an eighth
of the output upwards. Mr. Gurd and
his partners have taken up 2000 acres
of land, and the following interests are
now identified with or are looking over
the district: the Standard Oil Company,
the Canadian OQil Fields, Limited, the
McCort Oil Company of Petrolea, the
Ontario and California Oil Company,
Limited, of Toronto, Carman and Fair-
banks of Petrolea, Bothwell, Texas and
California, H. Corey and Son of Pe-
trolea, the Union Oil Company of Pe-
trolea, Joseph Armstrong of Petrolea,
Chamberlain and McKenzie of Petrolea,
and Cameron and McKittrick, Christo-
pher McKenzie and Samuel Stokes, all
of Petrolea.

The prospecting for new wells has
started in all directions. A train load
of machinery has arrived from Pe-
trolea, and derricks are springing up
on nearby farms. It is said that from
fifteen ito Iltwenty 'boring Tigs have
already arrived and that more may be
expected on the ground before long.
The Ontario and Califorma (ii Com-
pany above mentioned has leased 2000
acres of land in the neighborhood, and
has boring operations under way in two
or three places.

Only One Well Yet.

The future of .the region will depend
upon the results obtained by the vari-
ous boring outfits within the next
month or two. One gusher does not
make an oil field any more than one
swallow makes a summer, and pecple
should not run away with the idea that
a new oil territory has as yet been
proven. Time will tell whether . the
Gurd gusher taps a mere pocket or
whether it indicates the presence of a
great deposit.

For the purpose of finding out from
experienced oil men what might be the
real significance of the Gurd find, I
have visited Petrolea, the forty-year
old oil field of Lambton County, and
interviewed two prominent e¢il men on
the subject. One of these,
Kerr, a canny Scot, who has amassed
a fortune in the business, and who has
sent representatives into Raleigh, ex-
pressed himself thus to me:
not seen the Gurd gusher, but from all
I éan hear it is a very respectable well,
altho by no means the greatest ever
struck in Canada. .Some of the Pe-
trolea and Oil Springs wells of the
early days gave much larger flows at
the outset. One thing against the Gurd
well is that it is a shallow well.

| The history of the ofl industry in
Ontario dates back to about 1860,when
crude petroleum was first secured in
the Petrolea reglon, and the produc-
tion has run along pretty steadilv ever
since. It is estimated that Ontario now
vields about $750,000 worth of oil per
annum. Petrolea alone boasts to-day
about 10,000 wells,above which 2 forest
of tall derricks spread their lean trian-
gular frames. I learn. moreover, that
the outlock for the industry was never
brighter than it is to-day. A striking
feature about the Petrolea field ig the
economy employed in operation, as
many as 150, and, in one case, over
200 wells, being operated with a single
| pumping rig- The cost of operating
some wells on this wholesale system
has been reduced to a few cents a day,
| extreme economy being necessary to
 make the smaller wells pay. The aver-
| #ge production of a well is from ]
'to 100 barrels a year. Some of the
| Petrolea wells have been producers for
| 85 years or more,but the average “life”
of a well is only 15 or 16 years.

An interesting development in the
Canadian oil industry is the establish-
}ment within-the past year at Petrolea
iof the plant of the Canadian Oil Re-
fining Company. Previous!y the Stand-
jard Oil Company had the monopoly of
| the refining business in Ontario, and
| Messrs. McCort and Kerr of Petrolea,
yabove referred to, are responsible for
the new refinery. It turns out 10000
worth of oil and oil products a month,
and will. it is understood, double the
output shortly.

MOVING AGAINST VENEZUELA.

What The NY. Tribune Thinks of
England and Germany’s Move.

New York, Dec. 4.—The Tribune,
commenting on the Venezuelan situa-
‘tion, says : The morning's news indi-
cates pretty clearly that positive action
is about to be taken by European pow-
ers for the satisfaction of their claims
against Venezuela, Whether there will

Discovery of a Rational
Treatment for Denfness.

A glance through the medical litera-
ture of the last twenty years reveals to
the close observer a remarkable diver-
sity of opinion among aurists as to

| what constitutes the proper method of

treatment for deafness and diseases of
the ear. Some authorities recommend,
in obstinate cases, cutting away the
drumhead of the ear; other aural surg-
eons are emphatic in saying that the
results obtained are too uncertain to
justify such severe measures. Another
class of medical men base the treat-
ment of deafness almost entirety on the
application of medicated vapors forced
through the nose into the middle ear by
way of the Eustachian tube, but it is
strange to .find these same aurists
acknowledging, in their writings on this
subject, that it is doubtful if medica-
tion applied in this way can reach the
seat of the disease which causes de-
fective hearing.

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'MOST SERIOUS DANGER.

Reckless Stock Speculating May In-
jure Canadian Prosperity.

Prof. Adam Shortt of Queen’s Uni-
versity spoke to the members of tl?e
Canadian Club at their luncheon in
McConkey’s last evening upon the sub-
ject of British trade in relation to Ger-
man and American competition. Rev.
D. Bruce Macdonald, president, occu-
pied the chair, and about 150 members
of the club and their friends were in
attendance. Prof. Sxorit's address was
ciear and intercsiing. He pointed out
that, so far as facts proved, FEritish
trade had nothing to fear from either
Germany or America; that Germany
was passing thru a period of hard
times, and that the real balance of
trade, as compared with America, was
distinctly in favor of Great Britain,
when figures were properly considered.
He quoted statistics in support of his
statements in this connection. He dwelt
upon the good times peing enjoyed in
Canada at present, and saw no reason
why they should not continue to exist.
The most serious danger that Canada
stood in the way of was that of reck-
