to find that Wallace had been stabbed.
Simpson was under the influence of
drink when arrested and the police

“The Rich Man in Hell; Laza-
‘tus in Abraham’s Bosom;
 Greatly Misunderstood Para-
ble”—Delivéred in the Colise-

- um, Toledo, O.

“And in hell he lift up his eyes,/
being in torments, and seeth Abra-
ham afar off, and Lazarus in hi®
bosom” (Luke xvi, 28).

The scriptures tell us that our Lord
spake unto the people 4n parables and
in dark sayings and that without a
parable speke he not unto the peopic.
He declared tnat the  understanding
of these parables and dark sayings
was only for a limited class. iIle sald,
“Unto you is given to know the mys-
teries of the kingdom of heaven, lut
to them <(outsiders) I speak in par-
ables” (Matthew xifi, 11-30).

Many dear Christian people who ure
themselves opposed to cruelty in every
fcym. subserioe to creeds of th¢ dars
ages which misrepresent the heaven'ly
Father as taking fiendish delight In
creating millions of humanity with the
foreknowledge of a precarious exist-
erce in the present life of a few years
and their eternal torture. It is claim-
ed by foreordination, or at least fore-
arrangement, God planned that all ex~
cept the saints shall spend an endless
eternity in most horrible torture. Bome
say in physical and 'others say in
mental torture worse, 'These Christiun
friends have appareritly falled to note
that the scripture refetences which
they beleve teach etermal torment are
all of' this parabolic or symbolic char-
acter; that there.is not a litera] state-
ment to such an effect from -Genesis
to Revelation,
are numerous scriptures: which declare
that the wicked shall be ‘‘destroyed,”
“perish,” ‘‘dle,” and that God's provi-
sion. 18 that none can have eternal life
except as & gift and favor thru Chriat,
“The wages of sin is death, but the
gift. of God is eternal life thru Jesus
Christ our Lord” (Romans vi, 23).

We remind you. that in the parable
the thing 'eald 1is ' never the thing
meant. Por instarce, wheat and tares
do. not meéan wheat and tares, but
children of the Kingdom and childrzn
of the wicked one. '‘Sheep and goats
mean the Lord’'s people and those of
a different spirit or disposition, 8o
in the parable under consideration.
We hold that the rich man and Lazar-
us and all the various things con-
nected with the story are parabolic.

We offer a suggestion as to the
meaning of the parable. We admit
that, since our Lord did not interpret
it, anybody has the same right  as
ourselves to seek to find and to make
known en interpretation which will fit
to all the various parts of the parable

monious. Yet we have never seen
any lucid interpretation except that
which we now present.

The rich man symbolizes the Yewish
nation.’ For centuries that people were
God’s peculiar people, of whom
said, ‘“You only have I known (recog-
nized) of all the familfes of the earth”
(Amos iif, 2). y .

St. Paul tells us that the Jews had
much advantage every way, ‘chiefly’
because that unto them were commit-
ted the oracles of God” (Romans iii,
2).  These divine gifts, favors, bless-
ings, promises, are all symbolically
represented in the rich man’s condi-
tion,

First.—His clothing of purple sym-
bolically represented royalty, That na-
tion God had organized as His king-
dom, as we read, “David sat on the
throne of the kingdom of the Lord,”
and, again, *Solomon sat on the throne
of the. kingdom of the Lord in the
room of his father David.” Altho this
kingly power was taken away from
them in the days of the King Zede-
kiah, nevertheless the sceptre of au-
thority remained 'with them. “The
sceptre shall not depart from Judah
» % » unti] Shiloh come.” Messjah was
therefore to come to that nation, that
it might have the great honor of be-
ing His kingdom, the ¢hannel of divine

lessing to the world,

Second.—The fine linen symbolically
represented righteousness, the right-
eousness which by divine arrange-~
ment was reckoned to that holy na-
tion “year by year.continually,” for
centuries, as a result of their atone-
ment day sacrifices,

Third.—The sumptuous fare repre-
sented .the gracious promises of God
thru the law and the prophets and
His covenants with that nation.

Leazarus, the poor beggar full” of
sores who ate of the erumbs, symbol-
ized those gentiles who wer outside
of the Jewish covenant, ‘“aliens and
strangers from the commonwealth of
Israel.” They had not the health and
fine linen symbolical of justification
and harmony with God. Their sores
and rags representcd their degrada-
tion, sin and allenation from divine
favor and forglveness. The eating of
the crumbs from the rich man’s table
represented that under divine arrange-
ment every promise and favor really
belonged to the Jews and that every
blessing granted to the gentiles was
from Iayael’'s fulness. Such cramps
of comfort were the healing of the
centurion’s daughter and the Cyro-
Phoenician woman’s daughter. When
this mother asked relief for her child
Jesus answered, "It is not meet to
Fake the children’s bread and to éive
it to the dogs.”” Our Lord thus used
an aphorism of that time and country
under which the Jews spoke of all
gentiles as ‘“heathen dogs.” The wo-
man accepted the answer without of-
fense, - knowing that it was the Jew-
ish sentiment in general, but she re-
plied, “Yea, Lord, yet the liitle dogs
eat of the crumbs which fall from the
children’s table.” Here she applied
the word dog to herself and other geri-
tiles, and the favor which she request-
ed she called a crumb from the Jewish
table, following our Lord's own sug-
gestion in the matter. s,

Fourth —The dogs which licked Laz-
arus’ sores represented gentiles in gen-
eral and that the class of them repre-
sented by Lazarus, anxious for a share
in divine mercy and grace, were com-
penions of dogs, aliens, foreigners from
divine favor,

Never since have they had national
life. They have been dead and buried,
entombed in hades as a nation. Thank
God, the resurrection of Israel to na-
tional lite is.clearly foretold under the
new covenant at the second coming of
Messiah in the
spiritua] kingdem, ‘“Behold, the - days
come, saith the Lord, when I il
make a new covenant with the house
of Israel and with the house of Ju-
dah” (Jeremiah xxxi. 81),

The - death of the Dbeg occurred
three and a half years after the cross
at the end of Isreel's specified seventy
weeks of speclal favor,  “‘The middle
wall of ition” between Jew and
gentile was then broken down. The
beggar was no longer outside of the
gate, the companion of dogs, but had
full access to the table of the Lord and
all the gracious promises and cove-
nants it held forth. Cornellus, the first
gentile convert, was received at this
time, and 'his ‘acceptance marked the
end of special Jewish privilege, the
breaking down of the “‘middle wall of
partition.” Then and thenceforth every
sincere gentile geeking fellowship with
God and a share in his gracious prom-
ises had, thru Christ, exactly the same
rights had the Jew—no more, no

. Indeed, theé Jewish converts to
Messiah became fellow members of
this Lazarus outcast class, which now,
tho no more glorious than before in the
sight of men, was especilally favoresd
of the Lord (Ephesians il. 15).

Abraham is styled the ‘“father of the
faithful,” and from this standpoint all
faithful to God are counted as hls
children—symbolically, This (s ' the
figure used .in this parable, Lazalus,
accepted to Abraham’s bosom in the
parable, means that all' of that class
outecast from the Jewish nation, but
hungering for the crumbs of divine
favor and blessing and cleansing, were
adopted as Abraham’s seed or children
0f his bosom (he typifying God),  Thus
all gentiles accepting Christ are now
children of Abraham, children of God
by faith in the blood of Chpist. Our
Lord Jesus Is the head of the seed of
Abraham, and all we as well as all
faithful Jews accepting him and be-
coming his disciples are counted mem-
bers‘of His Body. As the apostle de-
clares, ‘‘Now "we, brethren, as Isaac
was, are the children of promige,”
and, again, “If ye be Christ’s then are
ye Abraham’'s Seed and helrs” (Gala-
tians 111, 29; iv. 28), :

All scholars will concede that. the
Greek word hades and the Hebrew
word sheol, rendered hell in our coms-
mon version, really signify the deatht
state, the tomb. = Various scriptures
tell us of the silence of sheol and hades
and that there ig neither wisdom nor
knowledge nor device there; that the
dead know not anything. Scholars
thérefore have been perplexed greatly
at the statement of this parable that
, the rich -man lifted up his eyes In
hades, being in torments.  The diff-
culty Wdlssolves as soon as we have
the proper Interpretdtion to the para-
ble and see that the Jewish people
died as a nation and were byried as a
{ nation, but did not all die ipdividually.
The people of. Israel, 'qutcast from
.!'their own land among all the nations
of earth, are very much alive, socially
and personally, hdving suffered for all
these centuries, °

Only very recently we have had an
exhibition of how this rich man (Is-
rael), dead as a nation, but allve as a
people, has appealed to Father Abra-
ham to have Lazarus cool his/tongue
with a drop of water.

Now, if
the two tribes were represented i{n the
one man the other ten tribes would
be properly enough represented in his
“five brethren,” The suggestion of the
parable that something be done for
these five brethren is for the purpose
of showing us that nothing would be
done for them, The answer of the ap-

Vinist or Huguenot ancestors,

' According to. Rev.. Geo, Jackson, the
head and front of Unitarian offence
was their humanitarian conception of
Jesus, and belief that a mythical ele-
ment is t0 be found in stories related
in the four gospels. Rev., Mr. Jackson
had shaken Methodist orthodoxy to
its foundation by teaching the mythl-
cal character of the first eleven chap-
ters of Genesis; why then are Unitar-
ians illogical when they say there i3 a
mythical element in the stories of
Moses, Blijah and Jesus?

making faculty. The Christian com-
munity of the first century: were far
from critical, - The Apocryphal gospels
supplied most convincing evidence that
the myth-making faculty found a con-
genial field in the career of Jesus.

And it was not right for anyone to
state that while the Apocryphal gos-
pels were not mythical, the New Testa-
ment gospels were entirely devold of
the mythical clement. Not one of the
first three gospels contained what the
author personally knew of Jesus, hut
popular traditions current about half
& century after'He had passed away.

Rev. Mr. Jackson dtd not go as far
as his principles would leadhtm, said
Rev, Mr, Hutcheon in conéluston, He
made his Christianity dependent on
gome ‘unwonted happenings I the
physical wor'd, “while ‘the I"ag'l?arluu
bages his faith on the Boul itself, Its
experiences, its hopes, its aspirations.”’

ETHICS VS, RELIGION

Some Interesting Revelations by
Japanese Misslonary.

A mistaken Impression prevalls in
some quarters, remarked thé Rev. C.
H. Shortt, a returned missionary from
Japan, in St: James Cathedral yester-
day morning; that the Buddhist and
the Shintoist religions, or forms of
worship, are practically dead In Jap-
an; but nothing could be farther from
the truth, altho It is quite true that
both these forms of faith are rapidly
decaying.

Standing upon the steps of a great
Buddhist temple, the observer will see
throngs of attentive worshippers con-
stantly entering and leaving the place,
while very costly offerings which have
been made by municipal govenments
and wealthy citizens, who even reside
at very. considerable distances from
these shrines, can be seen, And yet al-
tho this is unquestionably the case,
it is also true that those who have ac- |
cepted western learning and western
ways have at all events for the mcst
part logt their faith and hgve replaced
it with nothing except a_very noble
system of ethics, <

“And we missionaries,” he said, ‘“‘are
not engaged in pulling down the fab-
rics of the ancient religions; for our
own hands are full of the very arduous
task of converting to Christianity those
who have abandoned every form of
religious belief. A book containing a
very pure system of ethiecs has Leen
placed in the -schools, and is widely
read; but it has not been found to
be at all equal to the emergency.

COBALT'S SILVER PRODUCTION.

In the report of .the Temiskaming
and Northern Ontario Railway Com-
mission, a document of the Ontario
Government, the section contributed
'by the engineer’ for the Cobalt dis-

" triet, now made public, should attract
the attention of investors and others
interested .in mining. Mr. Arthur A.
Cole, the engineer, points out that in
1908 the silver production of the whole
world was 194,000,000 ounces, whereof
the United States product was B51,-
798,068 ounces. Cobalt produced 21,-
000,000 ounces, or close on 9 per cent.
of the whole world. The Cobalt pro-
duction is incréasing at an unparalleléd
‘ rate, rising from 8,568,685 ounces in 1906
to 21,000,000 in 1908,
It appears from the report that ten
smelters have received and treated ore
from Cobalt during the past year,
while' six concentrators are in -oper-
ation in the camp, and four more are
being constructed. , 4
“A rapid but ' healthful advance,”
says Mr. Cole, “marks the progress of
“the Cobalt district. The shipments of
1908 were greatcr than the combined
shipments of the four previous years.
A point that appeals particularly o
the investing public is the fact that
more than 50 per cent. of the value
of the total output of the camp has
been paid back to shareholders in divi-
dends.” .

Mr. Cole also notes ‘the establish-
ment of two power plants on the
Montreal River, which are llkely to
cut down the present cost of power
by 50 per cent. There are 8500 men
employed in the mines of Cobalt and
vicinity. :

As soon as the city officials get the
scheduies for electric power and light
service for small users prepared, it will
be found that the advantages to the
ordinary householder will be quite as
great as for the large manufacturer.
Niagara Power in Teronto means elec-
tric light in every household that cares
to have it. 1t mearis all kinds of clean-
ly and convenient electric contrivances
for the housekeeper, and a general -
provement in the health and comfort
of the community. It will probably be
only a short time before the problem of
heating Is solved by electric power.
J.ong strides have been made in this di-
rection. Enquiries at Chlcago, where
coal costs $8 a ton, brought assurances
there that electric heating could be

Observatory Reveals What Canada
£5 Doing Scientifically, .~

A few members of parliament and
newspapermen took advantage of the
Wednesday night off to pay a visit to
the Dominion Obesryatory. This is &
branch of the government service that
'is not very well known to the average
| citizen, and in the four or five years of
the history of the present institution,
a development from the crude and out
of date ‘‘plant” of former years, it is
safe to say that not more than one-
fourth of the membership of parlia-
ment have taken the trouble to inves-
tigate for themselyes what is being
done with the money that goes out
every year for scientific investigations
of the heavenly bodies.

Such visits as a few of the common-
ers paid on Wednesday = night last
should be more freqtient, The observa-
tory was a revelation to the handful
who accepted the invitation of Dr, W.
F. King, chief of the institution. The
building is situated in the  beautiful
grounds of the experimental farm, but
the observatory is not, as many peopie
imagine, under the department of agri-
c¢ulture. It is administered by the In-
terior department,

The Big' Telescope.

The chief interest in the visit was,
of course, the big telescope which Prof.
Plaskett trained on the planet Jupiter.
The teleScope is situated in the great
revolving deme of the building. Thru
the aperture of the dome, it pointed,
and it was the work of only a few sec-
onds to turn it and adjust the delicate
mechanism so that the lens exactly
covered the distant object. A turn of
a screw and the telescope was adjusted
to the ‘“clock” which so swing it that
as the planet mbyved thru space it at
all times was exattly in the centre of
the disc. Jupiter is 250 million miles
and a few odd yards from this terres-
trial sphere. It is ten times.as large
as earth, its diameter being a mattler
of some 85,000 miles, and it has four
moons to light it up at night. It turns
upon its axis once in ten hours. These
are the main things about the planet
which an astronomer wilt tell you, and
if-you are interested in the science and
want to pursue the subject further
you may be told something about the
formation of the body, as to water and
land, atmosphere and such details as a
well-informed astronomer s at his
hand. But there was not time for this,
-as there was much to seé in other parts
of the building. Everyone was  per-
mitted to climb onto tle seat and affix
his eye to the small end of the tele-
scope. There was Jupiter hanging In
space a few feet from the outer lens,
as large as the frosted globe of a par-
lor lamp and just as brilliant. His four
moons, one of them but a dot in the
firmament, were plainly visible,

The great telescope that enabl the
farmers, pork-packers and doctors of
the house of commons to get within
measureable distance of a sphere 250
million miles away is not one of the
largest employed by celestial investi-
gators, but it is constructed’ on the
latest scientific principles”and is suf-
ficient, perhaps, for the work ‘that the
observatory needs to do. It cost about
$16,000, the greater portion of which
was for the polishipg of the lens,

-Following the yiew of the heavens,
Prof. Plaskett took the visitors to the
dark room and threw on canvas photo-
graphs of the moon in many phases,
nebulae, star clusters anpd other celes-
tial freaks, with sorse eclipses thrown
in. Many of these photographs, which
énable - the astronomers to study at
their léisure the features of the heav-
enly bodies, and to. make lines and
angles for measuring -distances, wore
taken at this observatory, while others
were borrowed from the Lick and other
famous Observatories.

Photo of Eclipse.

_- A photo of a complete eclipse of.the
sun was particalarly interesting. It
was the phenomenon which occurred
two or. thrée years ago. Several inves—
tigators from the Dominion Observa-
tory journeyed to Labrador to get pho-
togfaplis’ of thig eclipse, and spent
weeks perfecting arrangements, but,
-alas, on the fateful morning, the sky
was overcast by clouds, and the ob-
gervers ‘had to return home without 50
much as a glimpse of what. was taking
place above them. Fortunately, how-
ever, in Spain,°the weather conditions’
were , favorable for an unobstructed
view and some splendid photographs.
were obtained, one of which is in Ot-
tawa. The fruitless trip to Labrador
only illustrates what obstacles must
be overcome in .pursuing scientific
studies. Somebody will ask: Is it
worth while for Canada to expend
money in this way, when other inves-
tigators can find out-all there is‘ to
know, and we will get the benefit’ of
thelr labors? The answer is, thtat Caa-
ada must take her place in the world
of sclence, and not hang back while
others are doing the work.

This was the view of the ‘farmers,
pork-packers and doctors’” of the house
of commons who spent last Wednesday
night at the observafory. They went
away delighted with thelr experience
in the dome and the dark room, vol-
unteering to begrudge nothing fn the
way of public assistance to the band of
clever men associated with Dr. King in
exploring the ‘“regions beyond the air,”
for more intimate kn(;wlegge of the
other worlds in space. i

The Weather Faectory.

There is more to see, however, than
the astronomical instruments, Dr.
Klotz piloted the party thru the ‘wea-
ther factory,” where the various brands
of heat and cold, of rain and snow are
distributed without stint over the Do-
minion. This branch of the depart-
ment is equipped with the best instru-
ments that can be made for the pur-
pose of registering the dégrees of tem-
perature, and of foretelling, as accur-
ately as it is within the realm of pos-
sibility to fortell] what we are going to
have next in'the way of weather con-
ditions. In the basement the dark
room, where earthquakes are recorded,
was explored, and the seismograph was
temporarily put out of business for the
purpose of showing the visitors how Dr.
Klotz knows when there is an earth-
quake -anywhere on the earth without

The department

said that McGill University, Montreal,
is the most exactly located point on
theycontinent of America. The Domi.-
fon Observatory surveyors, to make a
map of Ontario, first fix a point, say at
Coteau, and erect a frame tower there-
on. With their instrunfents they sweep
the country for twenty miles in each
direction, mark the altitude of every
hill ‘and knoll, and the dépth of every
depression. When the section of the
country has been thus explored .they
proceed to a distant point within range
of the first tower and erect another
tower, allowing the farmer upon whose
land -the first tower was erected to
pull it down and use the timber; and
from the second observation pbint they
cover another range of country, mark-
ing the features of the landscape. And
so on, till the whole country has been
surveyed. These flimsy structures, it
was explained, are more stable for the
purpbse of ag¢éurate observation than
the tops of the most solidly-construct-
ed buildings. Whereas a ten-storey
ceoncrete and iron sky-scraper will
“bend” with the wind and oscillate
with its own weight, the observation
towers of  light wood, so cheap that
they are abandoned when the work of
the surveyors is completed, are bullt
on such scientific lines they will stand
perfectly erect against the wind, the
centre of the instriment remalining
exactly over the point marked on
terra firma.

Alarm is felt at Kharput because of
serious depredations by the Kurds in
the surrounding villages, altho the
town itself has not been the scene of
any particular disorders.

... Constantinople Quiets Down. -
The tension in Constantinople over
the situation is still very great, altho
this afternoon there seemed to’ be some
prospects of a peaceful solution of the
trouble. The people of the capital are
more concerned with thé advance of
the Salonikl troops than they are with
the massacres that are reported from
various quarters.. P
Several of the members of the parlia-
mentary deputation, which proceeded
last night to Tchatalje to reassure the
Saloniki troops, returned There this
morning. They report that the troops
ec-
tion of the Saloniki deputies, who fled
from the capital, and the punishment
of the ringleaders: of the rising on
Tuesday last, as an example, to pre-
vent the recurrence of such events.

The army, which is concentrating at
Techatalje, has promised not to “enter
Constantinople, but to await there the
fulfilment of its dengands.

“The officers of the Saloniki . army
control’ the train services to Europe,
and the service, as a consequence, 18
much delayed. Delay also has been
caused by the arrival of military trains
bringing reinforcemerits to the concen-
tration camp. ?

Considering Demands.

The council of ministers took
the demands of the troops
under consideration, The first of
these seems to be easy of solution,
provided the deputies agree to return.

The second demand, however, in-
volving the punishment of the ring-
leaders, will be difficult to meet, and
might cause trouble. . Constantinople
{s now tranquil, altho the public is
exceedingly apprehensive, The gar-
rison appears to be under better disci-
plins, and the troops have taken Luae
oath on the Koran to remain quiet and
obey their officers. The artillery,
which came in to the capital from
Hademekol yesterday and which made
preparations to return there, decidad
to. remain in Constantinople, The
Saloniki troops immediately installed
themselves at Hademekol on the de-
parture of the artillery, and announced
their determination not {o relinquish
their position.

At to-day’s sitting of the chamber
of deputies, Mustapha Effendi, the de-
puty - for ‘Alepho, was “elected presi-
dent. The members of the houge ap-
peared to some degree to have recov-
ered their reassurance, and many of
them were outspoken during the course
of the debate. Members of the depu-
tation sent to interview the Saloniki
troops gave conflicting accounts of ihe
result of their mission. All agreed,
however, that they found .the soldiers
determined to uphold the constitution
at all costs.

Troops Will Aveold War,

The spokesman of the soldiers is re-
ported as saying:

. “We are not here to promote a fra-
tricidal war., We realize that an ex-
change of shots would lead to foreign
intervention; therefore, we shall avoid
extremé measures. Nevertheless, we
have the means of entering Constantin-
ople without firing a shot ,if necessary.
We do not want advice. Your bBst
course is to return and expose those
who are responsible for this abomin-
able plot, who must be severely pun-

ly lacking in Constantinople. Try to
restore obedience by every means, and
he assured that we shall remain here
until we are satisfled that no fresh
attack will be made upon the consti-
tution.”

After some discussion of this reply,
the chamber resolved to send a depu-
tation to the barracks to explain to
the soldlers the evil results of dis-
obedlence. The deputies for Aleono
and Adana demanded that immediaie
.measures be taken to restore order in
4he Adana district and to punish the
ringleaders of the massacre, A mo-
tion to this effect was adopted unani-
mously. -

To Safeguard the Constitution.

A circular telegram has been receiv-
ed at the foreign embassies from Gen.
Husni Pasha, commanding the Saloniki
army, dated Saturday, in which he
says:

“The object of the army corps in
marching on Constantinople is merely
¥or the definite re-establishment of the
constitution, which is sacred to all‘true
Ottomans, and the legal punishment
of the cursed authors of the sanguinary
disorder. Be certain, excellency, that
the lives and property of foreigners,
the honored guests of our dear father-
land, will be safeguarded,” and that
tranquility and security will be assur-
ed the entire population.” ;i

Telegraphic communications between
Constantinople and Spartakuleh, Tcha-
talje and other stations along the rail-
way line, are in the hands of the in-
vading army, and consequently no fur-
ther news has reached here regarding
the arrival of military trains from
Saloniki or of movements of the troops.
It is known, however, that tralns are
arriving punctually and that the army
is in splendid condition, Order and dis-
cipline are being maintained and' all
measures have been taken, as tho in
time of war.

Artillery Mutinfed.

The artillery at Hademekoi mutinied
during Friday night. Selzing some
ot their officers and compelling others
to don the uniforms of privates thay
entrained for Constantinople to. the
number ¢f 1200 in order to assure
thomselves that the constitution was
being maintained and ihat the sultan
was alive. They were met at the de-
pot by a Saloniki chasseur, who is
believed to have been an officer in
disguise, They marched to the war
office, where they were entertained
with tea nd refreshments, afterwards
proceeding to parliament. Here they
listened to reassuring speeches by the
acting president of .the chamber and
several prominent deputies,

In the publc square facing the house
of parliament, prayers were offered,
and the sultan was cheered.

The whole scene, which was most
dramatic, passed ‘off with perfect

order.

Retirement of O’Briem Has Wrought
Great Change.

oy O O'Conno_:_!&qidon cable In
The Chicago Tribune: Turning to Ire-
land, it is impossible to give your read-
ers a full conception of the. extraor-
dinary change which the retirement of
O'Brien has made in the situation, Vet-
erans, altho they were bracing them-
selves up to a final fight with O'Brien
and had, indeed, already beaten him in
almbst every corner of Ireland, were
yet aghast at the prospect of being
diverted from their fight with the
¢#smmon enemy to this new campaign
‘to ‘put- down mutiny in thelr own
ranks. Those, like Redmond, Dillon,
and myself, who had gone thru all
the horrors, and humiliations, and par-
leys of the old split, shrank from such
an experience n.

And O'Brien, tho beaten by cases In
i the law courts, by sporadic meetings,
by speeches, and by his terrible news—
paper, could still give enough trouble
to make the movement difficult and to
inspire the idea—false tho it was—of
division and dissension, tho the only
divisions and dissensions were that the
obstinate jurors did not yield their opin-
ion to the opinion of the one juror
who claimed to be Infailible.

Another and even more dangerous
effect of the O’Brien agitation was
that it encouraged the landlords to
resist the Birrell bill. Hoping that
O’Brien would break up the Irish
movement, encouraged ¥y him in de-
manding the same extravagant prices
as they got under the Wyndham Act,
the Irish landlords: would have been
encouraged also to reject Birrell's
terms. in the hope of getting a better
one when the Torles returned to of-
fice.

It is further
feared that an extra of one per .cent,
above this will be Imposed upsm
stgamers plying east of Prescott, 2s
wa¥ done last year, Such an advance
in ﬁn%ﬁrancn rates would be a serious
blodg:ito the St. Lawrence route for
Canadian grain if the rates on mnulls,
as is assumed, be kept at five per cent,
Indeed, it would neutralize the advan-
tage the St. Lawrence route has re-
cently | demonstrated of cheaper car-
rlage via the St. Lawrence to tids-
water than via New York.

But [t may be premature to assume
the adoption of these suggested higher
rates, since the old country underwrit-
ers have not yet definitely announced
their attitude for the season in respe-t
g)f hull ‘prem¥yms. The fact remains
that on Wednesday the hull rate asked
by a Toronto broker on a steel steamer
was b per cent. from Fort William to
Port (Colborne, 6 per cent. to Prescott
and 7 per cent. to Montreal, which is
a tremendous handicap for the St.

On the other hand, it is
argued' that all navigators _are  not
trusty ' ones, and that a - particular
group of vessels, whose owners or of-
ficers are.rash beyond even the usual
recklessness of sallors, aré responsible
for most of the losses which are likely
to induce higher insurances,

It is to be hoped that no such Ais-
crepant price as two per cent. extra
from Lake Erie to Montreal shall be
exacted from shipowners at a time
when the government and the people
of Canada are rejoicing over what has
been achieved last year in ‘securing ior
Montreal the bulk of transatlantie
grain shipment in competition with
United States ports.

Her lewd jokes and outhursts
of profanity were followed by imbecilic
grins and titters from the children,
