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Yesterday the three Hamilton papers published a communication from 

William Hawkins, general manager of the Hamilton Cataract Power, 
Light and Traction Company, in which is set forth the company’s defence 
in its fight with the City of Hamilton. The communication, which is 
printed in another column, is a confession of the charges which The 
World has made against the company. Contrary to the smooth 
ances of The Globe, and its heroics about the honorable motives of the 
Hamilton Street Railway Company, Manager Hawkins, over his own sig­
nature, makes it clear that the limitation of the eight-for-a-quarter tickets 
to certain classes of workmen was nothing more or less than a pretext 
to draw the city into a conference. The company’s action in withdrawing 
the workmen's tickets was not due to a virtuous desire to 'have a conten­
tious clause Interpreted by the court. Its real object was to bring influ­
ence tc bear to Induce the city council to surrender the mileage and per­
centage which is now a civic revenue of $22,500 a year.. It chose the 
workmen’s ticket's simply as a pretext for arranging a conference. Man­
ager Hawkins lets the cat out of the bag when he states that:

“It is impossible to operate the system and pay the city mile, 
age and percentage on gross receipts, and: at the same time real­
ize any interest on the investment.”
Following this inspiration, the Street Railway Company withdrew 

the workmen's tickets. Tihe alleged doubt as to the meaning of the 
workmen’s tickets was an afterthought. The company was determined 
to find a way to escape the payment of the city mileage and percentage. 
It found what it believed to be a pretext for commencing negotiations 
with the city in the dotting of an “i” and the crossing of a “t” in a cer­
tain clause in its agreement. That the conference did not eventuate, and 
that, owing to The Worth's exposure of its game, the company was 
obliged to fall back on the pretence that it sought only judicial interpre­
tation of its contract, adds nothing to its credit or to the credit of the 
newspapers which have been attempting to screen the company’s real1 
designs.

The 
Globe referred to The World’s allegations as “wild, whirling predictions,” 
“a mare’s nest and humbug,” "crude, cheap demagogism,” “double-bar­
reled farragoes of fake and humbug."

Manager Hawkins’ letter supplies the City of Hamilton with an addi­
tional reason for keeping close watch on the Street Railway Company 
and its friends in the city council. In Mr. Hiaiwktns' letter there is a very 
distinct threat that unless the company is sustained tn its arbitrary 
withdrawal of tihe eight-for-a-quarter tickets, the charges for power or 
private lighting will be increased. In making this threat, Mr Hawkins 
again shows that the merits of the dispute over the workmen’s tickets 
have very little to do with tihe company’s main objects. It is not content 
that the street railway question shall be settled on its merits. If the 
city will not .give the Street Railway Company what it wants, another 
arm of the big Gibson merger, the Cataract Power Company, will give the 
city something that it does not want, in the shape of an increase in 
power and lighting charges. What has The Globe to say to this pious 
threat, which somewhat discounts the majesty of the courts, and declares 
the readiness of the Cataract Power Company to club the city into giving 
valuable concessions to the Street Railway Company?

From Leslie*» Weekly.
In addition to its other distinctions the 

rear 1004 marks the completion of two 
centuries since the first American news­
paper was started. That paper was the 
Iioittm News Letter, whose publisher and 
editor wan yie postmaster of that tpwn. 
Although The News Letter consisted of a 
sheet of only seven Inches hv ten and a 
half, printed on both sides, lt was the only 
.paper that England’s colt nies in the New 
World bad for over a decade and a half. 
Philadelphia got the second newspaper es­
tablished in America and New York got 
the third. All these were technically week­
lies. but often in the early days there were 
Intervals of two or three weeks betwee t 
tlielr successive appearances. The first 
daily paper In the New World was tho 
American Dally Advertiser, printed in 
Philadelphia. After nearly a century had 
elapsed since the first newspaper appeared 
Altho The News Letter consisted of a 
oily 15 dallies and 100 weeklies in the- 
United States.

The contrast between those days and to­
day Is striking. There are 24.000 new «pa­
pers and periodicals of all goHs- weeklies, 
semi-weeklies, tri weeklies, monthlies and 
Quarterlies—published in the United State* 
i’l 1004, of which about 2,400 arc flit lies 
and 16.000 weeklies. Any one of two or 
three of New York's daily paper* of 1004 
has a InfjfPr circulation iban did si! the 
dii'ly and weekly papers published in the 
United States in 1801.

Many newspapers are in the country to­
day which have scored more than u -cen­
tury of years. The Ilartfonl Uonrnnt dai -s

Her F Arty J«et Retwned From Visit 
to Tofco Valley. > General Manager Hawkins of Merged Companies Says It Does 

Not Pay and Threatens to Charge City More for 
Power or Private Lighting.

Hamilton, Sept 13.—(Special.)—Will­
iam C. Hawkins, general manager of 
the Hamilton Cataract Power, Light 
and Traction Co., Limited, writing to cars 
all the local papers, says:

Having regard to the discussion in 
the press that has been going on re­
cently regarding street railway mat­
ters. I think a few fact» should be 
stated for the information of the public.

In the first place, under the street 
railway bylaw, having regard tp any­
thing like reasonable accounting and 
regard to wear and tear, IT IS IM­
POSSIBLE TO OPERATE THE SYS­
TEM AND PAY THE CITY MILEAGE 
AND PERCENTAGE ON GROSS RE­
CEIPTS, AND AT THE SAME TIME 
REALIZE ANY INTEREST AT ALL 
ON THE INVESTMENT. It never has 
been possible. Is not now, and. I fear 
it will be many years, if ever, before 
such a thing Is possible. It can be 
operated only at a loss and a consider­
able loss, If the city or the public bave 
any disposition to question this state­
ment, let their auditor, in conjunction 
with any disinterested and competent 
street railway manager that may be 
chosen, investigate the case for a day 
or two at most, and they must arrive 
at that conclusion.

Without absolute starvation of ilia 
road, the loss must be considerable, and 
lest it may be suggested that this lose 
is to any extent brought about by over­
charge for power, I wish to say that 
the street railway Is treated like any 
other power custmner of the Cataract 
Power Company, and is paying consid­
erably less for Ihat purpose than if 
its operation had continued with steam 
power, and certainly with far better 
results.

We give the city the best service we 
can, and we pay the city all, and mucn 
more than all, the profits—last year,
122,500 (in addition to taxes ar(d water 
rates), and nothing, much leas than 
nothing, Is realized on the investment.

Let us now, in the second place, see 
whether the company is Justified in 
seeking to limit to workmen the use 
of workmen’s tickets. Some time ago 
the city brought an action against the 
company to recover an amount claUn'-’d 
as percentage on traffic beyond the 
city limits, that Is, in running our cars 
to the Jockey Club. Most of that rev­
enue is earned both within and with­
out the city, and we proposed to pay 
the percentage on a halt of the entire 
receipts therefrom. This, on its face, 
appeared a reasonable proposition—any 
municipality outside the city limits in­
to which the street railway may be 
extended has the same right as the city 
has to make its own bargain in grant­
ing the privilege, and we took the po­
sition .that the city was not entitled 
to claim a share of earnings realized 
by the company In another municipal­
ity, to which we were already paying 
tribute. On a somewhat narrow con­
struction of the terms of the city by­
law—as we think—the court has ruled 
in favor of the city, but the case is 
now- under appeal. The policy of the 
city being to extract from the Railway 
Company the last cent, we then con­
cluded to restrict the sale of work­
men’s tickets to workmen, and the 
present proceedings by the city coun­
cil have for their object a determina­
tion of whether, If at all, and If at all, 
how far the proposition we have talten 
is justified by the terms of the bylaw.
We say the concession of eight tickets 
foi a quarter was intended to be lim­
ited to workmen. We know, as a mat­
ter of fact, that the bulk of the traffic 
concentrates within the hours spe­
cially named in the bylaw—that not ly.

cars during other hours of the day run 
around the city practically empty. We 
say this was not the intention of the 
bylaw, and we seek to deprive for the 
future those who are not workmen 
from riding on these cheap tickets, jf 
our position la a correct one, we shall 
derive more revenue, and the city will 
also derive an Increased percentage.

On the whole we are not disposed to 
find fault with the city bringing the 
matter before the court. Our relation­
ship with the city council has not been 
exactly unfriendly. It is possible for 
people who are personally and socially 
on the most friendly terms to have 
their business differences or antagon­
isms adjusted Judicially without being 
at one another's throats in every sense 
—and whether we are right or wrong 
we have no wish to be regarded in an 
attitude of “daggers drawn” with re­
spect to the city or the city council.

If, however, our position is not 
maintainable, I want to say in the 
third place that the Cataract Power 
Co. cannot afford year after year—as 
the company has been doing for the 
last four years—to expend some ten 
thousand dollars 
ments of the street railway, WITHOUT 
INCREASING CHARGES FOR POW­
ER OR PRIVATE LIGHTING, OR 
MAKING UP THE AMOUNT FROM 
SOME SOURCE OR OTHER. We 
have been attracting Industries to this 
city solely and exclusively by figur­
ing down to what are regarded by 
manufacturers as advantageous terms 
or rates for power, and we want to 
continue this policy, but the equilibrium 
must be preserved. We expect to be 
in a position to bring ten or twelve 
thousand additional 
this city and we want the city to 
enjoy the advantages of a real partner­
ship with us In the benefits that may 
be realized therefrom.

The suggestion has been made that 
because the Street Railway Company 
has raised the present issue regard­
ing workmen’s tickets, war should be 
declared by the city all along the line, 
and things made as uncomfortable for 
the company as possible, and it is con­
sidered by some that a sure passport 
to popularity is secured by ranting and 
raving about the grasping monopoly, 
the octopus, and all that sort of thing, 
but the thinking fair-minded citizen 
must and does recognize thdt any com­
bination of ownership of railway pro­
perties that has been effected In Ham­
ilton has resulted in Improved service- 
The Dundas Railway barely pays, the 
Radial with its considerable traffic for 
three months and its quite inconsider­
able traffic for the other nine months 
of the year, does not more than pay 
interest on Its bonds and the Improve­
ments of its property from time to time 
being made, and I have already shown 
how far from a bonanza the street rail­
way is.

They turned from a 
ley. They left here on Saturday, and 
proceeded to Emerald Lake, making a 
short stay at the chalet. On leaving, 
they expressed themselves as delighted 
with lte charming poelUon, neetllng, 
as It does, among the spruce trees on 
the very edge of the lake. They also 
greatly admjred the quiet tarn, with 
the splendid c rags of Mounts Burgess 
and Wapta reflected perfectly in Its 
green waters.

The distinguished party then made 
their way to the head of the lake, and 
mounted the steep ascent to Summit 
Lake, where a short halt was made in 
the open glade at the top of the di­
vide. Proceeding thence along the trail 
overhanging the Yoho Valley, they 
were much Impressed by the sublim­
ity of the scenery, as they viewed the 
depths right beneath their feet and 
the grand range of heights closing the 
valley on the other side. At Look-Off 
Point, the Takawa Falls and the mar­
velous cascade, 1200 feet high, were 
pronounced by all to be among the 
most beautiful works of nature. They 
then descended into the valley, camp­
ing for the night at the Laughing 
Falls in the shelter built by the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway.

•26DawsOn, Sept. 13.—F. C. Selous, the 
most famous hunter in the world, ar­
rived in Dawson on the steamer Daw­
son last evening from the outside, and 
will go up the Stewart River on a 
hunting expedition.

Mr. Selous is the man from whom 
Rider Haggard took his noted type 
for the chief character in the novel 
Allan Quatermaln. Thruout England 
and other parts of Europe and on this 
continent Selous is known as the Nim­
rod of the age. He has hunted lions 
and tigers in India and Africa, chased 
the zebra, faced, the ponderous hippo­
potami, bearded the grizzly of the 
Rockies, tried conclusions with the 
terrors of every zone, and is now here 
to bring down some, of the mammoth 
monarchs of the forest, the moose of 
the Upper Stewart. He doubtless will 
also bag a few caribou, probably ex- 
tinguiçk, a number of savage wolves, 
pepper the wild geese and ducks and 
then look thru the wilderness for the 
last of the mastodons or mammoths.

Selous was greeted at the steamer 
last night by a number of prominent 
Dawsonites. Among them was Gover­
nor Congdon and J. B. Tyrrell. Mr. 
Tyrrell is noted in Canada as an ex­
plorer of the northern parts of the 
Dominion. Mr. Selous is a guest of Mr. 
Tyrrell's.

THE FUTURE OF JAPAN.
So world wide and diversified 

the various parts of the British 
pire that scarcely anything can happen 
which does not affect one or more of 
them, and not always in an identical 
manner. If in some ways a source of 
weakness, in others it teaches the vast 
benefits which accrue from its contin­
ued unity.

Just at present the rise of the Jap­
anese power affords a striking ex­
ample of this historical fact. There 
is one of the great self-governing 
communities of the empire which views 
the ^emergency of Japan upon the po­
litical arena with mingled feelings m 
which possibly apprehension predom­
inates. At present fear for the future 
is rather a vague instinct than a de­
finite principle of action, but it is un­
doubted that the Commonwealth of 
Australia is deeply concerned over the 
possible Issue of the conflict in the 
far east. It has not shared in the 
general sympathy which has been ex­
tended towards the Japanese in their 
life and death struggle. On the con­
trary as the chances of their ultimate 
success grows greater so more and 
more Australians are giving voice to 
their restlessness over the changes in 
the balance of power in the east, which 
a Japanese victory portends.

The world is now face to face with 
a transformation in the field of Asiatic 
politics. Japan has become a nation 
to be reckoned with, and if the war re­
sults in her favor will exert if not a 
dominating at least a preponderating 
influence in eastern affairs. To some 
Australians such as A. G» Hales, the 
special correspondent of The London 
Daily News, the prospect is alarming 
in the extreme» Viewing Japan ex­
clusively in the light of the associa­
tions with which Asiatic peoples have 
hitherto been surrounded, the future 
appears fraught with possibilities of a 
very alarming character.

The Suez Canal is considerably the short­

est, and in times of peace would undoubt­
edly be the route taken, for the naviga­
tion is safe, and there are numerous pori» 
of call in case of emergency. It ia, how­
ever, more than doubtful whether the canal 
is available for the use of belligerents.

This alone will probably prevent the .fleet 
going out this way. But if the route were 
adopted, the vessels would be likely to find 
Japanese warships somewhere in the Straits 
of Malacca, five hundred miles long and 
only thirty-five miles wide atthe narrowest 
part—a fine strategic position.

The route via Cape Horn is the longest 
of the three by at least a mouth, and is 
tne least frequented by shipping, but it has 
some compensating advantages—there are 
many sheltered Days <>g the coast of South 
America where the tieet con Id be coaled 
without interference ,aud there are any 
number of islands in the Pacific at which 
the voyage could be brok $» Jind the fleet 
assemble before attempting the final stage.

The greatest advantage of this route, 
however, would be that the destination, 
either Port Arthur or Vladivostok, could be 
reached by any of the numerous channels 
between Cape Lopatka and Hongkong, a 
distance of three thousand miles: It would 
be exceedingly difficult, If not impossible, 
for the Japanese fleet to prevent the Rus­
sian fleet getting thru.

Unquestionably the Russians would gain 
a big advantage by their arriving out there 
without any fighting; and on any other 
route the Japanese fleet could wait in the 
China Seas and be certain of meeting the 
Russians. •»

The weather round Cape Horn is usually 
bad. and it Is known as the Cape of 
Storms awhile the navigation of the inside 
route, by the Straits of Magellan, is too 
intricate to be considered.

The Cape passage is not a very great deal 
longer than the Canal route ; and. ns in thi» 
case a short passage is most desirable, this

RS New York, Sept. 13.—Seven persons 

in one family were burned to death 
and six others were Injured seriously 
In a fire which partially destroyed a 
tenement building- at Nos. 68-70 First- 
street, early to-day.

Dr. Fowler’sSheep Notes.
Wean the lambs when they are three 

and a half or four months old.
Clover aftermath is the best pasture 

for lambs that have been weaned.
Evenness of wool depends upon 

evenness of condition of the sheep.
In commencing to wean lambs, put" 

the ewes on rather short pasture.
In weaning, lambs will worry less If 

retained in the field where they are ac­
customed to run.

Of all methods of improving the soil 
and destroying weeds sheep are the 
best. It is best to starve a sheep for 
twenty-four hours before killing, giv­
ing plenty of water, however.

Mutton of good quality usually sells 
at a higher price than beef and yet It 
is produced at a considerably less cost.

If there are any unthrifty sheep in 
the flock, separate them from the 
others, give them a little extra care 
and if possible fatten and market.

If intending to purchase sheep this

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The success of a young sow with her 
first litter has much to do with her 
fattened value.

If the young sows are selected from 
the spring litter she should be given a 
good rest before breeding again, as the 
first litter is the hardest draft on the 
system of the dam.

For the first five or six months of the 
pig's life his keeping should be about 
the same whether intended for breed­
ing purposes or for feeding. The first 
part of a pig's life either breeding or 
feeding should be given to the develop­
ment of a strong frame, the bones and 
muscles holding the proper proportion 
to each other.

Large hog houses as a rule are un­
satisfactory. They bring too many 
hogs together, increasing the liability 
to disease.

Give the heeding boar the run of a 
small pasture. This will be found 
much better than to confine him in a 
email pen all of the time.

After the pigs are weaned the sows 
should be well fed and gaining before 
they are bred again. This is especially 
the case if they are thin in flesh.

All things considered, the flat bot­
tomed trough is the best. Have the 
bottom of eight or ten inch stuff and 
the sides of two-inch plank. -Nail slats 
about every part to keep the pigs 
from getting in the trough.

making an earnest effort to improve 
their fairs by the introduction of edu­
cational features, and their example 
Is being followed by the large exhibi­
tions which do not ordinarily receive 
legislative grants. There are still some 
Airs, controlled largely by the business 
men of the towns, which seem to be 
held for the purpose of attracting visi­
tors who will prove good customers, 
but the number is fortunately becom­
ing few. It Is now generally recogniz­
ed that shows exist primarily for the 
purpose of Improving agricultural con­
ditions.

The up-to-date fair secures the ser­
vices of expert judges, who explain 
the reasons for their decisions in the 
ring and give addresses on the best 
types of horses, cattle, sheep and 
swine. In this way the judging may 
be made an educational feature instead 
of merely an allotment of premium by 
men who are often Incompetent or 
biased In their judgment. The award­
ing of prizes at a fair is a compara­
tively unimportant matter as compar­
ed with other considerations. What 
is really desirable is that fairs should 
be the means of disseminating infor­
mation and of fixing correct ideals In 
the minds of those who are producing 
foodstuffs and cm whom the prosperity 
Of Canada depends. Desirable and un­
desirable types of fowls may be shown, 
with lectures on the fattening of 
chickens for the British and domestic 
markets and exhibitions of killing, 
plucking and packing for export. A 
model poultry house, with incubators, 
brooders, fattening crates and other 
appliances, interested thousands of 
visitors at the Toronto fair this year. 
Practical demonstrations of the pro­
per packing of fruit for export should 
be given in fruit districts by expert 
packers, and the most approved styles 
of fruit packages exhibited.

Another feature worthy of adoption 
by all agricultural societies, hut which 
only a few have yet taken up, is the 
growing of illustration plots on the 
fair grounds. At a small expense a 
very Interesting and instructive exhibit 
of the best varieties of grasses, clo­
vers, millets, sorghums, corn, 
and pasture plants, turnips, mangels 
and sugar beets can be provided. By 
studying these plots 
learn just what crops and what varie­
ties are best adapted to their farms, 
thus bringing home to particular con­
ditions of soil and climate the general 
conclusions arrived at by the experi­
mental farms, 
crops the yield per acre may be mate­
rially Increased and the quality sub­
stantially Improved by the use of seed 
which has been graded up by careful 
growing amd systematic, intelligent 
selection, continued without interrup­
tion from year to year. This fact can­
not he too soon brought home to the 
farmers of Canada, and one of the best 
ways of doing so would he to have on 
view at the fairs representative exhi­
bits of the great work hieing done by

Live Stock In Great Britain.

London Meat Trade Journal: We are 
favored with an early copy of the pre­
liminary statement issued by the board 
of agriculture, dealing with all returns 
of acreage of crops .and grass and live 
stock as at June 4. A gratifying fea­
ture of the new returns is 
of 155.734 to the head of cat’
Britain, thereby raising the total to 
6.860,352. A part of this is due to an 
Increase of 90,472 in ihe number of 
cows and heifers In milk or in calf, the j 
total of which now stands at 2.67IT680. 
On the other hand, there Is another 
deplorable loss of sheep, due mainly 
to the bad lambing season. The crop 
of lambs this season is returned ffs lust 
over ten million head in Great Britain, 
or, more accurately, 10,012,664, this be­
ing 288,143 fewer lambs than last year. 
Of sheep of all kinds, including lambs, 
the total of 25.207,174 is 432,623 less than 
in 1903. It Is also satisfactory to note 
that there is an increase of pigs to the 
extent of 175,083, altho on breeding
sows the returns show a decrease of 
7844, or quite two per cent. less than 
last year.

“Don’t be frightened by the bug-bear 

‘Farmers can't hold.’ They can hold. 
Here is a surprise that should effec­
tually remove that excuse as a valid 
argument. Of 12,128 reporting on their 
wheat- crop 11,122 said they did not 
need to sell ai once and could hold till 
December If necessary to get their 
price. This left only 1096 out of this 
vast army who for any geason could 
not hold, and among these 744 said 
they could hold a part. We consider 
these reports as fairly representative 
of all wheat growers and in the face 
of such a showing who dare claim 
that the farmers cannot control their 
marketing and feed the world when 
the demand seeks the supply. They 
surely are not obliged to dump their 
crops and overwhelm the demand.”

To be sure, the farmers can hold 
their wheat for a year, but the cham­
pions of the idea for some reason f»il 
to take note of the "morning after/’ 
or to be explicit, the next year and the 
year following. They also fall to njake 
note of the difference between the pow- 

of a private industrial monopoly 
and the farmers’ trust, such as Is pro­
posed. The steel monopoly,for instance, 
“holds Its steel rails” simply by not 
making a<ny more than It desires to 
sell. But If It Shouitt make a large 
amount of steel rails and hold half of 
them over a season, it could cease to 
manufacture rails the next year until 
the held-over stuff was disposed of. 
It does not have a surplus to bother at 
any time, but simply feeds out the 
rails to the market as there is a de­
mand at the price for which the rails 
are "held."

With the farmer the situation Is 
radically different. He knows of no 
device by which the output of wheat 
can be regulated. The wheat area Is 
too vast to permit anything like sys­
tematic restriction of yields^ so each 
farmer will continue to raise about 
the same amount of wheat every year, 
subject only to the caprices of the 
weather. The average yield is about 
600,000,000 bushels, and this continues 
year after year. Suppose the farmers 
hold only half of this for a year in an 
effort to boost the price to a given 
figure, what would be the result after 
the next harvest? Another yield of 
600,000,000 bushels would be added to 
the 300,000,000 held over, making a total 
of 900.000,000 bushels on hand, 
price would take a tumble, and the 
farmer would be worse off than If he 
had sold his wheat without any pur­
pose of bulling the market.

Under present conditions the farming 
industry Is about the only great one 
which is not privileged to monkey with 
the law of supply and demand. The 
tariff made monopolies can do It with­
out harm to themselves, because they 
control commodities and the supply of 
them, but the farmer is subject to the 
operation of the law at every point, 
and he can Interfere with it only at 
grave risk of getting hurt-

Mr. Mackenzie has evidently not yet 
eccepted as final the Grand Trunk’s 
purchase of the C.A.R. He Is at Ot­
tawa now, in all probability, making 
his last appeal. If he is beaten a new 
situation will be created. He must either 
fight the C.P.R. and the Grand Trunk, 
or form an alliance with one of them. 
It may be that he will be driven to 
identify his Interests with the C.P.R.. 
either as a merger or a Joint arrange­
ment, probably the latter.

It is possible that the C.P.R. will be 
induced to abandon its Toronto-Sul- 
bûry line, and that the old proposition, 
for an exchange of running rights will 
be accepted. If the C.P.R. builds from 
Midland to Montreal it could give tne 
Canadian Northern running rights over 
that line in return for running rights 
over the James Bay Railway from To­
ronto to Sudbury. iThe Canadian 
Northern could proceed with the James 
Bay road while the C.P.R. is building 
from Midland to Montreal, and the re­
sult of this arrangement would be to 
undermine the Grand Trunk's chances 
of capturing any considerable portion 
of the western traffic. There Is enough 
traffic in the west to satisfy both the 
C.P.R. and Mackenzie & Mann. The 
C.P.R., with Its thru railway line and 
the C.P.R. and the Canadian Northern 
connecting up their western systems by 
water with Midland, and thence to 
Montreal, would carry western traffic 
by a channel from which the Grand 
Trunk, when finally prepared to .pom- 
pete, could not easily divert it.

concerning the tragedy resulting in the 
death of '«Thomas Kennedy on Spa.- 
dina-avenue, the jury last night, at No. 
3 police station, brought in the follow­
ing verdict:

“That deceased was found dead on the 
track of the Toronto Railway, a car 
having just previously passed over his 
body. We exonerate the motorman 
from all blame, but condemn the To­
ronto Railway Company for having 
tailed to equip its cars with fenders 
having automatic self-locking attach­
ments. and we recommend that the city 
council appeal to the Ontario govern­
ment to compel the use of such, life­
saving devices on all motor cars.

“We are further of the opinion that 
singletruck cars should in future be 
used on our streets only as trailers, 
since the oscillation of such cars is so 
great as to make all fenders unreliable/’

From the facts at hand, it is clearly 
reasonable-that Kennedy was not dead 
immediately before the car crushed him. 
Blood stained the pavement where the 
body had been dragged àlong. a large 
pool also being "found beneath the 
corpse. This would prove that the 
blood was in circulation just previous 
to the accident, and that life was not 
extinct.

Kennedy, therefore, could not have 
been murdered, but how he came to be 
cn the tracks at that time and place Is 
yet a mystery.

SANS
George Zima, an Italian laborer, \fras 

struck by an engine this morning on the 
Grand Trunk Railway, between Hamil­
ton and Dundas, and instantly killed. 
He did not hear the engine approaching. 
He leaves a widow and five children, 
who are in Italy.
