Every district would be required to furnish its quota 
of men. .In case this quota could not he obtained by voluntary enlistment, the required number would 
be selected by ballot among the men of military age., and the enlistment of those chosen, would be com­
pulsory. The secretary added there had been no slackening of the pressure to bring out recruits.

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FRENCH VICTORY ONE OF 
GREATEST IN THE WAR

FRENCH CAVALRY WIN 
GREAT NAME IN FIGHT

London, Sept. 80.—The British casu­
alties on the western front include Lt. 
General Sir Thompson Capper and 
Major-General G. H. Thesiger, both 
killed.

General Thompson, who was bom.in 
1863, commanded the thirteenth infantry 
brigade, from 1911 to 1914. He had been 
awarded the distinguished service order 
and several other medals for his gallan­
try.

General Thesiger had been promoted 
several times since the war began. He 
was bom in 1868, and was the son of 
Lt. General C. W. Thesiger. He served 
in the Nile expedition in 1898, and in 
the South African war. He was inspec­
tor-general of the King’s African Rifles 
from 1909 to 1918.

The stirring description of the glori­

ous behavior of Lord Kitchener’s new 
armies in the advance on, and the cap­
ture of Loos, and the story of the Brit­
ish triumph in Mesopotamia. are com­
pletely overshadowed by the news that 
in Champagne and the Argonne, in ad­
dition to capturing 25,000 men, fully 
three army corps, or 120,000 men, made 
up of the flower of the Kaisers troops, 
including regiments of the famous Prus­
sian Guard, have’ been* killed or. wound­
ed.

But even more inspiring to London, 
than this epic in military prowess is the 
report that the French, still advancing, 
have reached Hill No. 140, the topmost 
crest at Vlmy. It is whispered every­
where that the French victory is much 
greater than the official communique re­
ports and that the German lines, de­
spite the reported presence of the Kai­
ser on the western front, have been bro­
ken at the Sommepy, and that the crown 
prince’s army is in danger of having its 
communications cut.

This is sent out under the greatest re­
serve, but where there is smoke there is 
Are and everyone here believes the 
French have scored the greatest victory 
of the war in the west as the result of 
their splendid advance.

One Hundred Metre Hill gives to the 
French access to the barren Vimy pla­
teau, and the first open' battlefield they 
haVe encountered in all the Artois sec­
tor. At the same time, it places them 
farther east than they have appeared at 
any time since early in October, 1914,’ I 
when the vast flanking operations which 
ended in a deadlock at the North Sea 
were in progress.

On the contrary, at certain 
points on the long front it seemed in­
tensified, notably in the Souchex neigh­
borhood, at Loos and north of Massiges 
in Champagne.

London, Sept. 30.—The British special 
correspondents at the front continue to­
day the story of the fighting qn the 
western battlefront.

of the men coming back are no longer in 
shape for active service, but still sound 
enough for guard duty and it is proposed 
to give the men employment in this work. 
In this way the returned soldiers will not 
only be looked after, but they will take 
the places of other men fit for active ser­
vice at the front.

In accordance with this idea the fol­
lowing letter has been received by Col­
onel E. W. Wilson, O.C» 4th Division, 
from Brig-Gen. W. E. Hodgins, Adjut­
ant-General t

“I have the honor to state by Instruc­
tion, that pfter their return from ser­
vice overseas, members of the Canadian 
Expeditionary Force Who have been 
honorably discharged as invalided may 
be employed in Canada on guard duty, 
provided that they are fit for such em- 
ployment and join the active^ militia, and 
it is Intended that they should relieve 
militiamen whd are- now in performance 
of such duty.

“You will also please do everything in 
your power to make use of such return­
ed soldiers whenever possible for any 
light military duties which they may be 
able to perform, giving them the first 
opportunity, wherever possible.”

In accordance with these instructions 
prompt action was taken by Col. Wil- 

and already several returned soldiers 
have been sent to join the composites 
for guard duty.

Colonel Wilson said that this was an 
excellent move to look after the return­
ing men as a number of them were quite 
fit for guard duty, although not in shape 
for service at the front, and their ser­

> ■ a:§ Owing to a break in one of the mains 
there was a scarcity of water amounting 
to an absolute rack in most of the city 
for several hours last evening. A break 
occurred in number three, twenty-four 
inch main on the city side of Silver Falls 
soon after noon. While preparations for 
repairs were being made the stop, cock 
in the other main of the same size blew 
out and it had to be closed for repairs. 
The twelve inch main which has been- 
devoted to the sugar refinery supply was 
connected with the city system and later 
in the evening the sugar refinery and 
Haley’s woodworking plant were closed 
down to decrease the consumption.

The lack of water was felt the most 
from about five o’clock but it began to 
come on again about eight and by eleven 
there was water on the high levels. Re­
pairs were completed and the full force 
of water was turned on at midnight.

In preparation for emergency which 
would occur in case of fire all the fire­
men and the day policemen were called 
out and a careful watch was kept for 
trouble. Fortunately there were no 
alarms during the time the city was 
without water.

About 16,000 refugees are protected 

and fed by the Americans. At our school 
building I have charge of 700. The 
quarters are crowded,' each person hav­
ing only room enough to sit on a bare 
floor. They have no bedding, no dishes 
and no carpets. For five months these 
wretched people have not been able to 
bathe or change their clothing. The dead 
in the villages are left unburied as food 
for the beasts of thé field and fowl of 
the air. The Turkish officials do not let 
us go out and bury bur dead. Almost 
every night they loot at least one Christ­
ian house. All shops that belong to 
Christians are plundered. Yes, we are 
carrying the brunt of the war, a nation 
is reduced to beggary.

“For the first twb months hundreds 
of children died from scarlatina and dys­
entery. In the last three tnonths typhoid 
carried off thousands. Nearly 10,000 
have perished from disease and slaugh­
ter. My family is safe. God has kept 
us as He did Noah in his generation. One 
morning the Kurds stacked us but Dr. 
Shedd arrived before they succeeded in 
breaking in. This undoubtedly saved 
our lives. Nearly all our missionaries 
are sick from typhoid. Three have died. 
Only three are not yet afflicted by the 
disease.”

Rev. Thomas Harrison, chaplain of 
the 64th, formerly of St. George, 
marked that as he walked the streets of 
St. John he noticed a large number of 
young men In mufti whom he thought 
fit for active service.

ford, N. S., J. W. Menzies and M. R. 
Byron, two members of the party, were 
placed under arrest and kept in deten­
tion for three days as German spies.

Explanations were unavailing. In vain 
the surveyors produced credentials. Ar- 
fest was inevitable, and they were told 
that the more quietly they submitted 
the"* better for themselves. Owing to a 
holiday being observed in Quebec at the 
time, it was not possible to get in com- i 
munication with the authorities at Ot-j 
tawa, and for three days the three men 
were kept in custody. Then the militia 
authorities at Halifax were communi­
cated with ' and full explanation given. 
The release W the men was ordered, 
but even then some of the villagers were 
dubious, and* hung around regarding the 
surveyors; their charts, and Instruments 
with rank suspicion. _ ~~

It is interesting to note that Messrs. 
Menzies and'Byron were taken in cus­
tody last fall near Bald Mountain by 
some farmers there, after having been 
surrounded, en a similar charge. Both 
incidents speak well for the diligence of 
the Canadian country people, even 
though they have caused embarassment 
and inconvenience to the surveyors.
