This peport: was read by Dr. Bridges,
and was as follows:

The committee appointed by this beard
to proceed to Halifax for the purpose rof
visiting the Nova Scotia Technical College,
beg to report that they have atfended to
that duty and have had excellent oppor-
tunities for seeing the progress of tech-
nical education in Nova Scotia.

The main building of the Technical Col-
lege contains the lecture rooms, science
laboratories, museum, library, and assem-
bly hall, and has been gompleted three
years. This building is built of pressed
red brick and freestone, and is erected on
the property adjoining the court house, on
Spring Garden road. It is 146 feet long,
48 feet wide, and has two wings, 41x52
feet wide.

Immediately adjoining the college proper
is ‘the main building for the engineering
laboratories which was erected in 1909.
This building is 40x160 feet, and contains
the  central power plant, mechanical en-
gineering laboratory, machine shop, mater-
ials, testing laboratory and hydraulic lab-
oratory. \

In addition to these two buildings there
is a third, completed in the year 1011-12,
called the “Murray Laboratory of Mining
and Metallurgy.” The equipmest is 88
yet but partially installed, but space has
been provided for a sample grinding room,

PRICES STILL RISING
Saturday’s issue of Bradstreet’s showed
that commodity prices in the United States
had further advanced. Whilé certain pro-
ducts are easier the tendency of the great
majority is upward. An index number of
prices compiled by Bradstreet’s shows that
a new high record was set up on October
1, the figures being $9.4515. This, it says,
represents the most noteworthy upward
jump that has occurred in any recent
montls, the ratio of advance over the pre-
ceding month being 2.5 per cent, while
as compared with the previous high point
touched ‘on May 1st, the gain is 1.9 per
cent. That is to say the index number
on October 1 is higher than' that of six
months ago and is also higher than that
for the high point of January 1, 1910 and
March 1, 1907. There is an increase of
7.3 per cent over October 1, 1911.

An analysis of commodities shows that
during October forty-one articles advanced
and twenty declined, while forty-four re-
mained unchanged. Comparing prices of
October 1 with those of October 1 in the
year before, sixty-four articles are higher,
twenty-six declined and gixteen show no

expectation, of getting either ‘‘plugged” or
stabbed. As a raw young policeman the
first “beat” assigned to him was in the
delectable region of Saffron Hill, which is
the Italian quarter of the metropolis, and
he had been on duty barely twenty min-
utes when he was in thé thick of a nasty
set-to. Half a dozen dagoes had eet on a
Britisher and Froest went to his country-
man’s assistance—and got stabbed for his
pains. He just managed to get his man
out of the mess safe and sound, and then
thmgu got black. When he came to he
was in a hospital ward, but he was well in
no time and ready for more trouble.

Here 'is a typical story ot one of his
many close calls. After; shadowing a
French crook—who eventually was ‘guil-
lotined for murdering a pal—in London
for several days, Froest, who was an in-
spector at the time, arrested him just as
he was getting into a hansom on the Em-
bankment. On the way to the Yard the
Frenchman said: ‘“You were never nearer
to death than when you were shadowing
me in’ Piccadilly, the other day, M. Froest.
I saw you behind mé and I was desperate.
I made up my mind to shoot first you and
then myself. So I turned into a door-
way, and pulled out my revolver, intend-
ing to get you as you passed. But, fortun-
ately for you, you turmed up Vine street
toward the police “station. That eaved
your life.” ]

“Yes,” laughed Froest. “I had another
plain-clothes man to pick you up at Picca-
dilly Circus. We were not losing sight of
)you.” N
Froest was “borrowed’”” in 1884 by the
United States” government in. connection
with the prosecution of William  Lord
Moore., By this time his name was, well-
known, chiefly as a Tesult of his gnart
solution of a big mystery which he: un-
ravelled with the aid of a photograph he
had stolen—yes, stolen deliberately from
2 matrimonial agent whom he visited and
sent out of the room on some pretext,
while he purloined the picture from his
desk. He got & lot of praise for his work
in this case, and followed it up by expos-
ing a lawyer named Marshall from the
Midlands, who declared that $60,000 had
been stolen from his room in a London
hotel. Froest demonstrated that the
money had not been stolen at all; but had
been appropriated by the lawyer, and the
latter went to “do time.”

William Lord Moore

William Lord Moore was the author of
the biggest series of “next-of-kin” frauds
ever perpetuated. His invariable bait ‘was
an alluring sum of millions awaiting Ameri-
can “heirs” in England, The millions. in
chancery myth is one that dies hard in
this country,,and Moore found dupes by
the thousand. These he bled white and
then vanished. He was the leading law-
yer in the State of Tennessce when this
bright idea struck him. i

“But he was an Englishman by birth,”
said Froest, adding, ‘“Have you read
Quida’s novels?” 4

“Only ‘Under Two Flags’,” was the

“That’s all you need to have read to see
Mpore,” said the detective, “for he was
for all the world like the hero of that
novel—the beautiful life guardsman, you
know. He stood over six feet and must
have weighed seventeen stone, though he
hadn’t a bit of stomach. He had a mag-
pificent tawny beard, and his manners
were those of a nobleman. He came over
here and I went to see him, more on prin-
ciple than with any definite object, and
then I looked him up a bit. Finally when
your government decided to stop his game
for and all they sent.for me. It
took three trials to convict him—the ftst
two juries were fixed, eure—the last being
held at Jackson, Tennessee.

_ It was in the. United States, too, and
in the service of the’ American govern-
ment that Froest first went up against
Tom O’Brien, who eventually came over
from Paris to London with the express
object of murdering the Scotland ‘Yarder.
William Pinkerton described’ this: big
American crook’s career from his begin-
ning as a newsboy on the trains between
Albany and New York to his end in the
French convict settlement at New Cale-
donia, as we sat in Froest’s den at the
yard, He told how he began to go wrong
by selling ten-cent “ghin-plasters” to farm-
ers for $10 bills, and how he climbed up
to be a big bunco-steerer—the king of them
all,” said the head of the Pinkerton
agency.

“Tom O’Brien never asked for anything
easy,” shaid Pinkerton. “He was a game
man and he wanted ‘the hardest there
was and got away with it until ‘Frankie’
here landed him, and how you kept him
from putting a bullet in that fat stomach
of yours I don’t know,” finished the
American detective admiringly, beaming
on his famous friend.

To let daylight through Froest was pre-
cisely what O'Brien had planned to do
when, after escaping from custody in the
United States, he took refuge in Paris.
“He had never forgiven me,” said Froest,
“for getting him at Albany, and he was
in London before I knew it, and two Eng-

lish pals of his have told me that they
stopped him from finishing me in Regent
street by pulling him into a doorway. Af-
ter that I got busy and dropped on
O'Brien while he was tackling a good Eng-
lish porterhouse steak and chips in Gat-
ti's restaurant in the Strand. He saw me
coming and got out quick, and he thought
he’d given me the slip, but I was behind
him in the street before he knew it, and
as we were too many for him to have any
chance in a fight he threw up the sponge.
That's his Colt over there. Yes, a wick-
ed gun.”

“Frankie here sent O’Brien back to Par-
is,” said W. A.[Pinkerton, “and there,
you know, he killed another American
crook named Reid Waddle at the North
Station, und they wanted to behead him,
but the authorities there decided that as
he had merely wiped out another bad man
he’d only get a ‘lifer; so they sent him
to New Caledonia.”

Talking of Froest at the Hotel Cecil,
later on, Pinkerton said, “I have known
every superintendent of the criminal in-
vestigation department of Scotland Yard
in recent years, and there has been no one
to approach him in ability. He is as game
a man, and as clever a one as ever 1 haye
known in the detective business.”
Directed Crippen Case

As a fact, Froest’s admirers do not know
which to admire most, his strength, or his
shrewdness. “The secret of detective
work,” he said to the, “is the elimination
of the unnecessary,” and like Rouletabille
in “The Mystery of the Yellow Room,” he
always has taken hold of “the right end
of his reason.” It was under his direction
that Scotland Yard drew the net of evi-
dence tight around Crippen. Of the scores
of stories they tell of his shrewdness ome
may be secalled because it is rather funny.

Near a bungalow in the country, a man
was. found dead, head down in a water-
butt, There was an ugly bruise on his
forehead and, as the local police believed
there had been foul play, Inspector Froest,
as he was then, went down to investigate.
He looked over the sceme and his eyes
twinkled. “This is not a case of murder,”
he said. “That man was a tramp. He burt
his head in climbing through the fence—
he probably was going to break into the

house,—and went to bathe it in the water- |

butt. As he put his head down he slipped
and fell in.”

Tt was like Sherlock Holmes lecturing

Lestrade \and Gregson, but one of Froest's
hearers was not convinced. ‘Impossible!”
he cried, and to prove that it was impos\
gible he leant over the waterbutt. A
second later his heels were in the air, there
was a splash, and if Froest had not fished
him ‘out promptly he surely -would have
proved the superintendent’s theory to be
right.

Tn his “active service” days, Froest was
a master of disguise ‘and make-up, and
could dress any part at a few moments’
notice, from pedlar to priest, such a priest,
too—as would convince the Pope himself
of . his innate saintliness. Since then he
has trained many a pupil, and from the
big red-brick building on the Embankment
you will see go forth at varipus times

touts,
of them the superintendent’s henchmen,
and each playing his part in the unending
fight with crime, while up in' his oftice
sits Froest, like Bunty, “pulling the
strings.” ‘ :

When he quits definitely next month, he
is going to take a pleasure cruise to the
West Indies, and then will settle:down in
the West Country and, in the season, in-
dulge in his favorite hobby, which is shoot-
ing (in preferénce to being shot at).
Meanwhile he will rest—which he has a
right to do if ever a man had.

Invitatien From Toronto Church to‘
Rev. Mr. McNeil of Liverpool

Toronto, Oct. 15~By a unanimous vote
Cooke' Church has decided to send a call
to Rev. John McNiel, of St. George's
church, Liverpoo England, to accept the
pastorate made vacant by the retirement
of the Rev. Dr. Taylor. About 150 mem-
bers attended the nreeting. A substantial
salary will be offered, and should Mr.
McNeil accept, an additional sum of $1,000
wil be forwarded for. travelling evxpenses.
The question of where Cooke’s church
would secure the money to pay such a
large salary was brought up, and Rev. A.
B. Winchester, who occupied the chair,
stated that Knox Church, of which he is
pastor, had arranged to give annually a
good sum towards this salary. This an-
nouncement was received with applause.

The Rev. Mr. McNiel is now pastor of
St.- George’s Church, Liverpool, and his
evangelistic work there is ‘declared won-
derf A little over, three years ago the
Prespytery of Liverpool decided to close
St. George's Church, and it was placed on
the market, for sale, because they consider-
ed it useless to try to keep it running any
longer. Tt was suggested to Mr. McNiel
that he take charge of the church, and
from the first he made a success of it.
Now St. George’s has one of the largest
congregations in England.

A feature of his work there has been
the way the workingmen, especially the
sailors from the Atlantic liners, are drawn
to his church when they come to port. The
Philharmonic Hall, where these meetings
are held, is generally crowded, and Mr.
MecNiel delights in this work, especially
as he was once a railway porter, and under-
stands the men he is dealing with.

Prior to his going to St. George’s. Mr.
McNiel was pastor of Regent Square
church, London, and later of Roxburgh
Churcli, Edinburgh.

line to the west via North Bay. This it
has now secured by getting running rights
over the Ontario government road from
North Bay to Cochrane, and from Coch-
rane to Winnipeg over the National
Transcontinental. The lease for this lat-
ter link has, it is understood, been signed,
but the terms have so far been kept
secret. From North Bay east the Grand
Trunk already has its own lines to Mont-
real via Portland, Boston, and wants no
further self-competing outlet over the bal-
ance of the National Transcontinental
from Cochrane east to Quebec and Monc-
ton.

The company has, it is understood, al-
ready intimated its unwillingness to lease
this section of the National Transconti-
nental when completed, and it is said its
refusal to lease can be supported in the
courts, especially in view of the recent
changes in the standard of construction on
the government line.

The government is hardly in a position,
both from political and economic reasons,
to withhold from the Grand Trunk a lease
of the Winnipeg to Cochrane section.

Under the new scheme both Grand
Trupk and Intercolonial trains would run
over this part of the National Transcon-
tinental. If deemed expedient, the Inter-
colonial, - after thus being extended to
Winnipeg, can be further extended to
Prince Rupert by virtue of the provision
in the act of 1903, securing for it running
rights over the Grand Trunk Pacific.

This phase of the act was emphasized
hy. the Laurier government when the bill
was before parliament. Practically, how-
ever, the same result would be achieved

Moncton probably needs the establish-
ment of technical classes in teaching sub-
jects in association with its educational
system, more than any othér point within
ﬁ.'bn province outsidé of the city of St.

The high school system of our provinee
instead of being merely an institution to
fit young people for the professions, should
also have allied with it a new curriculum

. |or course of education, fitting the pupils

for the commercial and industrial pursuits
in life.

The enormous expansion in the Twe of
machinery as applied to the industries of
the day, has created an abeolutely unsat-
isfied demand in a growing country like

-| Canada for skilled. labor, trained along the

scientific and technical side of such em-
ployment.

The machinery, which the most ordin-
ary workman te day, is called upon occas-
ionally to use, is becoming so complicated
and valuable, that a steading inoreasing
trained intelligence is needed in its op-
eration and management.

A few years ago a blackemith, for ex-
ample would use a heavy sledge hammer
to weld and fashion the heated iron, but
today in many an institution large ham-
mers worked by electricity, are employed,
which cost thousands and tems of thous.
ands of dollars each.

trained to no small degree, and as human
invention advances, so too will the need
of technical education increase.

The idea of a technical school is mot
that the young shall be trained as work-
men and turned out as fledged workmen,
but' that they shall have the advantage of
their higher education being directed along
lines associated with their prospective
life's work, and incidentally that they will
be cared for during that period when all
of them would not be eligible as appren-
tices in industrial establishments,

A further suggestion, worthy of consid-
eration in this journal's judgment, is
whethgr Or not a given number of years
epent in a technical college or school ought
or ought not to be recognized by the labor
organizations as equivalent to a given peri-
od of practical apprenticeship.

CHEEK FOR 83,150,000

Payment of the Advance Inheritance
" Tax on Astor Estate

Albany, Oct. 15—A check for $3,150,000
has been received by State Comptroller
Sohmer, in payment of the advance inherit-
ance tax on the estate of Colonel John
Jacob Astor, who perished on the Titanic.
The temporary tax was paid at this time
in order to get the 5 per cent rebate al-
lowed by law if payment is made within
six months after death.
