CORD TIRE

he cord tire differs from the fab-
island
cotton or other «losely woven and
interwoven fabric being used for the
carcass of the tire, cords - are used
which are loosely woven and not in-
terwoven.

There are two kinds of cord tires,
the “cable cord” and the ‘“multiple
cord.” _

The difference between the cable
cord and the multipe lcord tire is in
the size of the cords and the number
of, plies of cords. In the cable cord
tire there are two to four plies of
heavy cable cords.

In the multiple cord tire there are
6 to 8 layers or plies of smaller cords
or ‘threads.

The cord tire is ar stronger than
fabric tire, one principle reason being
that the cord is not so closely woven
or interwoven as the fabric carcass
tire and thereforel not broken so eas-
ily, as with the fabric tire it is con-
tinually sawing itself as if it were
being bent back and forth and event-
ually breaks. Another advantage is
that a cord tire is not subject to
stone briises, as the cords all fun
one way adn are not interwoven as
fabric, and the result is ‘they will
give without breaking when tire
strikes a stone at high speed, or in
other words, the carcass will have
same action as the tread—it will
stretch under blow without breaking.

The ‘inner lining of a tire is made

This is due to its strong
construction, yet is resilient and easy
riding and cords do not break as
readily as interwoven fabric.

Cord tires can be made in the
“molded” or “wrapped tread” meth-
od. Sand blisters are -caused by a
small hole or cut in tread th{ﬁou‘gh
which sand and, dirt work undér the
tire causnig xt to pucker up and will
result in a loose traad if not closed
up. The hole throngh which  the
sand worked into and under tread
may be several inches away. - Close
it up with a plastic substance called
“tire dough” o vulcanize it.

The Board of Trade received a
message from Col. A. E. Bernard at
Naples ,yesterday stating: “Free en-
try ‘of ‘all codfish from today.” Var-
jous city firms have also received
messages containing the same in-
ormatjon, which is good news for the
fish exporters here as it is hoped it
will tend to stremgthen the Italian
market. The duty heretofore paid on
fish ‘going into Italy was five lire per:
100 kilogims. The gold “lire 'is nor-
mally worth 9 1-2.d or 19 cents. This
means 5 ‘cents per 100 kilos or 220
tbs. During the war and since the

armistice gold is practically unobtain [ the Western Union fTelegraph

able in Italy and importers have had
to pay duties in paper lire which is
depreciated to about one -fifth of ‘the
gold standard. This means that in-
stead of importers paying .50 Ccents
a quintal ithey had to pay $2.00 per
quintal. This has now apparently
been removed but no particylars are
given in the messages as to the
cause of this move, which it is earn-
estly heped will increase our sales in
this market.—News, June 13.
