The only thing which
could have averted this heavy rate
would have been assurances from re-
sponsible quarters in New York that
the situation, which it is recognized is
due to the exceptional demands upon
capital in consequence of the great
commercial activity in Americag is suf-
ficlently well in hand to warrant the
expectation that there would be an
carly cessation of the gold driin on the
market. In the absence of such an as-
surance the Bank of England utilized
the only weapon at hand to protect its
reserves,

It is realized, however, that even this
high rate may not prevent shipments
of gold to New York, but it is hoped
that it may attract the gold from
abroad in sufficient quantities to restore
the equilibrium.

“United
States of America” appears above the
Indian.

WAS FOLLOWER OF
BILL QUANTRELL

John Sharp, Who Recently Died at
Quatsino, Had Adventurous
Career.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A great de@l of speculation has been
indulged in of late, regarding the iden-
tity of an old prospector named John
Sharp, who was caretaker of the coal
workings of a company which some
years ago did work on Quatsino Seund.
The death of the old man a week or
two ago revived rumors to the effect
that he was in reality Bill Quantrell,
the famous guerilla chief of the Con-
federate forces in the American Civil
war, and the fact that a pistol with
the initials W. Q. was alleged to be in
his possessicn, gave color/to the inter-
esting story.

That there was no ground for this
belief is definitely stated by Ben Lee-
son, the veteran pioneer of Quatsino
Sound, who knew Johfi Sharp. well for
many years and who frequently joked
with him over his supposed identity as
ithe great guerilla. ‘“You are John
Sharp to me you know,” Leeson would
say, ‘no matter what other people
may call you.”

“Well,” Sharp would reply, “if they
insist that I am Bill Quantrell why
should I care.”

Sharp, according to Leeson, was very
closely associated with Quantrell and
was with him on most of his raids.
After the war he removed to Fort
Worth, Texas, and there engaged in
cattle ranching. He was attacked on
the streets one day by some .of his
quarrelsome neighbors who first winged
him with a bullet, and as he staggered
into the shelter of a bar room drove 3
knife undex his shoulder blade. Sharp
roused by the last mentioned wound
seized a double barpeléd shot gun which
hung behind the bar and opening fire
‘m the men as they attempted to
drive away, killed one and wounded
the other. Sharp carried a cruel scar
on his shoulder as a result, to his death
bed.

In the panic ‘of the early seventies
his bank collapsed, ruining him, and it
was thén he came West and subse-
quently north into British €olumbia.
His strange career termlnated a week
oF two ago at the end of a debauch,
and was attended by some elements
which suggest ‘foul play: The provin-
cial ‘police are now. inyestigating.

APPROXIMATE RESULIS
ANNOUNCED T0-DAY/

Legislature in New York Is Entirely
Republican--Landslide in
Boston.

New York, Nov. 6.—All returns re-

ceived during the night and this morn-
ing confirm the general results already
announced, and clear up some of the
.doubts in closely contested elections.
The main results, as now estimated
are as follows: Gov. Guild, jr., has in-
creased his plurality -about 105,000 as
against a plurality of 30,000 in 1906.

The entire state ticket and both
branches of the legislature are Repub-
lican. Of the two Democrat candidates
H. W. Whitney, strongly outvoted
Charles Bartlett. the latter falling far
below Thomas L. Hisgen, candidate of
the Independence League.

Maryland, which was in doubt, has
elected a Democrat candidate for gov-
ernor, Judge Austen L. Crothers, and
the entire Democratic state ticket by
about 7,000 plurality. The legislature
is apparently Democratic except Gov-
ernor Smith, who carried the primaries
for the long term in the U. E. senate,
and Senator Wm. Whitney is assured
of the short term.

The result in New Jersey has be-
come so close that it may require the
official returns to decide between Kat-
zenbath, the Democratic candidate for
governor and Judge Franklin Forbes,
Republican nominee. The early re-
port of Katzenbach's lead of 15,000
has been followed by detailed réturns
showing that only a few hundred votes
separate the contestants.

At . Newark, Forbes’ election is
claimed by a plurality of about 175. In
1904 Governor Stokes had a Republican
majority of 31,000 in New Jersey.

Rhode Island has re-elected Governor
Higgins {(Democrat), his plurality now
reaching 2,307, a gain of 1,000 .since
1904, . The general assembly is Repub-
lican in both Hbranches, insuring the
return of George Peabody Wetmore, ot
Newport to ‘the U. 8. senate.

Kentucky has elected the entire Re-
publican state ticket headed by Eustus
Wilson for governor by a majority
ranging from five thousand to .ten
thousand. The Kentucky - legislature
will have a Democratic majority on
the joint ballot, and will probably elect
Governor Beckham to the U. S: senate.
--The New York results; both city and
state, -remain as determined: last night,
Justices Edward T. Bartlett and Wil-
lard Bartlett, joint Democratic and
Republican nominees, being 'elected as
justices of the court of appeals, and
the Tammany ticket having a plural-
ity over the Independence Leagues.

Boston, Mass.,, Nov. 6.—To-day’s re-
vised totals of yesterday’s vote for
governor gave Curtis Guild, jr., of Bos-
ton, (Republican), 188,543; Henry M.
Whitney, of Brooklyne (Democrat),
83,492; Thomas L. Hisgen, of West
Springfield (Independence League), 74,-
845; Chas. W. Bartlett,” of Newton,
(anti-Railroad Merger), 11,770. These
complete returns give Governor Guild
a. plurality of 105,051, the largest since
that of Governor Wolcott, in 1898. The
vote for the remainder of the Republi-
can ticket, probably will equal that
for Governor Guild, who is now serv-
ing his second term. The next legis-
lature will be composed-of 31 Republi-
cans and 9 Democrats in the senate,
and 175 Republicans to 66 Democrats in
the house.

In Boston what was. éxpected to be
a close three-cornered. fight between
John B. Moran, - Joseph E. Denison and
Walter A. Webster for the district at-
torneyship of Suffolk county, resulted
in a landslide of over 27,000 plurality in
favor of Mr. Moran, the present dis-
trict attorney. :

Trenton, N, J., Nov. 6.—Indications
early to-day are that it will take the
official count to decide the result, so
close is the vote for governor between
J. Franklin Fort (Republican,) and
Frank 8. Katzenbach (Democrat.) The
figures obfainable apparently favor the
latter, but his margin is only a few
hundred votes. As many of the county
pluralities returned are partially esti-
mated, their correctness-is disputed
by the Republicans who claim that the
corrected returns will show the elee-
tion of Fort. The legislature, accords-
ing to the returns will be Republican.
Another feature of the election in New

A.French journal, Le
Petit Parisien, declares that American
girls, whe; married abroad, mostly for
foreign "titles, ca'*ricd with them to
Europe the astonishing sum of $900,000,~
000. The Paris writer did not associ-
ate this rather startling statement with
the reports of tight money in America,
vet on this dide of the Atlantic the fact
that hundreds of mijllions have gone out
of the country with title huntgrs may
occasion a little financial as well as
social speculation.

Henry Clews, the veteran financier,
when asked for an opinion on this es-
timate, said:

His Worship Suggested Devoting
Proceeds to Aiding Y. M. C. A.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.) .
The discussion of the proposed in-
rease in the liquor licenses in the city
last evening’s council called forth
<ome rather sharp passages between
members of the council. Ald. Hanna
refused to consider it as a serious ques-
tion, asserting that it was simply in-
troduced for election advertising.

His Worship assumed responsibility
far the measure and with Ald. Gleason
iefendea it.

Ald. Fell, when the subject was in-
rroduced, wanted some information rel-
ative to the proposed increase in the

enses from $300 to $500.

Ald. Gleason said that at the present
:ime there were 79 licenses in the city
which gave & revenue of $24,750. He

t that if this liquor traffic was to be
rived from it to pay for the regulating

f the traffic. The police of the city
ost $3,000 more than was derived from
thig traffic. But there were other ex-
penses to the city arising out of the
traffic. As an instance of this, $31.25
had been paid for one patient suffering
from delirium tremens. He did not in-
troduce this by-law as a temperance
measure. He did not believe in high
license as a temperance move.

Ald. Fell did not agree with the argu-
ment of Ald. Gleason. Even if the
caloons were all closed in this city there
would still be a police force needed and
a police magistrate. The only way to
stop the traffic was to stop the manu-
facture of liquor.

“We do not propose to stop the traf-
fic by this,” interjected Ald. Gleason.

Ald. Fell said there ‘was a means of
increasing the revenue which had not
been used. This was by collecting a
fee of $100 for each transfer of a li-
cense. Time was taken up in this and
$2,000 would be raised by the imposi-
tionof this fee.

“Would we have the power to do
this?” asked His Worship.

Ald. Fell said he thought it possible,
or if it could not the power could easily
be got. Ald. Fell objected to jumping
up the license from $300 to $500. He be-
lieved there was more behind this than
mere revenue. It looked like limiting
the number of licenses. This, he be-
lievéd, had, had its, effect in this by-
law being introduced.

“It would have been increased much
more than it has if that were the ob-
jeet,” . said Ald. Gleason.

“The chances of passing it would be
riore ‘difficult,” added Ald. Fell. Doubt-
legss this had been considered. He ra-
ther favored raising the license by $50
a year for a term of years until $500
was reached.

Ald. Hanna said he understood this
was the Mayor's proposal and Ald.
Gleason was only assisting him out. He
wanted an explanation from His Wor-
ship.

His Worship said he had always re-
garded the licenses of this city as too
low. Other surrounding places more
nearly approached $1,000 than $300. The
liquor interests in the city showed that
they were not being robbed, judging
by what liquor firms were doing. The
fee of $500 would still be abnormally
low. To increase the license would
force.the licensees to run a better busi-
ness and not the slip shod way in which
some were run.

“And squeeze some out,”
Ald. Hanna.

His Worship saild that this was not
proposed for that purpose. If some
were squeezed out it could not be
helped The number of licenses in this
city was far too many according to
the rule laid down by the legislature.

He believed that the city had not
been getting sufficient out of the li-
censes. The city would be faced next
year with a request for a large grant
to the Y. M. C. A. He did not know
any better use than the increased rev-
enue from the liquor traffic could be
put to than that of helping to erect
the Y. M. C. A. building. The one
tended to counteract the other,

Ald. Hanna took exception to the
arguments of Ald. Gleason and the
Mayor. He was tired of this use of the
question before every election. The
“city was relly onto this.” He objected
to making a little increase in the Ili-
cense just to get a little cheap adver-
tising for election purposes. He re-
fused to take any part in a move which
was simply for advertising purposes.
If it was a question of principle he was
prepared to go into the whole question.

His Worship said on the face of the
by-law this was intended for revenue
purposes and not as Ald.

LOGGING TRAIN IS
TOTALLY WRECKED

Lem White and Frank Astrey Victims
in Runaway locomotive Ac-
cident Near Chemainus

Chemainus, Nov. 5.—Two men were
killed near Millar Creek this morning
through locomotive No. 6, drawing
eight loaded cars on the logging rail-
way owned by the Victoria Lumber
Manufacturing Company, running away
down a steep grade. The accident oc-
curred shortly after eight o’clock this
morning when the train was coming
here from No. 6 camp.

Through some unaccountable reason
the locomotive ran away while on the
steep grade near Millar Creek and
rushed along, impelled by the heavy
weight of the loaded cars, for three
miles, when the locomotive broke down
and the cars turned over. As soon as
the train crew realized their danger
they jumped, but Lem White, the en-
gineer, and Frank Astrey, book-keeper,
at No. 6 camp, were Kkilled.

The former was thrown head fore-
most against a stump and killed in-
stantly, while Astrey failed to get clear
of the plunging cars and rolled beneath
the wheels, meeting a horrible death.
All the cars were wrecked and the
locomotive was badly damaged.

The remains of the unfortunate men
have been brought here. Astrey is
well known in Victoria. while White's
family reside at Mount Pleasant, Van-
couver.

ATTEMPTED BURGLARY.

Five Men Break Into Vancouver Office,
Gag Watchman and Explode
Safe.

Vancouver, Nov. 5.—Five burglars,
broke into the office of the Vancouver
Breweries at Mount Pleasant early this
morning, tied the watchman’s hands
behind him and forced him to lie un-
der the table till they had attempted
to blow open the big safe with nitro
glycerine.

The explosion wrecked the safe door
and tHe office, but did not break the
strongbox completely, and the burglars
decamped without getting anything.

New York, Nov. 5—The quietest
election in years, so far as general
public interest is concerned, is pro-
ceeding in greater New York to-day
following a spiritless campaign. Politi-
cal orators tried in wvain to arouse
apathetic voters. Slow balloting in the
early hours of to-day indicated a light
vote, despite- fair weather and an
agreeable temperature.

What little interest there is has been
sentred in the fight for sheriff of New
York county. The. candidates are
Thos. Foley, Democrat; Long, a Tam-
many district leader, and Maximillian
F. Thmsen, Independent League and
Republican, who has acted as cam-
paign manager for Wm. R. Hearst for
several years. Both sides early to-day
expressed themselves as confident of
victory.

INCREASE IN NUMBER
OF IMMIGRANTS

During Six Months Ending September
193,690 Persons Entered
the Dominion.

Ottawa, Nov. 5.—Immigration returns
for the six months of the fiscal year,
from April to September, both months
included, show a total of 193,690 com-
pared with 147,760 for the same time
last yeai, an increase of 45,930 arrivals.

From the. United States there- were
35,052, a decrease of 2,891, and from
ocean ports 158,598, an increase of
48,824.

The total percentage of increase was
31 per cent., by ocean ports 44 per cent.,
and from the United States a decrease
of 8 per cent.

BOURASSA ROUTED
IN BELLECHASSE

SWEEPING MAJORITY
FOR HON. A. TURGEON

All Liberals Were Returned in Bye
Electons in Province of
Quebec.

Montreal, Nov. 4.—By-elections took
place to-day to fill four vacancies in
the Quebec legislature. The greatest
interest centered in the result in Belle-
chasse county, Where the election was
necessitated by the resignation of Hon.
Adelard Turgeon, minister of lands,
who appealeq to his electors as an an-
swer to the chargesb of graft which have
been made against him in connection
with the administration of his depart-
ment. The most responsible utterer of
these charges was Henri Bourassa,
M. P. for Labelle,

Mr. Turgeon resigned and challenged
Mr. Bourassa to run against him in
Bellechasse, a challenge which the lat-
ter promptly accepted. Those who have
been “in the country had no idea that
Mr. Bourassa would run, but not even
the friends of Mr. Turgeon expected
that the latter would secure the major-
ity of 812, which was given him In to-
day’s election, the outside estimate of
the Libera]l orgagjzers having been i.n
the neighborhood eof 500. The result is
taken as an indication that the Bour-
assa boom, as it is termed, has not yet
reached the dimensions which it was
credited with attaining.

Victories® For Gouin Ministry.

In Nicolet ‘a seat was provided for
C. R. Devlin, formeérly M. P. for Gal-
way in the British House of Commons,
and more recently M. P. for Nicolet.
Mr. Devlin resigned this latter seat to
accept the portfolio -of public works
in the provincial government, and was
elected to-day by a majority of 364 over
Sevigny, Conservative.

In Montmorency, there was a con-
test caused by the appointment of
Alex. Taschereau to the portfolio of
mines and colonization. Mr. Tas-
chereau was opposed by Mr. Bernier,
Conservative, whom he had no diffi-
culty in defeating by a majority of 825.

The fourth contest was in Rimouski,
vacated by the appointment of the sit-
ting member to the bench. Here Mr.
Danjou, the government candidate, de-
feateq Fiset, Liberal, by 319 majority.

The result of the election was a com-
plete victory for the Gouin government.

DESPONDENCE LEADS TO DEATH.

Native of Saskatchewan
Drinks Gopher Poison.

Popular

i"orget, Sask., Nov. 5.—The body of
Charles Havenith, a popular man of
this place, was brought to town on
Saturday. He met his death by taking
gopher poison at the farm of a friend
whom he.accompanied to bring in a
load of oats.

It happened he had been drinking,
and was despondent. After they got a
meal Havenith asked for a gun to shoot
himself, and was refused. In a little
while he noticed the poison on the table.
He said goodbye and drank the con-
tents before he could be prevented. An
inquest was held by Coroner MacGre-
gor, and a verdict brought in of “sui-
cide’” while temporarily insane.

DROWNED IN A PAIL.

Alvinstown, Ont., Nov. 5.~The young-
est gson of John McMaster, of this place,
was drowned in a pail of water last
night. The child was a year old. His
mother had gone out for, a few minutes
and on returning found the child in the
pail.

THE REPAIRING OF

- GOVERNMENT STREET

Steps Taken by the City Council to
Bring About This
Work.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

Government street will, according to
present indications, be repaired before
long, and all will agree it is not before
it is needed. The condition of the
street prompted one of the park com-
missioners to put forth the suggestion
recently that ducks should be intro-
duced to the sfreet to complete the
picture presented. 2

At last night’s council meeting, on
motion of Ald. Henderson, chairman of
the streets committee, the original
resolution relative to the paving of the
street was rescinded and'a new resolu-
tion passed looking to the introduc-
tion of a by-law along the lines of the
agreement reached between the coun-
cil and the property owners by which
the council pay the assessments for
the first five years and the assess-
ments for the next five be met by the
property owners.

The creosoted blocks will be used, the
paving extending from Johnson street
to Courtenay street.

Fell suggested that Fort street
should also be included in the resolu-
tion as it would soon be ‘in as bad
shape as Government street,

Ald. Verrinder did not think it should
be included in the same by-law as the
situation was different, the Fort street
blocks having practically lived out
their allotted  time.

Ald. Fell said he did not propose that
course.but tHought a by-law' should: be
introduced to cover Fort street paving
also.

Tt was decided to proceed with the
Government street by-law first.

TROPICAL DISEASE.
Dr. Carter Finlay, of Havana, Reci-
pient of Mary Kingsley Medal,

Havana, Nov. 4—Dr. Carter Finlay,
chief of the department of health and
sanitation of Havana, was to-day pre-
sented by Governor Magoon with the
Mary Kingsley medal in recognition of
his discovery as to the mosquito theory
of yellow fever. This medal is awarded
by the Liverpool school for the study
of tropical diseases to commemmorate
Miss Mary Kingsley, the African trav-
eller. The presentation was made at
the University of Havana in the pres-
ence of a large gathering of local of-
ficials and scientists.

VICTOR IN GREAT
BALLOON RACE

Oscar Erbloch, of Germany, Receives
International Cup for Winning
St. Louis Aero Contest

New York, Nov. 5.—Oscar Erbloeh, of
Germany, last night received the in-
ternational cup which marks him as
the winner of the balloon race which
started from St. Louis on Oct. 21st.
The presentation took place at the
rooms of the aero club of America.

At the same time it was announced
that a special prize had been prepared
for Le Blanc of France, who was
second in the race, and who broke the
record for time in the air.

The official record for the race gives
Erbloeh, in the Pommern, 871.74 miles
and Le Blanc, in the Isle de France,
866.59 miles.

RAILROAD CHAOS.
Extraordinary Condition of Affairs Exists
in Southern Russia and the
Caucasus.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 4—It was an-
nounced here to-day that the tour of in-
spection just concluded by the minister
of ways and communicaiions through
Scuthern Russla, the Caucasus, Turkestan
and Central Asia, had revealed complete
chaos.in the railroad system. The state-
ment is made that the rajlroads are prac-
tically in the hands ot the revolutionists
and plans for an armed uprising are be-
ing spread everywhere. The minister him-
self narrowly escaped having ‘a bomb
hurled at him at one point.

TAFT NOT GOING
TO EUROPE

U. S. War Secretary Will Retarn
Home--Change in Plans Due
to Viadivostok Mutiny.

Manila, Nov. 5.—United States Secre-
tary of State Taft, it is reported, will
abandon his European tour and return
directly to the Pacific coast. He will
Jeave Manila on Nov. 9th on the Am-
erican flagship Rainbow for Yokohama,
where he will take passage by Steam-
er for 'Friaco.

This report has been verified, though
owing to the absence of Mr. Taft, who
is out of town visiting the new water-
works, he cannot be interviewed upon
the political situation, and the condi-
ticns prevailing at Viadivostok, which,
it is 1eported, are the cause of his re-
turn to America.

REVOLUTION OF DEATH.

St. Catharines, Ont., Nov. 5.—Edward
Liptrott, an employee of theWhitman &
Barnes Manufacturing Company, was
killed yesterday. He was working on a
ladder which slipped, throwing him on-the
revolving belt which was wound around
the shafting, and this crushed him to
death. He leaves a widow and two
children.

BANKS ASSISTING
GRAIN MOVEMENT

Heads of Toronto Institutions Deny
Report That Necessary Funds
Are Not Forthcoming

Toronto, Nov. 5.—Emphatically the
heads of two of the largest banks in
Toronto deny the repgrts to the ef-
fect that crops cannot be moved be-
cause banks are unable to advance the
usual and necessary funds to the grain
dealers,

D. R. Wilkie, of the Imperial.Bank,
says there is not a farmer in the West
who wanted to market his crop who
is unable to get cash for it.

C. A. Bogert, general manager of the
Dominion Bank, is doing everything
possible to expedite the marketing of
the western grain crop.

W. D. Matthews, a well known grain
dealer, thinks the banks are giving as-
sistance in a very liberal spirit, and it
will be found that banks have been
giving the normal amount of money
for the movement of grain in the
Northwest.

The only restrictions banks have
been placing upon the grain business
this year is in regard to speculation.

E, W. Baird also stated he knew of
no cases where banks had refused le-
gitimate assistance.

JOHN ARBUTHNOT 1S
INTERESTED IN IT

It Is Situated at Suquash River on
Vancouver Island--Was Known
Years Ago

(From Tuesday’'s Dalily.)

There is promise growing of a more
active spirit of enterprise being intro-
duced into the coal mining industry of
Vancouver Island in the next few
months.

It is expected that the first shipments
from the Fiddick’s Farm property,
south of Wellington, recently acquired
by a local company, will be made next
week. A spur from the E. & N. rail-
way is being built into the mine, and,
it is said, will be completed in a few
days. When this work is done the com-
pany will be able to load cars right at
the mine and ship into Victoria and
other parts of the Island.

The opening up of another big pro-
perty at Suquash river is also in pros-
pect. For some months past prospect-
ing operations have been quietly going
on there to determine the nature and
extent of the deposits, and as a result
of these preliminary investigations,
which have involved an expenditure of
about $20,000, active mining will be
commenced early in the spring. In this
enterprise John Arbuthnot and others
are interested.

Like others of the coal deposits of
Vancouver Island, this latter property
is one of the early discoveries which
has lain dormant awaiting the develop-
ment of markets and the advent of
mining enterprise. Coal was found
there as early as 1835, and considerable
quantities of the material were taken
from some of the measures and used,
with most satisfactory results, by
steamers plying on the coast in years’
past. Among the vessels which were
coaled from the Suquash measures was
H. M. S. Sparrowhawk, which was on
this station in 1868, and the Hudson’s
Bay steamer Otter, engaged in service
with the northern posts of the com-
pany during the same period. These
deposits were forsaken after the open-
ing up of the Nanaimo coal deposits,
as these latter mines were In close
touch with the only available market
of those days in Victoria city. i

The borings which ‘have been made
on this property during the past few
months have disclosed the existence of
a very large body of excellent coal, and
the chances are that this property will
develop into one of the most important
mines in the province.

The property is located close to tide-
water, and will have the very best
shipping facflities, either on Beaver
harbor, on which a portion of the land
fronts, or at Port McNeil, which offefs
safe anchorage for vessels, a few miles
south. It is on the east coast, well up
toward the north end of the Island.
The sinking of a shaft on the Suquash
seam will be begun in April or May
next.

WHITE SLAVE TRAFFIC.

Missionary’s Story of Twelve-Year-0ld
uirl Who Was. Beaten to
Death in Den,

Battle Creek, Mich.,, Nov. 5—That
girls are being stolen from their Ameri-
can homes and sent to. Panama ' for
Immoral purposes was the statement
made at the National Purity Congress
Here yesterday by Rose Johnson, a
missionary, who has spent several years
in_ Colon, where she established a
boarding home for American boys.

Miss Johnson told of a 12-year-old
girl she had attempted to rescue in
Colon, who told her she had been en-
ticed from 125th street, New York, by
a strange woman. Miss Johnson said
in her statement she wag attacked in
her efforts to get the girl out of a den,
and later received word the girl had
been beaten to death. Miss Johnson
has also done rescue work in Alex-
andria, and she stated, she rescued one
girl who had been shipped as a white
slave from Toronto to Chicago, then to
New York, then to Paris, and then to
Egypt. She sald that drinking and
gambling conditions appeared to her
worse in Colon than at Port Said.

STENOGRAPHERS' STRIKE.
When Court in Nova Scotia Meets
There Will Be No Reporters
Presenpt.

Halifax, Nov. 6.—The latest indus-
trial strike in Nova Scotia is that of
the court stenographers. There are
five of them, and@ they refuse to work
any longer unless the government
comes to terms with them. The statute
fixes their pay at $10 a day, but the
government - declined to pay them for
the time spent in travelling on their
route, If the stenographer takes a
whole day to get to a place and the
whole day to get back, he is allowed
only for the day that he has spent in
court. The stenographers won’t put up
with this, and the opening gun will be
fired before Judge Meagher to-day.
When the court convenes here there
will be no stenographers to take down
the proceedings.

HUNTER OF NOTE.

Man Who Killed Prowling Animal In
Edmonton Gave Name to
Hunter's Gap.

Edmonton, Nov. 4—W. H. Hunter,
who succeeded in killing an animal that
has been going about Elm Park district
“seeking what it may devour,” is one
of the best known old-time hunters in
Northern Alberta. He has been here
for twenty-four years. Previous to
coming to Alberta he was a miner and
trapper in the Algoma district. Hunt-
er's Island and Hunter’s Gap, in Brit-
tsh Columbia, are called after him.
Seventeen years ago he carved bhis
name on the trees there and so the
place was named after the unknown
wayfarer,
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It would be a useless and altogether
unprofitable task to attempt to check
all the vagaries of our esteemed con-

Readers of the Colonist know well
that the government has been repeat-
edly complimented of late for the ac-
tion it has taken in sending a commis-
sioner to Japan to discuss with the Im-
perial government of that country the
immigration of subjects of the Mikado
to Canada and ' to endeavor to
reach an understanding on the subject
which weuld have. the effect of stop-
ping the influx without disturbing the
cordial commercial relations between
the two nations. The dispatch of Hon.
R. Lemieux has been referred to in the
most eulogistic terms as an act de-
serving the highest commendation.
But some one must have whispered in
the ear of the editor that the govern-
ment, being a Liberal institution, must
of necessity be incapable of doing’any-
thing worthy of approval from a Con-
servative point of view. Consequently
our contemporary has suddenly revised
its opinion. It now asserts that diplo-
matic negotiation‘is not the proper way
to arrive at a solution of the immigra-
tion problem. The government should
have passed a Natal Act as recom-
mended by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain. It
contends there is nothing in the cor-
respondence which would warrant the
conclusion that the Imperial govern-
ments of either Japan or Great Bri-
tain entertained any obpection to the
passage of such an act. We say that a
caréful perusal of the correspondence
establisheg our contention that the en-
actment of a measure based upon the
Natal Act was regarded by the repre-
sentatives of both the nsations interest-
ed as something only to be resorted to
in case of the impossibility of a diplo-
matic solution being reached. Mr.
Chamberlain says distinctly in one of

is letters that “any attempt to restrict
immigration or to impose disqualifica-
tions on such distinctions, besides be-
ing offensive to friendly powers, is
contrary to the general principles of
equality which have been the, guiding

principle of British rule throughout the |

Empire.” We helieve if a vote could
be taken on the matter the general con-
sensus of opinion, not only throughout
Canada, but also throughout British
Columbia, would be that the govern-
ment has taken the proper course and
the course which is likely to produce
the most satisfactory results. If the
government of Japan can be induced to
offeotively prohibit immigration, that
method of dealing with the matter will
prove  ‘more satisfactory than the
passage of a Natal Act, for
thz reason = that any Japanese
deeply desirous of coming to
this country could in a very short space
of time qualify himself to successfully
meet any test imposed under such an
act.

BYSINESS IN UNITED STATES AND
CANADA.

Wall street tells us the
crisis is over. Nevertheless we
from press dispatches that banks, said
to be merely minor instituticns, are
closing their doors in many of the
states of the union. The goverror of
Oregon continues to proclaim legal
holidays from day to day lest the rush
of fearful depositors upon financial in-
stitutions should precipitate a panic in
that state. Whether the heroic meas-
ure adopted by this astute public man
shall prove effective is yet to be de-
termined by results. It is not alto-
gether unreasonable to assume that
the stream thus pent up may rush with
irresistible force once the artificial
barriers are removed. It is also worthy
of note that some of the more import-
ant of the industrial institutions of the
country are beginming to feel the ef-
fects of the finangial stringency. They
also are closing up their works and
laying off employees. Some of them
are passing into the hands of receiv-
ers. ‘Their management  claim, of
course, that they are in & perfectly
solvent condition. The cessation of
Lusiness is ascribed to causes over
which they can have no effective con-
trol, such as the unwarranted increase
in the cost of production, which has
raised values beyond the capacity of
consumers to buy. The result is stag-
nation of business. If this condition
becomes general, as Seems to be inevi-
table, a general business depression is
bound to be the ultimate outcome. Be-
fore a normal state of affairs can be
restored there must be a scaling down
of prices nll along the line. On the
whole, therefore, it is apparent that
there is something in the situation that
is the reverse of reassuring. There is
ittle likelihood of a depression such as
that which settled upon the country
during the last Democratic regime.
That is the opinion of optimistic sur-
veyors of ‘the business outlook. But
no one can tell what may come to
pass. Our neighbors are such a mer-
curial people, so prone to rush to ex-
tremes, that it is no wonder there are
serlous misgivings in high business cir-
cles. On this side of the line we be-
lieve there is good ground for taking
the matter philosophically. There has
been a partial failure in the crop of
the Northwest; but in all other sections
of the Dominion the harvest has been
fully up to the average, if not actually
beyond it. Even in the prairie prov-
inces, according te the estimate of the
C. P. R. experts, who are conservative
in their methods of computation, what-
ever shortage there may have been in
quantity and however inferior thé qual-
ity of the product, are more than made
up by ‘increased prices. The value of
the crop is greater by some millions
than the value of the crop of 1906. Con-
sequently, while Canada may feel to
some extent the depression Ilikely to
fall upon her neighbors, there is every
probability that the influence ‘of the
break in the market will have but lit-
tle effect upon our progress. As we
have already pointed out, we are go-
ing tn undertake great works in rall-
way construction, provision for which
has already been made in the money
markets of Great Britain. The activity
consequent upon these enterprises will
likely tide us safely over the crisis, if
crisis there shall be. We are not sure
but a temporary cessation of activity
in the United States may have a stim-
ulative effect upon Canada. Idle
hands must seek a new fleld for the
employment of their energies. They
will come to this country in increased
numbers. They will help us in the
great undertakings -we have in hand.
They will settle here, assimilate with
our population and become useful citi-
zens. That is one of the advantages of
our position as a country having large
areas unoccupied. A few years ag>
the unemployed could seek refuge in
the sparsely populated western states.
There is no such outlet left now in the
United States. New flelds must be
sought, and they are only to be .[cund
in Canada. That is one reason why
Canadians can afford to sit back and
view the situation with perfect squani-
mity. .

Since the above was written the
weekly circular of Henry Clews, the
great New York banker, has arrived.
It 1s particularly interesting to Cana-
dians to read what Mr. Clews hag ‘to
say. He does not take a particularly
optimistic view of the situation, and
he refers in exceedingly complimentary
terms to.the Canadian banking sys-
tem. Of conditions In general he
‘claims that the acute stage of the fin-
ancial crisis has passed; hysteria has
subsided and the situation now appears
well under control. This does not
mean that an immediate recovery is
to be expected. Recuperation will be
stow and ‘irregular; the causes for the
recent collapse being too deeply seated
and complex to indulge in any false
hopes in that respect. It is now fully
recognized that thé crisis was chiefly
due to the exhaustion of floating capi-
tal. Additional sources of weakness
were the over extension of credit, the
over production of securities, the im-
pairment ‘of confidence by corporate
mismanagement, and the occasional in-
terference of national And state govern-
ments in corporation affairs. Wall
Street has now amply discounted all

‘of these drawbacks, having done 80 In

three successive stages by means of
i

‘not'feel compelled to admit that on the
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the breaks in March, August ahd Og¢-
tober. In the financial ~district - the
sltuatl?n is gradually righting itself.
After liquidation on a tremendous scale
the surest and most natural relief came
through gold imports, - over $25,000,000
having thus far been engaged. The
other form, of relief—that of clearing
house certificates—though ~ artificial,
was equally efficlent. This latter ex-
pedient has been resorted to in many
of the leading clearing houses in dif-
ferent parts of the country and has
done much to restore the equilibrium;

“Many commodities, however, are up-
on a high level and a majority of our
industries have until recently beeen
working under full pressure, and the
inevitable curtailment of credit means
a lessening of their activity. Economy
in management will now have to be en-
forced; many hands will necessarily
be discharged, and with the purchasing
power of the people thus impaired the
consumption of staple goods will sure-
1y decrease.”

The reference to our banking Sys-
tem is quite reassuring. Mr. Clews
says of it:“Recent experiences empha-
size the necessity for establishing an
elastic currency spstem. For several
years we have been adding freely to
our currency supplies to meet the
growing requirements of trade. When
business contracts we shall find our-
selves with an oversupply of currency
and no means of regulation. We need
an automatic elastic currency system
through banks of igsue, corresponding
to the Canadian system, which for
many years has worked so smoothly
and safely under conditions similar to
those in the Unitede States. No means
has yet been found for preventing
panics, but a scientific turrency system
would go far towards avoiding such
crises and mitigating their effect. Con-
gress could not devote its time to a
better purpose this winter than a re-
form in our present antiquated and
clumsy currency methods.”

The conflict in which the Colter ranch
was devastated, was occasioned direct-
ly by the removal of the Indians from
the Hot Spring reservation. At the
time Mr. Colter and his outfit moved
into New Mexico this trouble was
ablaze, and all unconsciously he locat-
ed right in the storm centre between
the two reservations. He knew that
the Apaches were bad, for Indian fight-
ing was part of the cattleman’s exist-
ence in those times. He did not know,
however, that a band of 500 warriors

had broken into open warfare on the
whites.

WAS HERO OF °
COLTER’S RANCH

VISITOR TELLS OF -
' LIFE IN NEW MiXICO

Nova Scotian, Who Took Part in
Fierce Fights With the
Indians, Is Here

In the range of mountains some miles
away from the Colter ranch a com-
pany of prospectors were searching for
gold. The Indians descended on this
encampment, and the miners taken by
surprise, were practically annihilated
after a stubborn fight. Two of their
number, who were old time’ Indian
fighters, Cooney and Chickering, suc-
ceeded in worming their way through
the Indians, and although badly
wounded, carried the intelligence of the
massacre across the mountains to the
Colter outfit. This was the first intel-
ligence that Colter had of the upris-
ing. And the news which these men
brought would have been appalling to
anyone not trained to face the dangers
of a wild frontier. The Indians were
descending on the valley.

The adobe dwelling of the cattle
ranch stood alone in a great expanse
of uncivilized wilderness. The near-
est neighbors, ranchers Ilike them-
selves, were many miles away. The
nearest military post was occupied by
a small detachment of troops only, and
this was a long distance from the
eanch. The Indians, well mounted,
were in hot pursuit of the fleeing min-
ers, and Colter had time only to sum-
mon his men, and make what prepar-
ations he could for a hasty defence.

In the days of the great exodus
wheén Nova Scotia lost her myriad of
sons through the emigration fever, Jim
Colter, a lad of c¢.snteen years, left the
little town of Cumberland for the lum-
ber woods of Wisconsin. Colter was
of that rugged, venturesome type of
which Canada has so freely given to
every quarter of the globe. In those
days he stood over gix feet in his
socks and weighed, without super-
fluous flesh, close to 200 pounds. He
was a lumber Jack and was not
ashamed to acknowledge it.

Among the company that foregath-
ered in the pine woods of Wisconsin
there were two other Canadians, Jim
Murray and Jim Power, and by a co-
incidence these men all hailed from
Nova Scotia and were about alike in
size.

In the drama which was en-
acted around the lonely cattle ranch
that day, the Canadian people had a
kindred interest with their cousins
across the line, for several of the per-
sonages who figured in it, beside Mr,
Colter himself, came from the little
province by the sea. Big Jim Murray,
one of the two mentioned above, was
one of them, for he was foreman of
the Colter ranch. Then there was Bert
Miller, a..sturdy cowboy, from Pug-
wach, N. 8., some of whose relatives
are living in Victoria to-day, in fact
J. Stephens of this city is an uncle of
the Pugwash lad, and a friend of Mr.
Colter, who is now visiting the city. It
was a little company of fifteen men,
that was called upon to withstand the
onslaught of 500 Indian warriors, en-
raged at white justice, and bent on
killing without mercy. Beside his
own cqQwboys, there were one or two
neighbors, who gathered for protection
at the Colter ranch.

The great fight began at daybreak,
and involved all the artifice and feroc-
ity which characterized the Indian
warfare. With the men in the stock-
,ade it was & stubborn and deadly re-
sistance, where few words were spoken,
for every man there knew the part he
had to play and played it well. Wil-
cox, a cowboy received a bullet through
the heart and was instantly killed. Jim
Murray was shot through the left arm.
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Colter and others were wounded in
that desperate fight but the gallant
little band managed to keep the enemy
at bay, and when darkness fell on that
tragic day, the Indians were still fight-
ing against an unconquered foe. There
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was a suspension of hostilities during
the night, and the cattle men decided
that their only hope of salvation lay in
getting assistance from the outside
world.

Just here it may be noted that the
two frontiersmen who “dbrought the
news of the mountain massacre, and
gave warning of the Indians’ approach,
were supplied with fresh horses from
Colter’s outfit, and started out to carry
intelligence of the uprising to the near-
est military post. They were, however,
ambushed and killed, their bodies be-
| ing afterwards recovered by Colter's
men,

The result of the day’s battle upon
the Indians was not accurately ascer-
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tained, as their dead and wounded
were quickly carried away, but from
advices subsequently received, Mr. Col-
{ ter says that quite a number of them
| were killed. They also lost many
| horses in the engagement, but.this af-
forded them little discomforture, as
| they had all the stock of the great

COAL OUTPUT WAS
A RECORD ONE

Nanaimo’s Production Yesterday Ex-
ceeded That of Any Previous
Day in Its History.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

All records in the history of coal
mining in Nanaimo for daily output
were shattered yesterday, when 2,803
tons of coal were hoisted to the sur-
face from No. 1 and Northfield mines
of the Western Fuel Company. The
output of Northfield mine was some-
thing phenomenal, no less than 1,238
tons being hoisted, which exceeds the
biggest output heretofore by 385 tons.
The output of No. 1 mine was 1,565 tons
against the best previous record of
1,429 tons. The best day's hoist in the
history of No. 1 shaft, when the mine
worked two shifts, was 1,476, so that
yvesterday’s record. for only one shift’s
hoisting exceeded the two-shift record
by 98 tons.

Under the New Vancouver Coal Com-
pany, when No. 1, Protection, No. 5 and
Harewood mines were in full swing, the
recordoutput for assingle day was 2,416
tons, so that 387 tons more of coal were
hoisted yesterday than for any single
day in_the history of the cosl mining

CIVIC TAXATION OF
DOMINION PROPERTY.

Interview Held To-Day Between
Committee of Council and Hon.
Mr.- Templeman.

{

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The Mayor and Ald. Hanna and Hall
had an interview to-day with the Hon.
Wm. Templeman on the claim of_ the
city for payment of taxes on the old
post office property on Government
street and the sewerage tax on the new
post office. The claim against the old
post office covers all the years that
the building has.been used for. private
business, which is practically since the
new post “office was completed,” and
amounts with interest to about $10,000.
The claim £6r sewerdge tax on the new
post office is for four years, and
amounts to about $240. 'The latter tax
was paid by the Dominion government
from 1898 to 1802, when the ecity counecil
was requesied to-accept a lump sum
for the tax for the future, but/ 'this”it'
was stated by.the civic officials could
not be accurately estimated, and the
offer coyld not. be accepted.

Since that ‘time the annual sewerage
of $680, wHich really -eovers the old and
new post officé properties, the olg cus-
tom house'and the drill hall, has not
been pajd, and it is this amount that
the council is asking for, The claim on
the old post office is for real estate tax
only. The government owns real es-
tate and buildings in every city and
town in Canada, and such:property is
not subject to taxation. The claim by
the city is that the old post office is
leased for private use, the government
thereby being a competitor with other
property owners and deriving a revenue
from the building.

Mr. Templeman pointed out that the
Dominion government owned valuable
property in many other cities, which
not being presently required for pub-
lic purposes had been leased for manu-
facturing and other private purposes,
but whether: it paid municipal taxes
or not he could not say, although he
was inclined to think that it was
rexempt. 3

The statement that the government
had refused to pay either  tax .was
found on inquiry to be erroneous, All
the sewerage tax has been paid, ex-
cepting for the last four years, while
the sidewalk tax was also paid in full.

A claim for the real estate tax was
made some yelrs ago against the ten-
ants of the old post office, but the de-
cision of the Supreme court was that
the property was not liable to taxation,
and the citws claim was declared to be
untenable. hat claim is now again
being made, but this time on equitable

d not on legal grounds. Mr. Tem-
pleman informed the delegation that he
would confer with the minister of pub-
lic works in respect to both claims, and
advise the council at the earliest pos-
sible date, &

Some very fine almonds, both Va-
lencia ‘and Jordan, are in, the»former
shelled, at 50c:“a pound, and the latter
at 75ec.

CO-OPERATION IN
FRUIT BUSINESS

British Columbian Tells How the
Work Is Done Successfully in
Southern California

Apropos ‘of the difficulties -that
are experienced in the press of the sea-
son by fruit growers and market gar-
deners in regard to the distribution of
their produce or its transfer from the
field to the market, the fllowing in-
terview with Mr. W..S. Burnett, of
Knog Hill, near Armstrong, a fruit
grower with many years’ experience in
California, is liKely -to be of intesest.
Mr. Burnett outlined the system adopt-
ed theré for the marketing and dis-
tributing of the fruit from  the exten-
sive orangeé groves as follows:

A central organization, known as
the Southern California PFruit Ex-
change, covered the whole of Southern
California with offices at Los Angeles.
This organization made all arrange-
ments for selling the fruit, had com-
plete charge of all the machinery  of
distribution, directed the various agents
employed in loo}ing up mdrkets, - ar-
ranged’ for transportation, engaged re-
or-
ders.

/- The orders are then distributed “on
a definite pro rata system to the
county ' exchanges, the managers :of
which have no other duty but to ef-
fect further distribution to the local
exchanges. Thée secretaries of these
| latter have all the work and responsi-

Iblllty connected with the actual filling

of the order. As they get the orders

Tin, ‘it is their business to arrange with

the farmers for the supplying. of the
fruit. A man is sent'round to obtain
an estimate of how many boxes can
be obtained throughout the district.
All fruif.is delivered at the packing
house loose in what are -called pick-
ing boxes. First, and second grades
are separated and the culls thrown
out. Then = an ingenious piece of
machinery is employed to grade
fruit as to size, and so ‘facilitate the
packing. The local exchanges are
very strict with regard to sending out
only the best fruit.

Growers were credited with
weight as delivered at the door and
agreed to poel their products as far
as price was concerned for periods of
one to two months, the period to
be fixed by the ‘directors. Payments
were. not made immediately on deliv-
ery, but a partial payment would be
made, say in the middle of the pool
perfod. This was always such as to
allow a safe margin for loss, damage,
etc.

The organization was strictly co-
operative, the capital being limited to
the small amount necessary to pay
for sheds, equipments, eté.] none but
fruit-producers being members of the
exchange, and mnone -owning more
than one share. There.'was thus no
dividends, all the profits of the busi-
ness going to the growers,

Asked whether the
changes did not tend to
dividuality under this
with it° the advantage
reputation the  outpuf of superior
fruit might bring them, Mr, Burnett
said this was not at all the case. The
boxes were all marked with the name
of the exchange from which they were
shipped, and each locality had the
full benefit of any reputation it might
work iip. ‘As a matter of fact, there
were some exchanges that did not ef-
fect sister exchanges or the head or-
ganization. The exchanges in question
merely realized a lower price.

" POLICE COURT

TESTING POWER OF
UNION OVER BAND

The Organization Is Charged With
Interfering With Militiamen
Waile on Du'y.

L

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A -test is being made as to what au-
thority the Musicians’ Union can exer-
cise over members of a regimental
band. Alfred Greenwood. secretary of
the Musicians’ Protective Union, of Vie-
toria, B. C., was this morning brought
befors, Magistrate Jay charged with
having written an unlawful letter to
Albert Rumsby, bhandmaster of the
Fifth Regiment, fining the said band-
master the sum of $10.for allowing two
meén not in good standing in the union
to play at a concert at Beacon Hill
park when in uniform. W. H, Langley
appeared for the prosecution and A. E.
McPhillips: for the defence.

Mr. Langley first stated the case, cit-
ing the .offence and showing that the
union in question wasg a foreign insti-
tution which was trying to interfere
with a British militia man when on
duty, this being contrary to law.

Albert Rumsby was the first witness
called. He swore that he was a mem-
ber of the Fifth Regiment, having en-
Hsted for three years from November,
1906. 'He was a meémber of the union,
but had been suspended. He admitted
receiving the letter Jn question. He
had received a letter from Col. Hall
allowing him to play on this occasion.
Once before wlien he had played at the
Gorge without permission he had been
reprimnded by Col. Hall. He made his
living a&s a musician, and the action of
the union made it difficult to earn a
living that way now. ‘He had been
opposed .by the union in,every way
since his suspension.

In answer to Mr. McPhillips, witness
gaid he was not an American citizen
and had never declared his intention to
bécome one. He had played for an'
American national band and worn the
uniform but had never taken any oath,
or represented himself as an American'
citizen.

He had been sworn in by Col. Hall
and had then promised to serve the
King for three years. On the day in
cuestion he had no definite order to
play- but he had been given permission.
If hé had not gone he would not have
béen disobeying orders. The cap he
wag wearing was.the one worn on such
occasions. He had bought the cap
from one of the other members. The
baton he used was a piece of stick he
picked up in the band room. He con-
sidered he was on duty in the service
of his King and country when play-
ing in the park.

Witness further gave evidence that
he was paid for his services by the
city, but the money came through
Captain Wilson, the adjutant of _the
régiment. He received four dollars for
his work that day. His rank besides

that of bandmaster was sergeant. He |

had had military training as a petty
officer in England. Most of the men
used theirmown instruments, he thought
a few used regimental instruments.

On one occasion he had played with
men who were not enlisted. At the
Government House.ball one of the
musicians had worn the uniform al-
though not in theé service.

Major Wilson made the arrange-
ments for the band to play. He had
asked permission to play at a Chin-
ese funeral but had been" refused.

Colonel Holmes, the district officer
commanding, was then called and. said
that all military matters in this prov-
ince were under his control. He ' was
senior to Cal. Hall. He had been in the
service forty-six years. The duty of
the bandmaster was to command the
band, and he was responsible for it. If
the band behaved discreditably Col.
Hali would be reprimanded by him,
He had never known of any interfer-
ence with the duties of bandmaster be-
fore this. The bandmaster is under
orders to do as he is told, whether it
be ta conduct the band or fire a gun.
Any man in uniform is under the di-
rection of the officers of the regiment.
The hat in question was the uniform
of the regiment band, if for no other
rea%on than that he approved of it.

Colonel Hall, who was called for the
prosecution, said that he gave permis-
sion to the band to  play & series of
concerts in the park. The hat produced
was the uniform of the band, no mat-
ter where it was made. An enlisted
man wearing the uniform was respon-
sible for good conduct. On several
occasions “he had reprimanded thé
bandmaster for playing in uniform
without permission. He could play
where he liked as long as he was not
in uniform. _

Usually a band committee made ar-
rangements for concerts. The whole
regiment is involved in the good be-
havior of the band. It was$ his duty to
see that the uniform was.not brought
into discredit. If the two men had
not played on the day in question the
band might have brought discredit on
the regiment. The bandmaster was on
parade with his corps that day when
playing in the park. /

The case is still in progress this af-
ternoon.

While my po-
sition is the same as formerly as to
the desirability of the power scheme,
it cannot be classed a necessity as to
time, and we certainly ought to . pro-
vide for présent hour requirements and
future necessities before we are justi-
fied in entering into a contract for
power. If the city is just to itself it
cannot accept the present offer ‘of the
Anglo-Canadian Engineering Company.
It must. be remembered, too, that every
one point raise on ' $5,000,000 worth of
bgnds means $50,000 to the city. Even
if the rates of interest do not cdome
down to the old figures, I am satisfied
that there will be a great improvement
by spring.”

Elaborate improvements are about to
be undertaken by the Victorla Transfer
Co.

The premises at present occupled by the
concerr: aré to be replaced by a larger
and more modern establishment, which
promises to be one of the finest liveries
on the Coast.

Post Office Inspector Is Back From the

IN SCAVENGING

Ald. Hanna Agreed to Have His
Proposition Laid Over at
Council Meeting

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Ald. Hanna's proposal to have the
city scavenging done by officials of the
city and charged against the property
will not be pushed forward now. It
came up last night at the council meet-

witndrew his mdtion.

Ald. Hanna's motion was as follows:

“That the scavenging of household
garbage as distinguished from traders’
refuse, be, throughout the city, under-
taken by the city, and divided into five
or more areas,” and that the cost of
scavenging, including the salary of in-
spector, be assessed by local assess-
ment on each area, and that a by-law
be forthwith prepared and submitted.”

In support of this resolution Ald.
Hanna said that he thought it wag the
best policy to pursue. It found favor
in other cities.

Ald. Fullerton said the subject had
been gone into during the absence of
Ald. Hanna. It was estimated by the
city engineer that it would cost $6,000
to purchase horses, etc. This was felt
to be too much for the city at the time.
The council favored the scheme, but
for lack of funds decided to lay it over.
It was decided to fit up the scow now
in use. He saw no use in passing a by-
law while there was no money.

Ald. Hanna thought it would do no
harm to pass the by-law. It would not
come into effect at once.

Ald. Henderson said another objec-
tion raised to this system was that the
city had not the power to create a
monopoly in this matter of handling
garbage. While the system seemed a
good one, he thought the city would not
have the power to take this work to
itself alone.

In reply to a question on the point
the city solicitor said the council had
power to divide the city into districts
for the purpose.

Ald. Hanna agreed to lay the resolu-
tlon over, which was acted upon.

FEARS ALIAYED
AT COAL CREEK

EXPERTS REPORT ON -
FISSURE IN MOUNTAIN

Provincial Mincro!qgist Has Gone to
" Fernie--He Will Likely Examine
Into Situation.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

William Fleet Robertson, provincial
mineralogist, has gone to Fernie. - The
object of the official’s visit is not made
known, but it is regarded as certain he
has gone to make a report for the de-
partment of mines of the situation at
Coal Creek, where alarm has been cre-
ated by the discovery of a fissure in the
mountain,

Remembering the accident at Frank
a few years ago, considerable conster-
nation was created.

The coal company, over the signature
of G. G. S. Lindsey, general manager,
has issued a circular giving the infor-
mation that there is no danger. The
circular contains the following infor-
mation:

“Last week a fissure in the moun-
tain north of Coal Creek was reported.
Andrew Colville, mine superinte'ndent,
immediately made an examination and
found it to be an old cleavage 400 feet
long, now at its widest part about 24
inches, tapering to six inches at the
face of the bluff at each end, with a
depth ascertained by plumbing of 90
feet. Hge pronounced it-harmless. ' R,
G. Drinnan, general superintendent,
and James McEvoy, Q:ief‘ engineer and
geologist, after a careful examination,
were firmly of the same opinion, pro-
nouncing it only a loeal settling of the
rocks along an old line .of cleavage—
as old as the mountain itself.

“Mr. James D, Hurd, an eminent ex-
pert from the Illinois coal fields, and a
gentleman of wide experience, was ask-
ed to come and make an examination
and report, which he to-day did in con-
junction with the company’s officials,

‘t and their report, which issunanimous,

is as follows:

‘“ ‘Acting on_insfructions we to-day
examined the fissure in the mountain
north of Coal Creek. It is simply a
widening cut of one of the old natural
jointage places in the rocks. From its
position,-should any fragments ever be
loosened they would fall into the val-
leys or draws behind or to the west of
the colliery, and not in the direction
of Coal Creek town or plant, but in any
case would-not come a quarter of the
way down the mountain side on ac-
count of the slope at this point. But
we do not anticipate that even small
fragments will €0 break away. * .

* ‘The rocks are almost horizonta
in the mountain, and even if the crack
should at some remote time extend to
the bottom, which is not likely, the cut
off. portion of the mountain would be
Just as stable as the rest, as the slope
of the mountain is less than the angle
or rest.

“‘In the Rocky mountains, owing to
the wear of nature, small fragments of
rock break off occasionally but never
reach’the bottom where the slope is as
it is in this case. |

“‘In our opinion there is absolutely
no danger ‘whatever to life or property
at either the mines or the town of Coal
Creek from the existing conditions or
from any result of these conditions

“ ‘Signed—James D. Hurd, M.E., C.
E.; Robert G. Drinnan, M.E., C.E.:
James McEvoy, M.E., C.E.; Andrew
Colyille.” ” ;

In spite of this a number are report-
ed to have left Coal Creek.

THE HAND OF PIERPONT.

Steel Corporation Obtains Controlling
Interest in Tennessee  Coal
and Iron Company.

New York, Nov. 4—The U. 8. Steel
Corporation_has secured a controlling
interest in the Tennessee Coal and Iron
and Railroad Company. The deal was
concluded to-day and is ‘traceable to
conferences held at the home of J. P.
Morgan on Saturday and Sunday. It
is understood that the price paid is a
little above -$85 a share. The holdings
of ‘the pool controlling seventy per
cent. of the stock of the Tennessee
Coal and Iron Company were trans-
ferred in the sale.. This sale cannot
fail to do much to relieve the financial
stringency, because large amounts of
the stocks of the Tennessee Coal and
Iron Company are now held as col-
lateral for loans by -the local banks.
The taking up of these loans by the
new owners of the stocks will mater-
fally add to the cash reserves of the
financial institutions.

The Tennessee Coal and Iron Com-
pany is a manufacturer of open hearth
steel, and about a month ago re-
ceived all’'the orders placed by the
Harriman roads for rails by them in
1907 and 1908.

At yesterday's conference at
Morgan’'s home, steps. were taken
assist the trust company, which re-
sulted in an agreement for  to-day’'s
sale. Those at this consultation with
Mr. Morgan, included Henry G. Frick,
Judge Elbert H. Gary and Secretary
Richard . Trimble of the United States
Steel Corporation, and Oakleigh
Thorne, who is a director of the Ten-
nessee Coal and Iron Company, as well
as president of the Trust Company of
America. The total outstanding com-
mon stock of the Tennessee Coal and
Iron and Railway Company is $29,500,-
000. There is also $248,300 of preferred
stock outstanding. The bonded debt
ccnsists of $14,680,000, first mortgage &
per cent, due July 1951.

DEATH CLAMED
THE MINISTER

MANITOBA'S SECRETARY
 WAS A PERSONALITY

Hen. S. W. Mclnnes. Largely in-
strumental in New Sanitorium
for the Province.

Brandon, Nov. 4—Hon. S. W. Mec-
Innis, M. D., provincial secretary &and
minister of education, died at seven
this evening. He had been ill a week
with appendicitis, which attacked him
while he was spending a vacation at
his shooting lodge. His death is very
generally regretted, as he was en-
dowed with a most attractive personal-
ity and a keen sense of the responsi-
bility he owed Lhe public while a mem-
ber of the provincial government,

The late Hon. Stanley Willilam Mec-
Innis was born at St. John, N. B,
October 8th, 1865, his father being John
Lindsay MclInnis, a native of Canadsa,
as was also his mother. Early in life
Dr. McInnis came west and received
his education at Manitoba College,
Winnipeg, and later at the Philadel-
phia, Dental College, from which he
graduated with the degree of D. D. S.
He commenced the practice of his pro-
feszion at Brandon, and has been a
resident of that city ever since. In the
provincial general election of 1899,
the regularly chosen Conservative can-
didate for Brandon was forced,  for
business reasons, to retire shortly be-
fore the contest, and Dr. McInnis was
selected to carry the party's banner
in .what, was admittedly a Liberal
stronghold. His personality was such,
however, that he emerged from the
contest a victor. At the general elec-
tion of 1905 and of March of the pres-
ent year he was again returned, each
time with increased majorities. About
six months ago he was offered and aec-
cepted the position of provincial secre-
tary and minister of education, having
previously relinquished the practice of
his profession to attend to his property
interests, which were very considerable.
At the succeeding by-election he was
elected by acclamation.

Dr. McInnis was one of the . best
speakers in Manitoba, his after-dinner
efforts being good. For the past two
years he had voluntarily and without
hope of any commercial reward, de-
voted a large ‘portion of his time to
the raising of funds for the establish-
ment of"a provincial sanitorfum for
consumptives. His efforts, almost sin-
gle-handed, in this direction had lately
been crowned with success, and only a
couple of weeks ago a site was chosen
for the institution and arrangements
for commencing building operations,
the necessary money having been rais-
ed.

Another matter that he had very
much at heart was the establishment
of a.Dominion dental] council, the object
of which was to secure the same
standard for the profession from omne
end of the country to the other. In
cennection with this matter Dr. McIn-
nis attended a meeting of the British
Columbia Dental Association held in
this city about two months ago, and
will be remembered by those who were
present at that meeting, as well as by
others whom he met during his stay
here.

INLAND REVENUE RETURNS.

Decrease in Winnipeg District Not Due
to Less Trade.

Winnipeg, Nov. 4—Inland revenue re-
turns for October show a decrease of
$57,529 compared with the same month
last year, owing to the territory being
decreased in the Winnipeg district. The
decrease in the revenues for this month
was not owing to less trade, but be-
cause part of Saskatchewan and the
western part of Ontario, which was
previously collected by Manitoba, has
been taken off and allotted to other
divisions.

Sioux May Rebel Out of Sympathy
‘With Their Neighboring Tribes-
men.

Pierre, S. D., Nov. 4.—The Utes and
Sioux are quiet, according to a telegram
received here to-night from the Chey-
enne Indlan agency. A report was cir-
culated to-day that the Sioux were
threatening trouble out of sympathy
with the Utes, who are dissatisfied with
the distribution of rations and with
other matters, but the agency authori-
ties deny -that the Sioux are rest-
less.

Independence League Vote Is Strong
Factor in Elections--Results
From F.r and Wide

New York, Nov. 6.—The secondary
results of yesterday's elections, par-
ticularly as they may affect the politi-
cal fortunes of party leaders, were
thrashed out at many political meeting
places to-night.

The Tammany leader, Chas. F. Mur-
phy, sees in the face of the Republi-
can and Independence League fushion
in New York county the extinction of
William Randolph Hearst as a factor
in local politics. The Renublican state
chatrman, Timothy L. Woodruff, also
believes that Mr., THearst has been
“everlastingly eliminated” as a politi-
cal consideration, ana tnat the Inde-
pendence League vote will go to the
Republicans. Mr. Woodruff bases h{s
prediction on the result in King's
county, where the Independence vote
was lost sight of in the Republican
victory over the Democrats. On the
cther hand, the League vote did not
go a great way In helping the Repub-
licans in Manhattan, where the fushion
ticket was beaten by the straight Tam-
many candidate.

Yesterday the combined Republican
and Independence League vote in New
York was aboyt 130,000. If the Repub-
iican claim to having voted the'greater
part of this vote is justified, the. Inde-
pendence League has 10st heavily.

Maximilian F. Thmsen, who fas de-
feated for sheriff by Tom Foley, de-
clares that fraud was responsible for
fushidn’s faiflure. The only real test
of the Independence League vote yes-
terday was on the ticket for the court
of appeals, where the League ticket
of Lyon and McDonough was defeated
more than four to one in Greater New
York by the Bartletts, who' were nom-
inated by both of the other parties.

The Independence League vote fell
off up the state, and yet was such that,
the league will have to be considered
in-the coming presfdential contest. As
to what proportion of the fusion vote
in New York county belonged to the
league is a matter of much speculation.
Republican leaders generally claim for
their party about 75 per cent. of the
total.

Trenton,, N. J.,, Nov. 6.—Frank C.
Katzenbach, Democratic  candidate
for governor of New Jersey, to-night
conceded the election of John Franklin
Fort, his Republican opponent. The
latest figures give the state, to Judge
Fort by about 7,000. Late returns do
not change the complexion of the state
senate, which gives the Republicans 14
to 7 for Democrats.

VERDICT GIVEN
AGAINST UNION

FOR ITS ACTION IN
FINING BANDMASTER

Magistrate Jay Decided That King’s
Regulations Had Been Violated
and Imposed Fine

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A fine of $25 was imposed upon Alfred
Greenwood by Magistrate Jay for writ-
ing an unlawful letter to Bandmaster
Rumsby which affected his duty as a
militiaman. The case was trieq last
Tuesday, and was then adjourned in
order that His Worship might have an
opportunity to look up authorities in
the matter, this being the first case of
its kind to be brought before the courts
in the Dominien of Canada.

In imposing sentence His Worship
reviewed the evidence at some length.
He found that under section 36 of the
Militia Act the bandmaster was clearly
an enlisted member, and was on duty
in accordan¢e with the rules set down
in the King’s regulations. The fact
that he was playing at a public enter-
tainment wag of the same character as
being on parade with his corps. The
defence had tried to show that the fact
that he was being remunerated by the
city brought the act outside of a mili-
tary duty, but the King’s regulations
expressly provided for such a case, and
it was the inwariable custom through-
out the Dominfon.

The bandmagter he ruled was in the
uniform of #fis regiment, for although
the cap he was wearing at the time
was not. one,grovided by the militia
department, it was one that was ap-
proved by his superior officers.

The question for him to consider was,
did the action complained of cause loss
to the plaintiff, or damage to hig per-
son? In the witness box it had been
shown that it had not been detrimental
to him in his military duty, but it had
militated against him in gaining a liv-
ing as a musician. s

There was not evidence submitted for
the defence, but His Worship said he
knew a number of the members of the
union personally as respectable gentle-
men, and it was his opinion that had
they known the protection dfforded by
the act they would not have done what
they had.

Objection wag taken to the union be-
ing affiliated with an American union.
‘While some might object to this, there
was no law against it, and the mem-
bers were quite within their rights in
adopting by-laws, but these could not
overrule the statutes. He would not
impose a heavy fine, but would impose
$25 to be paid forthwith, or in default
three days’ imprisonment.

W. H. Langley said that Col. Hall
would have been satisfied if no fine had
been imposed as long as judgment had
been given, making the standing of
the members of regiment clear.

A. E. McPhillips, K. C., said that
probably a stated case would be asked
for. This was the first case of its kind
in Canada, and they expected to test
it further,

Home Dressmaking Problems Solved

IF ANNOYED by the dust-holding

qualities oi the ordinary petti-
coat ruffle, as well as by the rlpid_ity
with whieh it wears out, try cutting
the next one in oi. r form.

Use two yards of yard-wide taf-
feta, cut two circles a yard in diam-
eter, then cut a smaller circle from
the center of each, leaving a ruffle
s foot in width.

Cut open the circular ruffles on &
straight edge and join the two pieces
with felled seams. Hem and attach
as you would any ruffie. When the
Lem frays cut it off and rehem.

This method offers no fold or
creases in which dust may settle,
and thus prolongs the life of a pet-
ticoat. .

Be .ure to get dead white mohair
for the white mohair skirt. Cream
color destroys the beauty of the
lingerie blouse. Sun pleat it, or if
that is too diffieylt, put it in tiny
pleats.

When joining a bias piece of ma-
terial to a straight piece always
keep the bias piece underneath, as
this prevents it from stretching.

Prepared dyes are used at home
with complete success and they make
possible a wonderful amount of
doing over. Everything will dye
black that will dye at sll, and a
black dress is always useful and
unobtrusive.

In making a shirtwaist most peo-
ple bunch' the fulness too much,
both in the back and fronmt.

In the back the fulness should
extend five inches, while that in

front occupies a space of seven and .

2 half and eight inches.

This applies to slender figures as
well as to stout, for the object is to
have the fulness fall straight from
the shoulders, giving' the square bkf¢
fect. :

Where the material is a yard wide
such a shirtwaist can he made from
less than two yards, ;md sheer wash
cottons and heavy linen will make

»up very well, indeed, according to

this plan.

Before the shirt takes its trip to
tl.. laundry, run a basting thread
in the Marie Antoinette frill which
may adorn it, to hold the pléat in
place. :

If a skirt is of heavy material
or the facing is of cloth, the upper
edge may be bound with a bias strip
of lining, or seam binding. ’

Then stitch along the top of the
hem or facing to avoid extra thick-
ness. or turn in edge of cloth after
the hem or facing of skirt is com-
pleted.

Most of the walking skirts ars
now finished with braid bindings, so
as to protect the bottom of the skirt,
and the braid should be allowed to
extend one-quarter of an inch be-
yond the'edge of the skirt.

The flat-lined skirt, as it is called
When.skirt and lining are made in
cne, is scarcely ever seen. Its re-

turn has been rumored, but it seems
hardly likely to receive much favor,
as a skirt of this sort is always
heavy.

Itvy is true that so much cloth and
go much lining bave probably the
same actusl weight, whether made
together or separate, but the unlined
skirt worn over the fouhdation pet-
ticoat is apparently much lighter,
end certainly more graceful.

“Skirt seams should be opened and
pressed, the raw edges of the lining
and the outside material put to-
gether and tacked, if a separate
drop skirt is to be used.

The edges are overcast in 4n un-
lined woolen‘skirt, the seams pressed
open, and the silk lining bound with
bias strips.

The lower part is hemmed invis-
ibly, turned up, pressed and bound
as the material demands.

The velveteen binding is run on
after the hem, turned and then hem-
med down, or the new binding that
requires one sewing is used.

either case the binding should
project an eighth of an inch below
the edge.

Sew the hooks ajd eyes three-
fourths of an inch apart pn the
front of 'a tight-fitting waist and
back from the edge so as to prevent
any gaping.

Run a whalebone up each front
edge to the top of the darts to keep
the edges of the waist firm. Cover
all but the extreme edges of the
hooks and eyes with a strip of seam
binding hemmed down.

If a waist has been carefully bast-
ed it will be qasy to stitch the seams
straight. The stitching, except on a
wash gown, should be done with silk,
and with a very easy tension on the
machine.

The stitching should be done just
outside the bastings to allow for the
bonings.

Finish the edges of the seams with
overcasting, or seam-binding, or
turn them 1n and run them together.

Use a small iron for pressing
seams, and open all seams. Velvet
or cloth seams are finished by stand-
ing an iron with a small epd up and
running the seam over it quickly,
using & bit of thin crinoline be-
twgen the goods and the iron.

Where there is pleated front ful-
ness laid upon the shoulders of &,
waist,- the fronts being open, use
small buttons for the trimming of
the pleats.

There are usually three pleats on
the side of each front.

On the first and second pleats
frame the front opening of the
bodice, and, starting at the top of
the shoulder line, place a vertical
aownward row of buttons. Upon
the third pleat next to the sleeve
place but four buttons.

Upon each upturned cuff place
two vertieal lines of buttons. Con-

sidering these as enamel buttons,

the_ir gﬁect upon a silk or woelen
waist is pleasing and simple.

Finishing Placl‘xet of Skirt

THE placket of the skirt is con-
sidered one of the most im-
portant parts of the skirt on ac-
count of its finishing, as it adds or
detracts from the general appear-
ance of the skirt.

To give a firmer set to the plack-
e, patent fasteners of any . pre-
ferred type may be used.

When the belt is of silk, it should
be cut on the straight of the goods,
usually two and one-fourth inches
longer than the waist measurement.

This® allows for seams and the
lap, the widths varying—very nar-
row for a_stout figure, not more
than half an inch wide when fin-
ished, and with perhaps an inch
sllowed in width for a slender per-
son.

Stitch one edge to the odtside
of the skirt, taking a three-eighths
inch seam off, then turn remainifig
edge over the top of the skirt,
turn over amother threé-eightl inch
seam and stitch down by hand or
machine.

Gowns for the Growing Girl

IN making gowns‘for growing girls

it is well to provide for the
outgrowing of the garment in ad-
vance, without spoiling the effect
in the beginning by making them
too large and ill-fitting.

For instance, the belts of the
dresses may be set up on the waist
instead of on the edge.

In this way ome is enabled to

lengthen the waist line by setting ’

the belt down some two inches. It is
usually in this particular that the
gown is first apt to need lengthen-
ing.

Deep tucks are much in vogue,
and are exceedingly convenient for
this purpose. It is quite easy to
leave enough space between each two
tucks to enable one to take others
on the wrong side under the wider
ones. =

These will not show at all, and
can be let out as needed without any
other change in the skirt.

The outgrowing of the. sleeves
may be provided against in a meas-
ure by setting the cuffs up, instead

of joining at the edge of the sleeves.

Iso tiny little tucks may be
taken at the bend of the elbow at
the inside seam. :

All these little points add to the

lifetime of & frock, and mean a
great saving to the busy mother.

Renewing Cloth Bands.

F the cloth bands on the last sea-
son’s frock have become frayed
and look ragged, get heavy sou-
tache braid in the same shade and
stitch over the edges of the cloth
bands. ;

This will remedy : the difficulty
and add to the beauty of the gar-
ment as well.

As walking skirts are still worn
short, one can- afford to turn up
the lower edge of the skirt, where
the material has been cut by wear-
ing, at least half an inch.

This will make  the bottom of
the skirt look fresh and new, and
will not make the average skirt-of
last season too short for the pres-
ent stj]es.

The passcmenterie
fastenings .give a smart look to the
whole costume. They are in gilt
acd brown.

Applying Trimming

HERE is no method of trim-’

ming which can be depended
upon to give more charming re-
sults and Tnd more style to a gar-
ment than soutache braid, if prop-
erly applied.

Simple or elaborate designs may
be undertaken with good results if
care and precision are . exercised
in doing the work.

Straight bands of contrasting
material, with successive rows of
the braid, are effective and neither
as difficult nor as tedious as the
more elaborate patterns.

The bands should first be cut
from crinoline which is not too
heavy or too stiff.

Strips of the material must then
be cut one inch wider than those of
the crinoline, and carefully basted
to them, turning the extra half
inch over on either edge and bast-
ing with short, even stitches.

The straight rows of braid may
be applied by means of machine,
but the greatest care must be taken
to have the rows at equal distances
apart.

On this very largely depends the ,

sucdess of the trimming.

In any design other than straight
rows it is not well to use the ma-
chine, as it is sure to pucker the
material.

Plenty of patience, tiny stitches
and much care are required for
success in'this line of work.

Put on in relief, as it is called,
this sort of trimming is most ef-
fective. This is done by hemming
on one edge only, allowing the
braid to stand up on the material.

Sleeve Suggestions.

T IS insisted that sleeves have a
moderate fulness at the shoul-

ders, and for the rest are full length
or three-quarter, according to the
character of the coat. .

Some of the new long sleeves are
tucked lengthwise, between elbow'
and ‘wris%, and finished with braid-
trimmed cuffs.

Shorter sleeves are terminated
with trimmed cuffs or strap bands,
and often little frills of lace.

In Wearing the Tailored Suit

THE figure is the first important
thing in the wearing of the
plain tailored suit.

The earriage should be correet,
and the matter of waist line care-
fully watched.

A good-looking tailored suit and™
a slovenly waist line is an impossi-
ble combination.

The length of the coat should be
governed by the height of the
wearer. For the medium-sized wom-
an the three-quarter or the long coat
is particularly adapted. But the
very short and the extremely. tall.
woman should avoid this style, as it
will rarely prove becoming to either.

simple, single-breasted cos- "

tume coat that clings to the figure
and is cut to hip length is much bet-
ter adapted to extreme figures.

The best made of these coats are
marvels of shapeliness, and give
lines and curves to the thinnest and
most angular figure, and, what is
most importdant this season, suggest
a small waist, not so much by actual
measurement as by contrast with
the contour above.

Another type of costume coat is
the knee-deep model, with cutaway
fronts. This i8 so simple in style
that to be a success it must needs
be cut ‘and made by a tailor who
knows his business thoroughly.

To Prevent the Cir-
cular Skirt From

Sagging
IN MAKING the popular circular
skirt havirg seams both back
and front, it is desirable to stitch
a narrow strip of the material in
with the seams.

This will prevent the siretching
and sagging which so often makes
these skirts unsightly.

It is also very important to get
the bottom edge of the skirt abso-
lutely even, a much morv difficult

task than with the gored or pleated

skirts.

Accurate measurément with the
yardstick is the only sure way te
accomplish this.

A good, serviceable school dwess
can be made from one of the new
tweeds, which may be had in a va-
riety of checks and stripes.

Meake the skirt with five or seven
gored model, with flat-stitched
seams, the gores \flaring percepti-
bly from the knees down.

These skirts are designed to be
worn with the inevitable shirtwaist,
either of flannel or light woolen or

of a rather heavy white wash ma-
terial

The New Belts.

THE,newelt belts show a combina-

tion of gold and silver and
braid and leather mixed. Then two
leather overlaid are very often used.

A pretty expression was seen in &
belt of white kid, tucked top and
bottom and centered by a box pleat,
on either side of which was laid a
half-inch band of silver braid.

In the mixed leather a smart belt
weas shown. The foundation was of
white, overlaid with a narrower
band of fawn-colored leather,
pierced with holes the size of cherry
stones and showing the white leather
underneath. :

Printed kids and repousse kid are
wuch used for the composition of
/he new belts, which are fairly wide
and, straight all around, or shaped
narrower in front.

One of the newest ideas is a belt
of tan-colored suede, with one of
the ends cut out as fringe:

Soft and charming are the wide
belts of gold and silver cloth and
matelasse, embroidered ve.vet, silk
and satin and China silk ribbon
with velvet border.

Other belts are of plain suede,
with merely a very handsome buckle
for ornamentation.

Others dre of soft glazed Jeath-
er, in dull pasts]l shades, with odd
figures and designe printed over
them 4n contrasting but not aggres-
sive colors.

Ooral buckles, in quaint rose bou-
quets adorn many of the black silk
webbing belts. ¢

To Make Fancy Guimpes.

IN MAKING the fancy guimpes

so much worn by both adults
and children, the material should
first be tucked, or spaces left for
the lace insertion, if any be desired,
before cutting out.

The lace can then be -basted on
either edge—flat on the tucked ma-*
terial—and the fabric cut away
from underneath. |

Leave about a quarter of an inch
on each side of the lace. Turn this
back on the material aad stitch on
the edge of thg lace.

Finish with feather stitching done
with crochet or mercerized cotton,
as preferred. ¢

This makes a very pretty finish,
and enables the garmeént to bear re-
peated launderings without the ma-
terial fraying away from the lace,
as it is apt to do in the case of most
ready-made garments.

The Materials for Winter.

BROOADES are coming in again.
. They are usually shown in soft
satins, ninons and crepes for even-
m&’hdresws and blouses.
le embroidered fabries continue
to be on the increase.

Taffetas, of course, will be worn
g great deal, but the newer fancy is
for the soft, thick silks.

SAYER ADVISED IT

The Subject of Improved Quarters
Has Been Fully Discussed

by Society.

(From Wednesday’s Daily).

The Y. M C. A. is still preparing for
its building campaign. A live com-
mittee has the matter in hand and it
is not at all improbable that a delegate
may be sent to the triennial convention
of Y. M, C. A’s at Washington, D. C.
A visit of Mr. Sayer, travelling secre-
tary to the western committee of Y. M.
C.’A.’s has had a stimulating effect on
the local committee and plans for the
new building will probably be prepared
and a site secured at once.

The night before last a number of
men, mostly prominent business peo-
ple of the city, met, to the number of
about thirty,. for the purpose of greet-
ing Mr. Sayer, secretary of the west-
ern committee of the Y. M. C. A., whose
jurisdiction includes all the country
£rom Port Arthur to the Pacific Coast.
A, W. McCurdy, president of the asso-
ciation, presided.

A Jetter of regret at being unable to
be present was read from His Honor
the Lieut.-Governor.

After a meal had been partaken of,
Mr. McCurdy introduced Mr. Sayer to
the party. This gentleman said among
other things that he appreciated very
much the fact that a number of busi-
ness men had thought fit to meet to-
gether in this way, especially because
the Y. M. C. A. was a businessmen’s
movement., Up to .the present no less
than eighty-filve railways on the con-
tinent had invested money in Y. M. C.
A’s and the C.P.R. was the last to fall
In line. After carefully watching and
inspecting the work at Revelstoke. Mr.
White, second vice-president of that
corporation, had decided that the insti-
tution was of great value to them and
they were now contributing one hun-
dred dollars a month to its mainten-
ance. They had also goven $100,000 to
bulld a Y. M, C. A, centre at Kenora
and they also were contributing to its
upkeep.

This month on the 22nd there would
be the triennial convention of the ¥,
M. C. A. on this continent. In all this
would represent 1,800 associations. He
thought the west should send delegates
wnd Victoria especially might do so.
[t was the capital of a new country,
L growing country and a rich one, and
It should show the east that the west
Is ‘doing something. He suggested the
sending of the president of the board.
Fhey would hear some of the best
speakers and wisest men on the . con-
tinent, and besides that would be able
to inspect some of the most up-to-date
buildings from which they might get
ldeas for themselves. 2

Speaking of the work of the western
tommittee, he sald that they were com-
posed of forty business and profession-
il men from the associations in the
fistrict, which they covered. Their aim
was to improve and develop. the associ-
itions already existing before establish-
Ing new ones. The Victoria association
for instance should have -a¥building
worthy the capital city of the province.

There were some things to be avoid-
td in.the expansion of the work. At
Brandon, for instance, the association
3ad gone too deeply into debt, so-much
10 that it was difficult to carry it. At
present only eleven city associations
existed in their territory, but there
were also six student associations, and
four among the Indians on the prairies.
He told of visiting a convention of
these, where seventy braves, over half
b dozen of whom had taken part In
the Minnesota massacre, who are to-
flay God-fearing men. So interested
were they in the study of the Bible that
they were not content with an hour or
two, but would sit for half a day at a
iime poring over the scriptures.

In Western Canada over three-quar-
ters of a million dollars was invested in
squipment, almost as much as all the
rést of Canada put together. In Cal-
pary, a town of twenty thousand peo-
ple, they had raised one hundred thou-
and dollars. Since last February he
had co-operated in raising .one hun-
“Ired thousand dollars in eight different
places, and at seven others had taken
part in the making of preliminary
plans. A good deal of other work had
Liso been done.

Up to the present the work of the
tommittee had been carried on almost
wholly by the friends at Winnipeg, but
now they were beginning to think all
should bear a part of the burden.
There should be at least four men in

the field instead of one. The wealth
and prosperity of the country, the
speaker thought, consisted in the qual-
ity of its men, and it was their duty te
provide for their being trained right.
“This country,” he continued, “offers
unequalled advantages, climatically,
and in natural resources. It should also
offer religious advantages.” He hoped
in the near future this association
would be able to do its part towards
keeping the work going.

A. J. Brace told of the position of
affairs here. In the short year he had
bgen in charge he found every day

ore and more need for a better equip-
ment and building. The work could not
expand without a properly equipped
building.

Already there were three hundred
and fifty members in good standing. If
these all made use of the building at
once they could not be accommodated.
He then outlined the work that was
being done, speaking particularly of the
growth of the physical department.

Secretary Brace hoped they would be
able to get a location for the new build-
ing where they could engage in boat-
ing and have a salt water swimming
tank. They had one such site in view,
but there might be others. One busi-
ness man told him a few days ago he
could get twenty-five men who would
pay $50 a year for the-privilege of using
a salt swimming tank. One hundred
thousand dollars was necessary and al-
ready there were several who werse
willing to contribute largely. As soon
as the stringency of the money markef
passed away he thought they should
get to work. They were almost ready
now to launch the movement.

Dr. Grahame said he thought there
was the greatest need for a. Y. M. C.
A/ About a year ago he came from
Regina. In ten days they had collect-
ed in that city no less than $68,000. Vic-
toria should be just as much alive as
Regina. He hoped the committee would
not miss him when they were out :col-
lecting.

United States Consul Smith stated
that he was much interested in the
coming convention. He thought the
president should go. There were more
young men in Victoria than in - any
place of its size. He had been told
that every one of them was worth a
thousand dollars to the ecountry. If
they belonged to the Y. M. C. A. he
thought they would be worth.five thou-
sand dollars each. He was willing to
do anything he could to help the young
men. He thought if the people here
were determined to get a néw building
they could get it. He hoped they would
prosper in their efforts.

Joshua Kingham said he had been
much _intereted in Mr. Sayer’s ad-
dress. As a member of the central com-
mittee he would do what he could to
help the movement. When the collect-
ors were out for the building fund he
hoped they would not miss him, )

W. G. Cameron thought all there
showed their interest by their presence.
This country, province, and city, could
do more than it had done in the past
along the lines needed. The people were
rich enough if only the money ¢ould be
collected. Victoria was rather noted
for going slow, but he thought she
would get there this time. He was en-
tirely in sympathy with the work.

Mr. Sayer suggested that ‘they con-
tinue the preparatory work a little
longer. They had the sympathy of the
newspapers and that would help them.
They would pardon him, he hoped, for
saying that this city had the worst
equipment for its size in the country.
He favored the idea of getting out plans
for the new building.

J. A. Brace suggested that they
should run an excursion boat down to
see the opening of the new building In
Seattle. This would take place in De-
cember, and he thought it would be
the best possible educator to see the
gplendid equipment provided in that
city.

W. Gardiner Findlay reported that
the physical work was progressing fa-
vorably.” All they wanted was. a bet-
ter equipment. Then they “¢ould ask
members to join the institution.

President McCurdy thought they were
on the eve of a great work. He rather
favored the idea of the delegation to
Washington, but thought it might be
left over to the regular board meeting.

The meeting, after some  informal
talk, adjourned.

HORRIBLE ACCIDENTS.
Montreal, Nov. 5—A horrible acci-
dent occurred to-day in a Montreal
factory. In it Henri Bourassa, em-
ployed by the Thomas Davidson Manu-
facturing Company, was instantly
killed. Bourassa went to speak to the
engineer, and on his way became en-
tangled between two spokes of the big
engine driving the machinery. The
first known of the accident was when
the engineer heard a snapping noise,
and supposing something had gone
wrong with the engine, stopped it. On
examination he was horrified to find
Bourassa’s body battered almost out
of recognition between the spokes of
the engine. “Bourassa leaves a wife and
four small childfen. b 10 T

Dents McCaffrey lost his life in the
second” accident. He workéd in the
Canada Sugar Refinery Company's
plant. Falling, he landed on a belt and
catching it with Poth hands was drawn
into a pulley and mangled to death in
an instant. He was 33 years of age

and leaves a wife and small family.

SITUATION IN
NEW YORK CITY

{FIRST SHIPMENT

OF GOLD ARRIVES

Roosvelt Will Not Call Special Ses-
sion to Deal With Financial

New: York, Nov. 5.—The arrival’ of
the first treasure ship late to-night
with gold for the relief of the present
stringency, was the feature of the
financial situatiorn to-day. The XKron
Prinzessin Cecille’ brought $7,100,000 in
the yellow metal, ~ which will go to
strengthen New York bank reserves.
The new Cunard liner Lusitania will
follow closely in her wake with $10,-
000,000, and $14,000,000 will follow it dur-
ing the remainder of this week and
next week. i

The additional withdrawals of $750,-

| 000 from the Bank of England for the

United States and $200,000 for Canada
brings the total engagements of the
present movement to about  $36,600,000.
The news that the Bank of France
bought to-day $4.000,000 in sterling bills
was 'regarded here as an event of the
first importance, as indicating that
French financiers were not only able
but awilling to help London, and thus
indirectly .to help America by relieving
the sfrain on the Bank of England,
caused by the heavy American demand
for gold. It is hoped that this action
of the Bank of France will deter the
Bank of England from raising its dis-
count rate to 7 per cent. at the
meeting of the directors on Thursday,
and the Imperial Bank of Germany,
from raising its rate from: 61 to 7%
per cent. The inference is drawn that
it is likely to have this effect, because
not since 1873 has the Bank of Eng-
land’s rate been above 6 wper cent,
and only for twelve days in each year
of the years 1899 and 1900 has the
German rate been above 6 per cent.
since 1870.

The presence of the Secretary of the
Treasury, Cortelyou, in the city on
his way to vote, gives an opportunity
for further conferences with J. P. Mor-
gan and other leading bankers. The
secretary came with Mr. Roosevelt to
vote, and on his way back from his
home In Hampstead, L. I., decided ‘to
stop off and learn of the financial situ-
ation. He was told that the situation
in New York was rapidly improving,
because of the developments in the
last 24 hours.

Those bankers who saw Secretary
Cortelyou: are convinced that there is
no intention on the part of President
Roosevelt to call an extra session  of
Congress to pass remedial financial
legislation, as it Is understood that the
administration feels that the situation
should settle down to a-basis where a
proper-judgment can be formed on the
various proposed changes in the pres-
ent monetary laws, It was further
understood that the administration
bas not yet definitely shaped the plans
of financial legislation which it may
desire to have considered at the coming
session of Congress.

A conference at which the details
for the taiuing over of the control of
the Tenessee Coal & Iron Company by
the Steel Corporation was discussed,
was held in Mr. Morgan's library. to-
day, and was attended by Mr. Mor-
gan, Geo. W. Perkins, Secretary Trim-
ble of the U: 8. Steel Corporation; Vice-
President Davidson, of the Frst Na-
tional Bank and Grant B. Schley, one
of the members of the pool which con-
trols the Tenessee Coal & Iron Com-
pany stock.

Later, Judge E. H. Gary, chairman
of the TU. 8. Steel Corporation, made
the following statement: “The U. S.
Steel Corporation has been negotiating
for the purchase of a majority of the
stock of the Tenessee Coal & Iron Com-
pany-at par. The same price will be
paid for all additional ’stock offered
within fifteen days.
