The peculiar advantage Victoria en­
joys over all other coast points in the 
matter of sunshine, absence of preci­
pitation and general temperature is 
strikinly illustrated in the meteoro­
logical returns for the years 1908-1909, 
which are incorporated in the report 
of the Vancouver Board of Trade just 
issued.

These returns are difficult to under­
stand by those not familiar with the 
unique situation of this city, which in7 
sures it sunshine when its less favored 
neighbors have to reckon with rain 
and snow. The absence of any high 
ranges of mountains in the Immediate 
vicinity, the influence of the Japanese 
current and other factors all combine 
to produce a result which is perhaps 
best shown by the fact that the iso- 
themai lines showing the highest tem­
perature in the winter and the lowest 
in the summer intersect at Victoria, 
thus demonstrating that it enjoys the 
double advantage of both the ideal 
summer and ideal winter temperature.

In the returns mentioned, an effort is 
made to show the conditions at Vic­
toria, Vancouver and Prince Rupert. 
For the latter city the returns from Port 
Simpson, where the meteorological of­
fice is stationed, and situated as it is 
but a few miles from Prince Rupert, 
and the figures quoted do no injustice 
to the jiew G.T.P. townsite.

The following is a. condensation of 
the returns in question:

Prince Rupert, Aug. 9.—Hob. Wm. 
Templeman returned after a trip to 
Stewart, on the Portland Canal, and 
the Queen Charlotte Islands. Board­
ing the Dominion hydrographic survey 
steamer Liliooet, the minister left last 
Monday and reached Stewart at the 
head of Portland Canal, on Tuesday 
morning. There he met a number of 
the mining men and settlers, who urg­
ed upon him the desirability of a 
wharf, which, at the present time, is 
one of Stewart’s pressing necessities. 
The suggestion is that the Dominion 
government construct a wharf to con­
nect with the one which the provincial 
government is now undertaking and 
thus facilitate the landing of machinery 
for the very promising mineral proper­
ties a few miles back of Stewart. Hon. 
Mr. Templeman promised to take the 
matter up with the government without 
delay, appreciating the importance of 
leaving no stone unturned to contribute 
to the mineral development of the dis­
trict.

The mining men of Stewart proudly 
claim thaff they have one of the most 
encouraging camps on the continent. In 
support of that boast they exhibit 
splendid specimens of copper ore taken 
from the properties of the Redcliffe, 
Stewart and Portland Canal Mining 
companies. Their present difficulty, 
aside from the lack of wharf facilities, 
is the need of adequate roads from the 
mines to the bay, which, not beihg un­
usually formidable, from an engineer­
ing standpoint, should soon be over­
come. Considerable has been written 
of Stewart In the last few months, and 
some of this has reached far away 
Sheffield, from which a large machin­
ery firm promptly dispatched a travel­
ler to try to land some orders, while 
representatives of Industrial concerns 
in British Columbia have begun to in­
clude Stewart in their lists of ports of 
call. It is no picnic to reach Stewart 
just how, as the steamship service is 
very irregular and uncertain. Gasoline 
launches are popular to good weather, 
but a hundred odd miles in a torrent of 
rain is quite a different proposition.

Argue, Vancouver. The resolutions to 
be discussed this year are of much 
wider interest than at any previous 
convention, and it is believed that it 
will be the best convention yet held. 
Many new school boards will be repre­
sented and the Alberta Trustees' Asso­
ciation are going to send two delegates, 
each of whom will deliver an address. 
Among those who will be prominent 
and who will deliver addresses will be' 
Dr. Ernest Hall. It has been decided 
instead of holding it in the early part 
of October to hold it on the 17th, 18th 
and 19th of November. The people , of 
Chilliwack are going to give the mem­
bers of the convention the greatest 
time they have ever had and are to 
entertain them, better than they have 
ever been entertained.

By the above return it will be seen 
that the Terminal City (Vancouver) 
has almost 50 per cent, less rain than 
Prince Rupert,, while Victoria has 
about 130 per cent. less rainfall than 
Vancouver. On the same figures, Vic­
toria has nearly 250 per cent, less rain­
fall than Prince Rupert.

What Is evidently a misprint in the 
report credits Victoria with 115 rainy 
days in the month of January, 1907! It 
is perhaps cruel to suggest that the Im­
possibility of such a thing might not 
be evident to a proof-reader residing 
in the Terminal City. The totals for 
the year show that what was intended 
was 15 instead of 115. For the same 
month of that year Vancouver had 
only 13 rainy days and Port Simpson 7, 
but Vancouver had 20 inches of snow, 
while Victoria had only 4 inches and 
Port Simpson 7 inches.

The snowfall, it will be seen, Is in 
even greater relative proportions to the 
rainfall so far as the three cities are 
concerned, Vancouver being three 
times that of Victoria and Port Simp­
son six times that of Victoria.

The Liliooet, after a short stay at 
Port Simpson, then returned to Rupert, 
only to start out again for the Queen 
Charlotte Islands. The first point vis­
ited by Hon. Mr. Templeman was Ikeda 
Bay, where an energetic Japanese nam­
ed Ikeda, backed by Japanese capital­
ists, furnished an object lesson of en­
terprise, economy and thoroughness. He 
has shipped a good many thousands of 
tons of ore—copper carrying gold and 
silver—and has a capital plant Em­
ploying Japanese labor he has been 
able to keep to hand his wage bill and 
devote considerable capital to the de­
velopment of his property. Unfortu­
nately, his backers require all their 
resources for other enterprises and 
Ikeda desires to sell. He is now nego­
tiating with some Scottish capitalists 
and the property will likely change 
hands. The amount involved is said to 
be 8200,000. Ikeda and some of his men 
live to the old river steamer Dawson, 
which they have converted Into a house 
containing living rooms and a general 
store.

At Colllson Bay there are a number 
of copper properties in which develop­
ment Is being carried on by Walter H. 
Parsons, who was formerly engaged in 
mining to Mexico. Jedway was also 
visited and the minister was accorded 
a hearty reception by the settlers. 
There also, or a short distance away, 
mining Is being carried on and Mr. Mc­
Millan. la ready to build a tramway to 
his property. From Jedway the min­
ister went to Lockport, after which he 
proceeded to Queen Charlotte City.

City Council Given Information 
as to Street Improve­

ments.
Packing House of Explosive 

Company at Bowen Island 
Demolished:

Some valuable and instructive infor­
mation for ratepayers was contained in 
a communication from City Engineer 
Topp, presented to the city council at 
Monday evening’s meeting of that 
body, explanatory of why certain local 
improvement works exceeded the esti­
mated cost when completed. The re­
port which was received and filed with­
out debate was as follows:

“Gentlemep,—In accordance with in­
structions I have the honor to report 
on the works of Local Improvement 
in By-law No. 24, which have exceeded 
the estimates.

“Herewith is appended a schedule 
showing the estimated cost in each 
case and the expenditure up to August 
1st, also a statement from the street 
superintendent with reference to the 
grading, macadamizing and draining 
of the several streets in said by-law.

“I may say that although the amount 
required to finish the above works ap­
pears large, a great quantity of rock 
now excavated on Fernwood road can 
be utilized for other local improvement 
work, and the amounts derived there­
from credited to this by-law.

“The work has also extended over a 
long period, and the interest on de­
bentures, etc., largely accounts for the 
increased expenditure.

“In the case of by-law No. 29, which 
shows that Bank street and Gladstone 
avenue have exceeded the estimates, I 
may say that Bank street is now com­
pleted and there will be a credit to 
Gladstone avenue of about $3,000 for 
rock which can be used on other local 
improvement works, but it is neces­
sary that the money to finish said 
works be in the meantime provided.

"The following is a statement by the 
street superintendent re grading, ma­
cadamizing, draining, etc., the under­
mentioned streets, indicating the 
causes of increased expenditure, etc.:

“Vancouver street—With reference to 
the grading, macadamizing and drain­
ing of above street, costing $291.41 in 
excess of estimate, I may say this was 
caused by the work being undertaken 
during the wet season, thereby requir­
ing a large amount of gravel filling and 
a heavier coat of broken rock to pre­
vent traffic cutting through to sub­
grade. If this work could have been 
finished at the proper season $500 could 
have been saved in labor and ma­
terial.

"Trutch street and Pandora street— 
The estimates’ for grading, draining 
and rock surfacing on these streets 
were made before surveys were made, 
or any grade struck, and much heavier 
work was encountered than originally 
contemplated, and in the case of both

Thé company had agreed to install a 
gasoline engine on the line, but on in­
vestigating the matter found out that 
they would not be permitted to do so 
by the terms of the agreement between 
the provincial government and the 
company, the operation of a steam lo­
comotive being compulsory.

MORE VICTIMS

NO RELIEF FOR
SOUTHWESTERN STATES

Intense Suffering in Crowded 
Tenement Districts in 

Cities

(Times Leased Wire.)
St. Louis, Mo., Aug. 17.—The heat 

wave from which St. Louis and the 
whole state of Missouri have been suf­
fering for the past 72 hours continues 
unabated to-day.

Despite predictions that the back­
bone of the torrid wave would be 
broken to-day reports from all,parts of 
the state are discouraging. Early to­
day the thermometer was pressing the 
90 mark and was gradually rising.

The latest reports show that seven 
deaths already have resulted from the 
excessive heat, and twenty prostra­
tions were reported yesterday. The 
various hospitals of the city are taxed 
to their utmost to accommodate the 
heat victims and the suffering in the 
tenement district is intense. Eighty 
horses have dropped dead on the streets 
within the past 48 hours.

Dispatches from many points In 
Missouri, Kansas and Oklahoma to­
day tell of much damage to crops in 
those states as a result of the wither­
ing heat and hot winds that sweep 
across the plains. Many deaths have 
occurreed throughout the southwest, 
the maximum temperature recorded 
being lie degrees.

Kansas City reports that scores of 
persons have been prostrated there 
and that the .situation is made more 
grave by the likelihood of. an ice fam­
ine. Dealers report that the factories 
were running night and day, but that 
the demand had exceeded the supply.

The hottest place so far heard from 
was Muskogee, Okla., where the gov­
ernment thermometer registered 110 
yesterday with indications that this re­
cord would be equalled or exceeded to­
day.

A large delegation of citizens promi­
nent in church work assembled at the 
city hall Monday, and prior to the 
regular business of the City Council 
lodged a protest with that body 
against the decision of the board of 
directors of the Agricultural Associa­
tion to permit horse racing with bet­
ting privileges at the approaching 
fail fair. ,-A

Each* member of the delegation who 
spoke was emphatic in the declara­
tion that great harm had been done 
the city by the gambling craze arising 
out of the great sixty-day meet at the 
Willows, and it was charged that it 
would be a crime against the fair 
fame of the city were permission given 
to repeat the pernicious practices at 
the fall fair as proposed.

The delegation pressed specifically 
for the passing of a resolution calling 
upon the Agricultural Association di­
rectorate to reconsider its action, and 
in the event of their refusing to do so 
to make the exhibition grounds sub­
ject to lease to the association, such 
lease to contain a provision, founded 
on by-law 541, which prohibits book­
making or the selling of pools on any 
property belonging to the city.

The feature of the debate was the 
disclosure by-Mayor ’ Hall that the City 
Council was practically powerless in 
the matter, his worship explaining that 
the city had no lease nor agreement 
with the Agricultural Association, in 
which the privileges granted the as­
sociation could . be defined. Explana­
tory of his own position in the matter 
the mayor said he could not even re­
sign from the presidency of the asso­
ciation were he inclined to do so in 
protest against the views of a majority 
of the members of the board. The 
mayor of the city held office per force.

This confession of impotence on the 
part of the civic authorities created 
something akin to consternation 
amongst those present to interview the 
council on the matter, and it was then 
felt that possibly the only thing that 
could be done in the premises was to 
attempt to move the agricultural direc­
torate by moral suasion.

To this end, after the deputation had 
withdrawn, the mayor and the city 
solicitor drew the following resolu­
tion :

"That it be and it is hereby resolved 
that the directors of the British Co­
lumbia Agricultural Association be re­
quested to reconsider the resolution of 
the 14th of August, 1909, permitting 
open book-making at the races to be 
held during the agricultural exhibition 
of 1909.”

The resolution was not taken up 
until after the regular business had 
been transacted, and when the mayor 
was about to fcut it he found that sev­
eral of the aldermen were absent. It 
was the opinion of the other members 
of the board that so important a reso­
lution should be discussed by the full 
council, and it was therefore allowed 
to stand over, the mayor explaining 
that it might be dealt with at a special 
meeting to be held on Thursday even­
ing next.

Bishop Perrin said the people of Vic­
toria had ample time to see the evil 
effects of betting, and the time had 
now arrived to protest against its con­
tinuance. A great deal of the racing 
at the Willows was no more sport than 
if tin horses had been used.

•with an air of satisfaction resulting 
from his confident belief that he was a 
martyr to his country’s cause, Madar 
Lai Dhingra, the Indian student, paid 
the penalty "for the murder of Sir Cur- 
zon Wyllie and Dr. Caca Lalcaca to­
day.

He was hanged at 9 o’clock this 
morning in Pentville prison, in accord­
ance with the order of the court in his 
case following Dhingra’s sensational 
admission of guilt and expression of a 
desire to die.

Dhingra attended a meeting at the 
Imperial Institute where the situation 
in India was the subject of discussion 
on July 1st. Sir Curzon Wyllie, a for­
mer Indian official, was the object of 
his attack, but when Dr. Caca tried to 
interfere, he shot him also. Caca was 
an Indian in the employ of the govern*- 
ment, and was opposed to the revolu­
tion.

The revolutionists have openly ex- 
presseed sympathy for Dhingra and look 
upon him as a martyr.

The race problem, Mr. Balfour said, 
was but p. fractional part of the great 
question which parliament was now 
deciding. He strongly denied that it 
was intended to give the colored races 
equality with Europeans, declaring 
that so far as the government so­
cially and the higher forms of civiliza­
tion were concerned, it would be im­
possible to give equal rights to the 
colored race without threatening the 
whole fabric of civilization.

In the opinion of Mr. Balfour, the 
best hope for the solution of this great 
problem was to place absolute and im­
plicit confidence in the representative 
institutions which the South Africans 
are now creating, and for the home 
government not to meddle with it. He 
added that he desired to do nothing 
that would hamper the government in 
carrying out a measure so essential 
to the future of South Africa.

Statements ol 
these kinds are very much to be re­
gretted, as they tend to depreciate 
fidence, in this, one of our future 
greatest industries. There have been 
individual cases, where, owing to ex­
ceptional circumstances and local con­
ditions, severe damage has been done 
but, taken as a whole, the orchardi 
throughout the districts which I visit­
ed, looked extremely healthy and vig­
orous.

The fruit crop is light this year 
throughout the province, but this to a 
large extent is owing to the heavy 
crop of the previous year, and also in 
some districts to late spring frosts.

At Vernon, and district, the orchards 
look very well, and I should estimate 
the loss at not more- than 5 per cent. 
The same applies to Kelowna, and 
there also, as at Vernon, the trees 
look very vigorous and healthy, and 
the shortness of the fruit crop this 
year will, especially in the case of 
young orchards, prove a direct benefit 
to the trees by allowing them to make 
a good wood growth and formation of 
fruit spurs for the ensuing season.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
A slight, dark little -man stepped to 

the front of the city hall platform last 
night and received from an audience, 
not a dozen of whom had ever seen 
him before, such a reception as might 
have flattered our foremost and most 
popular public man. Only by his won­
derful work at Denver, and radiating 
from that centre, throughout the world, 
is Judge Lindsay known to the public, 
yet to-day the man, and the great re­
form with which his name is insepar­
ably connected, is followed with the 
keenest interest throughout the Eng­
lish-speaking world.

It was this which filled the city hall' 
to the doors last night, long before the 
hour of commencing. And when the 
judge Concluded, alter a talk of over 
two hours, the secret of his success 
was evident to most of those who heard 
him—the man has lost himself in his 
work.

In appearance Judge Lindsay bears 
a distinct resemblance to another great 
little man—Lloyd George. In figure the 
two men are very much like. Each, 
too, has the same wide high brow, each 
the imagination denied to men of coarser 
fibre. And each has fortunatedy been 
gifted with that tenacity and determin­
ation which has held them steadily on 
their courses—the one in politics, the 
other in an even nobler sphere.

But Lindsay has a sense of humor 
which must have been a sheet anchor 
to him on many occasions and this 
spirit of quaint fun cropped out again 
and again last evening in describing 
his experiences with his boys. Indeed 
one has to hear Lindsay tell these 
stories to appreciate his spirit and his 
viewpoint, nor is it hard to understand, 
after hearing him recount them, how 
he has crept into the confidence of the 
wayward lads who formerly thronged 
his- courts.

Some of his tales were so delicious 
in their appreciation of the boy spirit 
that they should be retold. The judge’s 
attitude and the route by which he 
reached the hearts of the boys were 
all ^revealed in his account of some of 
his interviews. Laughter and tears 
were so closely associated that they 
sometimes got hopelessly intermingled.

Three boys, dirty, undersized, "out 
at the knees and at other places there­
about,” confronted him in the dock 
charged with burglary. The police offi­
cer stated that they had “feloniously 
broken and -entered” a boat car. To the 
Judge’s inqiury regarding motives, the 
eldest of the trio offered tearful an­
swer: “Well you sees, sir, Bill, ere 
heard that there were water melons in 

■that car.”
The interest of the Judge was im­

mediately aroused, and as he naively 
confessed, his sympathy too. He was 
unprepared, however, for the tearful 
explosion which followed:

“Say, jedge, did you ever swipe a 
water melon?”

Visions of a southern farm home, of 
the luscious fruit on the vines beyond 
the forbidden boundaries, of the old 
swimming hole gang ravished with 
hunger and the sight of the cool, invit­
ing fruit, swept over the mind of the 
court, but as he explained he followed 
legal precedent and side-stepped the 
issue by a technicality.

“I will have you understand, you 
young, rascal, that the prisoner is not 
allowed to cross-examine the judge.”

But tlfe sequel was even more start­
ling. To the judge’s question of what 
they obtained in the car, the ring 
leader explained that they found a box 
full of bottles with the word’ ’figs’ 
among others on the label, and con­
cluding it must be good they each drank 
a bottle. It proved to be syrup of figs.

“And so we think, Jedge, that we’ve 
been punished enough, ain’t we. Bill?”,

Bill wriggled expressively under his 
tattered clothes, and .concurred.

"Yes, jedge, for I drank two bottles.”
It is quite evident that the office of 

juvenile court judge leaves wide latl- 
tudeafor the discretion of the officer 
charged with that duty. Few men 
could safely invite a prisoner to 
luncheon with him and the prosecuting 
attorney. It might not be a good prac­
tice to adopt. Yet this imaginative, 
sensitive man evidently has dropped 
on to methods and systems denied to 
learned judges who have followed the 
stereotyped methods from the dark 
days of Old Bailey and Tyburn Tree 
until now. And his secret is not hard 
to find. The old path of sympathy and 
interest which ' has been successfully 
used In every avenue but that of law, 
lacks none of Its old power.

The breaking up of the Riverbank 
gang—one of the most notorious in his 
city—has been told befeffe, but one has 
to near it from Lindsay’s- lips, to ap­
preciate how radical were the methods 
employed. He found the ring leader 
strapped to an iron bed and being sub­
jected to that brutal form of extort­
ing confession known in American 
police circles as “the sweat box.” The 
police were after the names of the ring 
leader’s pals, and when Lindsay un­
bound the lad the prisoner stretched 
himself and with a leer of hate declar­
ed he would not “snitch” on his gang.

“Bully for you kid, neither would I,” 
commented the judge, and at one bound 
he had reached common ground with 
his prisoner. "Snitching,” it may be ex­
plained, is in the vernacular of the 
criminal and boy classes, tattling, or 
Informing on confederates, and it is 
the unforgivable sin.

Lindsay seized this element of loyalty 
and converted it into an avenue of ap­
proach to these law breakers. He ques­
tioned his boys, hut he did not ask for 
the names. of their confederates. • But 
the boys brought these pals to the 
jedge, and made them "snitch on them- 
st/es,” and at these "snitching bees" 
it became a rule that if a boy in 
snitching op himself failed to tell the 
truth his chums were relieved of any 
obligation to protect him.

In this way the river gang was 
broken up—the whole fifteen comjng to

Students of criminology tell us that 
the tendency in human nature of a cer­
tain class towards rebellion against the 
laws society has set up for its own 
protection and for its permanence are 
hereditary. They can prove this by 
citation of numerous instances. They 
can point to records carefully kept in 
proof of their contention. They can 
show that the descendants of a father 
and mother notorious for their out­
lawry, down to the fourth and fifth 
generation, were true to their inherit­
ed instincts and 
days upon the scaffold or spent the 
greater proportion of their natural 
lives in the jails of the country. Their 
theory is that if the fathers and moth­
ers eat sour grapes the teeth of the 
children must be “set on edge." On 
the other hand we have the views and 
the experience of a man of great heart 
and boundless sympathy with youth 
such as Judge Lindsay of Denver as 
direct and convincing contravention of 
the theories of the professional crimin­
ologists. The judge holds that the 
tendency of youth to go wrong is the 
direct result of environment; that there 
is no such thing as the taint of natural 
depravity In the blood of any child; 
that there is the possibility of reclam­
ation in what may appear to be the 
most hopeless of cases. Whatever the 
truth may be as between opinions so 
widely divergent, there can be no doubt 
that Judge Lindsay’s methods of treat­
ment have been eminently successful 
and that what he has to say upon the 
subject is of absorbing interest to 
Canadians. It is the duty of society 
not to confirm in criminality the 
youth who may thoughtlessly or ig­
norantly make a false step by com­
pelling him to association with the con­
firmed wrongdoer, but to take every 
possible measure for his reclamation.

We have a children’s aid society in 
Victoria. Whether there is a great 
deal of scope for this association’s 
operation in this city we do not know. 
We hope not. We trust that in this 
matter as in most other matters Vic­
toria occupies a preferred position. But 
wherever communities exist in any 
numbers there niust occasionally arise 
instances in which such an institu­
tion might exercise its authority or its 
influence beneficially. At the meeting 
held in the city hall last evening Col­
onel Gregory appealed to the public to 
manifest greater interest in the work 
of this society. We hope that appeal 
following the convincing addresses of 
Judge Lindsay did not fall upon deff 
ears; we hope that the large audience 
which assembled last evening in the 
city, hall did not go there merely to 
listen to an eloquent and moving ad­
dress, to have its emotions excited, hut 
lather in the expectation of gathering 
some information of practical value 
which can be practically applied.

is extremely small in a great many 
orchards which I visited, not amount­
ing; to more than from 2 to 5 per cent.

At Penticton and Keremeos the in­
jury is somewhat heavier, amounting 
to about 8 to 10 per cent. At Grand 
Forks the orchards are looking very 
well, though in this section there has 
been a considerable amount of harm 
done to the fruit on the trees by hail, 
but this has been only local, and con­
fined to a small area. The loss in the 
orchards will probably amount to 8 
per cent.

In the Kootenays the damage there, 
owing to the larger amount of sno>v 
which was on the ground when the 
cold spell came, is very slight, and 
amounts to practically nothing. Here 
and there a dead tree may be noticed, 
but these are so few that probably the 
loss does not exceed 2 per cent.

Whilst in my travels I inspected and 
saw a great number of orchards. Of 
course it was impossible for me in the 
time at my disposal to visit every sec­
tion of the country, still I think you 
may take this report as representative 
of the average conditions prevailing 
in the country.

On the Lower Mainland and Vancou­
ver Island, except in a very few in­
dividual cases, very little damage has 
been done. Where loss has occurred, 
It has been owing to local conditions; 
and the treatment of the trees.

The practice has been prevalent in 
some orchards throughout the Lower. 
Mainland and Vancouver Island of cul­
tivating too late in the season, thus' 
causing a secondary growth in the <all' 
of the year. This wood does not m\s 
ture, or ripen properly, before the win­
ter sets in, and, should a cold spell oc- 

., as that of last winter, the sa» 
od freezes, and thus badly injures,' 

and in some cases kills the tree.
Loss from these causes can 

guarded against to a large extent In 
the future by stopping cultivation of 
the trees earlier than has been usual 
heretofore, and by so doing allowing 
the trees to mature their season's 
growth properly.

Another interesting feature is, that 
some varieties have practically suf­
fered no injury whilst others have suf­
fered badly. This will prove a valu­
able lesson fbr those setting out or­
chards in the future, as by selection 
of those varieties which have proved 
immune. J^ie risk from a similar loss 
will be largely eliminated.

On the subject of gambling in the 
abstract the Times makes some Inter­
esting remarks. It says:

“There are vast numbers of people in 
every country who gamble, knowing 
perfectly well what risks they run, be­
cause they enjoy gambling for its own 
sake. Often their gambling is not a 
vice, but a mere diversion. They en­
joy it as they enjoy a. wildly improb? 
able farce or a fairy tale, because it 
is for them an escape from reality. In 
the ordinary matters of life we get 
nothing for nothing; and one aim of 
our civilization, often very imperfectly 
achieved, Is to contrive that we shall 
get proper value, no more ana no less, 
for what we give. Gambling is a con­
scious and deliberate departure from 
this aim. The gambler gets either 
nothing for what he gives, or a great 
deal more than it is worth. Luck is 
an element that we should like to elim­
inate from all the serious affairs of 
life, since It is contrary to our sense 
of justice. But there is In nearly all 
men an instinct of rebellion against 
their own ideals; and this instinct, in 
the case of the ideal of Justice, takes 
the form of gambling. Sometimes we 
would rather trust to luck than to jus­
tice. Sometimes we like to make be­
lieve that we are living in a wholly ir­
rational universe, where we gain or 
lose, not according to our deserts, but 
through chances that no one can fore­

nt

MR. BOWSER IN UNIFORM.

As neither of the local organs of the 
government has called attention to the 
speaking likeness of Hon. W. J. Bow­
ser, K. C., M. P. P., etc., which ap­
peared in the Colonist of Sunday, the 
Times must perforce undertake the 
duty.

I THE “BIG STICK” FOR CANADA.

The lumbermen of the state of 
Washington, and doubtless the pro­
tected interests in every state of the 
union, are hopeful that Canadians will 
not submit to the attempt of the Unit­
ed States to dictate the fiscal policy 
nf this country. The claim is made 
l hat the result of the special session 
c f Congress, which was called together 
tor the purpose of revising the tariff 
downwards was a reduction of a frac­
tion of one per cent, in the general 
tariff. In some cases the duties were 
cut down considerably, in others they 
wi re increased heavily.' But in the 
aggregate it is doubtless the fact that 
the tariff has been reduced by an 
amount that is hardly perceptible. 
Whatever the truth of the matter may 
be, however, it is none of our busi­
ness. But when the United States un­
dertakes to dictate Canada's fiscal pol­
icy, then it is our concern:

The reason why our neighbors of the 
privileged class hope "that Canada will 
not bow her head to their decrees is 
that our course means a great deal to 
them. If we continue to follow 
own inclinations and to maintain our 
independence, they think the maximum 
rates of duties will be applied to Can­
adian exports, in which case of course 
the tariff will be very much higher 
than it ever was before and they will 
be in a position to charge their tariff- 
burdened consumers higher prices than 
they ever did before. The particular 
article exportable from Canada in 
which the state of Washington is in­
terested is lumber. The representatives 
of that state opposed a decrease in the 
duty on lumber, claiming that by rea­
son of lower wages and other alleged 
advantage® the mills of British Colum­
bia can manufacture lumber cheaper 
than the mills of Washington. We 
know the statement is not true and 
they know it is not true; and , pro- 

' bably Congress knew it was not true 
also. But that is neither here nor 
there. The representatives at Wash­
ington thought that on account of the

since the meeting closed all kinds of 
rumors have been circulating of wiiv 
nings on the one hand, and of ruined 
homes, losses, and coming hardships 
on the other,

ing each other. Explanations of how 
a sudden misfortune to the " family 
treasury has occurred, loans made that 
cannot be collected and other excuses 
by the barrow-load are said to be un­
der manufacture, and if report is true, 
inventive genius this week has had a 
great opportunity. Store keepers and 
real estate men are now said to be 
learning again fr&n that stage where 
they thought they had completed their 
education. Some wonderful tales of 
sudden misfortune are related to these 
systematic gentlemen,.but it will be all 
right—later, and people of Victoria 
are now beginning to wonder during 
the calm reflection sta^fe if the race 
meeting has been a good thing for Vic­
toria.

Of the race meeting itself. From a 
race meeting standpoint it cannot be 
denied that the meeting has been well 
condutted a,nd that ,it was one of toe 
tieanest and most satisfactory the 
continent of America ever saw.

His services 
were invaluable and the large salary 
lie received was undoubtedly money 
well spent.

Harriman, Standard Oil stock reached 
a new high mark to-day when It was 
quoted on the curb at 712. At the time 
of the panic in 1907, Standard OH fell 
rapidly, reaching its lowest mark on 
November 4th, when it w^s quoted at 
390. The stock-, therefore, with to-day’s 
mark, has risen 322 points since the 
panic.

Wall street experts to-day estimated 
that the rise has increased the per­
sonal fortune of John D. Rockefeller by 
eighty million dollars. They figure 
that to-day he has seven hundred mil­
lions, despite toe fact that he has 
given to public charity one hundred 
and thirty millions. If John D. lives 
to be 80 years old, the statiscians de­
clare, he will hjave a billion dollars. It 
it declared that If Rockefeller should 
withdraw his fortune from circulation, 
It would create a world wide panic 
With most serious results.

right. Had Yuen Shai Kai been at the 
head of the Chinese foreign depart­
ment he felt sure that nothing of the 
sort would have happened. He would 
have understood the situation and an 
amicable arrangement would have been 
entered into long ago,

Japanese,, newspapers, published just 
previous to the steamer leaving Japan, 
were full of the disagreement between 
the two countries, and they practically 
all advised the Japanese government 
to proceed with the railway without 
discussing the" matter further With 
China. There seemed to be a feeling 
among them that China was not ful­
filling her pledges. The Chinese seemed 
to be fearing that the railway would 
be started without permission, so the

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TIMBER COMMISSION
GOES TO NANAIMO

Concluding Session Held Here 
Yesterday Afternoon in 

Parliament Buildings. 4

Thef timber and forestry commission 
concluded its sessions in this city yes­
terday afternoon and to-day they are 
sitting at Nanaimo, having gone up the 
island on the morning train. The meet­
ing was arranged for 2 p. m.

The only evidence given during the 
afterfioon was that of E. McGaffey, of 
the Vancouver Island Development 
League. Mr. McGaffey presented a 
resolution from the Ciayoquot branch 
asking that the agricultural areas In 
the timber belt be thrown open to set­
tlement.

Mr. McGaffey also suggested that the 
government should put a reserve on 
small blocks of timber in the various 
districts which would be kept as parks.

Hon. F. J. Fulton, the chairman, ex­
plained that all the land that had not 
already been alienated had been re­
served by Ihe government. Unfortu­
nately, however, most of the timber 
lands in the districts alluded to, name­
ly, Ciayoquot, Cumberland and Court­
ney had already passed into the hands 
of private companies.

Mr. McGaffey then Suggested that the 
government should acquire by purchase 
some of the best of those lands.

to iron bars of prisons. We must look 
into the home life of the -child and ap­
peal to the influences of the home and 
the church, and then we must under­
stand the psychology of the child.. The 
speaker told of the reformation oft a 
gang of bad boys in Denver, the stories 
he related incidentally being bo'th pa­
thetic and humorous. Crime was a 
matter of strength and weakness of 
human character. If we are going to 
reclaim the erring child our remedy 
must not be by punishment alone, but 
by getting in touch with the heart.

■Patience and Time 
were required to study the child as an 
individual before being in a position 
to Judge him. Good habits made strong 
characters, and often times a boy's 
environment made or marred him. 
Boys should be taught not to do right 
to escape punishment, but because it 
was, right! (Applause.)

Example was more powerful than 
precept. The state must take steps to 
protect boys against bad environment.

Telling of the changed conditions in 
a bad district in Denver, the speaker 
said the reformation was entirely due 
to a more intelligent and sympathetic 
method of dealing with juvenile offend­
ers. Most of the offenders were found 
to be criminals because of their en­
vironment, and how the courts of Den­
ver were dealing with 50 per cent less 
juveniles than ever before. In the con­
gested district it had been found that 
providing a public playground exer­
cised a most salutary influence.

Hearts and souls could not be valued 
in dollars and cents. The best invest­
ment the state could make was money 
spent in the effort of

Saving Children.
One 'of the greatest expenses of 
government was' the money spent in 
the detection of criminals. If 300'were 
caught in Vancouver* last year this 
meant that 500 went imcaught. Forty- 
five police were engaged in Vancou­
ver, but if a man and woman as offi­
cers were to engage in the work of 
saving children a howl would be raised 
in regard to thé question Of expense. 
One difficulty the speaker had found 
was that it was necessary for a great 
deal of agitation to get the public 
aroused to the necessity . of looking 
after the business of forming, the char­
acters of the young. The temptations 
besetting the feet of the young to-day 
were greater than those , which had to 
be fought against twenty-five years 
ago, yet It seemed fathers and mothers 
were to-day more careless; and in this 
connection the speakêr made a refer­
ence to the evils resulting from cheap 
theatres and the practice of young 
girls going there without being chap­
eroned, which, elicited loud applause.

Clock-work machinery as 
well as condition was shown by the 
Visitors and if the interest is maintain­
ed through , the season there is no rea­
son why the local players cannot 
achieve a winning combination. In 
Rugby, as in some other sports here, 
Victoria suffers from a lack of teams. 
Two Rugby teams playing a series is 
sufficient but Victoria has the material 
for more thagAhls number and why in 
the interests of the game players can­
not divide into four sections and make 
four teams to play a regular schedule 
it is not evident.

A ’ four schedule league would stftn- 
ulate each team. The competition 
would be keen and if the movers sep­
arated the players in as near equality 
into the four teams as possible, to 
make the matches more even, the con­
tests would be exciting, be the means 
of drawing paying gates, put the asso­
ciation on a strong financial basis and 
provide the absolute necessary incen­
tive for training.

With but two teams in the field men 
will not train sufficiently, as was plain 
last year. They train in odd times, 
which undoes all the good accomplish­
ed. Laxity and irregularity in training 
quarters is always death to success and 
with few matches this is bound to fol­
low.

There are at least fifty to sixty 
Rugby players in Victoria, and with 
the game boosted, others can be in­
duced to get into the arena. There will 
be aniplé for four teams, for which two 
grounds are all that is necessary, but 
more would be of advantage. Rugby 
is the prime sport of winter as far as 
Victoria is concerned.

Loud applause greeted Judge Lindsay 
when that gentleman arose. He was 
proud to be present unJer the aus­
pices of the Children’s Aid Society. 
There were 150,000 children in the 
United States and Canada being dealt 
with by the police authorities. This 
meant that in a generation of children 
there are nearly 2,000,000 children be­
ing dealt with as delinquents.

That stupendous fact should justify 
the existence of Children’s Aid Socie­
ties. No city existed without its child 
problems. He was favored with a re­
port by the police department of Van­
couver showing that last year there 
were nearly 300 arrests and incarcera­
tions of young people; and the records 
showed that the first offences were 
committed in their ’teens, and that 
these faults were due to neglected 
childhood.

The Earl of Shaftesbury, a pioneer 
in the work of reform, had said that

James Bryce, British ambassador to 
the United States, addressed the Can­
adian Club last night, -after spending 
the day sightseeing. He was cheered 
again and again during his reference 
to the progfess of Canada and what 
she is making as the result of unity 
between the French and English races 

’within her borders. He said in part:
"The Dominion of Canada is emi­

nently a country in which every effort 
ior unity shpujd be made. It is a ter­
ritory of immense length, stretching 
from ocean to Ocean. There are many, 
diversities of1 ïratural features and in­
dustries' and' modes of living within its 
vast area and (there are two languages 
within it. It was thought at one time 
that a terrifaf y so - long and the In­
habited parts of which were so nar­
row could, hardly hold together in po­
litical union, but the work of unifica­
tion which was largely helped by the 
great transcontinental railways has 
now been completed by the growth of 
population in the central part of the 
Dominion, half way between the At­
lantic and Pacific oceans, and has been 
still more advanced and still more 
fully completed by the patriotic ardor 
of the Canadian people. The devotion 
to a common country and the common 
national aspirations find an embodi­
ment in these Canadian clubs.

“Canada’s political parties are strong 
and active, but it is most desirable 
that the people should not too much 

,divide on party lines. The Canadian 
clubs are preventing this. I want to 
state emphatically that the self-gov­
ernment which the great Dominion 
enjoys is recognized by Britain as 
much as by you to be one of the most 
effective methods of securing both 
your own welfare and the sense of Im­
perial unity which binds together you 
and us. The other thougVt is that any 
and every effort, which you and the 
other great dominions may feel dis­
posed to make towards the common 
defence of thé Empire and each part 
of it will be welcomed by us as a help 
towards securing the safety of each 
territory, and in these "efforts there is 
no kind of aggression, for bur rela­
tions with all the great nations are 
friendly—but also as an evidence of 
that feeling of good common patriot­
ism and devotion for a high purpose 
which animates all.”

Mr. Bryce, continuing, declared that 
since his sojourn In the United States 
nothing hadi given him more satisfac­
tion than to notice the increasing and 
deepening sentiment of friendship 
which exists between the people of the 
United States and Canada. This had 
helped in the world of settling out­
standing treaty difficulties.

Sentenced to Death,
There was an old school master then 

in London who made a vigorous pro­
test and he appealed to the Home Sec­
retary and the sentences were com­
muted to fourteen years In the peni­
tentiary at hard labor. This was not 
one hundred years ago. tills exempli­
fied how we are gradually moving to­
wards better things. We had come to 
look upon these crimes from a differ­
ent standpoint, 
laws were based upon the necessity for 
punishment.

It was not now the practice to think 
only of punishment in the case of Ju­
venile offenders. When he first went* 
on the bench in Denver- he found an 
absurd state of affairs. When a child 
over the age of seven committed ai\ 
offence he was brought to the criminal 
court—chiefly for the purpose, in one 
instance in any event, of protecting 
some old gunny sacks. (Laughter.) 
But they had worked a revolution and 
the practice now was to try and save 
boys instead Of gunny sacks. (Laught- 
ter and applause.)

The speaker here told an interesting 
story to clinch his point of a boy who 
was brought before him charged with 
burglary, whose only offence was the 
theft of a watermelon. On examining 
the boy the latter said:

"Judge, did you ever swipe a water­
melon!” (Laughter and applause.)

“The question proved very embar­
rassing,” said the Judge, “and I resort­
ed to technicalities, as all lawyers do in 
such cases.” (Renewed laughter.)

Continuing his discourse in serious 
vlen, the speaker said boys were often 
made thieves and liars because they 
were not understood. He had learned 
a good deal from watching the conduct 
of the street gamin. They were

Beyond this point the way has to 
be forced through a tangle of fallen trees 
and briars, a fire having some years be­
fore destroyed all the timber, most of 
which now lies on the ground. After the 
burnt aréa is passed the walking is good 
through a cool; mossy forest, keeping on* 
the ridge leading towards the mountain 
then descending into a valley, a fine 
stream at the foot of the mountain le % 
reached.

At police, headquarters it was found 
that Kennedy was suffering from some 
mental disorder and he was sent to 
the city hospital. Yesterday his iden­
tity became known, and his friends and 
relatives in Illinois were notified.

Kennedy has before suffered from 
mental lapses. When he disappeared 
from Waukegan, Kennedy told his 
friends he was going to a sanitarium, 
having just recovered from an attack 
of typhoid fever. Instead he went -di­
rect to Vancouver, B. C., where he re­
mained for some time, later coming to 
Seattle.

up* the yellow cedar la to be found in 
quantities, and still higher Is to be founq 
the mountain hemlock and mountain bal­
sam fir (ables amabilis), meaning “lovely 
or beautiful fir’’;, with huge heavy, cones 
which the squirrels keep cutjtlng off to 
the imminent ^danger of- the traveller. 
These cones, 'as well as those of the 
mountain’ hemlock, are of a beautiful pur­
ple color when young. As a matter of 
course the growth of trees at these alti­
tudes is very slow. A section of hemlock 
cut by Mr. Stevenson, about eight Inches 
in diameter, shows by the rings t6 be 
about 300 years old. These are the prin­
cipal conifers, but, of course, there are 
also the usual deciduous trees in the 
lower parts, such as maple and alder, etc. 
The mountain Is a veritable flower gar­
den both on the way up and on the sum­
mit: Cowbane, red and white (anemone 
multiflda), columbine, the beautiful white 
caltha (ranunculus glaclalis, thalictrum 
achlys), that curious water' plant (bras- 
enia peltata), bleeding heart, the -beauti­
ful (erysimum asperum) or hedge mus­
tard, the only locality where I have found 
it. (Arenaries) of various varieties, sag- 
lnas, silenes and others, a lovely clay- 
tonla with a tuberous root, St, John’s 
wort, two varieties of ceanothus lupines, 
servlcebefry, strawberry, mountain ash, 
several -potentillas, several raspberries, 
saxifrages without number and very 
beautiful, stone crop willow herb, several; 
sarsaparilla, pigeon berry, twin flower; 
honeysuckle, valerian, everlastings, beau­
tiful yellow arnicas, asters, an Alpine 
thistle, erigeron, luina, oolts-foot, golden 
rod, hare bells, pink and white heather in _ 
profusion, American laurel with; beautiful 
pink flowers, pyrola or slim leaf, ' many 
varieties, white rhododendron, most lovely ’ 
and fragrant, blueberries/ many varieties, 
American cowslip, starflower, dogbane, a 
most lovely phlox varying In shade from 
deep lilac to almost white -which covers 
.the rocks and diffuses a most entrancing 
odor, Scotch flower or Indian paint brush, 
many kinds, several penstemons, one 
which trails over rocks with a gorgeous 
purple flower, orchids and various other 
plants. These are only some of the at­
tractions which would meet the tourists' 
eye were this beautiful natural park pre­
served and trails constructed so that tha 
mountain could be made accessible.

SOLDIERS FIGHT BÜSH FIRE.

Five Hundred Men Succeed in Saving 
Government Buildings.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 18.—The 
bush fire which threatened to destroy 
the immigration and quarantiné 
camps, the discharge station and the 
surrounding colony of federal buildings 
on Angel Island, were subdued early 
to-day by the soldiers from Fort Mc­
Dowell who had fought the spectacu­
lar blaze since its /inception yesterday.

The fire started near the discharge 
camp early In the day, and fanned by 
a stiff breeze was soon beyond control 
of the federal employees stationed on 
the island. Then regulars from Fort 
McDowell were dispatched to prevent 
the destruction of the stations. Armed 
with wet sacks the troopers battled 
with the advancing red line. Two hours 
after the fire started 500 soldiers were 
fighting the blaze. When they had ex­
tinguished the last flicker of fire, it had 
burned over more than one-third of 
the island.

The lumbermen 
would be quite willing to pay their 
share of this. While be had not had 
occasion to finance on provincial li­
censes, he thought it would be a diffi­
cult matter owing to the shortness of 
tenure. The Dominion leases were 
better, in that they were renewable as 
long as there was merchantable tim­
ber on them. Speaking of the burning 
of debris, Mr. Sayward said he thought 
it would be very expensive to burn the 
debris as well as extremely dangerous.

Mr. Sayward objected to any general 
plan for the expfirt of logs from the 
province. It was- desirable, however, 
that cedar logs should be allowed to 
be exported, as the home demand did 
not meet the supply.

Mr. Sayward objected to the restric­
tions put upon hand loggers. A li­
cense had to be paid for a certain dis­
trict, and as soon as they wanted to 
move a new license had to be taken 
out.

In the matter of fractional sections, 
Mr. Sayward, in reply to the chair­
man, advised putting these up by ten­
der. He stated, in answer to Mr. Flum- 
erfelt, that he did not think the matter 
of high or low rental affected the mat­
ter of cutting. A man would not cut 
more than there was a market for.

If holders of leases were obliged to 
put in mills in order to develop their 
limits Mr. Sayward thought it would 
keep the timber lands out of the hands 
of speculators, and that Would be a 
desirable thing. If cutting regulations 
were in force, however, it would flood 
the country with logs which the teredo 
would destroy. This would benefit no­
body.

world. He also thought it would be 
highly desirable and in the interests 
of the country generally to make the 
leases more permanent.

Mr. Scanlon said his company were 
at present only engaged in logging in 
this province, but later they expected 
to erect milts and go into the export 
lumber business.

In answer to -Mr. Goodeve, Mr. Scan­
lon said the quality of timber in this 
province was better than in Minnesota. 
The amount of timber per acre in Ore­
gon was about the same as in British 
Columbia.

Mr. Goodeve asked a number oij fol­
low-up questions which Mr. Scanlon 
found it impossible to answer, as they 
were moré or less of a political nature. 
He expressed his willingness as an 
owner, however, to co-operate with the 
government and to pay his share of 

• the cost of protecting the timber limits.
The commission then adjourned until 

this morning.
The principal evidence given before 

the timber and forestry commission 
this morning was that of R. H. Camp­
bell, superintendent of forestry for the 
Dominion government, who. is in the 
city on his way home from the conven­
tion at Spokane. He told of the work 
that was being done in his department. 
The setting aside of forest reserves for 
the protection of watersheds, the pres­
ervation of- game and. the use of the 
public was one of the features o? the 
work. These preserves were under the 
charge of a regular staff who also did 
a good deal of experimental work in 
connection with them. As much of this 
work was in its early stages it was 
not possible to give many of the re­
sults.

experimental farm at Indian Head. 
The young trees have to be shaded 
from the sun, as direct sunlight will 
often kill them. Only a very small ex­
periment has been made so far in the 
matter of planting. This had cost 
about seven dollars an acre. Two and 
three year trees were planted, but the 
youngest did best.

In seeding, the seed was sometimes 
scattered broadcast, but this was a 
very wasteful ’ method. It must come 
in contact with soil in order to grow. 
Experiments along this line only com­
menced last fall. In some of the states 
the method had worked out well.

Another method was to stir up the 
earth at points a few feet apart, an­
other man following to drop a few 
seeds and press the soil down with his 
foot. The experiments had been var­
ied. On the open prairie it had not 
been a success but among bushes It 
had done better. It was the intention 
to •continue the experiments until the 
best plans had been proved.

The matter of cutting on the re­
serves had hardly commenced. Only 
such trees as were marked by the for­
ester were allowed to be ci\t. A trained 
man went over the ground and made 
the selection. The young growth was 
protected as. much as possible, and the 
brush was piled for burning or scat­
tered on the ground to rot.

In regard to the granting of timber 
licenses on the Dominion lands, the 
licensee has the right to the timber as 
long as merchantable timber remains 
on the land. He has really a , per­
petual right to the land. The regula­
tions provide that no timber under ten 
inches on the stump should be cut, and 
the government have power to change 
the regulations if found necessary. 
Logging methods he thought might be 
improved in order to leave the land in 
better condition for reproduction. There 
was danger in burning up the debris 
both - on account of the danger of 
starting a fire that would spread and 
also on account of the injury to the 
young growth, 
now experimenting 
some time to am’ 
conclusions, 
tory to make regulations until the best 
methods had been proved.

In answer to Mr. Fulton Mr. Cajnp- 
bell said there were 30 rangers out last 
year in British Columbia. The cost of 
patrolling cdst about one cent an acre 
and the lumbermen were called upon 
to pay about half of that amount.

In the' matter of fuel, anthracite coal 
would be less dangerous than any 
other. In the Adirondacks the United 
States government required the rail­
ways to use oil fuel in order to avoid 
the possibility of fire from sparks. Mr. 
Campbell read from the regulations 
made by the railway commission in re­
gard to the non-use of lignite coal and 
the use of guards to prevent sparks. 
The Railway Act also provided for the 
keeping clear of the right of way from 
inflammable material.

Nelson, Aug. 17.—“Joseph Morgan, 
June 8, 1869,” reads a mining stake 
which was discovered close to the old 
Dewdney trail between Summit and 
Sheep creeks by John J. Campbell, the 
veteran prospector, who has Just re­
turned to the city after staking, with 
Price Macdonald, another well known 
mining man, a group of seventeen 
claims in the district mentioned, the 
old stake referred to being one of them.

There is, according to Mr. Campbell, 
only one way of accounting for this 
stake, which is almost ten inches 
square with the name and date cut in 
it, and that is that it is one of the lo­
cation marks of a mineral claim. Be­
fore the time inscribed on the stake 
placer mining had had Its rise and fall 
in the Kootenay country. Millions had 
begp taken out in this way and if Is 
possible that one, at least,-of the men 
whom the yellow metal had attracted 
to this "country was seized with an 
idea of the possibilities of lode mining 
in that particular district, Sheep creek 
and Summit creek camps, which now, 
forty years later are only being open­
ed. There is, he admits, the possibility 
that the stake marks a lonely grave 
where lie the remain# of one of the 
country’s pioneers, but Mr. Campbell 
says there are no indications of a grave 
and he points out that the stake cor­
responds to the idea of a claim stake.

Messrs. Campbell anti Macdonald 
think they have struck- it rich in. the 
claims which they have located. Some 
exceedingly fine ore was found on 
some of the properties, averaging sam­
ples going between $75 and $80 and 
others away above this.

Lumberman With Extensive 
foldings Heard by forestry 

Commission.
ii

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
By far the most interesting session 

jf the timber and forestry commission 
up to date was held yesterday- after­
noon, when the evidence of M. J. 
Scanlon, of Minneapolis, a member of 
the Brooks-Scanlon Lumber Company, 
was givfn. Mr. Scanlon Is a logger 
and lumberman of very wide experi­
ence. He has operated practically all 
over the continent and he gave infor­
mation regarding almost every state in 
the union and province of Canada. The 
members of the commission showed 
that they were Intensely interested in 
his evidence by the fact that they 
questioned and cross-examined him on 
every conceivable phase of the lumber­
ing and logging question.

One of the features of Mr. Scanlon’s 
evidence was his iteration of the state­
ment that bankers and other financial 
interests look with confidence on the 
leases granted by the Dominion gov- 

’ ernment, whereas they view with sus­
picion the provincial leases, even 
though one is not much more favorable 
than the other in its phraseology. Hon. 
Mr. Fulton tried to obtain the reason 
for this difference, and the only as­
sumption was that the financial inter­
ests had more faith in the government 
of the Dominion than In that of the 
province.

Mr. Scanlon, whose company operates 
at two points in British Columbia, sev­
eral points in Nova Scotia and other 
places, was the only witness examined. 
He said his company had approximate­
ly 100,000 acres of timber lands in this 
province.

In the Bahamas the company has 
three million acres on a ninety-nine- 
year lease, on which they paid £300 a 
year. In Florida, where he also has 
limits, the land is held absolutely, the 
taxes being about 3c. an acre without 
royalty. In Minnesota, Wisconsin and 
practically all the states, the land is 
owned outright. In isolated cases the 
government owns the timber.

In Minnesota the taxes vary, depend­
ing on local development. The state 
tax was simply nominal. There were 
no royalties in any of the states.

In Oregon the tax was 10c. an acre, 
but that was higher than the average 
in that state. In California they paid 
about 5%c. an acre, but there it varied 
considerably.

Taking up the matter of -conservation 
Mr. Scanlon did not think much could 
be done In the matter of reforestation 
except to keep the firë out. If the" de­
bris were burned it would destroy too 
nyich of the soli. He thought the gov­
ernment being a partnej in the lands 
should shtye the cost of protecting them 
from fire. «

In the matter of lengtli of tenure he 
thought it very injurious to have the 
present short tenure. The Dominion 
leases were always regarded more fa­
vorably than provincial ones. Being 
an interested party he objected to hav­
ing to pay more to the province than 
to the Dominion. He thought that if 
the annual tax were reduced to a 
nominal sum the forests would be bet­
ter conserved.

In the matter of borrowing money, 
the banks were always glad to take 
Dominion leases as collateral, but the 
provincial leases were regarded rather 
as a liability than an asset.

Speaking of the matter of fire protec­
tion, he favored the government doing 
the work and charging half the amount 
to the operators. There had not been, 
so far as he knew, afiy organized ef­
fort to prevent fires in the United 
States except in the matter of patrol. 
If there was an outbreak the warden 
could call on anyone to help him in the 
same way a police constable could.

In answer to Hon. Mr. Fulton, Mr. 
Scanlon said he held a large number of 
provincial leases. He was not afraid 
to invest in these owing to the short­
ness of tenure. In the United States 
they owned many lands most of which 
were bought at public sales or at the 
ruling price to the government.

In Minnesota the price of standing 
timber, continued Mr. Scanlon, is close 
upon ten dollars a thousand. In Wis­
consin the price would be rather higher 
owing to it being of a better grade. In 
Oregon the price varied from 50c. to 
$2.50. In Louisiana the price was $4, 
and In Florida about $3.

In the United States there Were three 
methods of selling lands. One was the 
valuing of the lands And selling to the 
buyer at that valuation; another was 
selling of Indian lands by public auc­
tion; and the third the giving of lands 
to the railways in return for scrip’is­
sued by them.

Hon. F. J. Fulton said that In 1905 the 
lumbermen came to the provincial 
government and asked for certain 
changes, as the banks would not finance 
on their leases. The changes were 
made, but according to the evidence 
the banks still refused to regard them 
of value. He would like to know why 
the Dominion licenses were looked up­
on with favor when they were held only 
from year to year, whereas the provin­
cial were held for 21 years.

Mr. Scanlon thought the reason for 
this was because the Dominion had 
never made changes in their leases. 
There was a stability about them 
which the others did not possess.

In the matter of log export, Mr. 
Scanlon thought It wise for the lumber 
to be manufactured at home. The ad­
ditional duty on shingles which 
amounted to $( per thousand on logs, 
made it prohibitive to send shingles to 
the United States and this would un­
doubtedly work a hardship.

Speaking of the tax of-$140 a square 
mile on the timber, Mr. Scanlon said

A permanent force of • rangers is 
being organized to have charge of 
these reserves and during the winter 
they work at the ordinary forestry 
business. A survey Is being made of 
each reserve and maps prepared. The 
work is not very far advanced, but is 
going on and will in time be com­
pleted. The survey Is giving valuable 
information In the matter of reproduc­
tion.

AN OLD FRIEND IN A NEW FORMNeeds of Irrigation.
E. E. Blllinghurst, agent of the Brit­

ish Columbia Development Association, 
suggested to the commission the desir­
ability of preserving the timber in the 
dry belt. The lands in those districts 
were being irrigated and devoted to 
horticulture. Waters were being stored 
In the lakes of the district which dur­
ing the dry season was drained to the 
lower lands as required. The water 
from the lake evaporated considerably 
and when the shores of the lakes 
denuded of timber, the evaporation in­
creased considerably. He suggested 
that these lake reservoirs should be 
protected by allowing the timber to re­
main as well as the banks of the canals 
draining them. This was a serious 
matter both for the Irrigation com­
panies and for the horticulturists, who 
had bought the lands.

Mr. Fulton suggested that if there

He 
used horse power in the work, getting 
the high power by means of leverage. 
In that way they were able to haul 
out the big stumps.

In respect to power, while the rate 
obtaining in both cities is the same, it 
may be pointed out that when the local 
company shall have increased its pow­
er facilities it will be in a position to 
make much more favorable rates to 
the individual consumer. The printed 
schedule is but a poor guide in the 
matter of quotation to a certain class 
of individual consumers, who, with an 
abundance of power at the disposal of 
the company, are invariably treated 
as the special phases of the case war­
rant, and at lower rates than appear 
in the table.

G. H. Bryson, formerly of Ottawa, 
and latterly city engineer of Nanaimo, 
is to be assistant engineer of Victoria.

OAK BAY DISTRICT

Work of Preparing Special 
Charter for Submission to 

Legislature Proceeding. z

A committee of the Oak Bay council 
has for some time past had in hand 
the working out of a scheme of fire pro­
tection for the municipality of Oak 
Bay. Monday night this committee re­
ported progress to the council, and 
asked leave to sit agate. They said 
that they had already had a consulta­
tion with Chief Davis on the matter, 
but were anxious that the chief should 
look over the ground with them. This 
he had promised to do as soon as the 
assistant fire chief returned from his 
holidays.

While it was not so stated at the 
meeting last night, it is understood 
that the plan in hand is to try to in­
duce the city to share the cost of,» 
fire hall at the city limits which would 
serve all that part of the city beyond 
Oak Bay junction, and also be a pro­
tection to Oak Bay. At present there 
is no fire protection in that district, 
either for the city or the municipality.

There was just a quorum at the 
meeting of the Oak Bay council last 
night, there being present Reeve Hen­
derson and Councillors McGregor, Col­
bert and Noble. Acting Clerk Grima- 
son read the minutes, and Engineer 
Fowler was also present.

“Why was it I did not get my pay 
for the school last month?" was the 
text of a communication received from 
Constable Steele and read to the coun-
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cil.

Reeve Hendersoti (to the constable 
who was present)—Why w%s it you 
were not paid?

Constable Steele—I don't know. I 
didn’t get it, that’s all.

It then transpired that the constable 
was ln receipt of a special allowance 
for cleaning the school, and that as the 
school was not In use last month the 
clerk had n<jt Issued a voucher for the 
amount. The acting clerk was ordered 
to Investigate, and If found In order to 
Issue the cheque at once.

The roads committee reported Special 
Constable Dawson had been engaged 
temporarily for police duty, and. ad­
vised that he be given the patrol of 
the district north Of Oak Bay avenue, 
and Constable Steele that south of thp 
same line. The men to take turns In 
staying" at the headquarters In the 
evening, and each to report to the office 
twice each day, once in the forenoon 
and once In the afterinoon. They are 
given the duties of police, fire and sani­
tary officers.

A report of the engineer In regard 
to the draining of the district around 
Long Branch avenue was adopted, and 
the work will be proceeded with.

The roads committee reported that 
an offer to sell broken rock by the 
Linebam Sand & Gravel Company had 
been refused, the company having had 
a better offer. Another offer to sell rock 
at"$L50 per cubic yard delivered on the 
ground was Accepted.

A letter from E. W. Bradley, acting 
clerk of the city council, was received, 
ln which it was stated that the appli­
cation for a right-of-way by the muni­
cipality had been referred to the 
streets committee of the council.

There Is still a hitch ln the proceed­
ings for the expropriation of property 
In the neighborhood of BowkerA beach 
for the purpose of constructing a 
street, the solicitors apparently not 
understanding the position of the 
council. The reading of the necessary 
by-law was accordingly delayed until 
the next meeting.

The law committee reported that 
progress had been made In the agree­
ment 16 regard to the Uplands farm 
subdivision.

The same committee has in hand the 
drawing up of a special charter for the 
municipality, and they reported that 
several important clauses had been 
drawn up. At present the munlciuallty 
works under the Municipal Clauses Act 
which Is drawn up for the use of rural 
municipalities.

MARKET FOR CEMENT.

In answer to Mr. Goodeve, Prof. 
Craig said it was difficult to find out 
the cost of reforestation in Germany. 
The young trees were planted bn the 
mountain sides by laborers who climb­
ed up with the young, saplings on their 
backs. When a tree was cut the 
stump was taken out at the same 
time.

The conservation of the forests in 
Germany was partly for the purpose 
of preventing freshets and droughts. 
That was one of the important things 
in a mountainous country.

In answer to Mr. Harvey, Prof. Craig 
said where the natural conditions made 
for reforestration, advantage should 
be taken of it. The difficulty was to 
deal with the debris coming from the 
logging operations. 11113 provided 
ready tinder for the lighting of fires.

Michael Carlin, Ernest Solly, of the 
E. & N. Railway, and William Blake- 
more gave evidence before the Timber 
and Forestry commission this morning, 
the burden of the evidence of the 
first and. last being that fixity of ten­
ure would have a good effect in the 
matter of reforestation and the pre­
vention of fires.

Mr. Solley gave some interesting 
figures in regard to the E. &. N. land 
grant. There the land is sold outright 
with the timber, as it becomes tax­
able as soon the the timber is touched, 
or the land alienated. A good deal 
of this land again reverts to the 
crown when the timber is taken off. 
This witness advocated burning the 
debris left by the loggers while Mr. 
Cardin thought it better to leave it 
on the ground to help hold the mois­
ture.
he had been in the lumber business 18 
years. He had operated in the neigh­
borhood of the Columbia river and 
Shuswap lake, most of it being from 
Dominion lictiices. They paid a bonus 
for getting a certain tract, it going to 
the highest bidder, and after that $5 
a section and 50 cents stumpage. The 
bonuses would not exceed $50 a square 
mile.

The timber averaged about 12,000 
feet to the acre. The licences were 
absolutely renewable.

Mr. Carlin advised doing anything 
to keep the lumbermen in business. 
In his experiences they were unable 
to finance the provincial licences.

He thought if the licenses were 
made perpetual, there would be more 
interest in taking care of the timber.

Speaking of the amount of land fit­
ted only for timber, Mr. Carlin said 
there; was not more than 20 per cent, 
of the land fit for agriculture. After 
the land was logged off if the fire was 
kept out the land would reforest it­
self. He gave an instance in the up­
per country where after ten years he 
had got more from a second crop than 
from the first.

In order to "continue the interest of 
the owners in keeping down fires in 
logged-off land he advocated allow­
ing the leaseholders to continue their 
holdings at X..’ small rental. He 
thought that titè boughs and other" 
debris acted aS a fertilizer to the 
young trees.

Spealcing of, the effect of fire in 
changing the kind of timber, Mr. Car­
lin said that usually if the fire was 
kept out the same timber was seeded, 
but if it was butned over "some other 
kind of tree sprang up.

Mr. Carlin did not advocate clearing 
up after the. loggers, but he thought 
it would be a good plan to cut down 
the boughs in order to make them lie 
close to the ground.

In answer to; Mr. Fulton, witness 
said there was nothing on the Do­
minion licences to show that they 
were renewable,, but there was an Un­
derstanding to that effect 

For the last' five years he operated 
on the Columbia river the Dominion 
government had helped them in the 
matter of fire protection. The amount 
they were expected to pay was charged 
up against them. The loggers select­
ed their own wardens, but they were 
paid and controlled by the government. 
There had been no bad fire since the 
system was installed. The C.P.R. also 
co-operated in the work of protection.

In answer to Mr. Flumerfelt, Mr. 
Carlin said he thought the limits on the 
coast would go considerably higher 
than 12,000 feet to the acre.

Mr. Flumerfelt asked in regard to 
the cost of fire protection to the acre 
on the Dominion government lands.

Mr. Carlin did not remember, but it 
was more than one cent.

Witness said the Dominion leases 
were still held after the lands had been 
cut over, but no reduction was made 
in the amount paid.

E. A. Solly, of the E. & N. Railway 
Company, stated that his company 
was much interested in the timber 
question, as they had still a number 
of valuable limits left. They had three 
wardens who Ufere doing the work. 
Campers and others were now much 
more careful than formerly. It was 
almost impossible for one man to put 
a fire out after.it once got well start 
ed. They . had 350,000 acres of mer­
chantable timber, which has been ex­
amined and classified. Some of it 
would go 150,000 feet to the acre. There 
were also large tracts not yet ex­
amined. They always sold the land 
with the timber, as it would become 
taxable as soon as the timber was cut. 
The price paid in a general way would 
run about $1 a thousand standing. 
Usually the lands have been sold fpr 
taxes after the timber has been taken 
off. Then it reverted to the govern­
ment. A fire nearly always followed 
the logging operations, and then a 
small growth sprang up. A great deal 
of arbutus usually sprang up on the 
mountain sides.

If fire were kept out there would 
often be a second crop in twenty or 
twenty-five years after the first cut­
ting.

Mr. Solly gave an instance of fire 
stàrtlng from friction casued by a 
rock slide in the Albernl district.

The land in the E. & N. belt was 
usually heavily timbered and cost too 
much to clear to make it worth clear­
ing. Some of the mountain land had 
no value whatever.

In answer to Mr. Flumerfelt Mr. 
Solly said many of the fires were at­
tributable to the donkey engine. Sparks 
from these ignited the loose debris in 
the neighborhood. He was of the opin­
ion that the slashings should be 
burned by the logger; under the regu­
lation of a government Inspector.

In ' answer to Mr. Evans Mr. Solly

biiilt at once, but the plans will be, 
such that completion of all buildings, 
will be easy.

“why the merchants of Prince Rupert 
should not sell ,to the government. It 
will give me pleasure to draw atten­
tion of the government to it.” 
Templeman went on to say that he had 
recommended to Hon. L. P. Brodeur, 
minister of marine, that Prince Rupert, 
be made a station for lighthouse, 
steamers. He further suggested that 
the province be divided into two dis­
tricts, with the Newington for the 
north with headquarters at Prince 
Rupert, and the Quadra in the south.

As for the question of a quarantine 
station, that was something that came 
within the province of Hon. Sydney 
Fisher, who would be in Prince Rupert 
shortly.

Mr. Templeman said that he had in­
terested himself in the matter of a 
wharf for the government boats. He 
had also concerned himself in the mat­
ter of acetylene buoys.

Mr. Templeman said he did not wish 
to commit himself definitely respect­
ing an experimental farm. He could, 
not see just where it could be estab­
lished. A petition had been received 
from Aldermere, asking that an ex­
perimental farm be located there. 
However, he anticipated seeing one in 
Northern British Columbia when the 
G.T.P. was nearer completion than it 
is now. It was the policy of the gov­
ernment to establish small experi­
mental farms over the country, and he 
would press the. wishes of his consti­
tuents in this particular instance on 
Mr. Fisher. All of these matters took 
time, 
said in part:

“When next I am among you I feel 
that you will tell me that I have done 
my work fairly well. I will be only too 
glad to help Prince Rupert by doing 
all within my power to further the re­
quests that you have submitted to me. 
But all of these matters take time. 
Rome was not built in a day, but it 
seems that you want to build Prince 
Rupert in a day (laughter). I have 
been your representative only four 
months, and that is a brief time, but 
when I go back to my duties I will 
do my very best for you. I can only 
say again that when next I come to 
Prince Rupert you will tell me that I 
have done fairly well."

With regard to better mail facilities1 
between Prince Rupert and Queen 
Charlotte Islands, the minister said 
that if any steamship company would 
accept $200 per week for a weekly ser­
vice a subsidy would be granted for 
the purpose. In the evening a banquet 
was tendered the minister by the citi­
zens, after which he and his party left 
on the Princess Royal for Skagway en 
route to Dawson.

On witness stating that the govern­
ment had promised to bring in legisla­
tion asking to make leases perpetual, 
Mr. Fulton explained that the state­
ment was not quRe correct. They were 
prepared to extend the time, he 
thought, but not to make it perpetual.

In reply to Mr. Fulton, witness said 
they had to market in competition with 
the mills drawing timber from the Do­
minion railway belt, and for that rea­
son they objected to paying more roy­
alty than the others paid.

Mr. Flumerfelt: “It is simply a mat­
ter of competition ”

“Yes, that is the chief reason."
In answer to another question Mr. 

Anstie said they would like either a 
fixed royalty or a sliding scale, so that 
they would know what they had to 
sell.

Mr. Fulton said that in Washington 
and Oregon, as well as in New Bruns­
wick, the operators paid into a fund 
for fire protection. Would the opera­
tors here be willing to do the same?

Mr. Anstie gave as his opinion that 
they would be willing to give half 
tt±e amount required. From meetings 
he had attended., he felt sure that all 
would be willing to do that.

Fire Protection.
Mr. Fulton said that was one of the 

points they were anxious to find out. 
If they would do this he thought a good 
system of fire protection could be 
worked out. He expressed the opinion 
that the association should discuss the 
matter.

Mr. Flumerfelt said he was reading 
that the lumbermen in one of the 
states paid four cents an acre for fire 
protection.

In answer to Mr. Fulton, witness said 
that the best and most important 
means of reforestation was to protect 
against fire. If this was done the 
young trees would grow up by natural 
process. The fire, however, destroyed 
the humus in the soil and then the 
young trees often could not grow.

Mr. Anstie said there was an objec­
tion to hand logging as the operations 
were conducted on other people’s pro­
perty.

In regard to imposing conditions in 
conducting logging operations witness 
said he thought the associations he re­
presented would agree to the imposition 
of reasonable conditions, but the opin­
ion of practical loggers would be of 
more value.

Mr. Templeman’s Demarks.
Mr. Templeman, on rising, was greet­

ed with applause. He said it was need­
less for him to remark upon the hap­
piness that It gave him to be among his 
constituents, in view of the generous 
treatment accorded him by the electors 
last February.

The council of the board of trade had 
submitted a long list of requests to the 
Dominion government. He had read 
the Prince Rupert papers faithfully, 
and had expected to find an even longer 
list of requests on his arrival here. He 
was now quite prepared to believe that 
the people of Prince Rupert were very 
much in earnest respecting the devel­
opment of their town.

As for a mail service to Stewart, and 
the mail service to adjoining points, he 
would do everything in his power to 
give a thoroughly suitable service.

As for the service to the Queen Char­
lotte Islands, a temporary contract had 
been made. It was a most difficult 
matter to grapple with—this mail ser­
vice to Queer) Charlotte Islands. The 
temporary arrangement consisted of a 
service by the C. P. R. twice a month 
to Skidegate, Queen Charlotte City, 
Lockport and Jedway. Mr. Temple­
man remarked that he regretted the 
post office inspector was not at the 
meeting. He expected that he would 
be here, when the latest information 
would be available. It was easy enough 
to open a post office, but it was not so 
easy to establish a mail service.

“I stand by the promises that I 
made," said Mr. Templeman, “and as­
sure you that so far as my influence 
goes, whatever grievances there are 
will be remedied just as soon as we 
can get a suitable boat to carry these 
mails.”

The minister then took up the ques­
tion of reduced telegraphic rate. He 
had conferred with Hon. Mr. Pugsley, 
minister of public works, in Vancouver, 
and could assure the council that Mr. 
Pugsley concurred with the view of the 
council and people of Prince Rupert 
anent a reduction. They had also met 
with Mr. Phelan, the superintendent of 
telegraphs, and there was now every 
reason, to anticipate, that on Mr. Pugs- 
ley’s return to Ottawa the reduction, 
asked for would be granted.

Dealing with the question of a wire­
less telegraph service, the minister 
said that the superintendent of the 
wireless service would be in Prince 
Rupert on the following day. He was 
in British Columbia to establish four 
wireless stations—one in Prince Ru-< 
pert, two in the Queen Charlotte Isl­
ands, and the fourth on Triangle Isl­
and. Mr. Templeman also had the pro­
mise of Mr. Troup, of the C. P. R. coast 
service, that In a very short time, all 
of the C. P. R. steamships operating on 
the Pacific coast would be fitted up 
with wireless telegraphy.

Concerning the sand bar at Metlakat­
lah, Mr. Templeman said that all he 
would promise would be to call the 
matter to the attention of the minis­
ter of public works. It would be neces­
sary to obtain an estimate of the cost, 
before any representations could be 
made to the government.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 17.—Con­
sul-General Nagai announced at the 
Japanese consulate to-day that he has 
received information from Tokio that 
the Japanese government has taken 
steps to end the depredations " of Jap­
anese sealers upon the American seal 
rookeries of Alaska.

Heretofore the Nipponese govern­
ment has subsidized deep-sea fisher­
men for the purpose of encouraging 
the industry. The subsidy has been 
withdrawn, and It is expected that 
without the government’s support the 
Japanese sealers will find poaching 
not so remunerative, and they will 
cease their illegal tactics.

The Japanese raiders have been so 
insistent in their attempts 
upon American rookeries that the 
United States government has been 
compelled to patrol the Alaskan islands 
with revenue cutters. During the year 
the American revenue cutters have 
seized a number of offending Japan­
ese sealing schooners and arrested the 
crews. Most of the cases against the 
sealers are now’ pending in the courts 
of Alaska. There have been serious 
clashes between the Japanese raiders 
and American guards during the year.

Reforestation.
In the matter of reforestation the 

professor told of experiments they were 
making in New York state. The Ger­
man plan was to clear completely and 
replant and the other was to leave a 
part of the growth. He was Inclined 
to favor the German method. It had 
been worked out after many years of 
experimentation.

In Germany the undergrowth was 
kept clear in order that fires were im­
possible. While he did not understand 
the conditions obtaining here, he wish­
ed to impress upon them the necessity 
of conserving the forests.

In answer to Mr. Fulton. Prof. Craig 
said that two crops could not grow 
together at the same time. The young 
trees will not start until the "old ones 
have been removed If the growth Is at 
all thick.

Speaking of the work of the United 
States federal authorities In the mat­
ter of forests, he said they gave prac­
tical advice to owners of forests and 
made surveys. Mr. Pinchot was head 
of the department which does this 
work. The service has been developed 
largely by Mr. Pinchot himself, 
felt sure he would give all the particu­
lars the commission might ask in re­
gard to his work.

Capacity of Mills.
Examined further, Mr. Anstie stated

Monday night, August 9th, this city, 
•which not long since was a wilderness 
and which is yet without incorporation, 
was the scene of a social function 
which could only be rivalled in the 
great metropolis, says the Prince Ru­
pert Optimist. It was a feast of viands, 
an hour of good fellowship and bright 
ideas; a gathering of publicists and 
men with the courage, energy and tal­
ent to build up a great city; a banquet 
to Hon. Wm. Templeman, minister of 
inland revenue and minek, and member 
for this constituency of Comox-Atlin. 
It was under the auspices of the board 
of trade and given as a compliment to 
the minister from the citizens and busi­
ness men of this city. It was a success 
—a credit to the board of trade, and a 
happy form of showing appreciation of 
the member. It was eloquent of the 
fact that the class of men who are here, 
to build up this city are just as 
preciative for something done as they' 
are vigorous in their demands for 
something wanted. It shows the read­
iness jx> give as well as to receive. The 
affair was wholly non-political in tone, 
showing the tendency to put Prince 
Rupert before ail parties or prejudices.

After the toast to the King, G. W. 
Morrow proposed “The Dominion and 
Our Guest,” which was received with 
applause and prolonged cheers.

Hon. Mr. Templeman then rose to 
reply, thanking Mr. Morrow for his 
flowery compliments and the audience 
for their genial and whole-souled 
greeting. Mr. Templeman was glad to 
be the guest of the citizens of Prince 
Rupert and not that of a political 
party. “It will be a pleasure to me to 
look back upon this occasion. It is one 
of the greatest rewards a man can ev.er 
receive, to be shown by his friends and 
fellow-countrymen that they have con­
fidence in him. There are no emolu­
ments to your humble servant I can 
assure you, and I can thus • the mere 
appreciate such a tribute as you have 
shown me.

“When last here I heard that charm­
ing ballad ‘We’re here, because we're 
here,’ and How to-night it rings again 
In my ears. I’m here because I want 
to meet the people of Comox-Atlin. to 
see their needs and to study their best 
interests. I want to see for myself 
what the needs of this constituency 
are. I think I owe it to this constitu­
ency to visit every comer in it. I de­
sire to discharge my duty to the men 
who came to my assistance not so 
many months ago. I have visited 
Queen Charlotte Islands, except Mas- 
sett. I have been to Port Simpson, 
and to Essington, and to that city 
which rivals in ambition, at least, this 
present city; I refer to Stewart. I am 
going through to-night to Atlin and 
later I will go to Hazelton. So you see, 
gentlemen, that I am doing all in my 
power to see this vast constituency, 
estimated by Mr. Sloan (who was most 
veracious) to be several times larger 
than the province of Nova Scotia. 
This is a district remarkable for its 
geographical and topographical char­
acteristics. It is also original in its fu­
ture. I stood on the site of the present 
city of Vancouver when it was only the 
small village of Granville, more than 
twenty years ago, so that I am a pi­
oneer of British Columbia. If a city 
like Vancouver can grow up in that 
time what will be the future of this 
place? The route of the Grand Trunk 
is peopled up to Edmonton now. Com­
pare this to the population along the 
C. P. R. even to this day. It is bound 
to be that the growth of Prince Rupert 
shall be faster than that of Vancouver 
ever was.

“You have at your doors the greatest 
deep sea fisheries in the world. When 
I was here last and at your rival city 
of Simpson (laughter) my friend Mr. 
Hogan suggested that we have no 
Dreadnoughts but destroyers to protect 
our fisheries. It is the duty of the gov­
ernment, in my opinion, to protect the 
fishing. To do this would require two 
or three fast cruisers. This has not 
been done, but the minister of marine 
and fisheries while in England expects 
to negotiate for several boats such as 
we need. I am hopeful that before 
many months pass we will have boats 
which can make 15 or 18 knots. The 
Kestral Is not very fast, I must admit, 
and must be superseded by better.

“You have great mining interests in 
this district. I was in Stewart only 
a few days ago. If there is any more 
optimism In this town, apart from the 
office of the Optimist, than there is 
in Stewart, then I must say that you 
are the most hopeful people on the 
face of the globe. I was talking to a 
mining engineer who told me that 
Stewart in five years would be a great­
er copper producer than Butte, Mont. 
You can discount this if you will and 
stilj have great prospects. Your coal 
and wealth in other minerals is simply 
enormous.

“On the whole I am Justified I think 
in looking gorward to the most won­
derful strides being made In building 
this great city. If the future citizens 
who have yet to come here are of the 
stamp I see before me then the future 
is certainly assured.

“I am a member of the Dominion 
government and you honor me for it.
I must thank you on the part of the 
government. The Dominion govern­
ment is taking keen interest in Prince 
Rupert. There have been some eight 
or ten men, officials of the Dominion, 
here recently, who have been looking 
after your welfare. For some years 
past extensive hydrographical work has 
been done in these waters, so that now 
your harbor and channels are well 
charted. The work Captain Miytgrave 
lias done, was done on the belief that 
this would be a great port. We have 
been carrying on great work on your 
coast in establishing buoys and light­
houses. Dr. Montizambert is here to 
establish a quarantine station to be

Vancouver, Aug. 17.—Announcement was 

made to-day that the prominent Coast 
shipping firm of Frank Waterhouse & 
Company, with headquarters at Seattle, 
has established a branch office here with 
the firm of Greer, Cpyle & Company, and 
will, beginning next month, inaugurate a 
passenger and freight service between 
this port and New Zealand and Aus­
tralia. The service is to be made by an 
extension of the servicb from San Fran­
cisco to the Antipodes, and will be main­
tained by three vessels of modern build 
and fast speed. A monthly service will 
be maintained to this port, and it is 
rumored that the vessels will handle a 
large share of the fall grain traffic from 
this port.

The Water Loan 
Guarantee By-law, 1909, which meas­
ure provides for the expropriation of 
the holdings of the Esquimalt Water­
works Company at Goldstream, will 
pass should a bare majority of the 
votes polled be in favor thereof. The 
privilege of voting pn these measures 
is confined to those who are entitled 
to vote on by-laws foe raising rhoney 
upon the credit of the municipality. 
Polling will take place at the old fire 
hall premises in the city hall on Thurs­
day of next week, between the hours of 
9 a. m. and 7 p. m. Opinion as re­
flected in conversation heard on the 
streets is that both by-laws will carry.
