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MEDICINE IN BOMBAY.

A Swedish consul in Bombay says
that ‘‘hbecause of their fear of sani-
tary inspection and modern methods
of preventing and curing disease the
natives of India in vast rumbers
are the victims of plague. In con-
sequence of the hatred and fear of
hospit#ls and medical men the pop-
ulation of DBombay has decreased
40,000 in the last 10 years, while
the increase in the whole of India
in the same time was about 15 per
cent. Bombay now has 760.000
people. The hospital and general
medical service in India are of the
best ard do much good in the affect-
ed districts in spite of the prejudice
which prevaiis against such things.
The plague is generally fatal
out the most skillful medical atten-
tion. The natives in their ignorance
seek only to be left to, die in peace.
The ancient traditions of the coun-
try are extremely difficult, almost

impossible, to eradicate.”’

THE DAIRY.

All milk as it comes from healthy
is of approximately perfect
quality and capable of making a
perfect article of sweet cream, but-
ter or cheese if its surroundings
and the influences to which it is ex-
posed immediately after it leaves the
udder of the cow, and until it pas-
ses from the care of the farmer, are
correct. If it sours quickly, it is
because the temperature was not
promptly and sufficiently lowered. I1f
immediately cooled to 40 degrees F.,
lactic acid germs do not develop,
L.and if bad flavors show, it is because
filth and impurities have been ad-
mitted. Germs of life of many
kinds, capable 'of producing a great
variety of eflects are not inherent in
milk, but are always present in the
air of stables, especially in the cow’s
udder, skin, hair on the milker, in
the corners of the milk pail, and in
whatever place it is exposed. The
admittance of these germs and their
development in the milk while it is
in the keeping of the farmer is the
main cause of the cream souring and
of the butter being low grade, and
these things are mainly within the
control of the ‘‘man behind the
cow.”’
THE SCORE CARD

divides the qualities of butter equal-
ly between the farmer and the but-
ter maker. Fifty points are for:
Grain 25, color 10, salting 10, gen-
eral appearance 5. These points are
wholly within the control of the but-
termaker and due to his skill ‘or ne-
glect.

The other 50 points are for flavor.
This is usually produced by influ-
ences that affect the milk or cream
before it reaches the butter maker.
We have learned how to counteract
somewhat those influences, if bad.
by killing: the germs by heat, called
‘‘pasteurization,”’ and introducing a
new and ' desirable influence to de-
velop the proper flavors called com-
mercial ‘‘starters.’” This method is
really a means of 'correcting the evil
that has been done by the farmer,
unwittingly, and too often umnneces-
sarily.

No butter maker can make a fine
article of butter from old ot injured
cream. The milk was once all right,
but somewhere from the cow to the
factory it received germs, and its
temperature was allowed to be such
that  they wrought a change that
seriously injured its value. The
keeping qualities of milk and the
continuance of cream in a sweet con-
dition depend upon its purity and
low temperature.

Market reports give several grades
of butter with a difference in price
of severai cents. According to the
rule of the score card one-half of
that difference is due to flavor —the
farmer’s part.

IN ASSOCIATED WORK

the difficulty is increased by the fact
that even one negligent or slovenly
patron may seriously counteract the
best efforts of a score of others, be-
cause each composite lot of cream
makes one lot of butter of a quality
not much, if any, above that of the
individual lot of cream in the churn-
ing that was poorest in quality:
This shows the impoifance of each
patron doing his work correctly, and
also of insisting that every other
patron associated with him should
also do as weli.

The average farmer to-day is away
behind the ideal conditions hecessary
to preserve the inherent qualities of
milk and cream. Improvement has
been made and is still going on, and
the necessity for further improve-
ment grows more apparent each
year.

A milking room as clean as a kit-
chen, with air purified by the sun,
and free from odors and dust, would
be none too good in which to draw
pure milk from a cow, in order
maintain that purity untii its tem-
perature is reduced to a point below
the danger from obnoxious germs.
A cow as well groomed and tidy as

to stand
while yielding up a food for the
nourishment of the strongest as
well as the weakest of the human fa-
mily. \

GRADE UP THE HERD.

I know the theory is, grade up
your herd, get a thoroughbred bull
and breed up, writes Mr. R. W. El-
iis. That is what we all believe in,
and most of us are trying to do but
it don’t work at all times as one
would like to have it. Thirty-two
yvears ago I made up my mind the
Jersey was the best breed for me
and in.the course of two years, 1
bought 16 head of cows and heifers.
I had no money to pay fancy prices,
but got the best I could, and I was

STOLEN BY THE SEA.

England Loses Many Acres Each
Yéar in This Way.

The Strand Maguzine describes the
steady and disastrous eating away
of the coast line of England by the
encroaching sea, and it is stated
that the annual loss of area by
coast ‘erosion in England alone is
probably not less than 2,000 acres.
On the other hand, marsh lands have
been, drained and other lands re-
claimed, but these areas are insig-
nificant ~ as. compared with those
which have been lost.

Parts of the lost lands were low-
lying, .protected by dykes or levees,
which were eventually breached; oth-
er parts were washed away by tloods
and storms; but in many cawcs
sea is eating its way into ‘tall cliffs,
demolishing numerous towns ard
villages.

The line of anchorage for ships off
Selsey, in Sussex, is still called ‘“‘the
Park,”” having been a royal deer
park in the reign of Henry VIII.,
while the treacherous shoals known
as the Goodwin sands formed ir- ear-
ly days the estate of Earl Goodwin.

On the Yorkshire coast there are
12 buried towns and villages, and
in Suffolk there are five. Submerged
fores.s may be seen at low tide off
Bexhill and Wirral, and their re-
mains have bheen found at numerous
points alpng the coast.

Southwest from Lands, End, to-
ward" the Scilly Islands, a penin-
sula of about 227 square miles has
been carried away, and below the
sand beach is a deposit of black
mold containirg indications of trees
gnd deer.

At Wirral is Leasowes Castle, now
on the edge of the cliff, but 50 years
;ago it was half a mile from the sea.
“Many historical towns, such as Rav-
rensburg (mentioned in Shakespeare)

| where Henry IV. landed in 1399, and
Edward IV. in 1471, have now _en-
tirely disappeared.

At Reculver the cliffs were gradual-

sent time by - people whose only
drawback,+ perhaps, is their extreme
nervousness. It is the favorite scent
of innumerable actresses, and even
actors, too, and public speakers of
every degree—not entirely because of
{any symptoms of nervousness they
may be subject to, but because in
|eritical moments inhalation of the
essence of violets, strangely enough,
seems to have the eflect of quieting
or soothing any approaching qualms
or indications of a nervous visita-
tion.

From the therapeutic standpoint,
to quote the doctors, the scent of
violets is a natural sedative, having
the power of subduing or toning
down a nervous system or temper-
ament whose equilibrium is ‘easily
disturbed. Not only that, but vio-
lets is a remedy for many actual
disorders of the nervous system,
which the perfume seems to mother
in a particularly effective manner.

In the ‘‘Materia Medica,”’ which is
the doctors’ book of drugs and me-
dicaments, there are about seventeen
items with which the violet essence
is incorporated,
evidence of its power in helping to
raise the body to health and vigor,
whilst in cases of cancer wviolét
leaves have wrought absolute cures.

Rue is a strong smellirg plant, but
the essence which is derived from it
has been found to sct beneficially in
no fewer than eighty test_cases
which were examined just recently.
In liver ailments the sniffing of a
few drops of the essential oil, shak-
en on a handkerchief,

whilst for spasms, severe indigestion,
and other forms of stomach trouble,
the soaking in the perfume of a
piece of linen, folded, and then held
lin position at the pit of the stom-
ach’by a flannel band, and left there
for a few hours, has wrought sur-
prisingly favorable results.

Men in business, or women and
girls whose\domestic labars breed
over-care and over-anxiety, should
invest in a small quantity of this
distillation, and inhale it now and
again, when they would feel re-
freshed and reinvigorated.

WHERE DRUGS COME FROM

BROUGHT FROM THE FOUR
CORNERS OF THE GLOBE.

Castor Oil Arri;z; in Beans, and
Aloes in Monkey Skins —
Ferfumes.

To form the collection which fills
|1;he drawers and bottles and jars of
even the most unpretentious drug-
gist’s shop, tax is levied upon al-
most every country in the world.
North, south, east and west, our
[dru,gs come to us, and ‘they reach
iour shores in such strange forms
"that not one person in a thousand,
seeing them in the rough at the
,docks, or in any of the great whole-
sale stores, would be able to even
guess at the names and natures of
half of them, says Pearson’s Weekly.

Somewhat similur in appearance ia
ipecacuanha, which also comes to
us in dry twigs, which are part of
the trailing root of a plant found in
the damp forests of Brazil. These
:roots receive no preparation save
drying before they are shipped off
to Europe via Montevideo. They are
packed in large sacks, and the
iworkmen who open the bales must
ibe\vure of breathing the pungent,
|irritating dust given off, and which
,is productive of unpleasant results if
incautiously inhaled.

Castor oil, too, is hard to recog-
nize in the pretty little brown beans
Ispotted with black and with polish-
ed skins, that arrive in bags from
{India. They look far too attractive
to suggest the much hated dose of
,our early days. Aloes, the base of
many nauseous medicines, may be
seen in its crude form as a solid
‘mass resembling brown sealing-wax,
packed in heavy wooden boxes, from
thich it is chipped out in flakes
‘with a .

CHISEL AND HAMMER.

It is of difierent qualities and
i prices according to whether it comes
!from Arabia, Socotra, or the West
Indies, and may fetch any sum from
186 to $45 a hundredweight. . Aloes
is the juice of the big fleshy leaves
iof the plant of that name.
{juice is pressed or evaporated from
i the leaves, and poured into chests or
kegs in a semi-fluid state, hardening
ipresently into a solid block. Not
|infrequently it is inclosed in the
{dried gkins of monkeys, and in this
strange dorm brought to market.

One of the most interesting of
drugs is opium, both on account of
its awful potency, and by reason of
its great value. A case of opium,
about 2fcwt., is worth $400 rough-
ly. The case is of rough deal, lined
with tin, and contains n number of
soft, dark lumps, ‘-like large hand-
ifuls of dough,\ packed very closely
together in a quantity of dry, chafly
seeds. Each ¢f these lumps contains
about two pounds of raw opium, a
viscous, heavy-scented mass, wrap-
ped in poppy leaves, which has been
gathered with infinite patience and
labor, a tiny drop at a time, from
each individual poppy in an Eastern
{poppy field. The opium which
ireaches England is of two qualities,
one for ' medicine, the other for
smoking, and comes from Persiag and
Asia  Minor; that grown in China
l;md India proving too adulterated
or

i

THE ENGLISH MARKET.

Another costly and all important
drug is quinine, which arrives in its
crude form ~as large slices of bark,
packed either flat or in ‘‘quills,”’
that is, curled round upon itself like
a roll. Twenty years ago, before the
tree had been cultivated in the East
Indies, and was to be found only in
parts of South America, quinine was
| vastly dearer than it is now. Even
|to this day it is a somewhat costly
commodity, worth 80 cents an
ounce; but formerly the same amount
would fetch the enormweous price of
$4, or fourteen times as much.

From. Smyrna and Bussorah come
the bulk of the gums—gum Arabic,
gum  Senegal, gum DBenjamin (or
Benzoin) gum myrrh, and gum
Tragacanth, which form such an im-
portant part of the British Phar-
macopoeia. From Sicily we get
manna, a pale~colored, fragile sub-
stance looking like hardened honey,
which is exuded from the bark of a
species of ash. Italy sends us our
! Wquorice—a juice extracted from the
iroot of a plant belonging to the
pea and bean tribe, grown in South-
ern Europe.

RHUBARB IN THE ROUGH
can be seen as large irregular frag-
ments of a bright yellow robt, grown
in China. And here it may ke men-
tioned, that the namec Turkey rhu-
barb is altogetizer a misnomer. There
is no such thing as Turkey rhubarb
and never has been; but the mis-
take dates back to olasn du)s. when
the root was brougi ¢ _rom the last
by way of Tur! .oy, iustcad of
through Russia, s it no'’ comes.

' Scarcely to be counted as drugs,
thouph generally associated  with
them, come certain of the ‘perfumes.
The value of these latter commo-
,dities is very 4wreat. The metal
flasks, covered with thick felt. hold-
ing in each 100 ounces of otto of
roses, are worth S600 apiece. The
soft brown pods of musk, wrapped
in rice paper, and contained in small
gaudily-painted borxes, or ‘‘caddies’’
are valued at about $8.50 each.
.Vanilla is shipped from Mexico and
Mauritius in little tin boxes holding
long, beautifully -fragrant pods of a
species of orchid; while civet, that
extraordinary animal perfume, which
in bulk smells abominably, comes
from the East contained in cow’s

horns. e

ohairman and when he rose to introduce the
General he received a great ovation, He
8sid, amongst other things,that the duties of
a chiirmun in introducing wo world-famed 8
charscter as Geoeral Booth were not
ove ous. The work of the General was
known and had been of immenne value all
over the world, All the wond«rful work of
the army was personally supeiintended by
thia one remurk «bls man

General Boorh, in replying said to feel
that his life work iid been appreciated was
encouraging, sod stimulsted to further
effort, Tne Salvagion Army deserves well
of the penple, smong whom 1te flag floats,
but the credit for_ite marvellons achiuve-
ments were not due to him so much as to
the large army of officers and svldiers who
bad worked s0 zsalously to briug them
ahout.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

DEaAR SiR :—When [ wade sn attempt at
the last Cooocil meeting, to straighten out
what [ deemed to be a pusaible misconoep-
tion on the part of the Moyor, regardiog »
matter that bad bappenel white he was
abecut from the Province last winter, I did
a0t e xpect to get into a Dewspaper Coutro-
versy over it. The manoer in which yon
have referred to thie lit:le incident, however,
leaves me no option 1o the matter, and |
now ask the tavor of a little space in your
paprr to make reply.

I do not intena o follow you in the per-
eonalities with which yon have seen fit to
m X up this matter. Your course in this
respect, 18 to me opiy so additional evid-nce
of the ill natore you have ever manifested
toward me an 2 member of the Towa Coso-
cil* Yua mike also some veiled alinsions to
things I cannot 1eply to, if I would, havieg
00 knowledge of what it meant, but which,
1 thuuk, can vuly exiet 1v your own imsgios-
tiou. My preseut purpose is merely to state
s few faocts which can easily be ventied, and
0 stating those facts, it may become c.earer
why I had to allude to an incorrect report of
a certain motion which passed the Coancil
soma time ago.

You see, I still sssert there was au in-
correct report, but you meke a mistake in
assuming that my reference tv it was the
end in view, instead of such reference being
used as a means to & more important end,
viz,—that of jastifying before the ratepay-
ers, an agreement, che justice of whicn was
appsreatly being impugued by the Mayor.

When I asked the Mayor at the last
Couacil meeting if be had eaid certain things.
s reported, I did not koow thea that he
had. Those fam.liar with couneil work will
kuow, that sometimes, while oue member 18
speaking another member may be writing
vat a resolution, aud powibly something of
that kind vecurred at that particular time.

Can handie your APPLES,

THE RAINBOW,

When a ray of sunlight falls on a
raindrop it is refracted; then part
of the light is reflected from the in-
ternal surface and again refracted on
leaving the drop. The white sun-
light is not only refracted when it
erters and leaves the drop, but dis-
persion also takes place. The eye
has bright circles of light for. each
kind of light, and since sunlight is
made up of different kinds of homo-
geneous light we get a series of cir-
cular arcs, showing the spectrum
colors, the red being outside and the
other colors following in the order
of descending wave length. The
whole constitutes a primary rain-
bow., A secondary rainbow is some-
times seen outside the first. This is
formed by the light being twice re-
flected inside the raindrops. The
less refrangible rays are on the in-
ner side. Rainbows due to still
more internal reflections are too fee-
ble to be observed. It is possible to
get a white rainbow if the sun is
clouded or if there is a mixture of
raindrops of very different sizes.
