Vaiz or Cranemx,
August 14, 1868,
My dear Dr. Rand,

I bave not infrequently thought of you
during the summer, and it ocours to me
that you might esjoy » word from me.
Hence I write this morning, glad to be in
the shade and away from the daszling glare
of the eun blindingly reflected from the
snowy peaks of the Mt, Blanc range,which
rear themselves directly over this beautitul
vale. Of course one thinks of Coleridge's
bymn in coonection with this place, and

Ithough one of his bi b says he
was never here, I find it very bard to credit
the statemen’, after reading the poem oo
the epot. One thing seems clear, he could
not have more artistically seized upia the
great fea'ures of the scene, nor given voice
more grandly (o the emotions stirred in one
by this stupendous presence. I don’t knew
whether people read Coleridge nowadays,
but he has always had & word for me ia
oertain moode,—more of what he suggests
than fally utlers,

I think I wrote you from Weodstook,
Ont,, intimsting that my health ww s
matter of some snxiety, and that | might
be cbliged to hold up for & time. The
Board of Governors gave m?s leave of
absence for a year, but matlers in connec-
tion with our work in Toromto are not in
such & condition a8 to permit me to remain
away.

CONSIDER A SUGGESTION.

One of our most experienced pastors has
it in mind to introduce into his church &
plan by which members can watch over
and help each other. As young couverts
are baptized into ite fellowship, it is his
intention to put them under thé care of
the more experienced members, who will
be expected to keep informed of their
epiritual condition and report to the pastor,
as well as use every endeavor, by kindli-
ness and helpfulness, to make them stroog
Christians and active workers,

We eee in this simple plan the germs of
grest possibilities. Why should it not be
extended further, and the more active apd
devcted workers have some of the less
spiritaal of those already in the cburoh
committed to their care?  We are not sure
but that it wounld be helpfal to some of
those who have become a Jittle careless, if
they bad some one still more indifforent
committed to them. It would help them
to & sense of respobsibility which would
have s quickening ¢ff ot upon all their
inner life.

How much help this plan, if put into
geveral operation, would afford our pastore.
They cannot bave that intimate acquaint-
ance with the state sad needs of & large
membership as would enable them best to
adapt means 10 meet the need, Neither
oan & pastor bimrelf atteni to all thess, in
addition to hie other duties. But members
could have a kindly and Christian care
over & few of their fellow members, and
the pastor’s servioes could be called in
when most needed. As well might a
physician in charge of a large sanitarinm
be expested to do without assistants, as a
pastor in hie church. He is rather a
director-general.

In the next place, how tiis would help
the brethren and eisters who undertook
this work of watch csre! How it would
draw out their hearts in & warm, earsest,
snd loving interest | How it would hallow
all their lives as it would drsw cft their
thoughts from themeelves and centre them
upon others!

The aim should be to
develop strength by setting them to such
work as would lest their strength ae fast as
it ls gained, and s0 make it greater, and
not 10 merely shield them in their woak-
ness and keep them in feebleness, The
great object should’betosirengthen li ¢ with
& view (o outward wservice, rather than
ooddle it for the sake of its own confort.
The former will make men strong and wn-
selfiab, the latter weak and welf inlulgent.
But s litte care can avoid all dan-
gers, and the plan is fi.ted 10 be of great
service. Will not our pastors consider the
suggestions oullined above, snd, if thought
of worth, as we are sure they will be seen
to be, quietly but firmly adopt and press
them ?

To avenge the death of his cousin, Prince
Maley, who, with his escort, sas ambushed
acd slain by rebels, he has let loose the
imperial troops upon the now wretched
sod belpless insurgents, with fall license
to mprder, tortare and outrage to the ex-
tent Cf their savage desires. The details
are too revolting to print. It ia reported,
however, that the E npercr has gone vo far
in his inhuman reveage that he is now
surrounded by hostile tribee Wwho may
serve bim a3 he has served their allies,

A writer in the London Telegroph, who
bas lately returned from a tour of several
thousand miles through Russia, tells »
most harrowing story of the people in
various provinces, reaching te abeolute
famine and starvation, and owing entirely
to the exactiona of the wx collectors, The
farming population are abeolutely naable
to pay the exorbitant taxes, even when they
sell all the products of their labor. The
carious thing about this femine is that it
ocomes when wheat is plenty azd prices low.
But the taxes must firat be paid, «nd whest
or barley must be sold st ruinously low
prices to pay taxes, and nothing is left to
live on. The knout collects the taxes. This
writer says that this is true of various seo-
tions of the country. Indeed, official re-
ports confirm these statements. General
Kossitroh, the Governor of Baratcff, after
havirg paid & visit to the various distriots
of the enormouns territory under hie care,
lately published & manifesto, in whiok he
gives veat to his astonishment and regrst
at the hopelew ruin in which the people
are plaoged. In this famous circular,
which the Moso.w0 Gaselfe calle a masked
appeal to the spirit of Constitutionslism,
the governor sdys, amoeg othe: thinge,
that to “‘allow the affaire of the tax-paying
population to remasio in such s state of
disorder is tantamount to killing the ben
that laid the golden ezg.” The Russian
Gazette, of Moscow, describes, in very
sombre colors, the frightful state of indebi-
edoess into which the pesssnts of the
Government of Bamara have drifted «

“They have been receiving losas from
merchants, petty traders, priesta, moass-
terien, gendarmes, district elders, and
district secretaries, of oll of whow they
are in constant dresd, as thev belovg to
that numerous ocategory of cofficiale ‘who

are able 10 destroy both the body and the
soul,’™

The house is still
standing, & loog red brick building abutting
on the sidewalk of High Street. It is now
used 1n part a8 & young gentleman’s pri-
vate school, and in part as private dwel-
lings. At the back of the house is & pear
tree, planted by the poet’s hands. Many
a pear bas been appropristed without the
owner's kuowledge or spprobation; for
boys will be boys the world over and the
centuries through. Let us hope that the
youngeters were not afterwards troubled
with snything more than an unessy con-
rcien e, for it is more than doubtful wheth-
er they slways slopped 10 asgertain whether
the frait was fully ripe.

In several of the rooms there is & large
awount of sncient tapestry, whioh even
now, sfforde greas variety of interest o the
spectator ae he gazes on the various per-
sonsges and soenes depicled. It was die-
covered yoars ago, aa well as a valuable
oil painting, when the walls were being
renovated. These worke of art and skill
had been wrought by fiagers whoee work has
long eince been done, avd bad probably
been sover d over for preservation in the
times of the civil war in Eogland. The
owner has been offered three hundred
pounds for the tapestry, but it is doubtful
whether it will ever be removed from its
present position until the eilent jnfluence of
time shall cramble it into dust: Many »
bit of work we o may te unnotiged and
apyreciated for e-while, but soa e time its
worth will be discovered, sud receive its
meed of praise.
