Articlb 8.—Each Church shall have the privilege of sending one Delegate, 
or more ; but no CJburqh, however numerous, shall be entitled to a greater 
numbér th ш five, iq addition to thëir Pastor.

Abticlb 4.—Ait each meeting of the AssociAtion, the Delegates shall deliver to- 
* preceding ÿear immediately bn thefr arrival, the letters from 

urcnes ; a list of the Delegates having been prepared bv the Clerk, their 
shall be called, and they shall take their place». The Moderator of the 

preceding year shall call the ybtofqk.A Moderator, by ballot, without nomination, 
and thé person who shall be chosen by a majority of the members present, shall, 
upon his acceptance, lead the meeting to the choice of a Clerk. It shall be the 
duty of the Moderator to preside in all the transactions of the meeting, no­
minate Committees, and maintain due order among the members. It shall he the 
duty of the Clerk to keep a fair .and impartial record of all the doings of the As­
sociation during the session,'And furnish a colrrect copy of the saine for the press.

Abticlb 6,—it shall be the duty çf eaçh Church to send by its Messengers a 
letter to the Association, giving ab account Of Its âtete, particularly of the ad­
ditions and diminution within the last year ; and generally, of wbate 
to its peace and prosperity, together with the whole number of m

union. It shall also forward money for the printing of the Minutes. 
Abticlb 6—When any Church shall desire admittance into this body, applica­

tion must be ùmde by letter, and satisfactory evidence furbished of their faith 
and order : this being done, And A vote of acceptance t«keft,the Moderator shall, 
in behalf of the Association, give to one of their Messengers (if any be present) 
the right hand of fellowship.

Abticlb 7.—When a Church shAll neglect to make any communicatio 
Association for three years successively, it shall be considered as having with- 
drawn from us, and, shall be dropped from the Minutes, otiless two or more, 
members request Its Continuance, and shall ébgage to enquire into its standing/ 
and report at the next meeting of the Association.

Abticlb 8.—Although as an Association, we disclaim all power over the 
Churched, so far as respects any interference with their independence and dis­
cipline, yet we deem it our privilege tos judge Tor ourselves of the propriety of 
continuing any Chureh or Minister in our oobdeViob, which to us snail appear 
to be unsoriptur&l in principle, or irregular In practice. In order, however, that 
we may not withdraw our fellowship without sufficient reason, from any Chnrch 
or Minister against whom a complaint is made by two members of this body, it 
shall be thd duty of the Association to; appelâtes Committee to investigate the 
points of complaintiAmd report the result of their enquiries to the Association, 
that they may deoill as duty shall appear.

Abticlb 9.—Alterations and amendments may be made in this Constitution 
from time to time, such as experience may dictate.

The Committee have much pleasure, in presenting their Thirty-second 
Annual Report, in being able to state that the Seminary, during the 
past year, has enjoyed a good degree of prosperity. The number in 
attendance has been ninety-seven, forty-six of whom have beeo board­
ers. The senior department is in advance of that of last year—indeed, 
of any year. The Junior department, owing to the length of the vaca­
tion, shows a falling off, This, in the future, will be remedied, as it in 
our intention to open this department in July, instead of September, 
With regard to the Seniors, the long vacation in the summer has been 
found to work well, as there is no break in the studies from the opening 
to the close of the Institution. This arrangement, after the satisfactory 
trial it has had, we intend to continue.

During the year, two public examinations were held—one at Christ- 
mas, and the other at the end of the close of the School—and your 
Committee are gratified to state that the result was highly creditable, 
both to the pupils and their instructors ; and that the attendance of 
friends of the institution was both numerous and respectable. As the 
Press has given extended notices of these examinations, it is needless to 
say anything further respecting them.

To render the Institution still more efficient, and to give additional 
accommodation to pupils deriving advantage from it, the Committee are 
desirous of fitting up the Gymnasium as a class-room ; and they re­
spectfully solicit the increased liberality of all the friends of education, 
to carry out their wishes in this respect.

We do now, in the presence of the greet, ell-seeing snd most glorious 
God, end before engels end men, giro up ourselres to the Lord Jeho­
vah, Fether, Son, end Holy Ghost, end erouch him this dey to be our 
God, our Fether, our Saviour, and our Leader, and receive him as our 
Portion for ever. We give up ourselves to the Lord Jesus Christ, end 
engage to adhere to him as the head of bis people in the covenant of 
grace, and rely on him as our Prophet, Priest, and King, to bring us to 
eternal blessedness.

We acknowledge our everlasting and indispensable obligations to 
glorify God by living a holy, righteous, and godly life, in this present 
world, in all our several places and relations ; and we engage by the 
assistance of the Divine Spirit, to improve our time, strength, talents, 
and advantages to his glory and the good of our fellew-men ; promising, 
by Divine help, to walk in our houses as becomes those professing god- 
liness, and to maintain the worship of God in our families, and to train 
up those under our care in the ways of religion grid virtue.
